you the advantage of our experience
in meeting many of the strains to
which our political and social struc-
ture have been subjected.”

Canada’s Traditions.

Mr. Taft, in referring to the rapid
growth of the Dominlon, said: *You
have eight millions of people and in a
short time that number will be doubl-
ed. You have marvellous resources, a
great agricultural territory, growing
manufactures, a wonderful inland
navigation, and my imagination fails
to limit your material expansion. Your
closgmess to Great Britain, as the
eldest daughter still in the family, has
given you certain traditions that ih
there days of radical innovation may
stand you in good stead.”

Corruption and Corporations.

“You have corruption in Canada—how
much I do not know. We have had it
in the United States. You have had
corporations in Canada. You have had
them intervene in your politics—how
much I do not know.

So much contradictory evidence was
forthcoming in Myers' undertaking
establishment on Saturday night, at
the inquest regarding the death of
Alfred George James, who was killed
a week ago last Friday night by a
Metropolitan car at ¥York Mills, that
Coroner Dr. W. L. Bond again ad-

journed the sitting to enable surveyors
to make correct statements as to the

Many Witnesses.

A large number of witnesses were
called. and the majority of thess all
gave different estimates as to the
rate the.car was traveling when the
accident occurred. Two or three
stated that there was a grinding of the
brakes just before the accident, while
/Qthers -said there was no perceptible
s1a The witnesses
Weére unanimous regarding the amount
of warning given by the motorman,
each stating that the whistle was kept
giﬁwlng all the way down the north

Howard Mills, the bartender, and J.
W. Casley, the hostler at the York
Mills Hotel, both testified as to the
temperate condition of James at the
time of the accident.

Car Going Fast.

Mrs. Thomas W. Young, of York
Mills, who witnessed the accident from
about a hundred yards, said the car
was being driven at a rapid rate, and
was not brought to a standstill until
it had reached the <York Springs
gv{tch, some distance up the south

i /

M. M. Gibson and E. Trudelle, of
Willowdale, were the two men in the
cutter who shouted to James of his
danger. Gibson stated that if the man
had driven directly south over the
track-instead of southeast, the affair
would have been avoided. He esti-
mated that the car was traveling, at
the least; thirty miles #n hour., “The
car was going faster than usual, at
the least forty-five miles an hour,”
said Charles Smith, an eye witness.
He said that plenty of warning was
given, and the car had gone 800 feet
before it came to a standstill. 'This
evidence was corroborated by W.
Clamp, Smith’s companion.

Doctor’s Evidence.

Dr. V. McCormack gave his report
as to the post-mortem examination,
stating that the body was well nour-
ished, and all the injuries were of
external violence such as would be
caused by the collision. “Any trace
of alcohol?” asked Mr. Phelan, acting
for the family. *“None whatever,”
said the doctor.

The next witness called was the
motorman, Peter Ferguson. Crown At-
torney G. A. Shaver immediately rose
to say that Ferguson was not com-
pelled to give evidence, Mr. Phelan
said he should testify, but the coroner
upheld the crown attorney and the
motorman sat down.

Ten Minutes Late,

A Shier, the conductor, stated the
car was ten minutes late, but that
was always the case on the run from
Richmond Hill, “We were not run-
ning any faster than usual” he gald.

Important evidence was given by A.
M. Smith, a master mechanic for the
company, who stated the cars would
g0 no more than twenty-two miles an
hour on the level.

Plenty of
warning was given, and the slackening
{of speed just before the accident was
guite noticeable. Answering Mr. Phelan,

that the car was going at a terrible
rate.
Faster Than Ever.

E. J. Pearce disagreed with the other
passéngers as to the speed the car was
traveling. “The car must have been
going between thirty and forty miles
an hour. It was swayving considerably
coming down the north hill,” he said. He
thought that the car had travelled faster
all the journey than ever before. Mr.
Pearce explained that he rode on the
cars regularly, and he noticed the speed
particularly.

W. Thornborough, the keeper of the

car was travelling caused some bottles
to fall off a shelf in the shop.

Severely -Cross-Examined. ®
George Wright, a young farmer of
the district, was subjected to a severe
cross-examination by the crown attor-
ney on giving his estimate that the car
took two seconds to travel a quarter of
a mile.

At daybreak yesterday,
she took a turn for the worse, and
passed away at 10.30 yesterday morn-
ing. The cause of her death was sep-
tic poisoning.

So far we have only-conx’
sidered and studied a few of the com-
moner “carpeters.”

While it s a very pleasant thing to
see thé variouis rocky ledges hidden
beneath a spreading mat of various
plants, yet there are many other ‘ef-
feots that may be easily managed.
> _And, just here, let us remember that
there is one very important rule -‘in
gardening that must always be kept
ir the mind’s eye, that rule which bids.
us ever remember the law of propor-
tion., In striving after the best rock
garden effects, this law should be a
great help to the amateur gardener.

For instance, never plant tall grow-
ing plants along the low levela of the
rocks unless these are to be the sole
oocupahts of these levels, ,or unless
these tall plants are in company ‘with
the ' carpeters.

Nor should any such tall plants so
planted - reach to the topmost heights
of the rockery, thus obscurmg various
low-growing vlafits, ="

True, a fairly tall. plant ’ may be
planted after careful consideration,’
tipon the highest levels of the rock
garden. But this is a different ques-
tion.

Then, you must also consider .what
manner 0f plant will look best among:
very. rugged and large sharp-pointed
 rocks. These may be covered with car-
peters. But .much better effects may
be gained by other means.

In these situations there s/ mno
doubt that such plants as send up nar-
row, sword-like or lance-like leaves
(even tho these may not be flowering
plants), will produce a fairly unusual
effect. Especially so, if the sharp,
strong lance-shaped leaves are over-
topped by a shading pointed rock.

Such plants suitable here, are the
various irises, which may be counted
to do remarkably well among the
rocks. A good point about these irises
is the fact that the sharp sword leaves
are always green and pleasant to look
upon, and the floweripg season having
passed, the dead flower stalks may be
removed without hurting the plant.
Also, the irises are supposed to be

surprisingly small amount of moisture
and not die., Indeed, it “is almost an
impossibility to kill irises, no matter
what one does or does not do to the
(Of this more anon.)

only. the first four lines are by Burns
the' remainder “having iéen added! by
John Walter, .an Edinburgh musician
and music-seller who later removed. to
London:

Burne ‘did write a complete song, to
an ancient Scottish lay. but the words
became coarser and’ more suggestive
with each verse, and altho it may be
found in Johnson's “Museum,” it soon
fell into “innocuous Qesueeude" The
air to which it is now"sung is an old
melody, “The Miller's Daughter,” modi-
fled by Walter.

People generally, and the artist and
author, have largely followed suit, and
have taken it for granted that the song
referred to traversing a path leading
thru a field of rye. It is strongly claim-
ed, however, that it refers to the ford-
ing of the River Rye, where certain
stepping-stones allowed the barefoot-
ed Highland lassies to cross, none. the
worse for the shallow water that
swirled about their ankles. It may
well be imagined that Burns and his
“ne‘er-do-well” cronies were not
averse to happening along when cer-
tain of the local beauties came to the
“Fords of Rye” on thelr way to kirk
or market.

It is set on the head at
the right angle. It has a lobe that is

Jin ratio to the upper part. And the
upper part, the rim of the ear, must be
neither too close nor too full. The study
of ears is as {lluminating as it is com-
plex and fascinating.

The beginning of the upper rim should
be on a direct line from the corner of
the eye, and the lobe should be in a
straight line with the top of the ear.

1t should be strictly in harmony with
the face. That is, in such harmony that
it melts into the whole without striking
a false note. Perhaps that is not very
plain, but I want to give the impression
that the perfect ear is the ear that does
not attract attention.

There is the saying that the small ear
denotes stinginess and narrow-minded-
ness, and the big ear means generosity.

Well, they don't do it
nowadays, and the modern parent has

Wearing the hair over the ears has
done the work of the ear cap.

On Saturday evening the provincial

*hydro. system was most fortunafe in
the time that the break occurred. No
other part of the week except Sunday
“itself could have been selected in which
the interruption would have subjected
the public to less inconvenience. Had
the break occurred on the morning of
an ordinary working day the loss would
have been very mloug to the business
world. to and employed
alike. Hg‘de/ta. great fire broken out
with the/ pumps out of operation a
disaster is\easily imaginable. The en-
gineers had already considered these
contingencies, these intangible liabili-
ties, ag we might style them, to em-
phasize the reality of intangible things.
It had been recognized that a steam
reserve was absolutely necessary for
the protection of the city. The cost

The civic car lines were out of busi-
ness, of course, on Saturday evening.

We have
thus a total lability of $7,000,000
pending in connection with the trac-
tlor: and power eysterns of the city,
due to inadequate equipment.

- were $7,000,000 out in a calculation or
estimate that appeared . in our news
columns. The estimate has frequent-
ly been made before in a more elabor-
ate way.

In its
‘gentle way, gentle that iz, in com-
parison with The Telegram, it assures
that we “never yet understood
tireet rallway finance and probably
rever will,” and some poetic epithets
are applied to our attitude on the sub-
Ject of acquiring the street railway
by_purchase.

We can only assure The Globe that
one of our first lessons in finance
ought to be familiar to The Globe if
to anyone. It is simply that a penny
seved is g penny gained. And in

AMERICAN, BANKING 'AHEAD.

London Free Press: In the '
‘Unmited States the local system
‘has prevailed, but the new cur-
rency law practically gives to the
banks cf the republic the back-
ing-“that !¢ in Canada obtained
by .{#he operation of so many
banks or branches under one
management, {Thé Canadian sys-
tem still retains the 'advantage
over the ‘American eystem in that
there 1g provided in this country
an easier channel for the flow of
capital east or weést as may be
desired or flemanded.

We trust our~good friend The Lon-
don Free Press, when it says, as in
the above paragraph, that the Can-
adian system of banking is better
than the new system which is now
about to come into operation ih the
States, realizes that the new system
in the United States is as far aheal
of ours as day is of night, and that
it is based on the real modern system
of banking which has prevailed in
Europe for the last twenty-five years,
The great underlying principle of the
new American system is the forma-
tion of a big natipnal bank orbanks
for rediscounting purposes, and thus
providing the country with an abund-
ance of currency in the shape of notes
amply secured by gold reserves. This
is the system followed in every BEuro-
pean country of .any account except
Great Britain; and rediscounting pre-
vails in Great Britain. Another point
in the American banking =ystem is
that the government has control over
banking and a substantial voice in
fixing the rates of interest; and gets
a share in the profits of the banks
over certain percentages.

Has our good frfend read the Am-
erican Banking Act? We would like
to know how many of our bankers
here in Canada who have s0 much to
say about the American Banking Act
in contrast with the Canadian one,
have a knowledge of the new law? It
is one of the finest pieces of reform
legislation introduced into America
for a good many years.  If you hap-
pen to know a member of the United
States Congress, either in the upper
or the lower house, send him your
name and he will probably have a
copy of the bill posted to you. It will
be worth reading.

‘RECALL OF JUDICIAL' DECISIONS,

injustice dons by the setting aside of
valuable remadial legislation on the
ground of unconstitutionality is sufi-
clent of itself to infer that the Roose-
velt proposal has gome warrant be-
hing it.

On Tuesday of last week Chief Jus-
tice Walter Clark of the supreme
court of North Carolina, spoke at the
Ccoper Union, New York, on “Gov-
ernment by Judges.” In the United
States, he remarked, as in all coun-
tries, government g in the hands of
the few. “We have learned,” he went
on to say, “that the form of govern-
ment amounts to very little. The real
question is: ‘Where does the control
of government reside? ” In 1776, the
chief justice pointeq out, the people
of the United States iseued a declara-
tion proclaiming the rights of man-
kind and their equality and freedom.

But the right claimed
by the supreme ccurt.of the WUnited
States and naturally assumed by the
supréme courts -of individual states
has made the courts the dominant
power,  ‘“Whenever,” declared Chief
Justice Clark, “any progressive
statute has not been in. accordance
with the economic views. entertainéd
by the courts,, they have generally
exercised their power to declare that
statute unconstitutional because it was
rot in due process of lay.’” In sup-
pert of the warning that judges should
not overstep their authority the chief
Justice quoted with approval the re-
marks of the late Mr. Justice Harlan
that when the American people come
to the conclusion that the Judiciary of
the land is usurpiifg.to Hself the func-
tions of the legislative department of
the government there will be trouble,
“Ninety mfllions of people,” said the
Justice, “all sorts of people, are not
going ‘to submit to tha usurpation by
the judiclary of the functions of other
departments of the government and
the power on its part to declare what
is to be the public policy of the United
States.”

CANADA’'S LITERARY PROGRESS.

A most interesting article for those
who have Canadian literary progress
at heart has been contributed by Dr.
A. H. U. Colquhoun, deputy minister
of education, to The Canadian Maga-
zine on the attainment of its twenty-
first year of publication. The prede-
cessors of The Canadian ,as he says,
all perished in their prime, and the
record is a melancholy one. They ap-
peared in Ontario to the number of
eighteen, literary periodicals, exclusive,
of course, of more technical publica-
tions or those devoted to religion, edu-
p cation, science or sport between 1833
and 1893, Of these, The Canadian
Monthly, which survived for ten years,
was the most notable. Drw(‘?olquhoun
explains the precarious life of the
earlier ventures as due to insufficient
nourishment and a reliance on the sub-
scriber rather than the advertiser for
sustenance. Thus 18 commercé the
modern patron of letters. But he pays

Canadian Magazine for “patient cour-
age under the thousand natural shocks
every publication is heir to, and a pa-
triotic spirit that has never quailed.”

Dr. Colquhoun’s article, while com-
mendably brief, is dotted with names
that already mean much in Canadian
letters—John Lovell of Th \ Literary
Garland, with its editor, Thomas Gib-
son; Mrs. Moodie, Charles Sangster,
Fennings Taylor, Mrs. Trail, Mec-
George of Streetsville, G. Mercer Adam,
Goldwin Smith, John Dougall, J. Gor-
don Mowat, better known as “Moses
Oates”; Prof. Clark, and others of the
galaxy still with us. *Mr. J.*A. Cooper
had his share in building up The Ca-
nadian, which Mr. Newton McTavish
has conducted to its majority.

REFORMATORY BOYS
FOUGHT WITH FIRE

None Attempted to Escape
While Vermont Institution
~ Was Burning.

VERGENNES, Vt., Jan. 31.—(Can.
Press.)—Nearly 180 boys whose ages

range from 7 to 19 years, were made

homeless today by a fire that destroy-
€d the main building of the Vermont

Industrial School, a reformatory in-

gtitution, of which they <were in-
mates. Altho not organized for sys-
teniatic fire fighting, the boys workeq

vallantly, and thru their efforts prac-
tically all the contents were removed
before the flames rould reach them.
The loss I8 about $75,000,

The fire, which is belleved to have
been caused by a spark from an elec-
tric wire igniting gasoline, destroyed
the north wing of the building. Low
pressure hampered the firemen.

The smaller buildings of the mchool
were not damaged

None of the boys or their keepers
were injured, altho a thick fgnowstorm
and falling temyperature caused them
cansiderable discomfort. The 1lads
ere kept on ihelr honor at all times
and mnone attempted to leave the
grcunds while the firé was burning.

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Twentieth Century is Bu:ldmg on the Site Where.a Delapi-

- dated Structure Stood, D r. Symonds of Montreal De-
- clares—Varsity Students Learn Usgs of nghe

* Criticism.

“A destructive movement calculated
to bring in its wake a movement of
upbuilding,” so .Dr, H. Symonds of
Christ Church  Cathedral, Montreal,
characterized ‘the'wave of higher criti-

cism which swept over the world dur-

ing the nineteenth century. Dr. Sy-
monds - preached yesterday ‘morning in
Convoeation Hall. He likened the past
century to the action of a man building
a better ‘house upon -the foundation
where now stands a dilapidated struc-
ture. There must of necebsity be a
process of destruction before the re-
construction upon better lines than be-

fore could be commenced. “Altho the

nineteenth century was fraught with
movements destructive in character, it
paved the way for the reconstructive
movement of the twentieth century. °,
Criticism Has Done Good.

“The fencing off of certain parts of
the Striptures by eritics,” he said,
“has only tended to create greater in-
terest in them, and to draw forth con-
sideration which would otherwise
have been - wanting. The questions
raised as to their origin and authorship
haveé resulted, not in their impairment,
but in their elevation.

“A storm of extraordinary violence
swept over the world during the sixties
and seventies regarding the creation,
and the Biblical story was discredited
by many scholars. At that time men
of science were regarded monsters
of vice by the clergy. Christian dog-

MUNICIPAL TAILORING PLANT.

Edmonton to Establish Such an Insti-
tution for Manufacture of Uniforms,

EDMONTON, Alta. Feb. 1.—The city
council has approved a loan of $350,-

plete a ten-storey office building, the
construction of which was temporari-
ly delayed owing to the high rates of
interest demanded from usual loan
sources,

plant for the manufacture of uniforms,
civic employes requiring about 1000
uniforms yearly.

NORFOLK, Va., ¥Feb. 1.—Blame for
the ocean disaster which eent the Old
Dominion liner Monros to:-the bottom
of the Atlantic with nineteen of her
Passengers and 22 members of her
crew, seems likely to be fastened on
the steamship Nantucket of the Mer-
chants’” and Miners’ - Transportation
Compeny, which rammed the Monroe
et 130 o’clock on Friday morning and
Bent her to the bottom in ten minutes.

This expectation is based upon the
preliminary hearing held last night at
wkich -Robert E. Tapley, the inspector
of steam vessels for this federal dis-
trict,’ examined officers and men of
both ships at great length.

The testimony of  the witnesses

‘tends practically to clear the Old Do-

minion otﬂ/g,e‘rs. It shows that the
Mcnroe regring the dangers of the
£5g and the comparatively heavy seas,
#ad been proceeding at reduced speed
for several hours. Thrice before the
enllision she had blown two long blasts
#2 her whistle and had come almost
a full stop.

In the pifot-house of the Nantucket
‘were Captain Berry, his second officer
&nd the quartermaster. The vessel was
Proceeding at slightly reduced speed.
She-is not a fast boat under any cir-
cumstances, but the witnesses were in
practical agreement that she was going
at the rate of ten or twelve knots per
hour, at the time she struck the Mon-
roe.

So
close did the prow of the Nantucket
tome to the engineroom itself that the
No. 1 dynamo, providing the power
for electric lighting in the ship, was
wrenched out of place and immedi-
ately put out of commission.

Even the few excited and over-
wrought - passengers who last night
imagined that perhaps they had been
a bit roughly handled, have come to-
day to the belief that i as only the
wonderful coolness and the self-sacri.
fice of the crew of the Monroe that
saved a full two-thirds of the passen-
ger list.

Places Blame on Monroe.

BALTIMORE, Feb. 1.—(Can. Press)
—The steamer Nantucket, that was in
collision with the steamer Monroe Fri-
day morning, docked here today. In
a written report to the officials of the
Merchants’ and Miners” Transportation
Company, Capt. Berry said that il an
endeavor to avoid a collision with the
Monroe the Nantucket’s helm was hard
a-ported to kéep to the right, but the
Monroe proceeded at full speed - and
tried to cross the bow of the Nantucket.
She succeeded in getting partly past
the Nantucket’s stem when the vessels
collided, the Nantucket's stem striking
the Monroe forward of the pilothouse,
but at right angles.

The Monroe passed under such great
speed, according to Capt. Berry’s report,
that the stem of the Nantucket was
bent sharply toward her starboard side,
and the Nantucket slowed around so that
her portside was scraped by the Mon-
roe crushing one of the Nantucket's
port boats. The Monroe passed on out
of sight. '

At the time of the collision the Nan-
tucket's engines were running at full
speed astern, and had been so running
for some time previous to the collision.

NEW SPECIES OF TROUT.

For some years several very inter-
esting specimens of trout have been
taken in the lakes that are found in
the boundaries of Algonquin’ Provin-
cial (Ontario) Park, situated in the
“Highlands of Ontario,” 200 miles
north of Toronto, 170 miles west of
Ottawa and 280 miles west of Mont-

i real.

During the year 1913 specimens were
brought in from Delano Lake, within
a few miles of the “Highland Inn,”
situated at Algonquin Park station,
on the line of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way. Those specimens resembled both
the salmon and the speckled trout, so
much 8o that the superintendent of
the park sent one of the specimens to
Professor Prince of the fisheries de-
partment. Ottawa, who is probably the
best authority on rsh culture .'in
America. Professor Prince’s report on
this specimen is a most interesting
one to anglers, and reads as follows:

“The specimens of peculiar trout have
been carefully examined, and it really
appears to be a hybrid, namely, the
brook trout and the gray trout (or
lake trout) The dental features and
the nature of the vomer, as well as the
peculiar color and the shape of the
tail, all indicate a combination of the
two species. which, as is well known,
are now separated further than they
used to be. The brook trout and the
lake trout were at one time included
under the same genus Salvolinus, but
they appear to be now separated into
two genera, the gray trout being put
ifnto the genus Christivomer. A hybrid
specially \connected with two separate
genera is a remarkable and exceed-
ingly interesting occurrence. I am
most interested in this specimen and
intend to look imto the question fur-
ther, as the nature of the egg and the
featureg of the hybridisation are so re-
markable scientifically that 1t‘ls worth

SYNOPSIS OF DOMINION LAND
Vi REGULATIONS.

‘ANY PERSON who is the sole head of |
a ‘family, or any mate over 18 years old,
may homestcad a quarter-section of
avaflable Dominion Land in Manitoba, |
Saskatchewan or Alberta, The applicant
must -appear in person at the Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the
Dis.rict. Eniry by proxy may be made
at any Agency, on certain conditions by
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or
gister of intending homesteader.

Duties : Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may ' live
within nine miles ot his homestead on a
farimn of at lcast 80 acres, solely owned
ana occupied by him or by his fa.her,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister,

In certain Districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price,

“ Surplus Increased Only Slight-

ly Desplte Heavy Inflow
of Cash

NEW YORK, Jan. 31.—Higher prices
were quoted in almost every case in
the early trading today. Buyingspro-
ceeded with unimpaired vigor, and the
rise of yesterday was extended suf-
ficiently to establish top figures, in
many cases, for the advance which
began  last month. Another upturn
in the London market, together with
buying here for foreign account, in-
fluenced the movement. The market
faifled, however, to maintain its im-
provement. A reaction set in, which
forced prices below yesterday’s close.
In the last half hour the trend was
again reversed. Quotations rallied
strongly, and at the close, changes
were irregular, with a preponderance
of gains, . :

: Rock Island Weak.

Realizing on the part of traders who
preferred to be out of the market over
the weak-end, checked the advance.
Weakness of the Rock Island securi-
ties also held back the market, News
of a probable reorganization of the
Rock Island Company and a possible
friendly receivership, caused the com-
mon to decline 2 5-8 and the preference
8 8-4 and the collateral 4's 1 7-8, These
losses were cut down on the late up-
ward swing. The Hill stocks were
in especially good demand and made
substantial gains. Low priced special-
ties aleo reflected free buying.

NORWAY FEARS ATTACK
DEFENCE STRONGLY URGED

Apprehension Casts Cloud Over
Celebration -of Centenary
of Liberation.

CHRISTIANIA,

Norway, Feb, 1.—
(Can. Press).—Norway will celebrate
the centenary of her liberation by
an exhibition here this year, which
will {llustrate the principal results of
a century’s work.

The celebration comes at a propi-

tious time, for the kingdom has just}

had one of the most prosperous years
fn her history. The foreign trade
for the year was extremely good, while

" the harvests have reached a total

value of nearly $8,000,000. The new
year has also opened well, there being
no signs of the economic depression
reported in many other countries,

The only worry among the Norwe-
glans today is a feeling that the king-
dom’s international situation is weak,
end that its defences have not been
sufficiently developed. An active pro-
paganda is under way to induce the
government to provide more adequate
defences. A deputation of adherents
of all parties waited on the premier
recently to urge this matter. All the
papers support the movement, and
many prominent men contrkbute ar-
ticles on the subject.

Fridtjof Nansen has published a
pamphlet, of which thousands of
copies have beem distributed, pointing
out that a period of imminent peril
for Norway is heralded by the con-
stantly increasing armament in for-
eigm countries. This, he declares, must
eventually end in a tremendous gen-
eral war, in which the minor nations

~ will risk being completely crushed.

BRITISH SLOOP TO BE
REPAIRED AT SEATTLE

British  Columbia  Shipyards’
Terms Too High to Suit
Admiralty.

SEATTLE, Wash, Jan. 31.—(Can.
Presgs.)—The British sloop of war
Algerine arrived here today from Vic-
toria, B.C,, having sustained a broken
tail shaft and propeller off Cape Flat-
tery while o her way to Mexican
wafers.
