LONDON, July 30.—Premier Borden, accompanied by Major-General 
Sam Hughes and Sir George Perley, had a long conference today with 
the minister of munitions and several officers of hie department. It is 
understood that the result was satisfactory, and that Lloyd George is 
disposed to utilize the industrial resources of Canada as largely as pos­
sible for the supply of munitions of war. It is also understood that 
suggestions were made by Lloyd George as to certain articles not yet 
produced in Canada, but which may possibly be supplied there. Major- 
General Hugh6s immediately after his return will take up such matters 
with manufacturers and producers.

The claim 
that he was authorized to act for the 
Liberal party was based entirely upon 
the testimony |of Attorney-General 
Howden, who swore that Norris told 
him Chambers was acting for the 
party- Norris in the witness box gave 
Howden the lie direct.

In nearly every harvest field In On­
tario yesterday, farmers were bgetly 
engage#! In cutting the golden crop of 
wheat or gathering It into barns, 
while others even more advanced were 
cutting the best crop of barley ever 
grown in the province. Some, there 
are a few, have not yet garnered all 
their hay, the yield of which has been 
away ahead of anything hoped for in 
the earlier part of the season.

Probably there never was in Ontario 
a day in which so much advance was 
made along harvest- and general farm 
lines as yesterday in the cutting and 
stocking of wheat, the drawing of it 
in, the cutting of early fields of bar­
ley, the- clearing of roots, cultivating 
the fodder corn already from' four to 
six feet high, and wonderfully luxuri­
ant, gang-plowing the hay stubble, 
and the hundred-and-one other things 
common to the farm. While not an 
Ideal day for drying grain, barely 
enough wind to stir the leaves, it was 
great ripening weather, and all over 
the midland counties at least the mag­
nificent fields of oats and barley took 
on a little different hue.

In a week barley cutting all over 
Ontario will be well advanced, and In 
ten days the oat harvest will be In full 
swing. The click of the binder will be 
followed by the hum of the thresher, 
and In a fortnight the greatest crop 
pf wheat Ontario has seen in 26 years 
will be pouring Into the hoppers.

TOKIO, July. 30.—The Japanese Cabi­
net, headed by Count Okuma, the pre­
mier, has tendered Its resignation to Em­
peror Yoshihlto. This action followed the 
resignation yesterday of Viscount Kane- 
take Ours, minister of the Interior, fol­
lowing an Investigation by the ministry 
of Justice into bribery charges resulting 
from the parliamentary elections last 
March.

Viscount Oura’a resignation was sanc­
tioned toy the emperor after a report on 
the situation had been madè to him by 
Count Okuma.

Premier Okuma, believing he should 
hold: himself responsible for the acts of 
the members of his cabinet, was the first 
to tender his resignation. The other min­
isters immediately decided to follow the 
example] of their chief. After receiving 
Count Okuma, the emperor summoned 
die elder statesmen for a conference. A 
cabinet eh&nge at this time is unpopular 
with the public because of the war.

Two cases have been mentioned as re­
sponsible for the crisis. The first was 
tpe charge that 10,000 yen ($5000) had 
been offered Viscount Ouna by a candi­
date for the house as the price for keep­
ing a rival candidate out of the field. The 
minister of the interior denied haring ac­
cepted this bribe, but K. Hayashida, chief 
secretary of the lower house, who was 
arrested Wednesday, has been quoted as 
admitting receiving the money. and dis­
tributing It for campaign purposes.

The second case Involves two repre­
sentatives charged with accepting bribes 
to desert the Selyuk, or Conservative 
party, and support the government in its 
campaign for an Increase In the army.

The elder statesmen will meet tomor­
row, and It Is considered probable they 
will advise that Count Okuma be Invited 
to retain the office of premier and recon­
struct the cabinet. The name of Lieut.- 

JSeneral Count Terauchi, Governor-Gen­
eral of Korea, also has been suggested, 
however, for the post of premier.
