The excite­
ment and crowds on the streets were quick­
ly forgotten when one saw the grounds and 
the insane crowds there. Eighth avenue 
and IB6th street and other streets 
in the vicinity were a jam of 
vehicles, howling vendors and atruggHhg, 
well dressed men and women striving to 
gain entrance to the gates. Twenty-five or 
thirty thousand did gain entrance, and 
altogether paid about $40,000 for the 
privilege; that is what was paid to 
the management.

Washington Crrr, Deo. 1.—Mgr. Satolll, 
the apoetolie delegate to the United States, 
declared himself on the subject of Catholic

-After a brief reference to the 
duty of Catholics to observe Thanksgiving 
day and to pray for the prosperity of the re- 
public, Mgr. Satolli said : “ We may be sure

“From this source the constitution wil 
gather on that aesimilatibn and security for 
the perfect organization of that great pro­
gressive body which is the American Re­
public.

“That is the sincere expressions* convic­
tion and profession of my faith in this mat­
ter. Up to the present it has keen inexpli- ' 
cable to me, and never, perhaps, shall I find 
out what was the origin of the suspicion, 
that my vows were not favorable to Catho- 
lio schools. Had I spoken differently I 
should be unfaithful to my mission, un­
grateful to the generous hospitality which I 
have enjoyed, and am enjoying, IlyAmerica. 
And, moreover, I should have given the lie 
to my first and unchangeable convictions. 
Every Catholic auhuol is a safe guardian of 
youth, and it is at the same time for tne 
American youth a place for training where 
they are .brought up for the advantage of the 
church and country.

“Grant heaven that the Catholio schools 
may continue to increase in number, grow 
stronger, reach the highest perfection en­
dowed with the blessing of God, commanded 

’ by the authority of the church and the holy 
■ father, honored and appreciated by every 
honest citizen, from the President down to 
the most humble workman.* Those only are 
against them who do not know them, or 
who are not animated by the spirit of the 
church and are wanting in the sentiments of 
true liberty.”

A ROYAL WELCOME.
Boston, Deo. 1.— The eleven of the 

University of Pennsylvania was given a 
royal welcome on its reappearance on Jarvis 
field, Cambridge, after an absence of four 
years, yesterday, when she looked hands with 
Harvard.

Brusquely, not to say insultingly, he re­
fused the courteous and honestly Intended 
offer of his countrymen, and at once placed 
himself amid royalists and ultra-British sur­
roundings, the British legation being near 
this royalist hotel, where the British Minis­
ter soon took residence and living.

THF POLIOT OF SILENCE.

Much is being said in Canada relative to 
the effect which the proposed changes in the 
American tariff will have on the trade of 
the Dominion. Such surmises—for they are 

our at best nothing bnt surmises—are, in
,opinion, injudicious. The Americans are 
revising their tariff solely in their own in­
terests. Any hhange they propose to make 
e wholly for their own benefit. What 
effect it may have on the trade of Canada or 
any other country is not considered by the 
framers of the tariff, and will not be 
sidered by the members of Congress if their 
attention is not persistently and Inoppor­
tunely directed to the way in which 
that change will probably affect for­
eign and, in 
countries.
Congress should be allowed to proceed with 
the work of tariff revision with the least 
possible interference, direct or indirect, in­
tentional or unintentional, from other na­
tions.

It can be easily understood that the 
ments and congratulatory remarks of 
British and other foreign journalists will 
be quoted in Congress by the enemies.of any 
proposed.change and will arouse the opposi­
tion of men who, if the United States 
alone considered, would be inclined to vote 
In its favor. We see clearly that the advo- 
oates of some of the changes are reproached 
as being the advocates of British trade and 
the enemies of American interests. Suoh 
representations, no matter how unjust they 
may be, will be certain to have an effect in 
some constituencies prejudicial to +-R» 
her or members against whom they are 
directed, and may have the effect of inf u- 
encing their action in Congress. F "

It is well known that a very large 
proportion of the electors of the United 
States are by no means liberal or large- 
minded in matters connected with trade and 
commerce. Nothing is easier than to excite 

. -their jealousy and to convince them that a 
measure or a policy which is, in a commer­
cial sense, beneficial to any foreign country, 
most be injurions to theirs. The idea is 
widely prevalent in the United States that 
what one country gains in the way of trade 
the other, witfi which it deals, loses. It is 
Impossible to make many Americans under­
stand that trade between nations can be mu­
tually beneficial—that both countries can be 
benefited by a measure which makes 
meroial intercourse between them freer and 
more easily carried on. This, then, being 
notoriously the case, we consider it unwise 
unnecessarily to awaken national jealousy 
and to raise enemies to changes in the tariff 
which, if effected, would operate beneficially 
to the people of both countries.

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A DISSATISFIED HOME RULER.

Mr. John E. Redmond, M.P., Home 
Ruler, is not satisfied. He is, in feet, very 
much dissatisfied. He is indignant because 
Mr. Gladstone has laid aside the Home Rule 
Bill for an indefinite period, and he is not 
pleased that the British natloh has taken 
the rejection of that bill by the House of 
Lords with suoh philosophical oalmness. He 
says in his article, “ What Next !” in the 
November number of the Nineteenth Cen 
tury : “ The one thing which is apparentais 
that the action of the House of Lords has 
not aroused that wave of indignant pub­
lic opinion in Gryat Britain which was 
predicted. So tar, indeed, from this being 
so, publie opinion in England seems to have 
ignored the matter altogether, and the en­
tire Home Rule question seems to have been 
sent to sleep, instead of being stimulated to 
more vigorous and vehement life, by the de­
feat of the bill.”

There was a time in the history of the 
United States when it would be pronounced 
oppressively protective. The changes pro­
posed, however, are very considerable, and 
are all in the direction of free trade.

Mr. Redmond is not willing to let the bill 
enjoy its slumW. He considers that if it 
is not dandled by the Prime Minister and 
his colleagues before the country it will 
speedily die of inanition. Perpetual irrita­
tion is, he believes, the only thing that oan 
keep the bill alive. The cause of Home 
Rule, he argues, never attracted general at­
tention, "and a measure for granting Home 
Rule to Ireland was never considered 
urgent until the Irish members (under Mr. 
Parnell’s leadership made it impossible for 
Parliament to do business. When obstruc­
tion had done its perfect work, a Home Rule 
bill was introduced and considered. Ob­
struction was for a time à very successful 
policy. It brought the machinery of legis­
lation to an almost complete standstill. 
“Ireland blocks the way ” was heard on all 
sides, and it soon became evident that 
nothing of importance oould be done in 
Parliament until Ireland was taken out of 
the way.

A GREAT INDUSTRY.

The rapidity with which the production 
of cheese has increased in the Dominion,and 
the degree of perfection to which it has ar­
rived, are indeed surprising.

Political 
arrests continue in Rio, and 1,500 persons 
are now in prison. President Peixoto has 
become alienated from all sympathy 6f 
decent people, and stands alone with his 
army. Many persons join the insurgents 
daily. The states of Bahia and Para favor 
the insurgents.

A dispatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Co. from Rio Janeiro states that the insur­
gent Admiral, Mello, has finally succeeded 
in forcing a passage through the forts guard-- 
ing the entrance of the bay of Rio Janeiro, 
and that his flagship, the Aquidaban, is now 
on the high seas. The passage was 
not effected until some desperate fighting 
had taken place. The entrance is guarded 
by Fort San Joan and the water battery 
on the strip of land extending north-east 
from the Sugar Loaf, Fort Lage,
Santa Crux and Fort Pioo.

The Insurgent Admiral Has Left Rio— 
Speculations as to His

Washington, D. C., Deo. 2.—A tax on 
Individual incomes may yet result from the 
discussion on the proposition for an income 
tax. For the last week it has been expected 
that the tax would be placed only on cor­
porations and legacies. The probability 
that the deficiency next year may be larger 
than anticipated causes some of the mem­
bers of the Ways and Means committee to be­
lieve that, after all, the tax ought to be made 
general, fixing the exemptions at 94,000 a 
year. The committee only informally dis­
cussed the matter to-day ; but there to ap­
parently a stronger sentiment to-night in 
favor of a general tax than at any time since 
the subject was broached. If it be decided 
to impose the tax on corporations and 
legacies, the revenue from this course will 
not, it to thought, exceed 920,000,000, unless 
the rate be changed from one to two per 
cent.

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THE HOSPITAL GROUNDS.
The Matter of Their RnlM-gcmwiit 

Decided Upon Next Monday.

A proposition to purchase a large tract 
of land adjoining the faolation hospital 
pied the attention of the board of aldermen 
for more than an hoar and a half yesterday 
afternoon, but owing to an indtopoeition on 
the part of members who would not oppose 
the purchase to deal at onoe with the 
matter, the long and heated discussion re­
sulted in nothing. All the member! were 
present at the meeting with the exoeptionof 
Aid. Harris. This special business came np 
on a report from the Finance committee ‘ 
recommending an appropriation to give effect 
to another report presented and signed by 
Mayor Beaven, which read aa follows :

“ The undersigned reporte that in aocord- 
»noe with a resolution of the Board of 
Health he caused to be offered to John 
Bernard Sere the sum of $10,000 tor sub­
divisions Noe. 43,-44, 49 and 60, of section 
26, Victoria district, with the Improve- 
mente thereon ; and that Mr. Sere has de- 
tided to accept the ' same. He wishes the 
Corporation to grant him a lease of sub- 
divisions 43 and 44 for twelve months free 
of charge.”

Thto property adjoins the grounds upon 
which the isolation hospital to situated, and 
consista of more than eleven acres, being in 
extent almost twice that of the two divisions 
there now owned by the oity. It to only a 
few weeks aince the Board of Health dis- 
ouesed the matter and gave the Mayor the 
authority mentioned in hto report.

Mrs. Spofford, twenty-six; Mrs. Cunning­
ham, nineteen.

Mrs. McGregor, Victoria, was chosen as 
corresponding secretary; Miss Barbara Me-

MARINE MOVEMENTS.

The Dominion steamer Quadra returned 
to port yesterday afternoon, having been 
absent since Monday, While away, the 
contractors for the new fog alarm building 
on Entrance Island were taken across from 
Vancouver and, with the agent of marine, 
selected a site for the alarm; construction 
will be commenced at once. After landing 
the agent and contractors at Nanaimo, the 
Quadra proceeded to Point Roberts to search 
for a Fraser river buoy said to be stranded 
in that vicinity- The buoy was found and 
returned to the Fraser. Very bad weather, 
thick with snow, was met with in the G ulf, 
and fog to this port. The Quadra went out 
of commission and into winter quartern on 
her return, and the orew were discharged.

THE FINAL ATTEMPT.
The Moran brothers, who have been work­

ing on the wrecked San Pedro fer the past 
six weeks, will this morning, if weather per­
mits, make their final attempt to lift this 
unfortunate vessel. An effort to raise her 
was made the night before last, bnt the 
coffer dam enclosing the vessel’s decks aft 
was found to be defective and operations 
had to be suspended to allow of its being 
repaired. One of those interested said, yes­
terday, that the recent bad weather had 
seriously interfered with the work or the 
undertaking would have been decided by 
this time. It is believed the attempt this 
morning will prove a fruitless one, and in 
this case the vessel will be 
abandoned.

The third day of the Provincial W.
C. T. U. convention opened with de­
votional exercises led by Mrs. Seoul- 
1er, of New Westminster. Then the 
departmental reports were continued with 
that of the Juvenile and Kindergarten 
work, which was read by Mias Fraser, of 
Vancouver, and called forth considerable 
discussion.

The addresses delivered at public meetings 
during the convention have especially em­
phasized the necessity of educating the 
young for temperance, and along this line 
special endeavors will be pat forth during 
the year now opening.

Mrs. Shakespeare reported on Parlor 
Meetings, this proving one of the best 
methods of reaching those whom it is de­
sired to interest in the work of the Union ; 
and Mrs. Spencer dealt with the question of 
Social Parity, urging that all unions en­
deavor to sustain the work of the Provincial 
Refuge Home, situated in Victoria.

The Superintendent of the Flower Mission 
reported that numerous bouquets, with 
Scripture cards attached, had 
tributed in hospitals, jails, etc., the work of 
this department proving effective and un­
ostentatious.

At noon luncheon was provided as usual 
by the ladies of the city, a special feature 
in connection being the presentation to each 
guest of a choice bouquet from the Victoria 
Flower Mission. Devotional exercises fol­
lowed, and the list of business was again 
attacksd shortly after 1 o’clock, when the 
Committee on Resolutions presented their 
report. It dealt with a variety of moat im­
portant subjects, and included the follow­
ing, which were adopted unanimously :

“Resolved, that we express our most 
hearty thanks to Almighty God fer the pro­
tection and blessings of the past year, and 
humbly pray that the year on which we 
have now entered may be ‘crowned with 
goodness,’ and that the work of the local 
unions may be greatly assisted and- stimula­
ted by this our tenth annual convention.

FROM THE NORTH.
The steamer Danube arrived down from 

the North last evening, where she reports 
the weather very cold. At several places 
in the North snow lies two feet deep on the 
level, while on the Skeena and other 
Northern rivers ice is quite plentiful The 
steamer Chieftain ran ashore at a point two 
miles below Port Essington last week; but 
succeeded in getting off at the next high 
tide. She had a large hole stove in 
her bottom, but this damage can be easily 
repaired on the Skeena without putting the 
owners of the valuable tug to much expense. 
Among the passengers down from the North 
is Mr. R. T. .Woods, manager of the cannery 
at Essington, who brought down with him 
in custody sooting Indian who is scoused of 
burglarizing Mr. Donnohan’s store at that 
place and stealing therefrom about 
$400. The Indian who was arrested a few 
Sundays ago while attending a Salvation 
Army meeting, was identified by the aid of 
a paper containing his name, which he acci­
dently dropped in the store.

The Conservatives try daily to
arrange pairs, but often fail; then, despite 
nigent appeals from the party whips, many 
of them disappear, to the great vexation of 
the Opposition leaders. It is claimed that 
the ability of the Liberals, as steady work­
ers, is beginning at last to tell upon Tory 
patienoe. The Conservatives have held ont 
better than was expected, but they are now 
giving way. The Government majorities 
are increasing so noticeably in all ordinary 
divisions that even the Liberal Unionists 
under Joseph Chamberlain are disheartened. 
The prospect is, therefore, that the Oppo­
sition will allow the Government to end the 
session without applying the closure. Prob­
ably the session will be over before Christ­
mas. Austin Chamberlain, Liberal-Union­
ist whip, and, therefore, the possessor of 
muoh valuable information aa to party 
plans, has been telling hie party election 
agente that the general election wiU.be held 
about next May. Acting upon this infor­
mation, the Liberal-Unionist organizers have 
gone to work with a will to prepare for the 
appeal to the country. In ministerial quar­
ters and at the rooms of the Liberal Federa­
tion the executive committee, however, 
positively contradicted

chamberlain's predictions.
The response in every oaee was that aa the 
“one man one vote” registration and other 
measures on the Liberal programme must be 
carried through the Commons before the 
dissolution, it would be impossible to go 
before the country until 1895. The Union­
ist dailies say nevertheless that the quiea- 
cenoe of the Irish members is due to Mr. 
Gladstone’s pledge that be will not defer the 
general election beyond the spring 
of 1894. The Irish leaders deny that 
their pledge has been given, beyond 
the Evicted Tenants' measure. What really 
keeps the Irish in oloee touch with the 
Government is their growing confidence 
that even, after Mr. Gladstone’s death, the

Mr. Glade tone has told the House of 
Commons that if Russia obtains free passage 
for her fleet through the Dardanelles, other 
powers must have the same privilege, but 
his declaration has not removed the prevail­
ing suspicion that Russia aims to secure and 
keep this privilege for herself alone.

the warships now in the dockyards. The 
oonetruotion of the necessary machinery 
will also be poshed towards completion. 
The Army and Navy Gasette complain» of 
the delay in beginning the great battle­
ships Majestic and Magnificent, the largest 
ones ever designed. English navy officials 
deny that there has been any delay. It is 
certain that the Admiralty is moving in 
many directions almost aa quickly aa if it 
were war time. Besides the two battle­
ships ordered from the Government yards, 
the estimates oall for two from pri­
vate builders. Twelve vessels of the 
torpedo «catcher type class with a speed of 
27 knots, are building on the Thames, five 
on the Clyde and five on the Tyne.

A LONG VOYAGE.

San Francisco, Deo. 2.—The British ship 
Oread has arrived from Rangoon after a 
passage of 200 days. Her long trip is ex­
plained by the fact that she was caught in 
a typhoon and nearly wrecked. Ia 
sequence she had to put into Yokohama 
for repairs. “It was the worst storm I 
was ever in,” said Captain Robertson 
this morning. “We passed Singapore on 
the 19th of Jane ana, exactly one" month 
later,. we were oanght in the Balamtang 
channel. Directly the typhoon struck ns 
there was a circus. The ship was thrown 
on her beam ends, and three sailors 
whre injured and had to be 
ried to their berths. The 
would not rigfit herself, go I ordered 
all the top meats ont away.

. OUR NEIGHBORS.
Washington, Dec. 2.—According to the 

report of the Department of the Interior, an 
examination of the work of the Indian
bureau furnishes proof of the wisdom of 
the policy which controls the administra­
tion of Indian affairs. Slowly but steadily 
the wards of the nation are being advanced 
to a condition suited for citizenship. The 
wars with the whites having oeased, they 
are increasing, rather than decreasing, and 
now number ' 230,000. The allotment of 
lands and school houses are having a marked 
effect upon this race. During the past 
fiscal year over 21,000 school children have 
been carefully trained in habits and customs 
of civilized life, as well as instructed in 
those branches taught in common schools. 
The recent troubles in the Choctaw nation 
are touched upon at length. The secretary 
urges prompt passage of the bill now pend­
ing before Congress extending the jurisdic­
tion of the United States in Indian terri­
tory so as to include the right of removal of 
all cases where local prejudice is shown, 
without regard to citizenship.

On the subject of public timber and for­
ests the report shows that an utter inad­
equacy^ legislation has been provided for 
the legitimate procurement of public timber 
to supply the actual necessity of the people 
dependent thereon and at the same time de­
velop the national resources of the public 
lands and to protect and preserve the forest 
for the conservation of the water supply 
and the needs of the future. The report 
recommends the passage of legislation which 
may lay the foundation for a wise, compre­
hensive forestry system. It urges the pas­
sage of a bill allowing the sale of such tim­
ber as can be properly removed to furnish a 
fund sufficient to inaugurate a thorough 
system of inspection and the selection of a 
forestry commission in connection with the 
land office, looking toward the education

LABOR DELEGATES AT VICTORIA.
(Nanaimo Telegram.)

As will be observed by the report 
of the conference between the dele­
gatee of the varions Trades’ Unions of 
the Province and the Provincial Government 
which appeared in yesterday’s Telegram, 
what might have been fraught with bene­
ficial results to all parties concerned, has 
for the time atleast come to nanght. This 
is to be regretted because, had the delegates 
met the Government in a proper spirit, and 
on the lines laid down for them by their res­
pective organizations, we have no hesitation 
in saying much good would have been ac­
complished. We believe that in order to 
avoid friction between capital and labor, 
and the disastrous results of misunderstand­
ings which are always liable to arise be­
tween employer and employed, it is 
necessary for Parliament to constitute a 
compétent authority to deal with snob mat­
ters, but in doing so every precaution must 
be taken to guard the interests not only of 
organized labor but unorganized labor, and 
the employer must also receive equal con­
sideration. We believe this was the prin­
ciple kept in view by the various labor or­
ganizations In selecting their delegates to go 
to Victoria. We do not believe that it 
ever entered the minds of those bodies when 
appointing their representatives that those 
representatives were simply to go on a billet 
hunting expedition for themselves and 
friends.

It has been claimed on behalf of the dele­
gates that they were not qualified for the 
mission entrusted to them by their respec­
ter* unions, and that they did not under­
stand the oprport of the of the resolutions 
which they submitted to the Government 
Whether this is the ease or not will remain 
for the delegates themselves to say. One 
thing is certain, their conduct has been a 
serious blow to the interests of labor.

THE TRAMWAY PRESIDENCY.
At a meeting of the board of directors of 

tile National Electric Tramway and Light­
ing Company held last evening, Hon. D.

It is understood that- the retiring presi­
dent has decided to devote his whole atten­
tion to the management of the lighting in­
terests of the company, which are to be 
largely improved and extended early in the 
new year.

INDIAN WHISKEY TRADERS.
The departure of the steamer Mystery, 

bound for the West Coast, was unexpectedly 
delayed last evening, as the result of a 
visit paid by the polioe about 9 o’qjock, very 
shortly before the little vessel .was to have 
steamed away. The visit was the result of 
information secured by Officer Hntohtoeon 
of the Provincial police, who having reason 
to believe-that a quantity of liquor had been 
placed on' board to be delivered to Indiana 
on the West Coast, secured the assistance 
of Sergfc. Hawton and some constables of 
the city force, and having boarded the 
Mystery proceeded to make a search. This 
resulted in the discovery of three large 
demijohns carefully hidden amongst tee 
freight on board, and the polioe promptly 
gathered in the whiskey and its con­
voy of four braves and three klootoh- 
men. They also arrested 
Rosooe, a white man, who 
to have sold the whiskey to the Indians, of 
whom Joe Jim is the leader. The whole 
party were lookedz up at the Provin­
cial station, and the Mystery early 
this morning proceeded on her way minus 
these passengers and freight. Rosooe is 
an old offender to this line of business. The 
matter was very cleverly handled by Officer 
Hutchinson, who had valuable assistance 
from the oity polioe who were called upon.

MINING IN CARIBOO.
« (News-Advertiser.!

A representative of the News-Advertiser 
called upon Mr. J. B. Hobeon, who to­
gether with Mr. Warner has recently re­
turned from the Cariboo District, where 
they have had the management of the mines 
belonging to the Horse Fly Hydraulic Min­
ing Co., Ltd., Mr. Hobeon gave a very san­
guine account of the progress already made 
and the prospects ahead. The company to 
question possesses eight mines located on 
the Horse Fly River, fifty milee north 
east ef the 108 mile house on the Cariboo 
road, and these cover to all an area of over 
1,000 acres. It is intended to open np the 
“ Discovery ” mine to the first place, and 
there are at present seventy-five men en­
gaged upon work fo connection therewith, 
including thirtjhone Japanese, who are al­
most exclusively employed to excavat­
ing ditches, etc. One ditch to particular will 
be ten miles to length, and is designed to 
convey water from Mussel oreek to the mines, 
there to be utilized for hydsanlic pressure. 
In addition to ditch, a pipe bas to be con­
structed, thirty inches to diameter and 
8,300 feet to length, which will be used to 
carrying the water across four de­
pressions, two of them folly 200 feet in 
depth. The steel of which this pipe is made 
will weigh 170 tons, and Messrs. MoGilli- 
vray A Armstrong are the firm who have its 
construction in hand. It will be completed 
andoonveyed to Cariboo this winter on 
sleighs.

With respect to the richness of the region 
to gold, Mr. Hobeon stated that all the 
rivers’ gravel deposits are very extensive 
and of mnoh higher grade to their gold 
tenure than those of California. Sample 
lot» have been washed and gave results 
varytog-from 20 cants to $3 per cubic yard.

CHINA CREEK MINES.

The latest advices from the Golden Eagle 
claims to Albemi were those received on 
Friday. Aletter received stated that No. 1 tun­
nel was to fifty feet and that work had just be­
gun on No. 2 tunnel. Another gang of six 
practical miners left on the Mande on Fri­
day night for the camp, to engage to the 
work of development which will be pushed 
to all three tunnels.

On the Mande also was J. C. Anderson, 
who located a ledge of milky white quartz 
on Effingham Inlet, which assayed well, and 
supplies were taken along to develop the 
property.

Assays recently made from samples of ore 
from a thirty-foot ledge, situated on a 
branch of China Creek, went $60 to the ton. 
This creek is twelve milee out of Albemi 
town and the ledge is two miles up the 
oreek. Several locations were made here, 
and a Nanaimo company with a capitaliza­
tion of $100,000 has been formed to develop 
some of them.

children at Latin and Greek is not so 
cruel after all. The sight of troops of 
hoys of 10 and 12 in the common schools 
of Germany, poring over Greek and 

’Latin grammars with spectacles on, 
brings an ache to the eyes of most 
Americans, especially since some fa-, 
mous 'educators cast out the classics as 
unessential, and if ancient languages are 
to be left wholly to specialists it is a 
satisfaction to know that the pursuit 
does not involve sure martyrdom.

Miss Baker’s parents taught her 
Greek and Latin conjugations for 
amusement as soon as she could speak 
clearly. The rhythm was as attractive 
to baby lips as that of Mother Goose, 
and she learned them as thoroughly as 
children do nursery rhymes. In her 
fourth year she studied Greek, Latin 
and French systematically, a short 
lesson each day. Even then she had 
ample time for the amusements suited 
to her age, and before she was 8 years 
old she had finished all the primary 
books in those languages and finished 
them thoroughly. Her father and 
mother both knew thé " tasks they set 
the child and were able to guide her, for 
they were teachers of experience. Be­
sides the conning of textbooks the 
young miss read in Xenophon, Homer, 
Caesar, Virgil and the fables in French. 
At 12 years of age she had added some­
thing of Herodotus, Demosthenes, Sal­
lust and Cicero and then took np math­
ematics. At 14 she had read CEdipus Ty- 
rannus in Greek and made a lexicon of it 
with critical notes on /he text. At 
the age when most boys enter college 
Miss Baker had read all the Greek and 
Latin of a college course, and while 
yet in her teens was appointed tutor in 
Greek at Simpson college. About that 
time she began the study of music and 
German and also published an original 
literal translation of “Plato’s Apol­
ogy,” which was a credit to scholar­
ship. In 1882, at the age of 20, she 
graduated at Cornell college, with a 
degree. After one year within its 
walks, having already passed some 
years at Algona college and at Simpson 
as a student. Four years later she en­
tered De P*uw university and was grad­
uated with the degree of A. M. after 
two years’ study, and was elected in­
structor of Greek and Latin in that in­
stitution. After fillipg the position 
one year she returned to Simpson col­
lege and took thg chair of Greek, which 
her father had held during her early 
childhood. **

It is a pleasure to add to this remark­
able story the fact that its heroine was 
not compelled to sacrifice all that makes 
life worth living in order to become a 
great linguist. Her musical abilities 
were cultivated to a high degree, fam­
ily and social ties were kept warm,

So London 600 years ago was 
regarded as a western city, and the star 
of empire has been moving at the rate 
of over 1,000 f miles per century ever 
since.

At the present time London is roughly 
estimated to contain about 6,000,000 in­
habitants, and may be said to have fully 
recovered fiom the war with the United 
States. In fact it is hardly referred to 
now, and when I noticed the fireworks 
for sale some weeks ago to be used on 
Guy Fawkes’ day, I said to my friend 
Sladen of The Idler, “Your Fourth of 
July is a little delayed this year, is it 
not?” He said : “Oh, yes, you celebrate 
the Fourth of July in America, don’t 
you ? We, on the contrary, are trying 
to forget it”

And that is strictly true, for where 
does the American go when bd wants a 
good time, with every facility for having 
it ? Is it not to the vast and penetrating 
welcome of England ? And is it not a 

, pleasure alone, but an education to study 
the genuine Englishman in his home, 
leaving the casual tourist and European 
sprinter to take home the superficial and 
snobby features which catch hie eye ?

Much has been said of the custom of 
rolling up the trousers, so generally 
adopted by Englishmen and followed by 
the young and amateur gentry of Amer­
ica, but there is no affectation about it 
in London. I did not do it at first, for I 
wu green and my information in that 
respect as in many others came late in 
life. My experience cost me a pair of 
bright new checkered two pound panta­
loons.

The mud of London is not deep, but it 
is earnest and tenacious. It is a brindle, 
tawny, light olive tint, with shadings of 
soot and hTgh lights of lime and the odor 
of put and poorly disinfected centuries.

fDuring the past six months tbe demands for 

cruising vessels have been many. There 
have been revolutions calling for vessels to 
protect American interests in Nicaragua, 
Guatemala, Costa Rica, Honduras, Argen­
tina and Brazil, while the condition of 

• affairs in Honolulu has required the con­
stant presence of one or more ships. Pro­
gress in the construction of new ships has 
not been as rapid as was expected. There 
have been delays in the completion of 
armed vessels, but for the most part they 
have been such as are constantly occurring 
even in countries having the largest experi­
ence in ship building. The most serious 
delays, however, have been hi the work upon 
armored ships. The trouble has been in 
the failure of contractors to deliver armor 
as agreed. The difficulties seem however, 
to have been all overcome,

IMPOSITION OF A HIGH TARIFF, general elections of next week, has consider­
ably increased in intensity during the past 
month. The election will be noteworthy 
from the fact that women will be able for 
the first time in this portion of the colonies 
of Great Britain to exercise the right of 
suffrage.

By a bare majority of two votes the laet 
legislative council conferred the franchise 
on the gentler sex, and as a result the gen­
eral election of next week will be held under 
the new law, and the coming year will see a.

THE BRITISH NAVY.
i Much is being said in these days about 

the necessity of strengthening the British 
navy. It is held by those whose opinion is 
entitled to respect that the navy of Great 
Britain is not, relatively to the navies of 
other countries, nearly so strong as it ought 
to be. It is contended that Great Britain’s 
necessities require her to be on the sea 
fully as strong as any two nations in the 
world. A little thought shows how this 
must be the case. Great Britain’s foreign 
commerce is greater in volume and more ex­
tensive than that of all other nations put to­
gether. Her merchant marine is of much 
greater value than that of any two nations 
in the world. She must depend for food, 
and for much of the raw materials of manu­
facture, on supplies from abroad. She must 
protect her commerce, and the ocean must 
be free to the vast fleets that 
are carrying the necessaries of the life of 
her population. The supremacy of the sea 
is, therefore, an essential condition of her 
very existence as a nation. “Britannia rules 
the waves ” might with great propriety be 
converted into Britannia must rule the 
waves—or go out of business altogether.

This being the case, it to not surprising 
that the Government and the people of 
Great Britain regard any indication of the 
weakening of the naval strength of the 
nation relatively to that of other nations, 
with the gravest anxiety. When the Brit­
ish people see France spending millions 
every year on her navy, and that Russia 
shows an evident desire to become formid­
able on the seas, they naturally begin to 
compare the naval strength of their country 
with that of France and Russia. This they 
have been doing lately, and the result of the 
comparison to not by any means encourag­
ing. They find that the British navy to 
not, as far as the number of ships 
and the weight and nature of their arma­
ment are concerned, more than a match for 
the combined navies of those two nations. 
This discovery to not a pleasant one, and 
the Times takes good care that if it does not 
stimulate them to place the country in the 
position which she ought to occupy it will 
not be its fault.

« Opium Seizure.
San Francisco, Deo. 6 —Customs officers 

yesterday seized 150 five-tael boxes of opium 
shipped from Victoria to New York and re- 
shipped there in trunks to a Chinese firm.

States since March 4, 1881, was taken up in 
the Senate to-day and dismissed for four 
hours. It was agreed to without a division. 
The debate was opened by Mr. Hoar and 
participated in by Senators Mills (Dem. 
Texas), Vilas (Dem. Wis.), Hill (Dem. New 
York), Sherman (Rep. Ohio), Gray (Dem. 
Del.), and Call (Dem. Florida). There wae 
little or no opposition made to the adoption 
of the resolution, although Senators Vilas 
and Gray could see no urgency for it in 
view of the President’s statement in his 
message that additional advices from 
Hawaii were expeoted in a few days, and 
that he would promptly supply all informa­
tion to Congress.

Mr. Hoar said that the resolution was 
one merely asking for information and was 
such as the Senate generally adopted with­
out question or delay. There could be no 
question that the present 
Hawaii and the Government in power there 
at the last advices was a friendly Govern­
ment. It had established itself without 
violence, after an attempt on the part of 
the Queen to commit an act of revolution, 
and usurpation. It covered three adminis­
trations, and he hoped and believed that the 
instructions would show a settled and con­
sistent policy, down to a very recent time. 
But if the President’s message meant any­
thing, it meant that the Executive of the 
United State, was meditating and consider­
ing whether he shonld, by his own Execu­
tive authority, commit an act of war against 
a friendly power. To undertake, on any 
pretense whatever, or for any reason 
whatever, to enter that kingdom, or repub­
lic, or however it might be defined and 
described, and to overthrow its existing 
government was an act of war, and none 
the less so because it was an act against a 
feeble and small government.

The suggestion that the United States 
might have acted with undue haste in the 
recognition of the government or that it 
might have violated International law by 
taking part in the revolution which es­
tablished it would not bear examination for 
a moment. The matter of the establishment 
of the existing government in Hawaii was 
a fact and not a queetion of right or 
wrong. There was scarcely a government 
on the American continent that did not owe 
its existence to a revolution. International 
law, recognized only de facto governments 
and could, in the nature of thing, recognize 
only euoh governments. If what the Presi­
dent said in his message was true, and if 
there had been some wrongful action on the 
iart of the Américain minister, under the 
ast administration that would not justify 

the President in overthrowing the 
established'1 government. Referring to 
the mission of Mr. Blount, Mr. 
Hoar expressed a curiosity to hear 
from any defender of the administration on 
what the President relied for that most ex­
traordinary and most secret proceeding. 
He (Mr. Hoar) did not want to be under­
stood as expressing an opinion as to the 
policy of annexing the Hawaiian Islands, or 
as entering at all into that discussion. All 
such questions were foreign to the present 
occasion. It seemed to him that the Presi­
dent wae adopting and getting into the habit 
of adopting rather extraordinary language 
in dealing with other branches of the gov­
ernment. In his last message he had said 
in regard to civil service that Congress had 
passed the civil service law, not because it 
favored it, but because Congress was afraid 
of popular opinion. He (Mr. Hoar) should 
like to be at liberty to relate to the 
President some thing, which he had 
heard said by Democrats in his part of 
the country—men who were quite as honest, 
quite as distinguished, and -quite as high in 
the public estimation and confidence as any 
person holding any official position, how­
ever illustrious.
* Mr. Mills opposed the resolution, and 
spoke of Mr. Hoar’s speech as a case of 
“ shelling the woods ” before he obtained 
the information which hie resolution 
called for, and as charging the Pre­
sident with meditating 
war. Mr. Mills denied the statement and 
asserted that the executive has respectfully 
submitted that question to congress and 
has given congress the information at hie 
disposal, such as he thought it appropriate 
to submit. The President’s action in the 
matter had been strictly confined within the 
limits of executive authority. It made no 
difference that the Government which had 
been overthrown in Hkwaii was a monarchy. 
Caesar was a monarch when Christ said 
that tribute should be paid to 
him. It wae not a question of the morality 
of the Queen, and whether her character 
was such a, Cæjar would have hie wife pos­
sess. The question was, “Did the Govern­
ment of the United States interfere to 
throw the Government of Hawaii !” If it 
did, then it was the duty of the President 
of the United States, the representative of 
this government, to make prompt restitu­
tion, and to reinstate the government whioh 
it had overthrown.

Mr. Mills was speaking when the morn­
ing hour expired, 2 p.m., but on motion of 
Mr. Hoar, was permitted to proceed. He 
spoke of the picture presented in the over­
throw of the Hawaiian government, the 
American republic, a power able to cope 
with all the nations of the earth, standinj 
-with its guns shotted to the lips, an< 
turned upon the palace of a poor, half 
savage, half civilized queen. Why, he 
asked, had all this been done, 
why had the American minister 
been constantly informing the Government 
about the desirability of the Hawaiian Is­
lands and about the value of the sugar pro­
duction?

Beginning with 
pression of surprise at the President forcib­
ly overthrowing th^Provisional Goverfiment 
in defiance of the unanimous sentiment of 
press and people. Mr. Dolph said it would 
have been more satisfactory had the «Presi­
dent been a little more explicit as to how 
the alleged wrong was to be undone. Some­
thing more than moral suasion must be ex­
ercised in restoring the Queen.

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MUNICIPAL VOTEES-

The Municipal voters’ list closed ester- 
day, except for the alterations an addi­
tions which may be made by the Court of 
Revision to be held next week. Those en­
titled to vote at the election of mayor and 
aldermen include all owning or assessed for 
real property, all householders paying not 
less than sixty dollars annual rental, and 
all holders of trade licenses, provided that 
in each case all taxes and fees due to the 
municipality have been paid by the 1st of 
December, and in the case of householders 
that they have been such for six months 
immediately preceding the 6th of Novem­
ber. Two printed copies of the complete lists 
were filed in the City Clerk’s office at two 
o?olock yesterday afternoon, having been 
very expeditiously printed in a manner 
reflecting great credit on all concerned.

The manuscript “ copy ” was famished 
to T. B. Maoabe, the superintendent of the 
Colonist Job Printing Department, at 
7 o’clock on Friday evening, the fact that 
all paying taxes up to the closing of the 
treasurer’s office on that day were entitled 
to have their names enrolled, making it 
necessary to hold the copy back until that 
time. Work was immediately commenced 
by a skilled staff of printers, and kept np 
that evening, all Saturday, and yesterday 
morning, Sunday of course being observed as 
a day of rest, and the progress was so satis­
factory that, early in the afternoon, two 
complete' printed copies, neatly bound, were 
ready for delivery. The printed matter 
makes 220 pages. The accomplishment of 
this work in so short a space of time made 
for the Colonist job room a record which 
compares favorably with that of any other 
printing office in the Dominion.

One book contains the names of all voters, 
in the three wards, for Mayor, and another 
those entitled to vote lor school trustees. 
There are 3,073 mayoralty voters, including 
the duplicates—those who having property 
in more than one ward have their names on 
the list in each. For school trustees the 
number is about 250 less, neglect to pay the 
school tax making the difference. The 
voters for aldermen number 769 for the 
Centre, 874 for the South, and 1,430 for the 
North ward.

B. H. West expressed satisfaction at the 
brief explanations of ' the act given by the 
Premier and GoL Baker, and said he was 
only sorry that their speeches had not been 
longer. He felt that the Government and 
all who voted for the act were satisfied, as 
he was, that however wisely it might be 
carried out it would not solve the labor 
problem"; but when people could not get all 
they wished for they should take what 
they could get and ask*for more. (Laugh­
ter.) In hie attempt to study labor prob­
lems in this province he had found it al­
most impossible to get from a governmental 
source any useful data ; and he was 
pleased to find that it was one of 
the purposes of this act that the government 
should acquire and publish jAt such infor­
mation as was needed for a solution of the 
perplexing problem presented by capital 
and labor. It was not the intention of this 
meeting to divide the labor interests ; but 
he and many others like him who were from 
force of circumstances outside the pale of 
organized labor, believed that they had just 
as much right to be heard. (Applause.) 
He expressed pleasure that party politics 
had not so far been introduced into this 
meeting, and held that the workingmen, 
when a Government gave them a good act, 
should accept it without stopping to inquire 
about the politics of the members of that 
Government. (Applause.) Mr. West 
eluded a very interesting address by an 
advocacy of the single tax system as the 
best solution of the workingman’s problem.

After a pause, no one else coming forward 
to speak, Mr. West said he knew that there 
were many present who would like to hear 
more details of the act, and he asked if Col. 
Baker would not gratify them.

Col. Baker, in response, again took the 
platform and entered into an explanation of 
the manner in which the labor statistics 
were to be gathered and the use to be made 
of them. As to the council of concilia­
tion, it was intended to have represented in 
it every industry in the Province, and with 
that end 
the next 
lure
enlarging the council to make this possible. 
He explained why the act did not make it 
compulsory to accept the result of the arbi­
trations, but as it would be next to impost 
sible to compel either workingmen 
ployers to accept the decision of a board of 
arbitrators, it did not seem to be important 
what the act provided in that respect. 
Under the operation of such acts in Eng- 
land and elsewhere there had been a diminu­
tion of strikes, the worst evil of the work­
ingman. (Applause.) He suggested that 
in the resolution about to be put (and which 
had been already read by the Chairman), 
there could be inserted a danse providing 
for the co-operation of organized labor as 
well. (Applause.)

The Chairman also advised harmony be­
tween the two classes of labor, And that 
those who were already organized should try 
to bring in thèir fellow workingmen, and 
thus put themselves in the best position to 
go before the Government. He thought 
there was a great deal in the act which 
would be of the greatest benefit to all the 
workingmen of the Prôvihce. (Applause.)

Arthur Dutton explained the reason why 
organized labor demanded that they should 
have control of the collection of statistics 
in the cities. They wished to send the 
figures to Eastern Canada and the United 
States, so that people there would be fully 
posted as to the state of the labor market 
before coming out to settle. He argued in 
favor also of the demand that no alien labor 
should be allowed on government works, 
because no British subject would 
be permitted to work on gov­
ernment contracts in the United States. 
He contended that organized labor would 
never receive a benefit in this province 
that unorganized labor would not share. 
(Applause. ) He still believed that the reso­
lutions of the union labor conference were 
right, and had in hie possession documente 
which showed that the unions were going 
to stand by them. He said temperance 
men might just as well send distillers to 
parliament, as workingmen send •• dudes 
and doctors and lawyers ” to make laws for 
them. (Laughter.) Be stated that the 
workingmen had only two representatives 
in the present legislature—Mr. Keith and Mr. 
Forster from Nanaimo. He claimed that the 
bill if not administered by workingmen 
would be of little benefit to them. If the 
returns were to be compiled by represent­
atives of the merchants, what was to pre­
vent them from fixing them up to suit the 
merchant’s interests only. If the 
honest workingman in charge, he would re­
sign rather than carry out such instructions 
should he receive them, and would tell the 
public why he resigned.

Mr. West, asking the indulgence of the 
meeting while he again occupied the plat­
form, said that some remarks which had 
fallen from the lips of the' last speaker 
seemed to call for correction. He wished 
to remind this meeting that many of the 
best friends that labor ever had, had been 
bom aristocrats, and among these he in­
stanced Sir George Grey, in New 
Zealand, and Wendell Phillips in the 
United States. His ad vice to workingmen 

to take a map. as they found 
him, and according to what he endeavored 
to do for them, instead of rejecting hie 
assistance because he belonged to any par­
ticular class in society/ (Applause.)

Hon. Mr. Davie said if he might be ex­
cused for speaking again he wished to take 
strong exception to some of the remarks 
made by Mr.. Dutton. He had been sur­
prised to hear the language used by that 
gentleman respecting the members of the 
legislature, and the slighting way in which 
he had spoken of “ dudes, doctors and law­
yers.” As to the “ dudes,” whatever they 
might be, Mr. Dutton might be right ; but 
as-to the doctors and the lawyers, each of 
them had in society a place just as useful 
and honorable as that filled by anyone, and 
there was not a workingman in the audience 
who would not be glad at some time to 
claim their services. (Applause.) “ When 
he says,” continued Mr. Davie, “ that all 
the virtue in the world is monopolized by 
the workingmen, or that they or any other 
class are the only honest men in this place,
I say he is a demagogue, 
tells you that if a man belonging 
to any other close were appointed to 
compile the returns, he would falsify 
them, and he says that if a worki&gman 
were appointed to the office he would resign 
the billet if dissatisfied with the Instructions 
of his chief. I want to know whether 
Arthur Dutton, if he had a snug $100 or 
$125 a month, would be the first to hand in 
his resignation.” (Laughter and applause.) 
Mr. Davie reminded the meeting that at the 
opening of the labor conference the Govern­
ment stated that it was thk intention to ap­
point to the bureau one man from the ranks 
of labor and possibly two, but they had been 
met with the demand that the whole

They 
were prepared to give organized labor fair 
play, but could not give them everything 
exclusively. (Applause.)

Mr. Dutton inquired if it was not so that 
he had asked for a representative of the 
organized workingmen.

Hon. Col. Baker rose in reply.
Mr. Dutton came to my office,” he said— 
“ the appointments were under considera­
tion then (laughter) —he assured me, ‘ Yen’ 
will have no difficulty with labor ; it will be 
with the employers.’ He was very friendly, 
and promised that he would always be 
glad to help in connection with the 
act. I asked him how I could get 
at some representative men amongst 
unorganized labor, and he said, ‘It is no 
use trying ; you know they won’t come.’ I 
see to-night they will come,” Col. Baker 
proceeded, looking at the great gathering 
before him. He believed it was at the in­
stigation of Mr. Dutton and of Mr. Keith, 
M.P.R., that the labor union conference had 
presented a set of resolutions which they 
well knew no Government could adopt.

Thé question having been asked from the 
audience while Col. Baker was speaking, 
‘‘What has the government ever done for 
the workingman ?” Hon. Mr. Davie rose to 
reply, enumerating a number of measures in 
a forcible speech, further reference to which 
space forbids. In this he stated that he 
hoped to have an opportunity here as in the 
upper country to address a few representa­
tive gatherings and to be able to satisfy his 
hearers as to the policy and performances of 
the government. He hoped the first of 
these meetings could >6e held in the 
future.

The Chairman then put the resolution 
handed to him, which read as follows :—

“ That in the opinion of this meeting of 
unorganized labor the act respecting the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics and Councils of 
Conciliation and Arbitration, if carried out 
would conduce to the interests of society 
generally ; therefore be it resolved that a 
committee of 
to confer with 
such suggestions as they may deem neces­
sary for the effectual carrying out of the 
act.

writer should be notified of the action al­
ready taken by the board.

W. H. Ellis suggested, that apart from 
any action that the Government might take 
on behalf of the Province as a whole, the 
board should appoint a committee to devise 
some sensible system of advertising Victoria 
at San Francisco.

The mat­
ter was left over for the present.

A letter from Melbourne re the partici­
pation of British Columbia in the Tasmanian 
exhibition, was read and filed ; no further 
action being taken in view of the determin­
ation of the Dominion Government not to 
participate.

A letter from T. R. Smith, Consul for 
Belgium, called attention to the exhibition 
about to be held at Antwerp, an invitation 
to participate in which had just been accept­
ed by the Dominion Government. For par­
ticulars he referred those interested to the 
Department of Agriculture at Ottawa.

It was resolved that the letter be acknowl­
edged with thanks, Mr. Ward remarking 
that there was more advertising in exhibit­
ing at Antwerp than even at San Francisco.

The Provincial Secretary wrote in reply 
to a resolution of the board that the govern- 
ment regretted that it could not send a 
mineral exhibit to Santiago de .Chili.

A communication from Vernon asked in­
formation which might be useful in connec­
tion with the establishment of a board of 
trade there, and the secretary was requested’ 
to furnish it.

R. E. Gosnell, librarian, wrote asking 
copies of the annual reports of the board, 
for the Provincial lib-ary.

THE CONTRACTS AWARDED.

Construction of the New Provincial 
Buildings to Be Proceeded 

With Immediately.

The Interests of the Unorganized 
. Were Not Forgotten by the 

Government un-

A Cordial Invitation From San Fran­

The council of the B. C. Board of Trade 
met yesterday morning, the president A. C. 
Flumerfelt, in the chair, and Thos. Earle, 
M.P., E. G. Prior, M.P., Robt. Ward, H. 
F. Heisterman, E. B. Marvin, H. E. Con- 
non, D. R. Ker, W. H. Ellis, T. Futcher, 
C. E. Renouf, J. S. Todd, A. L. Belyea, 
and F. El worthy, secretary, also present.

The first business considered was a letter 
from Capt. William Moore on the subject of 
the Yukon district, in which he has taken

Very considerable interest has been mani­
fested during the past few weeks in the out­
come of the competition in the various, 
trades for the construction of the new Pro­
vincial Government buildings in this city ; 
and natural curiosity was excited as to 
whether or not local firms stood any chance 
of success against the big contractors of the 
United States and Eastern Canada. There 
were in all upwards of 250 bids for the vari­
ons branches of the work, and the result, 
announced yesterday, show that the local 
men had the very beat chance—they were 
successful. The names of the fortunate con­
tractors, and the several departments of 
the work which they will undertake, 
given below :

For the Masons’ work—Frederick Adams.
For the Carpenters’ work—Bishop & Sher- 

bourne.
For the Plasterers’ work—Richard Drake.
For the Coppersmiths’ work—W. H. Perry.
For the Plumbers’ work—H. T. Flett.
For the Ironfoundera’ work—The Albion Iron 

Works Co.
For the Painters’ work—K. Spillman.
These contractors or firms are all of Vic­

toria with the exception of Mr. Spillman, 
who resides at Vancouver. The amount at 
which the several contracts were awarded is 
not made public, but the aggregate is well 
within the appropriation. Work is to be 
commenced immediately and continued with 
all possible expedition until the completion 
of the new buildings, which will be doubly 
creditable to British Columbia, being the 
work of her own builders.

An attendance which left standing room 
only in the City Hall was the response last 
evening to the advertised invitation for a 
meeting of all non-union mechanics and 
laborers, for the purpose of considering the 
advisability of forming a deputation repre­
senting the different branches of trade and 
labor to wait upon the Government for in­
formation in reference to the working of 
the bureau of labor statistics and councils 
of conciliation and arbitration, 
meeting lasted two hours and a 
half and proved very interesting.

Aid. Bragg, by request, took the chair, 
and explained the objects of the meeting. 
He said that since he had found that the 
promoters had no desi^whatever to get 
the workingmen of the city into conflict, he 
thought the meeting was a very good idea. 
He spoke of the desirability of Capital and 
labor working in harmony with one another, 
and hoped that this evening’s gathering 
would help to bring this about. He was 
glad to notice from the programme placed 
in his hands that no party politics should be 
allowed.

W. P. Winsby explained that his object 
in getting up the meeting was to re-unite 
organized and unorganized labor. He saw 
some members of the Government present 
and hoped they would explain the working 
of the act and the intentions of the Govern­
ment.

Hon. Theodore Davie, having been called 
upon by the chairman, then took the plat- 
form. The Premier said he would refrain 
from explaining the bill himself, as his col­
league, Hon. Col. Baker, who was 
the author of the measure, was pres­
ent and could give a much better 
explanation. He would, however, state 
some of his own views on the matter, and 
firstly with reference to the conference to 
discuss this act held recently in this city. 
The Government had been criticised in 
some of the newspapers for having singled 
out organized labor to attend at this confer­
ence, and thus ignored the workingmen who 
were not organized. This he declared to be 
a wrong assumption. The intention of the 
Government was to have an informal, 
friendly chat with members of the working 
classes. As the men who formed unions 
were the easiest to get at, the invitations 
were first sent out to them, but the inten­
tion was to afterwards confer with those not 
represented at the union conference. 
Some correspondence which he had would 
show the idea of the Government in this 
connection. These letters he proceeded to 
read. The first was from W. P. Winsby, 
secretary Court Northern Light No. 5935 
AO.F., addressed to the deputy commis­
sioner of labor statistics on the 20th Novem­
ber. In it he said :

“ By the invitations issued to the trade 
unions only it is generally "admitted 

1 that the majority of workingmen in Victoria 
* will not be represented at the conference to 

be held on the 25th inst, Although the 
Ancient Order of-Foresters, with about 400 
members in Victoria, is not strictly 
speaking a labor organization, it is 
largely composed of workingmen, many 
of whom are not members of any 
trade union and consequently will have no 
representative. I am requested by several 
of oar members to respectfully ask for per- 
mission to be present at the conference.”

Realizing, said Mr. Davie, the importance 
of having such a body as the Ancient Order 
of Foresters represented, whether or not the 
members belonged to any unions, the deputy 
commissioner by authority wrote ,in reply 
as follows :

“ The Government recognizes that a very 
large and influential portion of the working­
men are not represented through trades 
unions ; and the executive look forward to 
having the opportunity later of meeting 
them and of ascertaining their views and 
securing their cooperation in the work of the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics and of the Conn 
cils of Conciliation and Arbitration. It will 
be satisfactory that so important an 
organization as the “ Ancient Order of 
Foresters should send a delegate to be 
present at the conference on the 25th inst., 
and I shall be glad to have you name the 
gentlemen your society may choose as your 
representative.”

This letter, said Mr. Davie, was written 
on the 21st November, four days before the 
conference, and plainly stated, as would be 
observed, that it was the intention of the 
government to confer later on with those 
outside the unions. A further communica­
tion from Court Northern Light stated that 
W. P. Wineby had been appointed a dele­
gate to represent the 
at the conference, 
correct another statement that had been 
made—that he had strenuously resisted the 
admission of reporters, and quoted the 
statement made by the representatives of 
the delegates that at his (Mr. Davie’s) sug- 

- gestion the reporters had been sent for 
when the meeting expressed a desire for the 
attendance of the press. He thought the 
public had not lost anything by the fact 
that the discussion or rather the state­
ments made after the resolutions were 
presented had net been reported, 
for these statements were not such, 
he thought, as would meet with 
general approval It was declared, for 
instance, that it would be a good thing for 
the Government to adopt the resolutions, 
and that if they were not adopted, why, 
that the Government would be turned out. 
(Laughter.) It did not take the executive 
long to decide upon their answer, for 
they recognized that they were not 
in office for the benefit of one 
°las»—that they were to employ their 
energies for the benefit of the masses (ap­
plause), and having this conviction, they 
were quite prepared to stand by it. He felt 
he spoke for all his colleagues as well as his 
own sentiments, when hesaid that juntas soon 
as they could not carry on the government 
far the general public benefit they would 
gladly relinquish the reins of office. He de­
clared that in introducing the bill establish- 
ing the bureau of labor statistics and the 
oounoilk of arbitration and conciliation, the 
Government had no political design what­
ever, and aimed solely at the welfare of the 
workingman.

Hon. Col. Baker gave a comprehensive 
explanation of the origin of the act under 
discussion, and of the steps taken since its 
passage to make its provisions known to 
those whom it was intended to serve, and 
to obtain their views upon it. He deplored 
the introduction of politics into the disons- 
sion of the measure, and said that he was 
not altogether surprised that no good result 
had followed the recent conference when he 
found that the chief speaker there was a 
leader of the political Opposition in the

Moore called attention to the matter, a me­
morial was addressed by the board to the 
Provincial and Dominion governments, with 
a view to securing a road and bonding priv­
ileges, but nothing resulted.

in that district, especially on Miller’s 
creek, have awakened fresh interest among 
miners and prospectors, and will attract a 
large addition to the population during the 
next season, the fixed number of inhabitants 
there being at the present time about 400, 
exclusive of Indians. The district at the 
present is supplied with provisions, etc, 
which are shipped up from San Fran­
cisco to St. Michael’s and thence

are no shipping facilities from our ports to 
the mouth of the Yukon river, nor is there 
likely to be so long as the Alaska Commer­
cial Company enjoys the monopoly of this 
business.

six days’ travel from Victoria, and lines of 
steamers would find remunerative employ­
ment in the carrying trade for a large por­
tion of the district referred to. 
no success should be met with in securing a 
promise for the construction of the proposed 
road as a government undertaking, then I 
would suggest that a recommendation be 
made for letting the construction of it out 
to public competition, under the toll charter 
system, as was done in the esse of the 
Caesiar trail built by me in 1873.”

After a general discussion, in which all 
the speakers agreed on the importance of 
the subject, the letter was referred to a 
committee consisting of M. T. Johnston, 
Thomas Earle, M.P„ and E. G. Prior, M. 
P., for consideration and report.

A communication frees the Hamilton 
Board of Trade requested the co-operation 
of the R.C. Board in securing a general 
two-oent postal rate. The meeting endorsed 
the proposition “if found practicable,” this 
proviso being added in view of the gener­
ally expressed opinion that the Government 
would not be justified in incurring a farther 
deficit in the post office accounts by reduc­
ing the postal rates.

Robert Ward introduced the subject of a 
proposed re-arrangement of the pilotage 
affairs of the Province, and read a series of 
regulations on the subject prepared in 1881, 
by the pilotage commissioners, which he 
thought would be quite applicable at pre­
sent. Originally, he pointed out, there was 
bnt one pilotage authority in the Province, 
but the Burrard Inlet and Nanaimo die- 
triots had since been/added, so that now 
there were three different scales of fees and 
three different classes of pilots. There was 
no doubt that it would be to the advan­
tage of the shipping of the Province to have 
only one pilotage system, and, though the 
Dominion Government had taken the mat­
ter up with a view to securing a change, a 
deplorable feeling of sectionalism had shown 
itself in a marked way ; Vancouver had ex­
pressed a willingness to come to some bet­
ter arrangement, if Nanaimo would do the 
same, but unfortunately Nanaimo refused. 
On Puget Sound there were no pilotage fees 
at all, bnt vessels coming into Canadian 
waters had to take on a pilot before calling 
at Victoria and another to take them to 
Vancouver or Nanaimo, and the charges 
were thus very heavy. Besides there was a 
lack of proper control, of which 
of the San Pedro furnished an example. In 
that instance the vessel was in 
Nanaimo pilot not responsible 
toria commissioners, and though the Nanai­
mo board hai inflicted a small penalty on 
the pilot, they really had no authority to do 
so, as the offence was committed out of 
their jurisdiction. If the different pilotage 
authorities could not be brought to 
feel that the country’s interests de­

manded’ an amalgamation, then the 
government should take hold of and deal 
with the matter. Capt. Gaudin had been 
authorized to interview the pilotage authori­
ties and the boards of trade on the subject, 
and had yesterday discussed the matter 
with the speaker and Mr. Flumerfelt, with 
the result that the board would be asked to 
pass a resolution on the subject. In illustra­
tion of the needlessly heavy charge on ship, 
ping, he stated that the Nanaimo pilots 
made about $4,000 a year, and those at Vic­
toria about $3,500. The regulations which 
he suggested provided as follows ; That 
each district should have control of all pilot­
age fees earned withih it ; that each pilot 
should be amenable to the lawful authorities 
wherever carrying on his occupation ; and 
that pilots at present engaged in any of the 
three districts should be accepted by 
each, but that in future pilots must 
pass examinations showing their qualifica­
tion for duty in all three. Disputes to be 
referred to a board composed of one repre­
sentative from each district, and the rates 
fixed by the local authorities to be appeal- 
able to the central board. Suspensions to 
apply to all districts ; and no addition to 
be made to the number of pilots without the 
consent of all districts. It had been pro­
posed by the Marine department that upon 
amalgamation the pilots should- have a 
steam pilot boat to cruise in the straits, be­
cause wnen the Williams Head quarantine 
Station is finished it will be necessary for 
all steamers to pall there.

After a general discussion the Council 
•unanimously passed this resolution, moved 
by C. E. Renouf, seconded by Thomas 
Futcher ;

“ That this board reaffirms its opinion re­
garding the urgent desirability of placing 
the varions pilotage systems of the Province 
upon a basis consistent with uniformity and 
thorough efficiency, and that «reform either 
by amalgamation or consolidation of the 
pilotage authorities as at present constituted 
would extend facilities and promote attrac­
tions to shipping and commerce in British 
Columbia waters, and that a copy of this 
resolution be forwarded to Captain Gaudin.”

Terrifie Storms on the Japanese 
Coast—Consul Kite’s Mis­

sion Home. :THE CITY.
Owing to the Crowded condition of the 

outer wharves yesterday, the N. P. R. 
steamship Victoria", Capt. Panton, was 
able to find a berth immediately upon ar­
riving from the Orient, and was obliged to 
remain a short distance off shore until the 
Queen made room for her by leaving port.
The Victoria’s trip was not quite as fast » 
one as she generally makes, notwithstand­
ing the fact that she was docked before 
leaving Hongkong for cleaning, but her en­
gines were not worked at their full speed 
coming screes and this accounts for her ar­
riving a little late.

As cargo the Victoria brought 3,480 tons , 
of general merchandise, 650 tons of which 
will be landed at Victoria before the ship 
proceeds to Taooma this morning. Of the 
passengers there were about 125 steerage, 
including 57 Chinese and 36 Japanese for 
this city. Among her cabin passengers were 
Mrs. Tilloteon, wife of the retiring U. S. 
consul at Yokohama, who will probably re­
turn home on the next steamer, her two 
children, and Mr. Milbrath, who has acted 
as inspector of steamships in the Japanese 
navy for the past eight years, and 
who is returning home to the old country.
Mr. Hall, one of the ship’s 
engineers, who is a well-known Victorian, 
left the steamer at Hong Kong with the ex­
pectation of going on another vessel plying 
on the China coast. None of the Victoria’s 
crew could give any late information rela­
tive to the trial of the sealing schooner 
Maud 3 at Yokohama, but on the day they 
left that port the American schooner Ana­
conda went to sea and the Aurora was lying 
at anchor there. A Russian squadron, 
sisting of the Admiral Kormloff, the Raz- 
boyink and the Zabiaka, arrived in Yoko­
hama last month, and it is thought that 
these vessels will be the protectors of Rus­
sian sealing interests in the coast waters 
next year.

The following clippings are from the No­
vember files of the Japan Mail, Yokohama, 
during, November : “ A heavy gale of wind 
was experienced in Shimane prefecture on 
the night of the 10th instant, and great 
damage was caused to property, and at 
Yama-gun several persons lost their lives.
A small steam vessel returning from Matsu 
was overtaken by the storm, and after labor­
ing heavily for some time the cargo shifted, 
and the craft finally foundered in four 
fathoms,"only 35 out of 64 passengers being 
saved. The engineer of the vessel is to be 
prosecuted for culpable homicide in connec­
tion with bad stowage of the cargo.

Hay and grain from the Fraser 
river district and the neighboring islands 
have been coming into the market plenti- 
fully during the week, but the farmers are 
still holding back their potatoes with the 
hope, it is presumed, of realizing big prices 
later on. The crop was fairly good this 
year, and consequently there must be an 
abundance of potatoes in the market, so that 
when they do begurto come in freely low 
prioee are assured. Salem flour has taken a 
fail of fifty cents per barrel, but other 
brands are steady. There is a scarcity of 
Eastern apples at present, and a drearth is 
expected shortly, as the first-class article 
cannot now be readily obtained from the 
East, several orders for them having been 
cancelled. The meat market is well sup. 
plied, but the incoming Christmas stocka 
will largely augment the offerings.

I The charge of murder laid against Arthur 
Stroebel, upon which the jury disagreed at 
the recent assizes at New Westminster, was 
taken up here yesterday, Mr. Justice 
Walkem presiding, when the court re-assem­
bled after a week’s adjournment. The pris­
oner w»s represented by Anlay Morrison, of 

‘'New Westminster, and Thornton Fell, Hon. 
Theodore Davie, Q. C., attorney-general, 
appearing for the Crown. The trial was to 
have been proceed 
when the court* assembled at that hour Mr. 
Davie stated that the indictment found by 
the grand jury at New Westminster did not 
appear amongst the documents sent down 
by the Registrar there, and from inquiry he 
had every reason to believe that it is lost. 
All that could be learned was that the docu­
ment had been given to the foreman of the 
petit jury when they retired to consider the 
case and had not since been seen. Under 
the circumstances the only thing to be done 
wee to call the grand jury, so that they 
might prepare another Indictment.

His Lordship said of course this 
matter for the Attorney-General 
and he would act upon - the "request just 
made. The incident, unfortunate as it was, 
might have happened in the best regulated 
court, and in fact it was surprising that 
documents were not more frequently lost. 
Fortunately he had not dismissed the grand 
jury, as he felt that there might be some 
ocoasion to call them together before the 
business of the court was over, and he 
would, therefore, direct the sheriff to 
mon them for 2:30 o'clock.

Mr. Davie applied also for the completion 
of the petit jury panel to the fall number 
of 48, as by reason of absence from the city 
and. of illness there were only 40 jurors 
available. As he wished to preserve for 
the Crown the full right to onallen 
wished eight more jurymen summon

This His Lordship also directed, and the 
petit jurors present in court were dismissed 
for the day.

At 2:30, when the court re-assembled, 
Mr. Davie entered a nolle prosequi on the 
former indictment, so that, should the pris­
oner be acquitted on this one, he would not 
be subject to trial on the other, should it be 
recovered.

His Lordship, addressing the Grand jury, 
stated that it was their privilege to call such 
witnesses aa they thought necessary to 
establish the case. They then retired to 
their room and the court adjourned during 
pleasure. After about three hours 
they returned a true MIL Stroebel will 
consequently be placed upon trial at 10 
o’clock this morning.

There are twenty-five witn 
•mined, and the case is likely to last five or 
six days. The hearing at Westminster oc­
cupied seven days.

A story 
told by a lad named Eyerly a couple of days 
after the crime led to the arrest of him and 
Stroebel on the charge of murder, bnt Eyer­
ly has sincej been acquitted. His story was 
that Stroebel proposed that they should rob 
Marshall, and having proceeded to the 
house for that purpose Eyerly was to watch 
outside while Stroebel did the work. The 
watcher heard two shots and hurriedly 
walked away, bnt in a few minutes Stroebel 
overtook him, and gave him several gold 
coins ont of a bag wMoh he had. Stroebel 
was subsequently seen with a lot oi gold. 
Marshall was found dead with two bullet 
holes in his head. Eyerly’s story was told 
xt the trial by witnesses who said they had 
heard it from him, and a mass of circum­
stantial evidence was produced. One fact 
brought out at the Westminster assizes was 
that a couple of cartridges with bullets 
similar to those with which Marshall was 
killed were found hidden under the mat­
tress of Stroebel’s bed, and a new exhibit at 
this trial will he the bed, whioh is now in 
the grand jury room and will be set up to 
show that the bullets could not, as alleged, 
have got by chance to where they were 
found. Other new evidence will probably 
he introduced. The prisoner is ». young 
looking man, probably under twenty-five 
years.

Women’s Work.
It is rather unfortunate that the many 

clever and progressive women at the 
present time to the fore in business and 
public affairs are not clever enough to 
clothe themselves in the armor of right­
eousness so completely that there is no 
crevice through which the arrows of 
newspaper gibings may penetrate with 
the unpleasant barb of truth. There are 
such a number of critics always ready 
to unjustly ridicule women’s doings 
that any really weak spot is sure to be 
pierced by a stinging shaft. It is quite 
evident that men will never be satisfied 
with the work done by women until it 
is done infinitely better than men them­
selves could possibly do it, and for the 
earlier .attaining of that end they are 
prone to condemn as peculiarly femi­
nine and unworkmanlike those little 
weaknesses and peccadilloes that are in 
reality common to human nature of 
both sexes.

For example, it waa truly a pity, a 
very great pity, that the women con­
nected with the World’s fair work 
found themselves unable to stir in the 
business until they were posseseed of sil­
ver badges, cost $10 or $15 each, paid 
for out of the general fund. Still, man 
is essentially the badge wearing animal 
and has always been notoriously fond 
of “a ribbon to stick in his coat,” as 
his Masonic and hundreds of other se­
cret societies will testify, and if women 
are snared by the same vanity a fellow 
feeling should modify the Severity of 
masculine criticism. It would seem 
that women’s chief difficulty in any 
sort of organized work lies in the ten­
dency, after having settled on a definite 
end, to loee sight of it in the fascinat­
ing intricacies of side issues, as a result 
of which tendency what was merely 
the means is apt to become an end in it­
self. There is one universal rale for 
harmony and perfection in every sort 
of work, art, music, politics and public 
functions, and that is—keep the acces­
sories subordinate. And although the 
heart of man is not; invariably inclined 
to keep this law, hp will laugfi at wo­
men’s work just bo long as women will 
pile np as stumbling blocks in their 
own path personal grievances, questions 
of precedence and the thousand and one 
unimportanciee of a kindred nature.

English Lacrosse Rules Made to Con­
form More Closely to Those 

in Canada-

The Flagship to Flay a Rngby Match 
With Westminster—Athletic 

Entertainment-

Showing the interest manifested in the 
Old Country in connection with the lacrosse, 
The Field Baya :

The first important work of the newly- 
constituted English lacrosse union, consist­
ing of an equal number of representatives 
from the north and south, has been the re­
vision of the laws of the game—the new 
lswe, of course, to take effect in England 
only. The original English laws, founded 
upon those at- the time in use in Canada, 
were made in 188» in Belfast, where 
Messrs. J. Sinclair (Ireland), E. O. Swallow 
(North of England), and E. T. Sache (South 
of England), met for the express purpose, 
and it speaks volumes for the excellent feel­
ing that prevails amongst lacrosse players, 
and the spirit with which the game is 
played, that three individuals should have 
been invested with such powers, and that 
the laws they drew up should have been 
implicitly obeyed. Mutual concessions were 
made, the chief point upon which the South 
of England gave way being the privil­
ege to play the ball with the
foot, a practice which always was, 
and still is, part and parcel of
the game'as played in Canada. After ten 
years, daring which period an entire new 
generation of players has arisen who have 
never played the ball with the foot, it ia in­
teresting to find the English union going 
back to the old order of things, and they 
have now interpolated into rule IX , new 
■action, which heads : “ Any player ia at 
liberty to propel the ball with hie foot or 
leg.” It has, of course been dieoovered that 
the oroaae is so much more effecaoioue than the 
foot that it is not worth while to stop the 
game while the referee decides whether a 
kick was accidental or intentional. The dia­
tribe tion of players over the whole field 
renders it necessary to have is few delays 
as possible. The Irish, if they are in the 
same mind as ten years ago, will be against 
this return to an’old usage ; hut they will 
admit that little fault oould be found 
with the play of the Toronto team 
who crossed the Atlantic in 1888, 
whilst the number of times the foot 
was intentionally need was very few, indeed.

Another important innovation in the 
rales is the new form of the goal crease. In 
place of the space in front of the goal it ha* 
been the custom in Canada for some time 
now to place the pos 
parallelogram 12 feet square, so that each 
poet is 3 feet from it* corresponding aide 
line, whilst the front and back lines are 
each six feet from the goal line.

Apart from any other 
consequences to which we might refer, the 
flippancy with which such serious reflections 
are made and allowed to pass, cannot but 
be most disastrous to public confidence in all 
governing bodies, not to speak of public 
credit, which Macaulay justly regards as 
the basis of national greatness.

As before stated, the gravamen of the

As to the methods of construction, we are 
not in a position to speak in the absence of 
authentic information, but when it is borne 
in mind that the road must be accepted by 
the Engineer of the Railway Department of 
the DominionGovemment, and stand the test 
of his scrutiny, and must also be accepted 
by the Engineers of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Company before the latter will 
accept it, as stipulated under the Act of last 
session, it will readily be conceded that 
there pro good reasons for rejecting the 
chargee of faulty construction as being 
equally unfounded and unwarrantable with 
the insinuations of official corruption.

Why the Nelson Tribune, except from its 
inherent instincts of journalistic rapacity, 
should give place to insinuations of so libel­
lous a character is difficult to conceive ; It 
is equally incomprehensible that its ooarse 
libels should be transferred to the columns 
of even any Opposition newspaper on the 
Coast. The insinuations are harmless so 
far «s the Government or the Premier, is 
concerned, because they are exploded by 
the slightest examination of the facts, 
but the result of such injurious statements 
is to damage the credit of the Province and 
to lower the political moral tone of the coun­
try without even the palliation of the small­
est fact or political expediency to justify 
them.

With regard to the quotation from the 
Vernon News, published in yesterday's 
Times, referring to the necessity of pushing 
through s wagon road from the Osooyooe 
Valley to Boundary Creek, the Government 
Is fully alive to its importance. The sum 
of eight thousand dollars was set aside for 
its construction at the last meeting of the 
Legislature, and the work has been pro­
ceeding vigorously all summer. Some little 
time was consumed early in the year from 
the fact that it was necessary to obtain the 
most reliable information as to the beat 
route before commencing work.

Several routes were suggested, the Gov- 
eminent eventually selecting that surveyed 
by Mr. Bumyoott, C. E. We understand 
that the road is some fifty or sixty miles in 
length, crossing a high range of mountains, 
making it necessarily a difficult and expen­
sive work. So important is it considered 
by the Government to exercise the great­
est energy to retain 
within the Province, that the road is being 
pushed to completion at rapidly as possible, 
though the appropriation wae found 
quite insufficient.
Okanagan Lake and the Shnewap sad 
Okanagan railway will bring Boundary 
Creek and Kettle River people In tonoh 
with our merchant*, and it la fully expected 
the road will be completed to Camp 
MoKenny (about half way) before the end 
of the year. The remaining portion will be 
completed with all possible expedition in 
the early spring. We feel sure the Legisla­
ture will approve of the action of the Gov­
ernment and that those interested in mining, 
farming and other enterprises at Rock 
Creek, Boundary Creek and Kettle River
