BERLIN'S CELEBRATION.

On Wednesday Berlin celebrated its
entrance into the circle of Ontarlo
cities and' many representatives from
neighboring municipalities assoclated
themselves with the auspiclous oeca-
sion. Berlin may not have grown with
the phenomenal rapidity that has sig-
nalized citles of more immediately fa-
vorable location, but its advance has
been steady and sure and established
on a sound basis of civic parfotism
and progressive principle. In his brief
but eloquent address to his follew-
‘eitizens Mayor Schmalz noted that in
1854 the small and unimportant han-
let became a village, and that village
in 1871 a town. To-day Berlin is a
clty of manufacturing importance and
great promise.”

But Berlin has other reasons for be-
ing held in honor by the people of On-
tario. The County of Waterloo clatms
the Hon. Adam Beck &s a son, and in
his speech of responsé to the mayor's
welcome he paid the’mew city a tri-
bute for this, that it was owing te
Berlin that the water powers of' this
province have been' nationalized. The
great country whence came the first
settlers In Waterloo County has'long
been identified with the poli(‘y&g puh-
lic ownership and operation of
tural resources and common senices
and utilities, and with the provision
of a system of education that has
been a lesson to the civilized world.
It was meet, therefore, that the new
Berlin should lead the way for On-
tario in these all-important branches
of mnational life.

Altho Berlin has been late ifv claime
ing its elevation to higher ranks, this
has not been due to lack of qualifica-
tion. Berlin delayed applying for in-
corporation until the population turned
the 15,000 mark, and to this Mr. Wei-
chel, M.P. for North Waterloo, attri-
buted part of the exceptional en-
thugiasm that marked the celebration.
Dr. Lackner, who desevedly congra-
tulated himself on being the first re-
presentative of the mew city in the
provincial legislature, was further
gratified that Berlin stood seventh am-
ong the manufacturing citles of Can-
ada, while manufaeturing output
vas one thirty-third of that of the
province and one ane~hundredth of thet
of the Dominion.

Colombia prior to s+ o which year ef-
forts were made to establish the business, |
with some degree of su s, In 1904 there |
was only one firm’ jn the fleld, and m
January, 1905, this firm’ was granted by
the government the exclusive right (o
hunt the reptile and export the skins for:
a term of five years. 'Some twenty sta-i
tions were soon established along the
Lower Magdalena River and its Aribu-
taries, and parties of Indlan hunters were
fitted out and instructed in thé best man-
ner of:preparing the skins. Success fol-
lowed, the annual’ exports for the ensu-
ing years averaging 30,000 skifs. The con-
cession expired in January, 1910, and alli-
gator hunting is now free to all. It is a
promjsing industry, which will increase in.
importance, especially if the various pro-
ducts of the reptiles can be put to other
uses, as is.expected. .
