The 
country can no more afford to support two 
good engineering school® than two provin­
cial universities.

But in the light of what has transpired 
and Is transpiring, It Is doubtful whether 
the primary object of Mr. Ross to spend­
ing money at Kingston was to promote en­
gineering. It now appears that the large 
grants made are being used Indirectly to 
maintain wholly the department# of chem­
istry and mineralogy and geology of 
Queen’s University. The staff to these has 
simply beea transferred from the pay­
sheet of Queen’s to that of the Mining 
School. The devRlT'Is ’’♦fenntlfnl In Its 
simplicity, but most effective to giving 
aid to the Arts Department» at Queen’s. 
It will be Interesting to know what the 
other universities think of the plan when 
they come to understand It. By this means 
the whole science faculty of Queen’s will 
doubtless In time be absorbed by the 
Mining School and the cost assumed by 
the province. The whole transaction bears 
the unmistakable marks of a political 
deal. The grants to the Kingston school 
began In 1893. A second mining school 
was not needed then, but the support of 
Principal Grant was needed to the ap­
proaching election.
Grant's famous utterance, "Ontario can­
not afford to dismiss Sir Oliver," stood to 
type In the Grit party papers for months. 
This, coming as It did from an erstwhile 
opponent, was a valuable testimonial, and 
the Government waa duly grateful.-; The 
era of mutual service had begun, and 
Principal Grant presently took part In 
securing the election of Mr. Harty, who 
has been a friend at court ever since. We 
are sorry In the Interests of political moral­
ity to make this exposure, but It Is time 
that the country should know the real In­
wardness of the Kingston School of Min­
ing. Evidently Mr. Ross has for years 
been neglecting the necessities of the 
Provincial University and the Provincial 
School of Science, and spending money 
to build np rival Institutions with the sole 
aim of political advantage.

It remains to be seen whether Mr. Har­
court will modify the foolish and hostile 
policy of Mr. Ross. He has eo far spoken 
fairly, and his sympathies appear to be 
right, but whether he win be allowed by 
the Premier to deal Justly with higher 
education Is another question.

London, March 7.—Two British officers, 
Major A. H. Tracy and Captain R. P. Cob- 
bold, start to-morrow for Adis Atieha, capi­
tal of Abyssinia, where they will act as 
advisers to the Abyssinian commander-ln- 
chlef, Bas Makonnen, in hls approaching ex­
pedition against the Mad Mullah, who has 
been causing a disturbance in Northern So­
maliland. King Menelik will place twenty 
thousand men in the field, and the British 
will co-operate with Hls Majesty’s srmy 
by simultaneously despatching a force of 
troops from Berbers, the seaport of East 
Africa, on a bay of the Gulf of Aden.
