The Dominior Exposition was forin-
glly opened on Saturday afternoon in
p drizzling rain. But tho the elements
had agreed to do their best—or their
worst—to mar the success of the
event, there was a surprisingly good
erowd on hand and the formalities
were carried thru with a degree of
enthusiasm that quite counteracted the
fll-effects of the storm.

Probably three thousand. people
wisited the grounds, and the improve-
ments in and out of doors made dur-
ing the previous night were notice-
able, The manufactures building,
with its two acres of floor space had
been cleaned up, and with few excep-
tions every exhibit was in place, ex~
cept in the dairy building, where the
ppening ceremony was held.

Lord Strathcona arrived promptly at

1 o'clock, and was met by the direc-
tors at the general

warm greetings had been exchanged

all round, the party proceeded to
Webb's dining hall, where luncheoa
was ready. The place-was gaily de-

corated, and an orchestra was in at-
tendance- Lord Strathcona was ac-
companied by his daughter and grand-
daughter, Mrs. and Miss Howard.
“Seest Thou a Man”

President McNaught, as chairman,
in proposing the toast to the distin-
guished guest of the day, declared that
in all the quarter of a century of his-
tory of the Industrial Exhibition thers
had been no one who conducted the
opening ceremonies who stood so close
to the hearts of Canadians as did Lord
Strathcona. Mr. McNaught referred
to his lordship’s long and devoted ser-
vices to this country and to .the sev-
eral instances of his loyalty to Can-
ada and Canadfan institutions, and
said that of him it might truly be said

in the language of the Scriptures:
“Seest thou a man diligent in his
business; he shall stand before

kings.”

In responding to the toast, Lord
Strathcopa was given the most rapt
attention, for tho hale and hearty
otherwige, his volce i8 low. He was
warmly/ cheered. He said:
trathcona's Modesty.
resident and gentlemen, when I
came Yo-day I expected to have some
few words to say to you when opening
the grand Industrial Fair, but T d
not expect to be caMed upon to say
anything at the luncheon. I did n-t
expect there would be any speech-mak-
ing, but there is always something to
be said when Englishmen gather, and
I think we may count ourselves Eng-
lishmen. We ought to always remem-
ber His Most Gracious Majesty Kinz
Edward.”

His health, he said, had been pro-
posed in terms altogether too flatter-
inZ. Canadians, each and ali, who were
true Canadians, did afl they could for
Canada, did all they could for the fair
provinces of the Dominion, the greatest
Lcolony of the empire. He was only
one who had endeavored to do his littie
towards the development, and fo do it
in his imperfect way. (Cries of: “No,
No!")

Canada. he continued, had progress-
ed, and the progress of the country
and people was more marked zs the
years went by. Canada in a few years
would be a nation second to none,

Development of the West,
“It was yourself, Sir,”” turning to
President McNaught, ““who brougnt the

days—some 27 years ago—and amount=
ing to about 500 bushels of first-class
red wheat,

“Let us look back. In 1870 the west-
ern country was in rebellion, and that
it would ever be any good was not
dreamed of. Hopes of bright things
of the Northwest were laughed at_ as
foolish.

“But what do we see? The land that
gave 500 bushels in 1876 has yielded
as much as between 120,650,000 and
150,000,000 bushels of grain, and gives
promise to double that amount in the
near future.”

In Great Britain at present, His Lord-
ship =aid, they were discussing the fool
question in case of war, and of what
would happen should the little isle of
fhe sea be entangled {n a great siruggle,
In ten years there would be no fear
of the English people being starved
out in six weeks, six months, or even
that many years. The colonies would
produce enough foodstuffs to feed the
entire empire.

Canada Must Protect Herself.

“We all must feel glad at the pro-
spect of being knitted more closely to-
gether, and at the time when we take
more from each other and less from
outsiders.” (Applause.)

‘“We all feel, too, that no matter

in Canada must have protection for our
Canadian manufactures. Canada must
protect herself.”

His Lordship continuing said His
Majesty the King was most pleased
to receive the request of the associa-
tion for the loan of the gifts, ana he
expressed the greatest desire that be-
fore the Jubilee gifts were sent to St.
Louls for the World's Fair, they should
be given to the people of Canada, and
that his own subjects should come be-
fore any otherz. (Applause.)

Mayor Urquhart responded to the
toast to the corporation, and T.ord
Strathcona, in proposing the toast to
the president of the association, said
that to Mr. Chamberlain mainly was
due the credit of sending the Jubilee
gifts to Canada.

Mr. Tarte at Big Conservative UGathering
Declares for Destruction of Government

ey —

S8ays Laurier Will Soon Dis-
appear From the Scene
and Then Chaos.

Berthierville, Que.. Aug. 30.—(Spe-
cial.)—The demonstration which took
plice here to-day under the auspices
of the Monk Club was equal to the
best Conservative gatherings of the
past and evoked from the Hon. J. Israel
Tarte one of the ablest speeches of
his life. Hundreds came from Mont-
real, Three Rivers, Sorel and all the
towns along the St. Lawrence, the
number present being from three to
four thousand.

“ It must be admitted that curiosity

s to how far the ex-Minister would
go was the dominant feeling, yet at the
close of the meeting all felt that had
any doubt existed as to where Mr.
Tarte stood in Canadian politics it
had been completely dispelled by the
ex-Minister's frank and bold utter-
ances. In a word he BURNED
EVERY BRIDGE BEHIND HIM AND
CAME OUT SOLIDLY FOR THE
DESTRUCTION OF THE PRESENT
GOVERNMENT.

Received an Ovation.

When Mr. Thomas Chase Casgrain
had eloquently spoken of Hon. Mr.
Tarte's transition, welcoming him back
th the old Conservative fold, the ex~
Minister came forward and received
Bn ovation. As usual he spoke in a
most> fearless manner. He declared
that he wanted to cut short all false
impressions and misrepresentations.
He had never made a declaration dur-
ing his protectionist campaign that he
had not previously made in the House
in the presence of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
and, more than that, the Premier had
never raised the slightest objection.
During tho absence of Sir Wilfrid, Mr.
T“F‘f‘ said, he had been traduced and
vilified by a group of papers con-
trolled by his colleagues declaring that
he had been enunciating a new policy.
He had not been advocating a new
pohqy, as the totality of the Conserva=
tive’ party had espoused it, and he
dld not believe the majority of the
Liberals were againgt it. He expliin-
ed, !}fb\\'P\'ﬁr. that the continued illnoss
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier had created a
hew order of things. The Prime Min
ister was not hostile to fiscal reform,
for he realized that the country was
making imperious demands in this di=

N

rection. - The fact was, however, that
since Sir Wilfrid's health began to
fail the direction of the Liberal party
had fallen into the hands of men
whose one desire was to advance
jtheir own (private interests and to
secure the triumph of their personal
designs.
Held Out for Protection.

The speaker then proceeded to give
the inside history of the tariff revision
following the Liberal victory of 1900,
and declared that HAD HE HELD
HIS TONGUE THE REVISED TAR-
IFF WOULD HAVE BEEN FAR
LESS OF A PROTECTIVE NATURE
THAN THAT WHICH WAS FIN-
ALLY ADOPTED BY THE GOV-
ERNMENT. Hon. Mr, Fielding had,
however, pledged the good faith
of the government that a fnrt_her re-
vislon would be affected; yet in spite
of this promise and in spite of the
fact that the country demanded it, *he
ministry had culpably failed in their
duty. Instead of keeping their word to
the electorate, Mr. Tarte declared that
they were seeking means to secure a
new lease of power.

“I ask you,” continued Mr. Tarte,
“WHAT WOULD HAPPEN  THE
TARIFF IF THE PRESENT GOV-
ERNMENT WERE SUCCESSFUL AT
THE POLLS? I OW WHAT
WOULD HAPPEN, FOR THE FACT
REMAINS THAT THE GOVERN-
MENT ‘IS COMPOSED OF FREE
TRADERS. Hon. Mr. Paterson is the
only protectionist, and altho he is
an honest man his colleagues have no
fear .that he will hand in his resigna-
tion. Hon. Mr. Prefontaine has in the
past expressed protectionist views, but
he does not count at Ottawa. As a
matter of fact, it requires more than
fifteen years of municipal intrigue in
order to become something at the capl=
tal of the Dominion.”

Mr. Tarte then described amid much
amusement the pilgrimage of leading
Liberals, Senators Beique, Dandurand
and others. to Ottawa in the vain at-
tempt to prevent Mr. Prefontaine frqm
becoming a minister of the Crown., *

Strong Cobdenites.

Returning to the free traders.in the
cabinet, Mr. Tarte said Sifton, Field-
ing and Fitzpatrick were just -s
strongly imbued with the principles of
Cobden as Sir (Richard Cartwright him-
self, and, he added: *“Sir Wilfrid
Laurier has no fixed ideas on the sub-
ject, altho he began his career as a
protectionist.” In speaking of his late
leader, Mr. Tarte said they had parted

good friends, the differences betweern
them being wholly political. Again the
ex-minister repeated that Sir Wilfrid

would not he opposed to a revision of
the tariff, but his ministers would not

The robbers took no chances, but
disposed of all the opposition- of the
employes before they entered the office.
Choosing the time when the employes

were busily engaged in balancing up!

the receipts of the night, just after
the last conductor had turned in his
money and had left the ‘barns, the
robbers suddenly appeared at the re-
celving window and began shooting.
The first intimation those inside the
office had that anything was wrong
was when they heard the shots. The
first bullet fired struck Stewart ‘'nd
he fell to the floor without a word.
Biehl and Edmond, who were sitting
near Stewart, turned to see what was
the matter, but before they could leave
their chairs they were rendered help
dess by the well-directed bulletg of the
robbers. Johnson, the motorman, who
was asleep on a bench in the outer
office, hearing the noise, started up
to go to the assistance of his comr
panions, but was shot and killed be=-
fore he could get on his feet,

Making sure that all opposition had
been removed, the robbers then broke
open the door of the cashier's office
with a sledge hammer and secured
$3000 in bills, which was lying on the
desk. They then made their escape.
Four men were arrested three hours
after the robbery on suspicion of be-
ing implicated in the erime. but they
have not as yet been identified,

NO CHANGE IN POLICY.

Ottawa Orgnm of Government Says
It Would Confess Weakness,

Ottawa, Aug., 30.—The Free Press,
the government organ, says it has the

best authority for stating that the gov~
ernment has no intention of making any
change in its transcontinental railway
policy. The Free Press says:

“The government could not make
this revision of its policy without a
confession .of weakness and without
running serious risk of a disruption
upon this question, of the party whose
sanction to the scheme was obtained

The commisesioners are already fa-
miliar with the facts of the cases on
both sides, which were filed several
months ago. At the first meeiing of the
commissioners next Thursday, the Am-
erfcans and Canadians will suomit their
briefs, which will be a condensation of
the facts and arguments regarding the
interpretation of the treaty. The com-
mission will then announce the day on
which the oral arguments will be heard.
The documents have not yvet been made
| public, but the Associated Press cor-
respondent learns that the whole con-
troversy .centres upon Canada’s effort
to acquire an outlet to the sea. It is
known authoritatively that the Cana-
dian agent asserts that under the
Rusego-British treaty of 1825 the line
properly crosses numerous inlets, in-
cluding the 'head waters of ths Lynn
Canal. The contention seems to he
that the inlets less than six miles wide,
situated in the disputed region, belong
to Canada, United States Counsel Fos-
ter vigorously opposed this view, hold-
ing that the treaty clearly places the
line thirty miles inland, following
the sinuosities. of the coast, and
thus separates Canada from all the
ocean and puts Porcupine Creck and
the gold district under American juris-
diction,

The American representatives are con-
fident that their position is unassail-
able. - The commissioners expect that
the complete consideration of the entire
case will take less than two months,
and should the commission fail to rén-
der a majority award, the facts will be
clearly established. This will lead to
an easier settlement in the future.

COUNCIL OF 1RISHMEN,

Rumor in Strictly Loyal
Clvcles in Dublin.

Curiouns

London, Aug. 30.—A curious rumor
has obtained credence in strictly loyal
circles in Dublin to the effect that the

King has expressed the opinion that
much good might be accomplished by
a voluntary council of Irishinen to ad-
vise the English government with re-
gard to legislation for Ireland.

The rumor is rather well defined, for
it states that the council will include
the Roman Catholic hierarchy, the
bishops of the Church of Ireland and
certain members of other churches,
together with representatives of the
peasantry and professions,

It is said in reply to critics that the
good that was accomplished by the
recent conference between landlords, in
which it is well known that the King
i was specially interested, is an augury
fnf the practicability of the scheme.
| It should be remembered in this con-
Inection that on one occasion Lord Bea-

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NOT ENOUGH HARVEST HELP
10 GARNER WESTERN GROPS

Second Biggest Yield in History, and
Lack of Men Alreaay
Being Felt.

Winnipeg, Man,, Aug. 30.—(Special.)
—Harvesting is progressing fairly well
in gpite of the unfavorable weatrer, T. a
reports from along the line of the Cana-
dian Northern Railway indicate that
the yield will be far -and away above
what was expected early in the season.
Altho in some parts of the province
wheat will not go more than 12 or 14
Lushels to the acre, tne majority of the
reports indicate a yield of trom 20 to
20 bushels, and ' there are sections
which promise a wheat yleld of 40
bushels to the acre, 7The average will
easlly be between 18 and 20 bushels,
Threshing has been delayed by ths
rains and a week of warm weather
will be required betore shipping comy-
mences,

The report of the gecretary of the
Northwest Graln Dealers’ Association
estimates the total wheat crop of the
I Canadian West at 57,163,032 bushels,
the second largest in its history, Ja-t
year's having been 04,342,230.. The
total grain yield is placed at about 110,-

,0U0 bushels, or an increase of over
10,000,000 on the production last year.

C. W. Spears, Dominfon colonization
agent, hag traveled repeatedly thru all
parts of the west during the growing
period, and his final estimate is 20
Ibushels of wheat per acre. The cold
and wet weather has had a filling effect
on the grain, and the only district
| without a good crop is a portion of
Southern Manitoba, where drought af~
fected the grain,

Short of Harvest Hands.

J. J. Golden, chief of the Manitoba
Emigration Bureau, reports that this
| province is well supplied with harvest
'hands, 10,142 having come in on the
'C.P.R. excursion trains during the
| past two weeks. The Territories have
not fared so well, however, and the
farmers in many districts are begin-
ning to complain of want of help. The
fhar\'est‘ there has been delayed by the
backward weather, and it is hoped that
the threshing in parts of Manitoba may
be concluded in time to allow harvest-
ers working here to go fo the Terri-
tories, and thus cobviate the necessity
of drawing on the eastern provinces a
second time, but it may be neceszary
to issue a call for 1000 or 2000 extra
men. Even in this province complaints
are. being heard, as sucwn by the fol-
lowing conversation with a prominent
farmer of Southwestern Manitoba:

“The shortage in harvesting hands in
the province this season will be the
cause of considerable trouble to the
farmers in getting in their crops,” said
Adam Black of Borstevain. “In our
| ewn district we are all short of men,
| but during the next week or two this
| shortage will become acute, and there
' will be difficulty in getting the crop
| in.

“Some ten years ago, 2000 or 3000
! men from the east were sufficient to
get in the crops, but to-day it is an
entirely different proposition. I
that it will be found that the number
of men in the province available for

the handling of the erop is entirely in=|

| adequate to the demand.
High Wages Avail Nothing.

“For instance, take my own case. I

require at least thirey men to pr’per-
{1y get in my crop, and altho I tcok
+the trouble to come into Winnipeg for
! the purpose of securing men, and al-
tho I had tried all the agencies in the
city and have offered a price which is
far in excess of that paid in any previ-
ous vear, I have found it impossitle
| to hire the number of men I require. [
| wanted thirty, and the best that I hava
‘heen able to do up to the present is to
|

engkage eighteen.”

Notwithstanding the number brought
in there is #till a big crhortage, particu-
larly in the nporthwestern and south-
westarn - portions of Manitoba, where
the crops are exceptionally ‘heavy.
There is also a2 very great demand for
men along the Prince Albert and Ed~
monton branches. On account of the
shortage of harvesters, farmers are of-
| fering $50 per month, and even $60, to
| experienced hands,

Un-
der this provision a major league club can
take a star worth thousands of dollars |
away from a smaller club, pay $750 cn the |
instalment plan for him, and take nine |
months to do it in. It is this clause that
we object most strenuously to.”

“In order to become a party to this agree-
ment " said a prominent Western minor
league magnate, ‘‘the Natlonal Association
would be compelled to_form an entire new |
constitution and set of bylaws. Section I |
of article 2 provides that each party to this |
agreement retains the right to conduct its |
affairs and govern its players according to |
its constitution and bylaws, but there shall |
be no conflict between sueh constitution |
and bylaws and the objects and terms of |
this agreement. 1

“The new arrangement conflicts with our ‘
constitution in almost every material point, |
and I can’t see how we are ever going to |
get together.” !

““Fhe agreement leaves the minor leagues |
unprotected,”’ sald another magnate. “We
want our rights, and we will- fight for
them,””

PREFERENCE AND PROTECTION,
It is now being said that the protec-
tionists were out-manoeuvred at tne
Montreal meeting—that a much strong-
er resolution could have heen passed,
but that the majority were persuaded
to forego their advantage in order that
the resolution might be unanimous.
Perhaps it would have been better if
the differing views of the delegates had
been recorded in a series of amend-
ments. The Canadian delegates were
almost to a man in favor of Imperial
protection. It would have been inter-
esting to know exactly how the dele-
gates from the United Kingdom stood
on the question.

It would probably be found that
those who are strongly in favor of pre-
ferential trade are out-and-out proizc-
tionists—that is, that they want pro~
tection for the agriculture and mana-
factures of the United Kingdom, It
appears to us that this is the only way
in which’/the matter can be fought to
a successful issue. The colonial end of
the proposition, tho of some import=
ance, is not all important. Canada can
do without preferentiai trade. Prefer-
entia] treatment of Canadian products
in the British markets would be high-
ly desirable, but by no means neces-
sary.

On the other hand, what the colonies
could offer to Great Britain by way of
increased trade might not alone be
sufficient to warrant a change in Brit-
ish fiscal policy. That is to say, it
is an important part, but not all, of
the advantage of a system of prefersn-
tial trade. The full advantage of such
& system can be recognized only by a
convinced protectionist. Such a one
will say (1) that protection will benefit
the home industries, agricultural and |
manufacturing of Great Britain; (2)
that it will give Great Britain a lever~
age for obtaining better tariff treat-
ment in other countries; (3) that the
concessions to be made by the colonies
as part of the plan will improve the
colonfal markets for British manufac-
turers, while the plan as a whole will
increase the population and prosperity
©of the colonies, and thus make them
better customers for British goods,

There 18 therefore neither fairness nor
wisdom is representing the colonies as
clamoring for Imperial protection for
their own sakes. Most Canadians are
protectionists. They believe that pro-
tection is beneficial to this country, and
would be beneficial to the Old Coun-
try. Therefore they do not feel that
in advocating prptection for Great Bri-
tain they are asking Great Britain
to make a sacrifice for the sake of
Canada; quite the contrary. It is, of
course, open to the British free trader
to argue that protection would injure
the United Kingdom; but that is a
different _matter from saying that it
would be a sacrifice made for our bene-
fit,

The upshot of it all is that there
will be no Imperial preferential trade
until the people of Great Britain bhe-
come convinced and undisguised pro-
tectionists. Free traders may say that
that day will never come, It {g just
as well that the difficulties in the way
of 4" protection .campaign should not
be underestimated, and such a defeat
as Argyllshire may be useful in ghow-
ing the magnitude of the task that is
to be performed,

The evolution of the Exhibition af-

Too much
time may not be devoted to the tariff
question, but too little time is accord-
ed the railway question.

THE CATTLE TRADE,

Now that the rush of harvest s over,
many farmers will be ealculating the
number of ecattle and sheep they will
be able to properly feed this coming
season, Already quite a number of
stockers and feeders have passed thru
the Toronto markets this month; quite
a few of which were purchased for our
western provinces. It is difficult to
even attempt to forecast the market
for exporters, some months ahead: we
are inclined to pin our faith to a fav-
orable season for the judicious feeder,
In the first place we are not aware of
any unfavorable circumstances that
would cause a heavy drop in prices,
but we do know that, altho there have
been heavy marketings of cattle re-
cently in the United States and Can~
ada, the prices of good quality ecattle
are slowly but surely climbing up the
scale; already the $6 mark has been
recorded at Chicago. A determining
factor to be reckoned with is the price
of corn in the large corn belt of the
Western States. Should the crop be
deficient, or soft, the large feeders
will put a much smaller number of
head in the feed lots; also the grass-
hoppers are doing immense damage to
the ranches in Montana. Another
point, the emigrants reaching the
United States this year have exceed-
ed 2000 per day for the first six
months; their own consumptive de-
mand is increasing enormously; there-
fore Great Britain will have to de-
pend more and more upon Canada for
her best meats. A special cablegram
to the Chicago trade, dated Liverpool,
Aug. 24, says that the offerings of
Amerfcan cattle weré liberal, but the
demand was very good, and sales were
made freely, at prices whichh were a
little above a week ago. United States
cattle sold at 11 1-4c to 13e, against
13 1-4c to 14 14¢c a year ago. Our
press cablegram of same date says live
cattle are steady and American steers
11 1-4¢ to 12¢. 1In our to-day's cable~
gram the quotation is up fo 12 1-Zc.
We certainly need direct press cable-
grams,

The recurrence of the foot and
mouth disease Iin Massachusetts, as
exclusively announced in Saturday’s
World, will keep the ports of Boston
and Portland closed against cattle
shipment for the next twelve months.

That such an aggregaton’
should be gathered in Canada for a
season or a year does not excite com-
ment, but that the people should bufld
up an exhibition of {ncreasing strength
as a permanent-institution is the real
factor that gives the show itg tone at
home and standing abroad. The World’'s
Fair required three years to construct,
and it was open for inspection seven
months. The Paris Exposition was of
equal duration, and the whole world
contributed to the financial success.
But here is Capada’s contribution to
the passing show, that never passes, a
great exposition that has endured for
a quarter of a century and grown into
a mighty combination where the ma=
terial wealth of the country is dis-

played to its best advantage. It is

Canadian wealth and Canadian energy
and Canadian brains that have build~
ed this great fabric. As a factor in
the history of the nation, who can
forecast the limit of its influence?

If the magic words, “Made in Can-
ada,” mean anything, here is a display
that is a key to the combination.

In many
cases these foreign manufacturers send
their products here and at great exper se
maintain an expert to exhibit to the
trade the good points of the inachinary,
Many of these big companijes wow have
contracts covering a term of years for
fncreasing space in the different build-
ings. Where one manufacturer of agri-
cultural machinery from the Statzs two
years ago occupied twenty gquare feet,
he now has two hundred, and would
have more if he could get it. This is
the bid these foreigners are aggressive-
1y making for the Canadian trade. They
send their most modern articles to the
Canadian market, too. For Instance,
where the riding plow to reduce labor
and time was considered a very late
thing for the farm a few Yyears ago,
now the disc plow is to be seen that
does not tear up the soil and turn it
over, but merely cuts it with a steel re-
volving wheel and exposes a clean fur-
row of any depth deeired, The sgepar-
ator for the Northwest granary is a
marvel of skill and accomplishes things
each that pass thru, in addition to
duplicate. For instance, it will not only
cut the bands as they are pitched into
its capacious mouth by six men, but
will clean the grain, separate the wheat
or the oats from the myriad of grass
seed, send each particular grain to a
separate receptacle, but also accurate-
ly register the number of bushels of
each that passes thru, in additfon to
carrying the dust to a special dump
and stacking the clean straw at a de-
signated point.

The tinsel of the grand stand and
the Midway are essentially minor fea-
tures in the conception or the manage-
ment. They are merely vehicles for a
moment’s pleasure for the passing
throng, and yet here are assembled the
talented show people of many mations
for a few days’ exhibition each year.
It is the upbuilding of the nation in
the best sense that the management is
gtriving for. This has impelled the con-
struction of the huge manufaCiures
building, where are shown the finished
products of the mine, the factory and
the School of Arts. A thoughtful re-
view of the display en this two acres
of floor space suffices to show the infi-
nite variety of the country’'s resources,
From the diamond parlor to the blown
glass booth, and from the splendid up-
right piano to the cheap mouth organ,
all are displaying the output of home-
made articles where skill and capital of
the highest character are required,
These are some of the side-lights of the
Dominion Exhibition that reflect the
world-wide character of the institution.
These are rome of the things that cause
the delegates to the Commercial Con=
gress of the empire to declare their un-
qualified surprise at the display—the
revealed wealth of British North Am-
erica,

Transportation companies all over
Canada and the United States pay their
tribute to the Exhfbition in reduced
rates granted annuarly for the patrons.
When the regular passenger tariffs of
all North America are recast for two
weeks each year in deference to the
demand for cheap rates to a given
destination it is an evidence of a very
healthy business centring in that ai-
rection. From coast to coast .to-day
the literature of different raflroads an-
nounces reduced rates to the Dominion
Exhibition. Here is a concersion that
public sentiment alone controls, This
is of more significance than the casual
observer would imagine, for transconti=-
nental transportation companies don’t
rearrange their tariffs except where
there is a very well-defined desire of
jarge numbers to reach a common
centre, G. C. Porter.

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GOLONIES MUST GOMBINE
10 SUPPORT MOTHERLAND

Says G. R, R, Cockburn, Who Also
Supports Canadian Representa-
tion in British Parliament

After a two-months' trip in Kurope, G.
R. R, Cockburn returned home yesterday
morping. Mr. Cockburn’s trip was chiefly
one of pleasure, and he looks well and
strong. Speaking to The Warld last night,
he sald that in his opinion Mr. Chamber-
lain would be unwise to force an election
in England this fall, while the people were
agitated over the question of free trade or
protection. The people of the Old Country
were not yet fully aware of the Importance
of the question, nor were they safficien.ly
cognizant of the main points at issue to
be able to give a proper consideration to
both aspeets of the case,

Mr. Chamberlgin, he said, had not sald
he would support iree trade or protection.
What he did say, er advocated, was that
time shiould e taken to look into the mat-
ter and see If scme arrangemynt could not
be arrived at where all wonld benefit, boih
the colonies and the Motherland, It was
afl right for the people In England to talk
free trade or ‘imperial preferent al tariff,
but there would have to be some conces-
slons all round, All the colonies wonld
have to come forward with proposals, and
the whole empire cemented together, so
that when an attack js made upon any one |
colony or part of the empire the nssallant
would have to deal with us as a whole, and
that meant one-sixth of the people of the
world.,

Germany’s Late Action,

““As an In#tance of this,”” said Mr. Cock-
burn, *“'when Germany placed Canada on
the 20 per cent. list she only had this coun-
iry to mrg«nw. but if by such actlon she
had had the British empire to combat, she
would have thought twice hefore mak ng
any such move, for the first principles of
imperial preference would be the backing
up and assisting of each other in fiseal
conflicts with foreign powers.'

He thought it a very ccmplex question,
and one that would require a good deal of
thoughtful ccnsideration on the part of the
impertal and colonial statesmen,

Should Contribute to Navy,

Mr. Cockburn also sald the people in
England were not made more friendly to
Canada becanse of her refusal to contribute
to the support of the navy, and the plea of
the government that by the building of a
transcontinental railroad and the proposed
construction of ancther, a great means of
detence was glven to the empire, ‘The
mh«;r colonles—Australia, New Zealand and
Indin—were contributing vast <ums of
money for naval protection, and until Can-
ada dd so, too, there would he the feeling
of resentment, or a feeling that we should
do as the others are doing, If we wish to
benefit allke with them by preferential or
Imperial trade relations,

" ‘“There ix this point,” sald Mr. Cockburn:

We are perfectly right in demanling rep-
resentation in the government there, that
would be disposing of any monry we may
in the future coutribute to imoerial de-
fence, We are none the less British men
n!rd British citizens becanse we live in
(*anada, and we shculd have the right of
British subjects in the Old Country, and
g'n;;e"u voice In the government, of the em-
