London, May 12—Anti-German riots
in the East End of London were renew-
ed this morning. Wherever a German
showed himself, he was attacked. The
police had difficulty in dealing with ‘the
angr- crowds. Some German establish-
ments were raided and sacked.

The police in some cases were defled
by the angry crowds. When = Germans
were caught, they were severely mauled.
One German was thrown into a horse
trough.

Several Russian Jewesses were flock-
ing this morning to the police station in
the East End, pleading protection, ex-
plaining that they were being mistaken
for Germans.

Anti-German outbreaks of particu]gr
severity occurred today in the neighbor-
hood of the East India docks. Sixty or
seventy German shops were wrecked.

Germans in the vicinity are uniting
for self-defence and police reinforce-
ments are being rushed to the scene.

FEELING RUNS HIGH

London, May 12—A Reuter despatch.

Crowds of citi-
zens have petitioned the maygr to call
a mass meeting to voice protests against
Germany’s agtion.

A large German flag is spread on the
ground, where the petitioners stand
while ' writing their names. Another
German flag was publicly burned. Plac-
ards urge a boycott of Germans and a
stock exchange committee thas asked
members of Teutonic birth to avoid the
exchange during the war. The mayor
has consented to call a mass meeting.

Japan Incensed

Tokio, May 12—The Japanese govern-
ment has sent to Great Britain, and the
United States, messages of sympathy
upon the loss of life in the Lusitania
disaster.

The press bitterly arraigns Germany
for the sinking of the passenger ship.
The Asahi Shimbun characterizes it as
a “massacre of innocents” ' certain to
excite the “righteous indignation of Am-~
ericans.” Other papers declare the time
has come to “remove forever the Ger-
man menace.”

standards of civilization back many cen-
turies, and make the boasts of so-called
Christian nations no more than a hollow
and shameful pretence, The United
States may not at once declare war, but
it cannot remain a silent and indifferent
witness to crimes of international magni-
tude, of some of which its own innocent
people are the victims. Germany must
be told that such conduct carries its pen-
alty, and public opinion will force the
hand of the United States government, if
it should hesitate or temporize in a mat-
ter so very close to the honor of the na-

tion.

INEXCUSABLE DELAY. .

What is wrong with the government
at Ottawa? Complaints are pouring in
from all parts of Canada about the de-
lay in supplying the soldiers in training
with necessary equipment, and it is sald
some units are being sent forward with-
out complete equipment. It iz openly
charged that the fault lies with the pat-
ronage system to which the government
clung tenaciously until the scandalous
state of affairs brought out by the public
acconnts committee made it expedient to
appoint a purchasing commission. . But
this commission, composed of a Conserv-
ative: member of parliament and two
wholesale grocery and liquor dealers, has
only held brief meetings twice a week,
. when it should have met night and day
if necessary to clean up the arrears and
get the matter of speeding up the sup-
ply of equipment well in hand. While
the government has been urging men to
enlist, and talking loudly about patriot-
ism'and the call of duty, it has itself
failed to perform the vitally necessary
task of providing the enlisted men with
proper equipment. It is time politics
and patronage were thrown to the winds
and a genuine effort made to meet the
conditions. Sir Robert Borden is away
fishing, Hon. Robert Rogers is in Mani-
toba on politics intent, and other mem-
bers of the cabinet are scattered over
the country. The St. John Standard has
a cartoon representing Sir Robert Bor-
den as throwing the wolf of graft out
of his presence, but a better cartoon
would be one showing a half-equipped
soldier going to the front, with Sir
Robert idly fishing by the roadside as he
passed. If the government cannot per-
form its task properly, why does it not
say so and resign—as the tory govern-
ment of Manitoba is said to be about to
do?

AN EXAMPLE FROM QUEBEC
s It is worth while to consider now and
then what progress is being made in
other provinces in the work of improv-
ing the highways. Note this interesting
statement from the Montreal Star:—

“There are approximately forty-five
thousand miles of highways in Quebec
provinece. The economic value of modern
roads is now everywhere recognized. In
1912 the legislature of this province vot-
ed/ ten millions for the construction of
better highways. Practically all this sum-
has already been expended. Apart from
mongtary aid, the government during the
past few years has done valuable work
all over the province in attracting the
attention of the people to the great im-
portance of better road construction.
Upwards of sixty-nine thousand persons
'in three years time, have attended lec-
tures on the subject of modern high-
ways. Municlpalities have been informed
that the legislature would defray half
of the cost of macadam highways. Over
‘'one hundred municipalities have acquir-
ed special paving plants, a part of the
purchase price of which has been de-
frayed by the province. As ‘an object
lesson of the value of good roads no
single factor has had more effect than
the construction of the King Edward
Highway, from Montreal to Rouse’s
Point—a distance of forty miles. In ad-
dition to this the legislature has under
way the Montreal-Quebec road (north
shore), one hundred and fifty miles; the
Sherbrooke-Derby Line road, thirty-one
miles; the Levis-Jackson road, seventy-
three miles, The building of other new
roads now contemplated are: the Que-
bec-Richmond-Sherbrooke and Mont-
real; and the Lacolle-Knowlton-Cham-
bly end Rouse’s Point road. It is esti-
mated that within the next five years

two thousand miles of highways will
have been built.”

POLITICS HOLDS UP THE
EQUIPMENT OF TROOPS

More Revelations at Ottawa--Con-
Affected

Ottawa, May 11—Further revelations
of mismanagement in the equipment of
the second Canadian contingent - are
made. It is now said that jorders for
uniforms for the men were given to
makers of corsets, ladies’ blouses and
underwear and that the result was un-
satisfactory all round, and there was
much delay. The recently appointed war
purchases commission is said to have
found, on assuming office a mass of re-
quisitions for articles for the troops,
some of these requisitions were months
old but differences over-details, and po-
litical matters had blocked them.

On a requisition for 60,000 pairs of
army boots of the new design at a fixed
maximum price of $4, the price has been
exceeded, some orders at $4.15, others at
$4.25, none at $4. Some of the prominent
firms. have been left out of the orders,
for the commission did not advertise
for open competition but placed them-
selves in touch with certain dealers.

In November there were differences
over accepting the lowest approved ten-
der for 150 motor trucks. They were not
ordered until January and are not yet
ready to go forward.

The fine Construction Corps which
mobolized here, has been waiting for
weeks for picks, crowbars and other
necessary equipment. Requisitions for
these supplies have been held up. So,
too, the engineers and artillery have not
received binoculars, range finders and
other articles in the quantity needed.
There also is reported a shortage of har-
ness, hospital equipment and other things
which are easily procurable,

PREMIER SKATER

Gruelling Race Witn Frank
Dowd in Victoria Rink

OLD TIME SKATING

Races in Montreal and St. John
Between These Two Speedy
Mea — Championship Contest
Won By Two Feet

In the Jubiee rink, Montreal, on Feb-
ruary 15, 1887, F. Akerley 'of this city,
skated a two mile professional race and
won in fine style in Tm. 80s. Dingee,
another St. John speed artist, skated a
half mile against time, doing the dis-
tance in 1. and 80s.

Dowd Beats McCotmick

On the same evening Champion Dowd
defeatéed Hugh McCormick, of St. John.
The details of the race follows: Frank
Dowd of Montreal and Hugh J. McCor-
mick of St. John, N. B, probably two of
the fastest skaters in Canada, competed
in a five mile race last night. There are
to be three races between the men for a
purse of $300, the first being for five
miles, the second for ten and the third
for twenty-five miles, .

When the word go was given the men
were off like a flash, MeCormick taking
the lead by a few feet, and this position

3| was maintained for the first mile. It was

evident from the start that Dowd was
content to bide his time, and was driv-
ing his opponent by simply keeping close
upon his heels.

McCormick soon regained his foot-
ing and was not long in closing with his
leader. No alteration took place until
the third lap of the fourth mile, when
McCormic¢k increased the pace and pass-
ed Dowd, who lay close to his heels and
did not allow his opponent to be far in
front of him. This order was maintain-
ed until the second lap when Dowd, in
response to calls, spurted and passed
McCormick, who made gallant efforts to
close with the local man, but failed to
do so and lost a splendidly contested race
by ten yards. Time 87m, 80s. -

On Saturday, night, March 26, the
long looked for race between Hugh Mc-
Cormick, the St. John local idol and
Champion Frank Dowd took place in
the Victoria rink here Saturday. The
details follow:?

It was a few minutes after nine o’clock
when Dowd appeared on the ice clad in
his neat white costume and he was greet-
ed with cheers from the large assem-
blage.

10 PROSECUTE THE WAR

Hon. Dr. Pugsley Hopes Patriotic
Counsels Have Finally Prevailed
at Ottawa

(Toronto Globe, Monday)

Hon. Dr. William Pugsley, M. P. for
St. John, N. B,, and former minister of
public works, who was in Toronto yes-
terday, gave his views of the political
situation to The Globe. In the course
of a short interview he declared. “At
the beginning of last week I think it
had been fully decided to have an elec-
tion in June but, owing very likely to
the strong protests which were voiced
from all sections of the country, from
the Atlantic to the Pacific, my belief,
after what I heard at Ottawa yester-
day, is that more prudent and patriotic
counsels have prevailed and that an el-
ection has' been indefinitely postponed.

One Duty Is Patamount

“With regard to the propriety of hold-
ing an election at the present time. I
think there can: be but one opinion, that
it would be nothing short of a crime at
a period when it is most desirable that
the whole people should be united in
making every possible effort for the de-
fence of the empire and also contribut-
ing the various funds which are being
raised for the comfort of the soldiers,
particularly the wounded, as well as for
the families of those who have gone to
the front. It would be utterly inexcus-
able to force a political contest upon
the people of Canada, which would nee-
essarily, to a very considerable extent,
divide them into hostile camps.

No Party Considerations

. “In expressing this opinion I am not
at all influenced by the question of party
success. or failure, my own view being
that if an election were to take place
now there would be such a strong feel-
ing of resentment against the course of
the government that this fact alone
would materially assist in carrying the
Liberal standard to' victory. But the
question is not to be looked at from a
party standpoint, but from the interests
of the country as a whole, and by the
interests of the country I mean not only
the interests of Canada, but those of
the empire as well.”
