WELCOME NEWS,

If any man had predicted before the
Foster Government came into oflice that
an electric current from Musquash and
Lepreaux would be brought to St. John,
and linked up with another current gen-
erated above Fredericton, and carried on
to Moncton to be linked up with another
from the North Shore—all resulting from
water power development—he would
have been set down as a romancer or a
teller of fairy tales. Yet this is on the
eve of accomplishment. Surveys have
shown that the power is available, -and
only needs to be harnessed. What it
will mean to the various sections of the
province where the electric current is to
be distributed one does not need to
dwell upon. The people of the prov-
ince have every reason to be glad they
exchanged a government which squan-
dered the resources of the province for
one which net only conserves but de-
velops them. The use of money to de-
velop water power is in the interests of
the people, and the government is to be
congratulated upon the vigor with which
it has taken up the work. The law gov-
erning the case amply protects the prov-
ince from exploitation by owners of
_property where power is to be developed,
jand while no hardship should be im-
iposed on any such owner the public in-
!terest must be paramount. The an-
nouncement made yesterday comes as
@ most agreeable revelation of possibili-
.ties hitherto unsuspected by most peo-
ple. g

WOMEN AND EDUCATION.

. The Federation of University Women
«w0f Canada has performed a public ser-
vice by making a survey and submitting
'a report on educational conditions, which
shows the need of a radical change.
Graduates of universities from cosst to
coast were represented on the committee
which prepared the report. Miss Gladys
Borden, B. A, of Mount Allison and
Miss Florence Blackwood, B.A,, of Hali-
fax represented the maritime provinces.
We quote from the report: -

“Twenty per cent. of our school popu-
lation are not utilizing our schools owing
to non-enrollment. Only 52 per cent.
are taking adequate advantage by regu-
lar attendance. About 70 per cent. of
the children enrolled are in the first four
grades and only a small percentage of
the enrollment reach Grade Eight. Only
six per cent. of the school children of
Canada are receiving the high school or
vocational education necessary in a dem-
ocratic&mntry for good citizenship and
adequate living.” -

In Ontario, the report poitns out, the
attendance at high schools is 67 per
cent. of the school population; in Nova

. Scotia, 8.5 per cent; in Saskatchewan,
5.48 per cent.; in Alberta, 6.25 per cent.;
and in Bfritish Columbia, 8 per cent.
‘The approximate average, 6.2 per cent. is
considerably lower than that of the

United States, which is 10.5 per cent.

New Brunswick does not appear to be
mentioned, but . its percentags of school
population in the high schools js much
smaller than in any of the provinces as
given in this report. Indeed it is so
much smaller that one is tempted to
doubt the accuracy of the figures for
other provinces, and notably Nova
Scotia. At best, however, the showing
is not a creditable one. The report at-
tributes the unsatisfactory showing to
the low age limit of compulsory atten-
dance, or the absence of compulsion, lax
enforcement of compulsion laws, and re-
tardation in the earlier grades. One
western province complains of irregular
attendance. incompetent teachers, con-
stant change of teachers ,and overload-
ing of teachers of the primary grades.
“The attendance laws throughout Can-
ada are not uniform,” says the report.
“Ontario, with its recent Adolescent At:
tendance Act, stands highest. Full-time
attendance is required up to sixteen
years, with exceptional cases of part-
time attendance of 400 hours permitted
between fourteen and sixteen years.
Adolescents  between sixteen and
eighteen are required to devote 320 hours
in the year to school duties. The com-
pulsory age limit in Alberta is fifteen, in
Saskatchewan and Manitoba fourteen.”
In New Brunswick there is no general
compulsory attendance law, and this is
a condition which should be altered with-
out further delay. _We should at least
be on a par with Ontario. With re-
gard to teachers it has just been an-
nounced that there are between forty
and fifty less applicants than last year

60.08 per cent have three years’ experi-
ence. Various devices for improving the
conditions of teachers are suggested.
They include:—(1) teachers’ residences,
(2) economy in the number of teachers
and more opportunity for specialization
through centralized schools, (3) a pension
fund, (4) no distinction of sex mad® in
the wage schedule, (5) Provincial Teach-
ers’ Exchange substituted for the pres-
ent method of advertising.”

The report favors consolidated schools.
We quote again:—

“In Manitoba they have proved a suc-
cess. In that province there are 106 in
operation and 4 in process of formation. |
Saskatchewan has 85, Alberta 63, Brltishi
Columbia 3, Ontario 2 in operation and
7 in process of formation. In New
Brunswick there are 4 and in Nova
Scotia none. * In Alberta 52 of the 63
consolidated schools offer high school
work, and an equally large percentage
in Manitoba do the same. They are
recommended because they would make
possible better paid and better qualified
teachets, also the engagement of special-

ists to teach agriculture, domestic science,

music and art. They would also furnish
a continuous educational system of
twelve years for both rural and urben
children.”

The report offers a number of rec-
ommendations, which ought to receive
very careful consideration in all the prov-
inces. They are as follows:—

“(1) A municipal system of school ad-
ministration, with consoliation of schools
and rural high schools to afford an op-
portunity to each child of twelve con-
tinuous years of education.

“(2) More liberal financial support of
schools by municipalities and districts,
and Provincial and Federal grants suffi-
cient to equalize taxation and school
standards.

“(8) An adequate salary schedule for
teachers and higher qualifications for
teaching.

“(4) The consideration of equal pay
for equal work, and the promotion of
higher qualifications for teaching.

“(5) The foundation of research fel-
lowships for the study of Canadian edu-
cational problems.”

If the now enfranchised women of
each province in Canada will unite their
efforts to secure bett}r educational con-
ditions they will immeasurably benefit
the whole country. There is the more
reason they should do so because their
daughters as well as their sons must be
trained not only for citizenship but for
a more active part in industry and com-
merce than ever in the past. The
women of New Brunswick have here a
field of effort worthy of their highest
endeavor.

In the course of an article in Leslie’s
Weekly on the reaction against high
prices and high wages.

Domioton Happenings of Other Days

THE SELKIRK SETTLERS.

June of 1815 opened with a new evil to
the settlers whom Lord Selkirk had
brought to the Red River from overseas.
In that month many of them gave way
to the threats that had been made
against them by Indians and North

Westers in the land and quit the colony
for homes in what became later the
counties of Oxford, Middlesex and El-
gin in Ontario. Three-fourths of the
band were in this way driven from the
Red River district;

An order was served on the few who
remained to get out at once and to leave
no trace of the settlement. At the end
of June thirteen families were driven
from their homes like the Acadian re-
fugees and sent northward to Norway
House on their way to Hudson’s Bay.
They had been there only a short time
when Colin Robertson and twenty clerks:
arrived from Lower Canada, with himl
they returned to their settlement and re-
occupied the houses which the Indians
and others had not burned. Robertson
had been sent by Lord Selkirk to assist
the colony and when he arrived at Red
River and found the homes burned and
the settlement dispersed he followed the”
track of the band until he overtook the
fugitives. Then he led them back to
their blackened homes on July 19, 1813.

October brought new arrivals from
Scotland and a determination to see the |
thing through and win in- the struggle
with the other inhabitants of thé section.:
The winter, long and dreary, was endur-
ed because with the coming of the
spring the colony was to re-establish it-
self and make a fresh start under the
new leader. They heard stories ,of
course, of impending difficulties, but if
they came they thought of them only ss
a repetition of the past difficulties; no
one had as yet met a violent death at
the hands of the assailants. But the di-
rect blow in the history of the colony
was about to fall and death was stalk-

COST EXCEEDS SALE PRICE.

Imperial Oil Co. Manager Says That
Western Harvest Demand is Chief
Reason for Advance,

(Toronto Telegram.)

“By advertising we have been trying
to get the pleasure car owsgérs to con-
serve gasoline for some time past, warn-
ing them that all the available gas would
be needed for the west during harvest |
time,” said Manager George W. Mayor
of the Imperial Qil Company. this morn-
ing, in explaining the reason for the in-
crease -in price of gasoline.

“The actual reason for the price in-
creasing from 40 to 42 cents a gallon
wholesale is the law of supply and de-
mand. The Imperial Oil' Company of
Canada is purchasing gasoline in all parts
of the Upited States and. shipping as
much to the western farming country as
possible,” stated Mr. Mayer,

“The harvest must be looked after be-
fore everything else. We are purchasing
50 per cent. of our gas from outside.
There is a world shortage of crude oil.
We have big refining plants at Halifax
and Montreal which should turn out 10,-
000 barrels a day but are only turning
out 1,900 or 2,000 barrels.”

He stated that his firm bought 100,000
barrels in New Jersey a few days agos
costing 40.56 cents to lay down in To-!
ronto. He estimated that it cost another
three cents a gallon to deliver it to local
retailers, with overhead expense. Ac-
cording to a statement which his firm
issted some time ago, the production of l
gasoline in the last few years has only ;
increased 156 per cent., while the con-
sumption has increased 650 per cent.

“Do you think there will be a drop
in prices later?”lasked The Telegram.

“As soon as thé winter weather comes
people will stop Wing their cars and the |
price will drop: two, three, possibly four
cents.” Y

FROM RUMANI

$7,500,000 for Wearing Ap-
parel—Canadian Represen-
tative Going as Far as Bu-
charest.

Allotment has recently been made
among Canadian woollen mills of orders
totalling $7,500,000 from Rumania. This
amount represents several contracts from
that country, including a large order
from the Rumanian Government for

khaki freize and serge, and $500,000 for |

knit goods, principally heavy woollen
socks, sweaters, jerseys, and hosiery.
The fabrics are, for the most part, blan-
ket cloth, curl cloth and oxford tweeds
of a heavy character in small demand
for the domestic market aid the order,
coming at this time when the Canadian
mills had practically: completed deliver-
jes under the contract with Greece, will
keep in full operation for some months
Canadian woollen manufactures, the ca
acity of which were largely expand to
meet war demands.

Deliveries to Rumania must be com-
pleted within six months from October
1. The order is being financed by &
British syndicate and will nét involve
any credits from the Canadian Govern-
ment. Frederick. H. Yapp, secretary of
the Canadian Woollen Manufactures’
Association, who negotiated the order,
will return to Furope almost immed-
iately with a complete range of samples
of products of the Canadian mills. This
time he will go as far as Bucharest. Mr.
Yapp is confident that additional orders
of large volume can be obtained in Ru-
mania and elsewhere in Europe.

The success of the Canadian Woollen
Manufacturers’ Association in obtaining
such contracts from Rumania is due in
la measure:—

1. To the ability of the Canadian mills,
through their association, to undertake
quick deliveries of large orders and to
offer a wide range of woollen goods,
without the buyers being obliged to ne-
gotiate with a large number of pro
ducers; - :

2. To the splendid reputation won by
the Canadian products which were sup-
plied wunder government credits last
year;

ers have a decided advantage in exchange
and ag their production is increased ef-
fective competition with Canadian manu-
facturers seems certain not only to in-
crease so far as the finer lines are con-
cerned but also to extend to the
heavier and coarser lines of woollen goods

Recent investigations by the United
States Tariff Commission yindicates that
British manufacturers have retained

most of their pre-war advantages over

manufacturers on this continent and that
increasing competition is inevitable.
Nevertheless, the Canadian mills are ten
porarily in 8 position to compete in
overseas markets so far as the heavy
lines of woollens are concerned. The
order was npt secured by offering wooll-

'ens at prices below those available to do-

mestic buyers and Canadian purchasers
are getting the full advantage of the
eficency of the Canadian woollen manu-
facturing plants. Indeed, the latter are
operating on a small percentage margin
of profit.

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Stirring Address by Canadian
at Celebration of Pilgrims’
800th Anniversary.

‘At the celebration of the 800th anni-
versary of the landing of the Pilgrims,
held last week at Provincetown, Mass.,
Dr. Charles A. Eaton, a Canadian, and
editor of Lesile’s Weekly, delivered the
most stirring address of the day at the
evening exercises in the Town Hall. In
the course of his remarks on “Real
America,” he said:—*“The Anglo-Saxon
stands apart from all other men because
of one consuming passion. He has the
will to be free more than any other race,
perhaps more than all other races. The
meni who speak English from the early
dawn of their history have given them-
selves to the task of establishing free-
dom. Freedom of thought, freedom of
the citizen, freedom of the individual to
realize himself in every 'avenue of his
nature,

“One of the Supreme Adventures.”

“There have been long lapses from
this ideal.  There are countless instances
where the Anglo-Saxon, both as an in-
dividual and as a race, has failed to live
in conformity with this central nucle-
ating ‘principle of his character. But
taken through the centuries, the Anglo-
Saxon has stood and still stands in the
very forefront of the struggle of man-
kind .to establish freedom throughout the
world.

“We are here today to celebrate one
of the supreme adventures of history.
If it were ;possible to go back 800 years
and stand . upon the shores to view the
littte Mayflower making her way to-
wards this coast we would see nothing
of external grandeur and little of sub-
lime promise for the future. One hun-
dred and two men, women and children,
poor and for the most part without dis-
tinction of position or name, were crowd-
ed within the narrow limits of what
would be looked upon today as a small
fishing vessel, fit only for work along the
But in that little company there
resided a vast spiritual résource. All un-
known to themselves, in humility of
mind and entire unconsciousness of the

high dignity to which they had been

called, they bore across the ocean the
seeds of a new civilization. They held
within their bosom the destiny of all
the unborn generations who have played
and shall continue to play -through
coming centuries their part in this good-
ly land.

“Spiritual Founders of America.”

“The thing that we must remember
here is that this little band of Pilgriins
were the spiritual founders of America.
T'here--were _other great currents of in-
fluence, oOther fountains of idealism,
other laborers and leaders in the making
of the nation. The thing that we must
remember today, that we must under-
stand, that we must defend at all haz-

ards, is this:—America was born out

of a religious creed. 'I'he Pilgrims came
here for one motive and one only, to
find freedom for their souls.

“For 200 years after the landing of

the Pilgrims this nation developed as!to the continuance of thos

an Anglo-Saxon nation. Our great me
expressed the measure and contribu-

tions to the centuries of foundation lay-

ing. But tac men of the early ages,
from Brewster and Winslow down to
Hancock and Franklin, Washington and
Jefferson, and Hamilton, were with
Anglo-Saxon souls determined to make
their nation the expression and symbol
of the Anglo-Saxon will to be free.

“Shall We Remain Americans,”

“The fundamental issue for America
is this:—Shall we continue to develop
sur nation in accordance with the ideais
of the first two centuries, or shall we
surrender to the ineoherent, polygot,
mongrelized forces which have swept like
a spring freshet over our civilization
within the last hundred years. ¢ The fun-
damental struggle is between the two
centuries of Anglo-Saxon domination and
¢he century of polygot imagination from
every .corner and country in the world.

of the way the scenery cannot be ex-
celled for beauty..: All along are well
cultivated valleys to the right and left,
beautiful farms well cultivated, and well
kept lawns and grounds.

For some distance one looks across
the river and the hills are a delight be-
ing laid off with good ferp2s showing
up in the distanee like well marked out
squares, Many of the fields, pasture
cattle and sheep, showing great pros-
perity and wealth. Near Plaster Rock
one finds himself riding along roads of
a brick color and as far as the eye can
reach in the distance the red cliffs show
up to great advantage. One of the most
striking effects is seen on a large hill re-
cently ploughed, the clay being of a
beautiful pink, reddish color, and near-
by a well rippened field of grain, while
to the westward beautiful green trees
and under the hill is seen the beautiful,
placid Tobique flowing along beautiful
in its calm and teeming in many places
with salmon for which it is noted.
