{ To correct a press report of some
weeks ago that Anton Lang, who was
the Christus in the Passion Play at
Oberammergau had died, a Brooklyn wo-
man forwards to The New-York Times
a letter just received from Mr, and Mrs.
Lang. The letter, which is written in
English, gives some idea of what the
life of the players has been:—
December 13, 1919.

Dear : Your letter has brought
great joy into our house; surelv thic has
been a rare thing since long, for life has
become so different, ever since we heard
last from each other. We cannot afford
to write many letters abroad, though
one would love to, but I must tell you
that the terrible sickness of last year
when we all of the household had been
ill, past by and now we are all well
again. We have gone through terrible
trying years, not only sorrow and death
stept into our houses. but we also learn-
ed to know what hunger is like. None
of us will ever forget the turnip winter,
we almost lived with the animals,

My dear husband was much too deli-
'cate to be active in war service and also
my brothers have returned safely., But
we have lost seventy-four men from our
village—some of our best youth. The
year of our Passion play is coming
nearer, but, alas, we shall not be able to
have it in 1920. Peace has come, but no
food with it. How could we feed out-
siders, when there is scarcely enough for
ourselves? Besides, we have no more
engines, railroads, no coal. I suppose
you are unable to imagine Germany’s

poverty. The tools we are to work
with are taken from us. It seems all so
hopeless. Still we dream of 1921, of a

(Conservation.)
The plebian muskrat is coming into its
own. Before the war, rat skins could be

twenty to thirty cents each. “Fur Farm-
ing in Canada,” published by the Com-
mission of Conservation in 1914, quotes
autumn muskrat skins in Eastern Can-
iada at twenty-five cents for large skins
and fifteen cents for small. Today, au-
tumn muskrat skins are bringing in Que-
bee from $3.25 each for current collec-
tions to $4.50 each for the best rat skins.

Fashion is responsible forfthese high
prices. Muskrat, when. plucked an
,dyed, becomes Hudson seal. The de-
| mand has reached a point where there is
danger of the extermination of this fur-
bearer and, in Ontario, it can only be
taken during the spring season, when, it
is claimed, the fur is at its best.

This increased price of the raw pelts
is naturally reflected in the prices of
Hudson seal coats, which, in 1915, were
quoted by a well-known furrier as
ranging from $400 to $450 and, in 1920,
will probably be $600 to $650.

The present demand for skins and the
high prices now being paid will prob-
ably lead tohe establishment of musk-
rat farms in Canada.

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“THE CRY OF THE CHILDREN.

The Woodstock Press recalls the fact
that in September of last year in the
Carleton county court an unnatural
father was sentenced to three years in
the penitentiary for a crime of which
his own daughter of tender years was
the victim; and that a little over a week
ago another father for a similar crime
was given two years, and the lash. The
Press insists that the maximum penalty
should be given in such cases, and there
will be many to sympathize with that
view. Two such cases within a few
months in one county should arouse uni-
versal indignation. These cases are worth
considering because they illustrate the
fact that all vice and all crimes. agalnst
childhood are not confined to the cities.
The whole province of New Brunswick
should be organized for child-welfare
work, under a provincial superintmdenb
For every case of neglect or worse that
gets into the courts there are scores and
hundreds where the conditions under
which children are being brought up
should and could bé improved. The child

has a right to protection, and it caftnot

-

appeal in its own’ behalf. Better a
thousand times that there ghould be an
oceasional mistake or miscarriage of jus-
tice than that justice should be refused

_ to the large numbers of neglected or ill-

treated little ones. There is too much
hair-splitting, too much eomplaint about

taxes, too much whispering about re-|

ligious differences, and too much display
of what is termed class consciousness.
The children belong to the state as well
as to the parent, and where the parent
neglects or defiles or treats with eruelty
his own offspring the state should assert
itself and save the victim. An appeal
should be made to the provincial gov-
ernment to appoint a superintendent of
neglected and dependent children, so that
the whole province may be ‘covered by a
chain of Children’s Aid Societies such as
now exist in St. John, Fredricton and

Moncton. :
A VANISHING ASSET.

Mr, Frank J. D. Bamjum of Amna-
polis, who claims that he has the largest
amount of standing timber of any pulp
company in Canada, and to which he is
adding as rapidly as possible, declares
that the export of pulp-wood to the
Ufiited States must be stopped. A very
striking article contributed by him to the
Pulp and Paper Magazine of Canada is
reprinted in pamphlet form, with an edi-
torial from that journal highly com-
mending his expreggion of views. At the
out set Mr. Barnum says:

“Syrely Mr. Philip T. Dodge, presi-
dent of the International Paper Com-
pany, who is in a position to know bet-
ter than any other authority, soynded a
sufficient warning to Canada when he
made the statement that the pulpwood
supply of the eastern states was prac-
tically exhausted and that they must
look to Canada for their future supply.”

Emphasizing this, he points out that
the United States requires 5,500,000 cords
of pulpwood per year, which would mean
a pile of four foot wood, twelve feet
high, reaching clear across the con-
tinent, or a pile four feet high,
nine thousand miles long. Add to
this the loss by fire, wind and insects,
including the spruce bud-worm, and take
also into consideration the ifcreasing de-
mand for lumber and pulpwood, and it
is clear that the most rigid conservation
is necessary. Mr. Barnjum asserts th4t
‘the annual wastage, apart from the cut
of lumber, far overruns the gross growth.
He says:

“If anyone has any question as to the
enormous amount of this wastage, let
him ‘explore the woods of Ontario, Que-

. bec and New Brunswick, where one can

travel day after day and see nearly
everywhere the vast destruction caused
by the spruce bud-worm alone, There
are millions of acres in these provin
where over fifty per cent of .the stand-
ing pulpwood has been completely de-
stroyed.”

Of the increase in price of timber-
lands and wood supply; Mr. Barnjum
says he has seen lands go from $1 to
$15, $20 and even $50 per acre; and
stumpage from $1.50, for logs that only
took four to a thousand, to $20 per thous-
and for a mark of twelve to the thous-
and; while pulpwood went from $4 per
cord to as high as $382, and spruce lum-
ber from as low as $12 to as high as $60
per thousand. In 1890 in this province,
he says, trees were cut that required six
‘or seven to make a thousand feet of lum-
ber, while today they are cut so small
that in some secttons it takes forty
trees to make a thousand feet. He saw
one pile of wood, along the transcon-
tinental, containing four thousand cords,
the sticks running from 1% inches to
4Y, inches, the average being under three
inches.

The writer points out that reproduc-
tion of trees is very slow and the cost
of re-planting and protection high, which
makes it all the more necessary to pur-
sue a policy of strict conservation, With
regard to pulpwood he says that the mil-
lion or more cords of pulpwood exported
to the States, returning only about $15,-
000,000, would bring $80,000,000 if made

SAILING OF THE SARDINIAN ‘

Although hundreds of thousands of
Canadians have gone overseas in the last
four years to serve the King, in October,
1899, it was a new event in Canadian
history. For on.the 30th of that month
the S. S. Sardinian sailed from Que-
bee with 1,029 Canadian “ioops of the
first contingent to leave for. South
Africa, where Britain was at war with,
the Boers. That was the official roll of
the regiment, but when it was uned up
for inspection ten men more was found
in the ranks; they had smuggled them-
selves on board, so great was their de-
sire to fight, ’i‘hey were enlisted with
the force. The unit had been given &
great faretvell by 50,000 people at Que-
bec, many following the transport down
the river for miles to wave a last fare-
well, The vessel was terribly over-
crowded for such a long voyage, but
every soldier was keen on the work an®
anxious to see Cape Town to get.iutv
action. On the fourth day out Pte. Des-
lauriers died, and was buried at sea the
same afternoon.

The voyage was lonely and long, but
on the 29th of the following month the
ship came to anchor at Cape Town to
receive a splendid welcome from all the
ships in port. It was the arrival of the
first men from Canada and their ap-
pearance in Africa came at a moment
when the fortunes of war were unfavor-
able to the British. They came in a
momentous week,

Sir Alfred Milner sent his A. D. C. out
on. the official tug to greet the Cana-
dians; with it came, too, Lieutenant
Duffus, a Canadian, who was: serving
with the imperials. The next day the
men landed-and marched to Green Point,
where they went into camp. A 'vast
multitude witnessed the parade through
the streets to the headquarters., The
Maxim gun squad was a centré of at-
traction fos, being without horses,
Privates Hendrie and Machie dragged
the weapon along the street. But there
was no rest and the next day the regi-
ment paraded through the street again
to the station; on its way up to the front.
Canadians had gone to war.

Starting
from East St. John and going in the
direction of Red Head you have about '
ten miles of country splendidly adapted
for the purpose here mentioned. Little
River affords a drainage for section I.,!

Sec-
tion IL, or Little River village and the
Iapd adjacent, slopes gently towards
Little River and the bay.

MEIGHEN SPEAKS
ON THE TARIFF

Interior Minister Addresses
Shoe Men of Canada

Says' Manufacturers  Will
Have to Be Taxed to Ut-
most to Help Wipe Out
Debt of Country — Train
Operators: in  Technical
Schools.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Quebec, Jan. 22—The first annual con-
vention of the Shoe Manufacturers As-
sociation of Canada was brought to a
close here last night by a banquet at
Chateau Frontenac at which the guests
of honor were Sir Lomer Gouin, pre-
mier of the province of Quebec, and
Hon. Arthur Meighen, minister of the
interior of Canada.

A delegation of the manufacturers
waited on Sir Lomer Gouin and urged
that the machinery and teachers be
available in technical schools for the
training of shoe operators. Sir Lomer
said that his government would take
steps to carry out the wishes of the shoe
manufacturers.

At the afternoon session the conven-
tion passed a resolution favoring a per-
manent tariff by the government of
Canada.

A resolution proposed by T. P. Rieder
asking for the creation of a bureau with
a permanent secretary and accountant,
was referred to the legislative committee.

At the dinner Hon. Arthur Meighen
said that while trade was scmething the
convention knew all about, taxation was
something he knew about from experi-
ence. The only way to wipe out the
great debts of the country was through
taxation. Nowadays, he continued, we
were purchasing $7 worth of every $4

Let us
get the facts and decide upon the facts.

Mr. Norrish sent a camping and cam-
era outfit to obtain the necessary views
and it will be of interest to those inter-
ested in wider publicity for the province
to read Mr. Norrish’s letter to Mr. Car-
ter, as follows:

Ottawa, January 15, 1920.
Dear Mr. Carter,—No doubt you will
be interested to learn what circulation
the fllms prepared in New Brunswick
last spring have secured. In this con
nection I would state that the Trip
Along the St. John River and the Fish
and Bear picture secured through your
{kind co-operation have been shown
throughout Canada generally. One hun
dred and ten copies of the Fish and Bear
picture, in which the province of New
Brunswick is featured, have been cir-
culated in the United " States and the
film “Along the St. John River” will
shortly be given the same distribution.
Copies have also been sent to South Af-
rica, Australia and New Zealand.

Ten copies of both pictures are now
in course of preparation to be sent to
London, England, where they will be
used in Sir William Jury’s circuits.
