Quota of 13,000

Discoveries Made at Tomb
of Absalom

The following account of the prog-
ress of the work at Absalom’s tomb
has been published.in Jerusalem:

At the beginning of last January the
Jewish Palestine ‘Exploration. Society
commenced its explorations round the
Tomb of Absalom under the director-
ship of Dr. Nahum Slousch. The nine
workmen employed by. the society
worked continuously during the whole
of that month. The results obtained
during January were: (A) The earth
covering the lower part of the monu-
ment to a depth of 2.60 m. was re-
moved from the front so as to reveal
the facade of the monument and the
wide platform on which it stands, both
hewn in the rock. By the removal of
this. earth the great monument has

now assumed a quite different appear-
ance, and the spectator is able to .ap-
preciate its wonderful proportions,

On the platform  there stands the
solid base of the monument 1.50 m.
high; above it there is a sort of a low
‘wall which, as it seems, surrounds the
whole monument, it is 1.10 m. high
On the right and left sides the monu-
ment is sunk in a layer of debris,
450 m. high, which is now being re-
moved. So far the lower parts of the
walls and the bases of the beautiful
columns have been made visible. The
rocky wall on the left of the monu-
ment contains a series of artificial
holes. Between the sides of the monu-
ment and the opposite wall, remains
of a building are visible; here pottery
sheds were found, as well as a few
old coins, notably one with an inscrip-
tion which, according to Dr. Slousch,
is Hebrew-Aramaic, and dates baci
to the early Persian period. All this
proves that the debris covering this
place goes back ic a very early period
The coins found on -the right hand
side belong to the time of the Roman
pro-Consuls; some of them are in-
distinct and may belong to a still
earlier period. Here as it seems, we
are near a very important building,
for which Absalom’s Tomb served as
an external monument.

(B) In the Hezir Sepulchre to the
right of the Tomb of Absalom the
debris which covered the floor of the
hall was completely removed; thus we
are now able to see the bases of the
column hewn in the front wall. In
the corridor facing the Tomb of
Zacharla eight steps—descending to-
wards the blocked-up entrance op-
posite that Tomb—were discovered.
Beneath the entrance the workmen
stumbled against an ancient columu
lying deep in the ground; possibly
there was also connection here between
this monument and the Tomb of
Zacharia which too, like the Tomb of
Absalom is sunk deep in the ground,
the Jewish tombs found between this
entrance and the Tomb of Zacharia
interrupt the continuance of the work
on that side.

(C) Through the Genizah pit, situ-
ated between the Hezir Sepulchre and
the Tomb of Absalom, the place called
the Tomb of Jehoshophat was entered.
Five internal chambers were examined.
The central chamber is spacious, and
on its walls there are still fragments
of mortar painted with three different
colors. According to measurements
taken this ehamber is situated above
the level of the platform. As it seems
there are still chambers which have
hitherto remained unopened. We can
see that the earth covering the cham-
ber to the he zht of 2-3 m. is not or-
dinary debris vhich rolled down from
the top, but was gradually brought
down by the 1 .ins during many hun-
dred years. I¥ us we may expect here
important discc reries. 'The cleaning-up
of this place ¢4 \ commence only when
the entrance ir "o it from behind the
Tomb of Absal m will be first cleared.

(D) To the ight of the Tomb of
Zacharia the ! eginnings of a cave
hewn in the roc’t following the model
of the Hezir Seps \chre can be now secen.
1t is filled with  layer of debris. Su
far only a beaut'‘ul small pot with its
lid has been disc~vered. All finds dis-
covered in the er avations are kept in
a special case in the Museum of the
Jewish Palestine Exploration Society.
The pottery still requires expert ex-
amination.

FOOD FOR THE HOLIDAYS

The holiday season is home-coming
time, and is therefore a time for hos-
pitality. The “eats” always form an
important part of this hospitality, and
the hostess should be prepared for any
occasion.

Have*your table and menu as color-
ful as possible with the Christmas col-
ors of red, green, yellow and white.
There are many clever ways of do-
ing this. On the dinner menu there
should be candied cranberries and
crystallized mint. Small candy-holders
filled with these bright berries and the
green mint leaves add a delightful
touch to any Christmas, table.

If you had a turkey for your
Thanksgiving Day dinner, perhaps you
will wish to serve goose for your
Christmas dinner. If you do, be sure
your bird is plump and soft and that
it does not have too many pin-feathers.
After singeing the bird and removing

the pin-feathers, wash in soapsuds or |

in water to which soda has been freely
added. Then draw or remove the en-
trails, wash well in cold water, and
wipe dry. Stuff if you desire. Many
like an apple or prune stuffing for
goose. If you stuff or not, rub the in-
side and out with salt and pepper, and
a little powdered sage or thyme if
liked. Place several thin slices of bacon
over the breast, and bake for at least
two hours, or until tender.

If you use stuffed baked apples and
onions for the garnish, select medium-
sized ones. Do not peel the apples, but
remove core and part of pulp and
stuff with a mixture of cranberries and
sugar, with a little cinnamon to flavor.
Bake in moderate oven. The onions
should be pelled, parboiled and the cen-

ters removed, then stuffed with bread-
erumbs and sausage combined or chop-
ped nut-meats if preferred. The onion
can be baked in the pan with the
roast .if desired, or stuffed baked pep-
pers may be used instead.

To make the cheese croutons for the
tomato consomme cut the bread into
small squares or diamonds and cover
thickly with grated cheese and a little
paprika. Place in the oven until a deli-
cate brown. The bread may be slight-
ly toasted before the cheese is added.

The little “roulettes” or potato balls
should be partly boiled in salted wat-
er; then drained, rolled in egg and fine
crumbs and fried in hot fat. Place
several of these on the plate with the
sardines. Dip the sardines in fritter
batter and fry in deep fat also, place
in peppers that have been cut into
quarters and place a spoonful of hot
mayonnaise on top of each service.—
From the Designer Magazine for De-
cember.

FIRE IN GLASS WORKS.

About 7.45 o'clock last evening an
alarm was sent in from box 128 for a
fire in the glass works connected with
the Murray and Gregory Ltd., mill off
Douglas avenue. The fire was discov-
ered near a chimney, and the firemen
found it necessary to do considerable
cutting in the floors and about the
chimney. It took considerable time
before the fire was quelled, but the
damage was mostly about the chim-
ney.

Winnipeg, April 14—Confessing to
the murder of her husband while he
was asleep in bed Kate Kadeniuk, of
Teulon, Man., arrested on Saturday,
related the gruesome details of the
slaying which occurred on March
9 to the provincial police today.

Instead of Meat.

You will like this dish of spaghetti,
with mushrooms and- tomatoes and
peppers and cheese. It is practical for
an informal luncheon when many are
to be served or for a home dinner.

If you are “having” an all-day meet-
ing of your sewing circle, and must
furnish something hot at noon time, try
this baked spaghetti and accompany it
with warm rolls, preserves- or jelly,.
radishes, tea, coffee or cocoa.

Baked Spaghetti.

One pound spaghetti, 2 tablepsoons
minced parsley, 8 onions, 1 can mush-
rooms, 1 quart tomatoes, 2 green pep-
pers, ¥ pound chopped cheese, 2 tea-
spoons salt, 1, teaspoon pepper, 4
tablespoons catsup, 4 tablespoons but-
ter or olive oil.

Put spaghetti slowly, without break-

ing, into 4 quarts of rapidly boiling
salted water. Boil about 20 minutes.
Drain and rinse with cold water. Put
butter, or oil, in frying pan and add
sliced onions. Fry until a golden
brown. Add mushrooms and saute
lightly.
Remove seeds and white fibre from
peppers.. Dip in boiling water for five
minutes. Then dip in cold water and
rub off the thin coating covering the
pepper. Cut in shreds or mince. Add
to onions and mushrooms in frying pan.
Add tomatoes and bring to the boil-
ing point.

Put spaghetti in baking dish, add
tomato mixtures with parsley and cat-
sup and mix well. Bakeina slow oven
for one and a half hours.

Add chopped cheeese and bake half
an hour longer or until the cheese is
melted. This rule will serve 15 per-

sons.

Cheese Fondue,

One and one-half cups soft bread
crumbs, Y% cup milk, 6 tablespoons
grated cheese, 3 eggs, 4 tablespoons
butter, ¥, teaspoon salt, 1-8 teaspoon
pepper, 1-8 teaspoon mustard.

Cook crumbs and milk, stirring con-
stantly until hot and smooth. °*Add
butter, cheese, salt, pepper and mus-
‘ara and cook until cheese is melted.
Remove from fire and add yolks of two
eggs beaten until thick and lemon
colored. Fold in whites. of three eggs
beaten until stiff and dry on a plattet
with a whisk. Turn jinto a buttered
baking dish and make 25 minutes in a
moderate oven. Serve at once. Creamed
peas or asparagus or caulifower could
be served with fondue. i
