IMPROVED!

French Have Temporarily
Overcome Threatened |
Currency Collapse.

FRANC ' IS STRONG

Important Credit is Bcingi
Arranged in London,
Report Says.

Paris, March 18—France has over-
come, at least temporarily, the threat-
ened collapse of her national currency.
The franc opened strong today with
the dollar quoted at 28 francs 30
centimes, and the pound sterling at 99
franc 8 centimes. The rise followed
announcement that important credits
have been established in foreign bank-
ing centres to defend the franc from
international speculators.

for France is being arranged in Lon-
don, according to statements in finan-
cial circles.

The Daily Mgil, declaring the négo-
tistions may be completed any moment,
describes the operation as quite dis-
tinct /rom aguch more important
than the various acceptance.and other
credits which "have
through private banks.

The paper asserts that whatever is
done will be on the understanding that
no such credits can restore the franc
unless they are quickly followed by far
reaching taxation and other financial
reforms proposed by the French gov-
ernment.

Many Millions.

The Daily Express understands that
before next Monday a loan of £6.000,-
000 in the form of two-year bonds will
be arranged here privately by powerful
banking interests, including the Roth-
schilds. It adds that many millions
have already been available to France
within the last few days, mentioning
two credits of $4,000,000 and $5,000,000
respectively.

Some of the financial editors say the
rumors current on the stock exchange
yesterday in this connection cannot be
verified, at least as regards details, and
suggests that the amounts then men-
tioned were probably ~exaggerated.
They agree, however, that important
negotiations are afoot.

French Franc Soars.

New York, March 18—Fortified by
the $100,000,000 credit established here
for the Bank of France, the French
franc mounted 15 points to 4.85 cents
at the opening of today’s foreign ex-
change market and then soared another
11 points to 446 cents. The rise, fol-
lowing earlier gains in London, was
accelerated by a rush of short covering.,

Announcement that J. P. Morgan &
Co. would head a U. S. banking syndi-
cate which would advance almost un-
limited credit to the Bank of France
brought an enormous volume of busi-
ness overnight.

Short interests in the franc, which
have been swelled to uncommon large
proportions in the recent downward
flight of the currency virtually wert:
stampeded in an effort to protect them-
selves. Buying also was influenced by
the excellent showing of the latest
Bank of France statement reporting
decreases of 100,000,000 francs in ad-
vances to the state and 300,000,000
francs in circulation.

present time. Whether literally true
or not, any man or woman who owns
a property today will tell you if he
paints his house his taxes will be in-
creased. Now, just look at the present
system. You have a large house, your
family grew up and left you, house
too big, and in case anything happens
you would like to leave a house with
an apartment or two to rent, so that
your wife might have an income. You
scrape together say $2,000 to make the
improvements, get a permit from the
building inspector, stating improve-
ments to the amount of $2,000 and
make your improvements. The permit
goes to the assessors, and under pres-
cnt rate you are charged $60 per year
because you improved your property.
There is nothing but discouragement
in this system.

Again, encourage real estate men and
private individuals fto build houses.
Under the present system they are
taxed fromt he time they start until
they finish; and although a man or a
company, as the case might be, invest-
ed $10,000 or $20,000 in building houses
for sale, before they are completed, sold
or occupled, he is paying taxes. Abol-
ish this system. Let no taxes be
charged until the house is sold or rent-
ed; then let assessment commence, If
a man will be without the interest on
his money, some $10,000 or $15,000, you
can feel sure he is not going to let the
property lie idle longer than is abso-
lutely necessary. . Surely we can do
without taxing until that time.

Fifth. My qualifications for offering
as a candidate for mayor. I was elect-
ed in 1909, 1910 and 1911 to represent
the city as alderman-at-large. I be-
lieved then the taxes would swamp the
city, and by hard fighting I succeeded
in having a flat rate (unknown in any
city before) of $1.98 for five years,
namely 1912-1916.

have paid since 1916 had I not succeed-
ed in winning this fight for them.

In conclusion, let me say, the situa-
tion is more serious to our citizens
than it has been for many years. We
have lost all confldence. Nothing but
a gigantic movement on the peoble’s
part will ward off the impending
danger.

My platform is before you. I have
never broken faith with you as yeur
representative, and if the public elect
me on this platform, nothing will
daunt me from carrying out the man-
date entrusted to me.

To Mediterranean

France Plans to Send All

British United Press.

London, March 13—The Paris cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail telegraphs
a report that the French Minister of
Marine is considering the necessity of
concentrating . an  avallable French
naval units in the Mediterranean.

The report follows the opening of
manoeuvres in the Mediterranean by
the combined Atlantic and Mediterra-
nean squadrons of the British navy.

The British manoeuvres have aroused
critical comment in both France and
Italy, where certain elements have seen
the manoeuvreés as a British gesture of
naval st}-ength.

Colonel Junichiro Kobayashi was
married two years ago to the daughter
of ‘a French army officer, whom he met
while detailed to Paris ¢for speaal
study. As a consequence, it is asserted,
he fell into disfavor with his superfors;
his promotion was delayed, and such
pressure was brought to bear on him
that he has resigned from the service.
His resignation has brought out con-
siderable publicity and comment in the
Tokio press.

Army officials deny that his French
marriage had ‘anything to do with
Colonel Kobayashi’s resignation.

Great Men of History Hated
to Apply Themselves |
as Scholars. !

Heldelberg, March 18.—German his-
torians delving into the distant past
have compiled a list of some of the
“Peck’s Bad Boys” and the “Tom
Sawyers” of Europe who become world
figures in achievements of various

kinds and especially on the ba.ttleﬁeld‘i
Napoleon stands first, not that he‘-

was a particularly bad boy, but be- !

cause of his campaigns and accom- |
plishments which brought him ever-
lasting fame. Napoleon, it is recorded,
was always a constant source of an-|
noyance to his teachers, and when he |
was a military academy student he
was known as one of the most stupid |
young men in his or any of the other
classes. l

One of Napoleon’s opponents in war '
in later years, the Duke of Wellington |
was known as a lazy youngster, and |
in his school days his thoughts al-|
ways appeared to be pre-occupied with',
matters other than books or study.|
General Blucher was another who, ac-
cording to German custom, was known
as a “last place” pupil, one of the class,
relegated to the rear seats in the school |
room because of their unwillingness to
learn. Blucher hated to apply himself, |
in the class room, and was particularly |
adverse to learning his A B Cs. It
was years even before he was able to
write his own name.

Charles Darwin never cared much
for his school room tasks, “but always |
appeared more interested in birds and
animals and things in the great out-
doors, and was known among the other
yvoungsters as having a weakness for
chasing every cat or dog in eight.”

Isaac Newton was another “last
{:lace” pupil. Nelson, the British naval

as circumstances will permit, upon the
development of the water powers at
Grand Falls.”

The development cannot be proceed-
etl with at once, as the engineer’s re-
port shows that certain preliminaries
regarding storage rights have yet to
be arranged; but the important facts
ol most immediate concern to the
people are that Grand Falls is a com-
mercial water power of the first class;
that power can be developed at low
cast, that the policy of public owner-
ship will not be departed from, and
that the Government has determined
to proceed with the work as soon as
gircumstances will permit.

NEW BRUNSWICK FARMS.

THAT AMERICAN DUTY.

The New York Herald does not an-
ticipate any substantial benefit to the
American wheat grower from the in-
creased duty on Canadian wheat. It
says:— L

“The ' Administration does not ex-
pect/ of course, that the raising of the
tariff in itself will solve the wleat
farmer’s problem for him. It wl
have very little effect, in fact; for
Canadian wheat which 1s kept out of
the domestic market will be shipped
to foreign markets. It will bulk just
ag large in the total world supply,
and it will have just as much effect
as it has now in determining the world
price of wheat. So long as the Ameri-
can wheat farmer raises a surplus of
wheat for the foreign market the price
of his product will continue to be sub-

conditions and he will have to com-
pete against lower foreign land and
labor costs. Not until American farm-
ers have adopted the policy of produc-
ing only enoiugh wheat for the domes-
tic market with a tariff be able to
afford read protection to them.”

There is the further fact that the
American millers must have a porpor-
tion of Canadian wheat at any cost,
and the Canadian Grain Commission
is quoted as saying that the increased
duty will have very little effect on
the export from this country to the
United States. The New York Herald
sees a steady reduction in the pro-
duction of wheat in the United Stales.
It says:—

“Last year the world took only 173,-
500,000 bushels of our wheat, includ-
ing flour, compared with 283,800,000
bushels in 1922 and with 366,000,000
in the fiscal year 1920. With the
other great wheat producing coun-
tries able to grow wheat cheaper than
the United States, and with the pre-
sent great world sowings, a substan-
tial reduction of our wheat acreage
is inevitable. This is the remorseless
law of supply and demand.”

A bill has been drafted to ge be-
‘ore the New York State Legislature
providing that all drivers of motor
vchicles must be licensed. There is al-
ready such a law in New York City,
but a change in it is being sodght.
The Merchants’ Association asks that
the licensing in the city be put in the
hands of the Police Commissioner, be-
cause it is notorious that many ex-
convicts are now licensed as drivers,
and because it is too easy for men of
weak or viclous character to get
licenses as chauffeurs, the result being
reckless driving and the loss of many
lives. Whether the change asked for in
New York City is granted or not, the
state bill will probably be adopted. It
is a needed precaution.

Says the Season of 1923 was
Greatest in Century—
Outstanding Events,

Albany, N. Y., March 18—Last
year was the greatest racing season
in New York State in a century, ac-
ecording to the report of the State
Racing Association which was sub-
mitted to the Legislature this week.
The report was signed by James W.
Wadsworth. chairman of the commis-

“The racing season of 1923 in New
York State so far surpassed previous
ones that it will take an enviable place
in the turf history of the present cen-
tury,” the report said. “It will be
notable for the first international race,
with Zev and Papyrus competing, the
biggest event of its kind ever attempt-
ed. It gained world-wide fame for the
sport in the Empire State as well as
cementing a firmer bond of friendship
between the two great English-speak-
ing nations.”

The report stressed the fact that not
one complaint of the manner which
racing is now being conducted in the
State was. filed with the commission
last year. There were 158 days of rac-
ing in the State in 1928. The report
also emphasized the fact that the
State -is rapidly progressing in the
breeding of thoroughbred horses. In
this connection the report said:

“New York State boasts four impor-
tant stud farms capable of producing
horses of the sort that can compete
with the finest from the blie grass
lands of Kentucky.”

In reviewing the public benefits de-
rived from racing, the report contin-
ued:

‘Racing itself, in addition to being
a fine sport, has proven of great value
to> the United States Army, the State
Constabulary and the farmer. The
State Breeding Bureau, as paintained
by the Jockey Club had numerous ad-
ditions to its stallion list last year.
Prizes and premiums for breeding
bureau stock were offered, as usual, at
the New York National Horse Show,
The Genesee Valley Breeders’ Horse
Show, - the Westchester County Horse
Show, the Erie County Horse Show
and . others.”

The commission said that it had no
recommendations to make to the pre-
sent Legislature,

Cecil B. DeMille Reveals'

Some Interesting Infor-
mation re Movies.,

New York, March 18—*“The square
peg in the round hole has been one of
the persistent problems of this art,”
said Cecil B. DeMille, in a recent in-
terview with reference to the motion
picture industry..

“Most certainly it was an ever recur-
ring enigma during the early, strug-
gling days. We have less of it now as
we approach a period of specialization
when persons desirous of coming with
«us train themselves along definite tech-

| nical lines.

“When I started in pictures the in-
dustry had been in existence for nearly
a decade. But its progress had been
slow. The pictures were being made
only in one, two or three reel subjects.
The really big artists of the stage still
held aloof from the ‘experiment’ In
equal ratio we were unable to attract
architects, photographers and others
with a pride in their profession.

“With the formation of the Jesse L.
Lasky Feature Play company, if you
will permit a personal reminiscence,
began an era of change. Big stories
were put into pictures. Big people of
the stage forgot thelr prejudices. FPio-
tures grew . more interesting. They
were housed better. They attracted a
better class of patronage. Studios grew
like mushrooms. New jobs and new
professions were created over night.

* We had to find the qualities of an ex-

pert chemist in our plumber and change
people suddenly from one line of work
into another.

“Jeanie Macpherson is a conspicuous
example of the changing of a peg.

Miss Macpherson was a successful and!
popular actress under D. W. Griffith.;
She came to me for a job as an actress. |

1 saw in her a possible actress—and
something more. I saw in the vivid
manner she presentcdj:er case to me, a
real imagination. I insulted her so
when I suggested that she change her
$175 a week as an actress for 3256 a
week us an apprentice writer for me—
that she took the job just to show me!
I further insulted her. I told her that
her early efforts would do credit to a
plumber. I made her so sore she liter-
ally worked her soul out to make me
eat my words. When she first argued

with me on dramatic subjects I gained'

but little. Then slowly but surely the
spark of dramatic intelligence within
her stirred—and gradualy she came to
fight on equal terms with me, until to-
day, she is one of the most successful
and dependable writers in motion pic-
tures.

Thought She Was Comedian.

“Gloria Swanson was doing rather
well in comedy. She sold herself to me
as the serious dramatic actress she is
with just one little bit in what was
otherwise a hilarious slapstick comedy.
It was less than 10 feet, this bit—a
fleeting bit of pathos—but one that
showed this peg to be a misfit. We
gave Miss Swanson her chance—and
she made good.

“We had another actress who was
excellent at character work.” We also
knew she had a thirst for information,
was an inveterate reader into things
most folks don’t bother with. So we
Miss Bessie McGaffey away from
grease paint and made her a pioneer in
the field of research work for motion
picture productions.

“It has not been my pleasure to have
Ernest Torrence as a member of any
of my casts—but he is an excellent
example of the square peg who Mm-
self discovers that he can also fit a
round hole—and is then against the
job of selling that thought to those
who employ him. Mr. Torrence was
aff excellent comedian. Tall aitd &ngu-
lar, an excellent actor, he was usually
in constant demand. But sometimes
the right comedy part was not alwn{a
available—and Torrence felt that he
could better himself by devoting his
talents to a more extensive fleld.

“When he announced that he was
also prepared to do ‘villians’ the wise-
acres laughed at him.

PEACE MOVE MADE
N EQUTY QUARREL

Stage to be 80 Per Cent.
Closed Shop, is Rum-
ored Offer.

New York, March 18.—Rumors of a
new compromise on Equity shop cir-
culated along Broadway, but neither
Equity ‘heads nor producing managers
would issue official statements, and the
likelithood of a strike on June 1 still
loomed large. Both the Equity Counell
and the Producing Managers’ Asso-
ciation held meetings, thus lending
color to reports that new negotiations
were under way.

The new proposition, it is sald, comes
from the managers, and calls for them
to guarantee that 80 per cent. or more
of the actors employed will be Equity
members. This stipulation, it was felt,
would meet the main objecfion eof
Equity officials, who insist that they
must have Equity shop or some equiv-
alent thereof in order to hold their
organization together.

The proposition also provides that
the remaining 20 per cent. of actors
must pay, either to the Actors’ Fund
or .to another recognized theatrical
charity, a sum equal to the dues calléd
for by the Actors’ Equity Association.
In its original form the proposition
lacked this latter provision and was
refused by the Equity on the ground
that it would enable the 20 per cent.
to enjoy all the advantages guaranteed
by Equity without being required to
pay for them.

This proposition was openly dis-
cussed by iIndividual managers and
there was a tendency in some quar-
ters to believe that it might prove ac-
ceptable to Equity. Others, while not
so confident of the acceptance of ex-
actly this proposition, felt that a sete
tlement based on' this principle, with
perhaps some slight alternation of per-
centages, might prove the eventual
way out of the difficuity. X

The formal proposition to the Equity
from the Producing Managers’ Asso-
ciation, embodying these or similar
terms, prcbably will be made in a day
or two.

The Equity council meeting, cus-
tomarily held on Tuesdays, was ad-
vanced a day, but it wag said at Equity
headquarters that this shift had no
particular significance, as it had been

| made to enable Frank Glllmore and

other council members to go to Al-

In addition to
Mr. Gillmore, those who will go to
Albany will be Frank McGuire, Kath-
arine Emmett, Jefferson de Angelis
and perhaps Helen MacKellaar.

Miss Lenihan was the first
of two Equity members to speak out
against Equity shop at the actors’
meeting at the Forty-eighth street
Theatre on Sunday afternoon.

Edgar Selwyn of the Selwyn broth-
ers, who control three theatres on For-
ty-second street and will take over an-
other on June 1, yesterday allied his
firm definitely on the side of those who
will make a separate peace with
Equity.

Mr. Selwyn said that the theatres
controlled by himself and Arch Sel-
wyn, who is now in Europe, would not
be closed in any circumstances. In kis
judgment, he said, the split in the
managerial ranks has already given
Fquity an enormous advantage, and
he could see only the breaking up of
the Producing Managers’ Association
if a general agreement is not reached
before June 1.

Hearing in the case of the Halifax
owners of the schooner Maid of Scot-
land and R. P. & W. F. Starr of St.
John, owners of the cargo of coal,
against the owners of the Peruvian
steamship Perene was begun in the
Admiralty Court this morning, with
Chief Justice Sir Douglas Hazen pre-
siding. L
The owners of the schooner and car-
go are seeking damages by fastening
upon the owners of the Perene re-
sponsibility for the collision outside
Pgrtridge Island a few weeks ago which
resulted in the loss of the lives of eight
men, the schooner and her cargo.

Hon. Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, M. P,
came from Ottawa to represent the
owners of thesteamer. Dr. F. R. Tay-
lor, K. C., appeared for the complain-
ants. The two cases are being tried
concurrently.

The claim of the schooner owners is
for 860,000 damages. John Hunter; a
lawer from New York, and J. E.
Seunders, of the same city, who is an
agent for the steamship line, arrived
in the city yesterday. Mr. Hunter will
act with Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, K. .C.
In addition to Messrs. Hunter and
Saunders, there arrived yesterday four
witnesses who are stopping at the Vie
torla Hotel, viz, Captain Ewart White,
Mate W. Walter Loewe, Second Engi-
neer W. Cambridge, Chief Engineer
Peter Oliva, who were on board the
steamer at the time of the’collision.

Evidence was given today by Pilot
Fenwick McKelvie, Mate Loewe and
Engineer Cambridge and was about the
same as given at the investigation be-
fore Capt. L. A. Demers, Dominion
wreck commissioner.

The Perene is at present at Phila-
delphia discharging cargo, having ar-
rived there recently from Havana, after
discharging a cargo of potatoes which
she took to that port from St. John,
and which she had on board at the
time of the collision.
