THE WRONG LEADER.

Lord Rosebery’s leadership is not do-
ing well for the Liberal party, and it is
evident that a few weeks more at the
“present rate of retrogression will find
the party landed at the end of a blind
alley. When the second ‘reading -of the
supply bill is carried by the small ma-
Jority of fourteen ‘the ministry has noth-
Mg to spare in the way of strength.
And this is not the only sign. of weak-
ness that has been shown lately, for
there was much significance in the fact
that the district which Sir Charles Rus-
sell represented gave his Liberal succes-
sor a majority of only 192, whereas Sir
Charles’. majority was mearly ten times
a8 great. There has been a falling off
in the Liberal majority in all recent bye-
elections in districts carried by the Lib-
erals in 1892. There can be no reason
for this loss of ground apart fm"f the
change in leadership; Lord Rosebery’s
succession to the chief place-has brought
about apathy and disaffection. in the
ranks, and in all probability these will
_continue to -weaken the Libersls until
‘aniother change is ‘made. A prime min-
ister from among the peers is something
entirely foreign to Liberal - traditions
and principles, an anomoly that is beund
to cause {rouble in the ranks. ~If Lord
Rosebery had shown himself equal to
the reputation that had been to some
extent *faked” up for him, even then his
position in the privileged “house would
have made his leadership obnoxious to
& great many members of the party.
But he has not in a personal sense shown
himself a capable leader, some  of his
actions and sayings having been far from
wise. He blundered badly, for instance,
when he talked as if home rule were of
secondary importance to him. True,
he afterwards said this was rfot what he
meant, -but he has never been able to
remove the impression that he is . not
firmly enough attached to -the Gladsto-
nian policy. He never will be acceptable
as léader to the great mass of the Lib-

eral party, which will almost certainly

‘be obliged t0 retrace its steps and get
back into its old progressive mood if it
wishes to escape defeat. That this will
come about we see good reason to hope;
it would be altogether too hard to be-
Heve ‘that Britain stood in danger of
dropping back into the darkness of Tory-
ism.

THR FISHERY REGULATIONS

A good many people have been needless-
ly alaimed by this clause In the new fish-
ery regulations;“Fishing by means of nets
or any ofher apparatus whatever for any
kind of €ish ‘without lieéenses from the
minfister of marine and fisheries is pro-
hibited in any of the waters of the prov-

ince -of
-who goes after the festiv
a8 to the professional fisherman -~ who
fishes +for commercial purposes,: but the
fact seems to be that the wordihg of
the clause is 8 fittle wider than the in-
tention, and that the prohibition was not
meant to-include anglers for what may
be called game fish. 'We can hardly be-
lieve the Dominion government is so stu-
pid as to propose the licensing of the ama-
feur fisherman, although it does a great
many stupid things. It 'was in fact a
very ‘stupid act to make ‘the clause
quoted so general din its terms, The
courts have decided that the provinces
have the right to license and regulate
fishing-4n those waters over which they
have comtrol, the question having been
raised, ‘we believe, in a .New Brunswick
case. If trout anglers are licensed at
all it can be done only by the provincial
government, which. will hardfy seek teo
exercise its power in this matter. We

< also-believe that clause 22 of the regula-

tions, which provides that an actual resi-
dent or €armer shail be permitted to catch
fish for his family, and not for sale, only
on’ the payment of one dollar foreach
license, - applies exclusively to navigable
waters under control of the Dominion
government. Even ‘when so read the
regulafioh is an insensate one and serves
a8 a good illustration of-the foolish way
in which such things are done at Ottawa.

OUR OWN DEFECTS.

A good many Canadian papers have
moralized over the fact ¢hat though the
people of the Uniited States long ago de-
clared for a change of fiscal system the
declaration has mot yet been given effedt
by the: people’s representatives. Cana-
dians hiave been calléd npon tofdmire the
superioridy of their own system, which
allows changes in popular opinion to be
immediately reflected in the legislature.
Undoubtedly there- is advantage in this
superior elasticity, but it is well to re-
member that our own system is not with-
out its defects. So. thinks the Toronto
Mail, an independént journal, which of-
fers the following reminder . -

Thinking men across the fine feel that
the constitution ‘as it is working 'in this
particular instance is an obatruction ' to
progress. . Some of themn, therefore, pro-
pose ithat a new congress meet imme-
diately -after its election, or that the
President be inaugurared and that con-
gress assemble 'within three months: of
the appeal to the eledtorate.” That some-
thing ought to be deone to render the po

litical machinery responsive to the popul- |

ar will'is ‘very clear. ~ The unrest and
its industrial armies can be traced to ghe
inability of the legislative and executive
powers to-do as ‘they have been direeted:
But while our system has by contrast
great advaniages, not the least of -which
is its popudar feature, it is not without its
drawbacks. Many of the ills of to-day
arise from the ease with 'which a strong
government can force hard measures up-
on its supponters. Not to enter too deep-
ly ‘inlto particulars, nor to be too modern, -
let us take the case of the Chignecto ship

Presumably he (Davie)
knew it would not bear inspection. The
first thing for the opposition party to do
would be to see that the cowntry gets
proper representation. The financial pol-
icy of the present government was not
satisfactory. Davie had pointed out that
two millions had been expemded during
the past ten'years in public works, but
that was no great amount congidering
the large revenue during that period,
now amounting to $750,000 per annum.
Mr. Davie had omitted to mentfion though
that two millions had been added to the
debt in that period. (Great applause.)
Although twe millions had been expend-
ed on public works; more than that had
been added to the' débt. Mr. Cotton
then went on to expldin the issue of
£700,000 - of - inscribed stock, and pointed
out that the total debt of the province
to-day amounted to over three millions,
and this did not include the money vot-
ed for the new parliament buildings, a
most unjustifiable expenditure. Grant.
ing that new buildings were necessary,
the government could not but be con-
demned for spending so large an amount
as $600,000 in this direction. But this
amount would not nearly suffice; as
shown by the returns of the minister of
works, and' that they would ultimately
represent an outlay of one million dol-
lars could ‘not be doubted. - He believed
that the government should have proper
buildings, but such “an outlay wass not
Téasonable. With regard to taxation,
Mr. Cotton said the premier had attempt-
eéd ‘to prove the government’s economy
by & comparison of ‘its working expenses
with those of  a. commerecidl eompany.
Such a compsrison was absurd and
would ‘not be considered by any intelli-
gent man. He- elaimed that there could
be great savings made by a sensible re-
duction in expenditure and thus reduce
taxation all around. He believed that
with a proper system of land taxation
a large increase in the revenue could be
obtained., He though they might do as
i8_done in Ontario, practically carry on
the government without any direct taxa-
tion.. Buch a state of affaris was worth
striving for, but the present government
‘had shown no ability to bring about the
‘desired end. The government’s only re-
FEOFL - wds to- borrow’ money, but they
would not be able to do that always:
Their. credit would become shaky, .and
the government to come after would
have to bear the burden. Therefore it
was a matter of pressing importance that
the expenditure be kept within the reve-
nue, ,The guestion of extraordinary pub-
lic works could stand upon its own basis.
Mr. - Cotton criticized Davie’s references
to _bygone proceedings ten and twenty
vears old. ‘Since then the province had
greatly changed and conditions were in’
no way similar. (Applaude.) - What the
electors want to know is, what has been
done during the past four years? What
has been the policy of the government
and what that of the independents?
Those are the questions for the electors
to consider and give their verdict. ..

Mr. Cotton at the close of his speech
said: “I say that the time is  coming
when we can have a regular popular
government. I think we can make a
change. Premier Davie's attacks upoun
the opposition are not worth noticing. It
is a case of twenty-two against ten, but
after the election I have no doubt but
that the positions will be reversed.”

Mr. Cotton sat down amid immense en-
thusiasm: The premier came forward
to reply, but for a long time could not
be heard, being received with hisses,
groans and cheers. Mr. Davie warmed
up with this display of hostility and
showed -that he was by no means dis-’
countenanced. ‘‘You had better listen to
me,” he said, “or give the public the
opinion that you are afraid to hear the
truth.”

Order being finally obtained, Mr, Da-
vie proceeded.: He said he had but little
to remark beyond exposing Cotton’s fal-
lacy.

[for Kabarega, and though he gave bat-
tle he was routed. The expedition has
established a chain of forts from the
Albert Nyanga, on the banks of which
‘Kabarega’s headquarters were situated,
to-Uganda. It is expected that the suc-
_cess of the expedition will prove a death
blow fo the slave trade of this region
‘and will bring "Arab influence to an end.

The Jury Award the Plaintiff a Verdiot
for Two Hundred Dollars.

At Vancouver on ¥'riday night the jary
in the cuse of Gallagher v. Horne gave
4 verdict for $200 for the plaintiff. In the
course of the trial it developed that Mr.
Gallagher received $300 on a. note made
by his wife and endomsed by Mr, Horne,
which the latter had to pay. He after-
wards sued Gallagher on the note, but
suit was dropped on discovery that ibe
paper could not be collected on. . The
sum of the whole matter therefore is that
Gallagher gets $500 out of the $1,600 he
asked for as remuneration for: personal
work in, Horne’s service.

There was very direct contradietion in
the sworn edidence of . the plaintiff and
defendant, the latter denying point blank
statements made by the former as to
services rendered. The. plaintiff stated
that Mr. Horne had suggested the estab-
Hshment of the Telegram newspaper,
while Mr. Horne is reported as testifying:
“He had first met Mr. Gallagher -about
May 20th, 1800, the latter wishing to
rent some rooms in his new  block on
Cambie street. These were wanted fur a
printing office. A -newsapaper was aiso
epoken of and Gallagher wished him to
take stock. He was then actively in poli
tics, but the subject was not mentioned
on this oceasion. He never sought for
any assistance from Gallagher and never
promised to pay for euch.”

The plaintiff swore that he had drafted
the reqnisition to Mr, Horne in 1890 and
also the reply given by the latter, both at
-Mr. Horne’s instance. This meant that
the requisition was a bogus one. Plain-
tiff further testified that he had drafted
Mr. Horne’s platform, some of his cam-

paign speeches, his speech at the Cotton |-

banquet™ in -1890, and -other oratorical
efforts, begides doing a lot of sgeretarial
work for him:--He had been with: Mr.
Horne from two to four nights a weck
during a part of the year 1890 doing this
work. fThe defendant on these poinis
deposed as follows:

The commission resumed its sitting at
two o'clock to-day when Mr. Beaven con-
tinued from where he left off yesterday.

He pointed out that the order-in-council
of 1st September authorized the minjs-
ter of finance o guarantee interest on

bonds up to $25,000 per milé at four per T

cent., which was done, although the con-
tract for the construction was sctually
let for $18,250 per mile. What was the
reason for guaranteeing anything beyond
the actual cost? He then dealt with
the contract for. the construction of the
road and said the construction eompany
should be called upom to produce #he es-
t:xma_tes of the actual cost of the road.
During the session. of 1893 ‘this railway
company amongst others was incorpor-
ated' and the government decided to aid
three x:oads by guaranteeing the interest
on their bonds and why was it that the
government singled out this one com-
pany as its favorite?

From Saturday’s Dally.

Hon. Mr. Davie yesterday afternoon
replied to. Hon. Mr. Beaven’s opening
statement. In beginning he said he pro-
posed first to answer Mr. Beaven’s ar-
guments and then tender himself as a
witness. The resolution moved by him
in the house respecting the commission

if he had any questions he could’ suggest
that they would ask Mr. Davie, Mr.
Beaven replied that he was not conver-
sant enough with the matter and he had
‘no questions te suggest. X

Mr. Davie asked that some gquestions
be asked respecting the townsite of
Three Forks.

Mr. Justice. Burbidge said that he did
not want to go outside the four corners
of the commission, and he thought if the
townsite matter were opened up questions
would arise which would be beyond the
scope of their inquiry.

Mr. Davie said that the reason the pa-
pers were not brought down in the heuse
sooner than they were was from the de-
sire of the government to get the budget
debate over, so that the railway matter
could not be referred to in the budget
debate.

Hon. F. G. Vernon, chief commissioner
of lands and works, was then called, and
answered the same questions put to Mr.
Davie in the same way.

As to the statement that this was the
only road favored, he said the other roads
were not of such urgent importance, and
besides the Kaslo & Slocan railway had
voply asked for a 1and grant, which was
given,

Hon. J. H. Turner was then called,
and gave the same answers.

Mr. Davie then said he wished to-cor-
rect his former statement about his firm
having drawn ‘the mortgage. He had
since - learned taht -Messrs. McPhillips,
Wootton & Barnard had drawn it, and
the Bank of British- Columbia, from
whom he had a general retainer, had
asked him to revise it, which he did.

The court then adfourned until 11 a.m,
Monday, when it is expected Mr. Van
Horne will be here to give evidence.

Mr. Justice® Burbidge here said that
from an analysis he had made of the
two resolutions he found there were two
things in Mr. Beaven’s that were not
in. the other, viz., whether the govern-
ment ‘had exceeded the railway aid ‘act
and- who were the persons interested in
the ‘townsite of “Three Forks.

Mr. Davie said that as to the townsite
of Three Forks there was nothing to
prevent: the commission under the ex-
tensive powers given it from going fully
into the matter. Every member of the
government, if desired, would go .into
the witness box and submit.to examina-
tion. by Mr. Beaven. He next referred
to the commission of 1874 appointed to
inquire -into the Texada island matter,
and said that ,it was appointed by the
government whose acts were to be in-
quired into, and Hon. Mr. Beaven was a
member of that goverhment. Besides,
nothing was done in the house towards
providing funds for that commission.

Hon. Mr.: Béeaven said he knew there
was no special fund for the royal com-
mission of 1874, but in 1878 a sum was
voted for a commission ‘then, as would
appear by reference to the journals of
the house.

Mr. Davie then proceeded with a gen-
eral explanation of the whole matter on
the same lines as in his speech of last
March, a copy of which he had before
him. He said that he had not acted
without advice, as he had consulted sev-
eral financiers, and also Mr. Van Horne,
who would be here on Monday to give
evidence before the commission. He
concluded at 5.30, when the court ad-
journed until 11 a.m. to-day. -

At the opening this morning Mr. Da-
vie tendered himself as a witness, and
after being sworn the following questions
were asked him by the Chief Justice on
behalf of the court:

A. No, in no
way whatever.

5. Have you ever had any retainer,
engagement, employment or commission
from either of the said companies? A,
None, except that the legal firm of Davie
& Cassidy drew the mortgage securing
the  debentures. The mortgage was
fitmwn up by us and we were paid for
it. :

§. Have you any promise of any re-
ta-me.r, engagement, employment or com-
mission. A. None whatever.

7. Have you had any consideration, or
promise of any, from either of said com-
banies, or any person in behalf of them,
in respect-of the guarantee?. A. None.

In answer to further questions he said
?le believed the arrangements entered
into were in the publie interest and that
he had no other motive except that of
serving the public interest. " ;

The Chief Justice asked Mr. Beaven

safd, that in guaranteeing up to $25,000-

per miile, the liewtenant-governor did not
‘guarantée - to- an amount ‘exceeding - the
likely cost:<: The present time, he said,
was the most: difficult in his experience
for floating railway bonds.

Mr. Davie then suggested that the
court should ask some guestions about
the cost of building roads.

The chief justice remarked that he sup-
posed Mr. Van Horne'swas the best evi-
dence they could get on the subject. The
court then asked the witness. if he
though't the road could be bailt for less
than $17,500 per mile. :

Mr. Van Horne replied that he had
never been through the particular country
but from the estimate of two of their en-
gineers and from his experience in similar
work on the Columbia & Kootenay road,
he thought the cost could not possibly be
less than $15,000 per mile besides inci-
dentals and contingencies must be pro-
vided® for. . 'When Mr. Davie had asked
his. company to build the road at $15,000
and nothing over $17,600 per mile, he de-
clined because the C. P. R. could not act
as'a contractor and couldn’t afford to take
chances of making up deficiency between
what the wgovernment would give and
what the road would cost. He said that
the cost of the Mission branch of the C.
P. R. must have exceeded $17,500 per
mile by $5000, and the Columbia & Koo-
tenay even more, but that was a very
hard line and he understood the Nakusp
and Slocan was just as difficult to build
except that the Nakusp and iSlocan eould
get their materials cheaper and had bet-
ter transportation facilities.

Mr. Beaven here said that there was
a great falacy underlying all these ques-
tions put to. Mr. Van Horne and' that
his evidence had little bearing on the
matter, as under the statute of 1893 the
minister of finance was entitled to do one
or two things, either to guarantee inter-
est on bonds on certificates of cost of con-
struction or allow the company to sell the
bonds, but proceeds were te be placed in
his hands without reference to amount.
One of these was all he could do and in
addition the government should take a
bond to recoup the moneys paid out by
them. The question about discounts and
commission had nothing to do with it.
The court then began to argue with Mr.
Beaven, when he said he was at a great
disadvantage in arguing without counsel
with their lordships.

The chief justice remarked, “anfortun-
ately, Mr. Beaven, you are a great deal
too sharp for us.”

iMr. Justice Burbidge said that the bar
gain may have been a good one or & bad
one in the the interests of the province;

AUSTRALIAN GOLD.

Increase in the Output of the Western
F?elds.

In the development of Western Aus-
tralia the gold seems destined to play an
impontant part. Gold was - discovered
there by . Dampier as far back as 1688,
[ but it was not mntil about ten years ago
that the precious metal was found in
bufficient quantity {to start the industry
in real earnest. To-day it is known that
the gold country extends over a great
‘aren from north to south, New digtrics
dfe ebi :
ing

‘out, stores, hotels, churches. and
wants: ol

some instances, on the desert wastes of
only two or three years ago: while the
transcontinental pailway from Fremantle
to Adelaide is regarded as having already
been started by the line to the Zilgarn
goldelds. Southern Cross, the ‘“‘capital”
of this partioular district, and a place
swhose origin dates back only a few
years, can now boast of being a- regular-
iy organized mmnicipality, and its import-
ance has been greatly increased by the
opening up “of ‘the rich fields at Coolgar-
die, 120 ‘miles further east, where the
specimens of gold sent to London by the
Weéstern Amstralian government for ex-
hibition purposes were obtaimed. The
rainfall is, on the whale, fairly good, .but
there have hitherto been 1o efficient
means for storing it for the dry seasons.
The government, however, have resolved
to rconstruct storage tanks at a oost of
£15,000, and it is hoped that the water
_difficulty will now soon be surmounted.
In the meantime the Western Australian
press and government officials have been
urging would-be gzold peekers to keep
away for the present. So rapid has been
the expansion of the gold diggings in 1:!1e
colony that the total output of gold in-
creased in vatue from £115,182 in 1891 to
£421,000 last year, and it is expected to
reach £1,000,000 this year.—New York
Post. : :
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DECLINED CHEAP HONORS.

An American Soldier Who Cultivates
Uncommonly High Principles.

Washington, D. C., May 12.—An army
officer has treated the war department
to a novel exhibition of modesty. Some
of the officials consider his action pecu-
liar; others regard it-as unwise. The
president ‘recently submitted to the sen-
ate a long list of army officers, from
colonels down -to second lieuténants, who
had been recommended by General Scho-
Geld for brevet rank on account of gal-
lantry in Indian campaigns. Among
those who were to be breveted was J. W,
Jacobs ~of the guartermaster’s depart-
ment, stationed at St. Paul, Minn.

While Jacobs was a lieutenant in the
Seventh Infantry he took part in a re
connaissance and action 'agaznst the In-
dians at Big Hole, Mont.,, m Angust,
1877. His brevet was given to him on
the recommendation of his department
commander,- and with the approval of
General Schofield, “for gallantry andvmg;
retorious services in: this engagemeng.
When Jacobs heard’that the list contain®
ed his name he wrote to the war depart-
ment suggesting that it be omitted from
the names to be sent to the house. H'e
insisted that his performance at Big
Hole was in the line. of -duty, and was
nothing more than he should have done.
He said. that the mere performance of
duty did not entitle a man to gpecial re-
ward. : i
. The department officials refused to im-
terfere and Jacobs’ request was return-
od to him. While the list was before
the senate committee Jacobs wrote to
Senator Blackburn and explained that as
an officer of the army he did not believe
him entitled to the special credit of hav-
ing done his duty. ~

Quebec, May 5.—After a perilous jour:
ney and several delays, extending in all
over exactly five months, or more than
sufficient time to have twice circumnavi-
xa-ted the globe, a letter has just been re-
ceived in Quebeec that was dispatched
from North West River Post, Hamilton
Inlet, Labrador, on December 5, 1893,
py Mr. A. P. Low, the famous explorer
in charge of the Canadian government
expedition to the interior of Labrador.
The postmarks on the envelope show, that
it reached Battle Harbor, Labrador on
Janunary 9, and left that desolate spot on
February 5. It was at L’Auge-au-Loup
on February 14. Though a private letter
to a friend it is deeply interesting, and
supplements with very many important
!md interesting ‘details, the brief prelim-
inary report that has already reached the
| geological survey of the government of
Canada, both in regard to the adventures
of the party who wére the first to trav-
erse the entire Labrador peninsula from
north to south, and also in regard to
' Mr. Low’s plans for crossing it this year
from east to west, a distance of 1,500
miles through entirely unknown and un-
surveyed térritory. When he wrotoe his
letter, Mr. Low, who is a married man,
had not received a word from home sinze
leaving ecivilization last June, and.if; as
often happens, .the mail was. unable to
reach Hamilton Inlet last month, the par-
ty could not possibly bave any news from
‘home until its return -next autuvmn..

No less than seven of the Indians en-
gaged by Mr. Low, at Lake St. John last
June, deserted the party at Mistassini
and turned back. Nothing could induce
them to go further, although they had
agreed to help the expedition to the HKast
Main river, north of Mistassini, whose
head waters had to be ascended in order
to reach the interior. . Instead of a pro-
per guide, only an old man and a boy
could be obtained at Mistassini, and us
Low found.that he and his assigtant, Mr.
Baton, had to.load and unload the canoe
for them and carry both it and its con-
‘tents over the portages, he grew afraid
lest soon they would bave to-carry the
old man and the boy as well, and so sent
them home. From the Rupert—the oat-
lot of the Mistassini, to the East Main
river, the party were compelled to travel
by an unused portage route, the explor-
ers themselves, as well as their remain-
ing men, having to carry loads of 175

canoes, often sinking beneath the weight
of their burdens above their knees in the
virgin swamps. The Upper Bast Main
river, whicht was ascended about four
hundred  miles, i8 very rough and
rapid. Three-fourths of the country here-
abouts has been devastated by forest
fires. Where not burnt over, vegetation
conasists of low stunted black spruce and
emall scrub pine and cypress, with a few
larch, balsam, spruce, Wwhite birch and
an occasional aspen. The expedition ran
for forty mile® up the the small north-
enst branch of the East Main, and cross-
ced %:i - a couple of miles over a
Suﬁl at. of Jand into another branch
and a _long chain: of lakes drained by it,

some T00 miles from its mouth, is a very
large stream. The Big river flows into
Hudson’s Bay, 150 north of the mouth of:
the Bast Main, and Low’s party descend-.
ed to Lake-Nichicoon, where there ia a
small Hudson’s :Bay  Company’s post,
supplied from Rupert House, 500 miles
away. Three large canoes are employed
all summer taking out the previous win-
ter's hunt and bringing back the supplizs
for the following ‘year. These canoes
leave Nichicoon as soon as the ice is out
of the lakes, about June 10, and do mot
return’ again until the end of August.
From Nichicoon to Lake Caniapscow, &
distance - of - 80 miles, the route lay
through an intricate string of lakes over
a small height of land. 'This lake is at
the headwaters of the rive of the same
name—the = pringipal - tributary of the
Koksoak or Ungava river, which the ex-
pedition descended without guides to Un-
gava Bay. Lake Caniapscow is shown
on the maps of Labrador, but’Mr. Low
reports the important discovery that it i9
wrongly placed, being too far north and
larger than it really is. It was August’
13, or two months after leaving Lake St.
John, when the explorers arrived at the
outlet of Lake Caniapscow, and exacty
a fortnight longer was occupied by them
in the perilous descent of the wild
stream to Fort Chimo to Ungava Bay.
Exceeding graphic is Mr. Low’s des-
cription of the picturesgue’ canyons dis-
covered by his party on this river, and of
the dangers encountered in the descent
of the stream over 300 miles. He says:

‘“The river flowing out of the lake i8
nearly a quarter of a mile wide and
Yeaves, it in' @ succession of heavy rapids
for three or four miles. At the third rap-
id we met with what might have been &
serious accident. Eaton’s canoe in ran-
ning down, struck a rock, knocked a hole
in it and-upset, throwing men and utfit
into the :water. Luckily the bags <on-
taining our instruments were caught by
the meen as they fell out and so were
saved. HFaton lost his satchel containing
his toilet effects, etc., along Wwith our
thermometers and weather observations
to date, my revolver and other sundries:
we also lost a rifle and our supply of
pork, about 200 pounds. The flour and
lighter bags floated and were picked up
below the next rapid by the other canoe.
We now only had a small quantity of
bacon left in the other canoe, and luckily
it was very bad, so that we were not in-
clined to eat too much of it.. Our supply
of sait was melted and from here to Un-
gava we ate food prepared without that
condiment. It is mothing after you get
used to it, but that takes some time,
and T was not long enough without it not
to think that the bread was only solidi-
fied paste. After the accident we im-
mediately. camped in order to sum up our
losses, dry the blankets and outfit aad
mend the cance. *,* * For nearly a
hundred miles below the lake the rivde,
Fike all others in Central Labrador, Hows
in a shallow .valley, nearly on a level
with the general surface, and is a suc-
cession, of lake expansions; connectel by
fiat, shallow rapids filled with boulders.

The summits are bare of trees
and -are covered with white moss and
Arctic shrubs.-  The lower parts are
wooded with small, straggling biack
spruce.  ‘From the point ‘where the river
first -enters the valley, for over 100 milas
it. descends at an alarming rate, and
could “not possibly be descended with
loaded canoes. In the majority of palces
where the water is broken the rapids are
very shallow and filled with large bould-
ers that in the descent appear to rush at
the canoes, while a constant crossing and
recrossing of the stream must be made to
escape the shoal water. Besides these
almost . continuous rapids that extend
nearly to the river’s mouth 300 miles be
low, there are a number of direct fall:
of considerable grandeur and four can-
yons ‘where the river ‘narrows and rushes
'throug'h steep, rocky gorges. The second
is the finest T have ever seen, and if the
falls on the Hamilton river are better,
they are very wild indeed. The river des-
cends ‘with a fall of thirty feet into s
gorge varying from thirty to a hundred
feet wide, ip many places, overhanging
jagged rocky walls that rise three hun-
dred feet' above “‘the rushing torrent be-
low. .This gorge is about a mile and a
half long and terminates with a fall of
a hungred feet into’ a circular ba-in,
where the, water is all churned to foam.

L From this basin a narrow channel leads

into a secoud and larger basin thirty feet
below, into which. the river precipitates
itself in a decreasing series of enormeus
waves. Below, four or five miles, the
banks remain: perpendicular and from-one
hundred'to three hundred feet high.. The
total fall-is 350 feet, and deducting 168
feet. of direct 'fall, the descent: in ‘the
canygn is 190 ‘feet in a mile without a
break. We had a hard time getting past
this obstruction. The only- place where
we could get down was by a gorge of a
small stream flowing -into’ the larger
basin at the foot of the marrow gorge.
This small stream has a small canyon of
its own 'where it joins the main stream,
with perpendicular walls 200 feet high.
Near its junction the walls have fallen
in and completely blocked the stream for
150 yards;, with great masses of rock
piled up 75 feet above:the water, which
‘in trickling through below, falls. 25 feet.
We had to carry our canoes and ourfit
over this obstruction, and the difficulty
of the task may be imagined when it
took us over half a day:to pass that 150
yards, and each one of the party and his
clothes and person more or less damaged.
When we got into the valley we’ did not
know how soon we might have to crawi
out again, as the river below rushes along
with heavy rapids, and having a sharp
bend we could not tell what was coming.
Luckily, however, the river soon widened
out below the bend and everything was
comparatively plain sailing.”

Mr. f.ow’s brief preliminary report to
the government of October last, of the
first overland crossing of ‘the entire Lab-
rador  peninsula, explained that on ae-
count ‘of the shortage of provisions at
Ungava, ‘from which over 200 "Indians
had aetnally died of starvation, it was

Burwell, nedr Cape Chudleigh, Messrs.
Low aifid Eaton. caught a boat load.of
cod fish in, less than an hour.. Rounding
the cape they next stopped at Nachvak,
about ‘seventy miles below, where they
deseribé the ecenery as very wild and
grand, resembling that of Groenland or
the coast of Norway. Sharp, unglaciated
‘mountains, from 3,000 to 6,000 feet, risc
in steep, serrated ranges directly from
the watéer, and are entirely without vege-
tation, except in the lower protected vel-
leys, where a few diminutive plants
partly cover the rocks. Scattered over
the sides and in the gorges are large
patches of snow that remain there con-
ptantly and form incipient claciers. Nach-
vak Post is situated about twelve miles
up the narrow bay, surronnded by these
sharp, rugged mountains. ~ The trade
here is entirely with the Esquimaux.

. Hamilton Inlet;” upon which the ex-
plorers wintered, is the greatest of many
fiords ‘of the Labrador coast. The bay
i3 over 150 miles long, ‘and then a nar-
rows of -three miles long separateg it
from Grand Lake, which extends forly
miles further inland.

All the
offerings are collected in sacks by the
old women in the procession as contribu-
tions to the young people’s larder.

At the bridegroom’s house the girl’s
hands are washed with liquid butter.

THE GREEK OF TO-DAY,

Sad Decadence of the Natives of a Once
Great Nation.

The modern: Greek says he is the lin-
eal descendant and heir of the ancient
Greek, but he is not. He may be divid-
ed into two classes—such examples of
him as look like young Apollo, and such
as -do not. * Those of the latter class,
which is very far the larger, look; for
the most part, like the impenitent thief.
The dress of the modern Greek is‘a num-

ber of short white petticoats, not unlike

those worn by a fairy in tHe ballet, only
in some cases less clean. To eall him
dirty, however, a8 some travellers have
done; is most unjust. A chimney sweep
is dirty 4t the close of his day’s work.
But with the modern Greek dirt is less
a custom than an immemorial tradition.

The first cases of him seen by  the
traveller (supposing him to approach the
country from that side) are in Messenia.
This fact has suggested to an antiquary
that at the disastrous close of the first
Messenian war- in 735 B. C. the Mes-
senians bound themselves by 'a great

- oath that until they had washed out that

disgrace they. would. wash nothing. That
oath they have faithfully kept,-and.now
it is unlikely ‘either to be terminated or
broken.

The modern Greek does mnot work.
There are, it is true, workingmen; they
are needed for demonstrations of the un-
.employed; but they do not work. - In the
same ‘paradoxical spirit it may be said
that the-principal industry of the coun-
try is idlepess. But for the eonvenience
of the gazetteer it is officially given out
that the nation is engaged in commerce
—mainly in currants. . Besides this, there
is'a brisk trade” in justice in many parts
of the country, while the. inhabitants: of
some seaport towns devote their energies
10 blacking one guother’s boots in ..the
principal  streets. 8uch are the indus-
tries of modern Greece. It is to be ob-

served;, however; that although the mod.’

ern -Greek mever ‘works, he has an un
equalled natural aptitude for looking as
if ‘he were just thinking it almost time
to begin work.

Although inactive, he is enterpriging.
The race'is very widely spread; indeed,
the only place near Greece where you
may not expect to find Greeks is near
the post of duty. Even here the modern
Greek has been noticed more than' once,
but he was-almost invariably just step-
ping off a moment in order to light a ci-
garette. When he is not about to light
a cigarette he is always smoking one,
except when his neighbor’s tobacco gives
out. . He is not always drinking—a faet
which may be ascribed more to the qual-
ity of his native wines than to his native
sobriety—though he can seldom spare
the time to leave the wine shop, —but
fills in the ‘interval trying to induece his
neéighbor to buy him something to drink.
It is probably the natioal devotion to the
cigarette to which we may attribute
the characteristic architectural styles of
modern ' Greece.. The common feature
in all these is their rough, bold incom-
léteness, To the inexperienced-eye the

allding looks as if - it was'  tambling

 down; but that is not the frue explana-

tion. - Plainly, the house was half built,
when the master builder stepped away
to get a light and forgot to return, In
agriculture the modern Greek does not
excel.

It is thoumght’ by sociologists that the
land was 8o ravaged by the end of the
Peloponnesian war.(404 B. C.) that the
Gre¢k - became - digpirited and has not
planted anything = since.  Certainly it
would be impossible to ravage the land
now. . Thus cut-off from his. traditional
military. exploit the modern Greek is but
an jndifferent. soldier, 'But it is to be
remembered that it is now hardly over
fifty years since he freed himself (act-
ing through the fleets of England, France
and Russig) from the brutal domination
of the Turks.  Doubtiess in a century
or.two he will have advanced more than
one step on the road to rejuvenescent
prosperity. The perpetual invention of
new labor saving machines is’of the hap-
piest augury for his future civilization.
It should be said, moreover, that there is
in the islands a town with a large square
‘nd a fine subtropical plant in the mid-
dle. ' Tt contains publi¢ buildings, partly
finished, and eight or nine drinking shops,
besides a statne of a patriot in knieker-
bockers, called Muley—ne doubt in af-
fectionate recognition of his tenacity of
purpose. The place is called the Place of
Glory. of the ‘Resurgent Hellas, but it is
very many times too large for it.

The modern Greek woman differs in
several important points from the modern
Greek man. She sometimes works, and
not unseldom, in early youth, looks un-
like a habitual ecriminal. It must not
be thought, however, as some have done,
that she goes so far as ever to tell the
trath.  'When she ‘goes on a journey she.
carries with her everything she has in
the world, in this respect apporximating
to the custom of her sisters: amoung less
highly civilized peoples. .She carries her
goods in a broken bhox with a parti-col-
ored leather top, trellised with yellow
tinsel. In the rare cases when the lock
is not broken ‘she further secures it with
a plece of broken string.

08?7 " The only cause of deferment. of -
‘reeovery that can be reasonably suggest-.
€d is the possibility that workmen may
hesitate to yield the cencession -in wages
made necessary by the lower duties and
therefore lower prices. As to that, it
can only be said that alredady labor has
. conceded important reductions in wages,
while the process of adjustment is still
going on, and,.the real question seems to
be, not whether wages will be reduced
at all, but whether the concessions will
equal the demands of employers. It js
reasonable to expect that when flabor
more fully understands ‘the demand for
lower ‘wages and finds that it is being
compensated by = eorrespondingly lower
cost of living there will be no great diffi-
culty in effecting an equitable .adjust-
ment of the seale of wages.

And to our view this confidence
is not in any degrée strained or unreas-
onable, It is based upon a fair estimdte
of manifest probabilities. The conditions
are not those of a deep rooted and fun-
damental derangement that would call
for a long period of gradual recuperation;
they are in the mature of a transient ob-
struetion; which, when .removed out of
the ‘way, will admit of a rapid recovery.

Cyclone Follows Fire.

Berlin, ‘May 10 —Advices have reached
here from Stephanie;, & town in the gov-
ernment of Volhynia, Russia, showing
that nedrly the whole village has been
destroyed by fire. ' The chimney of one
of the houses caught fire during a high
wind,~and the sparks were ecarried to the
roofs - of other  houses, setting fire to
them. The flames spread with great ra-
-pidity, and the pldce being wery: deficient
as regards means for fighfing - fire, litte
could be ‘done.. The inhabitants were
panic. stricken and unable to fight the
flames. ‘Then attempts were made to
save personsal property, and much furni-
ture, bedding and other household effects
were taken from the burning buildings.

Five thousand people encamped in the
fields about the burning town, each par-
ty standing guard over the property they
had hastily- removed. While thus en-

Board uf Trade.

The Adaress Delivered by Mintster

Articles Which May be Exchanged
by Canada and Australian
Colonies.

Ottawg,'Ma.y 5.—The Hon. Robert
Reid, minister of defence for the colony
of Victoria, met tthe Ottawa board of

trade in: the city hall yesterday afternoon:

and gave a most interesting and practieal
address on the subject of closer relations
between this country and his. ' The
council chamber was filled to its utmost
capacity - with gentlemen representing
large commercial interests in this city and
elsewhere and a considerable number of
senators and members of the house of
commons,
Lady -Aberdeen occupied seats at
right of the platform.

Hon. Mackenzie ' Bowell, minister of
trade and commerce, presided. On his
right sat the guest of the day and on his
left Mr. William tt, president of the
bouard of trade. ‘In opening The proceed-
ings Mr. Bowell expressed his gratitude
to the'board of trade for the honor ‘they
had conferred upon him in asking him
to serve as ehairman on so important and
interesting ‘an océcagion. In the closing

the

| months’ of last year he had visited Aus-
2, and as the representative of Can-

ada had net only been received with
great cordiality but.in a spirit which in-
dicated the sincere desire of the-people
of ‘those colonies to come into closer fel-
lowship 'with -their brethren in the neorth.
(Applause.) ~ They had done everything
in their- power ‘to-bring about more in-
timate trade relations and to have dir-
ect communication with-this country by
a new cable in the Pacific entirely undar
British control. A {line- of ‘steamships
had been established on the Pac'fic be-
tween Australia and Canada and it was
now proposed that a fast line should be
established on'the Atlantic by means of
which the mother country and the Ans-
tralasian colonies would be brought with-
irty (Cheers.)
Referring to Mr. Reid, he spoke of thit
gentleman as holding a very promineat
position in the wcouneils of his country.
Mr. Reid had been entrusted with g very
responsible” mission to fhe impérial gov-
ernment, and it"had beén a part of his
purpose to secure stich a change in the
constitution of the colony as would per-
mit of reciprocal trade relations with oth-
er portions of the British ‘empire. (Hear,
hear.) Mr. Bowell believed, from what
he had learned through the Canadian
High Commissioner, that Mr. Reid's of-
forts in this respect had been niost effee-
tive. He would not entrénch further on
the time ‘of the meeting -but proceed it
once to introduce the distinguished visi-
tor. X

‘Hon. Rdbert Reid '‘was received with
hearty and sustained cheérs.  He felt it
necessary ‘to apologize for appearing be-
fore a Canadian audience although a very
great distanceé away ffom home; and he
could only hope ‘that the remarks he
might have to make would be of suffici-
ent interest to awaken in each heart the
desire to promote from within the growth
of the great trade of the British Hm-
pire, ;. It:was due to Canadian states-
mento-edmit at the very outset that Mr.

(Cheers.) Up' fo that moment these two
great branches of the British family had
‘been, for all practical purposes, strangers
to each other. The government ne repre-

sented was the first to accept the right’

hand of fellowship.and to tell Mr. Bowell
that no -matter what others might do

they would send delegates to the confer-

ence -which it was propesed to hold ‘n
Canada to discover if possible what
means can be adopted for the promotion
of an increasing volume of trade between
the great Dominion of Canada and Aus-
tralasia. '(Cheers).  He had left Aus-
tralia on the 20th of December last for
the purpose of visiting Canada, but be-
fore coming hither it had been necessary
for him to interview the British govern-
ment and have some of the obsticles re-
moved in the constitution of - Victoria
which lay in the way of freer trade re-
lations with the outside world. “As far

“back as 1873 it had been found necessary

to amend the constitution acts of the
various colonies, permifting them to make
preferential ~arrangements - with each
other, and it was desirable -that this
privilége should be so extended as fo em-
brace Canada. (Applause.) It was im-
portant that he should interview the Bri-
tish geverpment-on this matter and thus
pave the way for the conference which
was to. meet here in June. Canada did
not suffer from this disability and Austra-
lasia wished to be in a similar position,
which would be accomplished by amend-
ing the trade clause of the conmstitution
acts by -adding the words “Canada and
South Africa.” . (Cheers.) The time
had now come when it was most ifport-
ant that the children of the empire, dwel-
ling in various parts of the world should
set themselves to the discovery of every
means which would promote a greater
interchange of trade one with the other.
(Renewed cheers.) It was with this
single ided in his mind that he appeared
before the Ottawa board of trade, and
while his visit might seemt premature he
wished to assure them that a very dis-
tinguished  assemblage of statesmen
would be held in Ottawa next month; at
which not only the Australasian colonies
would be represented with Canada but,
he was pleaged to say, the Britigh gov-
ernment would also send one of their best
men. to Yook after imperial interests.
(Cheers.) 'These matters might seem at
first sight emall, Hut the more they were
studied the. higher they rose in import-
ance and the greater they seemed as the
mind was exercised by them. - Take first
the great and comprehensive sciheme by
which the chief highway of the world
was to be run through the Canadian do-
minion; Since he had left Home & gen-
tleman had been empowered by the Can-
adian government to negotiate in Eng-

As an expert he had exam-
ined some of the woollen goods made in
Oanada -and found then not only to be
of excellent quality but costing no more
than what they could be bought for in
Yorkshire. He had also seen excellent
samples of cotton. In exchange for the
articles mentioned Canada might send to
Australia very large quantities of lum-
ber, fish and many other things which
she produced in abundance. This ex-
change could be effected with mutual ad-
vantage on the basis of preferential trade.
(Hear, hear.) He felt that the time had
arnived when, with all other countries
hoisting hostile tariffs against British in-

‘ terestls, that the people of the- empire

A new freight rate on vegetables and
fruit bas been issued by the C. P. R.,
to take effect on May 1st.

This is-
a considerable reduction ofi the old rates,
and will doubtless have the effect of giv-
ing ‘an impetus to the shipping of pro-
duce of this nafure to the coast mar-
kets. ‘But thére fs still room for im-
provement,‘and we trust-that the railway

“compamy’ will see the wisdom of mak-

ing the same rate for potatoes, etc., as
for ‘wheat; viz., 25 cents per 100 pounds.
This rate applies to any station on the
8. & O. branch to New Westminster and
Vanconver, ‘and will, we hope, be fol-
lowed by a corresponding reduction to
eastern: points, as a considerable trade
could be worked up with Calgary and
intermediate ‘points if the tariff were
such’ as would allow competition with
eastern produce.

AN EDENIC COMMUNITY.

The Model Mining Settlement of the
United States.

Pomeroy, 0., May 11.—This city, two
blocks' wide and six miles long, with 2
population of eight thousand, pinched in

between the Ohio river on the one side

and the almost perpendicular walls of
a hill miles long, is the headquarters of
1,000 miners. “All are out on strike, but
not one fight has occurred.. Not a pen-
ny’s worth of damage has been done and
not a family has asked for aid. There
have been no evictions, for the miners
own their own houses.

There is-not & Hun or a Pole in the
lot; all are Americans, English, Ger-
man and Welshmen. Almost every head
of a family is the owner of the house
in which he lives. There is a bit of garden
behind if, and on the 609 foot high bluff
more than half have farms of from one
to five acres set in grape vines and some
fruit trees. 2

It is the model mining community of
the United States. There never was
any -violence here, and no Poles or Hun-
garians are allowed to come.  Social
equality prevails. At the recent high
school exercises a Welsh miner’s daugh-
ter graduated with the highest honors
in the same class with the daughter of
an operator.

The petition of William Smith for the
removal of Messrs. Heisterman and Col-
tart from the board of trustees of
Green; - Worlock & Co., came up before
Judge Walkem this morning in open
court. 'Many ereditors of the bank were
present and paid close attention to every-
thing that occurred. Mr. E. V. Bodwell
appeared for the petitioner and Mr. Hel-
meken and Mr. Fell for the assignees.

Mr. Bodwell, in opening, said that he
applied for the removal of the two trus-
