SECOND DAY OF THE DEBATE ON
THE TARIFF.

Conflicting Opinions of the Bill, Which
is Saild to be the Best Ever Offered.
Wasmneron, D. C,, May 8,—After the
reading of the journal, the House went
into committee of the whole on the tariff
bill.
Mr. Dockery of Missouri said that the
burden of taxation hdd always been wil-
lingly assumed by the people when re-
stricted to legitimate public purposes,
but history made no record of that wil-
lingness when taxation was intended to
subserve private interests. That the
present system of taxation did not re-
strict the revenue to the needs of the
government was shown by the surplus in
the treasdry, which had compelled ghe
treasury department 1o
.pdyinﬁth'erefor a premlum of $47,000,
000. But the surplus was ‘only an in-
cidental burden. The substantial bur-
den was the oppressive taxation of the
people. He favored the enlarging of the
markets for agricultural products, and the
unshackling of life’s daily needs from un-
necesary and - paralyzing taxation. In
the last campaign the Republican party
had claimed that the farmers would be
benefited by protection. Yet after the
Republican victory the depression in ag-
riculture was greater thanever. Thede-
pression had followed a great protective
victory. It was not a temporary condition
that the country had to deal with. Farm
prices had not recovered sinee the panic
of 1873. The constant tendency in the
West had been downward since that
time, and today in every western city
and town there were signs reading:
“Eastern money to loan on improved
farms.” The avowed purpose of a pro-
tective tax was to prohibit competition,
by adjusting duties so high as to prohibit
importation, or sufficiently high to en-
able protected interests to advan~.  iua-
terially the grice of their wares. In-
creased profits to protected industries
were the legitimate result of the Republi-
can position. He then proceeded to
argue that it was not in the power of any
tariff to raise the price of any agricultural
product unless it could be seen that it
was_brought into competition with a
foreign article. Instead of having to
meet competition on our own soil, the
American farmers exported their produce
to supply the sgricuﬁ?xral deficiency of
European countries. In order toshow
that the farmers of the West met with
no competition from foreign countries, he
instanced the exportation of 90,000,000
bushels of wheat and the importation of

Each body passed a tariff bill, the effect
of which would be to reduce the revenue
to the actual needs of the government;
but both measures failed. In the cam-
paign of 1888 the two theories were pre-
sented to the American people, and after
a full debate on platform and in the
press a verdict was rendered in favor of
the Republican theory of taxation—a
verdict so pronounced as to wrest the
Presidency and the popular branch
of  Congress from the Democratic
party and confer them on the Re-
publican party. [Applause.] In the
measure the committee of ways and
means presented it had sought to execute
the popular verdict thus expressed and
to crystallze it into law. It had been
thought that the Democratic party would
acquiesce and permit the verdict to be
executed. But the Democratic party did
not propose to accept the people’s judg-
ment as final. The Democratic party 1
was again in opposition. The conflict of
1888 was to be renewed. It was again go-
ing before the people with an appeal that
they reverse their verdict of two years ago.
The Democratic party favored a tariff
for revenue;the;Republican party favored
a tariff for revenue, and protection not
incidental not accidental, but intentional.
A tariff for revenue only was a step to-
ward free trade, and the Republican
party was against it. [Applause.]
That party did not believe in imposing
a tariff on foreign products, the like of
which were not and could not be pro-
duced in this country. All such pro-
ducts ought to be admitted free of duty.
On this principle the committee has
materially enlarged the free list on its
bill. = If the committee had failed to
place on the free list a single article of
foreign production which could not be
produced in this country, it was an error
which the committee would be prompt to
remedy. If there was an article on the
free list the like of which could be pro-
duced at home, it was an oversight and
would be transferred to the dutiable list.
The bill was intended as a measure of
protection from the enacting clause to
the closing paragraph. [Applause.] If
there was a single provigion in it which,
in its workings, would inure to the
benfit of any foreign industry
to the detriment of our own,such
a provision was there by inadvertence,
and not by design. [Applause.] If there
was a section in the bill which would
bring disaster to any American industry
or pﬂralyze the arm of any laboring man
in the United States, such a section was
there by accident, and not by design.
[Applause,] The Democrats would put
wool on the free list, and expose
American wool growers to ruinous com-
ggmxon with the wools ct Australia and
uth America, and reduce the people of
this great nation to a dependence on
foreign countries for the very clothing on
their backs.

The rebate
allowed by the bill on boxes manufac-
tured in the United States was a mere
bagatelle. It would not even serve as a
sop to the box-makers. And why was
all this to be done? ‘Merely that
the orange growers of California
and Florida might have the exclusive
control of the home market, the de-
mands of which for a large portion of the
year they would be unabletosupply. The
people were to be deprived of cheap
oranges in order that in 10 years from
now Florida may have the privilege of
beginning to supply them, in the mean
time charging those who are able ta buy
at all such prices as the rapacity of the
growers or the conditions of the market
may compel them to pay. He then re-
viewed briefly and in a critical man-
ner the provisions to increase the
duty on tin plate, for a bounty
on sugar and to increase the duty
on Sumatra leaf. In conclusion, Mr,
Flower said: “It is the most objectionable
measure, in my estimation, that has ever
been offered as a solution of the tariff
question, a bill relieving few burdens,
creating new ones and adding to those
that already exist; and what I have said
upon it, though not mmfrehensive, is
enough to bring us to a full appreciation
of the legend that was found pinned to
the corpse of a victim of Judge Lynch in
a western territory: ‘He was a pretty
mean man in some respects, but he was
a blame sight worse in others.’

The inconvenience to the
travelling public will be very great and
the loss to the city large. The presence
of two such excellent hotels at the capital
has done more to build up tourist travel
than any other cause and if these hotels
are closed this travel will cease until
they open again, as there is no building
at present in Fredericton suitable for a
hotel, and if there was, who is going to
take the risk of runnipg it?

To be sure there has been some talk
of organizing a company for the purpose
of building and operating a proposed new
hotel. 'The originators of this project do
not seem to have much faith in the pay-
ing qualities of such a hovse, as they
have asked and it has been said were
promised an annual subsidy by several
prominent Scott Act men to assist in the
maintainence of such an establishment
if built. No one knows just now how
much there is in this, but it is generally
believed that it will end where it com-
menced-—in talk. ;

Opinion is considerably divided on the
results that have followed the pressing
of the convictions against Messrs Cole-
man and Edwards. As would be expect-
ed the friends of the gentlemen named
think that a great personal outrage has
been done them. On the other hand the
rabid Scott Act men who have pressed
for conviction rub their hands gleefully
and say the law has been vindicated and
justice done. These men are utterly re-
gardless of consequences and in many
instances have a very small stake in the
community.

Between the two extremes there is a
middle class—the majority of the bus-
iness men, who derive a large trade from
the hotels and their patrons, who see
that through the closing of the hotels
they will unquestionably lose a .part of
the closing of the hotels at all, and think
more moderation should be displayed.
But it is the voice of the extremes that
silences the cries of the moderate men.

Said a gentleman who was at one time

very strongly in favor of the Scott Act
and who still is a believer in the act, to
your correspondent, “Most of us thought
that when the court had decided that the
liquor sellers could be punished we had
gone far enough. We only wanted the
bars closed, and had no desire to see Mr.
Edwards or Mr. Coleman in jail. Our
desire was to prove the act workable and
to hold the convictions only to keep the
bar doors locked.
ever,” he coutinued, “that there is an ele-
ment among the friends of the Scott Act
who greatly desired that the two chief
offenders should be imprisoned—they
wanted them punished.”
In contradistinction to the views above
expressed your correspondent met a large
dealer in dry goods, who stated that in
his opinion the money brought into the
city E_v the hotels was not in any way
commensurate with the injury done by
them. He did not think a hotel was
any advantage to a city but rather the
opposite. He was in favor of pushing
the Scott Act right through and putting
it in force. He thought the Act was
workable and that the sale of liquor
could be stopped by it.

To the onﬁmker who is not financially
interested the situation is not without its
amusing phases. And in passing it may
be worth mentioning that even the im-
prisonment of three or four persons does
not prevent the open sale of liquor in
Fredericton and that it is no more diffi-
cult to buy a glass of spirits here than it
has been since 1879 when the act first
went into operation.

BRITAIN AND THE WORLD’S FAIR.
The American Tariff Bill May Prevent
English Exhibits.

Loxpox, May 10.—During a session of

received from the American Govern-
ment.

The New Brunswick lines which re-
ceive subsidies are five in number and
the aggregate amount of the subsidies
granted to them is $281,600. The Central
railway receives $14,400 for four and a
half miles from the head of Grand Lake
to the Intercolonial. This line is now in
operation from Norton to Chipman, and
it is to be presumed that the additional
subsidy will complete it. A subsidy of
$11,200 is given to a line 3} miles in length
from St. Stephen to Milltown; and $19.
200 for a line 6 miles in length from the
western end of the Woodstock and Cen-
terville Railway, subsidized two years
ago, to the International Boundary.
These,however, are but minor enterprises,
the principal subsidies going to lines
which form & new chain of
communication from Woodstock to
the city of St. John on the
west side of the river. The sum of
$96,000 is given for a railway 30 miles in
length, from Fredericton towards a point
on the New Brunswick railway, west of
Westfield. This line will be from 55 to
60 miles in length and will give the river
counties, what they do not now possess,
a ready means of access to the mar-
kets in winter. From Fredericton
to Gagetown the railway will follow
the river, and it is for this part of the line
that the subsidy is now given. As to the
lower end of the line, it is not yet decided
whether the line will follow the river
from Gagetown south or strike inland.
This watter will no doubt be settled be-
fore next year,when the government will
be asked to give the remainder of the
subsidy. A subsidy is also expected
from the Provincial government.

WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS.

HE TALKS OF NAPLES AS IT WASIN
THE TIME WHEN GODS WERE
HALF MEN AND MEN WERE DEMI
GODS.

Here Tiberius Hid Himself After the
Fall of Sejanus,—There Tasso was
Born—There Lie Pompeil and Hur-
enlanenm and the Tomb of Virgil.

Narees, ITavy, Apnil. 9. 1890.

There can be nothing more restful and
delicious than the trip by steamer from
Palermo, Sicily, across the Italian arm
of the Mediterranean to the bright and
slovenly, magnificent and detestable
metropolis of Italy, landlord-cursed,
nobility-housing, revolution-breeding,
lazzaroni-producing, retrogressive, yet
always progressive, Naples.
Aside from the soft and tender skies,
the landward perfumes which, despite
one’s highest efforts at mental activity
insiduously impel siesta and sleep, and
such intoxicating zephyrs thatone mno
longer wonders at the inspiration to an
art which left us the Farnese Narcissus,
the Venus of Capus, or Milo; the impalp-
able Echo turned to an eternal hnman
listener in countless forms by brush or
chisel, or as many matchless Dianas
bending over their white and slumber-
ful Endymions to kiss them back to con-
sciousness, all the way eastward toward
the Neapolitan shore the mind and heart
are marvellously wrought by the story of
the peoples and places of this wave-wash-
ed western peninsula-edge of ltaly.
The sky, air and sea are tenderly enthrall-
ing to the physical sense; but there is
an intensity of mental interest that fills
the soul of thought with as tender and
hushed a solemnity. In front of this
shore one stands face to face with human
tragedies of the densest of old world
populations and activities for 3,000 years;
indeed from a time when mythology tells
us gods were half men and men were
demigods, down past that almost incon-
ceivable reach of time in which the
very face of sea and earth were changed,
inumerable races and dynasties grew to
perfection and passed away. miracles of
cities were built, lost from sight,dug out
again and repeopled, and the splendid
yet pathetic Italy ofto-day sits buried
in bloom and vine above the half-known
monuments of a past no renaissance of
power and art can ever again produce.
The night, the sea, the balmy airs and
the glowing stars compel the mood for
these wonderous sweeps of thought-life,
resist them as you may. But when the
morning comes and sets just there before
you an hundred miles of storied shore—
the .sunny islands nearest, the back-
ground of green and purple mountains
with Vesuvius looming over all the splen-
did city of Naples, reaching its shining
arms to the right and left about the lu-
minous bay, and then a half hundred
cities and villages climbing the craggy
shore, like processions of cowled monks
pilgriming to as many mountain shrines
—the consciousness of presence and re-
ality, where in one’s thought throughout
the lifetime before all had been as a
vague and misty dream, stirs the mind
and heart magically to their profoundest
depths.
‘The first complete view of the Gulf
of Naples sweeps the thought to the time
when, even ages back ofthe peopling of
Naples, old Parthenope, by the Greeks,
the present conformation of shore, out-
stretching promontories, and farther
vine-clad islands was made by the ac-
tion of some monstrous prehistoric vol-
cano with a crater an hundred times as
vast as that possessed by either Etna or
Vesuvius to-day. This, rearing its head
above the sua, boiled and roared, perhaps
for other ages, and then sank back be-
neath the waves. The waters gleaming
above it to-day are those of the Gulf of
Naples. The broken volcano’s edges
still standing, mark the semircular
heights above the city of Naples, the
long, splendid arm sweeging around to
the south below which is Salerno Gulf, and
then, out to sea, are its outjuttings, show-
ing in Mount St. Dontanzo and the
island of Capri; while its northern rim is
outlined by the heights west of Naples,
Cape Misenum and the islands of Procida
and Ischia, breaking off grandly to the
southwest. More than three-quarters
of the rim is of this tremendous extinct
crater is thus clearly discerned. As late
as 1302 Mount Epomeo, in Ischia, hinted
of the olden volcanic furies by pouring
out destructive floods of lava; while,
dominating the eastern shore of the Gulf.
and marking the limits of volcanic action
on that side of the original mouth of
flame, Vesuvius has since stood, grim,
silent and a “burnt mountain” at the
time of Christ’s birth, but in the year
79 burning and crumbling into two
great divisions; and, though sending
forth no lava, belching such showers of
hot and wet ashes, as to hide splendid
Herculaneum and lordly Pompeii from
sight of human eyes for 1,800 years.
Naples itself faces the south along that
northern arm of the Gulf known as the
Bay of Naples; and you have a picture of
itsshape and contour if you will imagine
a tremendous checkered-back turtle
which bas crept down a steep bank to a
glowing waterside, to bask there in the
sun. Its wary head is the Castle dell’ Ovo.
Its fore legs stretched lazily around to
the eastand west. Itshind legs protrude
to the right and left in the countryward
streets of Saluto and Foria. = And its
shining tail is represented by the splen-
did height of Capodimonte behind, where
gleam the walls of that noble pile, the
Pallazo Reale. *See Naples and die,”
is a maxim which must have had its
origin in the mind of some enthusiast
who approached the city from the sea
To the north is the mountainous island,
Ischia, its circular shores banded with
picturesque villages, and fringed with a
network of fishers’ sails. Beyond, to the
east, lies Procida, dainty and smiling
and green. Then, Cape Misena walling
in the tiny gulf of Pozzuoli; with count~
less vineyards and villas between Naples
and the shore. To the south, wild and
rocky Capri, a string of pearl-like villages
threading the warm and glittering shores,
and again the outer frings of lazy sails.
Between it and the mainland promon-
tory, a magnificent view of the Gulf of
Salerno is had, with the spires and domes
of Salerno itself. Circling to the east
and north, across a foreground of bluest
waters and brightest sails is seen a mar-
velously beautiful shore, dotted by villa,
hamlet, church and shrine, -and then,
around to the north, with Vesuvius ever
sending forth its threatening smoke
above, lies the wonderfully entrancing
region of the dead cities—Castellam-
mare, Pompeii, and Herculaneum, the
latter but a two hours’ stroll from the
splendid city which reaches even to it
in thickly-settled environs embowered
in vines and flowers.

Within this still standing almost com-

plete circle of olden crater-rim what

majestic historic memories are awakened.

There where tiny Capri, the ancients’

“igsland of goats,” receives against its

headland walls the thunderings of the

Mediterranean, Tiberius lay concealed

nearly a year after the fall of Sejanus;

during the Napoleonic wars the island
was taken by the English and fortified
into another Gibraltar; and then retaken
by a brilliant coup-de-main of the dash-
ing Prince Murat. Sorrento, just around
within the mainland gulf edge, the
ancient Snrrentum of the Romans, is the
birthplace of immortal Tasso, who after
his glorious but inexpressibly sad and
pathetic career returned, disguised as a
wandering shepherd, and was welcomed
and adored by his devoted sister, Corn-
elia. Beyond, is Costellammare, now
the summer resort of the Neapolitan
aristocracy just as it was in ancient times
when Augustus,M Agrippa and Antonius
Pius sought the cool cloisters of its majes-
tic chestnut groves and enjoyed, as one
may now enjoy, the fragrance and delight
ofits orange groves and plantations of
mulberry, pomegranate, fig and olive;
and where the elder Pliny perished
while observing the Vesuvian eruption
which buried the city and with it Her-
culaneum and Pompeii. Buta few miles
further, between where the waters of the
river Sarna come tumbling through the
vineyards into the sea and the Bosco, or
Wooded Region of Vesuvius, stand the
silent walls of Pompeii, every avenue,
structure, monument tomb, palace and
habitation nearly as perfect and equally
as well directoried, as before its seven-
teen centuries of ailence beneath its ashy
pali. Herculaneum is found but a few
miles northward towards Naples. Around
on the other side of the gulf, Ischia,
dream of natural beauty and luxuriant
vegetation, was the Inarime of the
ancients. Beneath its volcanic Mount

Epomeo lay like Enceladus under Etna,
the giant Typhaus, transfixed by the
thunderbolt ~ of Jupiter, ever moaning,
and occasionally bellowing, in his awful
throes and pain. After Rome’s fall
1schia suffered untold vicissitudes. The
celebrated general, Marchesse Pescara,

was born in its castle. His sister the
brave and noble Constauce, heroically
defended it against the French forces of
Louis 11. And it was to Ischia that the
talanted Vittoria Colonna, wife of Pescara,
the platonic and poetical adorer of Mich-
eal Angelo, r-tired to mourn her kingly
husband’s loss. Procida, islet of houses
in glistening white, of the vine and
wine and fishermen, where, during the
festival of St. Michael in September, the
women don the olden Greek costume of
red and gold and dance the tarentella in
wierd and fantastic orgies, lies between

Cape Miseno. Then, Posilipo, “end of
care,” where the notorious glutton, Ved-
ius Pollio, built his wondrous epicurean
villa, afterwards possessed by Augustus.
But the real shrine here isabove Posilipo
among the leafy vineyards of the heights.
Here in a little vaulted chamber hardly
sixteen feet square another immortal
dreamed and wrote. There the Georgics
and /Eneid were composed, and here in
this old Roman columbarium, is the
tomb of the gentle Virgil. Thus at the
two extremities of the mainland head-
lands of the shining Neapolitan gulf
lived two of the divinest poets the world
has ever known—Virgil among the vines
upon the heights at the north; Tasso’ of
a later and sadder hour, among the chest-
nut-groves and olives of the south; intel-
lectual beacons of god-like power to shine
with undiminished flame from the twin
headland horns of this wondrous cres-
cent shore through all the cycles of re-
corded time.

So I believe it is more the mythologic,
historic and poetic associations with
which all the beantiful environs of Naples
are rife, a flavor of which cannot but at
some time and in some way be conjured
in the fancy of every traveler of sympath-

CARDIFF JUST LAID DOWN.

SIXTEEN ROUNDS WITH GODFREY
WERE ENOUGH FOR THE GIANT.

General Sporting Events—Tke Y. M. C.
A. Sports—Lacrosse and Baseball.

ProviDENCE, R. 1., May 8.—George God-
frey advanced another step_on the pugi-
listic ladder, when, at the Gladstone Club
to-night, he won the decision over Pat-
sey Cardiff, the Peoria giant. He won
the contest fairly, but Cardiff was as
strong when he lay down in the middle
of the sixteenth round as when he en-
tered the ring. _His left eye was closed
tight, but he had given as much punish-
ment as he received, when, without a
blow or push from his antagonist, he de-
liberately lay down and went through a
farcical attempt to get up.

At 9.15 o'clock the colored boxer God-
frey stepped under the ropes. Jimmy
Carroll and a trio of colored friends be-
gan fanning and sponging him at a furi-
cus rate. Cardiff, with Tom Kelly and
Dan Gill, was slow to follow, and it was
9.30 before Referee Billy Mahoney called
time for the opening of the battle. God-
frey stripped in perfect style. His dark
skin shone like ebony, and not an ounce
of superfluous flesh was counted in his 172
pounds. Cardiff was dressed in long,purple
tights, and looked 20 pounds heavier
than his dusky opponent, but he an-
nounced his weightas 176. = The fight:

First round—Cardiff stood ot} cool]y,
eyeing his opponent, and feinting _with
his left in an attempt to draw. A minute
and a half elapsed before a blow was
struck. Cardiff’s left shot out, and
George’s head went back from a hot one
on the nose. No return. Again the left
reached the mark, but Godfrey clinched
this time, and some fierce in-fighting en-
sued before they broke away. Godfrey’s
nose was bleeding when time was called.

Second round—Cardiff led short twice,
but the third time landed a good left
on the neck. A right hand on the ear
followed quickly, Godfrey returning on
the body. Cardift’s left again reached the
face, and blood trickled from a cut on
the black man’s eye. Godfrey feinted
the left and swung his right with force
on the Peoria man’s neck. Cardiff stag-
gered to the ropes, but recovered quickly.

Third round—Cardiff kept backing
away from the Boston man, waiting for
an opening. Cardiff caught George by
the legs with both hands and lifted him
from the ground, but let go without act-
ing foul. He got in a good left on God-
frey’s face as time was called. .

Fourth round—Godfrey started in to
make the pace. He sent in a fierce left

-on the body, and while Patsey was nurs-
ing the sore place, he caught a hard left
on the face. Three clinches and break-
aways with no damage followed. Car-
diff displayed great cleverness in duck-
ing and won much applause from the
spectators for his evasion of several wick-
ed rights from George. Cardiff had the
best of it when the clock struck.

Fifth round—Godfrey opened with a
left lead for the head, but was short.
Patsey rushed him to a clinch. Godfrey
out-classed Cardiff at in-fighting,and had
much the best of it while they were to-
gether.

Sixth round—Cardiff’s eye looked very
bad when they faced.

Seventh round—Godfrey was forcing
matters. His left reached Paisey’s bad
eye, and its effect on that organ was
rather ill than otherwise. They fought
to a clinch, and in the breakaway Car-
diffscored on the face.

Eight round—Cardiff reached the face
with his left in the first second, and fol-
Jowed with his righton the neck. The
blow brought Godfrey to his knees, but
he was up instanter and clinched his big
opponent. Cardiff just placed his left on
the chin as the clock struck.

Ninth round—A few exchanges, but
nothing of importance done in this one.

Tenth round—This was the hottest
round of the battle. From the call of
time the men were at it, punching, maul-
ing and fibbing. Godfrey bhad undoubt-
edly the best of it, and Cardiff was quite
weak wheh he went to his corner.

Eleventh round—Cardiff freshened
considerably, but his left eye was com-
pletely closed. He scored on the nose
with his right, but caught a stiff one on
the ear in return. Neither man was in
condition for rushing, ‘and the close of
round was tame.

Twelfth round—This round was & hot
Godfrey having a shade the best of it.

Thirteenth round—Cardiff was strong-
er, and seemed to have more confidence
in himself. Godfrey forced him to the
ropes and punched him on the sore eye
hard.

Fourteenth round—Godfrey led the
left and missed. Quickly recovering,
he swung the left and Patsey went spin-
ning towards the ropes from a blow on
the jaw.

Fifteenth round—Cardiff stood near
his chair, and ‘Godfrey crossed [the ring
and drove him out.

Sixteenth round—Godfrey scored a
light left. Light sparring followed, when,
to the infinite surprise of the spectators
and Godfrey, Cardiff performed a stage
fall and failed to get up until counted
ouf.

Godfrey was declared the winner.

The principals in the fight have both
good records. Godfrey is a Prince Ed-
ward Islander and was born 1853. Car-
diff in 1886 fouﬁxt Jobn L. Sullivan, and
owing to John L. breaking his arm over
Patsey’s head the latter managed to stay
the stipulated number of rounds.
