The meagre information available as 

to the disaster at San Francisco seems 
to indicate the area covered is the 
same as that affected by the earth­
quake early in the sixties and that of 
1876. To indicate this section to those 
unacquainted with San Francisco it is 
necessary to give a short physical 
description of the city.

San Francisco is situated on the east 
side of the peninsula, separating the 
bay of the same name from the Pa­
cific Ocean. It is a city of physical 
contrasts—steep hills and sànd dunes.
The former lie largely in the western 
portion, while the eastern is, in many 
parts, built on land recovered from the 
sea. The latter district has been affect­
ed by the earthquake, and present in­
dications tend to show that the area is 
restricted to this section.

Previous shocks did great damage to 
the district mentioned—that of 1876 
splitting the earth and throwing out C 
the fronts of buildings—although, as 
far as memory can state, there was no 
loss of life.

1FIRE SPREAD FOR MILES.
X Charles A. Bigger, of the Dominion 

astronomical observatory, Ottawa, 
reached the city last evening for the 
purpose of arranging for the equip­
ment and dispatch of the parties to be 
sent out by Canada to carry on the 
survey of the boundary during this 
season.

These parties will go north during 
the month of May; the first, in charge 
of A. J. Brabazon, will go to Takutat 
Bay, and operate in conjunction with 
Fremont Morse, of the United States 
coast and geodetic survey. These gen­
tlemen will measure base lines at suit­
able points on that section of the Pa­
cific Coast, probably at-Yakutat Bay 
and the mouth of the Alsek river. 
From these bases triangulations will 
be expanded so as to embrace all the 
principal peaks of the St. Elias range 
of mountains from Mount St. Elias to 
Mount Fairweather. The triangula­
tion stations, together with a sufficient 
number of subsidiary points, will be 
occupied by photogrammeters.

The data thus obtained will be ample 
for the definition of the geopraphical 
positions of the boundary peaks form­
ing this section of the boundary, and 
also for the construction of accurate 
topographical maps of this compara­
tively unknown region. Mr. Brabazon’s 
party will sail north on or about the 
1st cf May, and will remain in the field 
as long as practicable.

W. F. Ratz, who conducted an ex­
pedition up the Taku river the latter 
part of the season of 1905, will con­
tinue the work thus commenced. This 
party will also develop the topography 
of an unmapped region to the south of 
the Taku river.

A third Canadian party under J. 
Davidson Craig will probably be sent 
up Whiting river to develop the topo­
graphy between the Taku and Stikine 
rivers.

An American party under O. M. Le- 
iand will continue the surveys between 
the White Pass and the northern tri­
butaries of the Chilkat river, and 
White Fraser, with one assistant, will 
be attached to this party as the rep­
resentative of the British commission­
er for the identification of points on 
the boundary.

Mr. BiggerSvill return east about the 
1st of May, and continue the triangu­
lation of Canada, commenced last sea­
son.

1San Francisco, April 18.—The latest 
reports at police headquarters show 
that the entire district bounded by Val­
lejo, Howard, East and Sansome 
streets, embracing practically the en­
tire wholesale portion of the city, has 
been swept clean by the fire.

SWEPT BY FLAMES.

Oakland, Cal., April 18.—Earthquake 
and fire to-day have caused the great­
est calamity California has ever 
known. In San Francisco alone it is 
estimated that 1,000 persons have per­
ished, while as many more are suffer­
ing from injuries. The entire business 
portion of the city is in ruins, and the 
flames, owing to lack of water, cannot 
be checked except by the blowing up 
with dynamite of buildings in their 
path, and are plowing through the city.

It is utterly impossible at the present 
to estimate the property loss, for the 
extent of the conflagration cannot be 
told until, the fire has burned itself 
out. Thousands of persons are home­
less and many are huddled in 
parks and public squares beside 
household goods they were able to 
save. The city is under martial law 
and all the down-town streets are pa- 
troled by cavalry and infantry. De­
tails of troops are also guarding the 
banks.

A portion of the new city hall, which 
cost more than $7,000,000, collapsed, 
the roof sliding into the courtyard and 
the smaller towers tumbling down, the 
great dome being moved but not fall­
ing. The new' post office, one of the 
finest in the United States, was badly 
shattered.

The Valencia • hot^l, a four story 
v^ooden building, sank into the base­
ment, a pile of splintered timbers, 
under which were pinned many

occupants of the house. The basement 
was full of water and some of the 
helpless victims were drowned.

Scarcely had the earthquake ceased 
to shake when fires broke out simul­
taneously in many parts of the city. 
The fire department promptly re­
sponded to the first cal! for aid. but 
it was found that the water mains 
had been rendered useless by the un­
derground movement. Fanned by a 
light breeze, the flames quickly spread 
and soon several blocks were seen to 
be doomed.

Chicago, April 19.—Fire Insurance 
companies had about $250,000,000 at 
risk in the stricken city of San Fran­
cisco, the estimate being based on the 
premiums received in 1905. For years 
the Pacific coast has been the one sec­
tion of' country which could be depend­
ed upon for a steady profit year in and 
year out. San Francisco has been the 
best profit-producer on the coast. Its 
loss ratio for a period of years hps 
been the lowest, being less than 25 
per cent, of any city in the country, 
despite the unusual proportion of 
frame construction. As the result of 
this unusually favorable experience 
rates were low, and all the "fire insur­
ance companies wrote - liberally. On 
the other hand the proportion of in­
surance value was unusually small, 
partly because of thé confidence re­
sulting from ttye long immunity of 
heavy losses, and partly because there 
is no co-insurance clause in use there, 
as is the rule in other large cities, re­
quiring the owner to carry a certain 
proportion of insurancè to value.

The total San Francisco premiums in 
1905 was $2,598,540, of which $1,645,759 
was written in American companies.

In all probability a fund will be sub­
scribed in Victoria' in order to show 
in a practical way the sympathy felt 
here for those who have suffered owing 
to the calamity.

Vested interests 
in this country have a bulwark, in the 
division of power between a federal 
and a state system and in a written 
constitution, which vested interests in 
these other countries do not have. 
Elsewhere in the English-speaking 
world, wheçe self-government prevails, 
a single popular legislative body dom­
inates the situation, not even the 
courts being ultimately superior to its 
will. In the United States we have, in 
addition to two active and often an­
tagonistic legislative bodies, a judicial 
system which may nullify entirely the 
work of the legislature by its interpre­
tations of the written constitution. 
Under such circumstances it must 
seem quite inevitable that Australia, 
Canada and Great Britain should now 
show greater rapidity of movement in 
the paths of economic radicalism than 
the federal republic.”

What we purpose drawing attention 
to at the present time is the fact that 
although the findings of the United 
States Commission have just been 
made public, the federal government of 
Canada has already taken action to 
remedy the defects in the life-saving 
service so clearly revealed by the re­
sults of the. stranding of the steamer 
Valencia. When the subject was un­
der discussion in the Canadian House 
of Commons about a week ago Mr. 
Brodeur, who had but lately taken 
charge of the Marine and Fisheries De­
partment, said that the British Colum­
bia coast should be as well protected 
as any other, and the government 
would go to work vigorously. First, 
the coast will be resurveyed. A spe­
cial ship is to be built for the purpose, 
tenders have been called for, she will 
be constructed under the supervision 
of an officer from Britain, and she will 
be finished by the end of the year. The 
question of building a launch for close 
inshore work was under consideration. 
A surf-boat would be built. The Cape 
Beale light would be improved, and 
other improvements with regard to 
lights, whistling buoys, gas buoys, etc., 
would be pushed. A wrecking plant as 
good as those in-the St. Lawrence and 
off the coasts of the Maritime Pro­
vinces would be installed, and the ship 
which that plant would include would 
carry a surf boat. Wireless telegraphy 
would be installed. The question of a 
patrol boat was under consideration. 
With regard to the acceptance of Am­
erican certificates, some reciprocity 
had obtained, but the incompetent in­
spection and defective seamanship 
shown in the Clallam and Valencia af­
fairs might render it necessary to re­
consider this policy.

In pursuance of the policy outlined 
by Mr. Brodeur plans have already 
been prepared and tenders called for 
the construction of a survey ship, while 
the work on a surf boat and other 
appliances for lffe-saving purposes are 
already under way. The United States, 
which is more directly interested in the 
question than we are by reason of 
its larger shipping interests, has 
not begun to move at all. Wç cite these 
facts simply for the purpose of demon­
strating that our governmental ma­
chinery responds much more readily 
to the popular will than the machinery 
of government in the United States. 
It is not at all improbable that another 
winter will have arrived, bringing with 
it the season of danger to navigators, 
before the cumbrous wheels of Con­
gress have begun to turn out aids to 
navigation on the American side of 
these dangerous waters.

BLAZE AT GRAND FORKS.Probably it is because British Co- 
, i lumbia has such a plethora of concen­

trated solar energy in her forests and 
coal mines that so comparatively little 
attention is given by her public and 
business men to the question of water 
power. And perhaps it is because the 
forests of the East are nearly exhaust­
ed and that coal must be transported 
for long distances and the visible sup­
ply depends to such an extent upon the 
caprices of capital and labor, which 
have their periodical disagreements, 
that the matter of water power is the 
principal topic of discussion at the 
present time. The solution of the 
problem of long-distance transmission 
has also been a factor in directing at­
tention to the multifarious purposes 
to which the energy of falls and 
streams can be profitably applied and 
to the necessity of governments tak­
ing measures to preserve the interests 
of the public in such valuable proper­
ties. T^he province of Ontario has no 
coal, and is therefore dependent upon 
a certain supply from the bituminous 
sections of the United States for fuel 
used in manufacturing purposes. Hard 
roal is also one of the prime neces­
saries of life during the rigorous win­
ter season in all the Eastern sections 
of Canada, and this commodity must 
be imported from the anthracite re­
gions of Pennsylvania, this supply be­
ing also governed to a greater or less 
extent by the vagaries of capital and 
labor before-mentioned. For these rea­
sons it is not surprising that the possi­
bilities of the utilization of water pow­
er are engaging a vast deal of interest 
in Eastern Canada. The public there 
realizes that the practical application of 
this never-ending and unvarying nat­
ural power supply means its emancipa­
tion from many of the .Inconveniences 
of life and the removal of one of the 
principal handicaps to manufacturing 
development. Hitherto the proximity 
of .prolific coal measures to great beds 
of iron ore has always been predicated 
as one of the essentials to the profit­
able production of steel. These essen­
tials were found in the neighborhood 
of Pittsburg, Pa. Andrew Carnegie 
was one of the first men to compre­
hend the possibilities of the situation 
and to lay the foundation of his own 
fortune and the future of one of the 
greatest manufacturing cities of the 
world Upon them. But the world 
moves. New methods of converting 
iron ore into steel billets have been 
discovered. Under the latest discov­
eries and inventions electricity gener­
ated from water power can be applied 
with greater economy than the caloric 
contained in coal to the work of con­
version. There is iron ore in abund­
ance in Ontario, and that province is 
looking forward _ to the day—which 
cannot be far distant—when it will no 
longer be necessary to transport iron 
ore to Pittsburg, U. S. A., for treat­
ment and to import it into Canada for 
utilization in manufactures.

Canadians have so often been twitted 
upon the natural limitations of their 
resources, so frequently reminded in

the company’s mining claims.

“We had a poor season last year, due 
chiefly to the shortage of the water 
supply,” said M. de Lamare. But the 
returns which we got for the short 
time we were able to run showed con­
clusively that the claims are very rich. 
So in order to .secure a sufficient sup­
ply of water to tide over the dry 
seasons, I am taking an engineer north 
to report on a plan to construct a large 
dam across the outlet of an immense 
natural reservoir situated some dis­
tance up the valley of Boulder creek. 
The undertaking will also require the 
construction of a big flume down to the 
claims.

“In any event whether we build this 
reservoir or not, we intend to establish 
a more permanent camp and continue 
mining operations all winter in future. 
I expect to spend the next winter in 
Atlin directing operations. No. I do 
not think wre shall require thawing 
machines. I satisfied myself on that 
point before I left the north last fall. 
The winter work will be mostly tunnel­
ing. It will -enable us to get a vast 
quantity of pay dirt ready for hydrau­
lic operations as soon as we have the 
water in the spring."

Medical.—It Is through the medical 
work that the mission makes its first 
appeal to the men, and though at first 
there was a reserve shown which am­
ounted to almost a suspicion, that feel­
ing has been overcome; and. I think,
T may now say that we have their en­
tire confidence. The hospital at Rock 
Bay, which has been run jointly by 
this mission and the Victorian Order, 
has been kept busy from the beginning. 
The arrangement between the Victo­
rian Order and the mission is as fol­
lows: The building is owned by the 
B. C. Mills. Timber & Tradinz Com­
pany, the Victorian Order is respon­
sible for all the equipment of the hos­
pital and appointment of the nursing 
staff, and the mission is responsible 
for all running expenses, including 
salaries of all nursing staff ànd sur­
geon. Dr. Hutton has. done splendid 
work, and the men regard him as a 
surgeon second to none on the coast. 
The nurses, Miss Sutherland in charge,

Victorians will have a fish trap lo­
cated very near to the city this sea­
son. It will be at Clover Point, and 
will be put in by B. J. Short, of Van­
couver. Last year, it will be remem­
bered, application was made by Mr. 
Short to be given the necessary fore­
shore rights to put a trap at that 
place. This was not granted by the 
local government, the ground urged 
against it being that it was outside of 
the range within which the govern­
ment had decided to allow any rights.

Mr. Short exhausted every means to 
secure the privilege he sought, but 
without avail. , This season he has re­
newed his application, and has had the 
question brought before the executive. 
During the past two weeks the sub­
ject has been taken up by the govern­
ment, and after full consideration it 
has been practically decided to grant 
the application of Mr. Short.

The application has not been form­
ally granted yet, but the decision of 
the. government will ensure the erec­
tion of a trap at this point it is be­
lieved.

As the matter now stands the gov­
ernment has decided to consider an ap­
plication from Mr. Short for a fore­
shore lease. This means that if the 
application is in order in all respects 
that it will be granted. Mr. Short has 
made all his arrangements 'for the sea­
son, dependent upon the grant being 
made, so that there can be little doubt 
that the application will go in in or­
der, and will be granted therefore by 
the government.

Mr. Short is not in the. city at the 
-present time, and his exact plans are 
therefore not possible to get. He has, 
however, according to his atwn state­
ment, made definite arrangements for 
the year’s operations, and is prepared 
to push the work on the traps. The lo­
cation has always been considered by 
Mr. Short as a specially good one. It 
is believed that there is a good run of 
salmon close in to shore at this 'point, 
and that there should consequently be 
a good catch of fish during the season.

Church work.—It must be understood 
that in so large a district and with a 
population so varied in creed and na­
tionality, it is very difficult to intro­
duce church work in the way of regu­
lar church services, and not always 
judicious even -ythen possible. I have 
found by experience that it is never 
well to push church services upon peo­
ple who are not prepared for them.

Two witnesses on the Queen swear to 
a discussion between the Queen and 
the Czar as to this question of life up­
on the wreck, and if this discussion 
actually took place, it, of course, must 
have raised at least

A Question of Doubt 
in the mind of the captain of the Czar. 
The commission believes that on the 
evidence as submitted to it the captain 
of the Czar had sufficient information, 
either of his own or from the Queen, 
to raise a doubt at least in his mind 
as to this point. The Salvor had no 
conversation with the Queen, and act­
ed solely upon what the Czar told her.
A witness who was present on the Sal­
vor testified thus, the transcript of 
testimony, questions and answers, 
reading as follows:

Q. I am after this point, captain : 
The Queen told the Czar emphatically 
that there was life on the wreck: the 
Czar came and reported to the Queen 
that there was not, and the Queen said 
there was. Now, did the Czar report 
to you what the Queen said about it? 
—A. No, sir.

Q. Said nothing about the belief of 
the Queen?—A. No: not at that time.

Q. Did she later on?—A. Tes: at 
Bamfleld.

Q. WhEtt did she say at Bamfleld?— 
A. Captain Troupe was talking with 
Captain Christensen, and I was on 
deck alongside of him, and Captain 
Christensen stated emphatically that 
he could not see any signs of life on 
the wreck; and he mentioned then that 
they had spoke about it on the Queen, 
and said that they had heard three 
shots fired.
rather put out about it, and he went 
in to speak to the others on board 
about it—Captain Cox and Mr. Bullen. 
Pilot Campbell was standing on the 
deck of the tug, and I asked him, and 
he seemed to have some doubt as to 
life being on board the ship. As so^n 
as I knew that I told Captain Troupe, 
“Campbell is not so sure as to whether 
there is life on the vessel or not.” 
“Well,” Captain Troupe said, “if there 
is any doubt about it we will just -get 
to work.” So we formed our rescue 
party right then and sent the Czar 
for the whaler.

Captain Troupe, referred to in the 
above conversation, was in charge of 
the Salvor, Captain Christensen mas­
ter of tile Czar, and Campbell pilot of 
the Czar.

These men, the officers of the Czar 
and the Salvor, are Canadian citizens, 
and the commission does not deem it 
proper to criticize the conduct of other 
than American citizens, but considers 
that its duty has been done in this 
matter when it has stated what it be­
lieves to be the facts.

’7. From the personal examination 
made by the commission of the steam­
boat inspection service at Seattle and 
the officers thereof, and from the re­
sults of the very thorough reinspection 
by naval officers detailed for .that pur­
pose of thirty-five vessels coming into 
the port of Seattle about the time of 
the hearings there, the commission 
finds, with a fe.w minor exceptions, 
that the conditiop of the

Steamboat Inspection Service 
at this port is excellent in point of effi­
ciency.

S. Reserving the most important con­
clusion for the last, the commission de­
sires to emphasize, as the primary and 
greatest cause of the loss of life, the 
defective state of the aids to naviga­
tion and preservation of life in the 
shape of lighthouses, fog signals, life­
saving equipment and means of com­
munication in the vicinity of the 
wreck.

Owing to the peculiar weather condi­
tions at the entrance to the straits, 
the Valencia was navigating in a haze 
which prevented her from seeing the 
lights, while at Cape Flattery light it­
self the weather was clear and the fog 
signals were not sounding; in other 
words, the most important light in this 
entire course, to wit, that on Cape 
Flattery, is not placed in the zone 
where, by reason of the fog and the 
thick weather, the greatest danger lies.

The nearest United States lifesaving 
station is on the south side of Gray’s 
harbor, 110 miles away from the wreck, 
and therefore absolutely inadequate to 
cover this dangerous locality.

The telegraphic communication from 
Cape Flattery and Neah Bay are of 
the most precarious kind, the wires 
being strung on trees and continually 
out of order through falling trees and 
other accidents, and when needed to 
secure tugs from Neah Bay to go to 
the wreck the wires were out of order.

This part of Vancouver Island is 
substantially an almost impenetrable 
wilderness, with nothing of civilization 
in the interior in this vicinity and only 
a few inhabited points along the coast. 
Almost a similar condition exists on 
the coast of the state of Washington, 
though somewhat more inhabited.

In order to satisfy the just desire of 
the public in regard to all details of 
this disaster, the commission has, as 
above indicated, stated its belief as to 
any points where lack of human effort 
or errors in judgment on the part of 
private individuals contributed to loss 
of life, but when all that is possible 
has been said in this direction, it must 
be frankly admitted that by far the 
greater part of the responsibility for 
such loss of life lies upon fundamental 
natural conditions inherent in this lo­
cality, and that the

Extent of This Disaster 
was in large measure due to the per­
manent and unavoidable perils of the 
sea; that the question is by far more 
one of navigation and the safeguard­
ing of our coast and the waterways 
than of anything else, and that the 
only source from which any substan­
tial correction of such evils can come 
is the federal government. Therefore, 
earnestly holding this belief, the com­
mission has hereinafter set forth its 
recommendations for action by the 

pos- government.
It is necessary and proper to estab­

lish responsibility in connection with 
this disaster and to censure any who 
may have been in fault, but this will 
not restore the lives of the victims nor 
will it protect passenger traffic in the 
future. If such a terrible disaster 
must occur, it must be regarded pri­
marily in the nature of a lesson for the 
future—a lesson not to be disregarded 
—and if the government, acting upon 
this lesson, shall make all reasonable

drew 17 feet, the presence of the 
Queen, which drew 21 feet, was no 
longer of any use, as she was unable 
to go in as shallow water as the To- 
pelja, and, being a larger vessel, was 

easily handled, and that, inasmuch 
as only one vessel was needed there, 
the Topeka was the one that should 
have remained. This argument shows 
the error of their entire position.

There was need for as many vessels 
there as could be gotten. When the 
Topeka arrived alongside the Queen, 
the Queen had not, by reason of the 
haze, seen the wreck for nearly an 
hour. The immediate question was, 
therefore, not one of rescue, but of 
finding the wreck; and, as a matter of 
fact, the Topeka during the rest of that 
afternoon patrolled a beat of six or 
eight miles up and down the coast over 
and over again in the vain attempt to 
find the wreck. Furthermore, Messrs. 
Logan and Daykin testified that

When the Wreck Broke Up, 
about an hour after the departure of 
the Queen, a number of those still re­
maining on the wreck and all having 
life-preservers on, floated out to sea. 
It is obvious, therefore, that had the 
Queen remained, twice as much ground 
could have been covered by the patrol 
in the attempt to find the wreck, and 
the officers of the Queen had the best 
knowledge of where the wreck was, 
and thus there would have been more 
than double the chajice of finding the 
wçeck, and also this would would have 
doubled the chance of picking up some 
of the survivors floating seaward from 
the wreck.

It might easily have happened that 
while the Topeka was engaged in her 
vain search westward, the Queen, had 
she been there, might by going in the 
other direction, have located the wreck 
again and picked up a number of these 
last victims. It is, of course, impos­
sible to say whether the retention’ of 
the Queen at the scene of the wreck 
would have saved many lives, but it is 
equally hard to see why, under the 
circumstances and in view of the pos­
sibilities, she was not ordered to re­
main.

5. The officers of the Topeka never 
saw the wreck, and therefore could 
take no means of rescue. The officers 
of the Queen, however, were in sight of 
the wreck for about an hour/ (during 
part of which time they were occupied, 
it is true, with conversations with the 
Czar), and the question of sending 
boats to the wreck was discussed by 
the officers of the Queen and the mas­
ters and pilots on board, and was 
unanimously decided in the negative. 
This failure to make an attempt to 
send boats to the w^eck, or to 

Drift a Raft to It,
or to get a line to it, raises a question 
which, of all others, the commission 
found most difficult to decide. Un­
doubtedly the sea was of .considerable 
strength and the coast dangerous, 
there being apparently a continuous 
line of breakers between them and the 
Valencia.

Unquestionably the men on board the 
Queen, as a matter of common human­
ity ,desired to do the best they could 
to Wfect
sition could have felt otherwise. On 
the other hand, from the incontestible 
experience of the boat and the liferafts 
from the Valencia, the commission be­
lieves that there was a fair chance of 
establishing communication with the 
wreck either by way of boats or by 
drifting a raft to her, but the men of 
the Queen knew nothing at the time 
of the experience of these rafts, and 
there was doubtless considerable justi­
fication from their standpoint for their 
belief that the establishment of this 
communication was practically impos­
sible.

It was practically the unanimous 
opinion of a large number of witnesses 
that Jhe ordinary lifeboat could have 
been safely taken in toward the wreck 
as long as they kept outside of the line 
of breakers. Outside of this line the 
sea was not combing or breaking, and 
small boats would have been perfectly 
safe. This line of breakers was prob­
ably not more than 100 to 200 yards 
out from the bow of the Valencia. 
Had the Queen and the Topeka both 
remained on' the spot, and had the 
wreck been again located, a number of 
boats might have been held just out­
side the line of breakers, and some of 
the 'survivors drifting seaward would 
have been picked up. Furthermore, 
had this close approach been made to 
the line of breakers with the boats the 
men in them might have seen reason 
to change their opinion that a boat 
could not be gotten through the break­
ers, and a rescue might have thus been 
attempted directly to the wreck. More­
over, had boats been thus sent to the 
line of breakers before the wreck was 
again located, its location might have 
been ascertained in this way. But for 
some reason

upon a modem passenger vessel, but 
it certainly took place in this case, 
and the commission has reason to be­
lieve that other masters are occasion­
ally guilty of similar methods—In navi­
gating, as one master testified, by 
“horse sense,” which is not a satisfac­
tory substitute for accurate informa­
tion when human lives are concerned.

C. C. Chipman, of Winnipg, chief 

commissioner of the Hudson's Bay 
Company, is in the city. He is staying 
at the Oak Bay hotel, where Mrs. 
Chipman and the members of his fam­
ily have spent the greater part of the 
winter. Mr. Chipman was seen at the 
hotel last evening by a reporter of the 
Times. He says that his trip to the 
coast at this time is one of his regular 
ones made for the purpose of inspec­
tion, etc. His visit he says has no spe­
cial significance.

Mr. Chipman will speqd a few more 
days here and it is quite evident that 
he laments the approach of the day 
when he will have to leave, for no 
visitor to the city Is more enthusiastic 
in his praises of the charms of Vic­
toria- than the chief commissioner of 
the Hudson’s Bay Company. It will 
be, remembered that when he was in 
Victoria over a year ago he gave the 
Times an interview in which the beau­
ties of the city and its advantages as 
a residential and tourist centre were 
extolled. There can be no doubt that 
that interview, which was freely copied 
in the papers of Manitoba, had a very 
appreciable effect in inducing many of 
the visitors from the prairies who came 
here this winter to make the trip. Mr. 
Chipman is undoubtedly one of the 
best immigration agents that the city 
of Victoria has.

When he was asked last evening 
when he would be leaving the city it 
was with an air of sadness that he 
announced that he could spend only a 
few more days here. The sequel was 
found in the question, by him, “Isn’t 
this a lovely spot?” No one in the Do­
minion of Canada has had better op­
portunities than Mr. Chipman to form 
a relative estimate of the advantages 
of the different parts as places of resi­
dence. That he puts Victoria in the 
very front rank there can be no ques­
tion, as he has selected it as the place 
where his wife and family shall spend 
the winters.

Mr. Chipman confirms the news that 
there is a very rapid development of 
the prairie sections of the Dominion. 
He expects to see considerable work 
done on the Grand Trunk Pacific this 
coming summer. The roadbed frotn 
Portage la Prairie to the Touchwood 
Hills is practically ready for the rails 
now, and he thinks that there will be 
no time lost in extending the road this 
season.

The commission appointed by Presi­
dent Roosevelt to investigate 
wrecking of the Valencia has made 
public its report. The commission” sat 
in Seattle, it will be remembered. The 
conclusions reached are similar in sev­
eral points to the finding of the Can­
adian commission. The finding is sum­
marized as follows by the commission:

1. The Valencia went ashore through 
the faulty navigation of Capt. John­
son, her master.

He appears to have been a man of 
good character, sober, and with a good 
reputation as a seaman, but his man­
agement of the vessel on this trip was 
sasatisfactory on several points, as 
follows :

(a) He acted upon the singular be­
lief that his log was “overrunning 6 per 
cent.,” a belief that would have been 
justified only upon the ground that 
both the current and the wind were 
against him, whereas the wind was 
certainly nearly aft, and it is common 
knowledge among all masters along 
this coast that at tftis time of year the 
normal current flows toward the north­
ward and accordingly with the course 
of the vessel, both of which facts 
would make the vessel go faster over 
the ground than through the water, 
and the log would, therefore, fail to 
register the entire progress of the ves­
sel over the ground, and thus the log 
would underrun, if anything, rather 
than overrun. '

(b) Although he saw no land or 
lights with certainty after passing 
Cape Mendocino at 5.30 a. m. Sunday, 
he did not commence to take sound­
ings until 6 p. m. Monday, thirty-six 
hours later, when his last definite point 
of departure was at least 450 miles be­
hind him.

(c) Even after he began to take 
soundings, he did not take them with 
sufficient frequency. He

Did Not Interpret Correctly
the soundings taken, and, so far as 
can be ascertained, he spent very lit­
tle time in comparing the soundings 
with his chart, and did not carefully 
study them, as he should.

(d) Such soundings as he got might 
not have shown him where he was, but 
if properly studied they would at least 
have demonstrated the fact that he 
was not where he thought he was, and 
that he should be on his guard. It is 
a peculiarity of the bottom along this 
course that if a vessel is proceeding as 
she should when approaching Umatilla 
lightship from the south and from 
there up to Cape Flattery, she will get 
a definite line of soundings of no great 
depth, varying from twenty-five to 
fifty fathoms, and as soon as she 
passes Cape Flattery and it becomes 
time to turn sharply to the east into 
the-entrance of the straits the bottom 
suddenly drops off on the correct course 
to a much greater depth, giving sound­
ings ranging from 120 to 180 fathoms : 
and any master who has maintained 
proper relations to the coast before 
passing Umatilla lightship and is get-- 
ting a continuous line of shallow 
soundings, keeping between the twenty 
and the fifty-fathom curve, will have 
his position indicated to him with sub­
stantial certainty. When he gets over 
this “hole” and finds this line of deep 
soundings, he will then know that he 
can be in but one place and that 
place is the entrance to the straits, 
and he can then turn eastward and 
proceed down the straits.

Capt. Johnson failed utterly to get 
any such line of calculations, and, not 
getting them, he should have been put 
very much on his guard. It is a 

Matter of Mere Geography, 
as he very well knew, that his north­
ward course, if continued, must ulti­
mately run him ashore on Vancouver 
Island. He knew that the coast of 
Vancouver Island was somewhere dead 
ahead of him, lying like a long wall 
almost directly across the northward 
eoui%e that he was maintaining in com­
ing from San Francisco. The safety 
of any vessel on this course which in­
tends to enter Puget Sound depends 
upon its making the turn at the pro­
per time. The entrance to the straits 
is about twelve miles wide, and a 
master makihg this northerly trip 
knows that he must either J.urn and 
find this twelve-mile entrance, or, if 
he continues his course, go ashore on 
Vancouver Island.

With this certainty, therefore, that 
Vancouver Island is somewhere dead 
ahead on the northern trip, ordinary 
regard for the safety of passengers re­
quires that the utmost caution should 
be exercised when approaching this en­
trance, and if there are any indica­
tions, either through soundings or cur­
rent, fog or haze, which create a doubt 
as to the vessel’s actual position, the 
vessel should be laid to or headed out 
to open sea until its position can be 
absolutely determined, 
the remoteness of Capt. Johnson's last 
point of departure, the well known un­
certain character of the currents, the 
deflecting effect of the wind and sea, 
and the peculiar nature of the sound­
ings he got, he should have taken this 
prudent course.

Such action Capt. Johnson failed to 
take, and upon his improper naviga­
tion in this respect must rest the prim­
ary responsibility for the disaster.

It seems very clear from the evi­
dence, as well as from the experience 
of expert masters, that Capt. Johnson 
was navigating the vessel in an

Unscientific and Crude Fashion, 
not availing himself of accurate means 
of information, but depending appar­
ently more on his general belief that 
the vessel would agrrive at the mouth 
of the straits at a certain time, based 
probably on his previous experience on 
this run. This haphazard method of 
navigation seems almost incredible

(gi As soon as the vessel struck, in-
in theirthe boatsstead of leaving the 

checks, where they would not be inter­
fered with by the passengers, he 
directed them to be lowered to the 
saloon rail, and thus made it possible 
for them to be taken possession of by 
the passengers and

Unskilfully Lowered Away 
in the contusion, and, although he 
ordered the boats when lowered to be 
lashed to the rail, he took no steps to 

that this was done or to protect 
the boats from the inrush of passen-
see

gers.
To thus place the boats within thg 

reach and control of excited passengers 
would have been justifiable only if he 
had had a crew perfectly traind to 
handle and guard the boats, and the 
crew training required for such an 
operation would be rarely found on any 
merchant vessel, and certainly did not 
exist on the Valencia. Considerable 
allowance, however, must be made for 
the desire of the captain to take 
prompt action.

Capt. Johnson’s conduct after the 
vessel struck and the boats had been 
lowered was satisfactory, and he ap­
parently did all he could for the safety 
and comfort of his passengers, and 
showed courage and judgment.

The commission regrets that it is 
obliged to criticise the actions of a 
man who went down with his ship, and 
who is unable to defend himself; but 
for the complete understanding of this 
disaster and the proper establishment 
of the

PURCHASER UNABLE TO
OBTAIN SHIPMENTS

Although Mills are Running Overtime 
the Demand Much Exceeds the 

Available Supply.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Ivan D. Smith, of Montreal, is one of 

the few dissatisfied visitors to British 
Columbia.

His cause for displeasure is some­
what unique. Since January 8th he 
has been going from pillar to post all 
over the province trying to place or­
ders for lumber to be shipped East, but 
the mills cannot handle them. He is 
prepared to negotiate for several mil­
lion feet but cannot obtain delivery.

The firm he represents requires an 
enormous amount of lumber for rail­
road and dock construction and has 
been forced to look to British Columbia 
for all the large sizes.

Speaking to a Times representative 
this morning he said: “There is room 
to-day for a lot more mills in this 
province. The Eastern market con­
tinually requires large dimension lum­
ber, and for anything over 8x12 we 
have to look to British Columbia or 
the yellow pine districts of the Mississ­
ippi. But your timber is preferred, and 
I wish I could place the orders I have 
on hand for lumber of this description. 
There is a large amount of railroad 
construction going on in the East, with 
much more coming in the near future, 
and practically all the large timbers 
for bridges, trestles and docks will 
have to be obtained from the Pacific 
Coast. Although much handicapped 
by freight rates of $22.40 per thousand 
on timber costing $11 or $12, the market 
is open for B. C. millmen and I see no 
possible reason why the present pros­
perity of the lumber industry should 
not continue for many years to come. 
I have been talking with many of your 
lumbermen, almost begging them to 
take orders for 10 or 15 carload lots, 
but they yearly all refuse, saying, ‘We 
could fill the order all right but some­
one else would have to wait.1

“I am going to the mainland to-night 
and will make a further trial there to 
place my orders, but can hardly hope 
to do so.

“In British Columbia you have for­
ests of large timber unequalled any­
where in the world, and the insatiable 
maw of the East will be glad to obtain 
all the B. C. toothpicks available.”

Speaking of prices, Mr. Smith said, 
“I think the high-water mark has been 
reached in the boom following the pro­
hibition of exportation, but see no rea­
son why present values will not be 
maintained for three or four years at 
least. The whole stretch of the Do­
minion as far East as Toronto is open 
to exploitation and, as I said before, 
the enormous amount of construction 
going on and projected for the near 
future will provide a market of un­
equalled dimensions. East of Toronto 
the supply available in the maritime 
provinces and cheap water carriage 
from the other side mitigate against 
B. C. controlling the market, but surely 
there is enough available to fulfil the 
aspirations of the most optimistic lum­
berman.”

Capt. Ejnar Mikkelson, the Arctic 

explorer who is fitting out an expedi­
tion in this city to go in search of 
scientific information about the frozen 
regions of the far north, is in great 
spirits to-day.

Read in Zion. MEMBERS OF CHURCHIK E EOS!EMIT Chicago, April 16.—General Overseer 

Voliva produced the first of his batch 
of documentary evidence to-day by 
which he hopes to confound John Alex­
ander Dowie and his followers.

Guantanamo, Cuba, April 16. — A 
board of inquiry appointed by Rear- 
Admiral Romsley D. Evans, command- 
er-ln-chief of the United States Atlan­
tic fleet, to-day began an investigation 
of the cause of the explosion on Aprjl 
13th on board the battleship Kearsage, 
when the crew were engaged in target 
practice off Culebra island, resulting in 
the death of two officers and five men.

Very little information regarding the 
accident is obtainable here and no 
member of the crew of the Kearsarge 
will be allowed ashore for the present.

When the correspondent of the Asso­
ciated Press first boarded the ship to­
day, all information was absolutely re­
fused, but later a I|ew details of the 
disaster were obtained.

The explosion, it appears, took place 
in the forward upper turret of the bat­
tleship while a charge was being ram­
med in the breach of a 13-lnch gun. 
While this was being done, it was fur­
ther asserted, . connection was acci­
dentally made with the electric firing 
apparatus and the explosion occurred. 
Lieut. John M. Hudgins, one of the 
two officers killed, was In charge of the 
firing party, and Lieut. Joseph W. 
Graeme, who succumbed to his injuries 
on April 14th, was attached to the ar­
mored cruiser Maryland and was act­
ing as umpire. He was taken on board 
the Maryland and died there.

That radical changes are contemplat­
ed in connection with the Esquimau 
defences is demonstrated by the work 
that has been under way during the 
past few weeks. The elaborate system 
of submining which stretched from a 
point on this side of the entrance to 
the harbor to Rodd Hill has been com­
pletely removed, and the cables and 
other paraphernalia, replaced in stores.
It is understood that when the Dom­
inion government tdok control of the 
Work Point station all the defences 
were included in the transaction. 
Therefore whether or not the dismantl­
ing of the mines, which practically 
made a successful entrance to the har­
bor on the part of one or more vessels 
impossible, is the first evidence of the 
policy of the Federal authorities can 
only be conjectured.

It is perhaps unnecessary to say that 
during the regime of the Imperial gov­
ernment at Esquimau the forcing of 
the waterway m question was rendered 
impracticable by the system which has 
recently been removed.

Attached to them 
at irregular intervals were mines the 
explosion of a single one of which 
would lift the strongest battleship 
afloat out of the water. These were 
so placed that the harbor was consid­
ered impregnable. The mines, of which 
there were between eighteen and 
twenty, were not arranged in a hap­
hazard manner, Put placed in certain 
spots obtained after careful and most 
exact mathematical calculation. Those 
acquainted with all the intricacies of 
the system state that it would have a 
wanton waste of life and property for 
an enemy’s Ship to have attempted to 
enter during either the day or night 
unless the garrison were surprised 
away from their posts, a contingency 
not likely to occur during periods 
when emergencies were likely to arise. « 

These submarine mines were not of 
the mechanical kind which remain 
some distance under water and ex­
plode when coming m contact with a 
ship. They were controlled from what 
was known as the test house at one 
of the forts. As the vessel approached 
one of the soldiers detailed for the 
duty simply followed it along its course 
with a telescope keeping the instru­
ment carefully trained upon its bow. 
Sooner or later it was bound to reach 
the fatal spot, and then a pin attached 
to the telescope automatically connect­
ed the battery and the result. In case 
of actual warfare, can be better Im­
agined than described.

Outfits are now being sent out to be- tions 
gin operations on all these lines, and 
work will be in full blast within the 
next fortnight. The right-of-way for 
the Teulon and Winnipeg Beach exten­
sions has already been cut, so that 
the graders will not be delayed with 
their work. A good deal 'of this work 
has been sub-let to local contractors.

Mr. McArthur will begin at once or­
ganizing his forces for the Grand 
Trunk Pacific work between • Winnipeg 
and Superior Junction, which is the 
biggest contract let in this part of the 
Dominion since the construction of the 
G. P.. R., and by May 1st he hopes to 
have several sections of the road under 
construction. Work will be commenc­
ed at points along the route where out­
fits and supplies can be got in from 
the C. P. R. by water. The furthest 
point that the Grand Trunk Pacific 
line runs from the C. P. R. is 25 miles, 
and at convenient distances there are 
waterways which can be utilized for 
taking in supplies without excessive 
labor or cost. The first section will 
begin about five miles east of Winni­
peg, the second at Molson, where the 
C. P. R. is crossed, the third at a 
point on the Winnipeg river north of 
Kenora, the fourth north of Dinorwic, 
and at other places about equi-dis- 
tant where rivers or lakes are vail- 
able for transportation.

Between seven and eight thousand 
men will be employed on this work, 
which has to be completed by October 
1st, 1907. Mr McArthur does not an­
ticipate any difficulty in securing suf­
ficient men. He feels assured the tre­
mendous immigration to Canada will 
solve the labor problem in this connec­
tion, as a large percentage of the new­
comers will be glad to get work before 
going on land, in order to earn enough 
money to enable them to start farm­
ing with necessary equipment.

With the exception of the Manitoba 
end of the line nearly all the work em- 
braceed by the contract is rock, but it 
is not as heavy as that encountered' on 
the C. P. R. between Winnipeg and 
I,ake Superior. The work will be sub­
let in large sections to responsible con­
tractors.

Williamsted, April 16.—Passengers 
arriving here to-day from Venezuela 
say that the action of General Castro 
in retiring from the presidency in 
favor of Vice-President Gomez, is not 
clearly understood in Venezuela, but 
the general opinion seems to be that 
his retirement is only temporary. Gen. 
Castro has gone away as private citi­
zen unattended and paying his fare on 
the railroad. His wife has gone an­
other way, and the former president’s 
sister arrived here to-day. The resig­
nation of the Venezuelan president is 
also causing some speculation, 
ministers retired when Castro gave up 
the reigns of power, but Gomez has not 
appointed a new cabinet, and therefore 
the old ministers have retained their 
portfolios.

They 
generally say that Castro is sick, but 
they hesitate to give their opinion of 
his retirement from the presidency.

About a dozen arrived on thecoast.

Viscount Aoki, as mentioned in yes­
terday's issue, is on his way to Wash­
ington as first Japanese ambassador to 
the United States. He is an elderly 
gentleman of medium height and with 
his long iron grey beard looks more 
like a German savant than a Japanese 
diplomat. He gave an interesting in­
terview to a Times representative and 
displayed a wide knowledge of affairs 
on this side of the Pacific.

After expressing the thanks due the 
Dominion government for the ship­
ment of flour sent to the famine suffer­
ers be said: “The present crop of rice 
is looking most satisfactory, and by 
September all traces of starvation 
should be removed. The government 
have instituted public works for the 
relief of distress, and although there 
is a large amount of suffering it is 
gradually being reduced.

“The most important political topic 
at present is the nationalization of 
railways. The government has de­
cided to take over the lines of seven­
teen companies and run them as pub­
lic works. There is also under discus­
sion the reduction of term of military 
service, but nothing has as yet been 
decided.

“The army in Manchuria is gradu­
ally being withdrawn and only two 
divisions will remain as a permanent 
garrison. One division will also remain 
in Korea. The ports stipulated by 
treaty will be opened on May 1st. The 
dissatisfaction with the terms of peace 
is gradually subsiding and the govern­
ment is devoting its attention to do­
mestic affairs.

distance telephone message from his 
uncle, the ex-Governor of Hawaii, rep­
resented to be in San Francisco, to the 
effect that if he would come to the Bay 
City a sum sufficient to liquidate his 
indebtedness in Portland would be 
forthcoming, the secretary advanced 
Dole another $100, which made a total 
of $300 advanced by Martindale.

Dole, on receiving this money, left 
Portland, accompanied by his wife. In 
the meantime several local individuals 
and business firms are especially anxi­
ous to locate the couple.

Doie is described as being a man of 
about 5 feet 9 inches in height, weight 
about 145 pounds, light broWn hair and 
eyes, very thin and cadaverous in ap­
pearance; is smooth shaven, hollow 
cheeks, long, bony fingers, is a smooth 
talker, and claims to hail from Los 
Angeles.

His wife is a well-developed woman 
of o feet 7 inches, and weighs about 175 
pounds. She has dark hair, blue eyes 
and full rosy cheeks, and is about 30 
years of age, and claims New York 
city as her home.

Mrs. Vieth died some time ago, and 
a family of three survive him—two 
sons and a daughter. The children are 
residing in Halifax, where they are at­
tending school. A brother of the de­
ceased lives ir. Cariboo, being employ­
ed in the Cariboo hydraudic mines, 
operated by J. B. Hobson.

Mr. Vieth was very popular in the 
district in which he lived. He was ever 
ready to assist the miners who might 
be in difficulty, and these will sadly 
miss him. He had been very success­
ful in business himself, and many a

Proposal Made Before the' Council of 
That Body This Morning.

The council of the board of trade met 
this morning. There was a very full 
attendance. The special object of the 
meeting was to meet Arthur Davis, 
who had a proposition to put forward 
related to the present forward move­
ment in connection with Victoria’s af­
fairs. Mr. Davis submitted a series of 
resolutions, which he intends to move 
at the next meeting of the board. The 
first of these resolutions was as fol­
lows:

“That a committee be formed con­
sisting of twenty-five members of the 
board of trade to deal especially with 
the progress of Victoria and Van­
couver Island from a commercial, fin­
ancial and educational point. The 
said committee shall have power to 
appoint five sub-cimmittees under the 
following headings and duties:”

The duties of these sub-committees 
are then fully set forth, each of them 
to consist of five members. They are 
under the following he^ds : Financial, 
land, iron and coal, timber and fisher­
ies. The duties of these committees in 
short is to gather and disseminate the 
information collected.

The other resolutions were as fol­
lows :

“That in the next issue of the an­
nual report space shall be given to a 
tabulated statement of the bank re­
turns for Victoria, and if possible for 
the whole of Vancouver Island; such 
report shall extend as far back as the 
records exist. That the bank returns 
for Victoria shall be exhibited in the 
board of trade office weekly, as issued, 
and shall be kept on file ready for the 
inspection of any citizen or visitor re­
quiring same.

“That every possible item of infor­
mation connected with commerce, fin­
ance, or education in connection with 
Victoria and Vancouver Island shall be 
kept on file at the board of trade offi­
ces in such a systematic manner that 
records are get-at-able at a moment’s 
notice. That the Tourist Association 
and the hotel proprietors be advised of 
the existence of such information, and 
be asked to draw the attention of 
strangers and visitors to its existence, 
and that every endeavor be made not 
only to welcome inquirers but to give 
such inquirers absolutely reliable and 
up-to-date information.”

It was brought to the attention of 
Mr. Davis that there were at the pre­
sent time committees covering very 
largely the work intended.

To carry out that work 
would require a reclamation scheme 
which would include a retaining wall 
along the water front from Colville 
Island in the direction of Hospital Point. 
This would require the blasting away of 
Pelly Island, and the deepening of the 
channel right up to this retaining wall.

It was pointed out that if this yas to 
be undertaken it might be better to do 
something in connection with it at the 
time the deepening of the channel was 
first carried out, as there might thus be 
a saving of time and labor.

This matter was, however, left over for 
the present, and if Mr. Yates gets his 
scheme in a more advanced stage before 
the report goes in something may be 
done in conection with it also.

HE eye is, perhaps, the most ex­
pressive feature of the face. No 
care that you can expend upon 
any part of the body will give 

you greater returns in beauty and health 
than that devoted to this organ.

There is no'organ that is more abused 
than the eye. How many of you really 
take good care of them? In any trouble 
with the eyes, never go to an optician 
for treatment. This is the province of 
the oculist.

If your eyes are perfectly healthy, it Is 
never necessary to bathe them con­
tinually. I am often asked which is 
better, cold water or hot water, for this 
purpose. If either is necessary, it. is 
better to consult an oculist.

In any inflammation of the eye which 
comes on suddenly, cold water retards 
and soothes it, but after thé trouble has 
tcontinued for some time, very hot wa­
ter will relieve the pain and - reduce the 
swelling. If -you feel thatoîyou must .. 
bathe the eye,the most conVemeht rtfeth- ~ 
od is to use a little eye <fu£L This has 
an oval mouth which fits around the 
eye at the margin of the orbit. The eye 
can then be opened into The lotion, 
whatever this may be, and winked.

, per cent., may be used safely; this must 
be fresh and clear, however, but the 
tears are the natural method of cleans­
ing this organ.

When it becomes necessary to wear 
glasses, there should be no hesitation in 
assuming them. One of the symptoms 
of eye strain is watering of the eyes.
If your eyes water easily, it is probable 
either that they are weak or that there 
is some trouble existing with the tear 
duct.

Again, in eye strain the lids sometimes 
twitch, or they may be very sensitive to 
light, or letters may become indistinct 
after a few moments’ reading. There 
are many other symptoms of eye strain, 
one of which is sick headache.

Some girls are troubled with dark 
spots dancing before the eyes. Some­
times these indicate an internal derange­
ment. Sometimes they are the result 
of extreme nervousness, but they are 
often present in healthy eyes.
