The company under
this permit sent to Dawson 500 gallons
of Scotch, which it had brought from
London for the purpose, and 500 gallons
of rye, which it bought in Victoria. The
whiskey was consigned to the Bank of
Commerce, Dawson, and sold by the
bank on aecount of the company.”

Mingled with the natural jubilation at
the success of the British arms in the
first serious encounter with the enemy
will be a feeling of sadness that so ecap-
able a commander as Sir William Sy-
mons now lies dying from the effects of
a shot received on that glorious day. As
yet, also, the numbers. of the British
killed and wounded in the battle are not
known, but unfortunately the statement
sent out with' the first news, that we had
suffered severely,  has been confirmed,

The carnage seems to have been great
on both sides, ] ‘he Boers are known to
have sustained terrible punishment in
the engagement itself, and then in the
retreat across the open country. ‘Only
soldiers know the frightful execution
well-disciplined cavalry like the British
can inflict on a fleeing enemy, and .it is
probably ‘the fact that in the rout and
flight to the hills the Boers syffered even
more severely than fn thevbattle itself.
If ever our cavalry came within lance
or sabre distance hundreds of the enemy
must have been slain.

Jverybody has been surprised at the
crudity of the Boer artillery attack, It
is almost inconceivabla that ‘a tried old
soldier like Commandant”Joubert would
think of attacking a F},limﬁé:m force
with plugged shells, One. would have
supposed that Joubert in his finst attack
womid bhave put his best foot forward.
If this is the best he and his men 'can
do, the settlement of the Transvaal dif-
ficulty is close at hand. It appears to
us that Ganeral Joubert has gravely un-
derestimated his antagonist this time,
for no commander who was fully aware
of the strength of his enemy, as Joubert

more than ever difficult for the-com-
manders to éet their men to stand 'their
ground in face of vigorous as:aultl.

upon this news of battle. There ‘exists
in-every one of those capitals, “especially
in Paris and St. -Petersburg, a strong
grudge against the British, and. any .re-
verse to British arms in South..Africa

of enthusiasm that has run round thel
globe and caused every cclony pf the’}
empire to ‘telegraph to Lendon begging‘
the Imperial government to accept men |
and money tc push on the campaign?

after inquiries made, at my request, at
the telegraph offices in this city, it was
‘ found that it had never left Halifax.
However, I had been made familiar
with it, along with the whele people of
QCanada, to whom you had taken the pre-
| eaution of communicating it. I am
, Sorry to hear from you that the action
which the goyernment has taken seems
te you insufficient. The action which the
government has taken is to authorize one
thousand volunteers to be equipped and
transported to South Afriea at the ‘ex-
pense of Canada. The British govern-
ment proposed. that it would be proper
for the Imperial authorities to provide
the pay of the men in the field, and we
have consented to that proposal. I have
the authority of His Excellency the
Governor-General to. enclose to you a
icopy of a dispatch from the colonial
. office, which will cause you, I am sure,
" to reconsider your opinion. You will see
by reading this dispatch that the govern-
ment has faithfully. accepted the request
and adhered to the plan of campaign
prepared by the secretary of state for
war and the commander-in-chief. I
question whether, in a matter of this
kind, it would be advisable to be “more
loyal than the Queen,” or attempt to be
wiser than the secretary of state for
war and. the commander-in-chief. I
question further, whether you voice the
#entiment of our volunteers when you

Creditable Showing at the Annu- ;

al Exhibition of the Saanich
Society.

A Summary of Its Principal
Features--Improvements to
the Grounds.

The North and South Saanich A.gr'i-
cultural Society, whose annual exhibi-
tion has been in progress yester@ay 31!}1
to-day, at Saanichton, has been in busi-
ness for thirty-two years, during which
they have encountered all kinds of wea-
ther for their show. They are therefpre
not easily discouraged, and the lowering
sky which frowned on the prepamnons
yesterday morning in no wise deterred
ihem from their purpose. Thg :work of
arranging and placing the exhibits weqt
steadily along as ,though weather condi-
tions were trifles not worthy_ of con-
sideration by the energetic management.

Great risks were taken by the du'_ec.-
tors in deferriug the date of the exhibi-
tion to-a period in the fall wi‘xe.n the wea-
ther clerk is in a very capricious l}mod.
A cold, wet, week preceded immediately
+4he dates of the exhibition, and the wea-
‘ther both yesterday and to-day has begn
far from what was necessary to make a
visit to Saanichtom pleasant. i

Notwithstanding these drawbacks Athe
success of the ‘affair seems at the time
of writing to be assured. Secretary Tl.ll‘-
goose has on his books a considerable in-
creasc in,ihe number of entries over ,_la'st
year. - This applies to the inside exhxb{t,
for the live stock was not brought in
until this morning, but it is believeq that
when the entries are totalled it' will be
found that there is an advance in every
depdrtment.

The society had a cosy surplus over ex-
penses last year, and are thex:efore not
entirely dependent on the receipts of the
show for their prize money. Some ex-
penses has been entailed th'is_ yvenr.by
the reshingling of the exhibition ‘b_uxld-
ing, the construction of some additional
sheep and swine pens and ‘cattle stalls,
and by other necessary repairs about the
grounds and buildings.

Owing to, the fact that most of th‘e
live stoek. wa®s n'ot brought in until this
morning it is impossible to speak of tpgse
or to compare them with the exhl;blts
in the same departments on previous
years. A few sheep and pigs only were
brought in on-the first day. Among the
latter was a fine bunch of Chester
whites, the propenty of Mr. G. Sangster.
The fruit display was good on the wholg,
although Mr. Palmer, inspector of' fru’t
pests, who acted as judge in this de-
partment, did not consider it 'represer{ta-
tive of the -capabilities of the district.
The. principal varieties of apples shown
were Gravensteins, Baldwins, Northern
Spys, Twenty Ounce Pippins, King of
Tompkins County, Pluber Orange,
Gloria Mundi, Grimes Golden, Jonathan,
Shackleford and Ontario. Mr, Larits,
the nurseyman, has a special exhibit of
apples.

In prunes there was a good showing,
both of Italian and Silver -varieties.
Pears were rather weak, althodghthere
walle some excellent plates on view.
Three plates, each representing a dif-
ferent species of pear, were specially no-
ticeable because of their quality. The
kinds represented were Winter Nelis,
Burre Diel and Duchess,

There was a good showing of quinces,
the fruit being large and well colored.
The tomatoes were exceedingly fine,
having ripened well and in very high
color.

The garden vegetables were only fair,
and were hardly equal what is gengerally
shown or to what can be raised in the
Saanich peninsula.

The opposite was the case in field roots,
where all classes were splendidly repre-
eented. Carrots, mangolds, turnips, snd
indeed all kinds were shown iniprofusion,
many of them being of great size. Po-
tatoes of mammoth proportions predom-
inated.

In the latter quality though, there was
nothing to equal the squashes and pump-
kins, which were simply immense,
© Grains were well up to the average.
Some milling oats, of the Ligowd species,
were on exhibition, the sample of which
were excellent. Field peas ‘were above
the average, while wheat, barley and
other grains were well filled,

In conmection with the dairy display,
the secretary mentions as a strange voin-
cidence, but one in keeping with the
eternal fitness of things, that the bread
and butter entries were equal in number,
there being seventeen ‘in each depart-
There was the wusual excellent showing
in preserved fruits, vinegar and wine,
and in needle and fancy work, :

Of ‘the special displays, not shown for
a prize, there was noticad a collection
of ore from Mount Sickar, a number of
paintings by Miss Stewart, and a. fine
model of Sir William Wallace, earved
out of cedar by Geo.

Circumstances have changed ~him
tly. A new- generation has sprung
ind the evolution of degeneracy 18

even more marked in the young kliner
than it was in his father. At Majuba
our opponents were sturdy men, poor,

hungry, ill-clad, ill-fed and good marks-
men t.o a man. It is very different to-
day. The causes are simple enough.
The Boer of nineteen years ago eked
out a bare living from hand to mouth.
He had to “shoot for the pot.”  The
1.y food of bfis family depended upon.
:he game he shot. He was a home-
keeping, sober man of strictly religious
principles, according to his 'hghtg. and
knew nothing of the ways of the Ulitland-
et

The son of this hardy pioneer has had
4 totally different upbringing. Thirteen
vears ago began the great rush to the
Witwatersrand goldfields. Thousands of
\gers poured into the country, bring-
with them.

which had been hitherto unknown. Many
3ocr farmers sold their farms, or options
thercon. for thousands of pounds, Their
<ons earned money - as “kurveyors,”. or
trapsport riders. There was no longer
any necessity to shoot for the daily food.
A certain number of inefficient sehools
were established. The ° Uitlander
brought with him: all manner of vices,
which the idle young Boer was only too
ready to assimilate. He rejected the ad-
vice of the “predikant,” or pastor. The
towns, now rapidly springing up on the
goldfields, attracted and repelled him. He
drank “squarface” or “dop”’ in place of
coffee. He learned what a hotel was,
what a staircase looked like and what a
music hall meant.

In Pretoria came an increasing de-
mand for sons of the country to take up
government- positions, and if a young
Roer could only read and write an ap-
pointment was his, at a salary which
meant to him riches beyond the dreams
of avarice. Then, again, in Pretoria, he
had money offered him at every turn.
There were contracts to be made, *‘jobs”
to be done, concessions to be obtained,
votes to be influenced. Bribery and cor-
ruption were blatant and ever present.
The Uitlander was only too ready to be
flecced. What did the young Boer
want? Was it a gold wateh, or a four-
wheeled spider, or his hotel bill for a
month? ertainly! Here's a cheque! In
return. a.littlée favor. A concession, of-
course. And so the ball rolled on.

No wonder the Boer to-day is degen-
erate. It is impossible that he could be
anything else. He is really

Only Semi-Civilized,
and that faet accounts for much of the
misunderstanding between his govern-
ment and ours.

Descended, though he undoubtedly is,
from some of the very best Huguenot
stock—as witness the frequent recur-
rence of such names as De Villiers (pro-
nounced Filljee), Celliers (promounced
Celtjee), Serrurier, Labuschagne, [j‘oure,
Joubert and many others—yet, owiug to
hardship, expatriation, wildness of sur-
roundings and want of intercourse with
his kind, he has .gradually. returned to a
primitive state~has degenerated, in fact,
though ‘by no means on Nordeau lines,
to a semi-civilizatior, ~which is pitiful
in its bigoted ignorance.

The history of South Africa tells us
that the Duteh took possession of the
Cape Colony in 1663, under Jan Van
Ricbeck, and that in 168% a:large party
of French settlers, fleeing from the Re-
vocation of the Ediet of Nantes, were
sent out from Holland for: colonization
purposes, were granted lands around

Stellenbsch,  at Drakenstein and  at
Fransehe Hock (Frenchman’s Corner).

They imern‘an‘ied with the Duteh col-
onists, and "this combpination ' of the
strong religious feeling and skill in farm-
ing of the French, : together with the
business qualities and stolid cunning of
the Duteh, produced an ideal colonizing
and pioneer race. The governorship
would seem to have alternated between
the French and Duteh, for we read that
in 1714 the governor was Le Marquis
de Chavonnes, and in 1728 one Gysbert
Yan Noodt.

A very important element, which is of-
ten overlooked, has tended more than
is generally supposed to one side of the
present Boer nature. This is the con-
stant intercourse with natives, and the
consequent " assimilation of some Kaffir
characteristics. There was no inter-
marriage, of course, but during the treks,
often’ lasting from two to ten years,
when

with. womenkind and children, pluckily
ventured to the unknown north, they
were accompanied by slaves, probably
Hottentots and Bushmen, who became,
in a way, companions, at any rate to
the children, who naturally picked up
many of their ways. Now a prominent
characteristic of all African races is a
subtle diplomaecy of language, largely
assisted by similes drawn from the sur-
roundings of .daily life.

Kaffir wars, awfu! massacres (Weenen,
Bloedrivier), thirst, hunger and, in a
great many cases, actual starvation.

Even when farms had
been taken up. rude mud houses  built,
and mealies sown to keep body and soul
together, either drought or locusts de-
vasted the crops, and the work had to
be recomnvenced.

headquarters, and in every way to re-
mind them that they were already among
friends and countrymen. Of. course the
ladies of the colony have borne the
brunt of the work, while the men have
furnished the means, and that most Li-
berally, All this has been done, too,
with a national pride which would mnot
permit the acceptance of a cent of for-
eign aid, though freely offered.  Seldom

South Africa”
and Its People

A Contrast Between British and
Dutch Rule at the
Cape.

The Sufferings of the Early Set-
tlers:-How ermina;ls Were
Executed.

The fellowing is the first of a series
of articles on Scuth Africa, its people
and trade, written for the Canadian Kn-
gineer:

The obduracy of the Transvaa! Boers
and their president in refasing to concede
the common rights of man to citizens not
of tbeir'own race, is turnicg the atten-
tion <of the ecivilized world to South Af-
riea ‘dnd its people. That quarter of the
world ' posscsses unusual interest to Chn-
adians, not »uly frem the standpoint ot !
imperial politics, but fromn its commereial
developments and its possibilities as a
fietrd. for Canadian trade. As a prelude
to & review 'of the prospects for Canadian
manufaeturers and exporters, it will'be
well for the reader to know something
of the causes of the prosent politieal
eomplications.

The Cape of Good Hope, though dis-
covereil by Diaz, a Portuguese navigator,
six - years before Columbus landed 1
Anmerica, and though

Used as a Port of Call

by the Portuguese for a century after-
wards, it remained for two English cap-
tains in the employ of the East India
Company—Stillinge and Fitzherbert—to
make formal claim of sovereignty.in the
name.of England in 162Q . After. some,
rivalry between the English and  the
Dutch East India companies, the latter,
realizing the salubrity of the climate and
the fine soil, sent out an expedition un-
:der am Van Riebeek—in whose honor
the: Hon. Ceecil Rhodes has recently had.
a statune erected. in Capetown—te make
a permanent settlement, and thus began
in 1652 the Dutch occupation of the
Cape. Little by little the settlements
extended back from the Castle on. Table
Bay, but the life of the settlers was the
life of white slaves. They.were not al-
lowed to sell their produce to visiting
ships, but could only sell to the com-
pany-at prices fixed by the:company. On
the other hand they were not permitted
.to purchase goods exeept from the com-
pany and at prices fixed, of course. by
the company. They and the artisans of
the town were, moreover,
Bled at Every Twurn.

by the company’s officials, and if they at-
tempted to complain to headquarters in
Holland their complaints were either sup-
pressed altogether, or the complainants
were imprisoned as treasonable persons
or otherwise marked out for persecution.
The farmers had no title to the lands
they brought under cultivation, and were
often ejected after working a lifetime
upon their lands. They were plainly told
they held their property by grace of the
Yompygny.~ Offences, which now could-
scarcely come under the criminal code,
were visited with death in its most fiend-
ish forms. Crucifixion was a common
mode of capital punishment, and an-
other was the tying of the victim with
his back on a wheel, where his body
was broken, and he was left ‘‘a prey
to the birds of heaven.” The rack and
the gallows were the common means-of
punishing slaves. Tt is not to be won-
dered - at that the Dutch settlers

Sought to Escape This Tyranny,

and from time to time, in* spite of
threats and the campany’s claim of juris-
diction, many got -beyond the reach of
the company, risking the enmity of the
natives in their migration. Thus began
the “trekking’’ of the Boers, which dates
back to.1670, and has been .a pecaliar
characteristic of Dutch colonization
down.to the present day.

During the upheavals of the ¥rench
revolution, England felt the necessity of
possessing the -Cape to save her East
Indian trade, and after a feeble resist-
ance the Castle capitulated to Sir James
. Craig.in 1795. At the peace of Amiens
in -1808 the Cape was restored te the
Duteh,. but was finally taken in 1806 by
Sir David Baird. The first taste of in-
dividual liberty and reasonable govern-
ment enjoyed by the Cape Dutch was
given them by Great Britain.. With the
advent of Britain at the Cape, the
Dutch farmers got their first clear tit-
les to the land, they got district courts,
where justice was for the first time ad-
ministered with fairness and without the
corruption which had made their mat-
ters so odious. The people got their first
regular school system, and thefr first pos-
tal system .from f

Their New British Rulers,

who also did away with the system of |
punishing offenders by the cross the!
wheel and the rack. these brutal instru-
ments of torture being destroyed at the:
very outset of the British regime.

Such, in a- few words, was the con- |
trast between British and Dutch rule at
the Cape. It is not to be denied that
| between the home government and the
colonial rulers many mistakes have been
made in the subsequent history of Brit-
ish ruie in South Africa; but more often
than -otherwise these errors were made
through mistaken leniency or mistaken :
philanthropy towards Bo»r and native al-
ternateiy. Ferhaps the most unpardon-
able grievance nursed by the Boers in
the present certury was the emaneipa-
tiou of the slaves in Cape Colony in 1837. |
Many Boers to the present dav believe. !
with apparent horesty that a Kaffir has
no soul and class him with the wild beasts
of the veldt. While other nations be-
sides the TUnited States have freed the
slaves without compensation to the slave
owners, Great Britain

TUnder the wise and common-
sense mule of the late Sir John Brand,
who was president for twenty-five years,
the Fras State has had till now the best
relations, almost unirterruptedly, . with
Great Britain and her colonial neighbors.

when it left the Mransvaal for three
years without any represdwukative insti-
tutions, and permitted during that"time
a mulitary oligarchy, compesed of men
who gave no consideration to. the suscep-
tibilities of the Dutch inhabitgnts, a
large part of whom' would haye been
fairly contented mnder a system which
‘gave them' a voicé in the affairs of the
country. It was unfortunate that just
when the British governinent began to
be awake to the seriousness of ‘Boer dis~
content, and were actually considering
“the constitution framed by Sir Bartle
Frere, the flames of rebellion broke out,
with the result that the British were de-
feated in three engagements through the
guerilla tactics of the Boer sharpshoot-
ers, and then the Gladstone government
restored the republic under that “suze-
rainty,” which has been ever since a
source of apprehension to the Boers.

Whenever the British and Dutch have
co-operated either in colonization, in po-
lities or commerce, they have ‘both pros-
pered. 'The British poasession of the dia-
mond fields was the salvation of the
Free State; and the British operation
of the Tramsvaal gold fields has’lifted
that republic from commereial nothing-
Tess to a state that has become at once
the chief power and the chief danger to-
the neighboring states and ecolonies.

BELECTROPLATING SHIPS.

Experiments With Copper on a Tug Prove
Successful.
PETAT) 1
According to a report on the condition
of  the bottom of the tug Assistance, of
the Navy Department, the electroplating
of iron hulls with copper appéars to be a
Success. The Assistance was electroplated
with copper to a depth of one-thirty-second
of an inch before it was launched in 1895,
and when it was takem out of the water
at the Norfolk Navy Yard a few days ago
it was found that practically no electro-
lysis had set in, and that the bottom was
about clear of-barnacles and other marine
growths.
At no time since it was launched has the
Agsistance been docked and cleaned. Dhur-
ing the four years it received a number

i of hard knocks and was on the rocks sev-

e¢ral times. It was found necessary to
pateh over certain weak spots as the re-
sult of these accdideots, and it was only
in the vicinity of these patches that any
galvanic action was found.

Owing to its clean bottom, the speed of
the Assistance has not diminished, while
ali the other tugs in wuse in Chesapeake
bay have been taken oat for scraping
about once a month. HExperience shows
that three months of service in salt water
reduces the speed of a vessel about 28 per
cent., so the advantage of this copper
electroplating is at once apparent. The eost
of the plating is about $3 a square foot.
The saving in docking wwould be enormous,
as the expense of docking a vessel i3 be-
tween $3,000 and $4,000.

Summary of Leading Events Simce First Set-
tlement at the Cape.

In 1852 the British acknowledged the
independence of the Transvaal and -n

and then there were internal distuwrb-
ances im the Transvaal. These were,
however, amicably settled, and a govern-
ment established firmly, Pretoria was
then made the capital.
In 1870 diamonds were discovered on
the Orange river and ®old in the Trans-
vaal. The farms on which the diamonds
were dilscovered, and on which Kimber-
l_w_' now stands, passed into the posses-
sion of Britain, They were claimed on
behalf of'a native chief, who had ced-
ed. his claim to the British, and after a
trial of the case, the fields were award-
ed .to Britain on the payment of compen-
sation to the Free State government,
In 1872 T. ¥. Burgers was elected
president of. the Transvaal. Five years
later Britain declared the annexation
of the Transvaal at Pretoria, President
Burgers verbally protesting. Later in
‘r.he year a deputation of Boers, inchud-
mg‘Kru,zor. visited England to protest
against annexation. They were told it
was irrevocable, A year afterwards an-
other deputation, including Kruger and
Joubert, went to England to protest,
and received the same answer,

In December, 1880, the Boers broke
out in revolt. A detachment of a Brit-
ish regiinent; .which was marching to
Pretoria, was intercepted by a Boer
force at Bronkhorstspruit and massaer-
ed.

Sir George '‘Colley tried to force the
Boer position at Laing’s Nek, but was
repulsed and cut off from his line of
of communications. A few days later,
while endeavoring to restore communica-
tion, the British troops were defeated
at Ingogo. The war closed on Febru-
ary 27th, 1881, when the. British were
defeated at Majuba Hill, which Sir
George Colley had seized with a small
force. He lost his life in the action.
Terms. of peace were arranged on the
23rd” of March, and confirmed at Pre-
toria on August 3rd, restoring indepen-
dence, though with limitations, to the
Boers. In 1884 the limitations, except
the right of the Queen to veto foreign
concluded by the Transvaal
which might seem opposed to British in-
terests, were cancelled by the conven-
tion of London.

All went well with the Transvaal until
1890. In 1887 the Witwatersrand gold-
fields, which were discovered the year
before, turned out very rich and in 1888
the amalgamation of the Kimberly dia-
mond mines was carried out by Cecil
Rhodes and the Rothschilds. It was in
1890 that the Transvaal began to make
the obnoxious restrictions against the
British elements, the “Uitlanders,” as
they were called. Later in the same
year the Transvaal had trouble with the
I&lpsh) Werpment .aver, the Boer, incur-
“sions *mto “Bwaziland. * “The’ ‘difficulties:
were got over.by arbitration. In 1894
there was friction -with the Republic
over railway routes,. and in 1895 the
trouble was intensified by the closing of
the ‘“drifts,” fords, across the Vaal riv-
er hy the 'Transvaal government, Brit-
ain was considering going to war with
the Republic when the raad withdrew
their proclamatio and opened . the
“drifts,” :

In the fali of that year there ‘were ‘in-
termal disturbances. Arms were import-
ed and revolution threatened, "and to-
wards the close of the year came the
memorable Jamiesor raid,

Dr. Jamieson with his force crossed
the border. He was intercepted by the
Boers, who had been warned, and in a
sanguinary battle Jamieson was defeat-
ed and taken prisoner, At the in-
stince of President Kruger the Trans-
vall government handed their prisoners
over to the British government. The
leaders were tried at London and im-
prisoned. It was hinted that Mr. Rhodes
and Mr. Beit ‘were behind the raid, and
in 1897, when the committee . of ; the
Houke of Commons investigated the raid,
many of the members censured Mr.
Rhodes. The Afrikander or Dutch ele-
ment in.the Cape Colony then with-
drew their support from Mr. Rhodes,
and he resigned the premiership of Cape
Colony,

It was in this year that Sir Alfred
Milner became governor of the Cape, re-
placing ILord Rosemead—Sir Hercules
Robinson,

In 1898 Mr. Rhodes’s party in the
Cape parliament was defeated, and Mr.

War Eagle and Centre Star.—The de-
termination of the management of the
Centre Star mine to purchase a large
steam hoist has been officially announec-
€d. The order has been given to the
Webster Camp apd Lane Company of
Uuo. Owing ‘o the immense amount of
work on hand, the new hoist will mot
be installed probably for three months.
After a great deal of trouble and de-
lay, the five small compressor plants
that have been hurniedly got together to
supply power temporarily to both pro-
perties, are now nearly complete.

Cascade District.

Within two or three miles of Cascade
is a district rich in precious metals of
which but little is heard. Nevertheless it
has some of the most promising prospects
to be found in Southern British Columbia.
The section referred to is that of Deep
creek, which stream flows into Kettle
river a mile or two. below Cascade. The
inaccessibility of the ledges has made it
rather an unattractive locality heretofore
in which to prospect. Now, however, it
is rapidly coming to the front, and -bids
fair to astonish the mining world in a
short space of time.

One of the best claims on Deep creek is
the King William, owned by 2 man named
Kinnear. It has a 75 foot shaft, on which
is a windlass. Assays have run $80 to
§130. The ore is a fine looking quartz, in
which native copper is readily seen. It is
understood that the property has been
bonded. :

The Copper Wonder, adjoining the King
William, is another fine property. It has
a 20 foot shaft, at the bottom of which is
an eight or ten inch vein of white quartz.
Assays of over $100 in ospper and gold
have been obtained from this ore.

Adjoining the Copper Wonder is the
New Year, largely owned by Bowen &
VanCleve, of Cascade. Wouue work on this

Just over the meountain, not over six or
seven miles from Cascade, is the Little
Gem and Little Giant, both being develop-
ed by double shifts.

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Boy Worth?

Mrs. S Ji M. Heary’s Address in
the A 0. U W. Hall on
Sunday.

Some Thoughts of Value 'to
the Parents of Vic-
toria.

Following is the address given by M.rs.
S. M. J. Henry, the national evengelist
of the W. C. T. U. on Sunday afternoon
in A. O. U. W. hall, the title of which
was:

What is the Boy Worth?

There is one interest which if imper-
iled all is lost, and that is the interest
bound up in the boy that is growing up
in your homes. Boyhood is at the fou.u-
dation of citizénship, and this is the in-
térest which must be preserved, Every
interest that has been known among
men has at some t¢ime in the history of
the world found a voice, and obtained a
hearing, and it does seem that in all
the generations the home should find a
voice and should present its plea, a'ntd
should obtain a hearing. It is to voice
this interest of the home, and not only
of the home, but of the church, the
school and the state, that I stand be-
fore you this afternoon.

In the beginning of our temperance
work oﬁe of the leading men of the city
in whiich I lived accosted me and said,
“Goingg about your good work, Mrs.
Henry?' 1 said, “Yes, sir.”' He re-
plied, “Well, we think of you and pray
for you in our homes. But you know
that I am a practical business man, and
1 must look at this temperance guestion
from that standpoint.
doubt but what you women have a cause.
There is reason for all that you have at-
temptad, but you will never succeed un-
til you -can demenstrate that the?e is
money in temperance as there lS'lill
whiskey.” .

1 was startled by this statement. A
question of money? We had looked at
the whole temperance question from the
standpoint of the purest amnd highest
sentimentalism, ' There is nothing about
which poetry and art, song and story,
have woven so much that is sweet and
beautiful as the relation between mother
and son; and it is this relation that is
invoivesl in this temperance gquestion.
Had not motherhood been just what it
is, had not the relation between mother
and son been just what God made it to
be, and just what it had been preserved
to be even in these ends of the earth,
history there -would never have seen
such an uprising as the Women’s eru-
sade; there would
Women’s Christian Temperance Union.

I kept turnimg this question over ‘in
my mind—a boy, a question of money?
Mvust we take the boy whom we would
shelter and protect from every unholy
thing, 'whom we would keep secluded, if
it were possible «during his childhood in
the home circle, shut in with everything
that would draw his thoughts and asper-
ations heavenward, should we take him
out on the corners of the street where
hay and oxen are weighed, and try to
find out which is worth the most per
pound,; the boy who drank or the boy
who was sober?

I had come to the conclusion before
this time that if we ever obtained a
hearing to our plea in the interests of the
home and puriky of life, we must appeal
to that which was known as the practi-
cal instinct in man. We had been trying
to do this, and we realized many times
that we' were failing, for somehow we
scemed to get no real hearing. Men
would listen with their ears, but evident-
ly their hearts were not much concerned.
We began to plan as to how to present
this matter to the general public so as
to gain the attention of fathers and the
lawmakers of the land.

I ‘made an estimate of the cost of the
average fiftéen year old boy, and I will
this afternoon give you the results of
that calculation. I would like to send
every father away feeling rich, and
every young man feeling that he is at
least worth saving himself. T esti+
mate that for the first two years of his
life it is worth a dollar a day to take
care of that boy. This would give you the
sum of $730 as the first cost of the
‘During the
next five years you may possibly keep
his expenses within $200 per year. This
added to the former sum will give you
$1,730 as the first cost of the average
seven year old boy. During the next
eight years he will arrive at the age
when most people will consider that he
#s able to take care of himself, and you
must keep a debit and credit account,
for he is found :available in many ways
about the house, shop, barn, store and
office. so he is partly able to pay his way.
But his expenses are heavier. He must
have more expensive clothing, ‘and books,
and there will be school bills and taxes
to be paid. We will allow three dollars
a week for his board and fifty dollars a
vear for his clothing, everything else to
be covered by that which he himself ac-
tually earns. This amounts to $3.378
as ﬂ’l(‘ cost of the average fifteen year
old boy. This is a snug litle sum. Tt is
not picked up every day of the week on
the street corners in this province, nor
even out towards the Golden Gate.

Rut this is not necessarily the value of
the hoy. It is simply what has been in-
vested in him as he is growing up. It
has been ‘invested in him simply as
monev has been invested in lands, mer-
chandise or stocks. His value i¢ depen-
dent om his ability to be made service-
ahle. TIf vou have been able to give that
hoy a fair cdhance among men he has
m‘:r vou many and many a thousand.
Fathers, sit down with your boy snd
together figure this -out. As your boy
adds the figures and he finds that they
ron up into the thousands, his mind will
bhe fited with many new thoughts, Per-
hans he will say, “My father was not
ahle to «do this: my mother has had her
share in the labor of it. T begin now

There is no,

never have been a’

Tfo uxidAerstai;d'ithe meaning of the

wrinkles on my father's face and of the
lock of care on my mother’s’* 1 am
not romancing as I state this, for 1 haw{e
heard from the country where the boy
lives. I have had a verbatim report of
the thoughts that go on in his heart as
this calculation is being made. When
he finds he can endure the stress of it
no longer he goes out the side door and
walks back and forth along the pave-
ment. He is ‘wondering how he can
best pay back the -father and motper
that which has been spent upon him.
He recalls the expensive habits which
he has formed, and decides to cut them
off. Hd resolves that he will mnever
smoke another cigar, and that he will
tny to preserve the value which he re-
cognizes ¥s in him, and save that which
would have been selfishly spent, so as
to' pay back father and mother that
whitch they have.invested in him.

That boy of yours, the boy who is six
foot tall, and broad shouldered, who is
known by some other name out in the
warld where he is measuring a man’s
strength with men, but your boy still,
how much is he worth to you to-day? It
is time for a personal application of this
question, and all that is involved in the
subject. ‘There are vast regions of ter-
ritory yet to be discovered, fields to be
sow1, fields cultivated, that they
may bring forth a harvest and be added
to the wealth of the world; and that
boy has just the hands for that work.
He will make:that wilderness to:bloom
like the garden of Eden, it you only give
him time enough and opportunity -to

UNMARKED GOODS.

Customs Authorities Will Henceforth Re-
turn Them to the Shipper.

——

Secretary Elworthy* yesterday received
'the following letter which is of interest to
shippers to Northern ports: :

Customis, Canada,
Port of Skagway, Oct. 11, 1899.

The Secretary, The Board of Trade, Vic-
toria, B. C.:

Dear Sir:—Would you kindly have your
honorable body notify all shippers in- vour
city of the abselute necessity of all goeds
shipped from Vancouver or Vietoria for
. points in British Columbia or Northwest
Territory via Skagway being proper'y
marked, so that there will be no trouble
in distinguishing the goods. of each con-
signment. At the present mdément there
are at Skagway Canadian goods in transit
for the above named points, a large quan-
tity of which have no marks or numbers
to distinguish them, and several packages
are marked to one man on each side and
on the other side to another man, and as
the contents of these shipments are unot
fully described, the question arises as to
who owns the goods.

In future when goods arrive hore un-
marked. they will be returned to tha port
from whence they were snigped upon the
steamer that brought them here, for the
shippers to decide who shipped them and
to whom consigned. I have decided upon
this course from the fact that all unclaim-
ed goods arriving at Skagway from Canada
are sent to the U. 8. bonded warebouse,
and as goods arriving unmarked here have
po means whereby they may be iientified,
they are, after a time, sold, and neither
conslgnor nor consignee receive any benefit.
besides cavsing annoyance and, treuble and
probably loss of trade to the merchant
shipping same, 'where a little care exer-
elsed when shipping the goods wonld avert
it all.

He Knows Both Foe and Country

Sir Redvers Buller, general, , privy
councillor, V.C., G.C.B., K.C.M.G., ete.,
etc., has so long been a man of mark
that his personality is well known to
the British public. Soldier, administra-
tor, politician, country squire, he has
done much and generally well. Now he
is called to the most coveted, if not the
highest, post that can be conferred upon
a British officer, the command of a
large expeditionary army in the field.

He is not in his first youth, but he
carries h's sixty years lightly; very varied
and eventful service has not laid its
weight on bim; his figure has lost its
slimness, but not its act’vity, and Buller
still rides in the first flight with the
;hounds; ‘his brain power, too, always of
the first order,. is quite unimpaired.
Strength, solidity, unfailing self-reldance
—self-confidence it might be ecalled, un-
til wide and onerous responsibility
taught him better—are his most strik.ng
characteristics, plainly seen in his rather
austere, impassive face, plainly proved
by his attitude in trying situations, and
his successful conduet of arduous dffairs.
Buller won his first laurels in Ashanti,
although he had already seen war in
«China and on the Red River.

It was in Ashanti that he justified
Wolseley’s ‘keen insight into character,
and established his reputation as a young
officer who would certainly come trium-
phantly N

Through Any and Every Task

with which he might be intrusted. Af-
ter Ashanti he made acquaintance with
the country in which he is now to piay
such a momentous role; ‘his name is
one ‘to conjure with at the Capé, and
‘there will be many veterans in South
Africa who will hail with enthusiasm
the return of their dashing commander
in the famous Frontier Horse; the man
who asked no one to venture his skin
where he would not thrust his own, and
who repeatedly risked his own life to
save those of comrades sorely pressed
by savage foes. Buller gave earnest
then of what he has since abundantly
confirmed, his capacity for troop lead-
ing; his tactical skill is instinctive; he
can handle men with a promptitude and

| precision born of natural gifts developed

by training and experience. The best
generals might have  been pardonably
proud of the calm, wise control he exer-
.cised in the most critical moment at
Tamai "and El Teb. It was Buller's
skilful manoeuvring promptly congeiyed
and resolutely carried that saved the
shaken squares in those hard fought
engagements.

Again, it will ever be deemed one of
Buller’s best titles to honor that he ex-
tricated the desert ecolumn from its
perilous situation ‘after Abu Klea, when
it was all but hemmed in at Metemmeh,
and had lost its most trusted leaders,
Herbert Stewart, Burnaby, and many
more. The hard-pressed force welcomed
Buller’s advent (he had been dispateh-
ed post haste by Wolseley to assume
command), and regaining all its confi-
defice, cut its way back

Buller has seen no active service since
then, but he has been continuously em-
ployed, and has shown his abounding
worth in more than in his war record.
He was on the headquarter staff in Pall
Mall' for nearly fifteen years at a streteh,
serving through’ all the senior grades,
-un.tu, at the last, he all but crowned the
edifice by securing the highest post of
all. It is no secret now that in 1895 Sir-
H. Campbell-Bannerman intended him
to succeed 'the Duke of Cambridge as
commander-in-chief, and that only the
sudden ecollapse of the Liberal ecabinet
prevented an act which, despite Buller’s
xpents, would have been a grave injus-
tice to Lord Wolseley.
