Whaf 
has happened and had to happen in Nor­
way was merely the inevitable mainten­
ance of Norway’s constitutional rights. 
The Norwegian people never intended to 
assail Sweden’s honor. As Your Ma­
jesty’s council on May 26th declared you 
were unable to sanction the storthing’s 
unanimous resolution for the establish­
ment of a separate Norwegian consular 
service, and as no Norwegian govern* 
ment could be obtained by Your Ma­
jesty the constitutional state of Norway, 
was so far disjointed that the union 
could no" longer be maintained. Upon 
Norway’s storthing was therefore im­
posed the necessity of procuring without 
delay a government for the country. 
Every other course was closed ail the 
more so as Your Majesty’s Swedish gov­
ernment had, on April 25th, already ex­
plicitly decÿned to énter into new nego­
tiations with tne dissolution of the 
union as an alternative, in the event that 
it wag found impossible to arrive at an 
agreement in regard to a new form of 
union.

The storthing, as already stated, and 
the Norwegian people, do not hold any 
bitterness or animosity against Your 
Majesty or the Swedish people. The 
statements to the contrary which pos- 
stoly were uttered on occasions have ' 
wholly and solely been grounded on dis­
satisfaction at Norway’s position in the 
union and as that source of bitterness 
and animosity would disappear with the 
dissolution of its union its effects would 
also vanish. Ninety years of co-opera­
tion in material and intellectual labors 
nave awakened in the Norwegian people 
fee.uigs of sincere friendship and sym- | 
pathy for the Swedish people. These 
feelings will with Norway no longer oc 
cupy a position offensive to her national 
independence, will once more grow apace I 
and insure the entrance of a mutual un- 
deistanding between the peoples.

In the belief that Swedish people share 
these views the storthing suggests to 
Sweden’s constitutional authorities that 
they enter upon the negotiations re­
quisite for a final settlement of the dis­
solution of the union with the recogni­
tion of Norway’s new status and her 
rights as a sovereign state. The storth­
ing is itself prepared to meet every fair 
and reasonable wish that may be put 
forward to safeguard the kingdom’s in­
dependence and integrity.

Herbert W. Bowen, United States Min­
ister to Venezuela. Has Been 

Dismissed.

of Royal City Wedded Wednesday.
Washington. June 20.—The dismissal 

of Herbert W. Bowen, United States 
minister to Venezuela, and the exonera­
tion of Assistant Secretary of States 
Francis B. Loomis of the allegations 
brongnt against him are directed by 
President Roosevelt in a letter addressed 
to Secretary Taft; made public to-night 
approving Mr, Taft’s report on his find­
ings and conclusions in thè case. The 
President willingly arraigns Minister 
Bowen, declaring, that his conduct “is 
especially reprehensible.” that Mr. Bow­
en asked one of his witnesses to enter 
the employ of a certain company for the 
purpose, “in plain words, of stealing" 
documents which lie hoped might be in­
criminating to Mr. Loomis; and Mr. 
Bowen has “evidently 
indeed, for the'last two years, devoted 
himself to hunting up scandal and gossip 
until it became a monomania and caused 

/him to show complete disloyalty to the 
country he represented." The President 
says he had hoped to promote Mr. Bow­
en, ns during much of his service he had 
done good work, but that his nsefulness 
in the diplomatic service is now at an 
end.

The President adds that he would di­
rect that Mr. Bowen’s resignation be 
requested, but for his statement that he 
would consider a resignation an admis­
sion of misconduct and the dismissal is, 
therefore, ordered.

The letter nnotes correspondence 
testimony. The President states that it 
appears that Mr. Bowen, while minis­
ter. secured the publication of attacks 
on Mr. Loomis and furnished to the press 
documents pending before the state de­
partment for approval and that his ex­
planation is inexcusable, and shows his 
entire unfitness for the service. Even if 
Mr. Loomis had been guilty, says the 
President. Mr. Bowen’s conduct would 
be unpardonable. The letter quotes cer­
tain correspondence and testimony. The 
report of Secretary Taft on the case, in 
which the prosecution is based, is a 
voluminous document, reviewing the 
charges and thé evidence taken.

A contemporary says the medical in­

spectors of the Philadelphia public 
schools examined 111,100 children dur­
ing the past twelve months. Of this 
number 18,528 were put aside by the 
principals as requiring attention. There 
were 4,124 pupils excluded from school 
because of disease and 901 unvaeeinated 
children were compelled to be vaccinat­
ed. A large number of children suffer­
ed from ailments, the existence of which 
their parents had never suspected. The 
most common of these were defects of 
vision. A large number of children were 
known as backward or stupid who were 
found as smart and intelligent as other 
children when supplied with proper 
spectacles. The inspectors examined 
each child from the standpoint of its 
vision, hearing, bodily deformities and 
parasitic diseases of the body and scalp. 
These examinations are to oe made 'a 
permanent feature of tie schools.

“Chinese representatives from New 
Westminster and Victoria were present 
Monday evening at the special meeting 
of the Chinese Board of Trade of Van­
couver, which was called to take action 
in respect to the boycott of United 
States products, proposed by the Chinese 
generally,’’ says the Vancouver News- 
Advertiser. “A circular has been re­
ceived from the Chamber of Commerce 
of Shanghai,tasking the various Chinese 
organizations throughout America and 
the world to co-operate with the Chinese 
of Shanghai and Canton in the matter.

“About 800 Chinese were present at 
the meeting, and some strong speeches 
were made, criticising the action of the 
United States. Lee Kee occupied the 
chair, and a number of resolutions 
passed ' unanimously 
board’s intention to call upon Chinese 
generally to sever as far as possible all 
commercial intercourse with the United 
States. Over $1,000 was subscribed to 
be forwarded to Shanghai to assist in 
earning on the movement.

“Reports were received from several 
of the large centres of the United 
States that sums of money were being 
raised, and these will also be sent to 
China. The boycott will not only be 
as far as the use of American products 
are concerned; it is proposed to cripple 
United States commerce by persuading 
the Chinese coolies not to perform any 
labor in connection with ships dis­
charging cargoes in Chinese ports. The 
money will be devoted to paying them 
the amount they would earn if they as­
sisted in longshoring operations.

“Leading Chinese merchants of this 
city made warm speeches, in which it 
was pointed out that many of the ar­
ticles now obtained from the United 
States could be obtained in Canada, ami 
that the treatment in Canada was far 
better. As there are 13,000 or more Chi­
nese in British Columbia, about 9,000 
being located in the cities of Vancouver; 
Victoria and New Westminster, their 
trade will amount to considerable in a 
year. The representatives who were

The Asahi of Japan publishes an in­
teresting account of the council of war 
that took place in the cabin of Admiral 
Rojestvensky’s flagship, the Kniaz Sou­
varoff, when the route to be taken by 
the squadron from the Annam coast to 
Vladivostoek was considered. The ac­
count is given by a Russian officer of 
the fleet now a prisoner at Nagasaki.

The officer, according to his inter­
viewer, stated, that the' third squadron 
(Nebogatoff’s) left Jibutil at noon on 
April 4th, when the signal flew from the 
flagship, “Be prudent and join the second 
squadron without fail.” Navigation ot 
the Indian Ocean was more difficult 
than had been antcipated, and some of 
the men, unused to such voyages or such 
a climate, became unfit for duty. At 
Singapore the whereabouts of the second 
squadron was ascertained, and the junc­
tion took place off Annam on- May 5th, 
when the men of the squadrons manned 
the yards and were drawn up on tne 
decks. They cheered in honor ot the 
Czar the highest spirits prevailed, a 
holiday was declared for the fleet, grog 
was served out to every man, and the 
band played patriotic tunes. Next day 
the council of war was held in Admiral 
Rojestvensky’s cabin aboard the flag­
ship.

The vessels of the two squadrons were 
represented by nearly all their officers, 
and the question of route from Annam to 
\ ladivostock was considered. There 
was much variance of opinion. Soma 
strongly advocated a cruise along the 
Pacific coast of J apan to bombard ana 
menace the-cities and naval yards. This 
proposal was cheered by the junior offi­
cers. Others said the only sa*e route 
was through the Tsugaru strait, oom- 
barding Hakodate on the way then mak­
ing a dash across» the Sea of Japan for 
Vladivostoek. Others advocated a long 
cruise in the Pacific to throw Togo off 
the scent and then a dash through the 
Soya strait.

Great enthusiasm was shown when 
one captain proposed the taking of For­
mosa in one action, but thisalso was 
deemed inadvisable owing to the loss of 
time involved.

At last Admiral R'ojestveneky, who 
had mot yet spoken rose a glass brimming 
with champagne in his hand, and after 
solemnly toastng the Czar, the Russian 
Fatherland and Victory, he announced 
to the assembled officers that his mind 
was made up, and that the route should 
be through the Strait of Tsushima, 
where' he fully expected to encounter 
Togo, and sink him. The assembly then 
broke up with loud cheering, and the 
officers returned to their respective 
ships, while the fine band of the flagship 
played the Russian national hymn.

The only really serious preparation for 
action then began but it had been de­
layed too long, and the result proved the 
futility of such eleventh-hour remedies 
for detects of such long standing.

“If these laws were passed, if their 
object, the reason for them, were under­
stood by the public, and if these laws 
were enforced, tuberculosis would 
become a thing of rare occurrence, the 
disease being absolutely preveutible by 
these means.

“I have been asked to indicate the duty 
°f a patient who has tuberculosis to 
himseif. to his family and to the public. 
His duty to himself is that he should 
consult his medical adviser, should live 
as his medical adviser directs him. 
The main instructions would be to 
live continuously in the open air and 
consume ail the good, nourishing food 
that he can eat. His duty towards his 
family is that he should carefully and 
conscientiously spit into a receptacle, 
such as I have already mentioned, the 
contents of which should be burned at 
least every twelve hours, and the vessel 
thoroughly cleansed and disinfected, or 
if cloths are used—these should be burn- 

Thus would the bacilli which he 
produces from his own body be safely 
destroyed. All utensils which he uses in 
the shape of cups, knives, forks and the 
like, should be disinfected by boiling be­
fore tney are put aside for use by others. 
Also, he should be scrupulously particu­
lar that none of his expectoration comils 
in contact with any household object. In 
short, he should take care that the germs 
that escape from his mouth shall not in­
jure any member of his family, and if 
he is thus careful he can continue to live 
with them with safety to them.

Cases of Local Interest Before Supreme 
Court in Vancouver.

News-Advertiser says: “The somewhat 
complicated case of Dr. Milne vs. York­
shire Guarantee Company was opened 
by E. P. Davis, K. C., counsel for the 
appellant company. The case arises over 
a dispute as to the claims of the Guar­
antee Company over Dr. Milne as an ac­
commodation endorser on a loan obtain­
ed by J. C. Keith so^e time ago. He 
gave certain Gas shares as security -In 
the matter, and -afterwards demanded 
that they shduid be released to him. Mr. 
Justice Morrison gave a decision in his 
favor when the matter came up before 
him, and the present appeal is against 
that judgment. W. R. Deacon, of the 
firm ot Wade, Deacon & Deacon, is coun­
sel for Dr. Milne. The argument in the 
case was not completed.”

“Now, as regards the old ideas con­
cerning tubercular disease, as many peo­
ple know, they are almost entirely 
erroneous. People were supposed to be­
come consumptive because they inherit­
ed the disease from their progenitors, 
and they were looked upon as doomed. 
These opinions are not founded upon 
facts. It is very much easier to learn 
than to unlearn. After people arrive at 
a certain age, entertaining opinions 
which they have held all, their lives, it 
is a difficult thing for them, in spite of 
the most clear evidence, to give up those 
opinions and accept new ones. For that 
reason it is considered that to acquaint 
the rising generation with the true facts 
concerning tuberculosis is a duty of the 
utmost importance. The young have 
their opinions to form, they have to 
learn, not to unlearn. Tuberculosis, as 
Dr. Hall has told yon, is caused by 
tubercle bacilli or germs, which are sup­
posed by most people to be a small form 
of animal life. This is not correct, 
for the germ is a microscopic plant. 

These germs get into the human body by 
being inhaled, and also by being taken 
into the body in the shape of food. The 
main sources of these germs are the 
expectoration, or what is spat up by 
people who have tubercular disease of 
the lungs, that is, consumption, and the 
milk of tuberculous cows, as the milk of 
such cows frequently contains the germs. 
These germs may attack every organ in 
the human body—the brain, the lungs, 
the abdomen, the joints, the bones, etc. 
Where it ^s possible to remove by surgi­
cal means the deposit of germs, a very 
fair cure often results. On the other 
band where the germs attack the brain 
death is the inevitable result. Where they 
attack the lungs, which organ does not 
lend itself to surgical treatment, there is 
a long fight between the disease and the 
vitality of the patient for the mastery, 
often resulting in the death of the indi­
vidual so attacked. The old computation 
regarding the frequency of tubercular 
disease is that in round numbers 50 per 
cent, of all human beings are more or 
less affected by tuberculosis in one form 
or other; that eight per cent, die from 
the disease, while the remaining 42 per 
cent. lead lives of semi-invalidiem. 
Such people are never strong and are 
always more or less delicate. The views 
of Professor von Behring, however, one 
of the most eminent bacteriologists of 
the present day, the discoverer of the 
remedy for the cure of diphtheria, the 
anti-diphtheritic serum, expresses the 
opinion that 95 per cent, of all human 
brings are affected by tuberculosis 1. e.

City Next Month ESQUIMAU MASONS

INSTALLED OFFICERSFrom the Chinese and Japanese news­
papers which arrived *by the 
Empress of China, the following interest­
ing news notes are culled:

The Japan Mail states, that among the 
Russian documents captured by the Jap­
anese, it is officially announced that there 
was found a brigade order numbered 3 
and dated the 9th of the second month, 
1905 i corresponding to the 22nd of 
March). The place of the order’s issue 
was Shwilopatai, and it formed part of 
the archives of the First Brigade of the 
Thirty-first Division. It ran thus: “Sol­
diers are warned that before attacking 
they must stab to death any Japanese 
soldiers they find lying on the ground, 
especially those lying face upwards. This 
is because Japanese soldiers, pretending 
to be wounded, allow our skirmishers to 
pass and then fire on them from the rear. 
Some of them also ca!l out ‘here* or 
’come,’ especially on dark nights, and 
care must be exercised as to this. They 
even call out the numbers of our com­
panies for purposes of deception. Pass 
words should be employed by our troops 
for distinguishing friend from foe, and 
such pass words should have one or two 
is in thorn, as liulika. for example, since 
there is no 1 in the Japanese language, 
and it can not he easily pronounced by 
the Japanese.”

It is declared, remarks a Yokohama 
contemporary, that all this story about 
Japanese soldiers pretending to be 
wounded and tiring on Rusion skirmish­
ers from behind is a pure invention, and 
that the fable was concerted for the pun 
pose of effecting the slaughter of Japan­
ese wounded without actually ordering 
such an atrocity in so many words.

Russia’s Punishment.
The following is from ah editorial ar­

ticle in the Shanghai Mercury of Satur­
day, June 3rd:

There has begun a new epoch for the 
Far East. A new epoch inaugurated by 
salvoes of artillery that announced life 
to the East , and death to its destroyer. 
Never more, in all human probability, 
will there be such a day of dread and 
danger for the East of Asia as dawned 
over the Tsushima Strait on Saturday 
last. Never again while East is East 
and West is West. The West has done 
its worst, and it has failed, as it deserved 
to fail, as we hope every such enterprise 
may fail from henceforth even for ever. 
Had Russia been successful on Saturday 
last, one’s faith in Divine justice would 
have suffered a severe shock. As it is 
her failure seèms to mark in no uncer­
tain sense the enormity of the crime 
which has suffered such condign punish­
ment.
, Never, again should Japan allow her­
self to be placed in so hazardous 
sition as she has been during the past 
week. She owes it to the generations 
yet unborn to secure for them such 
safety from a repetition of Russian ag­
gression as England secured after her 
successful campaigns against Holland.

Thus and thus only can the new epoch 
which came to birth last Saturday grow 
to maturity. We are living far too near 
the momentous events of the past few 
days to be able to appreciate one tithe of 
what they really mean. But this much 
should be certain. Never again should 
the shores of the Pacific witness such 
shariieless aggression as has marked 
their recent history. Never again should 
there be reason to fear for the independ­
ence of such a race of men as the Japan­
ese have shown themselves to be. Never 
again'should it be possible for there to 
be so cynical a disregard of the rights of 
others as has been exhibited in China. 
The Anglo-Japanese alliance would in 
all probability have secured the final in­
dependence of China in any case; now 
there is no doubt about it. Once and 
for ever, all schemes of expansion at 
China’s expense must be given up. This 
will not please a good many people, but 
they will nevertheless acquiesce in the 
fact, and most of them will be wise 
enough to do so with all the grace imag­
inable, congratulating China on the im­
proved outlook in her condition. In ail 
probability the alliance will be drawn 
closer and will take upon itself the care 
of the peace over a far wider area than 
has hitherto been the case, and if this 
be so, nobody will have greater cause for 
rejoicing than Russia, who will be able 
then to remain peacefully at home and 
develop her own neglected empire.

The following notes are from the 

Shanghai Mercury, just received:
A Seoul telegram, published by the 

Yorodzu, states that a proposal to give 
Japanese names to some Japanese streets 
in that city has been vetoed by the au­
thorities on the ground that it would be 
injurious to Japanese policy in Korea.

The Yorodzu states that an. associa­
tion organized by the Japanese believers 
of the Russian Greek church has sev­
eral times sent books and magazines to 
the Japanese prisoners in Rusia. Re­
cently the association has received a let­
ter of thanks from one of the prisoners, 
which is written in Kana characters, and 
is couched in pathetic terms.

The Osaka Jijo states that their Ma­
jesties the Emperor and Empress have 
made a donation of yen 38,000 to the 
wounded officers and privates now in the 
military hospitals at Tokio.

Tne Mainichi learns that the construc­
tion of a railway between Pekin and 
Chnnehakao will be commenced in May 
(Chinese calender). It is to be completed 
in three years at an estimated expendi­
ture of 8.000,000 taels. The work will 
be undertaken by the Chinese govern­
ment.

It is reported from Hankow that the 
manager of the Hanyang iron works, af­
ter consulting with H. E. Shen Kung- 
pao, has engaged several foreign experts 
to take charge of the steel and smelting 
department of the works, and that these 
new assistants are expected to arrive at 
Hanyang in a couple of month's time.

Wednesday afternoon, in fhe caucus 
room of the parliament building, a 
meeting was hteld for the purpose of 
considering ways and means for raising 
the money for building the children’s 
ward at the Royal Jubilee hospital. The 
meeting, which was called by the 
Women’s Auxiliary and the Daughters 
of Pity, was not very fully attended. His 
Honor the Lieut.-Governor presided, and 
in addition to a large number of ladies, 
there were present the following citizens: 
His Worship the Mayor, the Lord 
Bishop of Columbia, Right Rev. Bishop 
Cridge, Rev. Leslie Clay. Rev. Canon 
Beanlands.«S. J. Pitto. D. R. Ker, Rev. 
Elliot!) S. Rowe and H. D. Helmcken, 
K. C.. and Jas. Foreman, representing 
the board of directors, and Drs. Hasell 
and Nelson.

Bishop Parrin opened with prayer, 
after which His Honor the Lieut.-Gover­
nor outlined the object of the meeting 
which was to carry out this work in the 
cause of the children. The ladies inter­
ested in hospital work had for six years 
worked faithfully with this object in 
view. They were now about to appeal 
to the men of the city to contribute suf­
ficient to complete the work.

Mrs. Rocke Robertson, president of the 
Women’s Auxiliary, outlined the situa­
tion in which the enterprise stood. She 
said there was now on hand $3-,600. The 
first donation had been made towards 
the work rh 1899. when $1.850 was raised 
at a children’s carnival. Since that time 
donations, legacies and contributions 
from other sources had raised the 
amount to $3,600, which now lay in the 
bank to be devoted to that cause. The 
estimates for the building arid heating 
ol the ward amounted to $4.900, leaving 
a deficit of $1,300. This deficit must be 
covered before a stone ia-laid, according 
to the héritai by-laws, and hence the 
present tiiove. The Daughters of Pity 
Came instantly, and when this 
known gave an entertainment, netting 
thereby $150, icluding a cheque for $20 
from Forbes Vernon. Since then two 
sums of $7.50 each have been turned in 
from subscribtion lists held by ladies, 
and a *bromise had been made of assist­
ance from the trades and labor council 
of Victoria. A balance of about eleven 
hundred dollars was necessary to relieve 
the situation, and permit of the work 
being carried out.

be Informed that their memorial has re­
ceived most careful consideration, and that 
JEIls Majesty’s government regret to learn 
that any apprehension Is felt to British 
«Columbia lest the decision to withdraw the 
Pacific squadron should have been taken 
without due weight being attached to any 
Important factor In the case.

4. This decision is part of the general 
change In the distribution of the fleet, the 
nature and grounds of which- aré set out 
In the memorandum by the First Lord of 
the Admiralty, of which copies were en­
closed in my dispatch, No. 370, of the 17th 
of December last. A further copy Is for­
warded with this dispatch for communica­
tion to the memorialists.

5. It Is the opinion of the Board of Ad­
miralty—an opinion, I may add, which has 
received the full endorsement of His Ma­
jesty’s government-»-that the changes which 
they have! made in the system on which 
His Majesty’s navy has been distributed 
hitherto, will afford a much higher degree 
of security to the Empire as a whole, and 
that the defence of the Coasts of British 
Columbia and Vancouver Island will be 
strengthened, rather than weakened, by the 
withdrawal of the small Isolated squadrons 
which have hitherto been stationed Iti those 
waters.

6. In the event of the outbreak of war 
with a naval power, under the revised 
scheme of distribution of the fleet Esqnl- 
malt would share in the protection which, 
will be extehded to all British possessions 
In the Pacific and Indian oceans by the 
powerful Eastern fleet which will be main­
tained in those waters. This protection 
cannot fall to be more efficacious than that

Details are be­
ing rapidly arranged and the officials ex­
pect to announce the plans for the con­
ference in fonr or five days.

SOLDIERS CHARGED CROWD.A
ORDERED SOLD.

Number of People Wounded in Streets 
of Warsaw.Property of International Packing Co.

Will Be Disposed of Under 
Foreclosure Proceedings.

Chicago, June 21.—The property of the 
International Packing Company has 
been ordered sold under foreclosure 
ceedings to satisfy claims of $3,977.000. 
The company was formed a dozen years 
ago to take over the business of several 
of the smaller concerns at the stock 
yards, lt was the original combination 
in the packing industry; but it did not 
pay, and has not been operated for some 
years. Litigation began and has been 
continued with many hints of scandal. 
The holder in trust of most of the com­
pany’s bonds, the Illinois Trust and Sav­
ings Bank, represented that no interest 
had heen paid on the $2.500,000 bond is­
sue since 1896, and sought to have the 
mortgage foreclosed. Minority interests 
made charges of fraud, and sought by an 
injunction to prevent the sale. The 
stockholders also entered the fight.

Warsaw, June 20.—In connection 

with the discussion of the proposed 
law which prohibits Jews obtaining the 
right to the national assembly, the War­
saw Socialists yesterday organized a 
street demonstration, ostensibly to pro­
test. A procession was started toward 
the Jewish quarters. When they reach­
ed the principal house there it was fired 
upon by the soldiers and two persons 
were seriously wounded. The soldiers 
then charged the crowd and wounded a 
number of persons with the butt end of 
their rifles. Similar disturbances are re­
ported from every city of importance in 
Southern Russia.

Although the acceptance of the con­
ference gives a certain measure of suc­
cess to German diplomacy, yet M. Rou­
vier gains the advantage of having 
brought Germany to exactly define the 
scope of the conference, and so to rid it 
of the objection of being a menace to 
French interests. It is understood that 
the two governments substantially agree 
on some of the many features involved. 
Germany had suspected that France had 
designs on the sovereignty of Morocco, 
but the negotiations disclosed that 
France hnd not questioned this sove­
reignty. Similarly it was disclosed that 
France had not designed to interrupt the 
present territorial or political status quo
