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Bogus Check Fraud Grows In

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Guelph Out, Sept. 24—(Special)—Guelph 
yesterday celebrated the opening of the 
waterworks system which has just been 
completed at a cost of $125,000.

The chief, of the gang personated 
in eastern trade centres, MacKintosh pur­
chasing agent of Kelly, Douglas & Co., 
wholesale grocers of this city. He gave 
large orders for goods to be delivered to 
the firm, and then cashed the firm’s checks 
on the ground that he needed money for 
expenses.

The checks bore forged acceptance by 
the bank of Montreal, and by the Royal 
Bank of Canada. A royal crown to the 
Royal’s stamp, led to his detection.

•4- s Quebec, Sept. 23—At this morning’s ses­
sion of the Trades and Labor Congress 
of Canada, child labor and long hours in 
the cotton factories of the provinces of 
Quebec were discussed. Delegate Ainey, 
of Montreal, informed the congress that 
men, women and children were forced to 
work sixty hours per week, which, be 
said, was altogether too long for the health 
of the workers. It was decided to ask 
the legislature to amend the law, reducing 
the hours of labor and providing for im­
proved sanitary conditions. "

Delegate Robert, Iron Moulders Union, 
Montreal, declared that the factory laws 
in Quebec are not enforced in foundries 
and requested that the executive of the 
congress be instructed to interview the 
government' in this connection.

There was a lively discussion regarding 
the fair wage clause in public contracts.

Delegate Bancroft, Toronto, stated that 
agreements were openly violated by con­
tractors and that the tlause was useless,

PINA CLOTH.
One of the latest fabrics to find favor 

with well-dressed women is pina cloth, 
which is produced in certain parts of the 
Philippine Islands. The dainty material 
has a delicate texture not unlike a spider 
web, with very intricate weaving. The 
fibres are secured from the leaf of the 
pineapple plant and in this way the name 
is derived.

The process of taking the fibre from the 
plant fa very difficult and requires great 
skill and experience, being done mostly by 
the natives. The fibres are then woven 
by hand looms and the industry is carried 
on cheifiy in the homes. The patterns are 
always geometrical and the colors are of­
ten varied, from the most delicate tones 
to a dash here and there of bright co*or.

IO THE FARMFollowing are the regulations for the 

new playgrounds as contained in a by-law 
passed by the Toronto city council :—

I /The playgrounds will be open to the 
public each day, except Sunday, between 
the hours of 9 a. m. and 8.30 p. m., or 
at such hours as may from time to time 
be appointed by the council, and no per­
son shall enter or remain therein except 
during such hours.

During the hours at which attendance is 
required at the public schools, no 
child shall be permitted in 
grounds who should be at school, and any 
such child may be ejected or given in 
charge of a truant officer.

It shall be the duty and power of the 
persons placed in charge of the said 
grounds to enforce order and to insist on 
rotation in the use of the apparatus.

No liability shall be incurred by the 
corporation of the city of Toronto on ac­
count pf injury to any person caused by 
the use of the apparatus by themselves 
or otherwise in the said grounds.

The general provisions of this by-law, 
respecting public squares and parks or 
grounds, shall, so far as they are applic­
able, applp to the said playgrounds.

TUBERCULOSIS

Ottawa, Sept. 23—A determined effort* 
is to be made to stamp out animal tuber­
culosis in the United States and Canada. 
Dr. J. G. Rutherford, chief veterinarian^ 
for Canada, has been working fdi yfears at 
this problem, and is has also had the' 
attention of scientists in the United States 
and Europe. Such progress has been made 
that it is believed a systematic and 

icerted effort on a large scale will, in the 
'.course of a few years, banish tuberculo­
sis from the herds of the North American 
continent. The value of such a result is 
indicated by the fact that it is estimated 

jrfchc loss on cattle in the United States 
alone from tuberculosis in each year 
amounts to two hundred million dollars. 
By far the largest proportion of animals 
condemned by the meat inspectors of the

International Commission
United States and Canada are those found 
to bp suffering from tuberculosis. Many 
cases ^of tuberculosis in human beings have i 
been traced to diseased animals.

The bride s 
name was given as “Wanda Paola Lottero 
aged twenty-five, spinster,” and her .fa­
ther’s name as Jean Baptiste Lottero, (de­
ceased), captain in the merchant service. 
The witnesses were A. St. George Caul­
field, solicitor, and Thomas K. Lockington, 
his clerk.

The newly married couple did not return 
to the hotel, but after quietly lunching in 
the West End, left for Paris.

His wife died here a few weeks ago.

Canada’s Indian population is holding its 
own and even gaining slightly. The report 
of the Indian department for last year 
shows 111,645 Indians in the dominion, a 
gain of 179 in the year. Education is re­
ported to be improving the health and the 
morals of the red men. They sure building 
more houses atid living in a more civilized 
fashion, with agricultural implements, 

sical instruments, sewing machines and 
other conveniences of civilization. Last 
year the Indians cultivated 52,869 acres, 
and from them took crops valued at $1,- 
477,977. In fishing and trapping they gain­
ed $1,126,252. Deputy Minister Pedley 
states that the department has plans for 
an improved school system for the Indians 
and the further development of day 
schools. The Indian trust fpnd now 
amounts to $6,022,187.

The Canadian Federation of Labor in­
tends to call the attention of the govern­
ment to the status of Canadian military 
bands which belong to the American Fed­
eration of Musicians. It is claimed that 
in joining this union Canadian soldier- 
musicians agree to take the standing of 
citizens of the United States.

The government will be asked to define 
its policy as to the construction of dry 
docks and will be urged to establish ship­
yards in Canada.

It is argued that an association of the 
kind proposed could do very affective 
work in interesting people who now live 
in the country only in the summer to 
make their homes there the year round. 
There are plenty of houses to accommo­
date a large number and with the surety 
of an efficient service all the year many 
would probably prefer the life in the coun­
try to that of the city.
