A wife not a luxury—Brigham’s Sera­

glio—Unique wall—In the Taber­
nacle—The fashions—The Prophet

AS HE APPEARS, (as HE IS, NEXT WEEK. ) 
The prudent man, who contemplates 

entering on the estate of matrimony, will, 
perforce, cast his eyjpB^about him in search 
of a temple, in which to enshrine the pros­

pective deity. If, in this matter, his de­
sires take a wide range, the accommodation 
will have to be ample. A large domicile 
ma)', by judicious division and forbearance 
on the part of the inmates, to found, suf­
ficient for three women, who one and all 
claim the rank of wives ; but if we in­
crease this number, we will also have to 
increase the number of onr possessions, in 
the shape of houses. The necessities of 
the polygamist in this respect, may be 
looked on, as a part of the punishment, 
which always attends an infraction of 
nature’s laws. It has never been contend­
ed that the man who takes unto himself a 
wife, is indulging in the luxuries of life, 
except, in very rare instances, although it 
turns out that she fulfils all the condi­
tions, necessary to make her such ; when, 
however, he adds to the divinely ordained 
number, he brings on himself, all the pains 
and penalties,attendant on a course of life, 
at once luxurious and sensuous. The man 
whose dinner is incomplete without the 
addition of his pint of Port, or Sherry, will 
find, at the end of the year, that this un­
natural indulgence, has cost him dearly, 
both in health and purse. Even if within 
his means, a marked derangement of the 
system, is the direct result, with irritable- 
ness and consequent family jars, as side

cannot be wholly curbed, and lees, or more, 
of th£ir naive glee and abandon, muet 
bè communicated by sympathy to the 
seniors.

There is no doubt that, to 
the Mormon mother, a family is a mine of 
wealth, from which she draws for <tKe pur­
pose of cancelling any^bill of cares, which 
that stern debtor, life, may present,«.and, 
we may also add, that such gives he7 in­
creased importance and consideration, in 
the eyes of her husband.

Our information in regard to the in­
mates of these houses, must needs be Im­
perfect, as it is largely hearsay, and the 
result of observations made in public.- - 
We could not arrive, at any' satisfactory 
conclusion, in regard to their number. It 
is more than probable that few, if any, of 

. those with whom we were, in communica­
tion, really knewj and tjhftt those who difL. 
were not desirous; to enlighten ns,, ооц- 
sidering our enquiries, evinced a curiosity, 
bordering on. impertinence. That we, 
may glean all the information, which we 
can, an eminence, overlooking the garden, 
is gained. On the score of courtesy, and 
the amenities of ordinary intercourse be­
tween the different members of the human 
family, we know, that we haye no right 
to seek to pry into the domestic affairs of 
any man, as long as he conforms to1 the 
usages of civilized people; but when he ok 
they seek to establish a new code of morals, 
and inculcate the principles of 
philosophy and religion, the case is differ­
ent We certainly have a right to inves­
tigate everything connected with such a 
subject, openly if we can, ^ covertly if in­
formation is denied 6s, seeing that its sue* 
cess, or otherwise, will have an important 
bearing on the whole social fabric.

The adage of “ laugh 
and grow fat,” is strongly reprobated by 
the Saint, he, being in this respect, like" 
the Puritan, which proves the truth of 
the proverb, that “extremes meet.”— 
Among the youngsters the fun was less 
noisy, than it would be elsewhere, with 
an equal number. For a glimpse of the fea­
tures of any of the ladies, we ^ere indebt­
ed to their attendance (and our own) at the 
Tabernacle.

Mutiny in the Mediterranean Fleet. 
—A despatch dated London, June 1st re­
ports a serious emute on board Her Ma­
jesty’s iron armor-plated ship Alexandra, 
flag ship of the Mediterranean squadron. 
In consequence of the stringency of the ' 
discipline and the unusual severity of the 
punishment, the whole of the first watch 
refused to do duty, and threw the gun 
sights overboard. Three insubordiuates 
have been sentenced to 42 days imprison­
ment, and were sent home in the Monarch 
to undergo that punishment.

A telegram from Athens, May 31, gives 
an account of another and apparent!j?hnore 
serious mutiny, while the Alexandra was 
lying at Pieraeus. The mutiny was quiet­
ed by marines summoned from other ves­
sels of the fleet. The mutineers were ar­
rested and a court martial convened. The 
cause of the second outbreak is stated to 
be dissatisfaction because of the refusal of 
shore leave, whereupon they rendered the 
Alexandra's guns unserviceable. It was 
deemed necessary to send the Alexandra 
to cruise in the Mediterranean until far­
ther orders.

Communion of vestments known as alb 
and chasuble. 2nd. The saying of the 
Prayer of Consecration in the service of 
the Communion, while standing at the 
middle of the west side of the Commun­
ion table, in such wise that the people 
could not see the officiating clergyman 
break the bread or take the cup into his 
hand. 3rd. The use in the Holy Com­
munion of wafer bread or wafers, that 
is, bread or flour made the form of cir­
cular wafers, instead of bread such as is 
usual to be eaten. 4th. The placing 
and unlawfully retaining of a crucifix on 
the top of a screen separating the chan­
cel of the church from the body or nave. ” 

It will be sufficient to say that from 
the tenor of the judgment given on these 
points, a very great deal has been gained 
by the opponents of Mr. Ridsdale and 
thosé*of similar ideas. Ceremonial vest­
ments have at last been curtailed and 
doubtful objects of veneration or adora­
tion have been tabooed, among which 
is the Crucifix, etc. The judgment has 
been published in full in the majority of 
English newspapers, and has created 
considerable sensation. It is not easy 
to divine the policy of the High Church 
party in the English Church. If it is to 
bring back the Church of England to Де 
Church of Rome by gradual and under­
hand means, it is not a very respectabfe 
one. But granting, as no doubt is often 
the case, that these men of Alb and 
Chasuble are sincere ; that their love of 
peculiar vestments, ceremonials and 
church furniture is so absorbing, why 
indulge in a surreptitious and childish 
mongrel imitation of what is done in 
another Church, honestly, openly and 
with all the prestige of ancient authority 
and long usage, and, we might add, 
with far superior adjuncts and better 
taste. Their predilections may be inno­
cent enough, but the consequences to 
the church are quite another thing.

Herr Krupp, is just completing a 
monster piece of ordnance, evidently 
designed to show that guns of cast steel 
can be produced on a scale to vie with 
the wrought-iron ordnance of*Woolwich 
and Elswick. The weight of the fiew 
Krupp gun is almost exactly that of the 
great Frazer gun which has lately dis­
tinguished itself at Shoeburyness. 
It thus falls short of the huge propor­
tions of the 100-ton Armstrong guns 
which are being""manufactured for the 
Indian navy. But a steel breech-load­
ing gun of "82,000 kilogrammes, or 80 
English tons, is, nevertheless, a pro­
duction of a very marvellous and inter­
esting character.

Thefe are a great many discontented 

people round just now, and among them 
are the inhabitants ot Fiji, one of Her 
Majesty’s latest acquisitions. The Gov­
ernor, Sir Arthur Gordon, (formerly Gov­
ernor of New Brunswick) appointed in 
1875, in the first place, wanted the site of 
the capital changed, and the uncertainty, 
prevented the people from being employ­
ed. Then the natives thought they would 
pay their taxes in money, instead of whieh 
they had to work on the government plan­
tations. Other people are offended/, at 
want of state in the Governor, who dines* 
in his shirt sleeves, with chiefs smeared 
with cocoa nut oil, and drinks native grog; 
still Fiji is not happy.

Hr. Gladstone and the Cretans.
Provincial Notes and News.The Cretans, like the frogs in the 

fable, have asked for a prince to rule 
over them in place of the Turk, and 
have pitched upon Mr. Gladstone as the 
future Prince of Crete. The Cretans 
have always had a pretty hard reputa­
tion, even from the time of the Apostle 
Paul, and don’t seem to have improved 
as their nationality grew older. Like 
certain Canadian "politicians, they are 
celebrated at the present day for active 
and daring vindictiveness and venality, 
and like a good many other people their 
Christianity is more a matter of theory 
than practice. Probably this is the rea­
son they selected Mr. Gladstone to rule 
over them, and if he has any taste for 
reforming robbers and pirates, he would 
find a wide field for his talents. Crete 
lies at the entrance of the classical 
Ægean Sea, and is advantageously sit­
uated as regards the Black Sea, the 
Mediterranean and the Suez Canal, but 
as Mr. Gladstone generously gave the 
Ionian Isles to Greece, he is not very 
likely to accept Crete from the Cretans, 
e*en as a personal favor, and they will 
probably have to find consolation some 
day in a paternal British Governor, 
backed by a strong mounted police force, 
and a gunboat or two.

If they are of sufficient import­
ance to call for Orders in Council the 
Orders issued should be obeyed and not 
impertinently changed in vital points 
by any, subordinate officer—especially 
one so notoriously unreliable as the 
present Inspector for this Province.

Overseers fail to give thera^icenses as 
therein provided, they will not be re­
quired to go outside of their own dis­
tricts.
without the Minister’s permission, to 
direct them to be sent to what he calls 
the “Central officer,” no such officer 
being known to, or recognised by the 
Department. Such an appointment, 
we are told, is eagerly sought for, but it 
is not made—just yet. We have asked 
Mr. Wyse, the Chatham Overseer, 
why blank licenses which lay in his of­
fice some three weeks ago, and may be 
there yet', were not divided up among 
the Overseers of the County, and he 
.said the Department had not furnished 
enough to supply all and, besides, he 
was authorised to give the fishermen 
time to pay the tax, which would not 
be required of them until June, or later.

The question why enough licenses to 
supply the different local Overseers were 
not furnished from Ottawa is one not 
easily answered. The fact that they 
were not supplied is not a very credi­
table commentary on the present system 
of management in the Department and 
it is an additional proof of neglect for 
which the Minister will be held respon­
sible, wherever the actual fault may

The Crops.

At this season, the question of the 
coming crops is one of great interest. 
The following facts have been gleaned, 
and are given as briefly as possible.

In Canada the winter wheat promises 
a large crop, and a larger quantity than 
usual of spring wheat was sown and is 
looking well ; the only Canadian crop, 
there is any doubt about is that of pota­
toes which have been retarded by frosts 

’in some places and threatened with Де 
Colorado Beetle in others. The fruit 
crop promises well.

In the United States the result of 
enquiries seema-to be as fellows :—In 
Illinois, Missouri, Kansas, Middle Ten­
nessee, North Alabama and Southern 
Kentucky, the wheat crop is highly 
promising ; the same remark applies to 
North Carolina, Georgia and Missis­
sippi. In Texas the crop is large and 
out of reach of the grasshoppers, and in 
Michigan the promise is good. In Min­
nesota the crops promise well, the only 
complaints being from Kanzas and 
California, notwithstanding which the 
latter expects to have a large export of 
breadstuffs. The com crop is general­
ly good, but the cotton crops is not so 
good as usual, and in some instances 
lias rotted in the ground. The fruit 
crops promises well everywhere. The 
prospects at present appear to indicate 
one of the largest harvests ever seen on 
this continent.

Respecting Де matter of giving the 
''fishermen time to pay the tax it may be 
said that there is no objection to such 
a course, but is it a fact that there is but 
one Overseer in the County qualified to 
dispense Government leniency in that 
connection ? We think not. If all the 
Overseers who are practically acquaint­
ed with the fisheries are to be officially 
declared but mere registering machines 
for the one least qualified in that res­
pect, let the Department say so by its 
Regulations. If not let the Minister 
turn over a new leaf and give a positive 
assurance to dfficers, fishermen and the 
public, alike, that he controls the ad­
ministration of affairs over which he is 
paid to preside and that he is not afraid 
to require, of even so great a personage 
as the Inspector of Fisheries, respect for 
Orders in Council, as well as for his 
“good intentions towards the fisher­
men,” which have grown to assume Де 
character of a delusion and mockery.

Another Marine Lunatic.
It is pretty difficult to sympathize with 

people who risk their lives and spend 
their powers of endurance, in enterprises^ ‘ 
which are not only useless in themselves,' 
but whieh have even lost the charm of 
novelty, as more original hare-brained 
people have long since demonstrated their 
possibility. Capt. Crappo of New Bed­
ford is pne of these individuals: he pro­
poses to cross tho Atlantic in a whale-boat 
of 19 feet keel, leg of mutton sails, 
and to live on canned provisions. Capt. 
Crappo has, however, made one improve­
ment on this class of expedition: instead 
>of taking some unfortunate dog, he takes, 
his wife, and if Деу quarrel all the way 
(as people at sea are apt to do) and get 
safe to the other side, everybody will be 
ready to admit toat the gallant captain 
and his wife have distanced Деіг prede­
cessors.

RUMORS OF PEACE.
Vienna, May 30.—The Times' corres­

pondent at Vienna telegraphs as follows : 
‘‘Rumors of the possibility of peace are 
floating about here. They emanate in Ber­
lin and date from the time of Prince Bis­
marck’s stay there. At first they were 
vague; now, however, they have assumed 
a more positive form to the effect that the 
fall of Adrahan, the retreat of the Turks 
to Erzeroum, together with the impression 
made on the Porte by the me lacing at­
titude of the Chamber and the population 
of the capital, have already furnished op­
portunities for German mediators.

How THE CZAR TRAVELS.
Constantinople, June 2.—A Vienna 

despatch says extraordinary precautions 
have been taken relative to the Czar’s 
journey. Already the train usually used 
for imperial journeys has twice passed 
alottg the Galacian Railway, with all the 
windows closed and curtained each time. 
It is believed the Czar passed.

Twelve regiments of Horse Guards will 
be sent in advance. The Russian army on 
the Danube will be increased to 400,000.

FORTIFYING CONSTANTIN OPE.
London, June 2. —Plans of the fortify­

ing of Constaitinople are being hurried 
forward. The defensive line west of Con­
stantinople completely covering it from a 
land attack will be established.

AN ENGAGEMENT.
A sharp engagement took place outside 

of Kars recently, resulting in a decisive 
advantage to the Russians. The Turks 
lost their outlying entrenchments on three 
sides of Kars, with two guns and a quan­
tity of ammunition. The Russians lost 36 
killed, and the Turks 160.

TURKS GETTING DISCOURAGED.
London, June 3rd.—A telegram from 

Syra says great discouragement exists in 
official circles in Constantinople, because 
it is not known how sufficient forces can 
be collected to resist the Russian advance. 
The" hopes that the capture of Sukum Ka* 
leh would lead to an insurrection in the 
Caucasus have now disappeared, as the 
Circassians feared Russia and laid down 
their arms. Turkey is weak from materi­
al causes which render it difficult to main* 
tain Ion/ resistance.

A despatch from Orealuk to the Times 
represents the Turkish soldiers sick and 
famished ; 2400 men have died at Trebinge 
since the campaign began. There is much 
dysentry, and 3000 men are siek at 
Mostar.
