ness.

A machine or implement, any where
from _ a comhined hanvester to 'a
simple cultivator or hay. rake, nceds
frequent  owverhauling to keep all
burs tight and adjustments and bear-
ings in perfect condition. When this
carc is given in conjunction With
necessary protection from the weath-
er, the life of a machinc will often
be more than doubled, besides being
much ' more eflective and agreeable
for the operator’s’use.

T ' one respect riding machinery
has an advantage over. that not ‘so
intended, since with the former . it
is more convenient to take ihe ma-
chines to the tool house after - each
day’s using, thus avoiding the vﬂg:;
thering ‘Which . sudden or prolong:
storms often’ effect on machinery left
in the field even when intended to be
put into use ;

THE FOLLOWING DAY,
Machinery ‘when = thus brought . to
cover after each day’s use is much
more apt to be kept in ship shape
condition; stormy  days being availe
able for this purpose, when if in the
field they would be neglected. B

The best care and repair of ' ma~
chinery calls for good and conveni-
ent storage facilities. An ideal tool
house. 'is  one of solid and durable
construction, well lighted and . made
eomfortable for = working in during
cold or ! stormy weather. The ar-
rangement should be such that heavy
machinery can
door: and out at amether, to avoid
shifting. ¥ %

A Sqofchu;m’s_;hom for Operas

Thrift is generally ackndowledged
to be one of the leading characteris-
tica of the native of Fifeshire, Scot-
land, and it never was th:mro for -
exemplified than in person
David Hutton, a native of Dunferm-
line, who actually proved that even
mice, those acknowledged pests = of
mankind, could be made not only to
earn their own living, but also to -
yield a respectable income to : their
owners. "

About the year 1820 ‘this gentle-
man actually erected a small mill at
| Dunfermline for: the manufacture of
thread—a mill worked entirely ' by
mice. It was while vigiting Perth
prison in 1812 that.My. Hutton first
conceived = this remarkeble idea of
utilizing - mouse power. In'an okd
pamphlet of the time, “The Curioz-
ity Coffee Room,” he gave an ac~
count of the way in which the idea
dawned on him. . “In the . summer
of the year 1812, he ‘wrote, “I had
occasion to be in -Perth,ﬂ:xkxd V:m
inspecting the toys and t. ets
were manufactured by the Fremch
‘prisoners in the depot there, my at-
tention. was involuntarily attracted
by a little toy house, with a wheel
in the gable of it that was running
rapidly round, impelled by the  in-
significant gravity of a common
house mouse. For one shilling I
purchased house, mouse and wheel,
Inclosing it in a handkerchief, on my
journey homeward I was ‘compelled
to contemplate its favorite amuse-
ment, But how to apply half~ounce
power (which is the weight of &
mouse) to a useful purpose: was the .
difficulty. - At length the manufae~
turing of sewing thread seemed 'the
most ‘practicable.”

Mr. Hutton had gne mouse that
ran the amazing distance of eighteen
miles a day, but he proved that® an
ordinary mouse could run ten and
one-hali miles on _an average. A
halfpenny’s worth of oatmeal was
sufficient for its support for thirty-
ifive days, during which it ran 736
half miles. He had actually two
mice constantly employed in the
making of sewing thread for, more
The mouse . thread
mill was so constructed that the
common house mouse was enabled to
make atonement to society for past
offenses by twisting, twining 'and
reeling from 100 to 120 threads a
day, Sundays not cxcepted. To per-
form this task, the little pedestrian
bad to run ten and one-half miles,
and this journey it performed with
case every day. A halfpenny’s worth
of oatmeal served one of ‘these :
thread mill culprits for the long per- .
iod of five wecks. In that thme it
made 3,350 threads of twenty-five
|inches, and as a penny was paid. to
women for every hank made in - the
ordinary way, the mouse,,at = that
rate, carned ninepence every  six,
weeks, just one farthing a day, or
seven shillings and sixpence a. year,

The, British Vice Consul at Las Palmas,
in bis report fer 1902, writes :—"*The
bulk of the timber used for building
purposes comes from Osoada and the
United Ststes; but nearly all the cut weod
used for crates and cases for the enormons
quantities of bananas, tematoes, and
petatoss axported, comes from Nerway,
ready sawnin sheoks, the bundles sied
with wire.. It is to be regretted that this
trade is pot in Oansdian hands. There
seems no reason why this cut wood should
not come from Canads, if the lumber
firms there would give the matter their
attention, snd use care and exactness in
executing she orders and shipments. The
value of the crates and boxes in' whieh the
friait 1s shipped from the island must totsl
up to some £80,000 per amnum, prebably
more, The import navigation duty eu
weod from Canada is 3 pesetas 50c., er
28, 03d. per 1.000 kilogs, while from
Norway the dutyis only 2 pesetas 50c.,
1s, 5}d per 1,000 kilngs. Hewever, con-
siderable orders have now been asemt to
Canads, aod thers is little doubt but that,
frem the samples I have seen and the
_prices quoted, Oanada can well supply all
that 1s wanted iu weed by the fruit
shippers.”

“Not sfter the establishmeas of the
older 8t, Ji dailies extent, Mr. J. L.
Stewars, now editor and proprietor of the
Chathsm World started the Tribune, which
sppeared every evenimg. Mr. W, B. Me-
Sweeney, later a lawyer in Halifax, wae
also connected with the Tribuue, of which
the late Justics Palmer was the principsl
owner.”

The mistake of the writer as to the
founder of ““The Tribune” is the more
ble b of the g 1 acouracy
of the article in question. It was the late
John Livingston who started the Tribune
andit was Mr. James Domville, then a
very ardent Conservative, but now as
nrdent a Liberal, who was its principle
promoter. When Mr. Livingston tived of
editing the Tribune, and Mr. Stewart’s
engagement with the Telegraph and Pres-
byterian Advocate had ceased, the latter
geutleman was eagaged as the Trbune's
editor, and it soon ceased to exist.

world we find the thoughts of states-
uien and publicists turning not to
the arrest of the bhirth-rate, but to
the far more difficult’ problem of
stopping the 'decline 'in it which has
set in - with ominous steadiness, and
which is now beginning to menace
the predeminance, of the race. So
writes: Mr, H. Wi Wilson in the Lon-
don Daily Mail.

President . Roosevelt has appealed
to American men and women on this
hedd in a public address; the great
Australian statistician,” Mr. Coghlan,
in words of impassioned truth, - has
warned Australia of the future belore
her Aunless . she obeys the old com-
meamndment to be “‘fruitful and multi-
ply’’; - and in England we are be-

ing dimly i that our hold
upon South Africa depends iupon our
power. . to pour  settlers into that
country, and that with. the decline in
the rate of increase in our popula-
tion, this power is passing away.

The fall in the birth-rate in the
Engl;sh«peaking countries coincides,
apparently, with a. distinct increase
in the peoples of the Far East. The
population . of Japan, after remain-
ing stationary . for 120 years, has
recently begun to expand, and to
expand rapidly. Authoritiecs on
Cnina hold that there also of late
years the population is again ad-
vancing, after a long period of stag-
nancy.  Is it the case’that, as La-
fcadio Hearn, a thinker in the clos-
est touch with the East, has sug-
gested, the Far West has evolved an
individual too expensive to live, a
being the wants of which are so
many that they cannot be satisfied
in the intense race-competition which
is the characteristic of the twentieth
century world?

ENGLAND AND THE COLONIES.

The birth-rate in England fell af-
ter the great war with France, at
the opeping of the nineteenth cen-
tury, and in 1888 it was only 30
per 1,000 of population. From this
point it began to rise slowly, and
advanced, | on the whole, steadily
with the advance of British trade, It
reached its culminating point in the
years just after the Franco-German
war, which were among the most
Pprosperoug known in our trade his-
tory.

It was 85.8 in 1872, 86 in 1874,
and 86.4 in 1878, which is the high-
est record ever touched since accur-
ate statistics were collected in this
country. In 1874-8 the average rate
for the United Kingdom was 84.8.

But from 1876 onwards a sharp de-
cling set in, and this decline has' con-
tinued almost uniformlv to our own
day: From 1879 to 1883, the aver-
age for the United Kincdom was
82.6; from 1884 to 1888, 81.2; from
1889 to 1898, 20.8: from 1894 to
1898, 29.1; and from 1899 to 1901,
28.8. Thus in the period from 1874
tg 1901  the decline was six per
tholisand; and the Lirth-rate fell to a
little more than four-fifths of what it
had been in 18786.

Outside England the same phenom-

enon’ was noted in one of our Colon-
ies t0 an éven more marked degree.
In “Australia the birth-rate has fal-
len ' ‘with a rapidity which is posi-
tively alarming.. The rate was 41.9
per thousand in 1861-5; in 1871-5 it
had diminished to 87.8, and in 1881-
5 this had further shrunk to 85.2. In
1891-5 it © was 31.5, and in 1896-9
only 27.35, so that it was actuully
below the rate of increase in the
Mother Country. .
: ZXhe loss of birth force in Australia
in the last forty years has beeh no
less than 14.55, or much more than
a third of the rate of increase in
1861-5. .One Australian State now
shows a rate of only 25, or but 4
above the rate of France, which is
generally regarded as the type of a
s*tationary country. The decline is
great in every position of life, among
the poorest and the richest alike, and
it _is the more extraordinary in that
thy greatest want of Australia is a
tecming population.

In the United States the small size
of the native American family has
drawn protests from Mr. Roosevelt,
though no statistics are collected,
and here it is impossible to say what
is actually happening. The excess of
births over deaths has fallen from
28 per 1,000 in 1830 to a calculated
total of only 18 in 1900, so that the
birth-rate must have declined or the
death-rate enormously  increased,
which last supposition is most im-
probable.

THE BIRTH-RATE ON THE CON-
TINENT.

In France the birth-rute, except in
@bnormal years during or after wars,
when nature was striving to undo
the handiwork of man, has tended
downwards, but the fall has not been
so marked as in England, though it
started at a lower level. The French
rate was on an average 25.8 for
1874-8, 22.3' for 1894-8, and 21.5
for' 18091900, the last years for

{ whieh the returns are accessible. The

dmp‘{wq&;hus 4.8 in akout the same
period as that in which the English
rate. fell 6. In Italy the fall was
8.2, from a figure of 87 in the same
period, so that the Italian rate is
still much above the English one,
In Germany, perhaps our most
formidable competitor in Europe, the

|decline was 4.2 in this period, from
and |40.1 to 35.9, and the German rate

is still higher than was the rate in
England in 1876. Moreover, in some
German States of recent year there
has been a slight tendency for the
rate to advance, which is most mark-
ed - in Bavaria, Wurtemburg, and
Baden.

If the Russian figures can be trust-
ed, and they-do not come down lat-
er than 1897, the bhirth-rate therc is
Ladvaricing. It was 47.7 in the three
years 18924, and 49.5 in the years
1895-7. This, however, may be due

pl t by other human material.

Yet another suggestion is that, as
the death-rate has declined, the re-
lative proportion of young men and
women has declined. and that a cor-
responding fall in the birth-rate was
to be anticipated. But this is not
very satisfactory, since the fall in
birth-rate is much greater than the
decline in the death-rate, and the
fall much greater than in England,
but has not brought such a diminu-
tion in the births.

Lastly, the question must be faced
whether the fall is not to be connect-
ed with the special strains of mod-
ern life,, especially of city life.
tralia and England are both States
in which the huge city predominates.
and it is at least a noteworthy fact
that the  marked fall in our- birth-
rate coincides with the collapse of
agriculture, whi¢h forced our country
population more and more into the
towns from 1878 onwards.

This may be a mere accident, but.
country families' are still generally
larger, if only because of the diffi-
culty of housing in the towns. . No
point is so painful in Mr. Booth’s
great study of London than his re-
peated reiteration of the fact that
large families are regarded by land-
lords as a ' nuisance, and that the
large family is too often refused ac-
commodation where the small family
finds . no . difficulty in obtaining it.
Thus is the ‘‘devastating torrent  of
children’'~—most accursed phrase—re-
pelled, and thus is our national po-
sition being imperilled. For in this
twentieth century world victory is to
the large unit; the full nursery spells
national and race predominance.
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HEAT OF INDIA'S SUMMER

CALCUTTA TAXES LONG SLEEP
DURING HOT SPELL.

Life in the Capital of Hindostan
~Mercudry Stands at
Above 100.

Tt'is  the second week in June,
writes a Calcutta correspondent. The
heavens are as brass. On the south-
western horizon, whence cometh our
help, is as yet no sign of the black,
beneficient clouds. The mid-season
showers, tempering the sun and rip-
ening the mangoes; the little rains—
‘‘chota barsat’’—preluding ‘‘the shat-
tering might of the monsoon,’”’ have
somehow missed their way. Day af-
ter day in the shade the mercury
stands at anything a little above a
hundred; evening after evening the
sun goes down behind the masts and
funnels of the Hooghly, behind the
standing smoke of the jute mills
across the water, a disc of yellowish
white in a colorless sky—promising
nothing for the morrow.

A SUMMER SLEEP.

The city takes her summer sleep.
Long ago, as it seems, his Excellency
the - ‘‘Burra Lat Sahib’’ departed
with the Government for Simla.
Ages, as it seems, have passed since
the flag flew over the low dome
crowning the smow-white replica of
Kedleston Hall since the blue-striped
pagris of the viceregal bodyguard
made way in the streets, since the
distinguished ‘patron of Indian arts
and his graceful consort spent pleas-
ant cool afternoons in the showrooms
of the fashionable Hebrew cabinet
maker—precise East-of-Suez counter+
part of Tottenham Court Road! In
these days it was easy to think of
the second city of the Empire as
‘‘the settlement of an Imperial race,
and the fitting habitation of a
world-wide rule’’—the viceregal rhe-
toric ‘has an attractive cadence. In
these she has another appearance,
another character, with which, may-
hap, the Burra Lat Sahib has not
even a bowing acquaintance. In-
deed, he confessed so much in an or-
ation that has become famous.

FLIGHT OF THE MEMSAHIBS.

The balustraded Red Roah is elo-
quent ‘of the change. Its broad,
straight carriageway, crossing the
Maiden at such an angle that the
priceless evening breeze from the
south comes along it unimpeded, is
almost deserted during the brief hour
dividing the daylight from the dark.
