ST. PETERSBURG, Sept 30—For the 
twenty-four hours ending at noon to-^ 
day, 223 new cases and 93 deaths from 
cholera have been reported by the 
Municipal Hospitals. One hundred and 
twenty-seven recoveries were reported 
today, as compared to 137 recoveries 
for the 24 hours ended noon yesterday. 
There has been published an official 
report of the outbreak of the cholera at 
the Pavlosk Military Academy. This 
shows that the disease originated in 
the academy, where a cook was suffer­
ing from incipient cholera prepared the 
food of the cadets for several days. 
The cook contracted the disease in the 
cholera hospital, where he was sent on* 
a mistaken diagnosis When the phy­
sicians discovered their error the pa­
tient was discharged and allowed to 
return. This gross careless ness result­
ed in 58 of the cadets coming down; 
with the disease. Five of these cases, 
ended fatally.

The recent visit of some of the mem­
bers of thé Eucharistic Congress, which 
met in London, to the shrine of Thomas 
Becket at Canterbury, makes it inter­
esting to recall the details of that 
ancholy murder so many years -ago.

Though the place of his shrine be 
vacant, the mighty spirit of that 
strong Churchman still seems to claim 
its reverence from every Canterbury 
pilgrim. Still, his tall figure, his hand­
some and fresh-colored face, his quick 
and restless eyes, his hasty and pas­
sionate utterances are so vividly re­
membered that, only on some dim even­
ing in December may you wholly re­
alize the sudden and horrible catastro­
phe in which his bold life ended so long 
ago in that fatal Christmas week of 
1170. No other single occurrence in the 
twelfth century has been recorded with 
such detail; hardly any other had such 
far-reaching consequences; and, con­
nected as it is both with England’s 
stateliest fane and with the first great 
English poem, the murder of Becket. is 
never likely to be forgotten while the 
towers of Canterbury stand. A few of 
its details wifi be worth recalling here.

DISCUSSES THE WORK

When asked last evening if there 
were any cases of chickenpox in the 
city schools, Dr. H. S. Bridges, the sup­
erintendent, stated that he understood 
a few cases prevailed in the Victoria 
annex, but that nothing of a serious 
nature would follow as the children 
were being kept at home.

Riga justices have been engaged at 
Dorpat in trying six police officials, ac­
cused of torturing a peasant woman in 
November, 1906, in order to ascertain 
from her who had stolen a revolver 
belonging tx> one of them. It 
proved that they had flogged her with 
negaikas (loaded whips) * and sticks, 
and had held her foot in the flame Of 
a candle. The ringleader was con­
demned to imprisonment for a year 
and a half, and the rest for a year.

When the horrors of the torture- 
chamber in the Riga prison were 
noised abroad two years iago, the di­
rector of the Department of Police, one 
of M. Stolypin’s subordinates, went to 
Riga to make an inquiry, and it was 
announced that the torturers were 
brought to justice. The trial has not 
taken place; instead, one of the ac­
cused has been transferred to an im­
portant position at Moscow, and, ac­
cording to the provincial press, 
others have been advanced in the serv­
ice, one now occupying a position in 
the police service at Penza* and the 
other in one of the Volga towns.

Why torturers at Dorpal should be 
punished and torturers at Riga 
warded is inexplicable; It is merely an­
other paradox of Russian justice, and 
an instance of the utter muddle of the 
present government’s administration.

ly when you have left Southampton, is 
a totally unreal thing to most people, 
a lid in such a form probably appeals 
chiefly to sedentary stay-at-homes. It 
is on this cloud-like basis that a large 
part of Mr. Kipling’s poetry has, as we 
know, been reared, and that part in­
cludes nearly all that he* has written 
in a. purely personal vein."

This leads to the admission that “Mr. 
Kipling’s gift is essentially dramatic,’’ 
as well as to the complaint that “when 
he writes ‘in propria persona’ he is con­
stantly harassed by two - somewhat di­
verse enemies—the daily papers and 
I he prophets of the Old Testament." 
Thus we read :

“His poetry is betrayed on one side 
toward the Cheapest of journalistic or­
nament, and on the other toward vague 
and sonorous archaisms. But when he 
writes as a private Soldier or a Scot­
tish engineer he is incapable of false 
notes. His sense of character is far 
too acute tj) be misled by his taste, im 
poems like ’McAndrew’s Hymn’ or ’The 
Mary G roster’ there is not a word which 
Is not perfectly just and Inevitable. But 
in these and in the Barrack-room Bal­
lads It is still to be noted that the field 
covered is a small one. The people 
are ordinary people, no doubt, but the 
circumstances are very special. The 
soldiers in the ballads hint that they 
are human, but we see them in their 
pleasures or difficulties, only as sol­
diers, not as human beings. They fight 
and drink and make love like other 
people, it is true, but always in the 
foreground is the fact that they are a 
class apart, doing disagreeable and 
dangerous work for a not particularly 
grateful country. This Is, of course, no 
disparagement of these admirable 
verses, which merely keep to their na­
tural limits; but it Is an illustration of 
the way in which Mr. Kipling’s poetry 
persistently stays outside any vein, of 
emotion that is common property."

Yet the reviewer qualifies this last 
statement by a further admission, 
namely, that a number of Kipling's 
poems embody the spirit of pure ro­
mance undisturbed by any other mo­
tive, and are therefore “universal 
enough” in their appeal.

Although Mr. Kipling's poems range 
in subject over both hemispheres and 
the seven seas, not to speak of Azrael’s 
outposts, his poetry actually touches a 
surprisingly small segment of life, as­
serts a reviewer ill the London Times. 
While acknowledging that there Is a 
virtuosity about the poems which 
“makes it difficult to examine them 
coolly,” this critic maintains that 
every-day affairs, common problems, 
universal passions, hardly find a place 
ill them a-t all." Even their patriotism, 
we are told, Is remote from the usual 
form of that emotion, since Mr. Kip­
ling’s enthusiasm is aroused only by 
the Englishmen who are doing the Em­
pires work outside of ' England. To 
quote more fully on this point:
' "R may be objected that patri 
is a universal passion; and so, no 
doubt, It is; and certainly the great­
ness and magnificence of the English 
figure in these poems to some purpose. 
But Mr. Kipling's vein of sentimént on 
this subject is very far from being pa­
triotic. He only cares for Englishmen 
when they are in the colonies or in In­
dia or on one of the blood-stained 
fringes of the Empire. The Englishman 
in Ei-gland, unless, Indeed, he is mere­
ly at home on leave, he sometimes 
seems positively to hate—

ELECTRIC SLEEP.

The city of Paris early in the 
mer fitted up a laboratory for the Hos­
pital of Sainte Anne, 
has been working steadily. Already 
she has put a patient to sleep by elec­
tricity without performing an opera­
tion. She has also 
used electricity as a local anaesthetic 

part of the arm or leg and has 
performed a slight operation. Her in­
tention. now is, in which she is en­
couraged by the veteran Dr. Magnan, 
to perform a serious operation made 
under the influence of electric sleep. 
This will be the first time that this 
has been done anywhere in the world.

If the 
animal had been left alone then it 
would have remained dead, but I im­
mediately instituted artificial respira­
tion by means of electricity, and pre­
sently the animal started to breathe of 
its own accord. Again, after I had 
killed the dog and resuscitated it, 
hemorrhage set in, caused by an opera­
tion, and the dog bled to death. I 
brought it back to life again. The ani­
mal is ait present perfectly healthy."

While I_ was in the laboratory the 
doctor put'a rabbit under the influence 
of electric sleep. In a comparatively 
short time, when the rabbit came out 
from under the Influence, it hopped 
away contentedly.

FROM DEATH TO LIFE.

For all her experiments on animals 
the doctor has kept records which show 
the tracings of the animal's respiration 
and heart action throughout the exper­
iment. At the point where a perfectly 
straight line is reached on the tracings 
the animal Is dead. A little farther on 
the regular curved lines show artificial 
respiration, and still farther the irregu­
lar lines show that the animal has com­
menced to breathe again by itself.

The doctor is confident that all her 
experiments can be put into practice 
on human beings. When the animal 
is under the influence of the current 
it reacts to no stimulus, and when the 
current is turned off the awakening is

■ Vince Caples and T. Fleming, two 
drivers of carriages that are termed 
by Magistrate Ritchie "flurry wag­
gons,” were before the court this 
morning under the charge of not mov­
ing from King street when ordered by 
the police. They were defended by 
Daniel Muilin, K. C., and the magis­
trate was in no way mild in his re­
marks about the business conducted 
by the “flurry” wagons. He spoke 
strongly against the authorities allow­
ing the fast houses to remain in busi­
ness out the road.

Mayor Bullock was called as a wit­
ness and said that Fleming and 
Caples had called on him since the 
case opened and asked him not to be 
rough on them as times were hard. 
He said he never made a memorandum 
of the order given that these carriages 
were to have a certain stand, but the . 
defendants knew the place where they 
were supposed to stand and had been 
told by Clarence Ward, the mayor’s 
clerk. He did not make a public an- 

I nouncement regarding the stand or 
personally assign them the stand, but 
it was asked by these drivers that 
they get a license to drive to 
Rockwood Park or to the Cemetery 
gate, and they were not to be out lat­
er than 9 o'clock at night. The magis­
trate was feeling prepared for an ad­
dress against what he termed "The 
Flurry business.” He said that the 
Mayor might learn and consider that 
when he issued a license to these driv­
ers it was for immoral purposes, and 
that as such is the case he could call 
in their licenses. These carriages- are 
for immoral purposes and should not 
be licensed. When they are licensed 
they are for the help of houses of ill- 
fame out the road and these houses 
should not be helped. His honor said 
he had learned that boys in knicker­
bockers went to these houses on Sat­
urday nights and did not return home 
until Monday. “If I had my way about 
If you will observe these Flurry Driv- 
every week and it would cost them at 
this rate a hundred dollars a week, or 
if they remained in existance ifôOOO a 
year.

In a couple of days he had 
not a cent. The mayor does not know 
of all these cases or there would be 
no licenses issued to these peo­
ple. When I meet one of these 
flurry wagons ore the street, it is occu­
pied by three flaringly dressed and 
painted prostitutes, who are driven 
through the streets before the good 
young men and women of our city. It 
makes me wince to see it. I know of 
one man who has done something to 
aid this disreputable business, and 
he would be shocked to hear that he 
would aid immorality, but he is doing 
it and you would be surprised to know 
the number of people in the city who 
are ready to wink at this business. I 
speak generally, not of one house but 
all I may be getting old but I am wide 
awake and I know that if these wagons 
arc not ready to assist the keeping 
open of these dens they will not exist. 
These dens are not the country houses 
that used to be. They are now fitted 
with all modern improvements and if 
they were raided frequently there would 
be no such things as new windows, 
cupolas, etc.’’
