Rosalie to the St. Lawrence river at
Mcntreal is 356 miles. It is a level
-country, and the cost of the road is
estimated at $500,000 to $600,000. In-
gtead of building and owning an in-
dependent line from St. Rosalie to
Montreal, Mr. Blair buys from .the
‘Grand Trunk the right to use this
property. He pays for it $37,600, or a-
‘little over $1,000 per mile. This is paid
for the right tc rur trains. over the
T0ad. Now the Grand Trurk uses the
property at present twenty-five times
:a8 much as the Intercolonial, as Mr.
Bleir informed the house last week.

The rental was fixed in this way: It
‘was assumed that the road was worth
$1,500,000, and Mr. Blair agreed to pay
5 per cent. interest on one half the.
walue. He doss not get one half the
use, nor even one tenth part, Rut he
pays on the basis of half the use.
