FREDERICTON, N. B, April 8.—
The house met at 3 o’clock. .

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill
to confirm the charter of the Grand
Falls Power®Co. = He said that on the
24th of March letters patent had been
issued authorizing the leasing of the
Grand Falls water power and giving
the authority to proceed with the work
of developing and expropriation of the
property, as some doubts might be
raised as to the power to expropriate
under letters patent, this bill has been
introduced to confirm the letters pat-
ent.

Mr. Hazen—Have you any informa-
tion with regard to the Grand Falls
Co. which has just been incorporated
by letters patent at Ottawa ?

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Having seen the
notice of the incorporation of this com-
pany in the newspapers, I telegraphed
at once to Ottawa to obtain a copy of
the letters, part for the purpose of
ascertaining what powers had been
granted. We feel that there is no ques-
tion that the exclusive right of legis-
lation for provincial objects is vested
in the "rrislature. I have received a
copy « = o letters patent by telegraph
and 1 nud that the petitioner has ex-:
ercised considerable ingenuity for the
purpose of avoiding the provisions of
the B. N. A, act. The document con-
tains general powers, but no local hab-
itation is given for the exercise of these
powers. It has the power to erect pulp
mills, build factories and carry on a
mercantile business, but it does not
say where. It has the right to run
vessels on the St. John river, and this
is the first mention of any locality.
The head office of the company is to
be at Grand Falls. There is no power
of expropriation given. It will be our
duty to take some action either by
passing an act or to make known to
the authorities at Ottawa that we ob-
ject to them giving general powers for
work of a locas character.

Mr. Allen—Do the government at
Ottawa recognize our exclusive powers
to incorporate local companies ?

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I don’t think they
dispute our rights, but they have been
in a habit of getting around it by stat-
ing the measure to be for the general
advantage of Canada, thereby usurp-
ing our jurisdiction.

Mr. Clair presented a petition ask-
ing for power to erect a foot bridge
across the St. John river at Clair.

Mr. King presented the petition of
the mayor and council of Sussex for
a bill to improve their water supply.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Pugsley the
time for introducing private bills was
extended to Thursday.

The house went into committee on
bills, and the following bills were
agreed to:

He thought that the mat-
ters urged by Mr. McLatchy in pre-
senting the bill might well be aired at
the annual of other meetings of the
company and not engage the attention
of a legislative committee, 'The Res-
tigouche Boom Co. was incorporated in
1879, but did not begin actual opera-
tions until 1882.

par; and . 250 shares taken as
payment for money actually

expended upon the works of the Boom

 Company. At the time Mr. Richards

was paying par value for this stock it
was selling at only forty cents on the
dollar, Mr. Richards was very liberal
in his dealings with the company, al-
though the largest stockholder, and to
show this Mr. Mott gave the names of
the several boards of directors from
incorporation to the present. These
boards represented the lumber inter-
ests of the Restigouche. A large share
of the criticism against the Wm. Rich-
ards Company is because of a contract
entered with the Boom Company and
the Richards concern. 1Tn 1881, when
the question of booming first came be-
fore the directors, a contract for three
years was entered into with James
Robinson of Miramichi.© He lost &0
much money the first year that he
threw up the contract. In turn con-
tracts for booming were entered into
with several parties. Fach contractor
abandoned the work before the expiry
of their contracts. At last ‘'Wm. Rich-
ards took up the work at the urgent
request of his co-directors, carried out
the contract year by year, and finally
took the contract for a period of five
years, and with the approval of the
directors and the company. In Janu-
ary, 1903, at a meeting of the directors,
Kilgour Shives in the chair, it was re-
solved to let the contract for rafting
to the Wm, Richards Company for a
period of five years. The contract was
duly executed and signed by Kilgour
Shives, as president of the company.
Important changes in the lumbering
industry of he Restigouche have taken
place within the past few years. Kil-
gour Shives has become largely inter-
ested, and he was offered stock in the
Boom Company. Mr. Shives would
not take it, and Wm. Richards
had to take it - as payment
for the work he had already
done and expense he had already in-
curred on behalf of the company. In
the early years of the company the
dividends were paid out of the pockets
of Wm. Richards. The Moffatt inter-
esty disappeared and passed into the
h 8 of the Dalhousie Lumber Co.
They became interested in the affairs
of the boom company and H. Hilyard
was elected a director. In 1904 the first
complaint was heard against the Wm.
Richards Co. holding the contract,
when H. F. McLatchy attended the
annual meeting of the company and
entered a protest against it as being
ultry vires, and threatened an equity
suit. That action was commenced in
the equity court in May last and up to
the present time no further action has
been taken by those who instituted the
‘action. Now those parties come to this
legislature and attempt to take away
by force the benefits which accrue to
the Richards Co. as the result of their
energy and efforts for many years.

It is alleged that the Richards Co.
controls the stock of the boom com-
pany. As a matter of fact they own
300 shares. The other ehareholders
voted in their own interests, and the
directors were elected in the same man-
ner as directors of all other corpora-
tions in this province,

As regards the board of directors of
1903 and 1904 and the coup d’etat
which led up to the present board, Mr.
Mott stated that previous to the an-

nual meeting of 1904 @ifferences had.

arisen and it became evident that an
effort was being made to oust the Wm.
Richards Co. from their large inter-
ests in the boom company. The death
of Wm. Richards in 1903 was a great
loss to the boom company, and that
loss was expressed in a resolution of
the board. After the death of Mr.
Richards the stock owned by him pass-
ed to the control of his executors and
it was necessary for a meeting of the
directors to be held to pass upon trans-
fer of Win. Richards’ stoek to his exe-
cutors. Such a meeting was awoided
and the Richards Co. was jumped with
the annual meeting of 1904 with their
holdings of stocly practically unrepre-
sented. The Kilgour Shives interests
obtained control of that meeting by a
manipulation of stock. When the
Richards concern secured their rights
the did jake action as stated by Mr.
McLatchy. The present board of di-
rectors represents the active interest-
ed lumber interests of the Restigouche.
Coming to a discussion of the bill, Mr.
Mott took up the section which pro-
vides that provision shall be made for
representation upon the board of di-
rectors of all owners of lumber to be
driven down the river to the amount
of 5,000,000 feet (suggested by Mr. Mae-
Latchy to be 2,000,000.) Mr. Mott con-
tended that under such a provision the
minority a ‘faction might control the
interests of the boom company.

In all corporations the majority of
ﬁ;e stockholders rule. He appealed to
the committee to protect the vested
rights of the Richards Company ac-
quired by twenty-five years of energy
and expenditure of capital.

Referring to the settlement made by
the Boom Company with George Mof-
fatt of his claim, Mr. Mott stated that
claim arose out of riparian rights
which Mr. Moffatt had. He put in
claims year after year and was turn-
ed down by the board. Finally it

came to the point where Mr., Moffatt:

said; “Settle my claith .or go Into
court.”
$7,000 was settled for $2,700 rather than
g0 into court. The Shives-:directorate
during their temporary regime settled
in full a claim of one of its friends,
and at no time have they explained to
the company the detalls of that settle-
ment. A number of questions were
agsked by members of the committee,
some being answered by Mr, Mott and
others by Mr. Shealds, boom master.

Speaking of vested rights, Mr. Barry
contended that it was nothing new for
ldgislatures in this and other Canadian
provinces and in the United States to
interfere with corporations which are
operating inimically to the interests of
the people. Mr. Barry clalmed that a
very great proportien of the lumber
coming down the Restigouche is lost
each year to the owners through the
negligence of the Wm. Richards Co.
The Dalhousie I.umber Co. in 1903 lost
17,000 pieces; A. B. Alexander, 1,000
pleces; Mr. Miller, 600 pieces; Kilgour

Shives Co., 5,000 pieces, or 17,000 pieces
in four years. The lumber operators
claim that a great proportion of this
loss is due to the negligence of the
Jessee, the Wm, Richards Co.

Considerable discussion took place
regarding the relative cost of rafting
on the St. John; the Miramichi, and
the Restigouche, and the tolls paid in
each instance. Mr. Barry stated that
in 1904 out of 64,000,000 feet of lumber
driven on the Restigouche, 62,500 feet
were returned as unmarked, In the
Fredericton boom, out ‘of 134,000,000
rafted in 1904, 1,700,000 were returned
as unmarked.

Mr. Flemming and Mr. Smith stated
that on the St. John a great number
of bank logs unmarked go adrift. The
inference he drew from this was that
a great quantity of unmarked logs are
not accounted for at all by the Resti-
gouche Boom Co. The Wm. Richards
Co. is exploiting these operations for
their own profit. He said that in the
past 25 years the Restigouche Boom Co.
has paid 324 per cent in dividends.
During the life of the late William
Richards none of 'the grievances arose,
but within twelve months after his
death a board of directors which fair-
fly represented the lumber lnte::ests of
the river was turned out, and a board
controlled by the Richards Co. Wwas
put in its place. Mr. Barry went over
the bill section by section, explaining
its several clauses.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said: The ques-
tion before the committee is, shall this
bill be recommended to the faverable
congideration of the house? He did not
attach much importance to the state-
ment of great losses of logs as between
the camp. surveys and the boom sur-
veys. There are always such lesses,
but he believed no such losses occur
on the Restigouche as is stated. The
franchise of the Restigouche Boom Co.
was granted years ago, and all the
expense and responsibility of develop-
ing and operating the company Wwas
borne by Wiliam Richards, and these
other operators would not come in and
lend a hand nor share the expense and
responsibility. Now, when the Rich-
ards interests have made a success of
the business, the other fellows ask this
legislature to compel the Richards
people to let them in and share the
benefits.

Mr. Barry argued that the atftor..c.
general has given it as his opinion that
it is within the right of the governor
in council to regulate and approve of
the by-laws of the company. He
(T'weedie) would say that.Hon., Mr.
Pugsley would not give such an opin-
ion in his official capacity as attorney
general.

It being 11 o’clock, the committee ad-
journed to eight o’clock Tuesday even-
ing. - x
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FREDERICTON, April 3.—His Wor-
ship Mayor White and Ald. Macrae
and Recorder S8kinner of St. John ap-
peared before the committee on muni-
cipalities of the legislature this even-
ing and were heard in support of bills
promoted by their city.

The proposed amendment to the as-
sessment act was taken up section by
section. The mayor said that the law
as now constituted was most unsat-
isfactory to the city, and the Council,
in order to remedy the existing evil,
had appointed a commission, consist-
ing of Mr. Stavert, Mr. Estabrooks and
Mr. McRobbie, to take evidence and
frame a new law. The amendment
asked for was to give this commission
certain powers to act. The third sec-
tion of the oproposed amendment
brought forth a spirited discussion.
This section gives power to the com-
missioners to call upen the citizens to
file a schedule, which is set out in the
bill, stating the‘real property owned,
the rents, the names of landlord and
tenants and other matters, the object
being to ascertain the real estate of
any individusl. In default of filing a
schedule, the commission is to have
power to exact a penalty of forty dol-
lars. 4

Dr. Pugsley and Mr. Hazen strongly
objeoted to this part of the bill as it
stood, and held that there was no rea-
son why the owners of real estate
shculd be compelled to divulge their
property while the personal estate
owners were not, and if it were made
to apply to one it should also be made
to apply to the other.

Mr. Robertson supported the section
as it stood and @id not think it would
be in the best business interest to com-
pel persons to tell their petrsonal pro-
perty.

Mr. Hazen contended that the law
the commission would be supposed to
frame would deal fairly by all parties,
and this would not be the case if real
estate owners only were compelled to
file schedules. Of course, he said, if it
49 the intention to make real property
pay all the tax, he could see a reason

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OTTAWA LETTER.|

OTTAWA, April 3.—Spring has ar-
rived in full feather. The snow: has
almost entirely disappeared from Par-
liament Hill, the crocuses are display-
ing their rich and gaudy colors in the
near-by park, and crowds are taking
their first sunbaths of 1905 on the seats
in front of the kiosk.on the river

bank. -Rubbers are still a necessary |

part of footwear, as while the side-
walks of Ottawa are as dry as many
of the speeches on the autonomy bill,
the crossings are as filthy as any on
Water street, $St. John, after a big
thaw. $

If there ever was a one-man minis-
try in Canada it is that dominated by
sir Wilfrid Laurier. Men who dare to
differ from him are snuffed out with-
out remorse. 'When Hon. Clifford Sif-
ton wasa compelld to resign his port-
folio, the Northwest, that part of Can-
ada, most directly interested in the
autonomy  bill, was left voiceless. As
Dr. Sproule of East Grey put it the
other day, the five prowvinces from On-.
tario eastward embraced an area of
464,000 square miles, and from this ter-
ritery came all the members of the
cabinet, while the balance of Canada,
containing 1,368,888 square miles, had
no voice whatever in ;public affairs.
Laurier, howewer, says there is no,
burry in openimg up a constituency in
the Northwest.

Alfred Thompson of Dawson, the
first member for the Yukon, has not
yet done any talking on the floor of
the house, but he has not been idle in
pressing the vastness and wealth of
that far distant region upon the atten-
tion of public men. He has had sev-
eral most interesting conversations
with the governor general, and has
almost persuaded his excellency to pay
the Yukon anfearly visit. Mr. Thomp-
son dined by command the other day
with Barl Grey. It is-not the member
who talks much in the house who does
the most for his constituents.

Sir William Mulock’s post office work
should effect a great saving to the
country. It takes about as long for a
maritime province mail to reach Ot-
tawa from Montreal as it does to send
it up from the briny ocean to the chief
city of all Quebec. As it is the fast
service that is costly, it may be pre-
sumed that the postmaster general is
working - the slowest possible service
from Montreal Junction with the
shreds and patches of confederation.
While Toronto is to be supplied with
preumatic tubes to fire letters with al-
most lightning-like rapidity all over the
city, is is a plain, simple matter of
fact that passengers from &t. John,
Fredericton, St. Stephen and points in
P. B, Island actually reach Ottawa
from 8 to 18 hours in advance of the
delivery and distribution of the malls
which started on the trains they started
on. Yesterday’s C. P. R. express from
St. John was three hours late in reach-
ing Ottawa, having practically not lost
a minute on the way, as it was held
in St. John to catch the Digby steam-
er's large fish cargo for the upper pro-
vinces. It was about 3 p. m. when
the train got in yesterday, but up to
noon today there was no trace on Par-
Hament - Hill ‘'of the contents of  the
mail bags. And this is merely a sample
of the way in which the mail service
of Canada is being conducted along
the trunk lines of railway under the
management of the present minister.

Ottawa is the only town in Canada
which has three distinct post offices,
each absolutely independent of the
other. There is the city post office—
the senate post office—and the com-
mons post office. All mail matter orig-
inating in Canada, atidressed to sena-
tors, commoners and the officials con-
nected with the administration of the}
upper and lower houses of parliament
is exempt from postage. All matter

years to come the working into a na-
tional whele of the peoples of old
Europe, who are trooping into the fer-
tile lands of Canada by, tens of thou-
sands.

The immigrant comes by train, some
in Pullman cars, but never on foot.
To estimate the vastness of the work
to be done by the public school system
of the two new provinces it is only
necessary to quote what Manitoba has
had to 8o in assimilating divers and
sundry peoples, and why it does not
g0 to the full length in backing up
separate schools. With a population,
roughly speaking, of 300,000 souls, there
are within the bounds of-the province
20,000 of French origin, 28,000.Germans,
?1,000 Galicians and 16,000 Scandinav-
lans. That is, fully one-third of the
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people are foreigners or of foreign ex:
traction. To teach these people of
their offspring the three R's, and thus
fit them for everyday life, is a noble
effert. This Manitoba is doing with
efficiency. This is what the Northwest
provinces will also have to do in the
fuiure. As for the religious education
of the children, that must be left to
the church and the home. The state
is doing its duty when it makes the
child one of its most valuable assets
and cdevelops it to the utmost, just as
it would a forest, a lake; a river, a
coal drea, or a pockzt of gold or other
precious metal.

MO RMONS BOUGHT LAND IN ALBERTA
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THE MANITOBA INTRIGUE.

} Sir Wilfrid Laurier has on various
occasions shown himself capable of pre-
varication, but the statement that he
did not authorize the Papal Delegate
to negotiate with the Manitoba min-
isters on ‘the subject of @separate
schools and the extension of the bounds
of Manitoba will be accepted. If
such diplomacy were contemplated Sir
Wilfrid Laurier would not personally
connect himself with it. 'We may also
accept the declaration of the premier
‘that he had not until a few days ago
known of the conversation between
Mgr. Sbarretti and the Manitoba dele-
gates, There was no reasen why he
,shou'id be told of it, since the proposi-
‘tion was not accepted. But if the
tempting proposition suggested by the
Apostolig Delegate had been favorably
: received, Sir would: not have
| been long in igndrance of tho negotia-
‘ﬂons.
. Mgr. Sbasrettl had no , power to
{#x the boundaries of Manitoba. That
| could only be dene by pariiament, and
i a® & matter of practice in this country
would only bé done on the initiative
of the government. It required the
i imfluence of.the ‘premier to glve value
{to the suggestion made to the Mani-
| toba. ministers. Mgr. Sbarretti seems
to have felt certain that this influence
could be gained. He would hardly
| waste the time of the Manitoba min-
istef's. by heolding out inducements
whlch were altogether imaginary.
Had the Roblin government yielded
to this temptation it would probably
have been found that the Lawurier gov-
ernment ‘was quite close to the Dele-
gate, whose office at Ottawa was es-
tablished at Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s re-
quest. It was pointed out yesterday
that sevaral of the Laurier organs have
declared that Manitoba could not hope
for extension of territory in view of her
dreatment of the Roman Cathelic min-
ority. - Mgr. Sbarretti seems to have
stated the converse side of the propo-
sition by suggesting that the province
could have the bounds extended if she
would establish separate schools,
There was never any call of a Papal
delegate in  this country except for
olftical purposes. The authorities at
%ome did not establish the office on
their own motion, It was not the request’
of the Canadian prelates that such an
appoimtment should be made. Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, his coleagues and his
politieal supporters, pleaded for the ap-
- pointment on purely political grounds.
The first delegate was named in an-
swer to that plea and the office has
been continted. The first duty of the
first delegdte was to smootk out the
course for the government on the Man-
itoba school question. The first two
representatives of, the Vatican had to
negotiate between a Laurier govern-
mefit at Ottawa and a Greenway gov-
ernment at Winnipeg. That was a
more simple proposition than the one
in which the present delegate has ap-
parently allowed himself to be involv-
od.

Mr. Bouraesa and some of his friends
sppear to think that it is a sign of
pigotry and intolerance to condemn
the sort of interference which Mr.

BISHOPS VERSUS DELEGATE.

In 1896 Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his
friends complained of the political ac-
tion of ecertain bishops in Quebec who
were charged with interfering with
elections. The complaint was probab-
ly not well founded in so far as it re-
presented the prelates as interfering on
party grounds. No doubt some of the
bishops did advise their people to vote
for candidates who would suppert the
demand of the Manitoba minority for
separate schools. But as all the Laur-
fer candidates made haste to qualify
by declaring that they would go far-
ther than the late government the
bishops were not in the position of par-
tisans — and the majority of their
people voted for Laurier. Afterward,
when the bishops called upon the mem-
bers to carry out their pledges, the
vatican was asked to send out a dele-
gate to Canadian prelates and to deal
with political matters himself - That
is what Monsignor Sbarretti has been
trying to do. He has besn engaged in
the work of the government which
brought him here.

Whatever he sald in deprecation ot
the political influence said to have
been used by the bishops of the Rom-
an Catholic church in Quebéc, it should
not be forgotten that they are Can-
adians born and trained. They know
the conditions of the country, have an
intense and patriotic interest in its
welfare, and are acquainted with its
political institutions. Their brothers
and other relatives, the school fellows
and comrades of their youth dwell in
this land. In thefr earlier days these
prelates lived among the people as pas-
tors and so have learned their wants

*and their disposition and have acquired
a sympethy with views and aspirations.
These bishops have ' relatives in poli-
tical, professional and mercantile cir-
cles, and are themselves interested in

4 the material and intellectual progress

of the country. It is surely meore fit-
ting that these citizens and electors of
their own metion
take an open part in Canadian politics
than that a special delegate of the
Vatican, sent here at the request of the
politicians, should secretly engage in
such political negotiations as those
which have taken place at Ottawa.

Monsignor Sbarretti is an Italian. He
is not here as a preacher, or a teacher,
or a ruler in the church; but altogether
as a diplomatist and a politiclan. He
succeeds two others, the first of whom
‘had sufficient power to suppress those
bishops who held the promises of lib-
eral members and were asking for the
fulfilment. If the price of leaving
Manitoba partly free was the compact
that the remainder of the west should
be bound for all time to separate
schools, that was a good bargain on
the  part of _Monsignor Merry
Del  Val and = his successors,
But the great desire of Manitoba for
extension so that she would not be
eftaced by her neighbors, gave the pre-
sent delegate and those - politicians
with whom he wds acting a new op-
portunity and he sought to make the
by opening negotiations
which he seems to have hoped to keep
segret.

THE POLICY THAT FAILED.
In his address to the committee of
agriculture Mr. Labiilois offered strong
testimeny in proof of the failure of the
government wheat policy.

OF GANADA.

Pessimistic Ideas of Toron-
to Correspondent.

Says Prosperity Is False—Looks on
Qur Industries as Mushroom—
What He Thinks About Im-

migrants,

The Manchetser, Eng., Umpire pub-
lishes the following from a Toronto
correspondent:

Canada at the present time is enjoy-
ing a period of exceptional prosperity.
But ig this the prosperity of a young,
healthy nation, cager for expansion and
endeavoring to gain a footing in the
world's markets, or merely the false
prosperity of the boom? Observation
tends towards the latter theory.

Agriculture experiencing a few years
of good crops, with plenty of cheap
harvesting labsr to be had, is mainly
responsible for deluding the Canadian

people into the belief that their manu--

factures are progressing at the same
rapid rate, but this is not so0; thus,
when agriculture experiences the lean
years which are sure to come the re-
sult will be disastrous.

Canadians are making the mistake of
developing their manufactures by the
bonusing system, and money which
should be expended in developing the
country’'s natural resources goes

TO MAKING MILLIONAIRES

of the capitalists, who take advantage
of the many offers to-establish indus-
tries in the various cities and towns
throughout the dominion. Every small
town in Canada aspires to have an
industry of some description to show
the prosperity, and various are the of-
fers made to capitalists to establish
there. “We will give you a free factory
site, cash bonus, and exempt you from
taxes for a number of years, if only
you will build your factory here,” is
the cry of the various municipalities
and councils, and the capitalist natur-
ally makes the most of these advan-
tageous terms.

Canadians do not seem to realize
that by persisting in the bonusing sys-
tem they themselves are making pro-
fits for manufacturerers that (outside
their home market) have no chance of
competing in the markets of the world.
To bonus any particular industry
meane the destruction of many small
competitors who are striving to build
up industry on a eound, healthy basis,
and who at the same time are bearing
their share of the taxpayers’ burden.
Canada’s wool industry, in spite of
tariff and every favorable conditions,
was unable to hold its own, even in
the home market, and consequpently
utterly collapsed. This is likely to be
the fate of a greaf many of Canada’s

MUSHROOM INDUSTRIZES.

The fallacious argument of the Can-
adian when the evils of the bonusing
system are pointed out to him is,
“look at the progress of the states,”
but he forgets that the states owes
her proeperity and progress to cotton
growing and agriculture, which she
developed first, and the outcom® of this
development was that her manufac-
tures grew naturally. N
Canada’s greatest asset is agricul-
ture, and yet to the young Canadian
agricultural work ' is positively repug-
nant. Any sort of a situation in the
city or town is far preferable to work
on the farm, so thinks “Jack Canuck.”
This tendency on the part of young
Canadians to migrate to city or town
is sure to bring the attendant results
at some future time. ‘It'is astonishing
when one sees the number of' young,
healthy rustics occupying positions in
the large departmental stores, who
would be much better off following the
plough and helping to develop the
country than serving ribbon over a
counter. In the faétories and on the

“street cars one, i met everywhere by

the farmer’s son, filling positions that
might well be ﬁlled by the city de-
generate who is physically incapable
for work on a farm.

“JOSHING” HIM.

It is interesting to an inquisitive per-
son to converse with some of these rus-
tics. The writer, on asking one of them
(who was training to become a street
car conductor) his particular reason
for leaving the farm, was astounded to
receive the following reply, given in all
sincerity: ‘“Because he liked the street
car conductor’'s uniform.” Again, I
asked: ‘“Who is going to take your
place on the farm if you work in the
city 7' With perfect sang froid the
answer came: ‘“Oh, I suppose father
will hire a Cockney"—i. e.,, Cockney,
Canadian term for an English emi-
grant, That ‘“held me,” as the Ameri-
cans say. Send us more emigrants for
farm laborer's, cry the farmers, and yet
they allow their own offspring to leave
the farm to better themselves in the
city! This migration is a question
which unfortunately legislation is un-
able to deal with, though a question of
the utmost importance to the well-be-
ing of tne country.

Emigration up to now has been suc-
cessful in counteracting the effect of
this depopulation in the rural districts,
but if ever the emigration tide ceases
to flow there will be innumerable dis-
consolate farmers in Canada.

THE IMMIGRANTS,

Touching upon the emigration ques-
tion, one hardly likes fo venture an
opinion on the merits of Canada as
the emigrant’s Mecca. Some emigrants
do well, and therefore better their con-
dition in life; others never do any good,
and therefore blame the country;
though perhaps there are faults on
both sides. Hvery emigrant, either ar-
tisan .or unskilled laborer, coming to
Canada, thinks, if he cannost procure
suitable eniployment in the cities or
towns, he will turn farmer, and this
“tiler-of-the-soil” idea is usually his

undoing. Ignorant of the conditions un-
der which he will have to work on a
farm, he will go and engage with the
first farmsr who offers to take him,
often for very little remuneration. Two
or three days on the farm are suffi-
cient to dispel any illusion he may
have as to the desjrability of a farm-
er’s life, so back tothe city he returns,
thoroughly disgusted with Canada in
general.

In the city, again, he may be lucky,
and get work; if not, he usually drifts
into what we term here the “floating
population.” This “floating population”
is & Canadian creation. It consists of
young emigrants and natives (who
could not be classed as tramps), who
wander from town to town, wherever
they can get work, and settling no-
where, thus becoming a detriment to
the country. Emigrants coming to Can-
ada should not expect a life of
“sparkle, wit and pleasure,” but should
understand that the conditions in Can-
ada are much the same, comparatively,
as those prevalent in the Old Country.

Deilar a Barrel—Many Dealers
Are Stuck.

The lecal market, and in fact the
whole county, is suffering from an over
supply of potatoes, with the result that
today the dealers are willing to sell
at 40 cents per bushel, which means
one dollar a barrel. A few fancy
grades, of course, bring a slightly high-
er price, but the forty cents per bushel
is the standard.

Aroostook farmers who usually ship
thousands of car leads to Boston and
New York find themselves with a big
surplus on hand that they do not
knew what to do with.

Several local dealers are caught, as
they bought heavy last fall expecting
(t}:at the winter port boats would, as

uring the past few years, purchase
their potatoes here, but instead of this
being the case the steamers have had
potatoes to sell, the crop on the other
side of the water being suffieient for
the demand. Usually at this time in
the year there is a large shipment of
potatoes from thie port to Boston, but
ag the price in Boston today is only
40 cents per bushel and there is a duty
of 15 cents per hushel none are going
forward. \

YOUNG MAN SHOT

EIHTHUUAKE WIBESPBEIU

More Reports of Dmﬂol and Duﬂl
Caused by the Great Upheaval
In India,

CALCUTTA, April 6.—Reports from’
many townhs show widespread damage
and moreé fatalities in the earthquake
of April 4. This 1s especially the case
at Firospur, forty-seven miles south-
east of Lahore, Amaritzar, Trana,
Derhadun and Sranigarat, at which
places many natives were killed or in-
jured. At Lahore, the fatalities were
between fifty and one hundred. Per-
sonal stories from Mussoore state that
the mountains heaved and swayed &
full minute and then three severe
shocks eacH lasting a few seconds were
felt in quick succession. Between six
a. m., April 4, and midnight, there were
twelve shocks, the day was fine and
clear and mest of the inhabitants were
already up when the first shock came.
Those who were still in bed described
the motion as being like that of a ship
m a storm, while those on foet could
not maintain their balance. Many
narrow escapes are reported. The ef-
feot of the shock in sickness and dizzi-
ness with many still continues. Many
pergons sat ' or slept out of doors dur-
ing the whole of last night.

‘ratepayers of the county to go to the
expense of erecting a new brick and
stone structure, particularly as it is
considered that little if anything could
be got for the present large and com-
modious building at the “‘corner.”” The
question of the expense is practically
the only objection towards having the
court house in town. It is generally
agreed that nothing but inconvenience
to everyone concerned results from tra-
velling two miles from town to perform
the @uties in connection with the
courts and the county council.

A suggestion is now made that with
very little expense -the presént build-
ing at the ‘‘cornet” could be moved to
the county site in town. A county.
councillor whao has a good deal of in-
fluence in the parish of Kent express-

ed himself strongly, recently, in favor.

of such a means of settling the diffi-
culty. He said that he knew of a con-
tractor who was ready to enter into an
agreement to move the building down
to town and place it in good shape on
the site, for the sum of 31,000 at the
outside. It had been thought that it
would be an almost impossible task
to move the big building, but practical
men say such is not at all the case.
One proposition is -that the building
could be cut in two and moved down
In halves, though objection is taken
to this, and it is replied that there
would be no great impediment to ifs
being moved entire.

The building, while old, has been kept
in 4 very good stat® of repair, and
would by no means be an unsightly
addition to the town. Moreover, with
some comparatively small improve-
ments, at very small expense, it coud
be fitted up to do good - service as a
court house for many years to come.

The proposition to move ‘down the

It is quite like-
ly that the makter will come up, in one
ghape or another, at the coming meet-
ing of the county council in June.

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WINNIPEG, April 4-—Hon. Mr.
Rogers, minister of public works,
handed out today an official statement
of the Manitoba government’s negotia-
tion with Premier Laurier and Mgr.
Sbarretti, papal ablegate, in relation
to the boundary extension., The docu-
ment is an iIntensely interesting one,
and will cause vigorous confment in
this country. That part of the state-

ment which refers to the Ottawa inter-
view follows:

“On F¥€b. 13 we received a formal in-
vitation by telegram from Sir Wilfrid
to come to Ottawa as soon as conven-
fent. We left on Feb. 14, and arrived
on the afternoon of the 16th, when we
received a letter from Sir Wilfrid at
the Russell House saying he would
meet ug at his office at noon on Fri-
day, 17th, During that interview we
presented the claims of our province
as urgently and as strongly as pos-
sible.

“In reply, Sir Wilfrid said that if we
would remain in Ottawa for three or
four days he would again send for us
and would then Pe in'a position to
give us an answer.

“Three days later, on ¥eb. 20, a let-
ter was received from his excellency
Mgr. Sbarretti asking for a conference.
This invitation was accepted, and his
excellency the abelgate then presented
the iollowing memorandum, remarking
that if we would place this on the
statute book of our province it would
greatly facilitate the early settlement
of our mission, the fixing of our bound-
aries, which would be extended to the
shores of Hudson Bay. His excellency
further added that our failure to act
in the past had prejudiced our claim
for extension westward.

HIS EXCELLENCY'S PROPOSED
AMENDMBENTS.

“Following is a copy of his excellen-
cy's memorandum containing his pro-
posed amendments to the Manitoba
School Act:

“Add to Sec. 125 (B), ‘And when in
“ any city or town there 11 be thirty
“or more Roman Cath children,
“and also thirty or more non-Roman
« Catholic children, or in any village
“ more than fifteen of each of such

RECEIVED NO REPLY,

“Notwithstanding Sir Wilfrid’s invi-
tation and our interview, followed by

by our letter, strange to say that up
to this very hour we have had no re-
ply to ours of February 23. What more
natural conclusion can be arrived at
than that Sir Wilfrid is simply killing
time and making protests in order that
the polite instructions of his exceliency
Monsignor Sbarretti could be acted up-
on by Manitoba.

“In this way, of course, Sir Wilfrid
thinks he can secure political advant-
age Tor his friends in this province.
This is a palpable political trick which
he is quite capable of understanding,
with a ¥iew to force the local govern-
ment to do something which would be
resented by the people, and by this
means he hopes te reinstate his lib-
eral friends in power here,

“J for one, promise to take no chances
in allowing Sir Wilfrid or any person
else to.take advantage of us by any
underhand schemes of this sort. 2

“All I ask is that every citizen of the
province should have an opportunity of
expressing his opinion by his vote as a
protest against the <ontinued delay.

DENIES THEIR RIGHT.

“I deny the right of Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier and Mgr. Sbarretti to undertake to
mix up the matter of separate schools
with that of the extension of our boun-
daries, and I am sure that in so doing
they do not reflect the wishes of either
the Roman Catholic or Protestants in
the province. It ill becomes the Globe
to make this charge against the gov-
ernment of Manitoba, ‘When the only
persons effected are Sir Wilrida Lau-
rier and his excellency Mgr, Sbarretti.

MGR. MERRY DEL VAL

“We have no desire in Maniteba for
double dealing about this or any'vther
question. This, however, appears to be
the favorie ceurse of Sir WitMd. For
example, in 1896, he signed an offieial
statement declaring himself to be en-
titled to the credit for the final settle-
ment of the Manitoba school question,
while immediately following we find
from correspondence brought down in
the parliament of Canada the follewing
extract from a letter to Cardinal Ram-
polla, which he has never denied :

««qt is desirable, if not necessary,
that the mission of Mgr. Merry del Val
should be renewed or rather continued,
and that he should be present in the
midst of ug for & more or less prolong-
ed time as the accredited representa-
tive of the holy see’

“It will be remembered that Mgr.
Merry del Val was appointed papals
delegate by his holiness the pope on the
 petition of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
forty odd members of the parliament
of Canada. The petition was present-.
ed- to his holiness by Mr. Fitzpatrick,
and further urged by the Canadian
legal representative in London, Chas.
Russell, who was afterwards instruct-
ed to go to Rome as Sir Wilfrid’s re-
presentative, and who on Nov. 26. 1897,
addressed the fédllowing to his excel-
lency, Cardinal Rampolia, secretary to
the pope:

“I have just arrived in Rome once
“ more at the quaint request of Ca-
“ tholic membera of the gevernment
“and parliament of Canada. My in-
* gtructions enjoin me to again re-

DELEGATE APPOINTED.

“So that by this plain arrangement &
delegate was appointed who was re-
garded as necessary on account of the
difference of opinion which existed at
that time between Sir Wilfrid and cer-
tain of his following as to his official
signed statement declaring he was a
party to the final settlement of the
Manitoba school question.

*‘Here again we have the hand of Sir
‘Wilfrid engaged in double dealing in
this matter, a8 is evidenced by his as-
surance to Cardinal Rampolla through
Mr. Ruseell, the Canadian representa-
tive, who wrote to higs eminence as
follows in presenting Sir Wilfrid’s side
of the case at Rome:

‘“We do not solicit his holiness to
‘“ ranction as perfect the concessions
‘ obtained, but that in his wisdom he
“will be pleased to-regard them as
“the beginning of justice.”

“Now this to my mind is conclusive
that Bir Wilfrid in combination with
Mgr. Sbarretti had hoped by their pre-
gent course to carry out the promise
glven their Canadian representative,
Chas. Russell, in this underhand way.

“In view of the foregoing, I am sure
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier owes it to the
people of this province te at once give
a reason why we are not entitled to
immediate consideration and action,
other than the flimsy excuse which he
has already created in his invitation
to Mr. Whitney to advance a claim to
some portion of Keewatin, which did
not form any part of odd Canada.

‘“It is certainly idle for any person
to assume that Mgr. Sbarretti, occupy--
ing the position he does, would pre-
sume to make the suggestion of the
‘terms 2nd. conditions: which he did
without the full knowledge and consent
of Sir Wiifrid Lauser and his col-
leagues. And, on the other ‘tand, Sir
Wilfrid’s attifude carries with it evi-
dence of full knowledge of the ar-
rangement, ag ie evident by his crea-
tion of excuwes of delay, as well as his
failure to give & reason or cause for
the same, and further, by.his unfair-
ness in bringing down one side of the
case and attempting to secure pre-
judgment from the people without
their having Manitabe’s reply to his
minute of council of March 21, which
was received by this government on
March 28th and replied to March 31st.”

“Can you give us you reply for pub-
lication?” Mr. Rogers was asked.

The 'indescribable horrors of those
times is is imposstible to pioturs, and
who will say that directly or indirectly
the violation of the sanctity of the mar-
riage state and the purity of the family
life Qid ‘not contribute largely toward
those days of terror? ‘The rejection of
the Bible, the denial of God. ard the
desecration of the home yletded, bitter
fruit, the taste of which stiil lingers in
the mouth of France; and Jessons writ-
ten in blood have never been forgot-
ten.

Today in that ‘country it is allowable
to obtain separation for five years, and
at the end of that time to apply for
the conversion of the separation - inte
absolute divorce if the parties bhave
not been regonciled.

The practical results of the imperial
diverea law in Germany have been
gratifying. It gives four. grounds for
divorce—namely, adultery, attempt of
either husband or wife on the life of
the other; malicious, wilful desertion
a |'and continued violation of the marriage
vows. Both in France and Germany
attempts are being made to escape
threatening dangers by the enforcing
of stricter laws on marriage and
divorce.

In Engand and Wales there were
176 divorces in 1870; 336 Iin 1880; 364
in 1890, and 727 in .1899; and the grow-
ing evil is at last attracting the atten-
tion of the lawmakers. We do not re-
cognize the family at all in our national
constitution. It appears in our state
laws only as an object of some care,
but not as an element of political
power, Mr. Gladstone declared that
his fear for eur future centred very
largély upen our abilities to protect
the famiily, for weakness here means
disaster everywhere.

Realizing the perilous position in
which we are placed by the increas-
iflg social evils resulting from divorces,
a number of public spirited men ini-
tiated a corrective movement in 1878;
and what is now known as the National
League for the Protection of the
Family, founded upon a broad basis,
was organized in 1881. The results
from this and kindred organizations
have been marked and encouraging.
Radical improvements are noticed in
the laws of New York,  New Jersey,
Pennsylvania and Wisconsin; divorces
after residence of only three or six
months aré no longer permitted, as they
formerly were, in North Dakota, South
Dakota, Georgia, Califernia and sev-
eral territories. All causes for divorce
but one have been stricken from the
laws by the District of Columbia, and
the commissions on. uniformity by co-
operation of the gtates now exist in no
less than thirtysfour states and terri-
tories. b )

The cfuestlon - of a constitutional
amendment and admission of a na-
tional law on the matter under discus-
slon have been agitated; but as long
as twelve states can be rallied in de-
fense of the maintenance of gtate
rights, it is a waste of time to attempt
the amendments on marriage or di-
vorce. But the agitation against this
evil goes on as never before. The pul-
pit, the press, the platform, the schools,
colleges and universities are awaken-
ing to a sense of the moral and soclal
danger that threatens us, and the out-
spoken discussion of the marriage rela=
tion and the divorce laws must result
in great good.

Thirty years ago none of our higher
educational institutions gave any at-
tention to the study of the family, but
now the theological seminaries, the
law schools and the unlversjties are
giving special care to this most im-
portant subject. We may be assured
that our boasted civilization,our proud
commercial greatness, our high educa-
tional attainments and our brilliant
material developments will only hasten
the day of our disaster unless we pro-
tect the family and honor the God of
the home, who is the Father of us all

LIQUOR LICENSE QUESTION

"IN HALIFAX CITY.

Bill Passed by' Legislaturé Bitterl
Opposed by Temperance People,

HALIFAX, N. 8., April 5.—A liquor
license bjll for the city of Halifax, pro-
posed by the Halifax aldermen, Wwas
passed by the, legislature today. It'is
a complete reversion of the provincial
license law and was bitterly opposed
by the temperance people. TUnder the
new amendments a scale of high license
fees is adopted; the hours for selling
are lengthened from 9 to 11 o'clock at
night, except on Saturday, when 'the
time is extended from six o'clock in the
evening "till 9 o’clock, and selling by
the glass is made legal. The city coun-
cil promised that if these amendments
were passed the law would be strictly
enforced, including the prohibition. of
Sunday’ selling. The enforcement of
the old law was a farce, no attémpt be-
ing made to carry out its provisions,
and it is undPrstood the legislature is
thus putting the city council to the
test.
