—A FEW months sgosomeintormation
was given ourreaders, on the authority of
Rev. Dr. McArthur of New York concern-
ing the work of Baptists in France and,
particularly, in Paris. The Watchmna, in
mentioning the progress of the Baptist
cause in France, says it is “one of the
most rembarkable religious movements
of the present time. Although there
are many additions to the Baptist
churches by baptism the chief growth
is from another source, A considerable
portion of the miost evangelical elements
in other churches seems to be on the
point of coming over bodily to the Bap-
tist ranks. Revulsion from.the ritual-
ism and corruptions of the Roman
church, and the formalism and liberal-
ism of the Btate churches, has driven
many of the most devout minds in
France to the Bible, and. this has led
many to the Baptist position. A body
of believers in Toulon and a whole
church of one hundred members in
Switserland, with its pastor, have joined
the Baptists. Quite a number of pas-
tors from the Free church have also
come over and greatly strengthened the
force of Baptist laborers in France.
Even in priest-ridden Belgium a little
Baptist church of fifieen members has
been formed. Two hundred and twen-
ty-two were baptised into the two Bap-
tist churches in Paris last year, and the
dutlook for the whole work is exceed-
ingly encouraging.”

By the Father's loving kindness we
bavi safely reached another mile-stone.
Here we pause to look backward and
forward ere we gird ourselves for the
journey still ahead. A backward look
cannot but be beneficial if taken in the
right spirit. The thought of how little
we have apparently accomplished bu-
milistes us, but the thought of His
abounding mercy must fill our hearts
with gratitude and our lips with a song
of praise. The past year has on some
account been an unsatisfactory one. For
many ressons the work of both mission-
ary and helper has been broken up very
much. New paths have been trodden
and we have been reminded of the
words, “ Ye bave not passed this way
heretofore.”” However, both in the new
and in the old paths, we have felt the
Father's guiding hand, and trust we
have not run in vain, The work of the
year may be classified as usual and wun-
usual. -

1. USUAL ROUTINE WORK.

All the regular work has gone on
much as before, >

Scnools.—There have been five Ban-
day-schools in operation. In these good
work has been done, but there seems to
bea general feeling that & better plan
of study than the international series
should bs devised. The station day-
school has been attended by an average
of about twenty five pupils. At Caling
apatam P, Narsimulu re-opened & school
in August. About forty heathen child-
ren attend it, and most of them come in
a body to the ehapel on Bunday. They
manifest a deep interest in the Bible
and are very anxious to get an educa-
tion. Oane of their number asked for
baptism, but as he is & minor, and as
his relatives ohject strongly to his be-
coming a Christian, he will have to wait
In the meantime we hope he may learn
the way more perfectly.

Bintk Crasses.—Three Bible classes
and Mrs. Higgine’ evening claas (for the
memorizing of Scripture) have bein
kept up throughout the year. To her
intense satisfaction Mrs. Higgins found
her Telugu tongue and began & Sanday
achool class shortly before leaving (or
Kimedy. Undaunted by msuny an ap-
parent fallure she “stuck at it” until she
conquered. * Peobably no two persons
learn a langusge in precisely the same
way, but if our heart burns to “tell the
story” to -the heathen in thefr own
tongue the language must come sooner
or later. The joy of apeaking is all the
sweeter after our being dumb so long.

Corronrace.~Four colporteurs bave
beert at work throughout the year and
five for a part of the year. Bome of
them were new hands and did not make
much of & success at the work. Probably
famine pirices for food also made the seli-
ing of hterature unusually hard.  How-
ever, upwards of six thousand books were
sold at & total value of Re. 888117,

ToukiNg,~Owing to my being engaged
in building work I havedone very little
regular touring. The visits made ocea
sionally to the out-stations have been
more eapecially to baptize, marry, ad-
minister the Lord's Bupper, attend to
business matters, ote., and little preach-
ing was done. I am more and more
convinced of the importance of a mis-
sipnary being much of the time among
his helpers, leading them on to vigorous
evangelistic work.

Among my boy u)mpnmum, I re
member, there was a very significant
upn-iun used when playing the game
of marbles. It wastbis: “ Don't hunch.”
Hunchin (r consisted in pushing forward
the hand' which held the “shooter”
marble beyond the place where it lay
when picked up, so that the distance
between the shooter and the marble to
be hit was more or less shortened, ao-
cording to the audacity or alyness of
the'player. Hunching was always recog-
nised sa cheating, even by the player
who was discovered in the act, .
hunching shoot had to be taken over
under fairer conditions, As boys grow
older, some of them, | am sorry to say,
oarry this same habit of hunohing, or
the principle involved in it, into the
more serious affairs of life. If we define
hunching, in ita broader application, as
taking an unfair advantage of othems,
how many boys there are developing
into manhood, yes, and fuil grown men
themselves, who are practicing the con-
temptible habit.

It creepa into the schoolroom. Boys
and young men ‘“hunch” when they
cheat at examinations, making nse of
unlawful helps which give them a mean
advantage over the more honest fellows.
They hunch, again, when they try to
ingratiate themselves into a temcher's
favor simply to secure the advantages
which arise from favoritism. The boy
who. voluntarily makes himself the
teacher's lieutenant, ss a spy, or inform-
ant, or who toadies to, or wheedles, or
annhn the tucherdnd unfortunately,
there are teachers who can be corrupted
in this way—is mean spirited and dis-
honorable, He is hunching at the ex
pense of his fellows, and to the degrada-
tion of his own character, When a boy
goes into business or begins to learn or
practice s profession, there is a still
more dangerous and enticing opportuni-
ty to hunch. It is easy for the boy who
is serving as an apprentice or an sssist-
ant to take advantage of his employer.
He may make & great show of zeal and
fidelits, and ‘yet accomplish next to
umhmg He may be industrious when
the eye of the master is upop him, and
lszy when unobserved. In the relations
of manhood and business, the tempta-
tion to-hunch grows even stronger. He
hunches if he sells inferior goods under
false representations. He hunches when
he becomes a party to that kmd of busi-
ness speculation known as “carnering”
the necessities of life,—the meanest
possible way of taking advantage ot the

dependent condition of the poor, It is

bunching for #'lawyer or a doctor to de-
mavd an exorbitant fee for & small
service. Too many boys who used to
cheat at marbles are now cheating at
something more important.

Probably, ss & boy grows up, be will |
find more hunching in social life than |
apywhere else. Let us hope he does |
not contribute to it. There is the
hunching of social pretense—people try-
ing to appear what they are not and |
cannot be. The newly rich try to ap
pear aristocratic. Peopleain straitened

circumstances are often given to foolish |

display. Worse still, they too often |
borrow money that they see no sure
way of returning, or foolishly spend
money which ought to buy comferts for |
their familics. As some one has wittily
said : “The poores man in town always
keeps the most dogs.”

Now, il we can find vut what kind of &
prayer Eijah offered when be sbut up
the heavens for three years and six
months, then the secret is out. . Jamis
givens us a bint or two :

(1) It was an “effectual feroemt"
prayer. An «f ctual, tervent prayer is
not noise. It is not screamiog into the

ears of God as if He were deal or asieep.
Bomv people's manner of shouting when
they pray reminds me ‘when a bay of
bhow we ihout«i in the ems of “old
Aunt Jane,” who, was bard of hearing.
This is how the priests of Baal did on
Carmel. They cried alond and out
themselves with stone until noon, but
no fire came. Then Eijjab repaired the
altar, and offered bis “effoctual texvent”
yer to the God of heaven, and the
ire descended. The “«ffectual fervent'
prayer is one of earn«stness, one of faith,
and a reliance upon the merits of Jesus
(‘hrm one of submission to the divine
will, “Ye mak and receive not, be
oause yo sak amiss.”

It has been said that the operations of
the spider suggested the arts of spinning
and weaving to man. That may be
doubtful, but it is quite certain that to

of the Thames tunpel.

Mark Isambacd Brunel, the great engi-
neer, was standing one day, about three-
quarters of a century ago, in a ship-yard,
watchiog the movements of an animal
known as the terredo navales—in Eng-
lish, the naval wood worm —when & bril-
lisnt thought suddénly ooccurred to him.
He saw that this creature bored its wa;
into the piece of wood upon which it
was operating by means of & very extra-
ordinary mechanical apparatus. Look-
ing at the animal attentively througha
microscope, he found that it was cover-
ed in front with a pair of valvalar shells;
that, with its foot as 8 purchase, it com-
municated a rotary motion and a for-
ward impulse to tue valves, which act-
ing upon the wood like a gimlet, pene-
trate ‘f its substance, and that as the par-
ticles of wood loosened, they
through a fissure in the foot, and thence
through the body of the borer to ita
mouth, where they were expelled.

“Here,” said Brunel to himself, “is
the sort of thing I want. Can I repro-
duce it in an artificial form?” He
forthwith set to work, and the final re-
sult of his labors, alter many failures,
was the famous boring shield with which
the Thames tunnel was « xoavated.

This story was told by Beunel himself,
and there is no reason to doubt its truth,

Oats have sbout the right
proportions of nutritious and ocosrse
matter to be healthful, while corn has a
very large per cent. of strong food. Old
or enfeebled horses should be fed ground
food, & good mixture bain&" r bushels
of oats to one of corn. elve quarts
per day of this ground mixture will
prove a good feed for any horse while
plowing or doing other heavy farm
work. Whole corn should be lo‘hd in
warm water for six hours before feed-
ing.

Tomato Culture.

Tomatoes need a fertilizer which is
quickly available early in the season.
Fertilizsrs applied late, or those whick
give up their substance late in the
sesson give poor results, because they
delay full fruiting until the ?hnt i
overtaken by frest. L. H. Bai ar'mf;
L. C. Corbett, of the New York Cornell
station, report .that nitrate of soda on
good soil applied at once early in the
season gave a much heavier yleld of
tomatoes than the same amount applied
ot intervals. The most highly improved
varieties #oom to give the greatest re-
sponse to fertilizing. Early travsplant-
ing in the field is advisable even when
dlguﬂy touched by frost to be foliowed
by setiings through May, Tomatoseeds
were sown in the bouse from the middle
of January to the middle of March,
The earliest sowings gave the earliest
fruits, but much the largest yield came
from the Iatest sowing, set out in May.
Pot-grown plants gave better yields than
flat-grown seediings, and cuttings yield-
ed about the same. The best results
came from plaots started in & forcing
house or hotbed, about the middie of
March and transplinted at lesst twice,
and set outdin May.
