CALL IT HOWE STREET.

A Buggestion to the Halifax Couuncll in
Re-street Naming.

Havrrax, July 15.—There is confusion
worse confounded in regard to the re-
naming of that great thorougbfare that
runs clear through this city from Point
Pleasant north to Bedford ' Basin and in-
deed on to Bedford itselt. Under the
varying names of Pleasant Street, Bar-
rington Street, Lockman Street, and
Campbell Road. Alderman Mosher saw
the impropriety of this multiplicity of
names for what is really ona straight strzet
and he proposed that these names be
abolished and that the thoroughfare be
named Vic'oria Street from end to end.
The council, in & burst of Jubilee loyalty
ulanimously agreed to this. Opposition
at once appeared on the part of Barrington
street merchants, who did not wish to lose
the name that has now become that of the
chief retail business street of the city.
Nevertheless, acting on the decision of the
council, City Eogineer Dane “set men to
work renumberirg the bouses. Then th:
agitation broke out afresh in opposition to
change, snd Mayor Stephen felt called
upon to order a cessation of operations.
Thus the matter stands, confusion being
predominant.

A little suggestion might not be out of
place just bere. It is objacted that the
name Victoria Street is bad because we
alrzady bave a Victoria road and a Victor-
ia lane in Halifax. Why not, then, unify
this great thoroughfare under the name of
Nova Scotia's greatest son, and .call it
“‘Howe” street. Tbis certainly woull be
an appropriate name for the longest street,
the most populous and the principal street
of the city. A committee for years has
been trying to raise money to erect a mon-
ument in honor of Joseph Howe, and their
efforts, 5o far, have succeeded only in rais-
ing a paltry $800 while $10,000 is required.
A memorial of the father of responsible gov-
ernment in Nova Scotia it not in Canada, ot
a man who was loved by the people of his
province far more than any other politician
who bas asked their votes, 2 man who
in fact was idolized by his fellow country-
men, should be tound in our midst. What
better memorial could be provided than
th: naming of the principal street of this
city in honor ?

A DYING CHILD'S TRIP.

CARRIED FOR MILES BRY ITS NEG-
LECTFUL MOTHER.

‘While in & Dying Condition, it Expired Just
as They Reached Home Again—The Cor-
oner’s Jury Says it Was Neglect—The Sur-
roundiogs of the Child’s Parent.

The arrest of Matilda Irvine, a colored
woman of the West side, on Saturday
nightlast, on the serious charge of causing
the death of her three year old child,
created considerable excitement about
the city. Tke jury empaunnelled to as-
ceriain the cause of the child's death, ren-
dered on Monday night the followirg ver-
dict, wbich has evidently bad the eflect of
appeasing the minde of the psople : —
‘‘We, a jury empanelled to enquire into the
death of Archibald B. Irvine, find that the
said Archibald B. Irvine. came to his
death from congestion of the lungs, caused
by want of proper care on the part of his
mother.”

The circumstances surrouniing and lead-
ing \up to the unfortunate’s child death
show how utterly careless aud cruel some
mother's can be towards their offspring,
although from what can be learned, the
mother, while not altogether blameless, is
{ar from being responsible for the childs
untimely death.

The Irvine weman is a daughter of a
Mrs. Wright of Carleton, and both are
known to the police, the former from petty
offences, such as abusive language and
drunkeness, the latter fiom her love ot
justice, or more likely her weakness for
satisfaction. Matilda Irvine 1s known to be
of unsound mind, and even though she had
deliberately killed her baby, it is doubtfal
if very savere punishment could have been
meted out to her for her crime.

Mrs. Wright notwithstanding that ons
of the morning papers called ker a good
woman is far from being perfect. She is
known to the police as ahard hearted wo-
man, witha quarrelsome disposition and
strong will. Some of Mrs. Wright’s neigh-
bors in speaking of the death of the infant,
place more blame on her than they do on
her daughter, the child's mother. Matilda
Irvine was twice married ani both
ber husbands are now dead. Since
Tom . Irvine's death two  years
ago, Mattie has been keeping company
with different colored people, her last
friend being Nathan Boyd of Nova Scotia.
Boyd was employed at South Bsy and the
Irvine woman often visited him thore.
Wedaesday ot last waek Mrs. Wright
with whom Matilda livel, orderel the
latter out of her house. Mrs. Irvine
agreed to go, but asked that the child be
left behind. This Mrs. Wright refused to
do, saying that she could not be bothered

with the baby who was sickly, and in need
of care. !

Upon Mrs. Wright's refusal to keep the
child sha started for South Bay with it.
At Fairville an acquiintance met the
woman, and after looking at the little one
said “Why Mrs. Irvine you should not
bave that baby out today; it is dying.”
However, the demented won in and her dy-
ing child proceeded to the bay, and stayed
there until Saturday, when then returned
to the city. Stopping at a store in Fairville
onthe way home another person, whose
attention wasdrawn to the labored breath-
ing of the child remsrked, that “‘it had not
long to live.” When ths woman reachsd
home or very shortly afterward the unfor-
tunate child had breathed its last.

Mrs Wright the mother of the Irvine
woman was the one to call tha police, the
one to make the bold charge to the per-
sons that Mattie had killed the baby, and
the one to give all the damagicg evidence
she could against her daughter at the cor-
oners inquest.

Jones summoniz:d the state of af-
falrs by sayirg that the school room
at the protestant orphans hom: is over a
vault. The city engineer could not take
exception to this, and did not attempt 1t.
The health board and board of school com-
missioners will look into this matter and
the chances are that a positve menace to
hundreds of children at the orphans home
and at Alexandra school will soon be re-
movel. The particular trouble at Alex-
andra is a complicated system of ventila-
tion which the school janitor does not un-

derstani and which he will not try to com-
prebend or work.

THE METROPOLIS EMERGING
FROM JUBILEE TIMBSRES.

Royalty Visits the Opera—A State ¥uaction
Whioh surpassed Everything of the Kind
Sinoce gland Koter d the Fmp
Eugenie of France,

Lqxpox, June 29.—London is emerging
trom its packing case; carpenters are still
engaged In removing the remains of the
Jubilee timbers, but have so far progressed
that the intelligent foreigner who still
crowds our highways and by-ways may
without any great stretch of imagination
conclude that he is no longer in a huge city
ot wigwams, and that London is really a
solidiy-built town of stone and brickwork,
with some moderate pretensions to archi-
tectural display.

The state visit to the Royal Opera on
Wednesdsy was the most brilliant function.
Nothing bas been seen to approach it since
London entertained the Empress Eugenie,
when she and the Emperor Napoleon were
in the z:nith of their glory.

The whole auditorium at Covent Garden

was converted into a  veritable bower of
roses and orchids (I hear 100,000 roses
and 50,000 orchids came by special trains
from Essex), and surely such a tasteful
coup de’oeil has never been witnessed in
any thestre before. Piak roses, white or-
chids and smilax adorned the front of the
royal box, which had been tormed by the
removal of eight of the ordinary boxes.
This handsome room was draped in white
and gold silk, while over the centre of the
box was placed a splendid crown, com-
posed of crimson roses and gold irises, the
fluer-de-lys being in white orchids, the ef-
fect of the whole being quite enchanting.
To provide an ante-room for the exclusive
use of the royal party the saloon bad been
shut off and converted into a lovely garden
geveral tall palms being banked sx feet
high, with endless varieties of exquisite
blooms.

Coming within the open house, one step
ped into tairyland, the vesubula being one
mass of palms, while an endless array of
blossoms extended to the grand staircase,
which exhibited two rows ot bandeome trop-
ical plants in the centre.

Each
year marksan increase in the number of
fast sailing cralt, additions to the member-
ship roll and to flset roster of the St. John
yacht club, an excellent orgsnization in-
stituted only three and a half years ago tut

The international sailing contests held of

Their club house at Millidgeville
is new and well fitted out in two stories
with lockers, floats ¢tc. In front an elevat-
ed promenade fi'ty feet long by twenty wide
affords an excellent opportunity for the
Iadies and other friends of the club to wit-
ness tke sailing contests around the 12 mile
course on the picturesque Kennebecaeis
river. Small sail boats, catamarans, row-
irg crafts etc, are at the disposal of mem-
bers not owning or sharing in the owner-
ship of a yacht, and almost every fine even-
ing jolly parties from the city are found on
the river enjoying its breez?s and moon-
light sails.

During the past year the St. John yacht
club has been progressing with exceptional
rapidity. A number of new members,
L men who ave well versed in yachting and
its ways, have been added to the member-
sbip rolls. One of these gentlemen, Mr.
G. N. Satherland of the C. P. R. is an
authority on yachting and has been for
years one of the most active members of
the Toronto Yacht clup. He has had
built an expensive schooner-riggcd speeder
which promises to show & big streak of
wake between her and her nearest neigh-
bor. Of conrse this craft is in & class all
alone as yet, but if the aquatic boom con-
tinues, she will not long remain the only
two-master in the *‘drink.” Messrs. Adam
Macintyre ot ths city and Gilbert DeVeber
of Gagetown have also recently launched a
trim craft, built upon improved and speedy
lines and which they have a $1200 craft
soon to float and in different parts of the
city yachts are being built.

WATERWITCH
SERGE.
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AN ENGLISHWOMAN WHO BUNTS.
Big Game Has Fallen Before Her Rifie in
Many Parts of the World.

Perhaps the most enthusiastic sports-
woman in England is Mrs. Gardner, wite ot
Col. Alan Gardner. She took te wild-game
shooting shortly after her marriage, nearly
ten years sgo, because she wanted to throw
berself into the most absorbing interest of
her husband’s lite. Her success bas been un-
usual, and the tales that she tells of panth-
ers, tigers, bears, lions, stags, wild goats,
and elk that have fallen by her gun are
thrilling enough to make the average
sportsman ashamed of his hunting list. In
1889 according to the Lady's Pictorial, Col.
and Mrs. Gardner went to New Zealand to
visit the former's sister, who is the wife
of the Earl of Onslow, the Governor of the
island. There Mrs. Gardner made her first
venture in the field, or, more properly
speaking, on the mountsin tops, for she
said ¢he intended to bring down a few
wild goats, which live on the almost in-
accessible cliffs of the Great Barrier Is
land, and she was as good as her word.
These goats are exceedingly elusive, and
seem to smell gunpowder a mile away.
To stalk one on the face of the cliffs re-
quires not only great skill, but patience
snd determination. But the Englishwoman
was equal to the occasion. It isjust as
hard to recover the body of one of these
agile animals after ic receives a death
wound as 1t is to kill it, for, nine times- out
of ten, the goat bounds from the tiny shelt
or sharp declivity where it poised upon
being shot and, falling down, disappears
into the sea, where it is gobbled up by
sharks belore the hunter can say cater-
pillar. In this way Mrs. Gardner lost all
but two of the goats she shot. The skins
of these two adorn the walls of her Eng-
lish country place.

As the goat in its wild state is found in
only two places, Mrs. Gardiner thought it

strange that the very next summer she
should happen to visit Mull, where she was
ablc to fotlow the goat in its native haunts.
The coast there is wild and rugged, but
she did not find the spot so rough as on
the cliffs ot South Island. She next spent
two winters in India, one up in Kashmir
and the other on the irontier. Toe first
game that she brought down there was the
bungal, or Kashmir stag, which is the same
as the Scotch red deer, and is called the
barasingh, or twelve horns, in allusion to
the twelve points. She crossed the
hill state of Chamba at a height ot 13,000
feet in the dead of winter, and was reward-
ed by getting her first shot ata leopard at

SIDE LIGRTS ON A ORIME.
Pecullar Social Conditions in Which Two
Common Criminals Lived.

«Almost as interesting as the main facts
of the crime,’ said 8 New Yorker,’ are
some of the curious social relations and
habits which the murder of William
Gulldensuppe  developed. The story
threw into view some surprising situations
which are so foreiga to a person’s ordinary
experience in life that they seem scarcely
credible. One of these features was the
association of Martin Thorn with the men
in the east side saloon in which he was in
the habitof playing pinochie. The men
knew him well, knew that he wasa barber,

! were intimate enough with him to chaff the

man over his appearance and maoner, but
bad no idea where be lived or
where he worked, nor did a single one of
them know his name. It seems incredible
{hat an acquaintance should have existed
50 long without any one of those men hav-
ing asked Thorn’s name or learned it in
some other manner. The men bad been
meeting at least several nights a week for
a year or more. But not one of those
men knew Thorn’s name.

«Another curious feature of the caseis
the insolation of the woman arrested, Mrs.
Nack. She appears to have been almost
entirely without woman friends, aud the
two or three that have figured in the case
have not been intimate with her to any
particular extent. She seems to have
lived entirely , without female society.
and - while she was not a woman of
openly immoral life. she  seems
to have seen nothing of women
of her own class or of any class. Evidently
she has no relatives here, and her complete
isolation is to me one of the striking fea-
tares of her participation in the affair.
Another extraordinary habit that the case
revealed was the one of using an under-

taker's shop as & livery stable. Who would
ever have thought of going to an under-
taker's to hire a surrey or anything else
but a hearse, yet Mrs. Nack did it as it
it were more or less usual among people of
her class.

«The woman's story that her lover had
urged her repeatedly to commence &n
avowedly vicious life seemed to indicate in
a way the mannern which women of her
class become actual violaters of the law
from having been merely more or less ir-
regular in their lives. Neither the woman
nor the murdered man was dissipated.
They lived together and both worked bard.
Between them they managed to save
some money. Doubtless they were
Jooked upon by their neighbors with on
particular  disfavor although it may
bave been known that the man
and woman were not married. The profits
of keeping & house o ill tame appealed to
the man, and he tried to persuade the wom-
an to open such an establishment. After
having bad the toleration, at least of their
neighvors, they be:ame outcasts who, even
in the lax society around them, could scar-
cely have expected the slightest recognition

general repl of horses by electricity
and cable traction for drawing street car
lines in this city which still uses horses.
One would suppose that, since the only
lines in the whole country which continue
to use horses now form but a very small
percentage of those which used them five
years ago, these lines would have a much
wider range of choice, and could get
horses of a grade superior to the general
run of those which used to be offered to
them. Remarkable as it may seem, this
is the exact opposite of the truth.

The New York city line referred to runs
in direct competition with the cable lines of
the upper west side, and its managere, who
recently purchased it, determined as soon
as they came into possession to place upon
it & superior lot of horses, and in this way
improve its r g until hanical pro-
pulsion could be introduced. Orders were
sent out to buy the needed horses. Much
to the surprise of the managers, it was dis-
covered that there were almost no street
car horses of any kind to be bought.

The explanation of this situation Jies in
the fact that since the demand for street
car horses almost ceased, the trade ma-
chinery by which they were gathered has
fallen into disuse. A few years ago the
street car horses were one of the most im-
portant features ot the horse market,
They were animals of a standard grade
and of almost stable price, and every part
of the country contributed its quots. The
street-car horse had to be big and able,
and souud of limb and wind, but might be
of any age: Few lasted long enough in
the service to make the question of a few
years more or less of any consequence.
The demand was constant, and the price
pever varied in New York more than from
about $125 to $150 each. Dealers could
always count upon getting this' price and
getting it promptly, and as & consequence
every horse which would answer the pur-
pose was a safe investment at s little small-
er price, and a clean profit of $10 a horse
was regarded as a fair margin in handling
them.

Horses of all sorts, which lacked the
qualities of speed, beauty, or youth, dut
possessed the other requiremsnts, were
quickly sorted out from tbe markets of the
whole country, and every big dealer was
always able to gather droves of car horses
ae fast as the companies needed them
The trolley has superseded the car horses,
and car horses are no longer quoted as
staples in the market. The companies
which still nse them are obliged to go out
and search the marts and buy them one by
one, instead of simply sending out an ord-

er for 100 or 200 or 500, and getting them

a8 readily as they would so many loads of

hay or grain.—N. Y. Sun.

The letter brings the
pews in a roundabout way from Mate Cann
of the British ship Hawkesdale, which sail-
ed from Portland Dec. 29 for Queenstown,
arriving out May 15.

Wh:n the Hawkesdale was in Portlaud
last fall there was current among the crew
a story of a woman .who had shipped be-
fore themast on the Hawkesdale on a
voyage a few months before from an Eng-
lish port for Australia. According to
what is known of the movements of the
vessel in Portland, it must bave been about
a year ago that the ship visited an Aus-
tralian port. Upon srrival the Captain
was rurprised to receive an application for
the discharge of two of his crew. While

HUNTING IN BECH UANALAND.

The Bold Afrikander lrishman Who Was
Gulde to the Huotsman,

The tollowing is an extract from a lester
dated at Johannesburg, South Africa:

On the day that my last letter left o then
mail train, I started out with the Amer-
ican friends on a bunting trip in Bechuan-
aland. We took the train at 8:25 in the
morning for Mafeking and arrived there
the next day. Basuto ponies, guns, am-
munition, s Scotch cart, guide and nigger
were hired there, and the next day we start-
ed on our trip, and let me tell you it was
a ‘cleaner.’ I wastoo weak to ride my
horse all day and had to get off and stay
in the cart the first two days; then I got &
little stronger and struck it out with the
rest. Boye, it was a treat sleeping out
in the open air 5,000 feet above the ocean
eating bread and game twice a day, riding
aboat ten miles each day, outside of the
chase. I tell you, it put new life into me.
and it is there yet. Well the second day
we struck the first antelope and spring
buck. That meant fresh meat; no more
canned goods after that. Inall, we shot
two leopards, one ant bear, four porcu-
pines, three buffaloes, any number of wild
pigs, and springbuck and antelope. We
bad more than we needed. I found
that I could shoot better than I expected.

Jnst let me tell you sometbing about our
guide! He was an Irish Afrikander, reck-
less and without fear, and one of the brav-
est men I have ever seen. His name was
Beane. As we were riding along one day
toward evening looking lor a camp our
three dogs started up something which we
thought was & wild pig. The grass was
about ten teet high, and we couldn’t see,
so we started after them, following the
bark, and when we came there wasa
leopard up three yards ona big gum tree,
and one of the dogs had him by the neck,
bit fast, and he couldn’t go any further.
What do you suppose the Irishman did ?
He jumps off his horse, takes the leopard
by the tail, pulls him off the tree, the other
two dogs take hold ot him, and he kicks
the leopard insentible. I got arock after-
ward and knocked his brains out.

One day as we were out looking for
bucks we heard a roar, nothing like I had:
aver heard before. It was the roar of a
lion, the only one we met in the two
weeks we were out, an unearthly sound.
Ssunders and myselt dodged behind a tree
very suddenly, and then waited. He
came within seventy-five yards of us, and
then he smelled a rat, turned tail and
skipped.

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A NOVELISI,S TROUBLES. as though the long struggle had told at last.

MRS. OLIPHANT, NOVELIST, HAD
MANY BITTER TRIALS.

Most of Her Novels were’ Wrliten Under
Stress of Domestic Necessity and Death
Invaded Her Family Very Frecquently—
The Writer's Life.

Mrs. Margaret. Wilson Oliphent, who
died Mly in London, ended her long
and busy literary career by writing only
about two months ago a msgszine article
entitled, ** "Tis Sixty Years Since.” In it
she described s journey in Scotland by
canal, which was at that time the best
available means of travel. She was 6
.years old then, and, as she was able to

read. she created something of the impres-
sion of the juvenile marvel. The trip on
the canal was her emigration from Mussel-

burgh, where she was born on April 4,

1828, tothe new home of her family at

Lasswwl$, near Edinburgh. From this

place she removed to the neighborhood of

Liverpool, and there ber youth was pasced.
The accomplishment which attracted the

attenticn of herfellow pastengers on the

canal boat remained to the end of her life
one of Mrs. Oliphant's strikiog character-
istics. She was an indefatigable reader as

a ctild, and her facility in scquiring lan-

gusge was one featura of her natural

talents which developed at an early age.

Most of her education was acquired from

her mother, who told her, moreover, many

of the legends and stories which subse-
quently sppeared in Mre. Oliphant’s writ-
ings. Mrs. Oliphant drew in “The

Athelings,” now nearly forgotten, a com-

paratively faithful picture of her own girl-

hood. One of the characters in the story
is & young girl whose first literary struggles
were about the same as Mrs. Oliphant's.

This girl wrote in the midst of her family

the manuscript which wat sent to ber

stadent brother in London, ard there
accepted for publication This is practi-
cally the history of Mrs. Oliphant's first

AN FLEPHANT'S MONUMENT.
The First Elephant in America has a
Monument,

On the village green ot Somers, a little
town in Westchester County, New York,
stands a curious memoriat column, which,
after some years of gradually iccreasing
dilapidation, is about to be restored and
repiired, to the satisfaction of all the citi-
zens of the place, but especially, oue
would think, to that of the children. For
the monum:nt preserves the memory of
*Uld Bet,” probably tha first elephant ex-
bibited iz this country, and is surmounted
by her image.

Bet was brought over nearly a hundred
years ago by a French showman who ex
hibited bker in New York City, where
crowds flocked, wonderirg, to see her.
Hachaliah Bailey a wealthy Somers firmer,
was among them ; and becoming interested
‘n the animal, ded in purchasing a
half-interest 1n it. gave up his farm work,
and travelled over Canada and the United

States, exhibiting his marvellous acquisi-
tion. .

He proved successful as a showman pur-

This shaft is abont twenty inches
square at the bottom, tapering to twelve
at the top, where it supports a scrollwork
of wrought iron a few feet high, which in
turn supports 8 wooden imsge of the ele-
phant. four feet in heigth. This was at
first gilded ; but when the gilt had become
tarnished, it was replaced by
mouse-colored paint, more lifelike, if not
80 gorgeous.
