Danish-American Society
to Honer Cook Upon
His Arrival in_ New
York.

Commander Robert E. Peary, accord-
Ing to the despatches from Battle
Harbor, Labrador, yesterday, has as-
sumed a less aggressive attitude to-
ward his rival Dr. Frederick Cook and
with Dr. Cook beyond reach of wire-
less on the ocean, the flame of the
north pole controversy must be fed
by supporters of the two explorers
rather than by the principals them-
selves. Dr. Cook has held his tongue
all along with the assurance that he
would “make good” when the time
came, but until yesterday Comman-
der Peary has flashed at intervals
curt messages from Labrador, ques-

, tioning the achievement of the Brook-
lyn explorer. When interviewed yes-
terday, however, Peary said he declin-
ed to enter into further debate, “un-
til Mr. Cook has issued his full auth-
orized statement.”

At the same time the commander
emphatically reaffirmed that “I am the
only white man who has ever reached
the north pole.”

Must Bide Time.

With the situation as it stands the
world can but bide its time until Dr.
Cook’s arrival in New York where he
is due on September 21. Meanwhile
plans for the reception of both ex-
plorers are being completed and Mrs.
Peary remains at Sydney, N. 8., await-
ing her husband.

The time of the Roosevelt's depart-
ure from Battle Harbor is still inde-
finite and the vessel will reach Syd-
ney scveral days after Dr. (‘ouk'wlll
have joined his wife in New York.
Thursday or Friday has been set for
her departure from Battle Harbor.

Little, if anything of weight on eith-
»- side of the controversy was produc-
ed vesterday. Herbert L. Bridgman,
secretary of the Peary Arctic Club,
who ie in Sydney, declared false the
stories that Peary had appropriated
Cook’s stores in the north. He had
merely saved them, said Bridgman,
after they had been abandoned b‘y
Cook’s lleutenant Francke. Cook’s
backers find consolation in the recent
despatches saying that only one Es-
kimo accompanied Peary when he
veached the pole. Cook said two Es-
kimos were with him when he crown-
ed the world and his detractors took
up the cry that the absence of any
white companions weakened his claim.
But now, if what comes from Battle
Harbor be true, Peary is in the same
position with Cook, minus one Bskimo.
Scientists have generally withdrawn
from the debate, pending the injection
of more facts and less personal feel-
ing. while England and the continent
are becoming a bit weary.

The re-
cent importation of Kentucky horses,
he said, had been very successful and
they had really cost the province no-
thing. In the course of a few months
the Government intended to make an
importation of Clydesdale horses from
Scotland and under the arrangement
proposed the cost to the province
would be very small.

This would be followed up by the
importation of other useful breeds,
such ps hackneys.

He regretted today that the people
in St. John and elsewhere were im-
porting horses from Ontario and pay-
ing out money which should go to
our own farmers.

He did not dgree with those who
claimed it was a mistake for the Gov-
ernment to grant financial aid to ex-
hibitions. He held that exhibitions
were stimulating and educational and
extremely popular with the people.

Ile was glad to know that an agri-
cultural society had been formed in
Charlotte county and that the first
exhibition under its auspices will be
held at St. Stephen September 28,
This showed that the exhibition move-
ment was growing and that the ag-
ricultural interests were awakening
to better things.

Dr. W. Danlel, M. P, accompanied
by Mrs. Daniel has just return-
ed to the city after enjoying a short
holiday in Cape Breton, during which
he visited Sydney, North Sydney,
Louisburg and Glace Bay. Asked by
a Standard reporter last evening
about his trip, Dr. Daniel said that
Mrs. Daniel and himself had had a
delightful holiday. At Sydney he was
pleased to see the welcome faces of
Messrs. John 1. Robinson and E. Le-
Roy Willis, two St. John men, who
have charge of the well kept and
comfortable Sydney Hotel. The forti-
fications at Louisburg were a source
of much interest.

The latest despatches from Battle
Harbor last night indicate that the
Roosevelt is in good condition, no®
withstanding her battles with the ice
in the north. She will bring her pic-
turesque crew, even including the dogs
right into New York harbor.

Battle Harbor, Labrador, Sept. 14.
—Commander Peary spoke feelingly
today of the death of Prof. Marvin of
Cornell University, who, at the head
of one of the supporting parties,
broke through a lead of thin ice on
the return trip. The body was not
recovered and his personal effects
were buried in the ice. A cross,
bearing his name, his college, and
the date of his death was erected at
Cape Sheridan, just above the Roose-
velt's winter position and is visible
for miles. This is seventy-three miles
from the point north of Cape Colum-
bia, where he was drowned.

The health of the party in general
was good, according to the state-
ment of Dr. John Goodsell, the sur-
geon of the expedition. Two Eskimo
children were born and are still liv-
ing. Scurvy was rare, due chiefly
to the experience of the commander
in the selection of food and supplies
necessary for the health and care .of
the party. In addition, there was an
abundance of fresh meat, which the
expedition was able to secure through
Commander Peary's knowledge of the
Bartlett, Marvin, McMillan

the others.
Frost-bites in the Arctic are treated
with borated musk ox fat and are
well protected from the cold.

Eskimos Disahled.
Two of the Eskimos were disabled

frozen feet and the other from a se-
vere inflammation, partly due to the
same cause. Dr. Goodsell gave them
surgical attention and left them in
their igloos until his detachment re-
turned from the northern trip. He
supplied them with ample provisions.
They greeted the return of the party
with manifestations of great delight.
One of the Eskimos was hauled on
the sledges to the ship at Cape Sheri-
dan, a distance of ninety miles. On
the trip Dr. Goodsell slipped, and
strained the tendons of his foot and
on his arrival at the Roosevelt found

ing busy. There were some cases of
snow blindness aleo.

Commander Peary was ill for one
day about six weeks previous to Feb-
ruary 15, which was the day that
Capt. Bartlett left the Roosevelt with
his division for Cape Columbia, the
advance guard of the dash to the
pole. The surgeon was a little con-
cerned about Commander Peary's
illness on account of the approaching
tramp, but it proved to be nothing
serious, and all the men were in the
pink of condition when the start was
made.

With regard to his steamer, Com-
mander Peary said:
“The Roosevelt is in first class
condition and is practically unihjured.
The hull, engines and machinery are
as good as when she left New York,
in July, 1908.”
The main boom, however, had been
broken.
The crew were busy today cleaning
up the decks in an endeavor to re-
move the accumulations caused by
the killing of eighty walrus, food for
the Eskimos for next winter. The
walrus were cut up on board the ship
and the vessel looked like a slaught-
er-house.
The Roosevelt will proceed to New
York, just as she is now, crew, dogs
and all complete. She will leave
here on Thursday or Friday for Syd-
ney with Commander Peary aboard,
going direct to that port without stop.
There the steamer will fill her bunk-
ers with coal for a straight run to
New York. Commander Peary was
offered passage for Sydney in The
Associated Press tug, Douglas H.
Thomas, but he declined, with the ex-
planation that the Roosevelt was ab-
solutely seaworthy and would not re-
quire any assistance nor would he
leave her, he added, until he had per-
sonally docked her at Sydnmey.
Asked if he would accept an invitg-
tion to the banquet in his hearfor at
Sydney he replied that he probably
would. From Sydney, Commander
Peary will go to the United States
by rail. He would not say what
would become of the Roosevelt. At
New . York, however, the crew would
be paid off. The ship belongs to the
Peary Arctic Club.

Many Moose.
Mr. Gilmore Brown, C. E., who has
charge of one of the divisions of the
G. T. P, with headquarters near the
head waters of the Miramichi, stated
recently to The Standard that he had
Seen over twice as many moose along
his division this year than last, and
Mr. Douglas W. Clinch, secretary of
the New Brunswick Fish Forest and
Game Protective Assoclation, reports
that the number of moose, deer and
bear in the province this year, is al-
most unprecedented. The bird sea-
son .i8 also expected to be exception-
ally good. \
New Brunswick is the ‘besf moose
country in North America, accessible
to the average huntgman and under
the game laws that are now being
stringently enforced, the number of
animals is steadily increaaing, It is
impossible under the existing provis-
fons to determine the exact number
of moase killed last year, but it ig
known that in the counties of Kent,
Westmorland, Albert and Kings, four
counties tHat do not afford the best
hunting by any means, more than
two hundred and fifty were ocaptured.
The total number shot in the state of
Maine, which has always been well
known as a big game country, in the
same season, was only one hundred
and twertty-five. The open season
for moose, deer and caribou, as well
as for partridge, duck, woodcock and
snipe, will last until November 30.
Licenses.
No sportsman is allowed to hunt
big game without first procuring a -
cense signed by the Surveyor Gener-
al. The fee for non-residents is $50
and for residents $2. Only one bull
moose, one bull caribou and two deers
may be killed in a season. The
shooting of a cow or calf moose, or
caribou is prohibited. It is also um-
lawful to hunt between one hour after
sunset and one hour before suidrise.
The use of “Jack Lights” and dogs
a:‘;i traps and snares, is also prohibi-

-

Every holder of a license to hunt
must produce the same when request-
ed to do so by a game warden, No
hunting is permitted on Sundays un-
der a double penalty.
The Cost Of a Trip.

The cost of a hunting trip depends
largely on the length of time spent
in the woods. The guldes will do the
outfitting and provide supplies at
prices ranging from $7 to $10 per day
for one sportsman, $12 to $16 for two,
and $18 to $26 for three, and so on
in proportion. Licenses, railway
fares, and team hire add to the co.
Among the big game hunters now
in the woods are Mr. and Mrs, R, V.

J. P. MORGAN JA. GETS
HARRIMAN S SHOES

A significant Incident Develop-
ed Yesterday With The
Election Of The Younger
Morgan To Directorate.

New York, N. Y., Sept. 14—J. P,
Morgan, Jr.,, was elected to the late
E. H. Harriman’s place on the Board
of Directors of the National City
Bank. By Wall street the election is
regarded as one of the most signifi-
cant of the week’s financial develop-
ments, presumably indicating that
harmonious relations exist between
the Morgan and the Kuhn, Loeb
Standard Oil groups of financiers,
Added weight was given the event
because it followed so closely upon
the recent reports that the Morgan
interests were about to take an act-
ive interest in the government of the
Harriman roads and that the younger
Morgan was slated as the ultimate
successor of Mr. Harriman in the
command of the Union and Southern
Pacific systems,

The National City Bank, largest of
the nation’s financial institutions, is
controlled by the Kuhn, Loeb-Stand-
ard Oil interests, which yesterday as-
sumed a commanding position for the
time being at least, in the executive
committee of the Union Pacific.

The changes made in the Southern
Pacific directorate at the meeting to-
day, as a result of Mr, Harriman’s
death, were precisely the same as
those made in the Union Pacific di-
rectorate yesterday and were in line
with the gemeral expectation. Judge
Lovett succeeds Mr. Harriman as
chairman of the executive committee,
while Jacob H. Schiffand, and Willlam
Rockefeller were elected directors
and made members of the enlarged
As was the
case at the Union Pacific meeting no
action was taken in the matter of
electing a successor to Mr, Harriman
as president.

The Harriman stocks moved up-
ward on the market today, largely,
however, in compliance with the re-
cent optimistic reports of the future
plans of the financier's supposed sue-
cessor,

The only reward he seeks Is to be
permitted to name the new flower af-
ter Mrs. Taft, and he now anxiously
awaits the reply from the summer
White House, where he sent several
of the best specimens by special mes-
senger.

Raising dahlias is Johnson’s hobby.
A grocer by occupation, he is a florist
by choice and within the last fifteen
years he has suceeded in producing
various new specimens of his favor-
ite flower. But none of these has ever
equalled his royal purple dahlia.

To Reign Supreme.

In the opinion of Johnson the Law-
son pink, as well as the Higginbotham
variety of the flower, for the privilege
of giving his name to which the Chi-
cago banker is reputed to have giv-
en $30,000, will take a secondary
place in popular favor and the Mrs.
Taft dahlia will reign supreme as a
buttonhole or corsage adornment.

In the rear of Johmson's house, at
No. 44 Snell street, there are fifteen
hundred dahlias in full bloom. No oth-
er flowers are to be found in his gar-
den, but the dozen of colors among
those give the impression of a bloom-
ing ralmbow, and the garden is the
object of visits on the part of the
people for miles around.

A Bachelor.

Johnson is & bachelor. He lives alone
and his flowers, declare his neighbors,
are to him as though they were his
children.

He ie never too tired to work in his
garden, and carly and late he can
be found among the plants, watering,
weeding out, digging, in a word, per-
forming all the duties of an expert gar-
dener.

“People don’t appreciate as a gener-
al rule the beauty of the dahlia,” he
says, “but to me there is no more
beautiful flewer in existence.

“I have worked for fifteen years to
bring forth the roval purple flower,
and to me it is so exquisite in color-
ing and so perfect in form that it ful-
ly deserves to bear the name of the
first lady of the land.

Does Not Sell Flowers.

“1 do not sell my flowers. It is all a
work of love with me, and should
Mre. Taft consent to my request, 1
want no better reward.

“It won't be long before the people
wake up to the attractions of dahlias
and 1 defy any one to show me a flow-
er that would show off any better
stock in'a buttonnole of a man’s cgat
or pinned to the corsag eof a woman's
dress.

Small Grub That is’ Attacking
.the Birches of New Bruns-
wick---Referred to by Cura-
tor of N. H. Society.-

NO GREAT INJURY
LIKELY TO RESULT

Throughout the province the white
birch leaves look as if they had all
passed through a fire and examination
of their withered leaves will reveal
the presence of large numbers of
small worms from a quarter of an
inch in length up to three-quarters of
an inch.

Mr. Wm. MecIntosh, curator of the
Natural History Society, says that this
attack though for the first time gen-
erally noticed, is by no means unpre-
cedented. This species of worm known
as the Birch Leaf Skeletonizer, in
1901 was very abundant in the states
of New York and Massachusetts, and
in 1892 birches in the Ottawa Valley
and Rhode Island were considerably
injured.

During the latter part of September
these caterpillars will form small rib-
bed c¢acoons in whecih they pass the
winter emerging next summer as small
brownish moths.

Nothing can be done to prevent
their ravages in the forest but orna-
mental trees etc., aboit the premises
can be cleaned by one application of
paris green.

The attack this year is so late in
the season that the trees will not
likely receive very serious injury.

WERE ELEVATORS USED
 DURING CAESAR'S TIME

London, Sept. 14—Prof. Boni is re-
ported to have made an important
discovery in the course of his excava-
tions in the Forum. While exploring
some underground passages near the
north rostra of Caesar he found in
twelve small rooms or galleries tra-
ces of a former system of elevators.

In each room there are unmistak-
able traces of grooves through which
ropes passed and stone supports for
the wooden poles that were fixed verti-
cally inside the passages. The pro-
fessor is convinced that platforms in-
stalled in these rooms served to raise
to the surface the gladiators and wild
beasts that participated in the circus
games and that hence they were noth-
ing else but elevators or lifts. Thus
what until recently was considered
a modern invention was used by the
Romans under the republic. There are
no traces of similar elevators in build-
ings belonging to the imperial periad
and in all likelihood no attempt was
made to improve the movable plat.

A significaat silence has pervaded the Liberal press of |
Canade since the junior member of the cabinet (less Hon.
Mackenzie King) lifted up his volce to teach the organs
their duty and to tell the editors and Ottawa corres-
pondents their shortcomings. The Government journal-
ists are astounded at the demands of a minister who is
not satisfied with the defence that has been made of
himself and his colleagues. The editors are consecious
of having explained all that could be explained, defend-
ed all that could bé défended, excused all that could be
excused, denied all that could be denied. They
selt-accused of having gone further, in explaining
inexplicable, defending the indefensible, excusing the
inexcusable and denying the undeniable, And then to
find the minigter unsatisfied, even dissatisfied. This is
truly discouraging.*

After all the efforts of all the Government writers
to convince the country that the Transcontinental over-
classification charges had no fonudation, it is disheart-
ening to be told by the lately retained counsel for the
Transcontinental commissioners that they had made no
defence at ali, and that in the mind of the people tne char-
#os had not been answered. The worst of it is that the
Toronto Globe and other Liberals cannot give the min-
ister the answer which vindicates themselves. They
dare not tell nim that the reason that they could not show
the collapse of the charges was that the charges did not
| collapse. They find 'it inconvenient to say that they
could not prove the charges untrue because they were
true.

London, Sept. 14 —Gentleman rank-
ers of Spain’s bluest bloogd and bear-
ing sonorous names have voluntarily
joined the forces at Melilla, after
having obtained exemption from mili-
tary service by purchase when peace
prevailed. Among them are the three
younger brothers of Don Carlos de
Bourbon, King Alfonso’s brother-in-
law, whose second wife is Princess
Louise of Orleans.

A Naval Cadet.

London, Sept. 14.—The Anti-Slavery
Society has issued an appeal for £50
to send a representative to America
to endeavor to obtain the co-operation
of the United States in a boycott of
cocoa from Portuguese West Africa,
which, they allege, is produced by
slave labor.

ABRUZZI HOLDS NEW
HIMALAYAN:REGORD

Duke Climbs 24,500 Feet,
Breaking Previous Records
--Guarded from Dynamiters
--Refuses to Enter Pole Talk.

Paris, Sept. 14—The Duke of the
Abruzzi has arrived at Marseilles on
the steamer Oceana from India. He
is accompanied by the Marchese
Negroto, Prof. Seilo and his guides.
The Duke sald he would have done
better in his mountain climbing if he
could have realized all his plans.
However, he held the record for
climbing in the Himalayas.

The highest ascent hitherto made
there was by the Norwegians Mura-
das and Robertsen, who reached a
height of 7,300 meters (more than
238,726 feet), but he had mounted
Bright's Peak, which is 7,600 meters
(above 24,700 feet) in height. This
peak is In the Godwin-Austen group.
The Duke refused to express any
Cook or Peary
expeditions, not having yet had an
opportunity to study the question.

French Inventor After Seven
Year's of Study Has Perfect-
ed Device for Steering Tor-
pedos by Hertzian Waves.

CONTROL OVER

WEAPON ABSOLUTE

Paris, Sept. 12—M. Gabet, inventor
of the radio-automatic torpedo, made
several tests of the torpedo in the
Seine last week near Maisons Lafitte,
preparatory to the official test at
Havre next month. in the open sea.
The new torpedo when put in the wat-
er has the appearance of two torpe-
does, one above the other, about six
feet apart.
A Floater.

The upper section is about 12 feet
long, It is merely a floater. The lower
section is about 18 feet in length and
is much larger in circumstance than
the upper one. It contains a motor
battery of accumulators, an apparatus
for the reception of Hertzian waves
and at the nose an explosive charge
weighing 1800 pounds, as compared
with 200 pounds in the ordinary tor-
pedo.

When in the water the apparatus
weighs five tons. It sinks to the upper
floater. This carries two masts four
feet high, connected by wires, which
receive the Hertzian waves. They are
fitted with electric lamps, which light
up when the waves reach them, thus
showing to the operator that they have
been received. The lights are directed
aft so as to be invisible from the ob-
fwt toward which the torpedo is mov-
ng.

The Sending Apparatus.

Seine, Gabet went out in a motor boat,
in which was an apparatus for emit-
ting the Hertzian waves, which re-
sembled a miniature plano with ten
notes. Gabet touched one of the keys
and immediately the motor on the
torpedo, which was about 20 yards
away, started.

By sending a varying number of
waves he moved the rudder to right
or left. He turned the torpedo sharply
around in its own length and made it
come toward him. In fact, the control
wos absolute. The waves caused by
passing tugs and steamers did not
seem to affect the machine.

peace. M. Stolypin was to have ac
companied him as constitutional Pre-
nier. At the last moment the imperial
honsehold, the corporation of Moscow
and the nobility wrecked the premier's
project for making historic the occa-
sion of the Moscow visit by receiving
together representatives of all cla |

The Moscow nobility instead asked |
to be allowed to present to the l"l.'l“:
their separate homage of the tradition- |
al bread and salt on a silver tray in-
seribed “To the Autocrat of All the |
Russias.” The Czar supported them,
and the beneficent purpose of the visit
was thwarted.

Change of Heart,

In the domiain of Russian foreign

policy there is also noticeable a sig-|
nificant change of heart. The Novoe |
Vremya records a present disposition
on the part of the court against draw-
ing any closer to England. It cites
the argument that England is doing
nothing to restrain Japan from incit-
ing China against Russia, although
Russja has given England her way in
Tibet and Persia. Russia, the paper de-
clares, must be very wary against
allowing herself to be involved in ag-
grossive action alongside of England
against Germany in the complicated
Turkish sitnation. It adds:
“A formal treaty with England would
certainly assume an aggressive charac-
ter. Only imminent extremity would
force us to engage in war against Ger-
manv, nor will Germany lighthearted-
ly attack Russia.”

The Department of Agriculture an-
nounces that the world’s wheat yield
will be 82 per cent. higher and Rus-
sia's 53.3 per cent. higher than the
totals for last year.

On trial Messrs. Peck found out that
Mr. McClymont was just the kind of
man they needed to make such a farm
a success, and as a result Mr. J. L.
Peck left for Ontario a short time
ago for the purpose of purchasing suf-
ficlent cattle to commence operations.

Mr. Peck has already sent forward
one carload of animals and will pur-
chase & number more before retufn-
ing home. It is the intention to have
the largest stock farm in New Bruns-
wick and next year horse raising will
be added. * ?
