ABoston, Mass., Dec. 22.—While all 

sorts of rumors and conjectures as 
to the probable fate of the British 
schooner Laura C. Hall, of Parrsboro, 

8.» have been circulating since she 
was seen off (’ape <’od, battling with 
the storm of Dec. 16, which caused 
destruction to several other vessels in 
the vicinity, the Hall has been slowly 
■working her way up the coast.

Last night she came into Boston 
harbor for shelter, but during the 
night parted her anchors and was 
driven ashore on the northwest side 
of Long Island. There she was dis­
covered today. Two tugs went to her 
assistance this afternoon, but up to 
this evening they had not succeeded 
in pulling her afloat.

Vi Paris, Dec. 22.—The text of the gov­
ernment measure formulated for the 
purpose of preventing general strikes 
with particular refe-ence to the em­
ployes of public sei/vice corporations, 
was made public tonight.

The measure constitutes a compre­
hensive plan for ending the strike 
evil on the railroads and in other 
public service by means of an or­
ganized conciliation commission com­
posed of representatives of the men 
and companies. The commission will 
meet at regular intervals, and when 
conciliation falls, compulsory arbitra­
tion Is provided for, the principle be­
ing introduced that when the arbitral 
sentence imposes an additional charge 
the corporation can indicate the meth­
od whereby the railroad or other ser­
vice can secure compensation, either 
by raising the rate or by other means.

A flemsrkaable Document.

Philadelphia, Pa., Dec. 22—Fourteen 
firemen and policemen are known to 
be dead and more than 40 are in hos­
pitals suffering from injuries from 
which some will not recover as the 
result of the collapse of the walls at 
the burning of the four story factory 
of David Friedlander, dealer to 
leather remnants at 116-18-20 Bodlne 
St. The icebound ruins are still being 
searched for the body of Charles Edle- 
man. who is known to be dead, and 
to discover, If possible, the bodies of 
several other firemen who are report­
ed missing.

William (’.lazier, who was held fast 
In the ruins for more than 13 hours, 
is in a hospital suffering from pneu­
monia. but at a late hour tonight his 
condition was reported to be greatly 
improved, and the physicians have 
hopes of saving his life.

Chicago, Ill, Dec. 22.—Of the 25 
killed In the stockyards fire today by 
falling walls, the bodies of 19, in­
cluding that of Fire 
Horan, had been taken from the ruins 
at a late hour tonight.

The list of dead includes the chief, 
the assistant chief, two captains, five 
lieutenants. 13 city firemen, two pri­
vate firemen, and a railway employe. 
Fifteen firemen were seriously injur­
ed Including two captains.

A railroad wrecking train with der­
ricks and steumshovels was used to 
clear away the burning ruins. The 
fire broke out afresh at 8 o’clock to­
night. after it had taxed the strength 
of the fire department for 16 hours. 
Acting Chief Seyferllch sent a ge 
al call to outlying stations for fi 
men. These aided by police reserves, 
continued the fight and the search for 
bodies of the dead.

Insurance men said that the kill­
ing of the chief and his men was not 
due to an ammonia tank explosion as 
first supposed, but to the expansion of 
cold air in the beef warehouse dm- 
to the heat from the fire. This, it Is 
said, forced the four story wall to 
give way and collapse. The force be­
hind the wall was as strong as thn 
an explosion had occurred.

Apparently maddened by the death 
of their chief, who was popular in 
the department, firemen threw them­
selves recklessly into the work of 
clearing away the fallen wall. More 
than 50 men dropped from exhaus­
tion and were carried back from the 
intense heat, of the burning 
house.

The last report about the Hall was 
that she had probably sunk on Great 
Round shoal, about 10 miles to the 
eastward of Nantucket, where a sub­
merged vessel was discovered today.

Nantucket, Mass., Dec. 22.—Keep­

er Remsen, of the Sankaty lighthouse 
today sighted a large piece of wreck­
age which looked like the hull of a 
vessel, about a mile off Sankaty head. 
He said that the wreckage was awash 
and was covered with several hundred 
seagulls. It was at first believed that 
the wreckage was that of the British 
schooner Laura C. Hall which was 
seen apparently helpless off Chatham 
a week ago today but when it was 
learned tonight that, the Hall was 
ashore in Boston harbor, local ship­
ping men were left 
the probable identity of the wreck.

The report reviews arbitration ex­
periments abroad, especially com­
mending those carried tin in the Unit­
ed States and Australia.

growth of the movement for the peace 
ful settlement of international dis­
putes. and it argues that the twen- 
ieth century marks the dawn of arbi­
tration as the solution of both inter­
national and social war.

Philadelphia, Dec. 22.—After an all 
night search in the ruins of a leather 
factory, it is thought that the number 
of firemen and policemen killed by 
falling walls is under twenty. John 
O. Baxter, chief of the fire department 
•vho had a narrow escape from death, 
;ald that his report shows that four- 
een firemen lost their lives. He says 

however, that hiiTre ports are not com- 
)Iete. Superintendent of police John 
Taylor believes the numuer of dead 
will reach twenty. Up to r. a. m. 
welve bodies had been taken from 
he ruins.

The work of digging into the ruins 
s exusperatingly slow. This is due 
principally to (he extremely cold wea­
ker. which froze the wet rains Into 
m almost solid mass. It was one of 
.he coldest mornings of the year, and 
.he rescuers suffered severely in the 
v in try weather. Lying face down­
ward with tons of bricks less than 
i foot above his head and with his 
lower limbs pinioned to the pavement, 
William Glazer, a member of engine 
company No. (5, at daylight held fre­
inent conversation with the scores of 
firemen and policemen who were 
straining every effort to reach the ma­
chinery which held the unfortunate 
man a prisoner.

Brother firemen of Glazer were able 
to crawl beneath the debris and pro­
vide him with stimulants to make him 
as comfortable as possible, a huge 
tarpaulin was dragged into the nar­
row passageway to the helpless fire­
man and spread about his body to keep 
his clothing from becoming saturated 
by the water, which was being thrown 
upon the smouldering ruins.

Glazer, unless some of the ruins 
fall on him probably w ill be taken out 
alive in a few hours. Some of the 
bodies removed from the debris, were 
so bpdly burned, that the limbs drop­
ped off. When the body of assistant 
foreman Fred Calibre was taken from 
the ruins it was without the head, the 
foreman being recognized by his unt-

Britain adopted by the Imperial Conference of 1907. 
which is the one referred to above, is as follows: — 
“That it is desirable to encourage British emigrants to 
“proceed to British Colonies rather than foreign coun- 
“tries; that the Imperial Government be requested to 
“co-operate with any Colonies desiring immigrants in 
“assisting suitable persons to emigrate."

As to the Declaration of Ixmdon, Article 48 of that 
agreement, concluded in February of last year among 
the naval powers, lays it down that a neutral vessel 
which has been captured in war-time may not be de­
stroyed by the captor, but must be taken into port 
for the determination of all questions concerning the 
validity of the capture, 
the exceptions to this rule, i.e., when its observance 
would involve danger to the safety of the captor or to 
the success of the operations in which she is engaged ; 
and Article 64 gives the captor the right to take or de­
stroy any goods liable to' condemnation found on board 
a vessel not herself liable to condemnation, provided 
the circumstances are such as would, under Article 49, 
justify the destruction of a vessel herself liable to 
condemnation.

The powers represented at the conference which 
was held upon the invitation of the British Govern-1 
ment, and resulted in the Declaration of London, were 
Great Britain, the United States, France, Germany, 
Austria, Japau, Spain, Russia. Italy, and Holland.
British delegates admitted foodstuffs to the list of 
articles which, under certain conditions, may be contra­
band. that is, liable to seizure in war-time, 
is set forth in Article 24 of the Declaration.

by the European and North American 
Railway Company In the early seven­
ties at the time when H. D. McLeod, 
formerly deputy receiver general, was 
the manager of the railway. Mr. Mc­
Leod also acted as general manager of 
the ferry service The company later 
built the Western Extension and oper­
ated the boats In turn.

Unfortunately the railway venture 
did not pay and the company was un­
able to pay for their coal. Collins 
l.lovd. at that time a coal dealer in 
the* city, had a claim against the 
company for coal and seised the ferry 
steamers to satisfy It.

No Repairs.
The Ouangondy was run without 

the necessary allowance for repairs 
until II became necessary to lay her 
up in Lloyd s Blip. Then the Western 
Extension was put on the route and 
sh>* also was run without repairs 
until she was in such shape that It Is 
related that one of her wheels drop­
ped off In the slip. In this emergency 
It became necessary to repair the 
Ouangondy until such time as the 
Western Extension was again In 
shape to resume the service.

Eventually the city sold the Ouan­
gondy to the railway company and 
took a mortgage for $21.000. This 
mortgage was not met and the city 
attempted to seise the boat, but It 
turned out the mortgage had not been 
recorded and this led to litigation ns 
to the ownership of the boat. While 
the litigation was pending an arrange 
ment was reached that the service 
should be kept up. When the elle 
was decided the city lost.

A snap meeting of the council was 
hurriedly held and a committee nam­
ed ostensibly to go to New York and 
purchase a boat for the service, but 
the railway company sold both boats 
to the city for $21,000 and the city 
has since conducted the service.

Since that time of course the traf­
fic has greatly Increased as have also 
the demands for the service. The last 
experiment In leaping the ferry ser­
vice proved anything but satisfactory, 
and Mr. Glasgow is Inclined to look 
on the present scheme in much the 
same light.

An evening paper yesterday publish­
ed a story to the effect that, a com­
pany Is being formed for the purpose 
of taking over and operating the fer­
ry service and that, several of 
dermen had been approached with a 
view to securing their support to a 
proposal to lease the ferry from the 
city for $5.000 a year.

Mayor Frink when asked last ( even­
ing about the matter, said he knew 
nothing of it except what he had seen 
In the paper.

The compahy offers to take over the 
ferryboats, floats and all the plant In 
connection with the service and pay 
to the etty the sum of $5.000 per year 
for the franchise. They will keep the 
fare at the same rate as at present, 
with the exception of the. books of 
passenger tickets which are now sold 
at the rate of 1 cent each, or 50 for 50 
cents. These books they intend to 
make 75 cents which will mean an In­
crease of 50 per cent, in the ferry 
tolls of the people of the West End

The 
Idea Ih to have a collection of magni­
fied photos of the tuberculosis microbe 
In various stages of Its development, 
pictures showing the effects upon the 
patients, views of sanltorlums, sun 
parlors, open-air bed rooms, roof 
tents, <te. The exhibit would also 
include samples of the apparatus used 
In fighting the diseases, for disinfect­
ing rooms used by patients, and the 
equipment of sanltorlums and tllspen-

In connection with the exhibit there 
will be statistical maps, showing the 
effects of the disease from the social 
and economic standpoints, the loss to 
the nation through the disablement of 
workers, and the cost of caring for 
consumptives. Also there will be pam­
phlets for general circulation dealing 
with all phases of the disease and 
the crusade being waged against It.

Members of the executive expressed 
themselves in favor of the proposi­
tion, and it was decided to write to 
Ottawa, offering the assistance of the 
New Brunswick associations.
