mediation, conference wliich, under 
the “friendly guidance of Ambasador 
Da Gaina, of Brazil, and Ministers 
Naon, of Argentine, and Suarez, of 
Chile, is attempt to compose the dif­
ferences between the United States 
and Mexico, was ready today to get 
into full awing.

The Mexican peace commissioners, 
with their large entourage, arrived 
early today, from New York, while 
the American delegates reached here 
shortly before midnight. To welcome 
the distinguished viators to the neut­
re 1 territory, where the conference is 
to be held, the Governor General of 
Canada delegated Hon. Martin Burrell 
and Senator Lougheed to come from 
Ottawa. Their programme included 
visits of greeting to the mediators and 
to American ar# Mexican tfele^ates, 
which were to be returned by the lat-

Special to The Standard.
Ottawa, May 20.—A volunteer naval 
reserve force for Canada about which 
there has been so much talk during the 
past few months will soon be an ac­
complished fact. An order in council 
has been passed by the government 
and signed by the Duke of Connaught 
authorizing the establishment of such 
a force. A sum will be placed in the 
supplementary estimates sufficient for 
this year’s work and preparations for 
the organization of volunteers have 
already been made by the naval ser­
vice department.

The first volunteer naval force to be 
established is at Victoria, B. C., where 
there has been an unofficial organiz­
ation for some time maintained by pri­
vate Individuals. This will receive 
official recognition. Admiral Klngs- 
mlll has left for Victoria to arrange 
details.

The Niobe and Rainbow will be 
utilized on the Atlantic and Pacific for 
training purposes and in course of 
time other war vessels will be secured 
for training purposes on the great 
lakes. Instructors from the British 
navy will be engaged.

The headquarters of the new force 
will be at Ottawa, but it will be divided 
Into three divisions, the Atlantic, the 
Great Lakes and the Pacific.

On the Atlantic coast the divisional 
headquarters will be at Halifax anfi 
the scope will be all along the St. Law­
rence as far as Montreal.

Toronto will be the headquarters of 
the Great Lakes division, which will 
include the Ottawa river the upper St. 
Lawrence and the Great Lakes and all" 
waterways as far as the Rocky moun* 
tains.

Esquimau will be the headquarters 
of the Rockies.

There will toe three systems of train­
ing available for volunteers of all 
classes.

For those who live near the sea 
coast there will be drill at home and 
periodical training on board one of 
the war vessels.

Volunteers of the second class will 
include those who live along the Great 
Lakes and waterways. They will be 
drilled ashore by reserve officers and 
special instructors.

The third class will include fisher­
men and other competent 
They will drill aboard ship.

The annual period qf drill will be 21 
days and there will he companies of 
one one hundred men. So many appli­
cations have been received that at 
least twelve companies will be formed 
this year.

This is the first practical move made 
by the government towards training 
Canadians for the navy who would oe 
available in time of need and it is ex­
pected to be hailed with enthusiasm 
all over the country.

New York. May 30.—Charles Backer 
will not be toeneflited by the confes­
sion alleged to have been made by 
"Dago Frank" ClrcAcl shortly before 
the gunman was executed in the elec­
tric chair at Sing Sing prison for the 
part he played In carrying out the plot 
to murder Herman Rosenthal. "Dago 
Frank” In the so-oalled confession, was 
quoted as saying he had never heard 
the name of Becker mentioned in con­
nection with the conspiracy that re­
sulted In the killing of the gambler. 
Justice Seabury refused to admit tes­
timony concerning the alleged confes­
sion into the record, and his ruling 
was a great disappointment to both 
Becker and his counsel.

Justice Seabury explained his ac­
tion by saying that the alleged confes­
sion had not been made in affidavit 
form and sworn to and had not been 
made to anyone authorized to take a 
deposition from a dying man. Justice 
Seabury further declared he was also 
Influenced by the fact that it was not 
permlssable to admit testimony deal­
ing with incidents that occurred a ldtog 
time after the commission of the crime. 
He quoted a number of legal opinions 
to show upon what grounds he had 
barred the so-called confession.

Mr. Manton, of Becker’s counsel, 
said he would make no further attempt 
to get the confession In the record, but 
intimated tt would play an important 
part in an application for a new trial 
should BeckeP*be convicted a second 
time.

The formal opening of the confer- 
ice took place at 8 p. m. today.
At their opening session the media­

tors were prepared to lay before the 
delegates from the two governments 
the rules and regulations which will 
governi during the proceedings. Every 
step to be taken by the mediators will 
be by the unanimous consent of . the 
three South American diplomats. 
While Ambassador Da Gama, of Bra- 
zil, as ranking representative among 
the three, would be leader In what­
ever action might be taken, it ha».not 
yet been announced whether there 
will be a chairman formally chosen 
to preside over the sessions.

Justice Lamar, of the United States 
Supreme Court, and Frederick W. 
Lehmann, American. .delegates, witn 
HT-TterfcrvarDôdge. their secretarial 
adviser, who are making their head­
quarters at a hotel in Niagara Falls, 
N. Y., will be required every time 
they attend a session to cross the long 
steel arch bridge crossing the Niagara 
River, just below the falls.

In formally announcing the opening 
of the conference. Ambassador De 
Gama said:

"The mediators extend to you a sin­
cere welcome and trust that we shall 
not part until your hopes have been 
realized. Your hojtes are undoubtedly 
the same which encouraged us to un­
dertake this work of international 
sympathy, born of the ardent desire 
that the serene progress of civilization 
in America be not interrupted by the 
disastrous violences of a war between 
sister nations.”

Continuing, the ambassador said: 
"Many and varied are the thoughts 

which agitate our minds at his dra­
matic moment erf our political life, but 
dominating all, as an imperative 
of American sentiment, duty impels 
us not to spare any effort to discover 
and elucidate the causes of the Mexi­
can conflict. It was with this end in 
view and in order to ascertain the 
sources of the evil and provide a spee­
dy remedy that we invited you gentle­
men to attend this peace conference, 
held in this hospitable and friendly 
land 'wliich, although under the flag 
of a powerful European empire, enter­
tains and stands for sentiments of the 
purest Americanism.

“As an ultimate and more Important 
consequence than a mere solution of a 
contention between nations whose dif­
ferences are not due to antagonistic 
results, we must throw such light on 
this conference as will show it in his­
tory as an * expression of the senti­
ments of that human solidarity which, 
not content with enjoying peace in 
solitude, makes to extend Us benefits 
to all.

"This is the sentiment which 
prompted our tender of good offices to 
the United States and to Mexico, 
which sustained our spirit when al­
most overcome 
which beset our path and which, gen­
tlemen, with your aid and with the 
aid of your government, hope to 
be able to overcome. If we succeed 
in doing so we shall have affirmed by 
a striking example the never to be for­
gotten lesson that even in the midst 
of the turmoil of battle and the un­
chained tempests of hate and conflict­
ing ambitions, above all this tumult 
will be heard the clear and persuasive 
voice of reason counselling the sacri­
fice of persons in favor of the collec­
tive Interests of the people, and 
spreading the gospel of peace and jus-
U<On behalf of the United States and 
Mexico, Justice Lamar and Emilio 
Rabas. respectively, made brief re­
sponses. echoing the sentiments of 
patriotism which were voiced by the 
Brazilian ambassador and expressing 
the thanks of their governments for 
the tender of good offices.

1 Institutions in the United States and 
Canada, has, during its eight years of 
operation, distributed a total of $2,936, 
927, according to the anual report Is­
sued by Its president, Dr. Henry S. 
Pritchett, today.

The report for the year ending Sep­
tember 30, 1913 shows that $579,440 
was distributed in retiring allowances 

.to professors, and $80,949 in penelons 
lto their widows ; during that year.

The number of allowances for the 
.year was thirty-three, making the pre­
sent total of allowances now in force 
i403. The average annual payment to 
an individual Is $1,703.

In connection with the foundation s 
work as a centre of information con­
cerning pensions, the president dis­
cusses pension systems that are main­
tained by half a dozen colleges, the 
development of new systems at Brown 
University, the Rockefeller Institut­
ion and the American Museumn of 
Natural History the new federal pen­
sion system of the Bnglish universit­
ies, and the proposed system for the 
clergy of the Episcopal church. Among 
pensions for public school teachers the 
report discusses the misfortunes of 
New York City system, and commends 
plans of the new state system In Mass­
achusetts.

Much of the report Is devoted to 
the development of the work of the 
Foundation into a separate division 
of educational Inquiry. Its present 
work includes a study of education In 
Vermont at the request of a committee 
of the American Bar Association, and 
of engineering education at the re­
quest of the joint committee represent 
ing the national engineering societies.

The report on education has been 
begun by a first hand inquiry into the 
bar examination» of every state, a spec 
ial study of legal teaching by Profess­
or Josef Reditch, who came from Vien­
na for the purpose, and by a personal 
examination of each of the 160 law 
schools in the country.

Plans for an early study of engineer 
4ng education are now being completed 
The earlier education work of the 
Foundation is continued by commend- 

, ation of the present tendency of col­
lege entrance requirements towards 
both elevation and flexibility. The 
need for further improvements is 

; shown by the fact that only 55 per sent 
i of the students now in our colleges 
'are high school graduates, The de­
crease in the number of medical schoo 
Is In the country from 162 in 1910 to 
116 in 1913, and the rapid improve­
ments of the better schools are com­
mented upon with appreciation. A 
general study of the problems of the 
state regulation of higher education is 
illustrated by a detailed account of the 
recent crises in educational affairs in

The report further presented in a 
Bimilarstudy published five years ago 
The ordinary salary of a full professor 
in the Institutions associated with the 
Foundation is now $3,000.

During the last five years the sal­
aries of Instructors have risen by a- 
bout 80,000; those of junior professors 
ehow a gain of from $120,00 to $225,00 
those of full professors show an In­
crease from $215,000 to $350,000.

The report concludes with a frank 
criticism of contemporary cololege 
catalogues.

The fact Is that the agreement un­
der which the Dominion of Canada 
will assist the Canadian Northern is 
the hardest bargain ever driven by a 
government with a railway in need of 
assistance. It is open, of course, for 
Mr. Bennett, or Mr. Ntckle to say that 
the Government did not get enough, 
or they should have got more, for 
those gentlemen have the right to 
their Independence of speech If they 
are dot satisfied. Such a course, how­
ever, is not open to Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier, or to the newspapers supporting 
him, for the Liberal leader during his 
term as Premier of Canada made this 
country a partner with the responsl 
bilities of the C. N. R. by guarantee­
ing their bonds. It remained for the 
Borden administration to insist that 
if the country afforded such aid to the 
railway as was requested there should 
be some security for the money ad­
vanced, some assurance that the pub 
11c would be safeguarded. And it is 
the opinion of railway and financial 
men, even those opposed to the (*. N. 
R., and of the very great majority of 
the Canadian people, that the assur­
ance insisted upon by the Government 
is ample. The partisan Grit newspa­
pers may, of course, think differently, 
but is there anything to indicate that 
if Sir Wilfrid Laurier had been in 
power the problem would have been 
handled as well as is the case under 
the present arraugement?

Now that the bill authorizing the 
Dominion Government to assist the 
Canadian Northern Railway to the ex­
tent of a guarantee of bonds has been 
passed through its first reading by the 
largest majority of the session, the Lib­
eral newspapers are finding all sorts 
of fault with the Government on the 
ground that the security asked for the 
public assistance to be given Is not 
sufficiently large, and Indulging in the 
claim that It Sir Wilfrid Laurier had 
been in power the situation would 
have been so much more wisely handl­
ed. It is the easiest thing in the 
world, after seeing a man perform a 
creditable piece of work for a by-stan- 
der to declare he could have done it 
much better, secure in the knowledge 
that It Is not at all likely he will ever 
be called upon to justify his boasting. 
Now, in the present case, what would 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier have done had 
his government been in 
in Ottawa when 
Mann came asking assistance, 
with the knowledge that if it 
were not granted there would result 
such a financial distrutxance that the 
whole country would have been affect­
ed?- There is but one ground upon 
which the question can be answered, 
and that is by drawing conclusions 
from what Sir Wilfrid did dS when he 
was in power and similar requests 
were made to him, even though the 
necessity for granting them were not 
so great.

Diary of Events

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA
For many years the twenty-first of 

May was celebrated as a holiday by 
the pioneers of what is now Elgin 
county. Ont., the date commemorating 
the founding of the settlement at Pori 
Talbot on Lake Erie in 1803. Col. Tho­
mas Talbot, who had been a soldier 
in Canada and Europe and private sec­
retary to Major-General J. Graves Slm- 
coe. first Lieutenant-Governor of Up­
per Canada, was the leader of the lit­
tle party which on May 21, 1803, invad­
ed the wilderness at Port Talbot. He 
i hopped down a tree as the formal 
Inaugural ceremony, after which the 
men who accompanied him fell to 
work with a vim to make a clearing 
and construct log houses. Talbot had 
obtained a large grant of land In that 
section from the government, and, af­
ter seeing the settlement fairly start 
ed, he returned to civilization to in­
duce further Immigration. For over a 
quarter of a century he labored to car­
ry out Ills colonization schemes, and 
Induced no loss than 40,000 people to 
settle In the wild places of Upper Can­
ada. These pioneers, who played so 
large a part In the development of 
the prosperous Province of the pre­
sent, lived hard but happy and con­
tented lives. They fought and con­
quered all the wild forces of nature. 
Their homes were log cabins, mostly 
of one room with one window. They 
wore rude clothing made of the skins 
of animals or of coarse cloth spun by 
the women from hemp or flax. Furni­
ture was made from trees and hewed 
out with axes. Often they were forced 
to subsist for months on a diet of In­
dian corn, wild rice, the flesh of wild 
animals, fish, roots and nuts. In spite 
of these hardships—possibly to some 
extent because of them—the settle­
ments flourished, and privation was 
gradually replaced by comfort and 
even some degree of luxury.

STEEL RAILS.
The first modern steel rails, of the 

type which made high-speed railway 
operation possible, were designed by 
Plimmon Hepry Dudley, w'ho was born 
at Freedom. O., seventy-one years ago 
today. He became a civil and metallur­
gical engineer, and after four years as 
chief engineer of the city of Akron, 
O., he turned his attention to railroad­
ing and transportation problems. His 
first invention, the dyuagrapli. 
made in 1874. He perfected the track 
Indicator In 1889, and three years later 
designed the first five-inch steel rail 
used in America. In 1892 he introduced 
the first six-inch 100-pound rails. An­
other of his inventions which made the 
famous "flyers" of today possible was 
the btremmatograph, an Instrument 
for obtaining and registering strains 
In rails under moving trains. Dudley

gifts to the Canadian Northern so 
that the proposition at present occupy­
ing Parliament is but a small part of 
the aggregate of public assistance giv­
en to that railway.

R. he would be a majority partner or 
no partner at all. This profession 
from the Liberal leader Is unique, in 
that it is one of the very few state­
ments from his lips that can be abso­
lutely backed up by his record. In all 
liis dealings with the Canadian Nor­
thern he was no partner at all, except 
it be a paying partner.

There was no difference of opinion 
between Rt. Hon. R. L. Borden and 
the leader of the Opposition as to the 
necessity of assistance to the railway. 
Perusal of their speeches In the de­
bate will show that they were agreed 
that if the C. N. R. were not aided it 
would probably go to the wall, and that 
w as a condition not to be considered. 
Government aid was the only salva­
tion, for the work could not proceed 
without money and, owing to present 
conditions, the money could not be 
procured from private sources except 
with the backing of the government.

In this respect the Canadian Nor­
thern today is in the same position 
which the C. P. R. was thirty or more 
years ago, when, if the accounts of 
that time are accurate, the directors 
could not sell their stock or bonds.

attempted in the world's history, 
there are several other "big ditches' 
worthy of attention. Third in cost 
among the canals of the world is the 
famous Manchester ship canal, which 
was formally Inaugurated by Queen 
Victoria twenty years ago today, May 
21, 1894. The appropriations made by 
Congress for the construction of the 
Panama Canal amount to 8322,541,488. 
The Suez Canal, completed in 1869, 
cost $100,000,000, while the Manches­
ter ( anal stands third, having 
$85,000,000. This canal, thirty-five and 
one-half miles In length, makes 
port of the great Industrial city of 
Manchester, connecting it with Liver­
pool. It is wide and deep enough for 
ocean steamers drawing twentysix feet 
to dock at the wharves. The city of 
Manchester paid one-third of the cost.

The Welland ship canal in Canada, 
when all the proposed improvements 
are completed, will rank among the 
most important and expensive of the 
world’s ship canals. It runs paralell to 
the Niagara river, from Port Colborne 
on Lake Erie, to Port Dalhousie, on 
Lake Ontario, a distance of nearly 
twenty-seven miles. The total cost o! 
the project is $26,090,366. The in­
crease of the depth from fourteen to 
twenty-two feet and other improve­
ments will cost $30,000,000 more* The 
Welland canal overcomes the obstacle 
to navigation between the lakes pre 
sented by the Niagara Falls.

The Cape God sea level ship canal, 
now nearing competlon, 11s another 
mighty project of this nature. It is 
about a dozen miles in length an* 
twenty-five feet deep, and by connect­
ing Buzzard’s Bay and Massachusetts 
Bay will shorten the sea route between 
Boston and New York by about sixty- 
three miles. The Cape Cod canal is 
expected to be navigable by the middle 
of summer, but will probably not bé 
opened for general business until No­
vember.

The Suez canal, connecting the Med­
iterranean and Red Seas, was com­
pleted in 1869, at a cost of $100,000,000. 
Most of the labor was performed by 
Egyptians who were forced to toil for 
a mere pittance, barely able to keep 
them alive, and who were wa 

by brutal overseers who flbn 
ly piled their lashes on the bare backs 
of the Khedive’s slaves.

Germany's greatest canal, and the 
most important "ditch" of continental 
Europe, Is the Kaiser Wilhelm canal 
connecting the Baltic and North Seas. 
It was completed In 1895 at a cost of 
$40,000,000. It is a sea-level canal, 
thirty-six feet in depth and sixty-one 
miles long.

Longest of the world’s canals Is the 
Erie, between Albany and Buffalo, 387 
miles. It wa» 
the cost, with 
to $52,640,800. The Erie, and the Os­
wego and Champlain canals, are now 
being enlarged by the State of New 
York to a depth of twelve feet. The 
cost of the Improvement Is to be kept
within $101,000,000.

In the matter of tonnage, the canals 
at Sault Ste. Marie, while comparative­
ly short and Inexpensive, far surpass 
all of the other canals of the world. 
The tonnage passing through the 
ditches connecting Lakes Superior and

The work of constructing the new 
harbor facilities at Courtenay Bay 
ohsprogr eased during the winter and 
evioencR of the activities may be seen 
at all points of the works. The break­
water projects across the mouth of 

bay to the extent of 4,300 feet and 
tinly about 300 feet morte of construc­
tion Is necessary to complete the base 
for the entire length of the sea wall.

The capping stones and covering 
stones have yet to be put In position, 
although 1,600 feet of the distance out 
from the shore is completed as far as 
the side coverings are concerned.

Two dredges have been working In 
the bay during the winter but weather 
conditions have been particularly se­
vere and progress has not been mark­
ed in the exposed positions at the 
h>outh of the new harbor. The suc­
tion dredge which has been engaged 
in the basin inside the big sea wall 
has made a good showing and a basin 
of quite generous proportions has re­
sulted.

At the site of the dry dock the ex­
cavation has been completed to a 
depth of about fifty feet but another 
layer of stone of about thirty feet has 
to be removed from the bed of the 
dock. Steam shovels are removing 
the material as fast as loosened by the 
blasts.

was supposed to have been further 
out towards the waters of the Bay, 
In fact It was proposed to have the 
bed of the bay excavated to 
slderable extent an-d there build the 
dock. It has been found, however, 
that a site further Inshore has greater 
advantages, and this was approved by 
the government, and the huge dock 
will be practically hewed out of the 
solid rock.

The building of the drydock is a 
private enterprise of the contractors 
and must be constructed In accord­
ance with the terms of the contract 
as applying to the whole work.

There has been much complaint 
during the winter on account Ipf the 
blasting operations, but it was ex­
plained at a recent meeting of the 
municipal council that the cut for the 
dock had the general appearance of 
a big cannon» without a top, and the 
charges of dynamite set off in It were 
trained on the city. The cutting di­
rected the force of the explosion to­
wards the City ejid this was said to 
account for the damage done in the 
city proper. It was said that surface 
blasting was also practiced. During 
the last few weeks the nuisance had 
been abated to a great extent.

The Dredging.

KIEF, IN RUSSIA, WILL 
HAVE BEST ViEW OF IT

Wherever eclipse is total,, 
sky will be nearly as dark 
as fall moonlight, and 
stars will be visible.

Washington. May 19.—The eclipse 
of the sun on August 21st. next—total 
In part of Europe and Asia and partial 
in northwestern America—is attract­
ing the widespread attention of as­
tronomers and scientists, various ex­
peditions being arranged to witness 
this phenomena. In view of the public 
Interest in the event. Prof. C. G. Ab­
bott, head of the astronomical branch 
of the Smithsonian* Institution, and a 
recognized authority on solar pheno­
mena, gives the following popular ac­
count of the eclipse, and the scientific 
results sought from such events.

On August 21, 1914 the moon will 
pass exactly between the earth and 
the sun. and there will be a total 
solar eclipse. It will not be observ­
ed in* America, except as a small par 
tial eclipse at sunrise In the northern 
states and Canada, but in Persia and 
Scanrlnavla the full effect will be 
seen.

Although the moon looks about the 
same size as the sun, It is very much 
smaller and nearer. The sun is 865,- 
000 miles in diameter and 93,000,000 
miles away, while the moon is 2,163 
miles In diameter and $39,000 miles 
away. On account of the moon's small 
size compared with the sun the sha­
dow cast by the moon Is a cone, and 
the point of this cone just barely 
reaches the earth.

In the August eclipse the diameter 
of the cone at the earth's surface is 
only 85 miles, so that the eclipse is 
visible as total only In- a belt about 
85 miles wide stretching over the coun­
tries named above. The Important 
cities of Bltlis, Treblzond, Minsk, and 
Riga lie near the center of this belt. 
It passes about a hundred miles north 
of Stockholm and Trondheim. The 
eclipse will be seen as partial over 
a very wide area, including north­
western America, Greenland, Europe, 
half of Asia and half of Africa. With­
in this region only a portion of the 
sun’s disk will be hidden by the moon.

Wherever the solar eclipse is seen 
as total, the sky will become nearly 
as dark as full-moonlight, 
of theb Tighter stars 
be seen. The durati 
is longest near Kief in Russia, where 
it is two minutes thirteen seconds. 
Sometimes the moon and sun occupy 
such positions that although the moon 
passes directly between the earth ind 
the sun, the sadow cone does not quite

» The Breakwater While two dredges have been hard 
at work during the last two years 
many difficulties have been met with 
on account of the exposed condition 
of the work and the tides.

At the present time two dredges 
A suction 

ts pipes runs

are deposited

The breakwater is 122 feet wide at 
the base while the finished top will be 
twenty feet wide. The extreme end 
of the structure will spread out to a 
greater extent and will be forty feet 
high there. This bulkhead will help 
to make the construction stronger.

The faces of the wall slope and on 
the outer side the covering stones 
weigh five tons each, while on the in­
side they weigh only two tons each. 
The top will be made up of three ton 
boulders.

At the present time the tracks and 
derricks occupy the top of the wall 
but as soon as the outer portion Is 
completed the capping will be put In 
place starting from the outer end and 
the tracks will be removed as pro­
gress is made towards the shore.

At frequent intervals groins have 
been constructed. These have the 
appearance of smaller breakwaters 
projecting out from the main structure 
They are supposed to steady the big 
wall and act as supports in case of 
heavy seas beating against the \*all.

Inside the breakwater and against 
it will be constructed a pier for ves­
sels that may have to wait before 
putting to sea after being loaded or 
before they can secure docks. This 
will alsp be available for ships wait­
ing to use the drydock.

At the present time the breakwater 
has the appearance of a wall of stone 
thrown down indiscriminately and 
topped by a trestle on which runs a 
derrick and track for the transporta­
tion of filling materials.

International Line.MASTER MARINERS’ CORPORA­
TION

London. May 20—The 400th year of 
the foundation of Trinity House, the 
wroid famous corporation of master 
mariners, chartered on May 20, 1514, 
by Henry VIII., was celebrated today.

At the time of it christening the 
organization was described as “guild 
or fraternity of the most undhidable 
trinity of St. Clement.”

Its founder was Sir Thomas Spent, 
commander of the famous battleship 
Harry Grace De Dieu, and comptroller 
of the navy. At first it was mainly 
concerned with supplying pilots for 
the ships entering and leaving Dept­
ford royal dockyard, but Henry VIII. 
Increased Its prestige by handing ov­
er to the corporation the direction of 
that dockyard.

Queen Elizabeth entrusted the cor­
poration with what constitutes its 
chief modern duty by handing over to 
It authority to erect beacons and 
other marks for the guidance of navi­
gators around the English coasts. 
Thèse duties connected with the pilot­
age, the erection- and maintenance of 
lighthouses, buoys and beacons have 
been carried out by Trinity House ev­
er since, and it has always led the 
wojrjd In the matter of coast lighting.

TILESOur Future Bright.
Mr. Prentis has been visiting Can­

ada in the interests of his firm for nine 
or ten years. To a reporter he said 
he had noticed a great change in the 
Maritime Provinces since he first 
came here, and that he looked for even 
greater developments In the near fu­
ture in Eastern Canada.

On his present trip he has been as 
tar west as Winnipeg, and found that 
while business was suffering some­
what from the effects of the recent de­
pression there were evidences of an 
Improvement in most lines.

Mr. Prentis has made many tripe to 
Turkey and countries on the western 
Mediterranean. “When the war in the 
Balkans broke out most English peo­
ple sympathized with Greece and tb€ 
Balkan States,** he said. "The people 
in the Balkans professed to be Chris­
tians, and that of course had a lot to 
do with forming people's sympathies. 
But latterly people have had an op­
portunity of judging what kind of 
Christians these people in the Bal­
kans are; only today I was reading 
an account of how some of them had 
crucified 120 Turks. The co-called 
Christians of the Balkans have com­
mitted greater atrocities than corild- 
ever be laid at the doors of the Turks.

Says Turk» are Gentlemen.
“The Turks are the gentlemen of 

Eastern Europe. The Turkish busi­
ness is absolutely honest. I have great 
respect for the Turks, and I know that 
when the war broke out many Greeks 
living in Constantinople fought wil­
lingly on the Turkish side. I don’t say 
that the Turks have not committed 
crimes against humanity, but they 
have been accused of many things 
which they never did. The Turks are 
abnormally proud and regard a Chris­
tian as you would a dog, and they 
would no more think of trying to re­
fute a slander against théip, put in 
circulation by alleged Christians, than 
you would notice the barking of a dog.

Honest Soldiers.
“A-friend of mine, an Englishman, 

living near Constantinople told me of 
a large party of Turkish soldiers re- 
truning from the war, who went five 
days without food because they .were 
too proud to beg and too honest to 
loot the residences which they pàs-
