In spite of the German report that
“operations on the eastern front are
taking their normal course,” and that
another Esthonian regiment had plac-
ed itself under the command of the
German staff, it is asserted’in Petro-
grad that the Russian troops have re-
covered their fighting spiglt and that
Cossacks as well as miXed detach-
ments of soldiers are on their way to
the fromt,

Advices from Bucharest are to the
effect that the Central Powers have
communicated their peace terms to
Xing Ferdinand of Rumania who has
been granted a short period for con-
sideration:

Russia is feeling a new attack, this
time in the Far East. Japan {s known
to have sounded the Entente Allies,
especially the United States, as to the
advisability of taking steps to prevent
tremendous stores of munitions held
at Viadivostok and othenr points along
the Siberian Raflway, from falling into
the hands of the Bolsheviki, or the Ger-
mans. Viscount Motono, the Japanese
foreign minister, spoke recently on the
subject and advices from Paris say
that it is believed there that Motono's
words were Japan's answer to Gen.
Foch’s appeal to Japan and the United
States to take steps in Siberia.

KING FERDINAND
CONSIDERS TERMS

Amsterdam, Feb. 28—The terms on
which the Central Powers are ready to
conclude peace with Rumania have
been communicated to King Ferdin-
and by Count Czernin, Austro-Hungar-
fan foreign minister, according to Bu-
charest advices received by way of
Berlin, The king asked for a short
period in which to consider the terms.

The terms of the Central Powers,
as oytlined in recent unofficial press

tivities in that quarter and save the
great supply of military stores, accu-
mulated at Vladivostok and interior
points on the Siberian railway. It had
been understood that this decision
might await the arrival in Washington
of Viscount Ishii, the newly appointed
Japanese ambassador to the United
States, but it was said tonight that
recent developments, including in-
creasing pressure from Entente sour
ces, very likely would cause a more
speedy determination of the question.
It is learned that this is not regard
ed as a problem for the consideration,
at the present stage at least, of the
supreme war council in France, which,
if.jt treats the subject at all, will deal
with it only as a military matter after
the question of policy has been de-
cided by the governments of the En-
tente Allies and America.

A Great Question.

It is freely admitted in official cirs
cles that is a very great question in«
deed. A radical departure from estab-
lished rules of international law would
be involved in the forcible entry into
a neutral country, and consideration
must be given to the possible effect
upon the Russian people of suc*
course in their relations to the preést:
war. Already there has been some ap-
prehension that great numbers of Rus-
sian soldiers, rather than return to
their farms and shops, would volun-
tarily join the central armies, and
some evidence of a foundation for this
fear is found in Berlin despatches an-
nouncing the entry into the German
army of several regiments of Esthon-
ians.

On the other hand, growing indica.
tions that Japan cannot much longer
be restrained from taking some action
in Siberia, are causing serious consid-
eration of the Japanese invitation to
the Entente Allies and America to par-
ticipate.

UNWISE TO BAR
GERMAN IN ONT.

Toronto, Feb. 28—The German lan-
guage cannot be barred from Ontario’s
educational system.

Ottawa, Feb, 28—That the steamer
Florizel, which was wrecked off the
coast of Newfoundland, with great
loss of life, last Sunday, put to sea
ignoring storm signals at St. John's,
is the information received from the
meteorological service, Toronto, by

The letter states that signals for
a heavy easterly gale, accompanied
by snow, were ordered for Newfound-
land early on Saturday morning. The
storm-signal mast at St. John's, it is
said, is situated on a promontory over-
looking the entrance to the harbor
and all vessels inward or outward
bound have to pass almost under it.

DOMINATES

McGill University Registrar
Attacks Education System
of Quebec and Wants Eng-
lish Official Language. |

Montreal, Feb. 28—The domination
of the Roman Catholic church, the vol-
untary system of education and the
payment of school fees were attacked
by Dr. J. A. Nicholson, registrar of Mc-
Gill University, in an address to the St.
James' Literary Society here tonight,
as impediments in the educational sys-
tem of the province of Quebec. ‘“Not
until these evils are done away with
will the intelligence of the citizens of
this province be raised” he said.

He declared that the English-speak-
ing people of this province were not
accorded their bare rights, He said
Quebec was the only provinge in Can-
ada, and almost the only place in the
civilized world, where school fees were
exacted for a primary and high school
education. The transference of the
control of education to the federal gov-
ernment, the abolition of separate
schools and the abolition of French as
an official language were favored by
Dr, Nicholson.

Money with Morgan * Firm
Was His Own and Sent
There to Purchase Paper,
He Claims.

Paris, Feb. 28.—Senator Charles
Humbert, owner of the Journal, who
was arrested last week in connection
with the . investigation of German
propaganda in France, has written to
Captain Bouchardon, of the Paris
military court, a letter saying that he
has been placed in a false light by
the cabled despatches from New York
regarding funds on deposit to his
credit with J. P. Morgan & Company.
(An investigation made at the re-
quest of the Fremch government by
Attorney-General Lewis, of New York
State, showed that Senator Humbert
had cashed bonds ‘to the value of
$324,000 to his credit). The senator
asked a hearing on this subject, en-
gaging to produce complete documen-
tary proofs of his asertions.

Personal Fortune.

Part of the money in question, he
writes, came from his personal for-
tune, being deposited in August, 1915,
for the purpose of purchasing print
paper for the Journal. Another ac-
count wag opened with the Central
Bank of Norway for the same pur-
pose. As a matter of fact, he says,
no paper was bought in America,
better terms having been obtained in
Norway. y

CANADA'S FINANCES.

Considering the strain the war has
placed upon Canada’s resources it is
@xpected that when Sir Thomas White
d@elivers his budget speech shortly
after the opening of the House of Com-
mons, he will be able to present a good
financial statement. Canada's fiscal
year ends on the last day of the pres-
ent month, and it is expected that
when that time arrives our revenu»
will total about $250,000,000, or some
$20,000,000 more than last year.

Since the war began Canada’s rev-
enue has nearly doubled. In the first
year it was $130,000,000 and rose dur-
ing the sccond twelve months to $170,-
000,000. Last year it touched $232,000,-
000 and for ten months of the present
flscal vear (to January 31st) it regist-
ered $208,5640,766. This is an average
of more than $20,000,000 per month, so
it is a safe prediction that the full
year will go over the $250,000,000
mark.

Despite big revenues the Govern-
ment has practised economy and the
result is reflected in the latest finan
cial statement. On account of consoli-
dated fund the expendituresefor ten
months were $113,457,924 and on capi-
tal account $21,841,533, or a total of a
little more than $125,000,000. For the
ten months the balance of revenue
over expenditure was something more
than $80,000,000, and at the same rate
for the remainder of the fiscal year
Sir Thomas should be able to show a
surplus of more than $100,000,000 ‘

Of course these figures take no ac-
count of war outlay, but it is interest-
ing to note that in the current year
Canada has saved enough to pay $100,-
000,000 on that bill. The war expendi-
ture for the ten months was about
$190,0600,000, or less than expected. At
the same rate the full year will show
an expenditure for wrar purposes M'
230,000,000. These figures represent |
only the expenditures in Canada, :mu‘

take no account of the costs of our|€

forces overseas, which are being met
by the Imperial Government because
of the difficulty of exchange. To off-
set Britain’s expenditures on our over-
seas armies Canada is paying Britain’s
bills for provisions and supplies in
Canada, and it is believed that the ac-
counts will about balance. Altogether
the showing for the year is likely to
an excellent one and will reflect
those administering the

be

credit upon

affairs of the country. After three anl
one-half years of war Canada, in pro
portion to the magnitude of her effort,
is in a better position than any other
part of the Empire. This is decidedly
encouraging.

e

DAYLIGHT SAVING.

The agitation in favor of daylight
saving for all Canada during the com-
ing summer seems to have died away.
At any rate nothing has been heard
of it for several weeks. It was report-
ed that the measure which Sir Gcnrgu'
E. Foster submitted to the House of
Commons last session would be re-
introduced this year, but a recent
statement from Ottawa indicated that
the Government would do nothing
about it unless there was a widespread
demand for the change which will take
one hour of daylight from the early
morning and add it to the early even
ing, when it can best be enjoyed by
those who work in offices, stores or
factories and who find their leisure in
the evening hours.

The experience of St. John last sum-
mer was that local or sectional at-
tempts at daylight saving do not work
well. There is no question that the
added hour of daylight proved a boon
to a great proportion of the people,
but it was also inconvenient for many
others. Much of the inconvenience
)could be done away with if the change
.vn made general, or even provincial,
‘but if it is to be merely local, as here-
tofore, it is not likely to be more suc-
cessful in the future than in the past.

It is strange that the greatest meas-
ure of support for daylight saving
comes from the West, where, natural-
1y, the are the 1 t. In
western cities and towns there is light
‘§n midsummer until an hour corres-
ponding almost to midnight in St. John.
Regina and Saskatoon last year pro-
~ mounced strongly in favor of it and
there was a movement on foot in the
fatter city to have the plan made
province-wide. Nothing was done in
that regard, however, and Saskatoon
mewspapers intimate that because of
the inconvenience caused by the local
_adoption of daylight time it may

ACCIDENTS TO AVIATORS.

Quite recently, several New Bruns-
wick boys, one a resident of this city,
who had been training with the Royal
Flying Corps in Texas, met with fatal
accidents, and this news was followed
shortly by the announcement that Cap-
tain Vernon Castle, husband of the
famous dancer and motion picture
star, and himself a leading exponent
of the terpsichorean art, had been
killed while engaged at an aviation
training camp. The Toronto Mail and
Empire bases an interesting editorial
on the death of Captain Castle, in the
course of which it says his death was
not the result of carelessness, but was
in part attributable to the blunder of
a novice, and in part to the failure of
his own machine to answer to his con-
trol.

Continuing the Mail and Empire
says:

“Those who have witnessed what
appear to be the reckless ‘stunts’ of
many aviators, which sometimes result
fatally, are inclined to blame the oper-
ator for foolhardiness, but it has been
explained by Lieut.-Col. Charles E. Les,
of the British Royal Flying Corps, now
instructing in the United States, that
an aviator must be taught ‘stunts.
That they are attended by considerable
risk is not to be denied, but Col. Lee
points out that it is better to run the
risk when the aviator is in training
than, not knowing how to perform
them, to become the certain victim of
the first enemy aviator the young flier
encounters at the front.

“He insists that unless a pilot can
turn his machine ‘any way and every
way at any time in order to manoeuvra
for position all the straight flying in
the world will not help him when he
has to fight! In an encounter between
snemy aviators it is the man who can
outmanoeuvre the other who wins.

“The flyer who is not used to side-
slipping, nose-diving and other tricks
will be at a serious disadvantage if,
when he desires to employ one of them
for the first time, he is under enemy
fire. The more he has practised these
stunts in training the more automati-
cally will he perform them when his
life depends upon their perfect execu-
tion. Aerial acrobatics are a necessary
part of the training of an aviator. It
s unfortunate that they demand such
a toll in human life, but the casualties
among our flying men would be ten
times as great if they were not in-
structed in what may look to the or-
dinary spectator as mere useless
‘showing

(The committes appointed at the ses-
slon of the Municipal Home enquiry
on Monday evening to inquire into
conditions at the Home, paid a visit to
that institution yesterday, spending
some time in the building and inspect-
ing the many departments.
Members of the committee were:
Mrs. H. A. McKeown, Mrs, E.C.Elkin,
Mrs. David McLellan, Mrs. Lawrence,
Rev. Father Young, Judge H. 0. McIn-
erney, H. A, Powell and J. King Kel-
ley.
An interesting feature of the visit
was that when the party approached
the Home the big bell over the gate
was rung. Mrs. Woods, the superin-
tendent, and Mr. Woods, general su-
pervisor, accompanied the visitors on
their tour. On being questioned sev-
eral of the inmates said "Oh we ex-
pected visitors, we were told you were
coming.” In some cases private con-
versations were impossible.
Talking with The A Standard the
bers of the ittee gave im-
pressions of the visit as follows:

Mrs. E. C, Elkin.

“The horrors of that black hole are
unspeakable. If I could have seen it
hermetically sealed 1 should sleep bet-
ter tonight. We found the house
clean. There are many things to be
straightened out and some little points
that will be brought up when the com-
mittee gives a full report. The rules
and regulations are many years out of
date and if it is necessary for those in
authority to follow them, I am sorry
for them.

“That black hole is a dreadful place.

Mrs. Lawrence felt that in the exist-
ing condition the Home is run as well
as possible. She does not approve of
the black hole, and felt that milk rath-
er than tea should be supplied the chil
dren.

Mrs. David McLellan.
“Beautifully clean from top to bot-
tom,” sald Mrs. McLellan. *“Of course
I did not approve of the black hole.
They told us it was only used on rare
occasions, but it is dark, has no heat
nor couch, nothing there to rest on.

“I do not approve of the laws and
regulations, they are out of date.

CODFISH ONE OF
CHEAPEST FOODS
NOW OBTAINABLE

Worth 10to 12 Cents Per
Pound in Canada, an In-
crease of Less Than One
Cent Since 1916.

Ottawa, Feb. 28—Reports which
have been received by the fish com-
mission of the Canada food board
trom representative wholesale distri-
butors show timt the average price of
codfish in Canada is only 2§ of 1 cent
per pound higher today than it
was in January 1916, an advance
of only 62-3 per cent. in the past two
years, This advance had been less
than the increase in the price of al
most any other food product, and in
food value codfish is today one of the
cheapest products obtainable.

_This fish may be purchased in Can-
ada from 10 to 12 cents per pound, he
added depending upon locality and
transportation facilities. In compari-
eon it is interesting to mnote that in
Great Britain, Lord Rhondda has
found it necessary to fix a maximum
retail price of 39 cents per pound,
headed, for cod and haddock, Two
hundred miliion ds of dfish
were caught by Canadian fishermen
last year, of which only five per cent.
were consumed at home. The bal-
ance of this great catch was export-
ed to Europe, South America and
other overseas points.

VOTES FOR WOMEN
IN NOVA SCOTIA

Bill to,. Amend Franchise Act
Introduced in Legislature.

Halifax, Feb. 28.—The bill to amend
the Nova Scotia franchise act by
which women shall have the suffrage
on the same terms as men was intro-
duced in the House of Assembly to-
day.
