AND PAPER INDUSTRY

Brussells, Sept. 8.—(By Oanadian
Press.) —The supremacy of Canada
and the Scandinavian countries in the
pulp emd paper industry may be chal-
lenged soon by the Belgian Congo.
Fapyms, which gvows in great abund-
ance in the Congo, is to be exploitied
by a large company which has been

to establsh a lange plamt, costing two
and e haif million francs, which will
have an initial production of 20,000
tons of pulp.

The papyrus of the Congo haschown
cn analysis 37.8 per cent of cellulose.
After research and experiments, a pro-
cess has beem discovered for bleach-
ing the plants. This had been vainly
sought for fifty years. The Papyrus
grows principally atong the lower Lap
alaba River, near the lukes of Kabuli,
Siemba, Kisali, and Neaga,
