The amounts being 
small counted slowly, and so far as 
can be aeoertalnixl less than $400 
came through the mails, accompanied 
by the names of soldiers, which we 
still retain for record In the new 
building when completed.

Mr. Dennison's receipt books 
show an amount of nearly 8*00 re­
ceipted income. Those books contain 
some blank stubs,, and it is known 
that a number of those contributing 
did not receive receipts, some not 
wishing one and others being ever­

yth. That $409.06 were taken In;

In order to fa- 
cfiltatv'Biatiers it was decided to take 
up the proposed agreement and see 
juni whal clauses were acceptable to 
the men and thus narrow down the 
field of investigation.

Mr„ FiTTçiair then took up the agree­
ment danse by clause.

Section nine 
they wanted amended to provide that 
the grievance committee might appeal 
a case to the general manager or board 
of director»- Section ten, which deals 
with the hoars constituting a day they 
wanted left as in the present agree­
ment.
