Rev. Dr. Barr’s people certainly repre-
sent a human life in mnearly all the stages
of development and the Lake Manitoba has
celdom carried more [passengers, notwith-
standing that she was a troop ship in the
Tate Wwar, and conveyed a few thousand
Boer prisoners to the Bermudas.

A Talk With Rev. Mr. Barr.

Rev. Dr. 1. N. Barr, the organizer and
business manager of the party, spoke
with unbounded enthusiasm of the enter-
prise he has undertaken. He looks robust,
both physically and in temperament, and
al} Saturday his time was limited to such
an extent that his spare time was only a
few scant minutes here and there.

“T can hardly describe to you,” he said,
“the remarkable popularity in the old
country of this Canadian immigration
movement.

“In this party there are 1,960 people; in
the course of a month or so, 1,500 more
will come, and in the fall of 1904 the in-
dications point to' an influx of something
like 10,000 There is depression in many
of the agricultural districts of the old
country, and in different trades and pro-
fessions, and you can find actual poverty
amongst the lower classes.

“The fact of the matter is that the
population is too large for the size of the
country; there’s an overflow, and I am
catisfied that in this ship there’s the
cream of it. There is no man or woman
on board that I could willingly reject; all
are of the most desirable class and pos-
sess money-

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NOW SPEEDING WEST.

IMMIGRANTS OVER
THREE T0 ONE MALES

Figures and Nationalities of the
Different Classes Arriving in Can-
ada for March.

Winnipeg, April 9—(Special)—Of 12,272
immigrants who arrived during March,
9,413 were males and the remainder
only 2,859 were females.

The destinations of the new arrivals
were ag follows: Manitoba, 5,023; Terri-
tories, 5979; British Columbia, T74;
Yukon, 741; Western Ontario, 211. 'The
balance had not located when returns
were eompleted.

The mnationalities of the immigrants

were: English, 2,447; Scotch, 466; Irish,
307; Welsh, 51; Canadiane returned from
United States, 373; Americans, 1,341;
Eastern Canadians, 3,808; German, 1,011;
Hungarians, 738; Italians, 312; Ruther-
nians, 415; Swedes, 263; Norwegians, 421;
French, 119; other nationalities make up
tihe balance.
_ The trades or callings of the immigrants
include 7,312 farm and farm laborers, 89
female servants and 39 miners, the bal-
ance being women, children, mechanics
and clerks.

Halifax, April 9—(Special)—The steamer
Laurenitian, which left Glasgow March 28,
arnived this morning after a somewhat
rough passage and reports passing a large
iceberg near the Bamks. She brought 494
passengers, indluding 30 saloon. The sec-
ond cabin passengers numbered 238 and ]
she had 216 steerage. Of the total, 415
were adults and 43 were children and in-
iapbs.' They were English, Scotch and
Irish people, the majority Scotch, and a
most desirable class of immiigranits.

Thert was one death on the passage—
Mrs, Young, a Scotch woman, who died
of apoplexy when the ghip was three days
out. Deceased was coming to Canada with
her sister<n-law, who had been in Mani-
oba for 16 years and went home to Scot-
land a few moniths ago. Mns. Young was
53 years old, and when the ship left Glas-
gow she was in high spirits at the pros-
pedt of coming to Canada. Her boy and
girl were on board and will accompany
their sunt to the west. Nearly al] of the
Laurentian’s passengers are for Canadian
points, the bulk of them for Manitoba, and
they léft on a special traid this afiternoon.

The Allan liner Sicilian, from Glasgow
and Livempool with another lot of immi-
grants, arrived tonight and anchored in
the stream. She will dock in the morning.

NEW YORK LAWYER
CHARGED WITH BRIBERY.

Counsel for Patrick, the Condemned
Lawyer, Said to Have Offered a
Detective $7,000.

New York, April 8.—Edgar J. Kohler,
who has been counsel for Albert T. Pat-
rick, must defend himself before the Bar
Association of New York on a charge of
attempted bribery.

Distriot-Attorney Jerome has brought
the matiter before the Bar Association in
a ldter to the grievance commuutee of
ithat organizaltion.

Mr. Kohler, who denies his guilt, is said
indirectly to have offered $7,000 to Detec-
tive Sergeant Brindley to ‘make an affi-
davit friendly to Patrick, who is now
under sentence of death for the munder
of William M. Rice.

Bfforts have been made to keep the
action against Mr. Kohler secret and there
was mueh distress in the district-attorney’s
office when it bedame known that charges
had been miade public by a mistake of an
assistant, whio discussed the incident over
the telephome, not knowing he was talking
with a pewspaper man.

Mr. Jerome, who is at his home in Lake
View (Ct.) was communicated with, and
under his directions the facts were all
made public. In his letter.to the griev-
ance commifitee, Mr. Jerome says he has
been informed that Mr. Kohler attempted
to persuade Brindley to make an affidavit
as to promises of immunity given to Mr.
Jones, Mr. Rice’s valet, and the conflict-
ing confessions made by him at various
itimes.

BURCLIRES IR
CLESED P

Herbert Frost Arrested and
Charged With the Express
Office Robbery and
Stealing Sugar.

PRISONER CONFESSED.

Two Other Young Men Implicated,
But They Disappear, But the Po-
lice Have Arrested Elbridge Jor-

dan in Connection With the
Robbery.
St. Stephen, WApril 11—Although St.

Stephen has nmo “tan yard,” yet we _evi-
dently have a well organized ‘“gang,” ac-
cording to developments of the past few
days and the arrest of one of the so-called

gang:

On Wednesday night the American ex-
press office was entered and a box con-
taining a number of watches was stolen,
as well as one containing an electric beit.

A word was dropped by a young man
as to the insignificance of this robbery
with one in which a large lot of sugar had
been stolen from a C: P. R. car- This
was told to the station agent and gave
him the clue he had been working on for
the past two weeks, when a [shortage of
56 bags of sugar had been Teported in a
car which had arrived from Halifax. Ib
was thought an error had been made by
the checker, and a quiet investigation had
been going on between the consignee of
the sugar and the station “agent. The
remark of the young man was at once
foliowed up, with the resuly that on Fri-
day morning the arrest was made of Her-
bert Frost, a young man living on King
street,  and further investigation resulted
in the whereabouts and recovery of 30
bags of the sugar, which had been pur-
chased by a business man on King street,
who claimed that ‘he purchased the sugar
in good faith, although knowing the young
men were mot in the sugar or other busi-
ness; but before any search warrant was
made, the man informed the authorities
that he had 30 bags of the sugar.

Frost was arraigned this forenoon and
pleaded not guilt and was remanded until
Monday. He . afterwards, it is reported
confessed that he and two others had
stolen the 56 bags of sugar, that they sold
44 to the King street merchant and that
the other 12 bags had been stolen from
the gang. He also confessed they three
broke into the express office on Wednes-
day might.

The other, two named by Frost as ac-
complices have, in the meantime, disap-
peared, and it has been ascertained that
the balance of the sugar went to Calais,
where a warrant has been issued for the
arrest of the two for taking stolen goods
into the United States.

It is also suspected that two or more
other young men are implicated, and if

whole gang will be arrested and an ending
made to thoroughly break up this bare-
faced burglary business. Great credit is
accorded Deputy-Sheriff Maxwell Robin-
son, who has been doing duty in the ab-
sence through illness of Town Marshal
Campbell.

Another young iman named Elbridge
Jordan was arrested in connection with
the sugar burglary. A Jordan has been a
hostler in Smith’s stable and it is thought
he furnished a horse from the stable to
haul the sugar from’ the car at the sta-
tion. Working on the confession of Frost,
four of the watche§ stolen from the ex-
press office have been recovered. There

BUIND CHAPLAIN OF
U, S._EENATE DEAD,

Rev. Henry W. Milburn, Methodist
Clergyman, Passed Away--A Re-
markable Career.

Washington, April 10—The Rev. Wm.
Henry Milburn, the venerable blind chap-
lain of the United States senate, died in
Santa Barbare (Cal.), today. Word to
this effedt was received here tonight by
‘Col. D. A. Randell, the sergeant-at-amms
of the senate.

Mr. Milburn, accompanied by his two
nieces, the Misses Timley, left Washing-
ton for the Pacific coast about a year ago.
The chaplain was then in broken health.
The deceased was a native of Philadelphia,
where he was born in 1823. When he was
five years old a playfellow aecidently
gtruck him in the left eye with a piece of
glass. For two years he was confined to
a dark room under medical treatment and
when he came out one of his eyes was
entirely blind and little sight was lefit in
the other. He, however, pursued his
gtudies at sehool and college for about 20
years, the sight growing dimmer until he
gradually became totally blind. In the
spring of 1838 he went with his father’s
family to Jacksonville (T1l.), and 1843 he
bedame @ clergyman of the Methodist
Episcopal: churdh, serving charges in vari-
ous sections of the coumtry.

Mr. Milburn was tiwice elected chaplain
of “Congress,” the first time in 1845, when
a little over 22 years of age, was twice
dhaplain of the house of representatives

FOURDEAD IN AWFUL
" CRASH ON THE 1. C. R.

Halifax, N. 8., April 12—(Special)--
Death came swiftly to four men in head-
on-collision on the I. C. R. near Windsor
Jundtion Saturday wnight about 11.15
o’clock. The belated Aftlantic express, No.
26, from Monitreal and the fast freight
from Halifax, both tunning at high speed,
dashed together on a sharp curve two
miles and half beyond Windsor Jumetion.

Driver William Wall and Firemdn Oak-
ley, of the express, and Firemian Bdward
Hill, of the freight, were killed instanifly.
All died at their posts, with scancely a
momenit’s warning. Brakeman Albert
Thorpe, of the freight, was horribly and

He lived 50 miinutes after
the accident, suffering Iterrible agony,
Driver Nelson Copeland, of the freight,
was seriously injured, but it is thought he
will recover.

He is now in the hospital. He was found
lying beside the track with his face badly
cut and his hands and arms terribly
scalded by escaping steam amd hot water
from the demolished boiler.

MIRACULOUS ESCAPE
OF THE PASSENGERS.

Pogtal clerks and other trainmen on
the express had a miraculous escape, only
two or three receiving slight injuries. Nione
of the passengers were injured, but they

The two big compound engines were
smashed to pieces, 19 cars were mwrecked
and four cars of the express were lifited
from the trucks and toppled over the em-
bankmentt, one of them being partly sub-
merged in the lake by the side of the
hﬂck.

figures for the dominion for the nine
months ending March 31, show an increase
in the aggregate domestic trade of the
country of $32,581,257. The aggregate
trade for the past nine months was $317,-
860,799, compared with $285,279,582 for the
same time last year. There was an in-
crease of nearly $15,000,000 in imports and
of nearly $18,000,000 in exports. The duty
increased by nearly $3,000,000- The details

It is learned here that the Province of
Nova Scotia wil! join with New Brunswick
in a case to the supreme court to decide
whether or not there should be any de-
crease in the representation of these prov-
inces in the house of commons in the
new redistribution bill.

As already said, the dominion has given
its decision against the contention of New
Brunswick, and it is now up to the
supreme court to decide between them.

revenue was $46.507,241, an increase of
$5,145,493 over the same time last year.
The expenditure for the same time was
$31,668,885, leaving a nominal surplus over
ordinary expenditure of $14,929,000. There
was expended on capital account, $4,874,-
000, this being $4,000.000 less than for the
same time last year. If the expenditure
on capital be added to the ordinary ex-
penditure, the nominal surplus would be
about $10,000,000. While there was a big
decrease in the capital expenditure for the
nine months, there was a slight increase
in the ordinary expenditure. Mr. Field-
ing will be able to make a splendid show-
ing in his financial statement on Thurs-
day.

Nova Scotia in Accord With New Brunswick

Hon. Mr. ‘Tweedie said that he was
happy to inform the house that the at-
torney general had received o telegram
from the attorney of Nova Scotia, express-
ing a desire that Nova Scotia should join
with New Brunswick in the case to be
argued before the Supreme Court on the
redistribution of geats. The attorney gen-
era? telegraphed hig compliance with this
request.

The house then rwent into the order of
the day.

On the order of the day being called,
the Hon. Mr. Pugsley said he desired to
call the attention of the leader of the op-
position to what mould be the result if
his amendment was carried. It would kill
the resolution and the whole scheme of
readjustment based upon it because it was
necessary that every province should ratify
the proposed arrangement. The effect of
carrying the amendment would be to say
that we were mot satisfied with the ar-
rangement, although it was with consider-
able difficulty that we were able to induce
all the provinces to join in it. He believed
that the arrangement was a fair one and
that the smailer provinces had received
generous treatment under it. If it was
now defeated mever again would this prov-
ince have the opportunity of getting so
good a proposal from the other provinces.
he leader of the opposition does mot
suggest what changes he would aesk for:
He does mot say how much he thinks this
province should get. As a matter of fact,
we are gefting much more per head than
the larger provinces of Ontario end Que-
bec. If we added together the eubsidies
of the three provinces—Ontario, Quebec
and New Brunswick—and divided the sum
by their populations, the result would be
an average of 95 cents per head. On that
basis the amount of subsidy New Bruns-
wick would be entitled to would be $314,-
564, but under the proposed arrangement
we will get $444,806, or $130,332 more than
the average, which is received by Ontario
and Quebec.

How can any reasonable man object to
an arrangement which is so favorable to
New Brunswick? What does New Bruns-
wick want? He invited the ettention of
the leader of the opposition to these fig-
ures. If the resolution wase voted down it
would be a great comfort to the enemies
of New Brunswick who were opposed to
the readjustment. He thought that in
a cage like this the leader of the opposi-
tion and his followers should sink their
partisan feelings and deal with the ques-
tion on the broad principle of what would
be best for this province.

Mr. Loggie Opposes Resolution.

Mr. Loggie was opposed to the resolu-
tion on the ground that the present basis
of subsidies being paid is more favorable
to New Brunswick than the new arrange-
ment would be. The attorney general ar-
gues that it is fair o all the provinces to
have readjustment along the lines laid
It may be fair
from" the standpoint of the large prev-
inces, and of the rapidly growing provinces
like Manitoba and British Columbia, but
he hardly expected the premier to be a
party to a proposition that is dlearly
against his own province. The government
press had suggested that he (Loggie) might
seek election in Nova Scotia. He thought
the premier might consider his claims for
election in Ontario or Manitoba in view
of the present proposition.

It seemed to him that it would be better
for the province to borrow money and pay
interest if the government is in' a position
that it must have more revenue to meet
the increasing expenditures. This would
be far better than the province becoming
liable for its proportion of about $70,000,-
000, the interest on which at three per
cent. would be required to'pay the several
provinces the increased subsidies of over
$2,000,000. i

Hon Mr Tweedie Closes Debate.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the member for
Northumberland had apparently failed to
graep the meaning of the resolution, his
desire evidently being to go on record as
an avowed opponent of the government.
This is a question in the best interests of
the province and as such should have the
hearty support of thé opposition. For ex-
penses of government and legisiature New
Brunswick is getting a larger proportion
than the other provinces.

We cannot expect that the several prov-
inces of the dominion would consent to
have the British North America act alter-
ed by providing a different per capita tax
for New Brunswick alone. It is absurd to
think that such a proposition would be
seriously considered.

After the resolutions had been adopted
at Quebec the opposition press contended
that the provinces should mot receive an
increased allowance, that they should be
taught economy, and the members of the
opposition side of the house are now mere-
ly echoing those sentiments.

The Government Not Extravagant.

The government is not extravagant. No
province in the dominion does more to as-
sist its people and develop its resources
than New Brunswick. In Nova Scotia the
burden of caring for the insane is thrown
upon the munmicipalities. It was, therefore,
not fair for the opposition to charge that
the resolution had been agreed to by the
New Brunswick government because of
the increasing debt and extravagant ad-
ministration. If we dre increasing the
debt, we are doing mo more than any of
the cities or towns. The public services
and the demands of the people for various
improvements must be attended to.

Opposition Had Approved of All Expendi-
tures.

He defied the opposition to point to an |

item of expenditure that they had ever
opposed. It is all very well to say that
the expenditures are increasing, but year
after year they have not dared to oppose
any item. The New Brunswick delegates
to Ottawa had donme the best they could
sad the proposition mow before the house

THE SBEMI-
commends itself to the sensible and busi-
ness men of the legislature. New Bruns-
wick is to receive $130,000 per year addi-
tional; besides if our claim in reference
to the administration of criminal law is
admitted the province and municipalities
will be the gainers by the sum of $60,000
or more. The government deserves credit
for being the first to call attention to the
readjustment of the subsidies. The ar-
rangement is in the interests of the whole
people of the province, and he regretted
that the leader of the opposition had seen
fit to announce that he would oppose the
resolution.

katoon district an all-British colony, with-
out mixing in foreign element, Americans
in¢luded. Now, remember, I do mot term
the Americans as foreigners. I have
lived for years in the United States, and
possess every regard for the people. They
are not in the least respect distasteful

.to me, but regarding an indiscriminate
_entrance of them into this colony, we

hope to form, I cannot help believing that,

,to permit such would be unwise. It was

this assurance, it was this guarantee that
the colony would be strictly and solely
all-British so far as we would be able to
bring it about, that has caused the move-
ment to become so phenomenally popu-
lar in the old country. This al-British
scheme simply captured the imaginaton of
the people.

Have Names for Towns They Will Build.

“] expect agriculture will be the work
that most of the colony will take up. They
will homestead and doubtless have to
rough it for a while, but I fancy euch
has no terrors for them. The parties fol-
lowing us will locate in the same district
to which we are going, and look forward
to the laying out of three towns, anyway.
We propose calling them Preston, Lloyd-
town and Bar View, and one anyway will
be a railroad divisional point.

“T expect we shall be met by Mr. Mc-
Kenzie, the railroad man, and just as
goon as poesible after detraining and get-
ting to our destination, work will start
to put up buildings. We have builders,
joiners, painters and masons with us and
they have their tools and implements
with them. I am told there is plenty of
building material where we are going, &0
in a reasonable length of time these pros-
pective towns I mentioned should take
practical form. ‘We have men here willing
to expend capital, and among the indue-
tries whicn it has been proposed to start
is pork packing.

“Then general building operations will
be carried on—we will put up homes, hos-
pitals, churches, stores. Men are here in
readiness to take the biggest contract that
may be offered. Then as regards school
houses, it cannot be said that if eeveral
are built there are no pupis or teachers
to occupy them. We have scores of chil-
dren with us and teachers qualified to
teach anywhere, for they have received
what knowledge they have attained in
universities like Oxford and Trinity. We
propose to organize into municipalities, to
be a self-eupporting government, and 80
far as is possible to discourage the entry
of any who are mot British.”

“How about Canadian politice?”

“Oh,” rejoined Mr. Barr, “that will
only be a matter of catching on, and 1
expect the colony will ‘catch’ all right.”

Complaints of Third Class.

Now it has been claimed that its an
Englishman’s peculiar privilege to grumble,
and it is also asserted that there’s usually
two sides to every story or grievance. The
coloniste on board the Lake Manitoba
Saturday afternoon told tales and backed
up what they said by readily volunteer-
ing to show the cause of their complaints.
These were the passengers who traveled
third class and lived in the steerage.

“If”” eaid a tall, indignant Briton, “if
I could curse fluently in 20 languages I
would fall far short of fully expressing
the way I feel over the manner in which
not only myself but all of the steerage
paseengers have been treated.”

And his remark was fairly illustrative
of the general steerage temperament. The
whole . difficulty appeared to be in tais
fact—that the Lake Manitoba was {00
emall to accommodate the number of pae-
sengers, or that at least the coloniste were
unevenly distributed.

There is no evading the fact that the
third class passengers were a very bitter
party of people, mot so much against Mr.
Barr or Mr. Lloyd, but against the Elder-
Dempster line.

No Privacy.

“Why, we were crowded into sleeping
apartments,” they . said, ‘“where privacy
wag impossible. Two strange families, a
party of single young men and perhaps
several married women—all entire strang-
ers—would be assigned quarters that were
simply impossible.

“In practically every case the men s.ept
on the dining tables or deck, leaving what
scant privacy there was to the women,
who slept in bunks behind canvae screens.”

There are two lower decks, each having
long dining tables covered with white oil
cloth and benches ranged on either side.
Along each eide of these decks there were
sleeping apartments, each screened from
the other, and from the main decks by
canvas.

In each apartment there were 24 iron

T

beds, arranged in two ‘tiers of six beds
each. One apartment would be all very
well say for troops, or people al of one
sex, but, according to the colonists, an
apartment would be eingled out for 24
people of all ages and representative of
each eex.

They Wanted the Captain to Put Back.

. The first day out from Liverpool, when
it was seen that euch conditions existed,
and would continue to exist throughout
the voyage, an indignation meeting of the
steerage passengers was held and a com-
mittee appointed to confer with the com-
mander of the steamer, Captain Taylor,
requesting him to put back to Liverpool.
The captain, however, was obdurate—nis
chart was from Liverpool to St. John and
he would not be deterred.

“And if the captain had returned, how
many of you would have gone on shore,
refusing to make the voyage under such
conditionse?”’

“All of us—we number over 1,300—and
the meeting we held was unanimous in
the opinion that the steamer had best re-
turn.”

A ramble through the steerage quar-
ters, and random talks witih the colonists,
and you could well believe that the voy-
age, from their point of view, was a dis-
agreeable experience.

You met all degrees of indignation—
from the man who would eay, “I've sailed
under worse conditions and I've sailed
under better,” down to the aggrieved in-
dividual who, with brooding eye and
vengeful countemance, would say, “I tell
you eir, I'll make somebody sweat for
what I’ve undergone—why, the accommo-
dations were outrageous.”

An Indignant Party.

Up on the after deck a little group
stood eoftly wrangling over some debat-
able point and smoking with deadly
earnestness. A couple of reporters hap-
ItJiened along and started to launch a ques-

on.

“What, you from the papers,” they
queried, “and you want to know about the
trip and about ourselves—say, if I could
curse in 20 languages I wouldn’t be able
to express myseif strong enough respect-
ing what we've .all undergone”—and he
led the way into the steerage.

When the second deck was reached he
asked, “Would you like to see the glory
hole?’ and being requested to pilot the
way, the party descended to the third
deck—a wide roomy place with tables,
benches, stacks of plates and pans and
buckets of eweepings and slop. The sides
were canvassed off into berths and this
deck was practically a fac simile of the
one above.

“And that isn’t all we have to com-
plain about,” went on the complaining
one, after he had related the main points
of the steerage sleeping accommodations,
“Qur food was wretched and the eervice
worse. .

“The sanitary facilities are bad—so bad
in fact that they are unfit for use. The
flush pipes are clogged and in various
ways we were inconvenienced.

“Why at meal times we’d wait hours
before anything would come along—some
bread and oleomargarine, and perhaps a
half hour later some coffee or tea. Ii's
my first trip in the steerage and I hope
never to repeat it.”

A Letter to Home About It.

Th following is a partial copy of a let-
ter written by one of the steerage pas-
gengers to a friend in England:— ¢

“Dear —— Only a line to say we have
arrived safely at St, John after a calm
voyage. Oh how I have wished during
the voyage for a little buttér. They gave
us rank oleomargarine, and the tea was
made from salt water. We have slept
anywhere—under and on the tables and
on deck. J

“All kinds of people, married and single,
have been crowded .together—the accom-
modations have been unfit for human
beings, let alone Britons. We would be
kept hours waiting for food which was
deplorable both in quality and the man-
ner of serving. Matters slightly improved
toward the last, but I can never forget
the little ones and their wails for foed.

“He would mot return, but I assure you
if he had the wihole 1,300 of us would have
taken pains to have gone on shore and
demanded our passage money back, or else
be given better quarters.””

“There was every likelihood of sickness.
I only got a couple of baths, and I need-
ed them bad enough, wearing the same
clothes day and nighlt and sleeping much
aftter the fashion of a beast—either domes-
tic or wild.”

But this bitterness was mot strictly uni-
versal in the glory hole and second deck.
Many beheld the overarowded beriths, and
slept on tables without more ado than a
naltural expression of disapproval, and
with the comfortable philosophy that the
voyage wiould not be eternal.

One youngster—a hearty, blue-eyed, fresh
faced lad, along in the early twenities, sat
on a table gravely humming a tune and
suggesting the fthought that he possessed
good digestive organs, and a reasonable
amount of animal epirits.

“How do ithey feed you?”’

The music ceased, he cleared his throat
and said:

“We got liver and bacon now and then
—oh it went down fine.”

“How about breakfast?”

“Porridge, with treacle or sugar—all you
wanlted of it, and bread and coffee. We
didn’t get butter—I don™t know what it
was. Al dinner we had fish—haddock and
herring—most of the days corned beef and
potatoes. For tea they gave us bread, tea,
marmalade and fish. Oh I got enough.”

He paused for a few minutes and the
conversation began to veer into generali-
ties, but evidently his mind was still on
the food question, for suddenly lre said
with great animation:

“And twice e got dry hash—oh that
was bully—they made it of potatoes and
ghredded ham.”

Family from the Isle of Man,

Over at a table sat a man and woman
sipping coffee out of large white mugs.
She wore a seal skin coat over a uress of
good material, and had for thead covering
a blue peaked sailor cap. They were Hell
Oaine’s people—had lived from childhiood
at Douglas, Isle of Man.

“Tt is for the sake of our boys that
we've left home, she said smilingly. “Times
are hard indeed at Douglas, the only good
time of the year is in the visiting season.”

“But yowll miss the sea and the hills
out where yiou're going.”

“Ah, well (and she gazed reminiscently
at the rough deal table) “If we don’t like
it we can go back.” - ;

REV. MR. LLOYD.

Fermer Rothesay Clergyman Talks of the
Great Undertaking.

Rev. G. E. Lloyd, chaplain of ‘the col-
ony, a veteran iof the Northwest rebellion
of ’85, and formerly principal of the
Rothesay Collegiate Sdhool, talked entter-
tainingly of the voyage, and of ' mwhiait
woud be done upon arrival in Saskatoon.

“«T feel satisfied there has been misman-
agement somewhere on the part of e
steamer people—that is the steamship
line—but the voyage is over mow, and
from what I learn our accommodatioms
will be much improved on the train.

“This Canadian immigration is phenom-
ally popular in the old country. We have
men and women here from .all pontions of
the United Kingdom, from the Isle of
Man, from Jersey, Guernsey and Sack in
the Chanmel Islands; from New Zealand,
South Africa, South America, Australia—
men who have been in these lands but are
now coming to Canada with propenty and
capital to do their part in building up our
aplendid Northwest lands, and at game
time bettering their worldly condition.

The Steamer Docked.

The work of ticketing the colonists was
carried on on boand the steamer from 3
9’ul;ock to 10 Satunday afternoon and even-
ing by represenftafives from the C. P. R.
passenger de partment, and Sunday
morning at 9 o'clock the boat docked at
No. 3 berth.

The first train pulled out at 6.35 o’clock,
the last at midnight; four in all, and
bearing. away to the west every soul in
the 1,960, exceplt Rev. Mr. Barr and party,
wiho will leave this afiflernoon.

People were busy at Sand Point Sun-
day, aye,even irreproachable istian peo-
‘ple pulled up the store blinds, unlocked
the doors and sold groceries—so memmily
and fast that before sundown the stocks
were exhausted, and the tills were stuffed
and weightby. o

Mhe important contract of the day
though was in the removal of the baggage
and household goods from the steamer to
the shed, for the boat was a large one
and carnied nothing but the colonists’ ef-
fedts and she was full.

In bundles, bales and cases, the cargo
was gradually swung ashore and piled in
sections in No. 3 shed. BEach section was
a mammoth heap—buge packing . cases,
leather trunks, bags, grips—some glossy
and fresh, some creased, battered and plas-
tered with proofs of visits to many lands.

Post Offics, Restaurant and Money Exchange

The quantity practically filled the sheld
—it was like a range of low hills roofed
over and boarded up. In this shed there
were facilities for the accommodaltion of
the colonists, sudh as post office, resturant
and money exchange. In the former place
Mr. Reid, of the immigration building
took charge of all the postal mealtiter and
by 10 o’clock Sunday evening there were
four large bags of mail destined for the
old country.

The exdhange bamk, with Mr. Robinson
in charge, dhanged $42,000, and this ex-
clusive of the changing done on board ship
Hhe previous afitermoon.

The restaurant and grocery were prac-
tically sold out, also whhaitever refresh-
menits and groceries happened to be open
in the neigborhood of the point.

The Disembarkation.

With the docking of the steamer and the
fixing of gangways, disembarkation at
once began, and all filed down into No. 3
shed where they were taken charge of by
the C. P. R. authorities.

There was a crowd within and there
was a crowwd without, for by moon a gen-
eral migration from St. Johm took place
—all bound for Carléon, and all desirous
of seeing and mixing with the people wiho
carried the good British gold, and who
fhad pianos along with their implements
for cultivating the Saskaltdhewan soil.

But the C. P. R. had takén precautions
—policemen, impressive, anwe-compelling,
stood at_the shed doors, and rebuked tihe
people of ‘the winter pont wihen they
strove to cross the thresholds.

THE BARR COLONISTS.

Nothing could have brought home to
St. John people more forcibly and pic:
turesquely the unparalleled movement of
immigration to Canada than the arrival
here of mearly 2,000 members of the Barr
colony, their brief stay among us and their
epeedy and well-arranged departure for
the west. This sudden creation of an ex-
tensive settlement differs in method from
the slow and, to some extent accidental,
growth of any particular section, to which
the country is accustomed. By next
March 10,000 more of these colonists will
be on the ground, and in the meantime
a certain proportion of the Jand will have
been occupied by settlers. from this side
of the Atlantic. Churches, stores, a line
of railroad, dwellings, farms—all these will
be in working order, and there are few
reasons to fear that in any important
point the venture will prove a failure.

The Saskatoon colony will have many
immediate advantages over other districte
in that it will be homogeneous to begin
with, and there will be no tendency
toward lawlessness or carelessness about
religions worship. The colonists are Eng-
lish, Scotch, Irish or Welsh, and are
responsible  people  who will have
a little money of their own from the first.
A pastor will visit the various sections
of the colony from the outset, holding re-
ligious services at regular intervals in each
section.

Many-St. John people saw something of
the immigrante during Saturday and yes-
terday, and they could well believe the
good reports we have had of them. Every
man. in the ship-load has, on an average
3200 of his own. They are thrifty, and
20 i the doctor’s report proved when they

were inspected, they are singularly
healthy.
Not a few among the new arrivals

complained bitterly about the nature of
the accommodation aboard ehip. In fact
an indignation meeting was held soon
after the Lake Manitoba put to eea at
which it was decided to ask Captain Tay-
lor to put back to port. The captain of
course refused to do so, apparently be-
cause he took the view that his chief duty

was to carry them to St. John with all]

possible speed, and, as there was no dan-
ger to complain. of, he had mo. excuse, for
heeding their request. The chief com-
plaint was  that the quarters on board
ship did not permit of that degree of
comfort and privacy that the third-class
gers d d ry.

The very fact that this complaint was
made—and made in no uncertain fashion
—ghows how different these people are
from the ordinary Europeans who come by
thqusands in eimilar ships, or much worse,
to -American ports without finding any
fault,. No doubt a similar number of
Ttalians, for example, who are not ac-
customed to much consideration at home
and who have lived the lives of peasants,
would have considered the poorest quarters
on the Lake Manitoba comfortable enough.
Some of those who came on Saturday
have wsaid they will write to relatives com-
p-aining of the hardships of the voyage.
No doubt others will write saying it was
a smooth voyage in a good ship. Still
care ehould be taken to let the intending
emigrant know just about what sort of
accommodation he and his family may ex-
pect at sea, for it is important that they
should be unable to make any well-founded
complaints after the voyage ie over. Most
of them probably never had been at sea

pa

bef;)e, and the firstlong voyage usually

‘conspicuous
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larly if women and children accompany
him and complain of discomfort. These
sturdy Britons—or eome of them, at least
—evidently were convinced that they had
grievances, and some of them were doubt-
less surprised that they were all landed
sound and well. That they are accus-
tomed to something better than the peas-
ants of Europe and that they are not
over-patient of what they regard as in-
justice, does mot argue against their use-
fulness as settlers.

Careful arrangements have been made
to see to it that the colonists not only get
quickly to the land they are to occupy,
but that, once there, they shall be guarded
against the mistakes and hardehips com-
mon to strangers in a new country. The
government has planned carefully for their
welfare, knowing that the movement is
3 most important one and that the suc-
cess of the firet pilgrims will mean much
for them and for the great wsection to
which many thousands will follow them
irom Great Britain.

The settlers who go west now go at a
z00d time, the men who have planned the
colony appear to have sound ideas re-
zarding the work in hand, and there is
avery prospect that as the majority of the
settlers will be willing to work and will
uot be above accepting a little advice from
Canadians now and then, their adventure
will prove their own making and a mighty
zain to Canada.

THE DEATH OF A HERO.

There has been a very serious feeling in
this community re,gardin'g the suicide  of
Sir Hedtor MacDonald. In the first place
it has been felt that the man had dome
the uttermost, and that, in the second
place, he should be rgarded as one wiho
had cut shomt his life because he ‘would
not abide the disgrace which would follow
the ordering of a court miartial.

T4 is of interest now that Harpers’
Weekly says of the dead hero:—

The tragedy that closes the life of Gen-
eral Sir Hector MadDonald is a subject
of umiversal regret, and it is fairly estab-
lished that the mind of the distinguished
soldier has for.some time been seriously
unbalanced as a result of a sunstroke re
ceived ‘at the great fight at Paardeberg,
where Sir Hector was also somewhalt ser-
loudly wounded. The chief matter for re-
gret is that the army authorities did not
realize this in time before sending Sir
Hedtor out to Ceylon, which has its
chanms and its beauties, certainly, but is
not the, best place in the world for the
cure of sunstroke. When the ghoomy cir-
cumstances wihich surrounded his death
have been forgotiten the valor and intel*
lectual force of this distinguished soldier
will be remembered, and, even more, the
example of merit rewanded
which lies in the history of his rapid rise
from raw recruit and ex-draper’s assistant
to the culmination of his life on the field
of Omdurman.

Harper’s takes the view thatif the man
sinned, the sin was due to the failure of
his brain, The public is the jury. The
public therefore must weigh the evidence.
The man’s heroic eervice must be evi-
dence looking to his acquittal. It must be
reckoned, at all events, that the man who
stande in the breach, the man who looks
death in the face because a certain tactical
movement is to be carried out that the
day may be gained, is a man not to be
lightly reckoned with. Indeed why should
it not be said of this man, as of another,
that greater love hath no man than this,
that he lay down his life for a friend.

The view taken by Harper's Weekly is
that suicide was the result of mental

‘aberration. That e as good a solution as

any. The man had seen death in many
forms., Perhaps a brain trouble led him
to so fear a scandal that he preferred to
kill himself. Scotchmen who were proud
of the Scotch soldier will be glad to take
the view which Harper’s takes of it. A
brave man’s death is ever a sad occur-
rence. And ever, in such case, we look to
the events which went before.” And we
feel that he must have been mentally

weak or he would not have killed himself. |

For after all this was not our idea of the
way Hector MacDona'd, as we knew him,
would have rung down the curtajn.

A LITTLE ENGLANDER WINS. .
The election of Sir Wilfrid Laweon, a
Liberal, to succeed the late W. S. Caine
for the Camborne division of Cornwall, is
a matter of surprise in ‘Canada.’ It is true
that the late Mr. Caine was what is
known as a “progressive Liberal,” but it
appeared likely that Lawson’s Liberal-
Unionist opponent in this contest would
win by the “Little Englanders” canvass
against the knight. Sir Wilfrid Lawson
held thdt Great Britain should give the
Tranevaal and the Orange Free State back
to the Boers, and he was_generally asso-

ciated with the ardent pro-Boer. party.

So recent is the war that ome would.
have ‘thought these sentiments would have

killed him ~ politically,, Doubtless they
would but for the fact that the Non-Con-
formist Cornishmen object to the govern-
ment’s educational measures.

An English writer, discussing the elec-
tion, says Sir Wilfrid Lawson’s opponent,
Mr. Strauss, has represented Camborne
for five years and was regarded as a strong
local candidate. He adds: “Sir Wilfrid
Lawson’s election brings back to West-
minister a picturesque figure long known
for his vehement enthusiasm-‘in the cause
of temperance.

The local government is not asking the
Dominion government'to give to the prov-
ince amything.whick is not our ‘due: The
Prenfier and ‘the Attorney General have,
from the first, sought to gain for New
Brunswick eimply what was its .due un-
der the law. They have succeeded in hav-
ing the matters in question referred to
the Supreme Court, where the evidence
will be duly weighed by men selected for
that prpose. More scarcely can with jus-
tice be demanded from the provincial

government. They began by asserting |

provincial rights and demanding better
terms for the province, and they have
followed out that policy after their elec-
tion. It i the belief of The Telegraph
that the people are behind the ministers
in their policy. It - is the opposition
strategy, no doubt, #o' oppose that policy
tooth and 'nail, even. though it be known
that it is public policy.

A “REPORT” ON RECIPROCITY.

“The present situation, in my judgment,
presents the best prospect for Canadian
reciprocity that has existed since the
abrogation of the old treaty, in 1866.”

Maple Sugar Time.
Take a quart of bread dough after it
is moulded for the last raising and kneed
into it one cupful grated maple sugar, a

1 quarter '}tesapoonfu'lw_ exaoda. and a’ tea-

spoonful of buttet: 4 it rise. Then
mould again and cut into small rolls. Put

in a buttered tin; let them rise 15 or 20
minutes and bake in a quick oven.

Maple Sugar Biscuit.

Make a very rich, tender baking powder
crust, using milk in place of water. “Roll
out about half the thickness of ordinary
biscuit and cut into shape with the cover
of a quarter pound baking powder can or
a tea caddy. As every other biscwit is cut
out sprinkle bits of maple sugar on top,
moisten the next biscuit and press down
on top of the sugared one. Lay close to-
gether in the pan in which they are to be
baked so that they will rise instead of
spreading. Brush over with milk or melt-
ed butter and bake in a quick oven until
they are brown, but not hard. Serve at
once with saucers of warm, melted syrup.

Sucre a la Creme.

Boil together a pound of grated maple
sugar and a half cupful of rich cream un-
til the syrup forme a soft ball when rolled
in a saucer with a spoon. Cover the bot-
tom of well buttered tins with a layer of
chopped butternut meats and pour the
candy over them. Let it harden a little
and work into squares with a knife,

This is a favorite confection among the
French-Canadian peasants, who also use
the boiled cream and sugar for icing a
delicate white.icake. An excellent layer
cake is made by using this sucre a la
creme, with the butternuts for a filling;

then frosting the top layer with the:

cream, without the nuts.
Catskill Preserves.

An old fashioned preverve is made of
maple sugar and plums. Me't the sugar
in a little water and cook with the plums,
allowing pound for pound. This gives a
delightful tart sweetness.

Maple Parfait.

Put one quart of milk into the double
boiler and scald. Meanwhile beat the
yolks of six eggs until lemon colored and
thick, then add a pinch of salt and two
cupfuls grated maple sugar, or one and
one-half cupfuls maple syrup. Pour the
hot mik into the egg and eugar mixture,
and when well blended turn all back into
the double boiler. Cook until the mix-
ture adheres to the epoon. stirring con-
stantly and lifting occasionally from the
water to keep from boiling too rapidly.
As soon as the custard ie¢ thick and
creamy take from the fire and beat in:o
it little by little the whites of six eggs,
already tbeaten stiff.. Keep beating until
cold, then stir in one. pint of cream, whip-
ped stiff; and turn into the freezer. Pack
with: three parts ice to one part of salt,
and turn the crank slowly until the mix-
ture begins to “set.” .Pack in a moid,

taking care that no bit of salt is allowed

to work its way in. When ready to serve
turn out on a platter and eprinkle the sur-
face of the mould with one cupful chop-
ped butternuts or almonds.

Hot Maple Sauce fior Ice Cream.

Put one pint of maple syrup and a half
cupful of cream into a saucepan, and cook
without stirring until it hairs. When a
little of the syrup dropped into cold water
can be rolled into a eoft. ball, take from
the fire, stir in a half cupful of English
walnuts, chopped fine, and keep hot until

' ready to eerve.

Maple Cream Candy.

To three cupfuls of grated maple sugar
allow one cupful of thick, sweet cream.
Boil fogether until a little dropped from
a .epoon hardens in cold water. Take from
the fire and beat with a silver fork until
it has the consistency of very thick cream.
Pour in buttered tins, and when cool cut

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SOMECHIRICTERISTICS. |
OF PATRICK MeALEER,
WHO LEFT MILLIONS,

The Former St John Man ReRised
$1,000,000 fot One Prop-
erty.

The Man Never Was Known to ‘Sell a Piece
of Property, But Always Paid Spot Cash
When He Bought--He Made His Children
Work, Too.

The following sketch of Patrick MdAleér,
the; former St. John man whose death in
Boston' was announced in The Telegraph
a few days ago, appears in Monday’s Bos-
ton Globe:— : i

“There ién’t money enough in the city
of Boston to buy this property,” said
Patrick McAleer to the representatives of
the city some 15 years ago, when the city
wanted to buy his estate on Province
street.

The city offered him $1,000,000 for the
property at the time. The city wanted
it as a site for a new court house.

This offer of $1,000,000 was made to
“Pat” MecAleer in his modest Iittle car-
penter shop at 21 Province street, and
“the old man”—as he was caled—was
working away in the shop at the time on
some émall job of carpentering,

He' ‘treatéd the 'representatiVes of the
city as he. did everybody else, in a ehort
and abrupt manner. He knew his own
mind, understood his own business, and
no .aman could swerve him from his pur-

e' 1.4
i“Pat” McAleer has been' the Nemisis
of the rea] estate pusiness in.Boston for
40 years. No man and no operator knmew
just when he would encounter “Pat” Mc-
Aleer. When he' bought the 'old hotel
Bellevue property some years ago at auc-
tion, the auctioneer did not know RLim,
and said he would have to have some evi-
dence of security before he c.osed the bid.
“Pat” said: “I have the security here in
my pocket,” and he paid over the money.
A few days later he was offered $250,-
000 for the land on which the building
stood. He refused. 'He never sold prop-

and he never put any mortgage incum-
brances on his property. He owned his
property from cellar to roof, and as far
above as the building laws would permit
him to go.

“Pat” MecAleer—he was always called
thus—died last ¥riday in the harness, and
when he died one other famous Boston
character perished from the earth. He
was worth millions, but he never made a
splurge.

His son might ordinarlly have been ex-
pected to ride in_auto: iles and “open
champagne”—but no, that son had to
work hard as a carpenfer at the bench
and collect rents on the first of the month

street. He had to work, and work hard,
and John McAleer is not a young man
by any means today. He has a son in
college. i

The daughters of “Pat” ModAleer were
also assigned to certain .somewhat respon-
eible duties, which they had to fulfil.
They were given charge of certain of the
properties and attended to them under
the father’s supervision.

Somebody has stated that “Pat” Me-
Aleer was worth at the time of his death
about $500,000 in real estate, but if the
figures were raised about six' times, it
would be nearer right. The Province
street propenty alone is worth more than
$1,000,000, and there is' no more unique
piece of property in the United States.

Province street runs from School street
to Bromfield street. It is a “cow-path”
street, narrow and somewhat tortuous. In
colonial times it was the fashionable sec-:
tion of the city, and on Province street
was located the residence of the old colon-
ial governors, which faced on Washington
street, and which Hawthorne has made
somewhat famous. A portion of this
building still stands.

Province street leads from the centre %f
Province street toward Washington street.
The old buildings on both the court. and
stieet are filled with “little businesses.”
Fadh and every little room in these old-
fashioned ' buildings has a different kind
of ‘business, of a- manufacturing nature,
usua.ly. Buat the buildings owned by  Pat
McAleer on Province street are the most
verdatile in this respeét. Here is a sample
of the industries conducted in these build-
ings, for which the city of Boston offered
$1,000,000: —

There are an iron and steel worker, a
barber, a printer, a bookbinder, a saloon,
a restaurant, a tool sharpener and granite
cutter, a flower market, a boot-black, a
fresco painter, several tailors, several car-
penters and sign painters, a wood and
ivory turner, a shears and razor sharp-
ener, a maker of florists’ wire designs, a
nickel plating establishment, tinsmiths,
iron molders, a ‘“coal and wood man,”
and several others.

In these buildings may be seen the old
methods of doing business—the somewhat
personal methods.

“Pat” MeAleer himself would never take
a job by contract in the old days when
hf worked for other people. He always
rked by the day. He felt that that
as the most satisfactory way to all coa-

_“Pat” MecAleer, who worked up to the
limit of his 88 years of life, was the most
famous man on Province street; he was
there early and late. He got around to
his little shop in the centre of the street
opposite Province street, as early as 6
o’clock in the morning, and stayed there
as a general thing until “the last gua
was fired.”” He conducted all of his vas:
interests from this little old shop, from
a rather crude desk.

He owned property all over the city.
He owned the old Bellevue hotel, hotel
Richwood, a place on Common street on
which he expended $60,000 three years ago,
property on Hollis street and Tremont
street, and in Roxbury and Brookline.

He built the Province street property
about 60 years ago, and he was ever lot
to make any repairs or improvements.
The building commissioners compelled him
to raise ‘the roof a few years ago, as this
Province street is regarded with umeasi-
ness by ‘the fire department.  Mr. Me-
Aleer raised the rents at the same time.
He couldn’t lose. -<
"In the old days he had been a jobbing
carpenter, but for years he had done lhttle
at the Business. His real estate interests

were too vast. g

Davis, with W. D. Scott, Canadian super-
intendent of immigration, and R. H.
Morris, transportation agent of the C. P.
R., inspected- the C. P. R. terminus yes-
terday, being escorted by Supt. Oborne
and C. B. Foster of the C. P. R.

At the Royal Hotel, after his return
from this tour, Mr. Davis gave a qtl;gle-
jgraphi {peporter ' fhis impresgiond, “Yiou
have a fine harbor,” he said, “but yet
not enough facilities. There should be
better chances for loading and unloading
of cargoes. I moticed one steamer today
using the same warehouse both for taking
in and discharging freight and it made
me think that you did mot have enough
room. i

“The C. P. R. has hade wonderful im-
provements, and has done a lot of good
herd Tikey fhavie wplendid yard wroom
along the Bay Shore and everything ar-
ranged methodically in a way that shows
the men in charge to have a good grip
of iwhat is necessary.

More Berths Down Towards the Island,

“But. what you want most now, is an
increase of facilities—more wharves and
mote berths. Your harbor is a magnifi-
cent one, fully adequate as to size, and
you thave opportunity for providing quite
a number of additional steamer berths.
Why, running down from the O. P. R.
wharf to Partridge Island, you have a
place where 10 to 15 more berths could
be placed and rail connection with every
one of them could be had from Sand
Point. There is any amount of room in
your harbor.”

It was suggested to Mr. Davis that the
C. P. R. took the proposition that they
had done all they could in the way of
providing . wharf accommodation = for
steamers and to this he said that he
didn’t think the C. P. R. should be ex-
pected to build the wharves, the city, and
perhaps the government, should do that.

Our Immigration Facilities.

It is to the part of the dominion which
Mr. Davis represents in parliament that
the Barr immigrant party is going and
where its members will make their homes.
That is why he is in St. John and that
also gives him an interest in the work
of the immigration department, here.

“I was impressed,” he said, “with the
appearance of your immigration buildings.
Everything is nice and clean for the new
comers, but again there is demand, it
strikes me, for more accommodation and
the size of the buildings will have to be
increased.

Spiritualism Again.
To the Editor of The Telegraph:—
Sir,—My attention has been called to an
article 1n your issue of April 1, on Spirit-
ualiem. While your criticism may, or may

not be deserved in the instances you men- |

tion, spiritualists would object to your ap-
plying the same to all mediums and mani-
festations. That there is a great deal of
frand practiced, no one at all familiar
with the subject will for a moment deny.
The great burden spiritualism has had to
bear, has been these fakirs, who push
themselves to the front and claim to pro-
duce genuine manifestations, when they
only give more or less bungling feats of
jugglery. T have seen one of them attempt
to pass off the old card palming trick for
the ‘“materialization and dematerializa-
tion” of the cards.

There is, according to conservative esti-
mate, 3,000,000 of spiritualists in the
United States. There are many eminent
men and women who give it their cre-
dence, as Professor James, of Harvard;
Professor Hyslop, of Columbia, and Doctor
Hodgson, of the Psychical Research So-
ciety. These have had special facilities
for testing the mediums they engaged, and
made the tests as perfect as their in-
genuity could devise. There are thous-
ands of mediums in private life who would
scorn to receive pay, and among spiritual-
ists, seances are held regularly, which
have been compared to prayer meetings,
where wonderful manifestations occur
which are never heralded. It is because
of this constant stream of undeniable
genuine communications from the depart-
ed, that the exposure of the fakes has so
little influence. If you should detect a
man in passing counterfeit money, or a
dozen men with bogus coin in their poc-
‘kets, you would not hold that it was
proof that there was no true coin stamped
at the mint. In fact, it would not in the
least detract from the value of the real.
It would only prove that there were
scamps who engaged in making and at-
tempting to deceive with it.

‘A great movement, like that epiritual-
ism has become, and that without a lead-
er, or any wunitizing power, on this side,
cannot rest on the trickery of jugglers.
Spiritualists may be and often are, im-
posed upon by these rascals, but usually
are the first to expose them. They wel-
come exposures made by others, and de-
mand the suppression of everything but
the true and reliable. To bring forward
these fakirs, who are repudiated by spirit-
ualists, as representative,.and thereby pre-
judice the public mind against the cause,
is like gathering up all the crimes of min-
isters, as has been done by the infidel
press, and sending out the report as com-
demnatory of Christianity. Christianity
moves on because of its great underlying
truth, and the great majority of good and
righteous people who yield it adherence.
A thousand rascals parading as church

members, ministers or evangelists, wear-|

ing the mame to cloak their villainy,
scarcely cause a ripple on the surface.
Precisely is thie the case with epiritual-

o e

ism. No one denies that there are Ail-
lains in the church, wolves in sheepa
clothing, nor that there are in the ranks
of epiritualism. In both cases the cause
they support is not responsible, and the
sooner it frees itself from them the bet-
ter. The best mediums make no charges,
or at least mone unless the seance is satis-
factory.

No words are sufficiently severe to char-
acterize these ghouls who practice on the
sacred affections we bear our departed
friends, and their exposure, by friend or
foe, i@ acceptable to ' every epiritualist.
There is no fear that the real and the
true will suffer thereby. Some wheat may
be uprooted by the merciless weeding out
of the tares, but left to themselves, the
tares will occupy the field. ;

He entered public life
in 1854 and was a member of the legisla-
tive assembly of New Brunswick from
that year until 1866. In the Smith govern-
ment of 1865 he was provincial eecretary.
He contested Charlotte county unsuccess~
fully for the house of commons in the
general elections of 1872 but two years
later was elected the representative of
Charlotte county and was returned for
the successive terms until the general
elections of 1896 when he was defeated
by G. W. Ganong.

Just prior to the Paris exposition of
1900 he was made senator and appointed
chairman of the Camadian commissioners
to the exposition. In this donnection he
did valuable work in placing Canada, and
particularly the maritime provinces, be-
fore the patrons of the great fair.

He was a prominent free trader and be-

longed to that wing of the Liberal party.

Senator Gillmor leaves his wife (former-
ly Miss McVicar) and two sons.

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UNITED STATES
WON'TJOIK RANDS

Great Britain and Germany Sound
Uncle Sam as to Coercing Gua-
temala to Pay Her Debts.

‘Wiashington, April 13—An interesting ac-
count of an effort made by Great Britain
and Gemmany to induce the United States
to join with them in fdrcing a settlement
of foreign debts is contaiced in the forth-
coming volume of foreign relations of the
United States. Interest atitaches to this
incident because of its resemblance to tie
Venezuelan episode. The following note
was addressed to Secretary Hay:

“The coumcil of foreign bondholders in
London which is seeking to make a new
arrangement with the government of Gua-
temala respecting the foreign debt of that
country has suggested ‘that the proposed
arrangement ought to be acknowledged by
the most interested powers—(ermany, the
United States, and England—in order to
induce the government of Guatemala to
stick to the new arrangement. The im-
perial German embassy would be muech
obliged if it could be informed whether
the United States government would be
inclined to join in a proceeding of “the
above mentioned kind, should it be adopt-
ed by the German and English govern-
menits.” -

To this Mr. Hay replicd:

“While the government of the United
States is indisposed to join in any collect-
ive act which might bear the aspect of
coercive pre=sure upon Guatemala, this
government would reserve for its citizens
equal benefits with those which might be
obtained for creditors of any cther nation-
ality in the adjustment of the Guatemalan
fioreign debt and the United States minis-
ter at Guatemala will be instrudted to
advise the Guatemalan government of this
attitude on the part of the United States.”
