The Gown and the Surplice.

“The Surplice will soon be preferred,
and will oust its rival.”—ZRev. Dr. Pusey.

“If any clerical reader is ignorant of
the history of the gown, and the part it
bore at the Reformation Dr. Pusey is not:
lie knows its history far too well to have
any respect for it. He knows that it was
in the gown in the pulpit at Paul’s 'Cross
that our martyred Reformers denounced
the dogmas of Popery; and that had our
Latimers and our Ridleys preached in a
Surplice, they would not have been lis-
tened to. , None of our Reformers ever
thought of preaching in a Surplice. Can it
be supposed, then, that the Evangelical
section of - our Church, who revere their
memory, and preach their doctrines will
now throw off their Protestant gown,
without law or reason, because advised
by Dr. Pusey to “‘oust” it as a rival? *

* *  Asthe Bishop (of Londen) al-
ways preached in his gown when Rec-
tor of St. James’s, Piccadilly, can that be
wrong now which was right then? - As the
majority of his Lordship’s clergy preach in
their gown, the Bishop should have ad-
vised the minority not to preach in their
Surplices, but to take for their pattern |
those who, for three hundred years, down
to the present time, have followed the ex-
ample of their forefathers, in " thteir long
established custom, of preaching in their ¢
%oiv:v'n;."—Rev. J. D. Massingham, D. D.,

To the Editor of the Tribune.

During the reign of Queen Elizabeth the
Convention was not authorized to enact
Canons ; but upon the accession of James
L. to the throne the Canons of 1603-4, to
which I have referred, received the royal
assent, although they were not formally
sanctioned by Parliament. The Canons
were evidently intended to, carry out the
Advertisements to which they refer, and
also the Injunctions of Queen Elizabeth.
The Titles seem directly and definitely to
exclude all reference to the habit of the
Preacher in Parish Churches. The 24tk is
entitled ‘“‘Copes to be worn in Cathedral
Churches by those that administer the
Communion;” 25th, “Surplices andhoods
to be worn in Cathedral Churches when
there is no Communion;” the 58th “Min-
isters reading Divine Service and admin-
istering the Sacraments Surplices and
graduates hoods.” Now, strange to say,
this is the Canon so much relied on by
the advocates of the exclusive use of the ;
Surplice, yet it most clearly excludes the
case of the preacher by its title and sub- :
stance. Cripps, in his Laws of the
Church and Clergy, alrcady quoted by
me, says, “Itis also argued that the 58th
Canon prescribes the use ot the Surplice
in the pulpit. This Canon is headed:
“Ministers reading Divine Service and .
Administering the Sacraments to wear
Surplices,” and it directs that every
Minister saying the public: prayers or
ministering the Sacramentsor other rites
of the Church shall wear a decent and
comely Surplice with sleeves; to be. pro-!
vided at the charge of the Parish. Surely
no one can justly say that preaching a
sermon can- be either saying public
prayers or administering a Sacrament.’
But by reference to the Rubric it ap- -
pears the service is fitly brought to a
close after the repetition of the Nicene
Creed, for the Curate is then directed to
declare unto the people what holy days :
or fasting days are to be observed in the -
week following, and all briefs, citations 4
and excommunications are directed to
be read, and can these be said toTorm a
part of the Sacramental Service? "And~
the Rubric proceeds,—*Then shall fol-
low the Sermon.” (By the way, those
who are such strict observers of the
Rubric,that they refuse to permit the sing-
ing of a psalm or hymn at the commence-
ment of the service,because the rubric does
not so direct, must find themselves in a
logical and rubrical dilemma when they
interpolate the singing -of & psalm or
hymn between . the ante-communion
service and the sermon. Certainly they
can find no direction in the Rubric they
are supposed to follow with such minute
exactitude in other matters. It is only
fair to them, however, to state, that
ample authority may be found for sing-
ing both. before and ‘after this service,
from high authorities -and from “the
practice and teaching of the Primitive
Church.” But this admission will only
assist them from one horn of the dilemma
to the other. But this js a digression—
although not an inappropriate. one,) My
readers will have perceived, that the ser-
-vice indicated by the Canons is closed
with the reading of briefs; etc.. which
can certainly form no.part of divine ser-
vice orof the administration of the Com-
munion during which the Surplice shall
be worn. Indeed, is not “the service
complete on Wednesday and, Friday, or
other day, when there 'is no sermon at
all? or have we on-those days‘only a half-
service, and thereby and therein a re-
peated violation of the Rubric? The
Rubricans will scarcély say so!

So much for the argument derived from
the Canons. :

I affirm, moreover, that “the practice
and teaching of the Primitive Church,”
to which we have been so lately and
earnestly exhorted to conform,are further
established by the historical fact that, in
Reformation times, the Puritans inter-
dicted the Preacher’s gown as well as the
Minister’s Surplice.- 1 have already re-

| ferred to the persecutions arising out of

the Puritan contention, when it was
tauntingly said by some in those dayr,
‘it is now black, now white, now in silk
and gold, and now at length in this
swooping black gown and flaunting tippet,”
in allusion to the changes in Cathedral
and Parish Churches. “This testimony,”
says Archdeacon Harrison, ‘“‘seems con-
clusive as to the change of dress.”
Charles L., in his injunctions to the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury and York, directs
—¢‘When a lecture is set up in a market
town, it may be read by a company of
grave and orthodox divines * * and
that they preach in gowns and not iun cloaks
as too many do use.” Inhis instructions
to Archbishop Laud, 1633, he directs—
“That every Bishop take care in his
diocese that all lecturers’ do read divine
service * * .inthe Surplice and hood
before the lecture”—i. e., the sermon.
““That where a lecture is set up in a mar-
ket town (as before), and that they ever
préach 1n such seemly habits as belong to
their degrees, and not in cloaks.” (See
Rushworth, vol. 1, page 30, and Card-
well, vol. 2, page 178.)

The advanced Puritans resisted at this
time all distinctions of dTess between the
Clergy and Laity, occasionally justifying
their conduct by the argument that Peter
was not known to be one of the Apostles

of Christ by his dress but by his speech.

A few advocated the Surplice in the Pul-
11, and during the progress of the Lau-
dicn Movement, when the discipline of
the Church was falling into confusion or
contempt, the Surplice “crept in un-
awares” into the Pulpit in many Pari:h
Churches. But the only Episcopal adve =
cate of the innovation was Bishop Wren
of Norwich who, in his directions to his
clergy, 1636, enjoined ‘‘ That the Litany
be never omitted on Sundays, Wednes-
days and Fridays; and that at all times
the Minister be in his Surplice and
hood whensoever he is in public to
perform any part of his pricstly
funetions.” - Any one can readily appre-
hend how different are the words of the
Canon; ‘‘any part of his priestly func-
tions” is of much wider scope than ‘‘say-
ing prayers and ministering sacraments.”
Five years after, however, an impeach-
‘ment was brought against this Bishop,
and one of the Articles of Impeachment
was, that, ‘‘the more to alienate the peo-
ple’s hearts from hearing of sermons, he in
the said year commanded all Ministers to
preach in their hoods and Surplice,a thing
not before in his Diocese,” The Bishop
attempted to defend himself by showing
that theSurplice had been worn in-the
pulpit of certain other ¢hurches, but even
they ‘were few and exceptional éases, and
otily proved and confirmed the general
rule, and the universal ‘“teaching and
practice of the I r.mit'uz Church.” . R.

The Board of Works Accounts.

The Board of Works accounts may be
all right—the public money that has
‘been handled by Tibbets, Phillips and
Napier may have been honestly expend-
ed on roads and bridges, but it is the
tuty of the Commissioner and the.mem-
bers to prove that such is the case. The
explanations are very blundering, the
characters of some of those concerned
are not above suspicion, and, unless in-
disputable proof ean be given that there
has been no stealing, it will be hard to
‘convince the public that the money has
‘been used in the publie service. The
word of Mr. Samuel Napier, for ex-
ample, is entitled to no weight what-
ever in the determination of -this ques-
tion. Proof must be afforded. An
officer who allows the accounts of his
Department to be kept irregularly, and
permits money to be drawn without
proper vouchers, deserves to suffer by
any suspicion, deserved or not, that may’
be excited. - The accounts should be so
kept, and the money so drawn and
vouched for, that the Department would
be absolutely above suspicion. Mem-
bers of Assembly have often stolen pub-
lic funds entrustéd to them for expendi-
ture on roads and bridges, jobbery has
often been exposed, and it is the duty
of the Minister to have so thorough a
system of accounts and vouchers that
levery dollar drawn from the treasury
by his Department may be traced. Re-
ceipts from Commissioners, and detailed
statements of all expenditure, should
account for every dollar paid out by the
Chief Commissioner for read service
Some of the points made by Opposition
speakers were exceedingly childish, and
have had the effect of weakening the
force of other points. Few people will
join in the absurd abuse of Mr. Lindsay
for receiving a Supervisor’s commission
for superintending the construction of
an important bridge in his county, it
Leing admitted that Mr. Lindsay is a fit
person to superintend such a stracture.
Few people will endorse the sweeping
resolution of censure to be moved by
Mr. Gough, because it is absurd on the
face of it. “There can be no objection
to the drawing of money by members,
as agents for those to whom the Govern-
ment is indebtéd, providing proper re-
ceipts, signed by those for whom the
money is intended, are given. It'would
be absurd, for instance, to refuse te
give a newspaper correspondent the
amount due his employer for advertis-
ing, on the presentation by the cor-
respondent of a properly reccipted
bill. Mr. Gough is unfortunate in
making no distinction between what is
wrong in itself and what merely affords
an excuse for a speech. * He fails to dis-
criminate between culpable and justifi-
able acts, attacking both with ‘equal
severity, and thus affording the defence
the opportunity to build on their justifl-
able acts in reply to the whole attack.
A keen investigation of the manner in
which by-road money is expended, a
thorough exposure of the rascally pos-
sibilities and realities of the bad system

of keeping accounts in the Board of|

Works Department and by its subordi-
nates, and the presentation of a practi-
cal plan of reform, would entitle Mr.
Gough to the name of a noble benefac-
tor of the Province.

Captninv f!rad'y. -

Mr. Brady, one of the officers of the
ill-fated Atlantie, displayed great skill
and courage in saving the lives ot the
passengers. He was applauded and
forgotten. . His abilities appear ‘not to
have been recognized by his employers,
for, instead of being in command, or
second in command. of one of their
steamsh ips, he was recently a stecrage
passenger in the nhew American steam-
ship Pennsylvania. A storm arose, the
deck was swept by & tremendous sea,
the Captain and the first and second
officers were washed overboard, water
ran down the open hatches, the third
officer cowered in the cabin, and all was
confusion, the demoralized crew and
frightened passengers expecting certain
destruction: But the ship earvied Brady
and his fortunes—in the steerage. Mr.
Brady assumed ecommand, had the en-
gines slowed, slightly changed the
course of the ship, and order, discipline,

* nd a sense of security reigned in the

place of terror and confusion. The
waves washed over the deck and down
the open hatches no longer, because a
sailorwas directingthe ship’s movements.
The Directors of the American Steam-
ship Co. have voted thanks and $1000

-to Cupt. Brady Yor taking the responsi-

bility of vommanding the ship when she
was on the eve of destruction. Little
cnough, certainly. It was announced
that Capt. Brady had been appointed to
command the steamer saved by his sea-
manship, but the report lacks confirma-
tion. Anothier incompetent American
will, probably, get the command, and
Brady be left to scek a situation where
merit is recognized at its value.

A New York jury has risen to the
great moral height, under the inspira-
tion of the praying bands or something
else; of finding a respectable man-killer
guilty of murder in the second degree,
The victim of circumstances in this
case is King, who first beat his wife and

| 1eft her, and then shot a gentleman who

was supposed to be her friend. Ho fol-
lowed in McFarland’s tracks, but the
fates were against him. His sentence
is imprisonment for life. His lawyers
have, of course, moved for a new trial.
£o many murderers have got off with

sentences for manslaughter in the third
or fourth degree that they regard their
client as an ill-used individual.

The Chisclhurst fefe was & successful
demonstration; large deputations from
all parts of France being present. The
Prince, in replying to an address, said
that “thg presence 6f such a large as-
sembly showed the alarm of France for
her fature. He considered a plebiscite
as the only salvation of the country. If
the decision was against Imperialism he
wauld accept it; if in favor of restoring
the empire. he was ready to accept the
responsibility of the Government.” His
address was received with enthusiasm.
Among the prominent Frenchmen pre-
sent. were Ollivier. Rouher, and the
Duke de Grammont. The visit of the
Duke and Duchess of Edinburgh, yes-
terday, will add still farther to the eclat
of the demonstration.

A Gemman paper recently pulnbercd
the commercial marine of the world at
56,281 sailing’ vessels and 5,148 steam-
ships.” First is Great Britain, with 3,061
steamers and 20,842 ships. The United
States comes second. - Then France,
which has 392 steamers and 3,973 sailing
vessels. The great Germany, which has
made such efforts to become a maritime
power, has only 9,084 vessels of all class-
es. Belgium, having but few ports, has
more steamers than sailing vessels.

| LEGISLATURE OF NEW BRUNSWICK,

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

FREDERICTON, March 14— Afternoon.

The House went into Committee of
Supply after dinner, and $160 were grant-
ed for fishing bounty at Campobello.

The motion for a $4,000 loan for the
purchase of stock to the Board of Agri-
culture being moved, the Provincial
Secretary said the Government had not
yet fally considered the recommendation
of the Committee on Agriculture, but if
the change was made the money would be
devoted to its original purpose.

Mr. Gillespie made enquiry in referenc®
to the charge by members of the Go-
vernment, in connection with the Car-
penter and Deacon investigation,

The Chief Commissioner assured the
House that Carpenter had been dismissed
as Supervisor.

In reply to Mr. Gillespie, Hon. Mr.
Tibbets said he got an order from
Theriault for $372 for a shingle machine
on the Board of Works, and, as explain-
ed by him not long since, that amount
should appear against Mr. Theriault in-
stead of himself.

Mr. Gough made an amusing speech on
the subject of the shingle machine.

Mr. Hanington wanted to know what
the Government owed Mr. Theriault for;
it did not appear in the accounts, but was
down for covering the Little Falls
Bridge. .

The Commissioner said he had in-
structed a party in Victoria te roof and
cover the bridge. It had been done and
the money was drawn on Theriault’s

rder. :

Mr. Gillespie brought up the drawing
of money by Napier, and the latter ex-
plained as he did last week.

Hon. Mr. Kelly, in reply to Mr. Han-
ington, explained that the loss of scow,
and night and day crossing with mails
had ‘made the amount of ferriage at Littie
Falls seem.large. No tenders were ask-
ed for the service, and such a course
is not customary.

In reply to Mr. Gough the Commis- -
sioner said he had net accepted the low-
est tender for Little Falls Bridge, but
had given the contract to Mr. Haynes be-
caase he knew he would secure a good
structure. ;

Mr. Adams thought it was not well for
the Government to increase the allow-
ance to Mr. Gowan from three to six -
hundred dollars.

Mr. Hibbard replied as one who had
signed a recommendation for the increas-
ed allowance, that Gowan was an old
public servant and deserved it.

Mr. Gough moved a resolution for }
papers relating to sums paid on bye i
road accounts in Victoria and Mada-
waska. e said he desired to know to
Whom these moneys were directly paid
in the first instance.

$800 were granted for the Deaf and
Dumb Asylum, Halifax; and $650 for
the Deaf and Dumb School, St. John.

In reply to Mr. Wedderburn the Secre-
tary said the grant to the Halifax School
was sought by the Secretary of that in-
stitution to be increased, as eleven New
Brunswick pupils are in it at the present
time, but it is not increased: and is given
this year with the understanding that it
will, in view of the establishment of the
St. John School, probably be withdrawn
ere long.

Mr. Beckwith explained that the grant
is simply one from year to year, depend-
ing on the sumber of non-puying New
Brunswickers at the Halifax school.

Mr. Maher enquired as to what the
terms are on which the grant to the latter
institution is given. He thought there
were no more deserving institutions, and
hoped next year both grants and more
would go to the St. John school.

Mr. Hanington wanted to know if the
institution was to be a boarding school.
He thought it would be better to have
one gootl school at Halifax, partly aided

E

by New Brunswick, than inferior schools

in each place.

The Secretary sald the St. John
school would be a boarding school.
. Mr. Hanington thought it might be well
to establish a day school at St. John, but
also to assist the Halifax school. He re-
ferred to the efficiency of the latter, as
witnessed by himself, and feared the
withdrawal of the grant would not be
good policy.

Mr. Wedderburn said one of the prin-
cipal reasons for the establishment of the
St. John school was in order to secure
home instruction. Out of 8375 mutes in
this Province only eleven are at the Hali-
fax school. It was very desirable to
have both schools, but, as between the
two, he would favor the St. John school.

Mr. Landry thought the Government
should consider the propriety of with-
drawing the grant from the Halifax and
giving greatet facilities to the St. John
School, which should be made as emclent
as possible. i

The Secretary said four of the New
Brunswick pipils at thie Halifax institu-
tion belong to. Westmoreland. There
are sixty-five mates in St. John County,
twenty-six of whom attend the St. John
school. No doubt the present discussion
will be a hint to the Halifax school that
the grant will ere long be twithdrawn.

Mr. Landry said theé only reason why
he would withdraw the grant from Hali-
fax would be to render the St. John
school more efficient.

Mr.. -Hanington said his lcontention
was that the St. John schopl, as other
public schools, should be a day school
for the St. John mutes, but it would take
all the aid both Provinces could give to
keep up one thoroughly eﬂicn.ut institu-
tion.

In reply to Mr. Gillespie Mr. Girouard
said $700 had been expended on a road
to Girouard settlement, and the receipts
are duly fyled.

Mr.Gillespie thought the receiptashould
not be kept in any member’s pocket.

Mr. Girouard sald the teceipts *were in
the office. He got the money in St. John,
but he did not rem->n ber from whom.

Mr. Phillips explained that he had never
expended any money himself.

Mr. Gillespieasked the Secretary where
the $700 given to Mr. Girouard appeared
in the public accounts. It is no wonder
the Government has had so many sup-
porters when monies had been given to
members to spend where they like.

In reply to Mr. Gough the Secretary
said part of the mining appropriation of
last year went to pay back claims, and
only about $1000 were spent on the borer
account. The present grant of $2,000
is for the diamond borer alone.

Mr. Hibbard, referring to the mining
policy of the Government, thought $2,-
000 too small a grant for this ‘year. The
Government was justified in purchasing
a diamond drill, and itshould pay half the

whole mining expenses of the Proyince.
Lumbermen can count every tree on an

acre, While minerals are an uncertainty.
As the Goverhment takes part of the
profit of working mines, they should be
partners in paymng the expenses. The
Lake George Antimony Co. paid twelve or
fifteen thousand dollars before they could
reducc their ore, and now any man can
come and look at their works and do the
same for twelve hundied. That Company
is now making their ore an article of
commeice, and, as a matter of justice,
royalty should be withdiawn. Members
may say what they like in reference to
his following the Government because of
the mining grdnts, but he was pre/pared
to answer any questions on that head.

The Lake George Company has spent
$52,000, and is to spend $12,000 more

 this season; and yet operations of this

cldss are alone of all our industries taxed
by the Government. He thought the
Lake George Compatiy' sliould have a
grant this year, the same as last The
boter will enable the Province. to devel-
ope mining much better and cheaper’
than through any other means.

The deaf and dumb grant and the min-
ing grant were passed.

Hon. Mr. Stevenson, referiing to Mr,
Gillespie’s question, said the survey re-
ferred to was made in 1871, but an ac-
eount of it had.come in late.
