Watching Life of Plants.

From fuller information, now at
hand in regard to the machine by ald
of which the Indian scientist, Sir J.
C. Bose. has been making visible in
London the igrowth of plants, shows
that he does much more than make
visible what everybody already knew—
that plants increase in size. He also
has revealed that the growth of a
plant is by no means steady or con-
tinuous—that it is affected by many of
the Influences besides mere nutriment
that affect the growth of animals. In
short, this machine, which is called a
crescograph and magnifies movement
a million times, proves that plants are
much more alive than it is customary
to credit them with being, and it is not
an altogether fanciful notion that
when the facts In relation to plant
life become better known, .nnmethlng
of consideration for their “feelings"
and something of compunction about*
treating them cruelly may develop.

It seems that there were 14,000 bug-
. gies sold in Los Angelés county alone
in 1898, and 6,500 wagons. Two years
/later the first motorcar appeared and
business thereafter declined steadily.
It is doubtful if 100 buggies & year
are sold now i California. Salesmen
.working in rural distaricts used to sell
au average of two buggies a day and
more sets of harness. One prominent
wagon builder sold $8,000,000 worth
of horse-drawn vehicles in 1896, In
1005 they stopped manufacturing them-
dnd concentrated their production fa-
eilities on motorcars, which they had
gradually developed as their wagon
trade decreased. .

ests. She is at present the time car-
rying on reafforestation work, some-
thing which Canada must come tb in
the near future. This is an indication
that they realize that the end is in

t §sight, as far as the supply is con-

cerned. We have a monopoly of the
supply of pulpwood on this continent.
There is no question about that.

Mr. McMaster: Newfoundland has
a quantity of lumber.

Mr. Caldwell: How long would

{they supply the United States? I have

an estimate of it, but I do not wish to
weary the House with it. The provin-
cial government of New Brunswick
passed an order, providing that pulp-
weed cut on Crown lands should be
exported.. That means pulpwood cut
into four foot lengths. Then what
happened? At that time the size of
the saw log was 10 inches, I think.
Immediately after this our -provincial
government reduced the size of the
saw log to 6 inches, and, in fact, I
think, you will find lots of them go
below that. The United States’ pulp
manufacturer goes upon Crowm lands,
cuts logs into 16 foot lengths, puts
them on the train, ships them into the
United States, cuts them into differ-
ent lengths and grinds them into pulp-
wood. So that the provision of the
provincial government is a joke. How-
ever, an export duty would control
the situation. For fear condemnation
will bée meted out to members who
speak at too great length, I will leave
that point although I would like to
elucidate it further.

I have given the House my criticism
of the budget and my suggestion as
to a good souree of revenue, which
would also develop the manufactur-
ing industries of Capada, and would
be more bemeficial than any other
method, because it means manufac-
turing our own raw materials into the
finished product by our own people.

I come to the consideration of the
amendment offered by the official Op-
position. That the amendment is rath-
er peculiar, in w of the arguments
put forth in support of it. The amend-
ment declares one thing, and the argu-
ment in support of it exactly the op-
posite. In the argument they con-
demn the Government because they
have made a few reductions in the
tariff, and in the amendment they
condemn them because they have mot
made more reductions in the tariff,
and state that this failure will result
in a lowering of the public morality of
Canada, because it is the breaking of
a promise. I think, as far as that
goes, 1 will have to agree with the
official Opposition, that the breaking
of promises, in any case, is a lower-
ing of political or personal morality.

However, as- this amendment is not
moved by a party who have never
broken ‘any promises, it is not the
case of the pot calling the kettle
black, and the pot being blacker than
‘the ‘kettle?"

Then take the argument in regard
to the tariff. In 1919 Sir Thomas
White said there should be a.revision
of the tariff. The government ‘were
very careful not to say whether they
would revise it up or down, but said
it was long overdpe:. I have no doubt
they received some support by mak-
ing that statement at the time—west-
ern as well as eastern support. We
are just as anxious in the East for a
reduction in the tariff as they are in
the West, and I do not want that fact
to escape the attention of the House.
In 1920 when the present ex-Finance
Minister (Sir Henry. Drayton) deliv-
ered his budget speech, you will find
at page 2491 of Hamsard of 1920 that
he said:

*“Our policy calls for a thoro gh re-
visior of the tariff.”

And he said farther,

“The tariff investigatipn has com-
menced and public sittings will be
held throughout Canda after proroga-
tion.”

The investigation was carried on.
When the House met in 1921 the
speech from the Throne stated that
this investigation had been held and
information had been collected to en-
able the government to intelligently
revise the tariff, and that the result
would be-put before the House at that
session. - At least, I take it that the
Speech from the Throne indicated
that legislation would be put before
the House. The Speech used thg
words “Will be put before you in due
time” which, I take it, meant during
that session. That was not carried
out. Here we have promise after
promise in regard to the tariff broken
by the last government. Therefore,
I do not see how a man is going to
make a choice between the two part-
jes. I think both have lowered the
public morality of the country by
breaking the public promises.

Further, Mr. Speaker, I do not con-
sider the present official Oposition
have added much to their political
morality by some of the late addi-
tions to that party. I want to explain
what I mean and I desire to be fairly
definite. The late addition that I re-
fer to consist of men who were read
out of the old Conservative party by
Sir Robert Borden, because they se-
cured war contracts under very sus-
picious circumstances. It also con-
tains men who were the remnants of
provincial governments, who were no-
torious for having received rake-offs
on railway contracts, on timber lands,
and, even, on patriotic gifts to the
mother country in time of war. I do
not purpose to let an aggregation like
that use me as a whip or scourge to
scourge anybody. I am speaking for
myself when I say this, Mr. Speaker.
I presume I can find a way of chastis-
fng the Government or'of reasoning
with them, witHout being made a tool
of by anybody. T will be just as un-
ready to be made a tool by the present
Government to scourge the present
Opposition. I take that independent
stand which I have always taken in
this House to judge every question on
its merits. I do not want anybody to
think they can pull the wool over my
eyes and make me believe black is
white. A
