Conference Adopts Sir Wilfrid's Plan

AT CLINTON, ONT.London. May 14.—The Colonial Conference at its closing session to­
day adopted the motion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in favor of an all 
British subsidized steamship route from the United Kingdom to Aus­
tralia, by way of Canada. A committee is to be appointed to inquire 
into the cost of such a route, and draw up definite proposals on the 
subjeet. The motion of Sir Wilfrid is designed to bring about a re­
duction in freight charges, thus giving an indirect form ef preference 
to the British colonies, reducing the time from England to Australia 
to twenty, instead of thirty days, and in the end diverting some of the 
traffic now going by way of New York.

All these things to him are as a tale 
that has been told and forgotten, just 
as he is trying to forget the recent loss 
of the Leopold, which went to pieces 
while he was taking her to the sealing 
grounds in the Gulf of St. Lawrence. 
He at first even refused that story, but 
later consented, upon condition that the 
pronoun “I” should not appear once.

Capt. Bartlett commanded the Leo­
pold. He is not a writer nor a talker, 
and he has a living to make. So, be­
fore the Roosevelt was dismantled he 
was up In Newfoundland preparing for 
a battle with the ice, which in the 
early spring tears loose from Labrador 
and goes thundering down the coast. 
The sealer was owned by Baird, Gor­
don & Co., of Halifax.

9
From the bridge to this ice the men 

of the sealer made their way. Here 
they paused, hardly knowing what to 
do. The cliff towered over them, and 
ahead was the ice-clogged surf and 
the reefs. They looked at the Leopold. 
She had gone clear over on her star- 
board side, with her forcyards resting 
on a shoal. The rocks worried the 
starboard side out of her, and the car­
go tumbled and splashed into the wat­
ers and was swallowed.

One of the men discovered a number 
of ropes depending from the top of 
the cliff to the base. A beneficent 
government had placed them there in 
view of just such an accident.

Climbed 300 Feet to Safety.
Hauling themselves by their hands, 

digging their feet in any protuberance 
they could find, man after man worked 
up a sheer height of 120 feet, whence 
the remaining 180 feet of ascent were 
more sloping. A slipping of the fingers 
on the rope, the slightest weakness or 
giddiness, meant Instant death, but 
the chance had to be taken. And they 
took it in the darkness, with the hurri­
cane all about, and succeeded to a man.

As Capt. Bartlett, the last man from 
the ship, and the last man from the 
bottom of the cliff, seized the hand 
ropes, he turned toward his vessel a 
last look. As he did so a swell caught 
her, and with cargo out, tossed her 
high. She landed on her beam and 
struggled to right herself, like a 
wounded animal trying to rise. An­
other swell tossed her, and down she 
went again on the grinding rooks. 
When she rose again she was a frayed 
spineless, shapeless hulk. Down she 
crashed on the black crags, and the 
waves ran In, bearing bits of match- 
wood—the dark shape of the Leopold had disappeared

Ten minutes later a thin line of dark 
figures were wending their way across 
the hills to Broad Cove.

On March 6 the sealer was in St. 
Johns harbor, having taken on sealing 
supplies, coal, provisions, and camping 
outfits. She carried tremendous weight 
for a craft of her size, and it weighed 
her down below the usual line of flota- 
tion. In addition, she had 105 seal 
clubbers; for once on the sealing 
grounds—which in the gulf lie between 
latitude 42-48 nortli—work on the thin 
ice must be done quickly, and pelts 
must be gathered by many hands, if a 
satisfactory cargo is to be obtained.

At 1 o’clock the sealer was headed 
out of the harbor for the open sea. It 
was a beautiful day. But the waters 
were jammed with ice. It was a fight 
from the start — steady bucking, 
crunching, grinding, full stop; then a 
rush full speed ahead, a crash; another 
ships length gained. Seven hours had 
elapsed when the brave boat completed 
the three miles, beyond which lay the 
open water off Cape Spear.

It was 8 o’clock when the Leopold 
steamed into open water. As she 
rounded the cape the heavens, which 
all afternoon had been of clearest blue 
and, after sunset, studded with stars, 
suddenly became black. The wind be­
gan to moan from the southeast, and 
inside of fifteen minutes half a gale 
accompanied by blinding snow, was 
assailing the coast bitterly.

Capt. Bartlett’s problem was this; 
He had to take his boat down the 
coast until Cape Race had been cleared 
when he could head northwest, taking 
his vessel past Cape Breton and 
Pierre Miquelon, finally entering 
gulf.

between his imperial sentiment and i 
his polite instincts on the one side, and 
his strict sense of professional duty on 
the other. He excuses Mr. Moor on the 
ground that the latter is “probably 
influenced by climatic conditions in the 
selection of his wearing apparel."While 
the routine of social and official en­
gagements in London demand that ap­
propriate mufti or uniform be worn, 
the Premier of Natal “prefers easy- 
fitting garments to those which define 
or confine the body." Further on we 
are told that Mr. Moor's trousers are 
easy of fit and in his own country he 
has occasionally been seen—oh, horror!
—In nether garments which were ver­
itable “bags." Tailor and Cutter ear­
nestly hopes that he will reform. “His 
experience of his present visit," it 
says, “may induce a change of mind 
in his sartorial equipment before he 
returns to his farm near Estcourt."

Sir Joseph Ward, of New Zealand, 
comes through the inspection with 
more credit, though he falls far below 
the Tailor and Cutter’s ideal. Here is 
the verdict:

“New Zealand is a good country 
for tailoring, and the average stand­
ard of workmanship is as high there 
as in any other colony; but we doubt 
If the clothes worn by the premier 
were all made there. His frock coat 
was a very fine specimen of work­
manship, the collar and lapels being 
in good harmony. The adjustment 
and height of the collar were correct 
for a figure of his build, but we 
would have preferred the silk at the 
top of the lapels to be a little 
wider.

“The waistcoat was also well cut, 
and lay snugly to the breast from the 
neck to the top button, and the neat 
white vest slip showed that Sir 
Joseph has some pretensions to good 
taste. He is passably good in his dress 
both at home and abroad, and, like 
his predecessor, the late Mr. Sed­
don, is a man of individuality and 
worth."
Tailor and Cutter is entirely in ac­

cord with Herr Teufelsdrockh, as to 
the importance of clothes. Being a 
good dresser. Sir Joseph le necessar­
ily a man of worth. A far more diffi­
cult problem was Gen. Botha. Tailor 
and Cutter approaches it with kindly 
tact by dwelling on the general's 
“steady, thoughtful, pleasant look." 
But that was a minor detail. The gen­
eral gave the impression that he was 
slightly bored and would gladly have 
folded up his frock coat and hung up 
his new silk hat on the nearest peg, in 
exchange for a short jacket and a soft, 
easy-fitting felt hat. To quote:

“The skirts of a frock coat require 
nearly as much management as a 
sword scabbard, and appear to be 
continually in the way of one's legs 
until the wearer is accustomed to 
their hang.

ITHE PREMIERS AND THEIR 
CLOTHES.

: A well-known writer laments the un- 
loveliness of the modern man. In 

every other species or genus in ani- 
mated nature, the male, almost with­
out exception, may claim to be the 
fair sex. The lioness is no beauty 
.beside the lion with his lordly mane.
It is the male peacock that has the 

■gorgeous tail; his mate is a somber 
and homespun little body. In all the 
feathered kingdom the male carries the 
finest plumage, but when we come to 
the genus homo, the rule is reversed. 
The beaux of a hundred years ago, and 
for centuries before that, arrayed 
themselves in silks and satins, and 
vied with the belles in chromatic 
splendor, and the elaboration of their 
toilets. Readers of his diary know how 
deeply the excellent Mr. Pepys was en­
grossed with the matter of dress. 
“Called at my tailor today and there 
first put on a summer suit this year; 
but it was not my finest flowered tabby 
vest and colored camelott tunique, be­
cause it was too fine, with the gold 
lace at the hands, that I was afeared 
to be seen in it." Everyone with aes­
thetic sensibilities who gazes on a 
picture of the eighteenth or seven­
teenth century gallant, with his peri- 
wig. his ruffles, and his embroidery, 
must deplore the complete triumph of 
utilitarianism in the costume of the 
man of today. His so-called dress- 
suit looks like an emblem of mourn- 
ing, and he is so shy of any touch of 
primary colors that only under com­
pulsion will he wear on the street the 
necktie purchased by his wife. At 
swell affairs the society reporter tells 
that Miss A. was sweetly charming In 
Duchess satin trimmed with old point 
lace, and Mrs. B. looked thrilling In 
electric blue; but never a word about 
Percy's waistcoat or cravat.

These reflections are inspired by a 
marked copy of the Tailor and Cutter, 
of London, England, which has just 
reached this office. The publishers call 
attention to the article on “The Colon­
ial Premiers and Their Clothes," which 
opens up an entirely new line of criti- 
cism of public men. “The daily press," 
says our British contemporary, “has 
done a great deal to acquaint the peo­
ple of the mother country with the 
character of these gentlemen who are 
now holding a conference to discuss 
many matters of common Interest, but 
our present aim is to deal with them 
from a sartorial standpoint."

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, we are told, 
"seems to have inherited the good taste 
of his French ancestors, and is always 
a well-dressed gentleman, whom we 
have invariably associated with a 
well-cut frock coat, a neat vest, and 
trousers cut with great precision. It 
would be hard to pass adverse criti­
cism on any feature of his sartorial ap­
pearance; even his silk scarves display 
judgment in selection, and are always 
in harmony with the color of his 
clothes." But the arbiter elegantiarum 
of the Tailor and Cutter finds one flaw: 
"Perhaps it is his own desire, or it 
may be the style of his particular 
tailor, to arrange a short break on the 
fore part of his coat, and to button 
the lapels rather higher than fashion 
at present dictates." Even with this 
blemish, Sir Wilfrid is pronounced the 
best-dressed of colonial premiers, “and 
this applies to his Canadian as well 
as his British outfit." No doubt, Sir 
Wilfrid will have the defect remedied 
by his British tailor before he leaves 
“dear old Lunnon," which sets the 
styles In men's attire.

The Premier of Australia, we are in- 
formed, halls from a people who de­
light in open, outdoor life, and may 
generally be seen in an ordinary 
lounge jacket, “which seems to be in­
digenous to the tailoring of Austra- 
Ila." A conventional frock coat adorned 
his figure, and the ordinary lines had 
been followed, “but the collar and 
lapels were deeper and heavier than 
is customary at present, the lapels 
especially showing too much breadth 
where they joined the collar ends."

Over $7,000,000 Declared To Be at
Stake—In African

Waters.HOW CANADA STOPPED GUN

worked upon the moment the Alfred 
Nobel arrives In the Indian Ocean.

First comes the troopship Merestein, 
lost in Saldhana Bay off Jutton 
Island. Gardiner has located the 
Merestein in eighteen and one-half 
fathoms of water on a rocky bottom. 
She carried $500,000 worth of gold in­
gots and $100,000 of silver bars. It is 
certain that the treasure has not so 
far been disturbed.

Next comes the famous Dorothea, 
lost off the Zulu coast, two miles east 
of Cape Vidal, in very shallow water— 
between four and seven fathoms. This 
little steamer had on board $3,225,000 
worth of gold, which the late Presi­
dent Kruger is said to have stolen from 
the mines and consigned to South 
America against the evil day his 
shrewd judgment foresaw in the near 
future.

And thirdly comes the Thermopylae, 
which lies under six or seven fathoms 
off Green Point flashlight. A little 
work has already been done on this 
ship, and a great number of bars of 
copper, pure tin and some tons of sil­
ver ore taken out of her. But this 
was before the vessel broke up, and 
the rest of her silver treasure, amount- 
ing to about $205,000 worth, still re­
mains.

The fourth wreck is the Wilhelm Der 
Secunda, ashore at Martha’s Point. 
For two whole seasons she was sought, 
and ultimately discovered by the Dutch 
diver, Steyn. She is known to have 
carried over $600,000 worth of gold and 
diamonds, much of It captured from 
three pirates In the waters round about 
Java and the Dutch Indies generally. 
Diver Steyn recovered several silver 
bars with his own hands, but no regu­
lar work has so far been undertaken, 
as the necessary appliances were lack­
ing.

The Crayenstein, also sought by the 
new expedition, was an armed mer­
chantman belonging to the Government 
of the Netherlands, and was wrecked 
so long ago as 1698. It was in Janu­
ary of last year that Capt. Gardiner 
located the remains of this ship in six 
fathoms off Oudekraal, and he took 
cross bearings in order the more ac­
curately to localize her in future.

The sixth ship is also a Dutch ves­
sel, the Middleburg, with a cargo of 
bullion bars, tin, lead and silver. Gar­
diner has already located and examined 
this treasure ship, which lies in only 
three fathoms in Hoetjes Bay. Work 
was begun upon her, but the small 
pumps which Capt. Gardiner had with 
him were insufficient to keep down the 
sand in which the wreck lies.

The master of the little Alfred No­
bel is surely the champion wrecker of 
our age, because he has information of 
fifteen other vessels; and to make the 
story complete—how Stevenson would 
have reveled in it! —he has supplied 
the company financing him with a 
complete set of charts, on which the 
positions of the various treasure ships 
are accurately marked.

Thus for the next few months all 
eyes will be turned to the South Afri-

An old - fashioned, full - flavored 
“treasure" story of sunken bullion, pi­
rates and armed merchantmen sounds 
ridiculously out of date; and yet an 
expedition goes forth this week from 
the London docks which seems to have 
more chance of success than any sim­
ilar venture in recent years.

It may be news to most people that 
prospecting for treasure at the bottom 
of the sea is by no means confined to 
pearl and coral diving—as witness the 
repeated efforts to get her tons of gold 
out of the old British frigate Lutine, 
wrecked in the Zuyder Zee nearly a 
century ago.

Company after company has been In­
corporated under British, French and 
Dutch laws to salve this treasure ship, 
and already millions of dollars’ worth 
of gold have been taken from her. At 
one time the poor Dutch fishermen re- 
allied fortunes in a single day by lit­
erally fishing up chests of gold with 
their nets. It is worth noting in pass-

CONDUCTOR THOMPSON'S CASE.
The case of the London railway con­

ductor, Joseph Thompson, sentenced to 
three years in the penitentiary for dis­
obedience of orders. Is without a prece­
dent in this country, and excites wide­
spread interest and sympathy.

Mr. Thompson has been a good citi­
zen, and a devoted husband and father. 
His record as a railwayman had been 
excellent till the time of his costly 
error, but even after this slip another 
railway company ha sufficient confi­
dence in him to give him a responsible 
position, that of ya; 1 foreman in this 
city.

Where negligence has been attended 
with fatal results, the question of 
motive has invariably weighed with 
those intrusted with the enforcement 
of the law. The case of the man who 
kills another tn mistake for a deer—a 
frequent occurrence In the hunting sea­
son—seems to be on all-fours with 
the case of Conductor Thompson, but 
there is no instance of punishment for 
erring huntsmen. A calamity of this 
sort is regarded as an accident, and 
treated as such by the law. A mistake 
in a medical prescription might cost a 
life, but it would not be visited with 
legal penalties. Conductor Thompson 
is branded as a criminal, and must go 
through life with the taint of the pen­
itentiary on him, but he is innocent of 
criminal motives. He was guilty only 
of a momentary lapse of memory,which 
may have been superinduced by over­
work and insufficiency of sleep. Just 
how far he is responsible for working 
too long at a stretch has not been de­
termined.

The railwayman knows that the 
slightest disobedience will cost him his 
position, and that lives are dependent 
upon him. It is questionable whether 
he can be more strongly impressed by 
such examples as the severity of Con­
ductor Thompson's punishment. In

Another successful case of treasure 
diving was that of the Alphonso XII., 
sunk off Point Gando Grand Canary 
with over $400,000 watth of Spanish 
gold coin on board. Nor does this com­
plete the recent list, r may mention 
the steamer Skyro, sunk in over 30 fa­
thoms off Cape Finisterre with an 
enormous quantity of bar silver; and 
the Hamilla Mitchell, *t on the Leu- 
conna Rock, near Shothai, with specie 
worth $700,000. The divers in this case 
only recovered half The treasure, for 
they were interrupted by piratical 
junks. and the salvage party had to 
flee for their lives.

The central figure in the latest ex­
pedition is Capt. Gardiner. Appropri­
ately enough, his has been a most ro­
mantic career. He was a midshipman 
on the famous gunboat Condor when 
Lord Charles Beresford was earning 
name and fame in the bombardment 
of Alexandria. And Gardiner also saw 
much service In the recent Boer war.

Within the past few weeks,this ad­
venturer lias been very busy on a lit­
tle 800-ton steamer called the Alfred 
Nobel, which lay in the docks at Black- 
wall, London—a mere toy under the 
mighty hull of the Tintagel Castle. For 
some time the Alfred Nobel had been 
in the hands of contractors, who were 
fitting into her all kinds of salvage ap­
pliances—powerful pumps, triple ex­
pansion engines, great searchlights, 
air compressors and winches,which lat­
ter, it is eventually hoped, will be 
called upon to raise masses of treas­
ure from comparatively shallow water.

Gardiner’s new command is precise­
ly the kind of little vessel one would 
think is cut out for success. A queer 
little craft: some parts of her resemble 
a yacht. For example,’ there are ele­
gant satinwood cabins, electric fans 
and brocaded curtains.

Sentiment of Republic So Fixed 
That Roosevelt Could Not 

Hope to Win.

New York. May 13.—It is extremely hard 
to separate whatever third term sentiment 
there may be in this country from the per­
sonal side of President Roosevelt. There 
are plenty of people who admire him and 
talk extravagantly about his perform­
ances, but it does not by any means fol­
low that they would vote for him for a 
third term.

There are lots of rich men, thousands 
upon thousands of people whose property 
is tied up in great corporations, who do 
not like the President. They seem to 
think, however, that he is determined to 
have another term for himself, and they 
all predict with the utmost freedom, these 
people who do not like him, that Roose- 
velt will be his own successor, or, at 
least, that he will try to be his own suc­
cessor.

Admiration for the President does not 
necessarily mean that people think he 
should be a perpetual president. Animos­
ity to him should not convince anyone 
that he is dishonestly seeking to succeed 
himself, and to violate the repeated pledges 
he has made to the American people. Most 
people who talk third term are enemies of 
the President. Most of his friends do not 
believe a third term possible.

Decision Is With People.
A decision of such a momentous ques­

tion must, of course, rest with the people. 
That means, of course, the people them­
eelves, not the persons who write letters 
to the newspapers, nor the men who sit 
at the head of the table at a meeting of 
important boards of directors, nor those 
who are often in the public eye, but just 
the people.

There is no doubt President Roosevelt 
has built up a sort of mania or adoration 
which attaches to everything he does. He 
is a spectacular man. He works by fits

Craze of Speculation, Just Like 
One of Wall Street’s, Is 

Raging.

Tokio, May 1$.—“The get-rich-quick 
fever has seized Japan and unless the 
nation sobers down speculative crises 
will soon become as common here as 
they are in Wall street.”

Such is the opinion of an American 
merchant who has Just been inter­
viewed in connection with his business 
tour throughout the east.

"I was amazed at the amount of 
speculation which is now being in­
dulged In by all classes in the princi­
pal cities," he said.

"The stock exchange In Tokio, which 
unlike ours in Wall street is thrown 
open to the public, is frequently the 
scene of great excitement, and bucket 
shops of the worst description abound 
both in the capital and in other cities. 
The produce and the rice exchanges 
are other centers of feverish gambling 
and already the newspapers are pre­
dicting that unless legislation is 
changed some Japanese Leiter will 
yet attempt a corner in rice.

"I have just learned that companies 
and syndicates floated during the 12' 
months ending January last represent­
ed the astonishing total capitalization 
of $700,000,000.

“Many of these concerns were orig­
inally of the soundest description pos­
sible, but Japanese company promoters 
whose numbers are rapidly growing 
have recently been responsible for 
the most rotten deals.

"In land and house property, too. 
there was much speculation. In north­
ern Japan, more especially, property 
has in many cases trebled in value.

"Happily Japanese women do not 
speculate and take very little Interest 
in business affairs. The railways 
owned by the state also afford no 
field for mamnipulation and specula­
tion, and the tramways in Tokio are 
shortly to be municipalized.

“I have talked with some of the 
sober minded statesmen of Japan and 
they believe that the present fever is 
a passing phase, due to the great 
wave of prosperity which is passing 
over the nation and to the elation 
consequent upon her victories.”

Bull Movement in Wheat Set 
Market Seething, Catching

of

Belated Shorts. 1
New York, May 13.—"Dollar wheat" 

in the Chicago board of trade today 
was reflected in a violent advance on 
the produce exchange here and trading 
assumed tremendous proportions, at­
tended with much excitement. The 
entrance of the public In the local 
grain market was a feature of the 
day’s trading. July wheat opened at 
100% to 1031k, an advance of 4 cents 
over Saturday’s close at 99 1-8, while 
September opened at 1013-8, an ad­
vance of four cents over Saturday’s 
close. December jumped from 104 to 
105%, December closed on Saturday at 
101%. In the first hour it is estimated 
that over 2,000,000 bushels were bought 
and sold in the pit. Severe losses are 
said to have been sustained by belat­
ed shorts.

Liverpool gave warning of the up­
ward movement by sending over high­
er prices. Reports from the British 
grain market indicated a panicky con­
dition for the first time in years be­
cause of the gloomy - advices from 
Russia and the continent on the 
wheat crop. When the gong sounded 
for the opening day there was a wild 
rush to execute orders for both ac­
counts. There had been a heavy ac­
cumulation of buying orders over Sun­
day, and brokers trying to execute 
their commissions frequently bought 
above the market. Fluctuations were 
violent, and in some instances a cent 
apart. Every advance noted on the 
Chicago market was greeted with 
cheers by the local bulls, who proceed­
ed to bid up prices on the shorts. 
After the first hour the market became 
quieter.

The pit seethed and boiled with ex­
citement in the first hour. Brokers 
pressed and crowded each other in 
anxious endeavor to catch the opening 
prices, and when it was seen that the 
market was running away they exe­
cuted their commissions at the best 
prices obtainable.

During the afternoon there came a 
pause in outside commission house 
buying, and prices fell off from 1 to 5% 
cents from the early advance.

Ladies Dorothy and Aurelia Howard, 
daughters of the Earl of Carlisle, did 
their best for the Liberal candidate, 
while their brother. Lord Morpeth, the 
heir to the earldom, energetically sup- 
ported the Conservative candidate. 
But it was merely a fresh illustration of 
ihe divisions in the noble house of Car- 
lisle which give it a unique claim to1 
distinction among aristocratic English 
families, whose members usually fol- 

low their leaders as blindly as flocks 
of sheep.

On political and social questions the 
family is hopeslessly at odds. Un- 
bridgeable controversial chasms sepa­
rate them. The earl is a conservative 
of the old fashioned type. A notable 
member of the house of lords, he 
regards it with veneration as the chief 
pillar of the constitution. He believes 
in the superiority of blue blood, caste 
distinction, and all the rest of the aris­
tocratic creed. He is opposed to wom­
an suffrage and every other phase of 
the woman’s rights movements.

The countess who can boast a pedi- 
gree quite the equal of her husband’s, 
by some strange reversal of the law of 
heredity, is a rampant radical. With

Indian Agency, South Dakota, May 
13.—Twenty thousand Indian warriors, 
backed by all the squaws and papooses 
of the great Sioux tribe, are keyed to 
a tiptoe of excitement over the antici­
pated early death of the aged chief, 
Red Cloud, and the election and selec­
tion of a successor to the sachem who 
has ruled over all the different bands 
of the Sioux Nation for more than 
forty years. For many “moons" Maqpe- 
Luta Red Cloud has been near death, 
and has fought the fight of a brave 
Indian with the “Death Spirit," but 
the old man has now given in, and 
realizes that his time has come to die. 
In preparation for his early death, two 
weeks ago Red Cloud dictated a letter 
to Buffalo Bill, his white friend, asking 
him to be good to his people after he 
himself was dead. After finishing his 
dictation. Red Cloud announced to his 
family and friends that he was near 
to the entrance to the Happy Hunting 
Grounds, and that he was ready and 
anxious to take the trail which leads 
thereto. And the Indians are as much 
worked up over the election of a new 
chief as they are over the approach­
ing death of their present ruler.

Red Cloud won the chieftainship of 
the Sioux tribe 40 years ago by sheer 
ability, and by his hostility to the 
whites, his fighting qualities, general- 
ship, bravery, and diplomacy.

Red Cloud's great rival was Sitting 
Bull. And today the rivalry which 
existed between those two redoubtable 
warriors is being repeated in their 
children. Jack Red Cloud son of Maq- 
pe-Luta, wants to succeed his father 
as head chief, and One Bull, son of the 
famous Sitting Bull, also wants the 
position.

American Horse is known in war, and 
he is known in council. His fame in 
either is only slightly below that of 
Red Cloud. He is a friend of the 
whites, and at the same time is a 
friend of the reds. Last fall, when 
the runaway Ute Indians were corralled 
in Northern Wyoming, they demanded 
that American Horse be sent for to re­
present them in the “pow-wow" which 
was to be held. And in that council, 
where the Government was represented 
by some of its most able army officers, 
old American Horse so manipulated 
things that by his diplomacy the Utes 
received even more than they asked 
for, the army officers being thoroughly 
out-generaled.

Boise, Idaho, May 14.—With twelve 
jurymen in the box, four of whom 
have been passed for cause by both the 
prosecution and the defense, and 74 
talesmen yet to be called, the trial of 
William D. Haywood, charged with 
the murder of Former Governor Steun- 
enberg, opens today with every pros­
pect of a completed jury before the 
end of the week.

Counsel on both sides have been 
given the widest range in examining 
talesmen.

The prosecution has in every case 
endeavored to bring out the connec­
tions of the jurymen since the murder 
of the former governor, but when the 
talesmen have been turned over to the 
attorneys for the defense, the range 
of the questioning has invariably wid­
ened. E, F. Richardson, who so far 
has conducted the examination, among 
other things, invariably goes into the

English capitalists have bought a 
copper claim of 40 acres in the Nipis- 
sing district adjoining the copper 
properties now owned by the Nipissing 
Copper and Silver Company. The price 
is about $63,000.

The contract has been let for in­
stalling an electric power plant at Co­
balt, to cost half a million dollars. The 
plant will supply the power to operate 
the mines of the district and work will 
begin at once.

A prospector recently brought from 
Lake Abitibi a handful of ore which 
he could not define. Some Toronto 
men bought these for $16, and on ex­
amining and assaying the samples they 
were found to contain platinum. A 
close corporation has been organized to 
develop the property.

There are 40 men at work on the 
Nancy Helen property, and the foun- 
dations are laid for the power house 
just south of the shaft house. 36x66 
feet. It was originally intended to lo- 
cate this power house on the lake 
shore, but they have decided to build 
it at the works, and pump the water 
up from the lake instead. The Nancy 
Helen and the Cleveland-Cobalt Intend 
to put in a joint pump, and both prop- 
erties will be supplied from the same 
pump.

It is understood that one of the large 
Cobalt companies is attempting to make| 
arrangements with one of the concen­
trator companies lately organized to 
handle all the low-grade ore mined on 
that property so far. There are now 
several properties in the camp which 
have as much as $200.000 worth of low- 
grade ore lying on their separate' 
dumps. The statement was made last 
week that a couple of concentrators 
might be built In Cobalt this year.
