A summary of the changes follows:

Article 3.—Fifteen days, instead of
Idurt.een.‘ are allowed for the repatria
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tion.
Article 6.—Providing that no damage
or harm shall be done to persons and
property in territory evacuated by the
Germans, has a sentence added speci-
fically stipulating that no person shall
be prosecuted for offences of participa-
tion in war measures prior to the sign-
ing of the armistice.
Dellvery of Rolling Stock.
Article 7.—Providing for the abandon-
ment or delivery in good order to the
associated powers of all roade and
means of communication and trans-
portation in evacuated territory, calls
for 150.000 wagons (railroad cars), in-
stead of 50,000; 5,000 motor lorries in-
stead of 10,000, and requires that all
civil and military personnel at present
employed on such means of communi- |
cation and transportation, including
waterways, shall remain.
