The occasion
for a Council (vs. 1, 2). Jerusalem
was the great -centre of the Christian
faith and was Judaistic in its preju-
dices. Antioch was the centre of Gen-
tile Okristian influence. The church
at Jerwsalem was solicitous for the
purity of the Christian body every-
where, and, receiving the impression

#he Gentile conmverts at Antiech
ere mot fully im harmony with the
princigies of Christianity becauss they
did aet observe Jewish rites, some
tried & convimes them that they could
not be saved without keeping the law
of Meses. Paul and Barnabas were at
Antiesh aand etrongly opposed the
teaciiag of the mea who came from
Jernsulemm, wat were not able to con-
vince them that say one.could be sev-
ed wie did not eonform to the Jewish
rite of ciroumeision. The church at
Aotiosh decided that it was best for
Pal and Barnabas and others of their

Moses—a conviction of the divine or-
igin of the iaw_ of the inspiration of
the prophets, of the infallible author-
ity of the gcriptures, as much as his
opponents had. He had a deep in-
sight into the doctrines of divide
grace, which they had not. The
church at ‘Antioch ways not obliged to
consult the church at Jerusalem, but
it was proper to do so. Paul desired
to let the leaders of the church know
exactly what he had been preaching.
He helieved he had a commission
from Christ to preach His gospel
wherever he found souls to be saved.
The spirit of brotherly love and faith
pervaded the church council. They
had no conception of church authority
apart from God's Spirit. There wae
no assumption of superiority on Peter’
part. He spoke strongly, but with
deference te the judgment of all. Paul
represented the Gentiles and mlission-
ary work. Barnabas the church at
Antioch. James summed up the mat-
ter and gave his judgment. That
first  church ceuncil affords an
example of Christian prudence,
brotherly love and wisdem un-
der inspired guidance. Peter's
words were weighty, seeing that God
had revealed directly to him the re-
lation of the Gentiles to the gospel.
He would have been intsasely .Jawish
but for his experience in the conver-
sion of Cornelius. The fact that the
Gentiles had received the Holy Ghost.
Peter considered to be a significant
proof that God was pleased to save
them.

Il. Extended for the promotion of
piety. The council of Jerusalem made
very clear the distinction between
liberty and authority in their relation
to each other in the Christian life.
The testimony of the Spirit in the
facts rehearsed was plainly the veice
of God to the apesiles. Discussion
was full, impartial and thorough.
There was in Paul a noble spirit of
conciliation as to methods and usages.
He who had made havoc of the church
now kept it togethar., The Courcil
wisely met the two-feld danger, which
confronted the church, by declaring
that the old ferms were no longer
binding, but that Christian liberty
ought to be set under safe, prudent
and mutually accepted rules and re-
straints, which were necessary for
the preservation of secial interceurse
between Jewish and Geatile brethren.

HORSES SOUND.

KEEPING

The horse is so much in demand at
thie time of the year en the farm that
it is well to look into his condition,
and keep him in the best of streagth
and vigor.

A state of staleness quite often
supervenes in stabled horses, as the
result of long-continued regular work,
and especially so wlen the werk is
hard and of a rush order.

But constant work aione is not the
%0’ cause - it is only a primary ore,
tor the usual stable dietary is likewise
a factor which contributes eventuaily
t0 bring about such sialeness on ac-
ccunt of its dry character. rleavy
feeding of corn, or ether wohle grain,
especially has this temdency. Oats
ontail a certain heating effect, though
in themeelves oats is a perfectly
wholesome food, and the ‘more heat-
ing and stimulating the diet is, Lhe
mors apt it is to induee staleness.

By a stale eonditiom is meant the
more or less impairing of the horse’s
wcrking efficiency, a depression of the
animal's vital enercy. and net im its
full flush of health and vigor.

One of the most promising systems
of staleness is shown when the hovse
ceases to thrive and loses ®odily con-
dition, becoming exeessively finely
drawn and looking womewhat tucked
up in the belly, the latter being a
specially characteristic sign. The soat
of the amimal appears harsh amd dull,
preseating a “‘dried-up”’ appearance,

This
affords a most wolcome ehenge and
aseists to alleviate amy symptoms of
etaleness that may he present.

Different Systems of Computing It
and Their Varying Figures.

As iopg ago as 1860 John Phillips,
the geglogist, estimated that the time
requi for the deposition of the
stratified rocks lay between 38,000,000
and 96,000,000 years. This was prob-
ably the only estimate prior to Kel-
vin's epoch making paper of 1862.
Since that time many estimates have
been made, varying.all the way from
17,000,000 years to 400,000,000 years.

Kelvin was the first to discuss the
age of the earth considered as a cool-
ing body. In 1893 Clarence King in-
troduced the important criterion of
tidal stability and reached the conclu-
sion that 24,000,000 represented the
conditions. This result was adopted
by Kelvin in 1897, and then he placed
the limits as 20,000,000 and 40,000,000
years.

Only Sir George Darwin has dis-
cussed the age of the earth from a
purely astronomical point of view.

From his theory of the earth moon
system he derived an estimate of
qmore than 56,000,000 years, which for
a long time stood between groups of
higher and lower figures. J. Joley
was the first to basg estimates of the
age of the earth in 1899 on the sod-
ium contained in the ocean. Adopt-
ing the hypothesis that the sodium
content of the ocean is derived at a
constant rate from that of the rocks,
he arrived at an age of 80,000,000 or
90,000,000 years and increased this by
10,000,00 in 1900. In 1909 Mr. Sollas
made a searching inquiry ~into this
subject and placed the age of the
ocean at between 80,000,000 and 150,-
000,000 years. i

PROGRESS CONTINUES.

_QM-nAmlu'Kewpp 'lﬂ)irk :

LONDON, May 22.—The Russjj

A Constantinople correspondent
says that Field Marshal Liman von
Sanders is assembling a strong force
of Turkish troops at Sivas, in Asia-
tic Turkey, to oppose the advance of
the Russians. The Turks are equip-
ped abundantly with artillery.

The correspondent also says that
Turkey has called out recruits of the
ages of 17 and 18.

The Russian occupationp of Sakiz
and their advance upon the village of
Ban is of extreme importance, and
establishes a direct line of communi-
cation between the two Russian
groups which are operating against
the Turkish Mesopotamian army.

“Four thousand German troops
are expected at Bagdad in June,”
says The Times’ Bucharest correspon-
dent. “Twelve thousand Austrians
already are there. The Turks are
weakening the defence of Constantin-
ople, sending all possible reinforce-
ments to Asia Minor and concentrat-
ing a large force at Marash, three
days’ march mnorth-east of Alexan-
dretta (on the Mediterranean in
Northern Syria), where they fear an
attempted landing by Entente allies.”

Although little has been known re-
garding the military operations in
this immediate district, which lies
between Lake Urumiah and Khani-
kan, on the Persian border north-east
of Bagdad, Kurdish bands, supported
by Turkish regulars, have been for
a long time attempting to make in-
roads into Persia, and, by cutting off
from each other the Russian armies
advancing toward the Mesopotamian
border, make their progress impos-
gible, It is apparent that in these
efforts they had been so successful
as to capture the Persian towns of
Sakiz and Ban, but, as officially an-
nounced, the Russiang recently oust-
ed them from the positions, and the
danger created by this wedge into
the Russian line has been removed.

Ban is near the Turkish border,
and along a 200-mile frant the Rus-
slan armies are now drawn up close
to the Mesopotamian frontier. Milit-
ary experts believe that further pro-
gress for the Russians should be.con-
siderably facilitated by this straight-
ening out of the Russian line and the
establishment of direct communica-
tion, which not only makes further
Kurdigsh inroads impossible, but
lightens the difficult task of provis-
foning, which delayed the Russian
progress in Asia Minor.

ANCIENT FLOATING PALACE.

The Wonderful Ship Bullt' For Hiero,
King of Syracuse.

The antiquity of ships may not be
gauged, for In Genesis it is recorded
that ships were even old on the Medi-
terranean in the days of Jacob. Fully
1830 years before Christ, Ammon built
long and tall ships with sails on the
Red sea. Ninety years later the ship
Argo was built, “the first Greek veg-
sel which ventured to pass through the
sea without sight of land, being guided
only by the stars.”

The wonderful vessel built for Hiero,
king of Syracuse, excited curiosity and
wonder. The craft was constructed
under the direction of the celebrated
mathematician, Archimedes, by a ship-
builder at Corinth, from wood cut on
Mount Etna. Her decks were paved
with small and odd tiles, on which
were depicted with- wonderful art
scenes from Homer’s “Iliad.”

On the upper deck was a gymnasium
containing gardens planted with many
kinds of shrubs, with walks between
them overshadowed by vines and ivy,
the roots of which were nourished in
moistened earth. Near this apartment
was a dining room dedicated to Venus,
paved with agates and precious stones.
The walls and eceiling were of cypress,
and the doors of ivory.—Argonaut.

Poor old Janus! Do you know how

shamefully posterity has maligned

him? You have heard all your life that
January was named for the Roman
god Janus and that Janus was the god
of war, hence the first month of the
year must be turbulent. Or perhaps
you have gone deeper into the'signifi-
cance of the first month’s name and

“have been told that it was given the

honor of heralding that gory god be-
cause he had two faces, one. looking
into the past and the other looking into
the future, as the first month of the
year naturally would do. But through
it all you have held rigidly béfore you
the fact that he was the patron, the
devotee, perhaps even the instigator of
war.

As a matter of history, Janus was a
venerable and thoroughly established
deity before the little band of Trojans
carried eastern culture to Italy, when
the primitive Italians had not begun to
suspect that war was an institution
which called for a “goat.” War needed
no justification or excuse. Men fought
because that seemed the only thing to
do. As for Janus, he wag their great-
est sun god. He presided over the ris-
ing and setting of the sun, and hence
he was the god who looked after the
propitious beginnings and happy end-
ings of all undertakings.

His temple
in Rome was closed only in time of
peace, and as there seldom was peace
it _was usually open. Hence he was
called the god of war.

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New Report on Water-Works of Canada

A new edition of **Water-works and
Sewerage Systems of Canada,” by Leo
G. Dennis, has just been issued by
Commission of Conversation. In the
present report the various physical
. and financial data respecting water-
water-works have been brought up to
date and a new section on sewerage
systems has been added. The book is
a royal octavo volume, handsomely
boupd in cloth, contains 179 pages of
text and is well illustrated with 25
half-tones and 5 diagrams.

In the year of Confederation there
were only 7 water-worke plants in
Canada ; to-day there are 528. These
have heen built at a total cost of
$123,725,633 and entail an annual
maintenuuce charge of $4,5568,539.
The total daily consumption is 429,
877.000 imperial gallons, ranging from
50 gallons in Manitoba to 143 in
New Brunswick.

There are 206 plants supplied from

springs or wells and 322 from lakes |

or gtreams. In 72 plants the water is
filtered and in 21 plants it is treated
with hypochlorite, specified, it is
-gshown that flat raies ave used in 209
cases, meters in 30, and both flat
and meter in 141.

There are 279 sewarage svstems in
Canada, baving an aggregate milage
of 4,223 and which haye been built
at a total cost of $74,504,418. In
only 75 municipalitis is the sewarage
treated. FProportionally to population,
the West, with 28 treatment plants,
'makes a much better showing than
.the East, with 47. The total cost of
he treatment plants is $3,218,985.

HLL AGAIN ATTACKED

Verdun Onslaught Ce:ttres on
Le Mort Homme.

-
Entire Sector is Violently Bombarded
and German Infantry Advance
Results in a Momentary Success
Along the First Line of Trenches
—French Counter - attack Re-
stores Original Positions. i

PARIS, May 22.—The Crown
Prince’s forces returned Saturday af-
ternoon to their efforts to capture Le
Mort Homme, on the west bank of
the Meuse. The attack, which was
preceded by more than usually vio-
lent artillery fire, was made simul-
taneously on the whole sector of the
French front which has Le Mort
Homme as its centre. After fighting
through the rest of the afternoon the
Germans were left in occupation of
some elements of French advanced
trenches on the northern slope of Le
Mort Homme and to the west of the
height.

Momentary success also was gain-
ed by the attacking troops to the
east of the hill, but the counter-at-
tack which the French launched all
along the line immediately after the
first German rush drove the Germans
out of the positions they had gained
in this eastern sector.

On the northern slopes and to the
west of the height the German gain
was not made until the attack had
been repeated time and again under
an extremely heavy fire from the
French artillery and rifles, Finally,
the attacking waves drove over the
first French line and pushed on to
the second-line trenches, But as
they reached the latter they came
under so terrific a fire from the
French 75's and mitrailleuses that
they wavered and fell back in disor-
der, at certain points retaining pos-
gession of the French first line, on
the,rest of the line retreating to their

_6wWn trenches,

British Recover Position.

LONDON, May 22.—A charge of
the Loyal North Lancashire Regi-
ment resulted in the recapture from
the Germans of the crater of a mine
on the Vimy ridge which was lost by
the British last Thursday, After a
hcavy bombardment the Germans
made a raid on the British gline
south-west of Loos, and entered the
British front trench, but was driven
out immediately. The Germans also
attempted to rush a post north-west
of Wieltje, but were driven back,

There were thirteen combats in the
air on Saturday, in the course of
which two hostile machines were
brought down behind the enemy’s
lines.

Aside from three small German at-
tacks south-west of Wieltje last
night, which were repulsed, the sictiv-
ity on the British front in Belgium
and France in the past 24 hours was
confined to the artillery and the fly-
ing corps. The front from Vimy to
Loos was subjected to & heavy bom-
bardment all day, the bombardment
being especially heavy to the south
of Souchez Sunday afternoon and
night.

DEAD RECKONING.

One Way of Determining a Ves-
sel’s Course On an Ocean Voyage.

Dead reckoning simply means the
computation of a ghip’s longitude and
latitude from her movements as re-
corded in the log and without having
recourse to astronomical ‘observa-
tions. The chief elements from which
the reckoning is made are these:

The-point of departure—that is, the
latitude and longitude sailed from or
last determined—the course or diree-
tion sailed in as ascertained by the
compass, the rate of sailing, measured
from time to time by the log, and the
time elapsed.

The varicus principles or methods
mollowed in arriving at the reckoning
are known among navigators as
“.lain sailing” and “middie }atitude
sailing.” However, the data thus ob-
tail . are always liable to consid-
erable errcrs by reason of currents,
lee-way, fluctuations of the wind and
changes in the declination of the com.
pass. The results arrived at by dead
reckoning, therefore, must of neces-
sity be corrected as often as possible
by observation of the heavenly bodies.
No navigator would risk relying
wholly on this method ow determin-
ing his position on an ocean voy-
age.—New York Times.

SHY ON FIGURES.

\
The Average Man is Very Defic-
ient Arithmetically.

The average man's arithmetical
ability is extremely limited. ‘This
limitation it appears, is having a
serious effect on industrial processes
depending upon cheap labor, espec-
ially on the adoption of the metric
system, which, with its large num-
bers and decimals, is beyond the men-
tal calibre of workmen who must deal
in numbers less than a score and pre-
ferably less than 1v.

They can grasp a finite measure
like a quart or a bushel, but a num-
ber like 723 milimeters conveys no
idea to them. Consequently we find
that arbitrary measures of capacity
are being resorted to in dealing with
large quanities, so that the numbers
to be reported or remembered may be
small. Policemen _find great diffi-
culty in perceiving and remembering
large automobile numbers and are
trying to devise systems by which
phychologic fact, but it seems to be
forgotten by those who wish to force
the metric system on people who can-
not use it. These measures are leg-
al, and if they were superior they
would have long agow.replaced the
old measure. As a matter of fact,
the metric measures are fosing
ground even in countries where no
others are legal, for the peasants in
their daily tasks are compelled to
stick to the old measures they evol-
ved from the necessity of their limit-
ed use of numbers.

We expect that the unwise agita-
tion will subside and that laboratory
workers, from whom the French sys-
tem is indispensable, will realize
it is not suitable for every oxg‘ else—
particularly for the great mass of hu-
manity who never perform any calcu-
lations except mental ones of a very
simple nature. For these reasons
physicians are revising their idea as
to the wisdom of writing metric pre-
The gain to most of us
is not thinking worth the mental ef-
fort of thinking in two systems—if
there is any advantage at all. Small
numbers easily remembered seem
safest and. the most practical outside
of the laboratory.—American Medi-
cine.

Cotton is usually differentiated in

ordinary classification by the length
of its staple. “Ondinary cotton” in the
Urited States is of several kinds, chief
ameng them the upland cotton, with
a staple of from seven-eighths to one
inch in length, and Gulf of Texas cot-
ton, of which the staple is not usnally
quite s0o long, the longest stapled
cottons among. the “ordinary ecottons™
here are the bottom iand or bender
cotton, with a staple of from one and
one-eighth to one and one-fourth inch,
and the speclal fancy staple cotton,
one and three-eighthe to one and five-

eighths inch in length. The sea island
cotton, which is grown en the sea
islands off the coast of South Carolina,
has a staple of from one and a half to
two and a half inches, the average
length being one and three-fourths.
Egyptian cotton 18 being grown in
Southern California, New Mexico and
Arizona. Its stdple is not so long as
the sea island cotton, @2 compares

GRAND TRUNK SYSTEM SERVES
EIGHTY-NINE PER CENT. OF
CANADA'S URBAN POPULATION

In the forty principal cities and
towns of Canada there is a total po-
pulation of 2,918,788. These figures are
given in the new publication “‘Canada,
the Country of the Twentieth Cen-
tury,” prepared by Mr. Watson Grif-
fin, and issued this week from Ottawa
by the authority of the Minister- of
Trade and Commerce, Sir George Fos-
ter.- They are based iipon estimates
furnished by the various city clerks
and city assessors, and may be con-
sidered approximately correct. An ex-
amination of these statistics shows in
a very striking fashion the notable
part which the Grand Trunk System
plays in the commercial life of the
Dominion. The cities and towns serv-
ed by the railway and steamship lines
owned and operated by the Grand
Trunk System have a population, ac-
cording to these official statistics, of
2,606,435. The Grand Trunk thus
serves over 89 per cent. of Canada'a
urban population grouped in ite forty
principal centres. In addition, the
Grand Trunk eerves hundreds of com-
munitigs with populations of less

than 12,000, which is the minimum fi-

gure for inclusion in the list Mr. Wat-
sap Griffin has prepared.

Such
persons, as a rule, are more specifically
“cyclonopaths.” The passage of cy-
tlonic depressions accompanied by cer-
tain characteristic types of weather is
reflected in their sensation and in the
mode of operation of their bodily and
mental functions.

The gross change of barometric pres-
sure pertaining to a cyclone, or *“low,”
is not In itself an important factor in
producing these manifestations since it
never exceeds that experienced in the
ascent (without the effort of climbing)
of a good sized hill. Indeed, many¥
“lows” do not expose us to greater
pressure of changes in the course of
twenty-four hours than we experience
in a couple of minutes in riding to the
top of an average office building.

Nations That Left No Sign.

There are two great nations of an-
tiquity whose inscriptions cannot yet
be read—the Etruscans and the Hii-
tites. The Etruscans occupied a part of
Italy corresponding roughly to what is
now known as Tuscany. The Hittites
at one time occupied a part of Pales-
tine and united with the Canaanites to
resist the invasion by the Israelites
under Joshua.

Egyptian hieroglyphics. In the new
world the so called Maya inscriptions,
found on the ruins in Yucatan, are also
a puzzle to scientists. .
