This amount is in excess of the average of the two years preceding
ix
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1896-97 to the extent of $1,273,189, atout one million dollars of which arose upon the
new duty of ten cents per pound imposed on raw leaf tobacco, and the remainder to the
increased duties upon spirits.

The current year, with its promise of commercial activity and consequent extension
of trade, will, in all probability, witness a material increase in excise revenue. One-
third of the period, already past, reveals an increase equal to fifteen per cent, which, if
continued, will bring the year’s revenue from this source to nine willions of dollars. Tt
must, however, be borne in mind that the duty imposed upon foreign leaf tobacco has
led to the extensive growth of tobacco in Canada. The department is credibly informed
that the province of Ontario alone has produced eight million pounds, while in Quebec
the production is an unknown quantity, but there can be little doubt that if a quality
of leaf has been produced which will displace imported leaf tobaccos, the revenue from
this source, which now reaches three and a half millions of dollars, is threatened with a
diminution equal to thirty cents per pound upon every pound so displaced.
