Yet we re­
peat the sentiment : Persons who habitually 
absent themselves from public worship, un­
der the pretense that they practise religion 
in their closets, must either have a mistaken 
notion of true piety, be under the influence 
of a spurious religion, or are wanting en­
tirely even the very form which they pre­
tend to possess. Follow such negleeters of 
the house of God from sunrise to sunset ; 
watch them as they pursue their secular bu­
siness, in their houses, their shops, offices, 
counting-stores, fields or travels ; how often 
do they pray in secret, read their Bibles, 
and meditate in a serious frame of mind on 
spiritual subjects ? All ! how many of those 
who tell us that they can worship God at 
home, hardly ever think about ( hid and the 
sacred duties which they owe to him, even 
for days, weeks and months ! AJas ! how 
deluded is man ! Others, it is true, keep up 
a form of worship at home, although they 
do not visit places of public worship ; but it 
scarcely deserves the name of divine wor­
ship. In their selfish seclusion, they serve 
with their seeming devotion their peculiar 
whim or pride rather than God. They are 
Pharisees in cloisters.

Uur theory is, that private devotion and 
public worship botii belong together, and 
that the one is always highly promotive of 
the other. Svparalc the two, and you have 
in either case hypocrisy, or selfishness de­
veloped in different forms, instead of genuine 
piety. The latter never will grow unless it 
he planted in the Church, and cherished 
publicly as well as in the closet. Dear 
reader, what is your practice and opinion 
with regard to this subject ?— German Ref, 
Met.

effort. They leased a large lot, and built 
thereon a small house, calculated to hold some 
three hundred people. They have gathered 
into the School a large number of children. 
Our Preachers supplied the place with preach­
ing every Sabbath, rooming and evening. A 
few weeks since the corporate authorities paid 
these young men the amount of money tliat was 
due to their creditors for thc building, and took 
the whole property into this Station. At thc 
same time, they leased fifteen foet of additional 
ground in its rear, so a* to enable them at some 
future day to build a large chapel, and parson­
age (mission house.) Behold God, unexpect­
edly to us, has set the broad seal of his appro- 
Iwttion ujion this effort, in a few weeks after the 
deeds for the property had been given ; and ere 
many of our people were made acquainted with 
its final consummation. The result is that even 
now, the plaee is too contracted to contain thc 
scores nightly flocking thither, and imperatively 
demands enlargement. The young men foye 
(as I have lieen informed this afternoon) deter­
mined that it shall he done, forthwith, and that 
too, without the slightest interruption to the 
meetings in progress. It is their purpose, to 
take out thc South end, and add fifteen or 
twenty feet to the length of thc chapel. All of 
which, by united and diligent effort, they hope 
to have, finished ami ready for occupation in a 
few wqeks. To God be all the glory.

A New Feature in Science.—We learn 
from the Boston Conner that the new sbiji 
Ericsson, of 2000 tons, was launched at YVil- 
lianishurg, L. I., on Wednesday last. She is to 
bo propelled by the newly invented caloric en­
gine, which is at present creating much inteust 
in all scientific and commercial classes in the 
United States. If the experiment should prove 
successful, it will open a new era in sLatfl, and 
cause a complete revolution in the present mode 
of apply ing that power. According to the new 
principle, instead of using water to produce 
steam, heated air is made to answer this purpose, 
and thus far, it is said, the experiment has proved 
completely successful. Wc shall wait witli much 
interest for thc result of the trial trip of the 
Ericsson.

A Discovery.—The brig Argylo,frons Hong 
Kong, arrived at San F’raneisco, Aug. 1 7tb.— 
l he Captain reports having discovered an island 
about one mile in length, in lat. 24 23 N , long 
131 E. It was covered with green bushes, but 
presented an iron bound shore. A reef of about 
a mile in extent projected from thc northern 
side, while oil the eastern side, near the shore, 
was a rock.

Agriculture.
Farm Work for October.

Look to the directions for the last month, 
and compléta tlmae which have been neg­
lected. Make composts industriously ; use 
those made in August on your clayey lands, 
riding end back-furrowing them, running 
the sub-soil plough in the bottom of the 
open furrows, By this system the manures 
will occupy the centre of the ridges, and 
thus their gasses during decomposition will 
be absorbed, instead of passing off into the 
atmosphere. The sub-soiling between 
ridges will prevent the ridges from compact­
ing by rains, and the subsoil will be ren­
dered fit for sustaining plants another year 
from receiving the atmosphere and the car­
bonic acid and ammonia carried in by the 
rains. The frequent freezings and thaw­
ings in winter, will render the ridges pulve­
rulent by spring, and suitable for early cul­
ture. Do not plough sandy lands in the 
fall.

Rake up leaves from the woods as they 
fall, and put them in the compost heaps. 
Cart headlands to the manure shed. Have 
a good supply of materials suitable for bed­
ding, near the stables. Do not attempt to 
fatten more cattle than you can fully sup­
ply with food, or they will not afterwards 
flourish well, even if fully supplied. Young 
cattle cannot be brought up in flesh at an 
outlay which will pay, if neglected early.

Skin old woods of the surface-soil, and 
replace half its value as manure with lime 
and ashes in the woods, and both farm and 
wood-land will gain by the exchange. Get 
all ihe night-soil you can, and mix it with 
head-lands, &c., for the compost heaps. 
Wet the compost heaps with salt lye from 
the soap-boilers, if you can get it. Use half 
a bushel of refuse salt lo every cord of com­
post, to prevent re-germinatioti of weeds, 
grubs, die., die. If you have not sufficient 
cellar room, make piles of your root crops, 
beets, turnips, carrotts, die., on high places, 
and cover with one inch of dry straw, and 
then with twelve indies of dry soil ; leave 
small openings at the top for escape of air, 
and dig a trench around the heap with a 
gutter leading off to a lower spot, thus keep­
ing the pile dry. Do not forget that corn 
is more valuable when changed to fat than 
when found m the hog manure ; and to se­
cure the first condition, cook it before feed­
ing to hogs, or your manure will be very 
rich, at t»0 high a cost. Mr. Ellsworth has 
eatifaciorily proved, that one pound of cook­
ed corn, will make more pork than two 
pounds fed in the jtaw state.

Have analysis made of your soils, so as to 
he able to provide the necessary manures 
dunug winter, for spring use.— Working 
L'armer.

Winter Is Coming.
Yes, gentle reader, " winter is coming ” 

anil Imw are you prewired or preparing (or 
ii ? We have had “ seed time and harvest " 
—Spring and Summer—and Autumn has 
come, and pale, gaunt, Winter, dealh’a fil­
ling emblem, will soon be stepping in Au- 
tuui'e I outstep».

We have toiled lltus lar to lay up a stock 
for the winter—so has also toiled ike busy 
bee, and industrious am. But so has not 
toiled the vagabond grasshopper. He has 
destroyed man’s substance, starved the 
sheep and the horse and cow, and all that 
he will give in return lor all this great dam­
age, is his worthless carcase, to the dust, 
when frost comes. The grasshopper is not 
the only drone that eats out the substance 
ol the prudent and industrious, and gives 
back only a worthless carcase.

The prudent farmer will now begin to 
prepare for the winter. As lie feeds all his 
stock in yards or under cover, lie will see 
that everything is in order, by devoting odd 
hours lo fixing up his racks, repairing his 
sheds, and gathering a supply of Imer from 
his waste places. His poor, weak, and old 
sheep will he taken out and put into good 
leed, and fed with corn meal or oil meal 
daily, so I hat they may gel inlo good con­
dition lor the butcher, or the yard. Young 
cattle and colls should be looked after, and 
if thin and week given extra feed,— for a 
wonderful saving is effected by having all 
stock come into the yard m a good con­
dition.

1 Ins is the best mon ill in l he year for 
culling firewood, ll not convenient lo draw 
home, cut it down al least. While Hie 
ground is dry, u is also a good time to clean 
out or construct ditches and drains,—to 
swampy place», cut up aidera and other 
bushes.

It is very important thia year to nuke the 
most ol your lorage, especially if we have a 
hard winter,—and who can tell that it will 
not be! The prudent farmer, therefore, 
will save everything. All his straw will be 
cut and led to those animals having rools 
or gram. And all the gram will be bruised 
or ground before feeding. A great deal 
more call be saved than -people are aware of 
by cutting Straw, hay, and sulk. In (ced­
ing sheep, al least one-third may be saved 
by culling, especially if the bay be coarse 
Timothy or Clover. Save all your apples, 
end either feed them to your hogs, or put 
them m piles, and cover up well with straw 
before frost, sod feed them to your stock.

If you begin now, you will bsrely l>e 
resdy when winter does ceme.— Wool 
Grower.

Cows Holding Up Their Milk
A gentlemen at Huntingdon, L. 1., writes

as follows :—
It is known to many farmers that when 

cows first come in, when the cslves are tak­
en away, they will hold up their milk fur a 
•short time, and some will almost dry them­
selves before they will give it down. A few 
years ago 1 bought a young cow, which 
proved to he very wild, and when I took 
away her first calf, she would not give her 
milk. I heard it remarked that putting a 
weight on the cow's back would make her 
give milk down. I accordingly drove her 
into a siable, got a bushel of grain and pul 
it on her back. While kept in this position 
she had no power lo hold up her milk, for n 
came down freely. After doing ihis a few 
limes, and afterward pulling my hand on the 
hack of the cow, it would give way, and she 
would immediately give down her milk.

Balking Of Horses.
We have always looked upon the habit of 

balking in horses as incurable. We have 
seen it lately stated that the Mexicans over­
come this propensity by the following kindly 
treatment :—

The driver approaches llie head of the 
horse, pats him gently on the neck and 
head, speaking soothingly to him all the 
while ; aller a few minutes, when the horse's 
sulky humour somewhat subsides, the driv­
er commences lo blow very gently upon I lie 
horse’s nostrils, which he continues to do 
for a few minutes, then soothes and pats him 
again, and repeals the blowing up the nos 
Irils, when, it is said, the animal will he 
found to have been subdued. This is the 
plan also, as staled by Catlm, that the buf­
falo calves are lamed by the Indiana ; 
whether it will prove successful in conquer­
ing tins radical fault in I he horse, we know 
not—it may, however, be worth the trial.

So far as our experience goes, kindness 
is one of ihe best correctives of bad. habits, 
either in man or beast ; and, it may be, that 
the gentle treatment indicated above may be 
efficacious.—Phila. Dollar Newspaper.

The Door Yard.
We love neatness. Our eyes take in a 

stranger’s house at a glance. We pity the 
man who baa a slovenly housewife. Wealth 
ntay cast her favours around him, but dirt 
and disorder will make bis dwelling a cheer­
less abode. As we traverse the country we 
look in upon the door yards. The door 
yard is the programme of the order of inter­
nal arrangements. The clean swept door- 
sill and walk, and the flowers, are tie un­
meaning indications, and we stop with a 
sense of coinfort where we know that “ order 
reigns.”

The Place de la Corcorde.
This is the most magnificent square in 

the world. Though beautiful and glorious 
now, it was in revolutionary days a place of 
most terrible and revolting spectacles. 
Blood has run in floods from its centre, 
where the awful guillotine did its work.

It is situated on the Seine, between the 
the garden of the Palace of the Tuilleries 
and the Elysian Fields. A massive granite 
bridge connects it, on the south bank of the 
river, with the quay in front of the Palace 
of the Bourbons, where the National Assem­
bly holds its sessions. The norlh side is 
divided by the entrance of Me de la Con­
corde, leading from the Madeline Church. 
The square is seven hundred and fifty feel 
long, and five hundred and twenty-eight 
broad. Standing in ila centre, you can 
turn your view successively into four great 
avenues that lead into it. Through that 
on the north you have e fine view of the 
magnificent portico of the Madeline. On 
either side of the street, and forming the 
northern boundary of the square, there are 
two elegant colonnade», of the Corinthian 
order, that form the fronts of the Hotel of 
the Minister of the Marine and several pri­
vate residences. The avenue on ibe east 
is broad and runs I he whole length ol ihe 
garden of the Tuilleries, dividing it equally. 
The piers on either aide of the entrance are 
surmounted by Fame and Mercury, riding 
winged horses. The eastern boundary is 
formed by ihe western terraces of the gar­
den of Tailleries, whose thickly-planted 
trees form lor the ** Place” a wall of the 
deepest verdure- The broad western ave­
nue leads through the middle of the Champs 
El y see, by regular ascent, to the lolly and 
grand Arch of Triumph, designed and coni ■ 
menced by Napoleon. Two elegant sculp­
tures adorn either aide, representing fiery 
steeds, with difficulty held by their grooms. 
The limits which I give above, of the square, 
aie bounded by the old fosses that surroun­
ded it. They are now filled up at the cros 
sing to the great avenues. They are sur­
rounded by balustrades, and the excavation 
planted with flowers. Eight colossal and 
allegorical figures of the chief provincial 
cities of France, are placed, two in each ol 
the pavilions of the corners. Around, and 
m the centre of the “ Place,” are forty nr 
more highly-ornamented lamp-posts, which 
with the fine gas of the city, give a brilliant 
illumination.

In the center, and where the guillotine 
was planted, stands the Obelisk of Luxon. 
This venerable monument of ancient Egyp- 
nn greatness was brought from the front 
of ihe great Temple of Thebes, Egypt, at 
an expense of about four hundred thousand 
dollars. The shift itself is seventy-two feet 
high, resting on a base twenty-seven feet in 
height. Its greatest width at base is seven 
and a hall feet, and at lop five feet four 
inches. The sides are covered with hiero­
glyphics commemorative of Sesostris. The 
number ol characters is about sixteen hun­
dred, all as distinct and clear as if only 
wrought a lew years since. But Chstnpol- 
lion lias interpreted them as commemorative 
ni the reign of that prince, fifteen hundred 
and fifty years before Christ, and several 
years before the exodus of the Israelite» 
from Egypt. It weighs five hundred thou­
sand pounds, or two hundred and fifty tons. 
The expedition for its removal was under­
taken in I830,under the direction of M. Le 
Bias, a distinguished engineer. 800 men 
were employed three months in effecting its 
removal from its pedestal lo the Nile, on 
v Inch it was floated, in an immense flat-bot­
tomed vessel, built in France, expressly for 
ihe purpose, to the sea, and was thence towed 
by steam to Cherbourg, and thence taken 
to Paris, where it arrived in December, 1833. 
Ii was finally erected to its place on the 
45th of October, 1830, in the presence of 
the King —Louis Phillipe—the royal family, 
and about one hundred and fifty thousand 
spectators.

On the north and south of the obelisk are 
two immense and highly-ornamented foun­
tains one dedicated to maritime and thejotber 
lo flufiil navigation, « Tbsj consist each

of a circular basin, fifty feet in diameter, ont 
of which use two other smell basins, the 
upper and smaller one being inverted, their 
diameters are twelve and twenty feet res­
pectively. The middle basin is supported 
by « cylindrical shaft, ornamented with fo­
liage, standing on a hexagonal base. Six 
figures, nine feel in height, are seated 
around it with their feel on the prows of 
vessels, and separated from each other by 
spouting dolphins. Six large dolphins,held 
by as many Tritons and Neriada, sporting 
in the large and highly-ornamented haain 
below, spout water into llie second one 
The shall of the inverted basin it surroun­
ded by three upright figures of winged chil­
dren standing on inverted sheila, with swans 
by their sides spouting water. In the mari­
time fountain the figures supporting the se­
cond basin represents the ocean an the Me­
diterranean Sea, the genii of the common 
and pearl fisheries, of ihe coral and a hell 
fisheries. The figures of ihe upper btsin 
represent ihe genii of ssironomy, commerce, 
and maritime navigation. In ihe fluvial 
fountain ihe lower figures ire the Rhine 
and the Rhone, and the genii of flowers, 
fruits, vintage, and harvest. The upper 
figures are the genii of agriculture, manu­
factures, and fluvial navigation." 1 have 
copied the above description, that the read­
er utay conceive of the elaborate and high­
ly-wrought character of these monumental 
structures These fountains cost nearly 
two hundred thousand dollars, including the 
expenditure in conveying the water from 
the canal de L'Ourcq.

The view of this square from any point 
is extremely interesting. I havebeeli struck 
with the elegance of I lie partial view across 
Iroin north to south, that iaobtained through 
ihe vista of the street de la Concorde from 
ihe western portico of the Madeline. The 
magnificent fountains are throwing their nu­
merous jets, sparkling in the sunlight,while 
lowering above is Ihe ancient obelisk, l^d 
farther on, across the National Bridge a fell 
view of ihe grand front of the Palace of the 
Bourbons. From the terraces of the gar­
den of ihe Tuilleries a more extended view 
of the Elysian Fields and Triumphal Arch 
is obtained, while on ihe leli, acroes the 
river, loom» up Ihe great dome of the Hotel 
îles Invalids. Standing upon ihe National 
Bridge, you have a fine view of ihe Seine ; 
above, ihe great lowers of the Cathedral, 
Noire Daiur, ihe weal wings of the Louvre 
and Tuillerie palaces, while before yon the 
founiams, ibe obelisk, the elegant buildings 
on the north of ihe square, and the distant 
view of the Madeline, form a coup d'œil 
which no other spot on the earth can 
equal.

The rqnire was an unoccupied apace till 
the reign of Louis XV, when its improve­
ment commenced. Its present complete 
finish only goes back as far as 1836. One 
after another of reigning princes have con­
tributed to ns adornment. The place is fa­
mous in French history. During the rejoi­
cings in 1770, on the occasion of the mar­
riage of the Dauphin—afterward Lous XVI 
—with Maria Auioinetle, the crowd was so 
dense in the “ Place" that during an 
alarm or panic of aouie kind that seized the 
crowd, some twelve hundred were trampled 
lo death and two thousand more wounded 
—a numinous commencement of nuptials 
soon lo be cruelly severed by ilie guillo­
tine.

During the Revolution Louis XVI and 
bis queen, Mane Antoinette, were behead­
ed here ; and besides these ihe King’s sta­
ler, the Duke of Orleans, Danton Desmou­
lins, Robespierre, Dumas, St. Just, seventy 
members of the Commune of Paris, and, 
between the iiOili January, 1793, and. 
May 3, 1795, two thousand eight hundred 
persons, the sictnna of the reign of terror.

When the Russians Prussian», and A Us­
mans entered Paris, April 10, 1814, they 
erected in altar here and calibrated mass, 
and sung the Te Drum.

The stranger, then, pause* long in his 
walks through this memorable place. An 
animated crowd and hundreds of vehicles 
are continually passing; the fountanis are 
pouring iheir hundred streams; but the 
blood can not be washed from the pavemenl 
and no festivities can take away the gloom 
that history hangs over il.—Paris Carr. 
Western Ch. Ad. and Journal.

Rural Aspect of England.
There we were right in the midst of it ! 

The country—and such a country !—green, 
dripping, glistening, gorgeous ! We stood 
dumb stricken by its loveliness, ia, from the 
bleak April and bare boughs we had left at 
home, broke upon in that Engl tali May— 
sunny leafy, blooming May—in an English 
lane; with hedges—English hedges—haw­
thorn hedges, ail in bloom ; homely old 
farm-houaea, quaint stables and haystacks; 
the old church spire oeer the distant trees ;
the mild mid beatniof through the watery

atmosphere, and all so quiet,the only sound 
the bum of bees and the crisp grass-learing 
of a silken-skinned, real (uoimported) Here­
ford cow over the hedge. No longer exci­
ted by daring to think we should see it, as 
we discussed the scheme round the old 
home fire ; no longer cheering ourselves 
with it in the stupid, tedious ship ; no more 
forgetful of it in the bewilderment of the 
bustling and the busy town : but there we 
were, right in the midst of it; long time si­
lent, and then speaking softly, as if it were 
enchantment indeed, we gazed upon it and 
breathed it—never to be forgotten.

At length we walked on, rapidly but fre­
quently stopping, one side and the other, 
like children in a garden ; hedges still.wilh 
delicious fragrance, on each aide of us, and 
on, as fsr as we can see, true farm-fencing 
hedges ; nothing trim, at iff, nice, and ama­
teur like, but the verdure broken, tufty,low, 
and natural. They are sel on a ridge of 
earth thrown out from a dnch beside them, 
which raises and strengthens them as a fence. 
They are nearly all hawthorn, which is now 
covered in patches, as if, afier a alight fall 
of snow, with clusters of while or pink blos­
soms over ils light-green foliage. Here and 
there a holly bush, wiih branches of 
scarlet berries, and a few other shrubs min­
gle with it. A cart meets us—a real heavy, 
big wheeled English carl, and English hor­
ses—real big, shaggy-hoofed, sleek, heavy, 
English carl-horses, and a carier—a real »|>- 
ple-laced, smock-frock, red-headed, wool- 
hilled carter—breeches,stock mgs, hob-nail­
ed shoes, and ' Gee up Dobbin' English carl 
1er. Little birds hop along in ibe road be­
fore us, aiid we guess it their names, firs- 
of all electing one to be Robin-Red-breast. 
We study the flowers under the hedge, and 
determining ihttn nothing else thin piim- 
roses and butter-cups Through the gales 
we admire the great,latclean-licked, conten­
ted-faced cows, and large, white, long-wool- 
ed sheep. What else was there ! 1 cannot
remember ; lint there was that altogether 
that made ua lorgel our fatigue, disregard 
the rain, thoughtless of the way we were 
going—serious, happy and grateful. And 
this excitement continued for many days.”— 
The American Parmer in England

Future Prospeets of the Weather.
The ordinary mode of judging whether 

rain ia near or not ia by the barometer. 
This, however unconnected with other ob­
servation, ii a very lallible guide during 
changeable weather, the period when assis­
tance is most needed.

Any sudden change in the height of the 
barometer indicates au approaching varia­
tion of the weather, hut probably n| only 
short continuance ; a gradual alteration also 
indicates a change, hut of longer duration. 
A very rapid depression to an extremely 
low point is generally followed hy a severe 
tempest. The rising ol the mercury usual­
ly indicates fair, as its descent foretells rai­
ny weather. If the barometer is high in 
Winter, frost may be expected ; if ii falls a 
thaw is likely lo lake place. If ihe fall is 
rapid in hot weather it forebodes thunder. 
In this country it generally rises with an 
East and falls with a Wesi wind. The ba­
rometer oscillates most in invariable winds 
and about the equiuuxea. ll has daily pe­
riodical tides.

If ihe sky is cloudy, with a low barome­
ter, showers may be anticipated ; if over­
cast and the mercury high, no ram need lie 
anticipated, unless it be a thunder shower. 
In the oscillations of this instrument regard 
must always he paid to the direction, tempe­
rature, and humidity of the prevailing wind. 
If the sun ia setting in tnick cloud and the 
Eastern horrizon red or rising red with 
blackish streaks over the sky, dim or in a 
murky cloud, ram may be anticipated. If 
rising or setting pale, with dark beams or 
red streak, or if setting red with an iris, or 
selling in no while a light that hia disc can 
scarcely be defined, or rising with a red 
Northern aky, winds will probably follow. 
If selling clearly in a red sky, or rising clear 
with an iris which gradually disapears as he 
ascends, the clouds at the same lime gra­
dually disappearing in the direction of the 
West, fair weather is iudicsted.

By the Moon—If the wind is South, snd 
an iris surrounds its disc, pmbibly the next 
day will be wet ; if inuck moons ere seen, a 
tempest is near. A lunar halo indicates un­
settled weather. If the disc appears much 
enlarged, or of an unusually red color, or 
the horns sharp and blackish, wind may he 
expected ; if clear, bright, and the spots dis­
tinctly seen, fair weather is indicated.

By Twilight—If the twilight ia unusual­
ly protracted, though the atmosphere seems 
very clear, the higher regions are charged 
with moisture, and its precipitation may be 
anticipated.

By the Rainbow—If the predominating 
hue is green, it denotes couliuued rain ; if 
red, rain and wind.

If it rains before sunrise, it will probably 
cease before noon ; if it continues until noon, 
it will probably continue all the day. Rains 
commencing at eleven o’clock a. m. to noon, 
il they do not disappear by one p. in., gene­
rally continue all the day. When very dis­
tant hills, are prominent objects—as distant 
spires and lowers—aim inlo distant view, 
with a clear outline and transparent atmos­
phere, rain may be expected, for the air 
ia highly charged with invisible vapor of 
water.

Many other modes have been named, de­
rived from the animal and vegetable king­
dom, only one of which we will notice at 
present, as it is not much known.

Preceding or during wet weather, the 
back of the common frog will be invariably 
found of » dirty brown or black color. Pro*

ceding or during fine weather, ila back will ’ 
constantly be seen of a pretty bright gam­
boge yellow color. Intermediate states of j 
the weather will be indicated by internedi- 
ale colors on the frog's back. In variable 
weather, this adjunct to observations made j 
with Ihe barometer and the dew-point, will 
nfienlivrs be found very valuable—such as 
during a critical hay season ; for when ihe 
frog’» back, barometer, dew-point, dec., si­
multaneously indicate fair weather, their 
combination may be relied oil as the certain 
forerunner of clear weather. » • • »

The mean pressure of the atmosphere at 
the level of the sea at Loudon equals 29. 9 
inches of mercury, and the range is found to 
be at the same place from 30. 85 inches to 
28. 12 inches. This brief notice of an in­
strument ao well known (the barometer) 
that is not requisite to describe it more in , 
detail, is only introduced for the purpose 
of adverting to the fact, the mean height of 
the barometer descends as it is elevated \ 
above the level of the sea. The fair wea- ! 
I her point at London is not therefore the j 
lair weather point at Birmingham ; for as { 
we proceed above the level of the sea the 1 
lair weather point descends on the barome­
ter scale. This, with other circumstances : 
in connection wnh the dew point, prend-! 
mg win,la, dec. ought to be noted, as it will ; 
lie found that lew places are precisely simi­
larly circumstanced.

As a guide for persons desiring to make ' 
the necessary corrections of elevation, I in­
sert the following table, showing the num­
ber of feel of latitude corresponding to de­
pressions of the barometer :

This table is so near accuracy that it is 
frequent1 y used for the purpose of ascertain­
ing the height of mountains. The heights 
ao ascertained are found to nearly corres­
pond with those taken trigonometrically.— 
London Paper.

Ilow to Acquire High Health,—

Ills advice to wives and husbands.

belter, avoid disputes or aerious argument, 
or unpleasant topics. * Unquiet meals,’ 
says Shakspeare, * make ill digestions ;' and 
the contrary is produced by easy conversa­
tion, a pleasant project, welcome news, or a 
lively companion. I advise wives not to 
entertain their husband» with domestic 
grievances about children or servants, nor
10 ask lor money, nor propound unreason­
able or provoking questions, and advise hus­
bands lo keep ihe cares and vexations ofllie 
world to themselves, but to be communica­
tive of whatever is comfortable, and cheer­
ful and amusing.”
