Till he repent, his bad proceeds to worse, be-
cause he, the man, is not turned against the bad

It wiil argue the utter decay of nature if it did
not. So likewise there may well be (2.) regret
upon remembrance of sin ; for to regret an evil
done is but to wish that, being evil, it were ua-
done ; and he who would not wish so much
must either bear a strange leve to evil for its
own sake, or have found small cause to hate it.
But who has small cause to hateit? Sinis a
barren delight, or bears a twin birth of pain and
shame. It fails after the act from the promises
it made before.  In the very sct it changes shape.
And he who went to it most greedily will be the
first to curse its lie and tire of its bitter offspring,
and wish it ali undone sgain. Nor are most
men so heartily in love with wickedness, but
they must do violence to their better selves in
doing it. Then comes reaction of the moral
nature ; an ebb in the tide of passion, and recoil
of the depressed epring. The cool and wiser
hour regrets the excess of one short hot moment;
old years regret young vices. But from this
flaccid regretfulness of an exhausted and dissp-,
pointed sinner there springs no true repentance
but a ciop of stunted resolutions, which only
purpose amendment and never ripen into fruit.
To regret is natural, but it is not repenting.

As self-accusing leads to regret, so (3.) may
regret awaken shame, yet this also without right
repentance. -Shame arises either on another’s
discovery of one’s fau:t, or on the fear and vivid
apprehension of such discovery. It is a reflex
within the soul of what spectators think of it.
It indicates a sense of goud as good and bad as
bad, not yet destroyea but surviving, to say no
more, in this very sensibility to the judgment of
others even when such sensibility nas grown
morbid or undue. Good for the soul, if out of
this eoft raw spot come any hardier purpose after
virtue ; bad, if over it the searing-iron of bolder
sins pass and repass. In itself, it is too feeble
to be of the essence of repentance.

There is still (4.) one deeper feature in godly
sorrow which can be divorced from it. Shame
echoes the contempt of the on-looker ; but when
no one looks on or can discover her disgrace
the soul becomes her own witness as well as
judge, and contemns while she condemns herself.
I my:elf, knowing what evil is, and that it is in
me, do gsze aghast upon my evil self. 1despise,
I abhor myself, for being what I am.

Yet not one of all these—self-accusation, re-
gret for evil and desire for good, shame before
men, or eelf-contempt—no, nor all of them t»-
ther, suffice to mark the penitent. Bitter may
be the state of soul compounded of them all,
bitter even as hell, but not more profitable. It
is neither detergent nor alterative ; neither
cleanses nor chauges the man. It does not lower
pride, nor soften the heart to love, nor move the
will to well-doing. It scorches up the rose-leaves
of sinful pleasure, ¢xposing the naked thorn, but
never plants the lily of holiness. Its name is
the remorse of Judas, not the repentance of Pe-
ter. Sgch ‘“sorrow” preludes and * worketh,”
as the Word saith, not * repentance unto salve-
tior,” but * death.”

When ore repents after the manner of king
Darvid in the fity-first Psalm, or of the prodigal
in the parable, or cf Peter 0a the night of be-
trayal, or of the Ckristians at Corinth under
Paul's first letter, there is found to lie at the back
of uil these elements of sorrow a radical revo-
lution in the soul’s attitude towards sin. The
penitent is one who has turned right round from
loving and choosing the bad to love and choose
the good, and thai not superficially in s passing
flush of nobler feeling, but with the profoundest
preference possible to his nature, He does not
yet know in detail all the evil things which are
to be hated,meither has his affection recognised
or his choice embraced every separate form of
virtue. At first there is usually some near or
flagrant vice of which he has just been guilty,
from which, in its newly-detected loathsomeness,
his soul turns away. Yet it is nothing less than
the principle of sin which is thus refused and
sbhorred, for the vice in question is viewed by

the:penitent, not as a solitary act cr exceptional
habit—one unfortunate excrescence on a chiree-
ter sound at the core—but asthe evil fruit which
betrays a stock evil to the root, and apt to bear
upoa occasion other and worse evils. The cffence
of which he has at present to repent is a limb of
the body of sin within him, instirct with the bad
life of the whole, and in ** turning from it with
grief and hatred” he does virtualiy turn from
sin’s very self, es in itself always bhateful, a thing
to be refused henceforth and not chosen.

This thorough recognition by the beart of the
inherent and everlasting evil of its own sinful-
ness, and its consequent rejection of sin ia what
shape or dress soever it may come, is perbaps
the central, characteristic feature about genuine
repentance. It is plainly mot.serrow, however
much sorrow may attend it, but somethirg of
the nature of change transacted beneath, out ef
sight, within the very constitution of the man ;
something which in germ at least effects the
whole of both character and conduct. It is, if
one may seck to define it, the man himself
changing sides in the great strife betwixt sin
and God. Before repenting the man is in beart
on the side of his sins, and of course regsrds
God, who is sin’s enemy, as also an enemy to
himself ; becaise God is against both him and
his sins, God he hates. After repentance the
man takes really God's side sgainst bis own
sinfulness, therefore he looks now on sin ct once
God's enemy and his own, and hates it not only
for the woe it works himse.f, but for the wrong
aleo which it does to God. Befcre he repents
he extenuates the evil which he does to a very
ninimum, and is so reluctant frankly to con-
demn himself on its account that his pride rises
against the judgment of God as ore rebels
against the harsh sentences of a tyrant. After
he repents he contemplates his sin and bimself
in scme tort from the divine point of viey, and
even with some approach to the divine disap-
proval of its guilt, whereby he cas's every apo-
logy away and just.fies God when he condemns.
Before his repentance he smothered up his secret
terror of God's wrath under a yagus aad invig-
cere hope that some pardon must be possible for
faults so few aad venial ; but neither flattering
hope of pardon nor smothered fear of wrath had
power to craw him into the pursuit ot holiness.
Now, sizce he has repented, he is too concerned
for the dishonor his sin had cast on the authority,

Gospel Trophies, Evidences of
Christianity.

When a man who has spent half & life-time in
the dens of vice comes forth to sit as a meek
disciple at the Lord’s table ;—when it is said of
a scoffer, ¢ Behold he prayeth ;’ when we bear a
thief erying, ¢ Lord, remember me ;’ when & man
whose name has been the synonym of vileness,
and whose brutality cities have borre as a curse
upon their youth, becomes a preacher of Christ ;
when one whom the moral sense of the world
has doomed as an outcast, ‘lost,” as no ottier on
earth can be, from whom the virtuous have
turned aside in the street lest they should but
touch the hem of her garment—when such a one
is seen coming to Jesus, and standing bekind
him at his feet, weeping, and bathing them with
tears, and wiping them with the hair of her head,
till He who knew no sia turns and says, ‘ Her
sins, which are many, are forgiven, for she loved
much ;' how.is it possible not to discern that God
who doeth wonders ?

Those early Christians of Rome and Corinth
—had ttey mo evidence of God's power in re-
generation, when an apostle enumerated to them
the loathsome catalogue of crimes by which
Paganism had degraded humanity, and then
added, * Such, also, were some of you. Had
such a man as Augustiae no reason for the faith
which was in him, that his ¢ evil and abominable
youth,’ as be effirms, was transformed by *thy
grace only, O Lord, thy grace only " Was this
a visionary faith to such a man as Colonel James
Gardiner?

erected family-altars. Coldness and fault-find-
ing have vanished. O!d feuds have been buried.
Two large Bible-classes are in healthy operation.
A Tract Society has been established. A City
Miesion-rocm has been opered, and many, not
known to attend a place of worship for years,
bave been persueced to * comein.” “ Roughs”
and debauchees have been reclaimsd. Our last
Quarterly Meeting found us abls to liquidate a
beavy debt, and gave the promise of an cffluent
treasury for the future.

The native cause in this city is prosperiog.
Scatgely a meeting passes without conversions;
atd, s penitéaty jour into the kingdom f-3vg,
their places are filled up Wik o’lhus, so that
there has been for scme time the same number
of souls seeking Christ. The billsides and kloofs
echo with the voices cf thoze who had not found
peace at the Prayer Meetirg ; but, refusing to be
comlorted, move ¢ff in companies to “ the river”
and “ the bush,” tospend the night in prayer
for mercy.

I never knew any Revival Services more free
from extravagance and disorder than these.—
There has been, of course, excitement, but ex-
citement caused and governsd by laws as divine
as that “ which mouids a tear, and guides the
planeta in their course,” The only unseemliness
in our meetings was produced by those who
cawme to sccff, in many instances as well primed
with brandy as with hatred to the truth. There
has been no lack of ribald scorn and cruel mock-
ery. 'The Press has, in the persons of * Our
own Correspondent,” held us up to contempt.
Weak witlings have spawned their jests and
pups. Baut for human law, many of the perse-
cuting scenes of olden days would bave been
repeated. I mention this to show the unaltered
opposition of the human heart to any out-of-the-
way effort to save @inners.  Keep quiet, actin
aseemly manner, obey and honour the customs
of refined society, and the world will not with-
hold its plaudits. Act otherwise, and you raise
the devil.

I confess I like to see proof of the power of
the truth in this shape. I never felt so lion-like
in coursge as when, within the communion-rail,
confronting eyes full of scorn and faces maatled
with ridicule. I could say—Welcome reproach
in such a cause as Chrisi’s. As we dwell upon
this work of God, we are constrained to * cry
out and shout,” for * Great is the Holy One of
Israel” in our midst. We are sensible of the
weight of responeibility thus rolled on us; but
we are not left without the wisdom and strength
rightly to use the talent and spiritual life sp
liberally bestowed upon ous people.

We are learning some lessons from this visit
of the Bpirit. It is sad to think how we have
“limited the Holy One,” by measuring His pur-
poses and power by the miserable standards of
human probabilities and appearances, instead of
guaging them by the love and moral provisions
of the Cross. No nev Gospel do we need to
awaken and win the world for Christ. The old
Gospel, living in, and acting through us, upon a
wicked race, must triumpb. And I cannot but
rejoice that here, in this far-famed Africa, where
infidelity has lifted its snake-like crest, tonched
and startled by the Ithuriel lance of a Zuls
Keffir, and robed in the lawa- of & British Pro-
testant Bishop, such demonstrations of the might
of the Gospel of Christ- are extant. More than
ever is THIS class of * evidences” demanded to
pour confusion upon scepticism, snd establish
wavering hearts in * the faith once delivered to
the saints:”—7The multiplication uf converted
saveges and Saxons—of base men ennobled—
false hearts rectified—vile lives purified—house-
holds, where every vice brooded and bred, tracs-
formed into dwellings of whatsover things are
lovely and of good report.

These * signs and wonders’smust gsin a pro-
founder homage for the divinity of ** the truth,”
than all the “Boyle Lectures,” or *“ Burnet
Prizs Essays,” ever penned or uttered. And it
is a soberizing thought—the tncrease of ** such
signs and wonders” is in the keeping of * the
Church of the living God.” That tbe world is
not crowded with such testimonies and monu-
ments, is OUR fsult—not God's. Let us not
hide this from our consciences. Let it be put
by each reader of your paper to his own heart.
Is he doing all in kis power to save sinaers ?—
Is he doing one-half of all he might do, to save
souls from death? How often does he * go
apart” to weep over the sins of the world. How
much does he deny himself, that be may gather
power with God and with man? How many
books bearing on this theme does he read or
care to read? Might it not be a question for
your District Meetings (and put to each candid-
ate and probationer at least) whether he bas
read Stoner's life,~or Bramwell's, or Jehn
Smith's or Keysel's P~ And might it not be
suggested that one of them be read annually by
those on trial, if, happily, they might catch the
spirit, and emulate the lives of these worthies of

under every sermon, acc while preaching, as
well as at the Prayer Meeting, might be begot-
ten. Is there a feeling latent in every hiart that
it is uot an evidence of transcencent ability when
a Brother is known as a Revivalist ? That, by
the kindness of ¢ the law of compensation,” the
brother of weaker brain:powcr, and shellower
culture, is crowned with the gitts of a Revivalist ?
And that it is not consonant with a philosopbic
mind and an aesthetic taste, to so pretc\x as to
be instrumental in Revivals ? [fso, there never
was a greater mistake committed. Too much
intellectual might, too much logical acumen, too
much of the gift of an imagination fit to soar
with Milton, and to paint with Raphael, no man
can Have who goes forth to win a rebel world to
the obedience of Christ, by manifestation of the
truth to every man's comscience. Ouly let the
fire of supreme and perfect love tu Chriet bggn
with all its legitimate strength, and it matters
not with how prodigal a hand the preacher heaps
upon its flames the frdgrant fagota gathered
from the groves of Scrg and the gardens of
Philosophy. The light resulting thence, shall
but fill an ampler circumference with its healing
and hallowing lustre, in every case provieg itself
“ the light of life.”

-Visit to the Albion Coal Mines,
BY REV. ASA BULLARD, AGENT OF MASSACHU-

4 SETTS SUNDAY SCHOOL UNION.

On Tharsday morning, July 26, we bed S adien

to our kind and hospitable frigmier ¢ Oparlotte-
town, and took Pfi”.ﬂ‘b";ﬁ board the steamer
:'__?'i".";”t?.ﬂ'WEzu," and about one o'clock, af-
ter a delightful trip across Northumberland
Strait, arrived st the smsll and pleasantly situ-
ated town of Pictou, Nova Scotis.
- We then took & small boat, and went eight
miles up one of the crookedess little streams to
New Glasgow. The tide was down; and the
stream in some places, was not much wider than
the boat. We passed the place where vessels
load with coal, which is brougkt by cars four
miles to Albion mines, Six or eight veste's were
there waiting for freight. The wharves are so
arrenged, that the coal is dumpcd from the cars
directly into the hold of the ves:els.

Oa reaching New Glasgow st ubout six v'clock,
a Sabbath-school friend, whom we had met on
the boat, took us two miles to visit the Albion
coal mines. There are several companies, one
or two of them American, that are working these
mines on a large scale. A tall chimney indicates
the epot where the ¢cal is taken up by steam ele-
vaters, and ia sowme cases dumped directly into
thescars. Around the miaes there are numer-
ous emall tenements for the families of the oper-
atives, and stores and mechanical shops of all
kinds, that furnish supplies, making small vil-
lages.

Three of us, with a guide, went half a mile
into one of these mines, till we came to the spot
where the coal is drawn up. We were perhaps
a bundred or a bundred and fifty feet from the
surface, The passage where the coal had been
taken out was ail the way from ten to twenty
feet wide and ten or twelve feet high.

Every once in a while we came to a passage
running out on one side or tha other, far into
the darkness, showing what vast quantities of
coal have already been mined. And then, on
eitber side of ua and overhead, itis all coal; per-
haps no one knows how thick.

When we reached the shaft where the coal is
drawr up, we were told that the men were at
work blasting out the coal a mile further on!
but we did not care to take that long waik, with
only two little lamps to light our way in this deep
darkness, where no other light ever shines. The
work of mining goes on day and night, though
it is drawn up the shaft only in the daytlime.

Close by the shaft we found quite a eurivsity.
Here were the extensive stables for the horses.
You would think you were in a large livery
stable. 'There were th hostler and two or three
boys, with small lamps fastened to the frent of
their caps who have the care of the hories; and
never have we seen finer lgoking animals than
those that are epending their lives underground.

From the shaft to ‘whese the coal is now mined
there are narrow railroad tracks; and these
horses are employed in the daytime in drawing
cars or small boxes of coal to the shaft, where
they are drawn up and emptied. There is a
constant train of horses going and coming with
these cars.

The men have their particalar hours to work;
pnd, when not engaged, they le v 1t mines:
but the horses never leave unless (Lcjy Lecome
disabled. All through the village and areund
their small dwellings were groups of miners,
who had finished their day’s work, all ‘washed
and tidily clothed, resting from their toil in ‘the
deep darkness of the mine, and enjoying the
blessings of the ure air and the daylight with
their families and friends,

At the Albion Mines there are three or four
churches. Most of the mirers are English or
Scotch Presbyterians; and they are strict in st-
tending “worship, keeping the Sabbath, and
training their children, nearly all of whom srein
the Sabbath school.

Wonderful Discoveries in Connec-
ticut.
FOSSIL REMAINS OF EXTINCT RACES.

Bamuel Johneon, of Middletown, Connecticut,
writes to the Maine Farmer of wonderful discov-
ertes made at Portland, just across the Connec-
ticut river from Middletown.  He says: ¢ On
the east bank of the Connecticut are the Port-
land stone quarries, which have been worked for
one hundred and fifty years. At presentin the
three quarries, about ome thousand men are at
work, and thirty to forty vessels are employed
in carrying the stone to the great markets. These
exeavations which have now reached a depth of
one hundred and. five feet below the surface of
the water in the river, have revealed untold
wonders. The stone is seid to be full of fossil
remains in its lowest depths. I might call ita
great charncl house, but this is too gloomy a
term to be applied to it. It is rather God's
great Book of Records, which has been carefully
preserved and hermetically sealed up till within
the last few years. Oa the countless leaves of
this book sre found the record of past ages.
They-tell of the climate, of the seasons, and of
the storms ; of the birds and animals; and more
wonderful still, they tell us of the men of tnose
ages, show us their implements and shadow forth
something of their customs. They also opento
us their graves and show us their modes of bu-
rial, the men lying in one posture and the women
in another. These men had all three fingers
and a thumb 2nd four toes. The comparatively
more recent of them were six to seven feet high,
but as we unfold the leaves farther and proceed
far back in the cycles of tims to the lowsr depth
of the rock, we come to a race of giants twelve
feet Ligh, with feet twenty-two inches in length.
These men wore shoes, and had domestic ani-
male of peculiar structure and great size. The
ooly human instruments eo far discovered were
wade of stone. They had stws ard long knives
made of slate and brought probably from Ver-
mont.

* This sandstong basin is believed to be of the
same geological age as the'basin of Paris id
France, but the fossil remains are more numer-
ous than those ia the Paris basin, more wonder-
ful and in a better state of preservation. How
easy it is to see a thing after it is pointed out to
us! Just e it is easy to use and spply Kop-
ler's laws after Kepler has discovered them.
These quarries were worked more tian one hun-

ed in the winter with coal ought to make such
a visit as this to realize what it costs of toil and
hardship and expense, and how many different
processes and changes and modes of conveyance
it requires to gecure for them this c-mfort.

This sentiment, which is worthy of being writ-

ten in letters of gold, and whaich has beea of it-
self sufficient to render the name of Chillingworth
immortal, is very generally” accepted as truth-
fully presenting the essential and characteristic
distinction between Protestantism and- Roman
Catholicism. The sentiment is fully sustained
by the whole history of the Reformation. A
fundamental difference between the Church of
Rome and the Protestant Reformers was this
very point; the former insis'ing that the teach-
ings of Scripture are to be taken in conjunction
with the traditions of the Church, the writings
of the Christian Fathers, and the decitions of
Councils. The Reformers, on the contrary, avow-
ed,—and many of them sealed this profession
with their blood,—that the Holy Scriptures are
infallible, and are the only,and the sufficient,
rule of faith and practice. There can be no
doubt on this subject, for there is not room for
any difierence of opinion. - Were Ridley and
Latimer, and Cranmer, and Luther, and Me-
lancthon, and Cain, and Zwing'e, and Jobn
Knox, now to speak frcm their ashes, would they
not as with one voice confirm this judgment ; nay,
does not their testimony come down to us most
fully and emphatically to this eflect, * The Bi-
ble, and the Bible only, is the religion of Pro-
testants "'?

It is not our present purpose to remark upon
the crigin of the Church of England as a Protes-
tant Church, nor upon the motives by which
Henry VIIL was governed in the part which he
took in the founding of that Church ? These
points we reserve for a future occasion. We
now wish to inquire, Is the Church of England,
really and truly, a Protestant Church? We
can have no hesitation in taking the affirmative
on this point, if the authoritative teachings of the
standards of that Chuich can decide the ques-
tion: There are, it must be admitted, some ex-
pressions in the Order for Morning ard Evening
prayer, and in the Order for the Visitation of the
Sick, as well ‘as in the Ordination Ritual, rela-
five to absolution, and alsoin the Baptismal ser-
vice and in the Catechism, respecting the bene-
fits conferred by baptism, which, if strictly inter-

have out fesrs. Methodismi has vo favour to
expect from the English Church ; but for the
sake of the interests of truth and righteousness,
for the sske of the nation to which she “belonge,
and for ber own sske, being jeslous for ‘er
honour, as a Church venerable for the witresa
she has borne for Christ by her many martyre
and confessors of blessed memory, we earnestly
pray that she may be delivered ** from all falce
doctrine, heresy and schism.”

Were the Bishop of Nova Scotis sourd in the
faith, it might be hoped that the plague spot of
Ritualism would uot show itself in our Province.
But the Pastoral just istued, es well as his late
Charge leave no room for doubt es to His Lord-
ship being favourable to some of the notions of
Puseyites and Ritualiste. His belief in tran-
substesntiaiion, or the Real Presence in the Holy
Communion, and his approval of credence tables
and other arrangements in harmony therewith,
have been matters of notoriety ; but we were
scarcely prepered for his opinion in favcur of
praying for the dead. We guave la t week a
quotation from bis Charge, presenting bisa views
in relation to the question cf unien with the
Latin and Gretk churches in preference to union
with Protestant bodies ; and we reproduce the
same passage for the purpose of showing that
when weighed in the balanc-s, the Bishop is
found wantipg iu regard to the Protestant

faith :—

“ We are sometimes ssked why we do not
seek for unity with the Protestant bodies around
us, in the first place, rather than with these cor-
rupt-branches of the Catholic Church. And we
can give several reasons for our selection; but
it is » sufficient answer, that we cculd not agree
with them upon first principies.” We and the
Greck and Roman Churches ail profess to adheire
to the order and discipline, as well as the doc-
trine, of the early Church; whereas mcst of
these bodies ¢claim nothing more than a general
agreement Wil:{{he descriptions given 1 the
New Testament of the first Christiane. We
believe that our present ministers ean® trace
back their authority, as derived by succession,
through an unbroken line, from those who re-
ceived their commission from Christ; whereas
these other bodies cannot pretend to claim eny
such autherity for their mioisters. We regard
Episcopal ordination as an essential feature of
an Apostolic Church, whereas they reject it.—
Lastly, the name of the several sects who bave
visen since the date of our sepsration from
Rome is legion, and their number is steadily in-
creasing, by divition and sub.division, so that
we cannot in any way make advance toward
them. A few of the leading denominations may
be supposed to occupy a different position from
the others in this respect; but if we were to
descend to them, we should then have in con-
junction with them, to descend still lower to
others, to depart still furtber from the ancient
strongholds of the faith.”—Charge, p. 32.

Art. XXIL * The Romish doctrine concern-
ing Purgatory, Pardons, Worshipping and Ado-
ration, as well of Images as of Rel ques, and also
invocation of saints, is a fond thing vainly in-
vented,” &c.

Art. XXIV. condemns tte custom of con-
ducting public services in an unknown tongue.

Art. XXV. defines the nature of the Sacra-
ments, declares them to be but- two in number,
that the other five caled sacraments by the
Church of Rome are not,sacraments ; and that
the sacraments are not to be gazed upon or
carried about.

/ Art. XXVIIL ¢ Transubstantiation casnot
be proved by Holy Writ; but is rcpugnant to
the plain words of Scripture, overthroweth the
nature of a sacrament, and hath givenoccasion
to many supers.itions.” * The body of Christ is
given, taken and eaten in the Suppef, only after
an heavenly and spiritual manner.” ¢ The
Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper was not by
Christ’s ordinance reserved, carried aboat, lift-
ed up or worshipped.”

Art. XXX. effirms that the cup of the Jord
18 ot to be denied to the laity; both parts of
the Lord’s supper to be ministered to Christian
people alike.

Art. XXX declares the one offering of Christ
upon the Cross to be the only satisfaction for
sin; and that the sacrifices of Masses are
« blasphemous fables and dangerous Jeceite.”

Art. XXXII teaches the lawfulness of m:r-
riage to the clergy.

The decidedly Protestant character of tbe Ar-
ticles is further sustained by the evidence .they
afford upon the peint assumed by usdialifving a
fundamental principle of the Protestant religion,
viz., the eufficiency of the teaching of Holy
Scripture. The twentieth Article declares it to
be unlawful to crdaia any thing contrary to
God’s word. The twenty-first Article denies
the authority of General Councils to ordain any-
thing except as taken out of Holy Seripture.
But we especially direct attentina to Article VI,
which is conclusive on this subject :—* Holy
Scripture centaineth al! things neceesary to sal-
vation ; so that'whatsoever is not read therein,
nor may be proved thereby, ie not to berequired
of any man, that it ehould be believed as an arti-
cle of the faith, or be thought re¢ q iisite or neces-
sary to palvation.”

This is outspoken Protestantism, the whole

" affording satiefactory proof as to ti.= charscter of
the doctrines of the Church of England ; and
showing some of the great points of difference
between hersell and Rome.

2. In the judgment of the Bishop, the Church
ot England in making a selection with the object
of promoting a union of Churches, could not be
satisfied with a mere *agreement with the des-
criptions given in the New Testaient of the
first Christians,” but would rather prefer union
with the * corrupt branches of the Catholic
Church,” who with High Church Anglicans
% profess to adhere to the order and discipline,
as well as the doctrine, of the Early Church.”
The Greek and Roman Churches, the Bishop
being the witness, are modeled, not by the New
Testament pattern, but by the order and teach-
ings of the Early Church. In this they are Anti-
Protestant, yet the Bishop agrees with them.

3. In the judgment cf the Bishop, the *first
principles,” held by the Church of England, in-
volve an agreement with the Greek and Roman
Churches upon Apostolic succession and Episco-
pal ordination ; while the principles held as
cardinal by Protestant Churches who claim an
agreement with the New Testament descriptions
of the first christians, are but of secondary im-
portance ; and in His Lordship's opinion, it"is
far preferable to be in union with corrupt
churches, who governed by the example and
teachings of the early Church, hold to diocesan
Episcopacy and apostolic succession, rather than
in union with purer churches whose church
order is regulated by a general agreement with
the New Testament model. The B shop's * first
principles” are beggarly clements indeed, and
to uphold these he leaves the New Testament,
and goes to the Early Church. But * the Bible,
and the Bible only, is .the religion of Protes-
tants.”

True christian union is valued highly by every
one in whom the Spirit of Christ dwells. 1t is
as the precious anointing of the High Priest,
and as the dew that descended upon the moun-
tains of Zion.- But the Bishop’s anti-Protes-
tantism effectually shuts him out from the enjoy-
ment of such a privilege. In his opinion * the
most excellent gift of charity” consists rather in
union withjthose who hold toApostolic succession
and Episcopal ordination, thap in being able
from the heart to say, *¢ Grace be with all them
who love our Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity.”

e Bishop of Gloucester and Bris-
: tol on Ritualism.

At length a Bishop has spoken on the scandal
of the Established Chuich. For many weeks
past the public mind has been agitated on the
strenge practices of certain clergymen end their
congregations, but now we have an ex-cathedra
utterance by tt e moet erudite of English Bis-
hops. Dr. Ellicott is too well known to every
student of the New Testament in the original
tongue to need any praise from us. We sre
prepared to listen to him ss to ‘* oz¢ who may
meekly claim to speak with authority,” as * he
solemnly and gravely” attempts to anewer the
question every serious man is now beginning to
put to himself, * What mean, whence come,
whither tend the strange and uawonted usages
of which we hear so much ? Wiose is the image
and what the superscription ?’ This question
does not affect the members of the English
Episcopal Cburch ooly. When your neigh-
bour’s house is on fice it is your affair, rays the
Latin proverb, and when the National Chureh is
under any powerful impulse the whole 1stion
feels it. As Englishmen we cannot but ook
with jeslousy on the revival of antique cere-
monies, which #0 candid and impartial a man
as the scholarly Bishop of Bristol declares * to
be in maoy cases plainly derived . . . . from a
desire to conform more with the Churches of the
East and the West.” He further shows that
these ceremonies are * admitted to be expre:-
sions of belief aud doctrine, and that the doc-
trine especial y designed to be set forth . ...
is the doctrine ofthe real presence . . . . notas
defined by our catechism * to the faithful,” but

Bul chicfly does the Bishop lay stress on
that ** mysteriously-increasing desire for unity
throughout Chrictendom.” A noble and gener-
ous tribute is paid to the gocd that is in this
movement, but we rcjoice to see, that while the
desire for unity canuot bt demasd every sym-
pathy” in this prelate’s estimation, he unequivo-
cally holds that tbe * form in which it now 8p-
pears necesserily carries with it many serious
aud melancholy consequences.” The end will
be an overthrow of all the dictinctive dcetrines
of the Reformation.

We confess that we scarcely iike the idea of
opening cturches as places for private prayer,
as the bishop ecems to suggest. It may be an
apparently insignificant change, but it’ really
tends to make the church no lunger a place of
assembly. Romish Aoglicans desire temples
with altars #nd sacrificing priceta. This is the
true object they have in view when they con-
template having access to the church at all hours
of every doy. A very d flerent thing this from
daily common prayer at which all msy stterd
and in which all may jun. The further com-
plaint of *joyless saints’ daye,” and the desire
for their celebratio with more marked emphasis,
seems strange in a dizsuasive agairst Ritusliem.
It reminds us of a physictan who prescribed ice
for a patient, and added that it should be warm.
ed before it was sdministered. But we heartily
join with the déprecativn ugainet dropping the
word Protestant with which the Bishop con-
cludes. Ruther would we eay with the sturdy
Yorkshire squire, ** I believe in the Holy Pro-
testant. Church,” than the attitude
which jealousy fer the hunour of cur LORD com-
pelled us to assume.”

Scarcely have tbe Bishcp of Bristol’s words cea-
sed before another Anglican Bishop assures us
that the crdination of an English clergyman con-
fers upon bim all the powers that the Churches of
the East and West claimn for their priests. That

is, they can forgive sivr, rective confessions,
and turn bread snd wine into the true Body and
Blood of Christ. How thenkful we are to be
Nonconformists! Here are two men, both in

The Wesleyan : again.

Iu a former article we endeavoured to show

the necessity for sbaudoning the credit system,
in the management of the WESLEYAN, and fof
adopting that of paymentin advance. We were
reminded that this radical change is just at hand ;
and that, though decirable, it involves peculiar
dangers. The inauguration of the corntemplated
change will requite the removal of many good
vames from the subscription book of the cffice,
unless the friends of the japer e1e carnest, and
prompt,in furnishing the office with lists of pre-
paid subscribers. If such lists would bs secured
there must be immediate and pains-taking can-
vaseing. Each of its friends should feel that,
at this juncture, there is a demand for vigorous
work in bebalf of its interests.

Here the question may arise : Is it right for
christian men, and women. and for christian
ministers, to canvass for tuch an object ? It is
weil to have clear views on this point. Some
among us seem afraid to. use their time and in-
fluence, or any portion of either, in circulating
religious works, It has 100 much of a business
sppearance for them. If it is wrong to have
any agenoy in the circulation of religious lite-
rature, wer ought to know it, If it is right, we
oughtto r€cognizs the right, and accept it ; and,
&8 we have opportunity, do good unto all men:
and whatscever our hands ficd to do, do it with
our might.

The whiole christian churchrof the day is com-
mitted to this work. ®Fhis agency haz been
largely employed in the Methedist chureh from
an early period in its history, Mr. Wesley ori-
ginated the plan of modern cheap prices sustain-
ed by large eales. Heurged upon his preachers
to *‘see that every society is supplicd-with books
some of which ought to be in every hovse.” He
projected the Arminian Magszice in 1777 ; and
issued the first number earlv in 1778, This is
now the oldest religious periodical in the
world. It is doubtful if any religious writer of
any sge has equalled Mr. Wesley in the number
of his productions. Our church both in the old
world, andsin the new, has held a leeding posi-
tion in the work of producing and circulating
religious literature.

It is impossible to estimate the good that hag

grown out of the egency of the religious Press
of the duy, or is teing secured thereby. The
world cannot sfford 10 do without it, It isa
n.eco‘ui(y of the age. In the work of evange-
lization the press is a co-worker with ths pulpit.
Tho pulpit has its own peculiar sphere. There
18 B0 power like that of. the living voice of 1he
speaker wielding earnest ‘words of truth and
wisdow. But there isalso an appropriate sphere
for the press.
A rnewspsper is more than a book. It may
do the work of many books. Every family we
thiok should take, if possible, rot less than three
newepapers. As we bave political duties we
should have sccess to a reliable, high-toned,
political paper. Ouve should slso read a paper
capable of increasing his ability to excel in his
secular life-work., And as we have moral and
spiritual duties we should have the weekly visits
of a religious periodical. If,however, the financial
resources of a family are so limited that ouly
one paper can be taken, then, as the spiritual is
more than the temporal, and the soul than the
body, let the religious paper be preferred.

The Provincial Wesleyan is just such a paper
as is needed in our provinces. There are other
excellent periodicals, English and American, that
would do a good work if admitted to the dwell.
ings of our people, and read. But of all these
there is none so well adapted to the wants of our
growing church, and of our people, as the organ
of our Conference.

Secular journals of mischievous. tendencies
abound on every batd, Their agents in their
generation are rather wiser than we, They are
on the whole, much more industrious, and p.r:
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sistent, and indefatigable, in workiog in the in-
terests of their publications, than we ar¢ in ours.

There is no cheaper
teacher in the world than such a paper, if rightly
read. Its tendency is to inspire in the ycung
mind a thirst for knowledge, and a desire to ex-
cel in the good, and the beautiful. snd the true.

Haider because they
are, som= of them older, and older or younger,
in many insfances, in their own couceit, wiser
than the Superinterdent, and perfectly compe-
tent to give advice and criticism on e!l matters.
But he must lead them all, keep them fuily em-
ployed and interested, or the rchool will be, in
part at least, a failure. )

Among the children there must be prompt-
ness, precision, order, obedience almost milita-
ry. It is not difficult for such a man as we have
described to control perfectly—and if perfectls,
the more easily—a school of two or four hun-
dred. Let his commands be given in a mid,
yet prompt, decided, curt manner, and they will
be obey=d. Let them be given in an imploring,
drawling tone, as if he did not half expect to
be cbeyed, and the ill-manoered boys and girls
who huve had no proper training will laugh him
in the face. The Superintendent must give few
and reasonable commands ; must not threaten
or seold ; must not bluster cr make a show of
himeelf ; wust be everywhere and see every-
thing ; attend perscnslly to ell watters of the
echool; great or smell, end yet must not appesr
to do a!l this. He must not talk much, but
when te‘does speak he must be at once obeyed.
Wien a horse has once mastered hir ‘driver,
there is no hope «f him but in changingowners,
and he willneed a Rarey thereafter.

It is no gpecial disrespect or even discredit to
any individual, as a man or a Christian, to say,
he cannot be a successful Superintendent. Su-
perior he may be in head or in beart, a man
every ingh of bim, body, mind and soul, end yet
be ue utterly unable to (frguuize and carry for-
ward, or conduct after organization, e perlect

2. Bulbs planted in plates filled with sand
and covered with moss, or planted in pots near-
ly filled with earth, do not require to be kept
dark at first, though derkness will do them no
harm. The bulbs being covered with the earth
and sand and moss are dark enough, and are
just in the natural condition for growing.

3. Pots are so porous, and dry so rapidly in
the hot dry air of a house, that it is exceeding-
ly difficult to keep them properly moist. It is
therefore important to place them, if possible,
in shallow boxes, acd fill the iuterstices with
moss. These boxes can be wreathed round beau-
tifully with pine or spruce branches when the
plants arejin flower. Placiog pcts in boxes,allows
easily of what is sbsolutely pecessary to healthy
growth, namely, the watering of the leaves of
the plants.

4. It is commonly thought that eoal gas in-
jures plants here, snd probably there is some
truth in the suppositior ; but gas is used quite
as much or more in England, where they have
such mervels of indoor gardening. Hyaciathe,
and Crocuces, and most bulbous roots, should
be grown in rooms whigh are usually kept cool;
but some other plants will stand much more heat.
There should alto bz a fair amour:t of light and
ventilation to make them thrive.

The temperature of the’animal body is much
higher than the surrcunding atmosphere at alk
seasons of the year, with the exception of a few
hours in summer, and ucless thus protected cu!-
wardly, artificizlly, a large amount of food 1is
required to furnish the necessary, elements of
heat. If this food is not fi rrished, the system
must pevertbeless keep up its tempersiure, and
this is done at first by drawing on the fat and
after®ar® on other parts of the body. A\' a ne-
cessary consequence, the animal grows thin and
can endure less labour or exposure than 'h‘en
we!l fod. Different animels, under similar cir-
cumstances, rcquire some more and} Olhel‘l‘!e!l
food to keep in good conditivn, thsie uppeu'ul
varying as greatly as among the human family.

When accurate experimsnts kave beea made
to test the gain of animals wit and without v:he
protection of suitable shelcer in the coid and in-
clement-weather it has besn found that those
having adequete protection gaioed flssh on less
food than would keep these unprotected from
actually falling away.

In providing stables, #hich are {"'fmd to be
the best protection for‘¢tock, prov.ino.n lhu.u:d
ba made for ventilaticn, as pure air is as im-
portant as good feed or warm stables. Horses,
neat cattle and hogs will do well in quite warm
stables if good ventlation is provided ; oa the
contrary sheep wil' not do well if kept very
warm. A much Feer veatilation is required to
keep them in heath. Shut up simply for upi.d
