Revolutionary Demonstration by Workmen of Empire May Shake 
the Entire Imperial Fabric; Teuton Rulers Strive Desperately 

to Avert Impending Strike of Socialists and Laborites /

The fierce German counter-attacks on the British lines in France have ended and the British troops 

are once more advancing. The fighting continues and the British are making good progress in the face of 
considerable opposition.

There are many signs that the fighting will s hortly be resumed on a more terrific scale than ever 
before and not least of these omens are the frantic appeals and threats being made by the German leaders 
and press to avert the menace of a general strike throughout Germany. All the far-reaching power of the 
German censorship is unable to suppress the fact that the gravest discontent is seething in the ranks of the 
German workers and that the government is haunted by the fear that May Day, the great international 
Socialist holiday, may see an outbreak which will shake the whole imperial fabric.

That the general strike planned by the Socialist Radical is not confined to Germany,.but includes 
Austria-Hungary as well, is indicated by one of the rare despatches which have come through from Vienna. 
“The Arbeiter Zeitung” organ of the Austrian Social ists, accepts it as granted that a strike will occur 
throughout the dual monarchy on May 1 and urges the workers to limit the demonstration to that day and 
return to work on May 2.

The situation in Germany appears to be that the empire is divided into three great factions, with the 
feeling between the three growing rapidly in bitterness. First comes the old junker class, which still 
talks of a victorious war ending in annexations and indemnities; second, is the Socialist majority, which is 
exerting all its influence to force the government into a declaration that it desires neither the money nor 
the land of Germany’s foes; the third party is headed by the Radical Socialists and includes an unknown, 
but apparently (considerable body of the workers, sick of the war, disheartened by the diminishing food ra­
tions and demanding that peace be obtained at once, whatever the cost. The onlv point in common between 
the thjLeSrPS-tyieg seems, to be to makedChancellf:r von^Betbmann-Hollweg the target of all their shaft's.

The majority Socialists appear to have the inner track at present. An incident of possible signifi­
cance has occurred in connection with the visit of Talaat Bey, the Turkish vizier, to Berlin. After confer­
ences with the chancellor and Foreign Secretary Zim mermann, the Turkish premier is quoted in a Berlin 
despatch as saying that Turkey was ready to make pe ace and desired no annexation.

After days of disconcerting reports, news fro m Russia is more reassuring in regard to condi­
tions there. A general scrapping of Generals on the f ighting lines has taken place. Minister of Justice Ker­
ensky declares, that the army is in better shape than e ver before and resolute to win the war.

Copenhagen, via London, April 28. 
-The prospect of grave labor trou­
bles throughout Germany on May 
Day overshadows everything else in 
the German press. General Groener’s 
address to the relchstag committee, 
the manifesto of the Federation of 
Labor against strikes and editorial 
appeals to the same purport predom­
inate in the newspapers, the news 
of the great battle of Arras and tho 
general military situation being very 
much subordinated.

Where there is so much smoke 
there evidently must he some lire. 
The manifesto of the Metal workers 
union, the organization which took 
tho leading part in the previous 
strike, i- worded in a curiously dub­
ious manner. While ostensibly di­
rected against strike agitators it 
gives the impression of being a very 
half-hearted document. The mani-1 

festo argues that a general strike is 
unnecessary because stoppage of 
work in the iron works, 
plants and transportation 
would be sufficient to immeasurably 
increase the difficulties of the situa­
tion. it adds that the decision to 
strike can. according to constitution 
of the union, only be taken by the 
executive after efforts at an amicable 
solution have failed. One of 
methods by which the agitators are 
apparently working is the spread of 
rumors of a further impending re­
duction of rations. The Berlin city 
authorities have appealed to the pub­
lic to report persons spreading these 
rumors to the police.

Details of the incident show that 

a few minutes after a shell had been 
fired at the Triana, the commander 
of the submarine boarded the ship 
and offered excuses, insisting that 
he only fired after the steamer had 
ignored a blank shot. The captain of 
the Triana, in a sworn statement be­
fore the Cadiz port authorities, af­
firms that neither he nor his crew 
heard any shot until the ship was 
struck by a shell. The Triana was 
going at reduced speed at the time, 
lie says, and the Spanish colors were 
flying conspicuously.

“El Imparcial” comments indign­
antly on the attack, occurring as it 
does at a moment when negotiations 
are proceeding between Spain and 
Germany on the subject of similar 
aggressions. The Triana is a small 
steamer of 745 tons, exclusively en­
gaged in the coasting trade. She was 
bound from Gijon to Cadiz when at­
tacked.

Paris, April 28.—Heavy artillery 
fighting occurred last night between.

On the Verdun front, the French 
raided German trenches west of the 
Meuse and brought back prisoners 
from the sector of Hill 304.

Since April 16 the French have 
captured 175 cannon of all" calibres, 
412 machine guns, and 119 trench 
mortars. The number of prisoners 
has reached 20,780.

“Between St. Quentin afid the Oise 

there was heavy artillery fighting 
during,1 the night. Skirmishes occur- _ 
red among grenadiers in the advanc­
ed positions south of St. Quentin. 
Near Laffaux, the enemy attempted, 
without success, a surprise attack 
against one of our advanced posts.

"In the Champagne the artillery. 
fighting was severe. After a violent 
bombardment, the Germans attacked 
one oÇ our trenches east of Auberlve 
but were driven back by the fire of 
our artillery and machine guns.

“On the, left bank of the Meuse, 
one of our detachments penetrated 
the German lines in the sector 
Hill 304 and brought back prisoners;

Witley Camp, April 8, ’17
My Dear, — Yesterday after­

noon was a record day for the officers 
of the 125th, practically every offi­
cer was able to get away in the af­
ternoon to visit Aldershot, where 
our football team was to meet and 
play the winners of the Aldershot 
command. Our officers tug-of-war 
team was also winner of the Witley 
Camp group, and so were entitled to 
pull against the winner of the Aider- 
shot district. We left here at one 
o’clock atnd arrived at Aldershot at 
about three having taken a motor 
bus to Milford station, the L. & S. 
W. to Guilford, the L. C. & S. E. to 
Farnham and a taxi to the great 
athletic grounds of the Aldershot 
command on Queen’s drive, 
distance is about fifteen miles gnd 
we think we were extremely lucky fo 
get there so soon. There were about 
1000 people there but they seemed a 
mere handful in that large place. 
One of the splendid imperial bands 
was playing a programme of music.

If this was a sample of how a 
sports day is conducted here, I think 
it would really be a good thing if we 
had representaives come over to 
Canada and attend a few funerals in 
Hamilton in order to pick up a few 
ideas in order to brighten up the 
sports days here.

CABBAGE AND OTHER THINGS

Good Food Products Can Be Secured 
by the Amatenr by: a Little Labor 
and a Small Expenditure.

(By S. C. JOHNSTON. Vegetable 
Specialist, Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

Besides growing many vegetables 
for immediate use the backyard 
garden should produce some veget­
ables which can be stored for con­
sumption during winter months. 
Some, of course, do not need to be 
planted as early as the plants which 
were described last week. Possibly 
a week should elapse from the time 
the lettuce is planted before these 
should be sown.

BEETS, CARROTS, PARSNIPS, 
AND SALSIFY. These include the 
most important members of the root 
vegetables. They are usually grown 
for winter purposes, though beets 
and carrots are relished by many in 
their earlier stages of growth. All 
these demand practically the same 
attention. The seeds should be sown 
in straight rows at a depth of about 
three-quarters of an inch. When the 
plants have reached a height of two 
inches they should be carefully thin­
ned out so that they stand, beets 
and parsnips three to four inches 
apart, carrots and salsify two or 
three inches apart. It Will be found 
that the parsnips are very slow grow­
ers, and for this reason it is some­
times advisable to plant a few seeds 
of lettuce with the parsnip seeds so 
that they will serve as a marker. The 
young bèet plants may be used as 
spring greens. It is necessary that 
the soil be cultivated at intervals 
during the summer months so that 
the crops may grow. They do not as 
a general rule require as heavy wa­
tering as some of the other vegetable 
crops. In the fall the beets should 
be pulled up and the tops twisted off 
close to the head, not cut off with a 
knife as in the case of carrots, pars­
nips, or salsify, which should have 
the tops cut about one-half inch from 
the roots preparatory to storing for 
winter use.

CORN. In planting corn holes 
about two or three inches deep 
should be made with a hoe. Five or 
six kernels -of corn should be drop­
ped in this and cohered with soil, 
which should ; he gently firmed by 
tramping on it, When the shoots 
are about three'.inches high all ex­
cepting the three sturdiest should be 
pulled out. The soil should be 
drawn up around the stalks as they 
grow-, to give theçfr- support. When 
the kernels oh thecébb appear full of 
milk they are ready to use. It is 
also a good practice to cultivate the 
soil often around the corn, for ex­
pert growers claiih that the crops 
corn and cabbage faster and better 
when plenty of cultivation is given.

CABBAGE. Cabbage is one of the 
most widely grown vegetables. The 
cabbage plant requires a supply 
of moisture, and yet if the cab­
bage soil is too wet the plant will 
be injured. Cabbage does particu­
larly well on new land, and some 
growers claim (hat the cabbage 
grows without an abundant supply of 
manure in the soil1"better than many 
other vegetables. It is considered 
a good practice for backyard garden­
ers to purchase plants which have 
been grown in hot-beds or hot-houses 
and transplant them directly into the 
permanent bed. This saves consid­
erable trouble. It is necessary when 
setting cabbage plants to set them 
fairly deep so that they will not be 
whipped about by the wind. They 
may be set eighteen inches apart, 
and there should be quite a good deal 
of soil around the roots. When they 
are ready to be set out ,a hole may 
be made with a dibber or a sharpen­
ed stick. The roots paay be watered 
after they have been Set. One of the 
most important features of growing 
cabbage consists in the attention 
given to cultivation of the soil. There 
may be some occasions when the head 
will split, this may be stopped or 
prevented it the head is taken in 
the hands and turned forcibly from 
one side to another.

BRUSSELS SPROUTS. Brussels 
sprouts are perhaps the most hardy 
of the cabbage family. If it is im­
possible to secure brussels sprouts 
plants a few seeds may be planted 
about May 15 at a depth of about one 
inch. These should be transplanted 
to the permanent bed about the 15th 
of June. They should be set eighteen 
inches in the row and two feet be­
tween the rows. It is well to keep 
the patch clean, and the surface soil 
should be stirred frequently. It is 
unnecessary to trim off the leaves as 
the plants grow in the garden.

SWISS CHARD. Swiss chard can 
be grown easily from seed, in rows 
twelve inches apart, the young plants 
being thinned to six or eight inches 
apart. The advantage of this plant 
is that the leaves may be pulled off 
close to the root and new x leaves 
shoot up, which may be consumed 
during the season. The roots are 
used for greens and the stem of the 
leaf as asparagus. . A few plants

Ici-national Institute of Agriculture—maintained by forty Gov­
ernments—reports officially to Washington that the food grains 
of the world qn March 31st, 1917, showed a shortage of 
150,000,000 bushels below the amount necessary to feed the 
world until August, 1917. He declares it is beyond question that 
unless a greater acreage is put to crop in 1917 there will be 
WORLD-HUNGER before the 1918 crop is harvested.

The failure of the grain crop, in the Argentine Republic, 
which is ordinarily a great grain-exporting nation, resulted iii 

■mbai-go being"placed, in March, 1917, upon the export of 
grains from that country to avert local famine.

The United States Department of Agriculture, in its offi­
cial report, announces the condition of the fall wheat crop 
(which is two-thirds of their total wheat crop), on April 1st, 
1917. to he the poorest ever recorded, and predicts a yield of 
311.000,000 bushels below the crop of 1915. The 1916 crop 
was poor. Even with favorable weather, the wheat crop of the 
F ruled States is ikely to be the smallest m thirty-five years, not 
more than 64'W of the normal crop.
