Every flake is a hexagon 

manner; that is, it has six sides, eix 
points, eix facets or six angles. If 
the temperature should remain the 
same during a snowstorm all the 
flakes of that storm would be alike, 
but usually the temperature during 
the snowstorm varies, and the wind 
direction under the influence of 
bodies of water varies. Hence in one 
snowstorm there may be found as 
many different flake forms as there 
were differing wind directions during 
the storm, or varying degrees in tem­
perature while the snow was failing.

These wonderful little geometric 
figures have ever been the theme of 
poets, sages and prophets and patriots. 
One has said : “Where the snow falls 
there is freedom.” Another has said: 
“He sendeth his snow as a blanket 
of wool.”

The first quotation refers to the 
hardiness and independence of people 
dwelling in cold ami rigorous cli­
mates. Every wheat grower knows 
what the prophet meant when he 
said that the snow was as a blanket 
of wool, for though these little figures 
are wholly ice, yet they lie over the 
land and prevent the soil from radi­
ating its heat and freezing out the 
wheat and the grasses.

Until the present time »t was thought 

that tattooing on the skin was of a per­
manent character, but it m sair that a 
French army officer has discovered a 
process which, if carefully followed, will 
take these marks from the flesh so ef­
fectually that they cannot be detected 
by any means whatever. The process 
consista of first rubbing the skin until a 
thin layer of the surface is worn away, 
then applying a mixture of lime, slaked 
just l>efore use, and pow-dered phosphor­
us. The tattooed part having been coat­
ed with the paete, a picc of gauze is laid 
over it, covered with a banda’ge. 
dressing is removed after 48 hours. The 
scab is allowed to dry in the air, and 
comes away in about a fortnight, with­
out leaving a scar. If any trace of the 
tattooing then remains, the treatment 
is repeated. The discoverer claims to 
have applied this treatment in a great 
many cases, with perfect success.

4, cottage 5, where a pair of handcuffs 
were locked on his ankles so that he 
could not leave his bed only with great 
difficulty. In that condition, lie stated, 
lie remained until February 10, the only 
two occasions on which he was out of 
the room being once when the shackles 
were taken from his limbs so that lie 
might read a book to the other boys, 
and once when iie was allowed to go 
to the wash-room and take a bath. The 
first occasion occupied about an hour, 
on the second occasion he was so weak 
he fell in attempting to walk ten yards 
to the wash-room.

From Jan. 9, the (lay of the shack­
ling, until Jan. 16, the superintendent 
did not call to see what condition lie 
was in. On that day, the lad said, the 
superintendent entered the room, and, 
ordering him to lie on his face and 
strip his back, dealt him more than ten 
blows on the bare flesh with a strap. 
These were followed with at least ten 
stripes on the hands, the boy crying 
with the pain meanwhile. He said lie did 
not again see the superintendent until 
ieb. 10, the shackles being left on him 
continuously. On that day Superinten­
dent Ferrier visited him and asked him 
if he were well enough to get up and 
go back to his work in tlic shoe shop. 
The boy stated lie was, and the prom­
ise of the superintendent that he would 
see about letting him up was fulfilled 
the next morning by Mr. Gordon one 
of the instructors.

During the one month of his deten­
tion his” food consisted only of bread 
and water. He was given two slices of 
bread and a pitcher of water in the 
morning, two slices and water at noon, 
and the same in the evening. Once the 
matron sent him some toast and milk, 
but that was not according to instruc­
tions.

NOT SO BAD AFTER ALL.
London, March 4.—The British For­

eign Office received a despatch this 
morning from Sir John N. Jordan, Bri- 

Minister at Peking, indicating that 
the putbreak in Peking iteelf was of a 
sporadic character, and intimating such 
a favorable view of the situation that 
the grave fear engendered by the first 
despatches received here hay been grat- 
ly allayed.

Sir John Jordan cables that YTian 
Shi Kai has notified the foreign lega­
tions that only two regiments stationed 
in Peking are concerned in the mutiny, 
and that he is confident that lie will 
be able to control the situatidn.

The British adds that the damage in 
the Tartar city is not near so great as 
was at first reported. Sir John Jor­
dan has not atsked for reinforcements 
to be sent to the troops acting as 
legation guajrds, nor did he refer in any 
way to the necessity of reinforcements 
so that the British Government does 
not contemplate the despatch of more 
troons to Peking.

The British Government considers 
that Sir John’s report is so favorable 
that it eliminates all immediate neces­
sity for the contemplation of any inter­
national action looking to the occupa­
tion by foreign troops of Peking.

New York, March 4.—A London caW# 
this morning says: A million miner» 
have now ouit work and the National 
strike has begun.

England Is facing the crisis, now that 
it has actually come to a head, much 

calmly than she regarded its de 
velopment. The stock markets yester­
day regained courage, after gome flurry, 
and the general public is asking: “How 
long will the strike last?” rather than, 
“What will happen during its continu­
ance!”

This philosophic calm is lergely due to 
the belief that the attitude taken by the 
Government will bring the recalcitrant 
mine owners to terms. Some of those 
who on Wednesday held out against the 
principle of a minumum wage gave in 
yesterday, and thus only 35 per cent, of 
the owners are still irreconcilable. There 
are Welsh and Scotch owners in whose 
districts the miners’ strike funds arc in 
considerable.

Though no official statement as to the 
details of the Government’s plans has 
yet been made, there is a growing be­
lief that a special bill will be rushed 
through Parliament is other means of 
bringing about an agreement fail. Monday 
is mentioned as the day for the introduc­
tion of such a measure. Monday i% also 
the day on which the effects of the 
strike will begin to be felt by the general 
public, for that day will witness a gen­
eral curtailment of the r.ailway service.

In the meantime hope is growing that 
the conferences, which will continue to­
day will result in further progress to­
ward a settlement.

Winnipeg—The local wheat market 
opened strong on options at l-2c ad­
vance on yesterday’s close and contin­
ued active for a considerable time.

of productiveness. The other 85 per 
cent, contains but few, if any young 
trees, which, unless live stock is ex­
cluded will not perpetuate themselves, 
but will become less productive each 
year, and when the present stand of 
matured trees is gone, will cease to ex­
ist. Investigations further disclose the 
fact that, on the whole, the woodland 
pasture is inferior, and is valued on an 
average, at not over 50 cents per acre 
annually by the owners. Thus the wood- 
lots are not only unproductive as tim­
ber-producing areas, with a compara­
tively short period of existence, but are 
unprofitable as pasture lands as well. 
In the majority of cases, the shade is 
to great to permit a normal stand of 
nutritious grass to grow'. This condi­
tion can be improved by fencing off the 
best nortion of timber, reserving it from 
live stock and improving the forest con­
ditions by encouraging the growth of the 
more valuable young trees, which spring 
up rapidly. If any open spaces exist, 
they can be planted to trees of value for 
post and other uses.

The portion to be used for pasture 
should have the surplus trees removed, 
reserving only those necessary for 
shade.

In this manner a great profit will be 
realized than in the hap-hazard method 
of attempting to maintain a woodlot and 
pasture in the same area. It is just as 
logical to attempt to grow corn in a 
field and at the same time allow the live 
stock to pasture in it.

During these winter months much 
work can be carried on in the woodlot 
in the way of marketing matured tim­
ber, removing “weed trees,” which may 
be injuring growth of more value. Spaces 
may be cleared of iron wood, water 
beech, culled unmerchantable trees, and 
the spaces replanted to something of 
value in the spring. Almost every 
woodlot can be improved in some man­
ner. and oncrations of this nature wlil 
greatly increase its productiveness and 
at the same time insure its perpetuity.

DISEASE OF HONEY BEES.
The United States Department of 

Agriculture calls attention to the fact 
that American foul brood and Euro­
pean foul brood has been found to ex­
ist in Erie county. The department 
has no means of knowing how long 
the disease lias existed in the region, 
but desires to notify bee-keepers of the 
trouble and suggest that, if not already 
informed concerning the disease, they 
inform themselves at once. Very fre­
quently colonies of bees are destroyed 
by disease and the loss is attributed by 
tiie bee-keeper to some other cause. 
Farmers’ Bulletin No. 332, The Treat­
ment of Bee Diseases, gives a descrip­
tion of the brood diseases and methods 
of treatment. It will bo sent free on 
request to the Secretary of Agriculture, 
Washington, D.C.

Attention is also called to the fact 
that the brood diseases do r.ot at all 
injure honey for human consumption, 
so that there need be no fear on the 
part of purchasers of honey.

Of it 
Geikie says, “From the skin it slowly 
ate its way through the tissues to the 
bones and joints, and even to the mar­
row, rotting the whole body piecemeal. 
The lungs, the organs of speech and 
hearing, and the eves, were attacked in 
turn, till at last consumption or dropsy 
brought welcome death. The dread of 
infection kept men aloof from the suf­
ferer; and the law proscribed him as 
above all men unclean.” Tn the course 
of the disease one portion of the body 
after another wastes away or sloughs 
off, and the victim suffers a slow but 
certain death. The disease is infectious, 
and is considered by many to be heredi­
tary. it is spread over large portions of 
the earth, especially in warm climates. 
It is progressive, ami so far as is now 
known, incurable, although it has re­
cently been claimed that an effectual 
treatment for it ha» been discovered. 
The leprosy is a fitting emblem of sin. 
The leper came to Jesus, thus acknowb 
edging his condition and his need, and 
his desire for help. Beseeching him, and 
kneeling down—Matthew tells us that 
lie worshipped Jesus, and Luke says “he 
fell on his face.” It was an act of rever­
ence, and certainly an act of entreaty, 
lie hod come to know of Jesus through 
the great works He had wrought. If 
thou wilt—The lej>er did not doubt his 
willingness. It was a question in his 
mind whether Jesus would be willing 
to help one whose very presence was 
defiling.
