The circumstances st
wending the peyro. ovprages and 1 e
conscquent Iynchings in Scpiembor,
1906, 10 Atlanta, tie principal eity o
the State, conyineed the people tha
these atrocities were lostered 1f nol
caused by the saloons, and strong
public feeling was aroused sguinst
them, which hus vow fonnd expics
sion in a probibitory law. Prepura-
tions for the enforcement of the law
m Atlanta are said to have been made
in 8 busipess-hike way. Toe city has
been districted for the organization vl
law apd order leagues, which will un
dertake to prevent or drive out 'bligd
tigers.” As lor saloons undes the guise
of social clubs, a tax on such places
imposed by the Legisiature 15 expect
