PARLIAMENT SQUARE.
When McKbllab was king at Parlia­

ment Buildings and hobnobbed there 
with the messengers and caretakers, it 
was not remarkable that he extended to 
them extraordinary privileges. Now that 
the clown has been shelved in a shrievalty, 
and consigned to the congenial society of 
bum-bailiffs and turnkeys, it is matter 
for surprise that the favours with which 
he regaled his “ pals ” have not been can­
celled by his successor. In 1871 and ’72 
the expenditure on the grounds round 
Parliament Buildings was merely nom­
inal, but an opportunity for favouritism 
was quickly espied by that unprofitable 
public servant who quartered himself 
and family on the country, and turned 
the public buildings into a McKbllàb 
dormitory. In 11J73 we find the follow­
ing, which we commend to our rural tax­
payers for reading and recollection :

That’s the way the nroney goes, and what 
end has been reached ! Have we fine 
gravel sweeps, pretty parterres and plan­
tations, sylvan glades and bowery vistas, 
lawns and bowling greens with verdure 
clad l Scarcely. Those who choose to 
visit the locality will discover a mere 
cabbage garden, a ravine filled at enor­
mous expense for tillage by the caretakers

Sweet and delightful as a little rut in 
nrbe may be, we can scarcely imagine the 
Ontario taxpayer wishing to present the 
chums of McKbllab with a form con­
structed at the price above given. Not 
can we imagine any sensible man de­
voting the grounds in the square to the 
purpose of raising vegetables for the pub­
lic institutions, though that excuse has 
been palmed off on a too easy Legislature 
and has been made to do service till it is 
“ played out.” What private corpora­
tions can do the people of Ontario can 
afford to do. The grounds round the 
new Metropolitan Church in this city are 
not turned into a vegetable garden for 
the sexton, verger, and pew-opener. They 
are laid out to be a decoration to the 
building and an ornament to the city. 
Parliament Buildings Square is most 
improperly exempt from municipal taxa­
tion, and as long as an iniquitous law is 
in operation, the least the ratepayers here 
can expect is that the grounds be laid out 
in a manner to reflect credit on the dty, 
and not to excite the contempt of every 
visitor^whose eye lights upon the handi­
work of the great fall-plougher. It is not 
enough to have got rid of McKbl- 
lar if that unexampled boor’s past raids 
on the-tfeasory are to continue to bear 
fruit for the profit and gratification of 
his quondam allies.

HOW FOREIGN LOANS ARE SPENT 
IN ENGLAND.

Touching on the subject of foreign 
loans raised in England, the London 
Daily News is candid enough to let out 
some wholesome truth, which it would be 
wise for Governments and people in Can­
ada to give heed to whenever the temp­
tation to “ place ” a few millions more on 
the English loan market comes before 
them. Oar contemporary first speaks of 
those semi-civilized defaulters, Turkey, 
Egypt, Peru, and others, and truly 
enough says that while English investors 
have lost by them,

them 'in return. The 

part of It was “ appropriated ” by 
various grades of swindlers through 
whose hands it passed, and the small 
balance left was uselessly rather than 
usefully spent. But the Daily News has 
a word for other borrowers too—for bor­
rowers of a class that may be held to in­
clude ourselves. The disposition to
borrow money rather than to practice 
economy, or to appeal to the national 
spirit for necessary sacrifices, it says, has 
been indulged far too much by Govern­
ments that have many titles to respect, 
and should be discouraged if mischief of 
the kind lately seen is not to spread. 
And now we come to the interesting bit 
of truth-telling above alluded to. 
Our contemporary continues : “ The in- 
“ troduction of great foreign loans is 
<‘ popular among us. As soon as it is 
“ known that a Government has made 
“ solid arrangements for borrowing six 
“ or ten millions in Lombard street, a 
“ thousand English brains are busy con- 
“ triving with whom the money shall be 
“ spent. The borrower will want steel 
“ rails and locomotives for railways, 
“ girders for bridges, steamers for com- 
“ merce, and ironclads and guns for his 
“ navy. Then, moreover, every million 
“ lent makes the borrower a permanent 
“ tributary to this country, and increases 
“ our command over the produce of 
“ foreign countries." These words should 
be engraven on the tablets of the memory 
of every Canadian making any pretension 
to patriotism. They suggest the right 
answer to English railway men who com­
plain of having lost money in Canada. 
As we have before maintained in these 
columns, we hear much of the small re­
turns that English capitalists get for 
their Canadian investments, but thjb re­
cord of secret profits made directly and 
indirectly by these same investor is 
carefully concealed from the public. 
The profits improperly made by Eng­
lish capitalists on inferior rails 
sent out to Canada would probably 
amount to millions, were the truth known. 
Many a one hundred pound bond now 
held in England scarcely represents fifty 
pounds of actual value received in Can­
ada. This is a phase of the railway in­
vestment question which English capital­
ists are exceedingly anxious to keep out 
of sight, but which Canadians should be 
just as anxious to bring out and to keep 
out in the light of day.

A NEW DEAL.
Reference was made, a few days ago, 

in an Ottawa despatch, to a contem­
plated change of policy by the Macken­
zie Administration with reference to the 
building of the Pacific railway. We have 
received some further information on the 
subject ; and we have good reason to be­
lieve that it is li'erally correct. There is 
to be a new deal. Abandoned contracts,
“ magnificent water stretches," the in­
satiety of political hacks, the serious 
difficulties encountered on the section be­
tween Thunder Bay and Red River, the 
hitherto peddling and pottering which 
have been pursued, the financial incapacity 
of the Administration, the prospect of 
new loans whose products would fast go 
into the sink of useless branches—these 
and numberless other considerations have 
begun to make themselves felt on the 
somewhat unimpressionable mjnd of the 
Premier. Will he go on as he has be­
gun, or will he adopt a radical change of 
I>olicy i Will he continue to build the 
road, or rather useless branches of it, 
some of them leading from riowhere to 
nowhere, directly from the Public Works 
Department 1 or will he seek the inter­
vention of a company or companies 1 
These are the questions over which Mr. 
Mackenzie has seemingly been ponder­
ing, and on which he appears to have 
come to a conclusion at last.

This brilliant, heaven-bom statesman 
came into power in November, 1873. In 
the course of two short months he laid 
down the programme by which his Gov­
ernment was to be guided ; and he an­
nounced it when, following up his deter­
mination to make the memorable “ mid- 
“ night attack,” he appealed to the 
country in January following. During 
his contest he asserted that the pro­
per way to build the Pacific rail­
way was, not by a company or companies, 
but by the Government. Whatever 
profit there might be in the work, he 
said, should go into the people’s pocket. 
The intervention of companies would be 
discarded, and Mr. Mackenzie would 
build the road himself. W611, we have 
seen with what success he has carried out 
this boldly-uttered and would-be patriotic 
policy. To-day he is the laughing-stock 
of every practical man in the community. 
To the north he selected a route which 
was found impracticable, and now the 
country is paying his friend, Mr. A. B. 
Foster, for useless surveys. In the 
North-West he is pottering away at a sec­
tion here and a section there, not know­
ing whether to abandon the water 
stretches or attempt to utilize them, and 
with the strong probability staring him in 
the face, that he will never be able to 
connect them ; or, if he should, it will be 
at an alarming cost.

Out of all these difficulties Mr. Mac­
kenzie hopes to drag himself by a ready 
“ ’bout face.” His intention is, we are 
assured, to advertise for contractors who 
will undertake to build the railway 
tire, or in sections, the Government 
giving a bonus of $10,000 a mile and a 
land subsidy to an extent not yet rev * 
ed. The Premier’s intention is, we un­
derstand, to advertise in the Canadian 
press to this effect immediately, as well as 
in England, and to give until January 
next for the reception of tenders by the 
Department. The first thought which 
occurs to one is the deep humiliation 
which the adoption of such a policy must 
bring to the Premier. What ! Adopt a 
means of building the railway "which he 
and his Party had so’vehemently de­
nounced ! Fall back upon the much-

THB PREMIER AND THE LA- 
CHINE CANAL JOB.

Exception is taken by the Government 
organ to oar remarfc that Mr. Macken­
zie “ entered into collusion with Messrs. 
« Jette and Laylamme, two of his eup- 
“ porters in the House of Commons, to 
“ fleece the Government and the public 
“ out of a large sum of money in counec- 
“ tion with Lachine canal lands. ” It 
considers it ample disproof of this alle­
gation that no one moved in the matter 
in the House of Commons. The public 
will require some better reply than this. 
People do not ordinarily engage in the 
occupation, or diversion if you will, of 
knocking their heads against stone walls, 
and, nine times out of ten, moving 
against a powerful majority in the pre­
sent House of Commons, would be very 
little more sensible.

Of the part played by Messrs. Jette 
and Laflammb throughout this whole 
transaction we are not now called upon to 
speak. Mr. Justice Torrance stamped 
the character of their auction sale and its 
attendant “puffing” when he gave judg­
ment against them in the suit of Jette, 
Laflammb, et al. v. McNaughton, in the 
sum of $97,057.50. What we have more 
particularly to deal with now is Mr. 
Mact£jp$zik’b connection with this inter­
esting brace of speculators.

Prior to the session of 1876 an Ottawa 
newspaper alleged that Messrs. Jette 
and Laflamme’s connection with the La- 
chine lands had a suspicions appearance, 
and during the session it published seve­
ral documents and a good deal of evidence 
all going to show that collusion existed 
between these lights of the Ronge Party 
and the Public Works Department ; that 
the auction sale was conducted with a 
view to giving an unreal value to the 
lands, a portion of which they had had 
a promise the Government would re­
quire either for a new canal or the en­
largement of the old one ; that the pur­
chasers were not in all cases real pur­
chasers, but put forward to run up the 
prices ; that, in a word, the whole thing 
was a very shameful attempt to defraud 
the Treasury for the particular benefit of 
a few prominent Ministerial supporters in 
Parliament. On 2nd March Mr. Jette 
referred to this question in the House of 
Commons, in these words : “I have 

been accused by some journals of the 
Opposition with having used my in- 

“ fluence with the Government to obtain 
information in advance. I believe this 
is the proper time to deny positively 
such an accusation. * * And I
desire an enquiry to prove that these 
accusations are false, as I have always 

“ asserteÿL” Mr. Mackenzie on. that 
occasion Isaid that “ no such application 
“ as was stated; had ever been made to the 
“ Government to purchase the lands of his 
“ hon. friend, or any other lands. No 
« lands were offered and no information 
“ was asked for further than this : A 
“ map was brought showing lands these 
u parties had advertised for sale, or were 
“ about to advertise for sale, and they 
“ wished to know whether the Govem- 
“ ment desired to obtain any land in that 
“ quarter, and if so, whether the sale 
“ would interfere with any of the Gov- 
“ emment’s plans. He informed them 
“ the Government had not decided whe- 
“ ther to enlarge the existing canal or 
“ make a new canal, and he therefore de- 
“ dined to offer any advice whether they 
“ should proceed with the sale or not. 
« That was all that took place that he was 
“ aware of, and he was quite sure that 
“ nothing took place anywhere else than 
“ in his own office, so that the hon. gen- 
“ tlpraiLTi was entirely clear of the re- 
“ motest suspicion of wrong-doing in this 
“ matter.” There is documentary evi­
dence, of unquestioned authority—the evi­
dence produced at the trial in Court—which 
shows that when Mr. Mackenzie stated 
that no application had been made to the 
Government to purchase his * honourable 
“ friends’ ” lands he was stating what was 
not the fact. On 17th September, 1874, 
Messrs. Laflammb, Cassidy, and Jette 
wrote a letter to Mr. Mackenzie inform­
ing him of their intention with regard to 
the property m their possession, and ask­
ing what the Government proposed to do, 
and on 7th October Mr. Braun, Secre­
tary of the Public Works Department, 
replied to Mr. Jette in the following 
terms : A

“ Sib,—Referring to that part of your 
letter of the 17th uIt, signed conjointly by 
yourself and others, offering to sell to the 
Government a strip of land for the use of the 
proposed new line of the Lachine canal be­
tween the Grand Trunk railway bridge and 
the Cote St Paul road, I am directed to in­
form you that the Chief Engineer, to whom 
the matter was referred, reports that a space 
qf at least 225 to 250feet in width mil be re­
quired for the new canal at the place above 
mentioned. I take tin* opportunity to say in 
regard to the other subject matters referred 
to myoor letter, that they are still under in­
vestigation.”

Here is the flattest possible contradic­
tion of Mr. Mackenzie’s statement in 
Parliament that no application had been 
made to the Government to purchase the

lands. In a word, as he had frequently 
done before, and has frequently done 
since, he stated what was not true. The 
joint letter of Messrs. Laflammb, Cassidy, 
and Jette was written on the 17th Sep­
tember, but no reply was sent until the 
7th October, three days before the auction 
sale ! Mr. Mackenzie did a grievous 
wrong to the country in sending such a 
letter at such a time. That its production 
would materially enhance the value of the 
property he must have known ; and indeed 
it is difficult to resist the conclusion that 
it was written with that object. What a 
position for Mr. Mackenzie to place 
himself in ! He informs the vendors he 
will require a portion of their property, 
but no price is named. Three days before 
the sale he writes a letter, the certain 
effect of which must be to raise the price of 
the land, and thus, if the bargain had been 
consummated, squeeze out of the Treasury 
a large sum of money for his Rouge friends; 
for the auction rates would necessarily be 
the standard of price in whatever sales 
Messrs. Jette & Co. might subsequently 
make to the Government.

We have in this letter proof that

use was made of the 
communicated to them from the Public 
Works Department. But this is not all. 
The evidence taken in Montreal shows 
that Messrs. Jette and Laflammb were 
in personal communication with Mr. 
Mackenzie in his office at Ottawa, in re­
spect of this very subject ; that ho him­
self took them to Mr. Page, the Engineer 
of the Department, showed them all the 
maps in the Department, and communi­
cated to them a great deal of information. 
There is still more, however. Mr. Braun, 
Mr. Mackenzie’s official Secretary—in 
any communication of this kind standing 
for Mr. Mackenzie—did not use the 
mail only ; he also used the “ wire.” It 
will be remembered that when the papers 
asked for by Parliament were brought 
down it was found that a particular tele­
gram was withheld. Parliament never got 
that telegram. But it was produced be­
fore the Court in Montreal. The tele­
graph company were compelled to pro­
duce it ; and those who have a recollec­
tion of the enquiry will remember that 
Mr. Laflammb stormed and raged at 
what he characterized a betrayal of 
trust by the Montreal Telegraph Com­
pany. Now, what was this telegram, 
sent from Mr. Mackenzie’s office by Mr. 
Mackenzie’s Secretary, to the Montreal 
speculators 1 Why, it was a message to 
Mr. Sippbll, Superintendent of the 
Lachine canal, instructing him to let 
these Rouge supporters of the Govern­
ment have all the information in his 
power ! And, yet, Mr. Mackenzie gave 
them no information,! He was ignorant 
of the whole matter !

The object of all this was fully re­
vealed later on. On 3rd November Mr. 
Braun wrote to Mr. Sippbll, asking him 
to see the proprietors of such lands as 
might be required either to enlarge the 
existing canal or to make a new one. Mr. 
Sippbll, in reply, stated that ‘ ‘ the land 

required between the Grand Trunk 
bridge and Coté St* Paul is owned by 
Messrs. Laflammb, Jette, and others, 
who appear disposed to sell the right of 
way for the new canal at the same 
price as that for which they have sold 
certain portions of their property.” 

The price wou’d be $425,840 ! Like an 
honest man, Mr. Sippbll reported that 
this was an exorbitant figure, and that 
no more than $192,480 ought to be given 
for the lands in question. Mr. Page, the 
Engineer of the Department, having 
looked into the matter himself, came to 
the same conclusion as Mr. Sippbll, and 
reported that “ a great portion of the 
“ land is controlled by persons who not 
" only attach a vast importance to their 

position, but who have succeeded in 
impressing upon the minds of others a 
greatly exaggerated idea of their value. ” 
The public exposure, made in the press 

and in the Courts, blocked the game which, 
to use a sporting phrase, had been so well 
“ set up.” But are the conspirators any 
the less blameworthy on that account t 
We leave the public to judge from the 
evidence we have placed before it.

AN OBVIOUS NEED.
In one portion of the Dominion the 

constitution is a dead letter, the resi­
dents are absolutely disfranchised, re­
sponsible government is unknown, and 
the Governor is clothed with despotic 
power. The locality where this dreadful 
state of things exists is not in the frozen 
north, in some remote Hudson’s Bay 
fort, but in the most southern land be­
longing to Canada, and in which one of 
the very earliest settlements was planted. 
In the year 1598 a large expedition was 
sent out from France under the auspices 
of Henry IV. to found a colony in New 
France on this side of the Atlantic. If 
we judge of the capacity of its leader, the 
Marquis dr la Roche, by the one ad­
ministrative act of his which is known to 
us, the judgment would not be favour­
able , for, except on the supposition that 
he intended to form a penal settlement, 
it is impossible to think highly of a man 
who proceeded to plant his first colony on 
the dismal and dangerous sand dunes 
known as Sable Island. If Canada ever 
requires a Botany Bay, if a despotic 
Governor-General ever feels the necessity 
of deporting disturbers of the public 
peace to a safe place of detention, then 
this small dependency might be of some 
value, for escape would be more impos­
sible than from the French settlements in 
New Caledonia. But at present the 
chief products of the Island, cranberries 
and ponies, though both very good in 
their way, do not contribute much to the 
revenue of the Dominion. The Minister 
of Marine, to be sure, reports among the 
live stock for which the Department is 
responsible, ten fowls, eleven pigs, six 
heifers, and other interesting particulars, 
including the statement that last year 7 
bushels of beets and 156 dozen of cab­
bages were raised on the Island ; but we 
do not see any sum placed to the public 
credit on account of this attention to the 
acclimatisation of imported fauna and 
flora on that unpromising field of labour.

But while nothing can make Sable 
Island a desirable place of residence, it is 
very necessary that some one should re­
side there. This large sandbank, for it 
is nothing more, lies very dangerously in 
the course of vessels passing from Europe 
to the Maritime Provinces or the 
Northern States ; and the lights and 
life-saving establishments which are 
maintained there are every year of im­
mense value in preventing shipwrecks 
and in affording relief and assistance 
when disasters do occur. Many a crow, 
and not a few cargoes, have been saved 
from the waves by the exertions of the 
Superintendent and his men, who ply 
their tasks in isolation from the rest of 
the world, the completeness of which is 
only broken in upon by the periodical 
visit* of one of the Government steamers. 
Once a month, we believe, the Lady 
Head has been in the habit usually 
of making the trip from Halifax, but 
landing on the island is almost always 
difficult, and is frequently impossible. On 
this account a considerable stock of sup­
plies has to be maintained there ; enough 
to support the residents and any crew that 
may be shipwrecked, until a further sup­
ply can be sent. If there have been no 
wrecks, and there are consequently no 
passengers to be brought up, and no 
necessity for supplies being sent down, it 
is obvious that some trips of the steamer 
might be dispensed with ; but in the ab­
sence of information on these points— 
and at present there are no means of com­
municating with the island—it is most 
unjust to leave the locality un visited, as 
has recently been the case, for a long 
period. It is stated that, previous to 
the other day, no trip was made there by 
the Government steamer for five months. 
There may be good reasons for tins—there 
always are reasons which a Department 
considers good for every neglect or misad­
venture—but it ought not to have oc­
curred. The obvious remedy is the con­
struction at once of a submarine tele­
graph between Nova Scotia and Sable 
Island. The distance is, we fancy, some­
what under a hundred miles, and the ex­
pense would not be veiy great. But 
whatever it might be, it is one that, we 
are sure, ought to be incurred, so that 
the occurrence of any marine casualty 
might be at once known, and such relief 
as was necessary despatched when it was 
needed and could be of some avail.

There is another consideration, too, 
though a minor one, in favour of the con­
struction of such a line. Sable Island 
would be a most valuable outpost for 
meteorological observations. The “ Prob­
abilities” of each day are founded on

accurate reports from an immense num­
ber of stations on the Continent, 
but we want to know beforehand 
what is looming up from the Eastern 
ocean. Newfoundland might be utilized 
more than it is for this purpose, but yet 
it lies somewhat too far to the north. 
Sable Island is the only available locality, 
well out in the ocean, between the cold 
north and Bermuda, and with the latter 
there is still no means of communicating. 
This, we may observe in passing, is a 
piece of neglect on the part of the British 
Government which always strikes us as 
being very peculiar and quite inexplic­
able. Of the importance of Bermuda in 
time of war as a connecting link between 
Canada and the West Indies it is impossi­
ble to speak too highly. It is an outpost 
from which England could operate on the 
American coast—if such a necessity 
should ever arise—to the greatest advan­
tage, and it seems absolutely indispensa­
ble that communication should be main­
tained between it, Halifax, and Jamaica. 
If Canada were to connect Sable Island 
with the mainland, England might have 
her attention directed to the advisability 
of extending the same advantages to ”

cash returns for t laid out c
them, and we are not so sanguine as to 
imagine that this “ practical ” Adminis­
tration is likely to spend much money for 
purely scientific purposes, but there is 
very good reason why the line to Sable 
Island should be constructed at an early 
date—reason of the validity of which it is 
possible that our overworked and efficient 
Minister of Marine might have time to 
satisfy himself while he is visiting the 
Lower Provinces, that is, of course, after 
he has fully attended to his own business 
and satisfied the craving for a little relax­
ation, which is both natural and laudable 
in persons who devote all their time and 
such abilities as they possess to the ser­
vice—in this instance, so miserably re­
quited !—of their country.

THE SALONICA OUTRAGE.
Although what is officially called in­

demnity or reparation for the recent mur­
der of two foreign Consuls at Salonica is 
likely to be made very fully by the 
Porte, yet the stain of blood will not be 
thus easily effaced, nor will the settlement 
of the Eastern question proceed after this 
just as if the tragic event had never hap­
pened. By the Turkish Government 
this outburst of blind fury on the part of 
its own subjects is doubtless felt as a real 
calamity—as a contretemps which turns 
up to place it at an enormous disadvan­
tage additional to those under which it 
lias hitherto laboured in negotiating with 
the Great Powers of Europe for its own 
existence. Restrictions upon its rule, 
which otherwise would perhaps have been 
no more than hinted at, will now, by rea­
son of the Salonica outrage and the vol­
canic condition of Constantinople, be 
formally demanded and strongly pressed. 
We may well believe the Porte to be sin­
cere in its expressions of regret for what 
has happened at Salonica, as well as 
in its desire to punish the murderers, but 
all this will not undo the mischief that 
has been done ; unless, indeed, it should 
turn out that the Consuls had been guilty 
of something worse than indiscretion, in 
which event the Turkish case would prove 
a stronger one than it at present appears 
to be.

It is doubtful whether what our Amer­
ican neighbours call the “ bottom facts ” 
of this affair have yet been told in print ; 
nevertheless a recapitulation of such in­
formation as has already been made pub­
lic may be of interest. Salonica—the
ancient Thessalonica, to the Church estab­
lished in which St. Paul wrote two of 
his Epistles—has some 70,000 inhabitants, 
and in the extent of its trade is the 
second city in the Turkish Empire, com­
ing next after Constantinople. The 
Christians form a majority of the popu­
lation, and since the concessions wrung 
from the Turk in our own time have been 
forward in the maintenance of their 
rights. It was on Saturday, May 6th, that, 
according to the Turkish official state­
ment, a young Christian girl from Bul­
garia (a province to the northward), ar­
rived by railway at Salonica, where she 
was awaited by a number of people who 
intended to conduct her to the Governor’s 
residence. She was about to abjure 
Christianity and embrace Islamism, and 
was taking the steps towards this end 
which the law directs. A Christian turn­
ing Mahomedan first waits on the 
Christian authorities and then on the 
Mufti (a Mahomedan religious teacher),, 
both of whom formally advise the indi­
vidual to remain in the faith of his or 
her fathers, and the convert must then 
take a fortnight for consideration. If at 
the end of that time the individual 

still resolved upon the change, 
he or she is placed under an escort of 
gendarmes and conducted to the 
Turkish civil and religious authorities, to 
make formal abjuration and profession. 
In this case the convert to Islamism had 
already taken the former steps mentioned, 
and her coming to Salonica was in order 
to go before the Turkish Governor, and 
next before the Mahomedan religious 
authorities, for the conclusion. Perhaps 
the Turkish account of the aflair is worth 
quoting :

“ A young Christian village girl who had 
embraced Islamism, having arrived by rail­
way at Salonica, some parties who awaited 
her arrival at the station proceeded to con­
duct her according to custom*, to the resi­
dence of the Governor-General when about 
150 persons whom the United States Consul 
had assembled made a rush at the girl tore 
off her veil and mantle, and carrying her 
away by force, took her to the house of a 
Christian, thereby exasperating the Mussul­
mans who witnessed this scene of violence. 
Shortly afterwards the excited crowd 
marched en masse to the residence of the 
Governor to insist upon the young Mussul­
man being brought thither, and tne people 
collected in a mosque awaiting her arrival 
All the efforts both of the authorities and 
the leading inhabitants were powerless to 
control the crowd, which only the presence 
of the girl or the arrival of troops could suc­
ceed in dispersing. At this moment, the 
Governor, having been informed that the 
Consuls of Germany and France had entered 
the mosque, which had been invaded by the 
crowd, immediately proceeded thither in per­
son to induce the Consuls to leave and to 
calm the people ; but all his efforts were 
useless. As the young girl did not arrive, 
the populace wrenched the bars from the 
grating, and, thus provided with weapons, 
fell upon the Consuls.”

With this account should be compared 
the following, which was sent by foreign 
Governments to their legations at Paris :

“ On the 6tb, at 10 a.m., the attention of 
the United States Consul, who was at the 
railway station, was attracted by the cries 
of a Christian peasant girl surrounded by a 
score of Mussulmans, who wanted by force 
to take her to the Mosque. He succeeded, 
not without difficulty, in placing the young 
woman under his protection, and, conduct­
ing her to his carriage, conveyed her to the 
Consulat & The crowd, somewhat numer­
ous, followed the carriage to the American 
Consulate, and surrounded it, "shouting and 
demanding that the girl should be given up. 
Another portion of the population, in furious 
mood, had repaired to the Mdtoue. There­
upon, and while the AmericW Consul was 
seeking information as to the young woman’s 
nationalityrthe German and French Con­
suls were separately apprised that a young 
person belonging to their nationality had 
been forcibly dragged into the mosque. 
Ibey immediately went thither, and hardly 
had they entered and been recognized when 
the furione crowd rushed on them, and not 
only assassinated them, but literally beat 
them to death with blows of iron bars and 
benches. The Italian Consul warned of 
what was passing at the mosque and at the 
American Consulate, hastened to the Gover­
nor, who hastily collected the troops at 
hand, renamed to the mosque, immediately 
surrounded it, and sent a large squad of men 
to rescue the American Consulate, the doors 
of which the mob had tried to break in. 
The Governor immediately proceeded to 
make numerous arrests.”

A more recent Paris paper, the 
Estafette, says ;
“ The Consuls of France, Germany, and 

America were connected by marriage with 
each other. M. Moulin married, two years 
ago, a Miss Abbott, a sister of the Consul of 
Germany. Mr. Abbott was of a native Le­
vant family, which became English by natu­
ralization two or three generations ago. 
The Abbott family is, perhaps, the behest in 
Salonica, where it established an important 
commercial house, while it has representa­
tives at different ports in the Levant and in 
the British Consular service. The American 
Consul M. Hadgi Lazaro, is also a native, 
who has obtained Russian protection and 
the title of Representative of the United 
States in the East If a merchant finds him­
self in possession erf a considerable fortune, 
he at once thinks, if he is a native of the 
country, of placing himself under foreign 
protection in order to define hie situation in 
regard to the local authority, and he also at­

tempts in order to increase his influence to

5t Consular functions conferred upon him.
r. Hadgi Lazaro also married a meter of 

Mr. Abbott”
The Paris oorreepondent of the New 

York Times states the facts '•omewhat 
differently :

“ An attempt was first made to throw the 
responsibility upon the American .Consul 
who sided with the Christian* and instigated 
the riot ; and, secondly, the Console were 
said to have been murdered in the mosque. 
This is throwing blame upon them, for the 
representatives of foreign powers are for­
bidden to enter, these sacred places. If they 
did so, therefore, they took their lives in 
their hands, but it turns out that they were 
murdered in the street. Great stress is laid 
upon the action of the United States Consul 
We have no Consul at Salonica. The Con­
sular Agent there is Hadgi Lazaro, a wealthy 
Bulgarian resident, whose maters were mar- 
tied to the two men murdered. One is

Be­
ing a native, and belonging to a prominent 
Christian family, our Consular Agent was 
naturally identified with the religious quar­
rels and feuds of the town, where the 
Christians are now in the majority.”

A Berlin telegram to the London Times 
says :—

“ The family of Mr. Henry Abbott, the 
murdered German Consul have been resi­
dents of * Salonica for three generations. 
Mr. Henry Abbott was born at Salonica, 
was a British subject educated in Europe, 
and married to a Mdlle. Karateodori, a 
Greek lady, and a relative of Aristarohi 
Bey, the late Turkish Ambassador at 
Berlin.”

These different statements, it will be 
seen, fail to harmonize in varions par­
ticulars. The London Times says that a 
telegram of Russian origin announces that 
the Consuls of France and Germany were 
unquestionably drawn into a trap. Being 
aware of their connexion with the Ameri­
can Consul, whose intervention had 
originally irritated the Mussulmans, the 
Turks went to M. Moulin and Mr. Ab­
bott, and told them that the American 
Consul was detained in the mosque, 
where he was waiting for his relations 
and colleagues, and that he begged them 
to come and assist him in the matter. 
The two Consuls at once followed, roll­
out suspicion, the messenger who had 
been sent to them, and entered the 
mosque. They had scarcely passed the 
door when they were knocked down, and, 
after an order from Mr. Abbott to re­
lease the girl had been obtained, the-mob 
killed them with their swords. A Greek 
account of the affair says that the girl 
about whom the quarrel arose arrived" at 
Salonica accompanied by her mother, 
who declared that she was abandoning 
her religion not of her own free will, but 
by force. From these conflicting state­
ments it may be judged that the Commis­
sion of Enquiry has no easy task to per­
form ; and it will be seen that the facts, 
upon which only a correct opinion of the 
affair can be formed, are not yet estab-

CAN AD A AND THE MERCHANT 
SHIPPING BILL.

“ The truth appears to be the Minis­
ters at Ottawa were too modest in hav- 

‘ ing sent a representative here pleading 
‘ for favours when he should have come 
‘ to assert rights.” In this wise speaks 

the London Times in a leader on the Mer­
chant Shipping Bill, which strongly as­
serts the independent right of the Do-, 

inion Parliament to legislate “ with re­
ference to shipping, navigation and 
commerce, not only on the rivers and 
lakes of Canada, but beyond the limits 
of the Dominion. ” It is a severe reflec­

tion on the limping faint-hearted policy 
of the Canadian Government, but it is as 
richly merited as it is severe. Had Mr. 
A. J. Smith had one-tenth part the pluck 
and backbone and practical knowledge of 
the question possessed by his predecess­
or in the Marine and FisheriesDepartment, 
we should not find such a message as this 
coming across the Atlantic from the mon­
arch of Printing House Square. The Times 
may well ask, why sue for favours instead 
of asserting rights I There has been 
abundant discussion of the subject in 
Parliament. Every session since the 
present Government came into power, 
Mr. Mitchell, impressed with its im­
portance in a way which does not affect 
nine-tenths of the members of the House, 
to whom it is pretty much of a bore, has 
brought it up, once, twice, even three 
times. He has invariably dwelt upon the 
right of Canada, under the provisions of 
the British North America Act, 
to legislate as her Parliament pleases on 
the question ; he has denied the right of 
the Imperial Government to pass an Act 
which would include Canadian shipping ; 
and he has insisted upon the strongest re­
monstrance and representations to this 
effect being made. Last session he moved 
a resolution in which he declared “ that 
“ any legislation affecting British mer- 
“ chant shipping which may be adopted 
“by the Imperial Parliament should not 
“ include in its operation Canadian ton- 
“ nage,” adding, as an alternative, that 
“ if such legislation should be applied to 
“ Canadian tonnage, it should also in- 
“ elude foreign tonnage, in order that no 
“ advantage should be had by the latter 
“ over the former by the effect of such 
“ proposed Imperial legislation.” The 
Government organ in this city says the 
latter part of the resolution “ stultified 
“ the opinions of its author.” The re­
mark is unjust, and must have been made 
without reference to what Mr. Mitchell 
said on the occasion. One party to a 
dispute may hold the strongest possible 
views as to his rights, while the other 
party—perhaps the more powerful of the 
two—may be equally strong in holding 
to the opposite view. Mr. Mitchell 
contended that Canada has a right to 
legislate for herself on this subject, and 
that the Imperial Government has not 
the right to include Canada in the Im­
perial bill. But, he wisely said, “ Better 
“ half loaf than no bread.’’ If England 
did include Canada, contrary to his view 
in respect of the question of right, then 
let all foreign nations be pnt on the same 
footing. He knew, however, that legisla­
tion of this kind would never take place. 
But let us have his own words. On the 
13th March last he made a speech on the 
subject, which concluded with these words ; 
and their entire correctness needs no 
stronger proof than the Times' leader to 
which we have referred :

1 If the hon. gentleman relied upon getting 
the British Government and Parliament to 

\dude foreign shipping in the legislation they 
ere now adopting, he was mistaken, and 

Canadian shipowners would be left in the 
lurch. The complication* arising from such 
an attempt would be so serious that every 
prominent officer in the Foreign Department 
and Board of Trade would set himself against 
it, and when this occurred in England with 
respect to any measure it was almost impos­
sible to carry it ont The bon. gentleman 
knew how he was himself controlled in that 
way, as every Minister bnt the Premier was 
by the officers of his Department The only 
true course for the Government to pursue 
was to put their foot down and say : * We 
have rights in this matter conceded to us by the 
British North America Act, and have acted 
on them, and do not desire your legislation to 
interfere with us.’ If that policy were ad­
hered to, he felt satisfied the people and 
Parliament of England would adopt the 
principle, but a weak-kneed coarse would 
lead them to suppoee we did not wish to in­
sist upon our rights. The crisis at this 
moment was such that if the Government 
consulted the true interests of Canada they 
would at once send the Minister of Marine 
to England, while this legislation was going 
on, with a strong remonstrance from the 
Parliament of Canada against the shipping 
of the country being affected by il U he 
would do this, and put the Inspection of 
Shipping Act in force, he would confer a 
great benefit on Canada.”

It is a simple act of justice to an able, 
energetic, and persevering ex-Minister to 
point out how, often sneered at for his 
persistence, he battled for the righto of 
Canada, as well when out of power m 
when in it If the present Government 
had followed closely in his footsteps we 
should not have the Times to-day telling 
them to stop begging and to demand their 
rights. The advocacy of Canadian in­
terest by the Thunderer is most timely. 
If the bill has gone to the Lords in an 
objectionable shap* we hope it will be 
amended there so as to square with the 
views so frequently and so well expressed 
by Mr, Mitchell,

THW’IRISH SUNDAY LIQUOR QUESTION.
Thdugh technically the question Was local 

and ItiTO, the debate on the closing of Irish 
public houses, which occupied the moat im­
portant part of the sederunt in the House of 
Commons on May 12th, was Imperial in so 
far as it affirmed a principle. There were 
exhibited, indeed, too good grounds for be­
lieving that, under the guise of a resolution 
intended ostensibly simply to apply to the 
sister isle, an idea was embodied that was 
intended to be made use of in its turn for 
England. Mr. R. Smyth ushered the ques­
tion into existence, so to speak, by moving 
a resolution, the object of which was to 
close public houses in Ireland entirely on 
Sunday, or, in other words, to apply to the 
Emerald Isle the Scotch Forbes Mackenzie 
Act He contended that the reform he 
pleaded for was beneficial, and that it was 
demanded almost by the unanimous voice of' 
the Irish people. Scotland, he argued, had 
benefited greatly by the change, and he 
wished to see it applied to Ireland. A long 
debate followed, which, generally speaking, 
was in favour of the resolution. The Irish 
members supported it because, as they de­
clared, the unanimous opinion of that 
country was in its favour. The offi­
cial stetion of the Liberal party
supported it to have a chance of
putting'the Government in a minority. 
Many oi the Scotch members who did not 
apeak, privately extolled its excellencies for 
reaseos that can be imagined without expia- 
nation. ^Thsn there were the Permissive 
Billites <f all shades, who, of course, went 
in for the proposition merely because it was 
restrictive. Under all these circumstances, 
the Government felt it rather difficult to 
hold their own ; and very naturally, they 
had recourse to compromise. Sir M. Beach 
premised" if the resolution were with­
drawn to introduce a bill restricting 
the boon from two to five in the 
country, and two to seven in the towns. 
When My Bright rose he received qtaito an 
ovation from the Irish members, and 
throughout the course of his remarks he was 
liberally sheered. He wound up by declar­
ing in quiet tones, but in his most emphatic 
manner, that the opposition to Sunday clos­
ing arose not from the people of England, 
bnt from tiie publicans of England, aod he 
warned the Government that they would 
soon have to choose whom they would serve. 
This expression of opinion evoked quite alittle 
tempest of cheering. Towards toe close of 
the debate, and as midnight drew on, the 
discussion became somewhat turbulent, 
owing tb the fact having become clear that 
the Government were ma precarious position 
and that a good many of their own followers 
were in opposition to them. Thia gave to 
the closing speeches something of the inten­
sity of party feeling, and the demonstrations 
on boto sides became somewhat noisy. 
The motion of Mr. Smyth was carried by 

The result was greeted with 
cheers by the Opposition.

! remarks “An analysis of tho 
shows clearly that the division

■ in tio senw a party one. The majority 
of the Irish and Hootch votes were given in 
favour of Mr. Smyth’s motion, and these 
really secured the success of the motion. 
The list contains the names of 394 members, 
of whom 284 were English, 70 Irish, and 40 
Scotch representatives. It gives the ma­
jority, however, as 223, instead of 224, as 
announced by the tellers, and making allow­
ance for this discrepancy, we find that (in­
cluding tellers) 129 English members sup­
ported Mr. Smyth’s motion, while 155 op­
posed it. Of the Scotch members, 37 voted 
for the motion and three against it ; and of 
the Irish representatives 59 voted for and 11 
against it Of the English members who 
were in the majority by which the motion 
was carried 114 were Liberals and 15 Con­
servatives ; of those in the minority 149 
were Conservatives and 6 Liberals. Of the 
Scotch members who supported the motion 
27 were Liberals and 10 Conservatives ; and 
the Scotch representatives in the minority 
were all Conservatives. 22 Conservative, 11 
Liberal and 26 Home Rule members made 
up the Irish vote for the motion ; while 2 
Irish Conservatives and 9 Home Rulers 
went into the lobby against it In all 
therefore, 154 Conservative, six Liberal and 
nine Home Role votes were given against 
the motion ; and for it there were 47 Con­
servative, 152 Liberal end 26 Home Rule 
votes. Twenty-six members of the Govern­
ment voted in the minority. Mr. Plunkett 
and Viscount Crichton, whe represent Irish 
constituencies, took no part in the division. 
Twenty members of the late Administration 
gave their support to the majority.”

The Standard observes “Mr. Smyth as­
serts that the great majority of the magis­
trates, town councillors, boards of guardians, 
and employers of labour are also in favour 
of his proposal But, as the Chief Secre­
tary observed, these classes would not be 
affected by the suggested legislation. 
Gentlemen in the position of magistrates, 
town councillors, physicians, and employers 
of labour generally, are not in the habit of 
seeking refreshments in public houses, and, 
therefore, they are recommending legislation 
which will not touch themselves. But we 
must be careful how we follow advice such 
as this. For if we do so we expose our­
selves to the accusation that we deprive the 
poor man of his glass, while we allow the 
rich and well-to-do to drink as much 
aa they please ; and, sentiment 
apart, we inflict upon large numbers of 
people a very real hardship. The confirm­
ed a linker will take care to supply himself 
on the Saturday night with the liquor he 
requires for the Sunday. Bnt respectable 
workingmen, who can enjoy moderite re­
freshment without abusing it, will be 
unable, when they go out for a 
walk, to obtain it. In other words," 
respectable people will be punished and pnt 
to inconvenience because there are some 
persons who will make themselves drunk if 
they get drink at all. We are persuaded 
that the question is not understood in Ire­
land, and that most of the support it re­
ceives is factions. Just as happened here in 
London several years ago, when a somewhat

felt, bat if the Act were enforced we should 
very speedily learn that, instead of support, 
there would be universal opposition to the 
measure. Under Ml the circumstances, 
then, we are satisfied that the Government 
came to the wisest conclusion, although by 
a very large majority the House accepted a 
motion which can have no legislative result, 
and which illustrates the readiness with 
which the leaders of the Opposition will deny 
yiy principle which they have hitherto most 
zealously asserted for tie poor but novel 
satisfaction of putting the Government m a 
minority.”

AGRICULTURAL STRIKE IN WILTSHIRE
A strike is now taking place among a num­

ber of agricultural labourers in Wiltshire. 
Lord Edmond Fitemaunoe, M.P., has issued 
an address to the men in which he says they 
have made a mistake in leaving work with­
out trying means of conciliation. He states 
that the rate of wages in the summer months 
ia 17s or 15s with beer, and during the win­
ter season 15s to 13e without beer. He 
points ont in addition the labourers are 
in possession of cottages and allotments, and 
says in conclusion :—“I would advise-the 
labourers to bear in mind that the country 
is probably on the edge of a period of great 
financial and commercial distress, and that 
the tendency of wages is certainly not to 
rise in such periods. I would also wish to 
remind them that in the great industries of 
the country an attempt is generally made to 
settle wages for a long period, in order to 
give both sides a sense of security ; while in 
this particular oaae, as I am informed, the 
employers are under the impression that the 
demand now made will, even if conceded, 
be followed very shortly by farther demands, 
and » general sense of lneeonrity consequent­
ly prevails. You will fknow, understand 
foe spirit which dictates this letter. I have 
always spoken my mind on there questions 
without the fear of any man, and I have 
hitherto found the Wiltshire labourers open 
to reason. I hope they will be so on this oc­
casion."

THE AUTHORITY OF SKIPPERS.
In the House of Commons Mr. Muntz 

asked the Attorney-General in reference to 
the sentence upon the captain of the Locks- 
ley Hall whether the captain acted legally 
or illegally in patting a mutinous sailor ia 
irons. The Attorney-General said that the 
legality er illegality of the captain's conduct 
did not depend upon any hard-and-fast line. 
According to common law, all mariners on 
board ship were bound to obey the master’s 
lawful commands, and in case of dis­
obedience the captain might correct the of­
fender in a reasonable manner. According 
to hi* opinion, in many cases it would be 
quite reasonable for a captain to pnt a man 
"n irons and keep him there for some time, 
n dealing with that question, it should be 
emembered that the captain was always re­

sponsible for the safety of the ship, and fre­
quently had to exercise his power with con­
siderable severity. (Hear, hear.)

The Globe remarks “ The Attorney- 
General’s reply to Mr. Monts will help to 
allay the misgivings felt in the mercantile 
marine since the extraordinary decision of 
Mr. Paget in the Locksley Hall cm. A 
master of a merchantman has the legal right 
to put any person on board in irons and keep 
him there, should the safety of the ship ap­
pear to demand such coercion. In all cases 
of the sort the captain must use his own 
judgment. It is quite impossible to draw 
any hard and fast line defining specific pun­
ishments for certain offences on ward ship. 
Acts of disobedience which under ordinary 
circumstances would scarcely require notice 
sometimes involve the greatest danger. 
Then, too, insubordination of the most 
trifling sort must be summarily suppressed 
at its first exhibition, the maintenance of 
strict discipline being of the most vital im­
portance on shipboard. It is, therefore, ab­
solutely necessary to entrust masters with 
full powers for the repression of disorder 
and the exaction of ready obedience. 
Even when this authority appears 

have been strained the error 
ought to receive lenient judgment Sailors, 
especially foreign ones, are by no means fond 
of discipline. If the reins be held loosely 
they soon develop a spirit of insubordina­
tion which generally culminate* in some 
overt act of violence. When matters have 

i arrived at that pass, any day may wit- 
i similar horrors to what occurred on 

board the Lennie. Instant repression of dis­
order is, therefore, almost a necessity of ex­
istence in many merchant ship*, and skip­
pers ought not to be judged harshly if they 
occasionally exercise the powers confided to 
them in a rather harsh manner. As the 
Attorney-General said last night, it should 
always be borne in mind that, as the captain 
is responsible for the saféty of the ship and 
for the lives of thos^m board, it is fre­
quently absolutely necessary for him to ex­
ercise his powers with considerable sever­
ity. ’ Magistrates should give this consid­
eration full weight when cases similar to 
that of the Locksley Hall come before

It is denied in most positive 
terms, however, that they have used any 
Texas cattle, which are wholly unfit for 
their trade, which, to a large extent, is done 
with France. The cattle received from Chi­
cago are said to be superior even in quality 
to those raised in the townships. The com­
pany are slaughtering from 250 to 300 head 
weekly, and are expending at the rate of 
$1,000,000 annually for cattle.

TROUT FISHING IN ALGOMA.
From Sault Ste. Marie papers of recent 

dates it appears that up there the battle 
rages hotly on-the speckled trout ques­
tion. Early in spring Capt. Wilson, who 
is Collector of Customs and Overseer of 
Fisheries, issued a notice to the 
effect that no speckled trout were to be 
taken before May 1, and then only by 
persons to whom official permits had been 
granted. This was in accordance with 
law, and in doing so Capt. Wilson was 
but performing his duty. " But it so hap­
pened that the editor and one of the 
proprietors of the Grit sheet published at 
the Sault, the Northern Light, wanted to 
go fishing for speckled trout, and, being 
supporters of the powers-that be at 
Ottawa, they made bold .to *elieve that 
no prosecution instituted against them 
for breaking the law could succeed. So 
they started out with a good supply of 
fishing tackle, including an axe with 
which to cut holes in the ice, and then 
in print dared the Fishery Overseer “ or 
“ any other man” to molest them. The 
loud boasting of the Northern Light, and 
the use of the words “ we are in a position 
“ to state,” and other expressions of like 
purport, make it almost certain that 
these zealous Grit sportsmen had actually 
written to Ottawa asking to be allowed to 
defy the law, and that the Department 
granted this illegal request. The plea is 
set up that the prohibition of speckled 
trout fishing before May 1 was a hard­
ship to poor settlers ; but this pretence 
is demolished by the Pioneer, which 
shows that it is lake trout and whitefish 
that poor settlers and the half-breed 
population depend upon for food during 
the winter, and not speckled trout. The 
latter is a sportsman’s fish, and not one 
to be caught in large supply as a staple 
article of food. Americans, however, 
have been in the habit of catching 
speckled trout on the Canadian side and 
shipping them to Detroit, where they 
sold for half a dollar a pound. In this 
there was a profit to somebody, but with 
the ruin of our speckled trout fishing as 
the consequence. It was to stop the 
wholesale, destruction of this much-prized 
fish the regulation which Captain Wilson 
sought to enforce Was made. And it is 
not creditable to the Ottawa Government 
that it should teach disrespect of the law 
by allowing even Grit editors to set it at 
naught simply because they are supporters 
of the Party. Such a thing should not 
have been tolerated, much less allowed.

THE FINANCES OF BRITISH 
COLUMBIA.

The estimated receipts and expendi­
ture of British Columbia for 1876 come 
to us in the newspapers ot that Province. 
The estimated receipts are §383,936, of 
which §207,000 come from the Dominion 
in the shape of subsidy. The other prin­
cipal sources and items of revenue are : 
Land sales, $10,000 ; land revenue, 
$4,000 ; free miners’ certificates, $10,000; 
mining receipts, $8,000 ; licences, $27,- 
000 ; fines, forfeitures, etc., $10,000 ; 
fees of office, $4,500 ; reimbursements in 
aid of expenses, $8,000 ; road tolls, $32,- 
000 ; school tax, $16,000 ; real estate 
tax, $86,500 ; personal property tax, $8,- 
000 ; income tax, $5,000. The esti­
mated expenditure, irrespective of the 
liabilities of 1875, is $451,067, or nearly 
$70,000 in excess of the receipts. 
this sum, however, is added- $263,360 as 
the liabilities oi 1875, maMng in all 
$714,427 to be provided for, “$451,066 
more than the estimated receipts. This 
is not a satisfactory state of things ; but 
it may not be . as bad as it looks.

THE PRINCE EDWARD REQI8- 
THARSH IP.

For nearly two years this office has 
been wit'iout a head. The appointment 
to it, right on the heels of the termin­
ation of proceedings in the contested elec­
tion case which leaves Mr. Striker in 
possession of the seat, fully bears out the 
statement made in the Conservative press 
that the vacancy was kept open by collu­
sion between Mr. Striker and the Gov­
ernment. The game was this. Had Mr.

" After a delay of nearly two years a 
County Registrar has been appointed for 
Prince Edward. Mr. Walter McKenzie is 
the lucky man. It was understood, for a 
long time, that he would probably receive 
the appointment. As he is somewhat related 
to both Messrs. Striker and Ross, the sitting 
members for the county, the recommendation 
will be the more severely criticised, especially 
as he had no party claims of his own, and 
was taken in preference to others whose 
claims are much stronger. The long delay 
to fill the vacancy and the present appoint­
ment, have both been unfortunate.”

The Picton New Nation, also a sup­
porter of the Ontario and Dominion Gov­
ernments, says :

“ The appointment of Mr. Walter Mc­
Kenzie to the office of Registrar of the 
County of Prince Edward ends a suspense 
which has lasted too long to be very painfuL 
At the same time, as the advocates of re­
sponsible government, we cannot withhold 
our disapprobation that the office should 
have remained so long vacant. The more 
promptly such vacancies can be filled, the 
less chance is there for t^ie charge of corrupt

THE LAWRENCE EXTRADITION 
CASE.

In the present position of the extradi­
tion question, in connection with the 
Winslow case of 1876, a certain interest 
attaches to the news that Charles L. 
Lawrence, the extradition hero of 1875, 
has just been found guilty, on his own 
confession, of forgery, the crime for 
which he was demanded by the United 
States and delivered up by Great Britain. 
After fourteen months of legal fencing 
and fighting Lawrence gives up the fight, 
and plead*’..guilty to the charge of 
forging the name of F. L. Branding 
to certain owner’s oaths and im­
port entries presented at the Custom 
House. In the greater crime of forgery 
the leaser crime of smuggling was from 
the nature of the case involved, the 
forgery itself being but one means to the 
end of defrauding the revenue. The law 
officers whose business it was to prosecute 
Lawrence make at least the appearance 
of great zeal and diligence in the per­
formance of their dnty. In the indict­
ment for forgery they had twenty-five 
counts, this indictment having been 
framed, as we are informed, “ so as to 
“ allow no opportunity of conflict with

the extradition treaty ”; and they had 
Resides that thirty-seven indictments 
against him for smuggling, each relating 
to a separate transaction.

HEAVY DRY GOODS SALE8 IN 
NEW YORK.

The past week witnessed what were 
probably the heaviest sales of dry goods 
that ever took place within as many days 
in New York. On Tuesday one firm sold 
8,000 packages of domestic fabrics, con­
stituting the surplus stock of a number of 
Eastern mills, the proceeds footing up to 
$1,250,000. It is estimated that the sale 
wm attended by fully 2,000 merchants, 
from all quarters of the Union. Another 
very heavy sale of the same class of goods 
—peremptory and without reserve—was 
announced for Wednesday. These sties 
appear to have been ordered by the 
directors of the leading Eastern mills, 
acting in concert, and are expected to 
bring about some practical conclusions of 
great importance to “the trade.” One 
explanation of this bold move is that it 
is intended to “ touch bottom ’’ at once, 
to establish the very lowest prices that 
goods can be sold for, and so make new 
conditions favourable for a rise in time to 
come. The full effect of these great sties 
is not yet apparent, and results are 
watched for with much interest by mer­
cantile men generally, as well as by those 
whose business is with dry goods only.

Mr. Hobson’s proposal is, in brief, to 
make the port of Sydney, Cape Breton, a 
maritime Chicago, with storehouses and 
elevators of capacity sufficient for hand­
ling the larger portion ef the vast bulk 
of grain that is yearly carried from the 
borders of the great lakes to Europe. His 
plan contemplates the employment of 
two lines of vessels, one taking the grain 
from Chicago and other ports of collection 
on the lakes, and delivering it at Sydney ; 
and the other, the ocean line, carrying it 
thence to European ports. A leading 
argument in favour of this scheme is that 
something of the kind is absolutely 
necessary if Canada ia to hold 
her own in the contest with the 
United States for a fair share 
of the grain-carrying trade. It is evident 
that our enterprising neighbours are de­
termined, if they can, to push us to the 
wall in every case in which their commer­
cial interests clash with oars. South of 
the lakes the Reciprocity humbug has less 
life in it than at any former time these 
seven years past ; the abortive “ Draft 
“Treaty” attempt having been useful 
only as showing how hopeless til such at­
tempts are. As the Halifax Reporter well 
says, we are beginning to wake up 
to the knowledge that the United 
States Government and people have de­
termined to pursue such a policy as 
will make Canada thoroughly 
second best in everything. They have 
determined upon holding their own coal 
trade, also upon grasping as much as pos­
sible of ours. They are resolved to gain 
a monopoly of the sngar-refining busi­
ness, trusting to their wits to retain it 
when once in actual possession. Their 
commercial policy is one of intense 
national selfishness all through, and can 
be circumvented only by equal energy 
and capacity on our part. To 
which we will add something which we 
have repeatedly urged upon the Canadian 
public in these columns—something that 
our Free Traders persistently overlook or 
pretend not to see, though it is a fact of 
the very first importance to be observed 
and realized by us if we think at all of 
making the bold venture of competition 
with our capable and enterprising neigh­
bours. The fact we allude to is that of 
the disappearance in great part of certain 
abnormal conditions arising out of the late 
war, which are now rapidly being replaced 
by new conditions highly favourable to 
American competition in many leading 
branches of trade. The extreme 
high prices for commodities, and for 
every service done or performed, which 
prevailed in the United States for many 
years, gave way in September, 1873, and 
have since been tumbling until they have 
very nearly “ touched bottom.” From 
being the beet country in the world to 
sell in, as it was but a few years ago, the 
United States ia rapidly being changed 
into one of the best countries to buy in 
for many important lines of merchandize. 
It is true that the “tumbling” process 
has been going on tho civilized 
world over, but that should not 
blind us to the fact that in 
other country has it wrought so much of 
a revolution as in the United States. The 
revolution is one affecting the business of 
carrying commodities as well as that of 
producing them ; and we must be pre­
pared now to find that many advantages 
over our neighbours, of which we enjoyed 
a pleasant twelve years’ lease from 1861 to 
1873, are gone forever from our gaze. In 
plain English, that lease has run out, and 
it will be our wisdom to recognize the fact, 
and govern ourselves accordingly. This, 
is one important reason why we would do 
well to examine attentively any proposal 
which, like Mr. Dobson’s, appears on the 
face of it to be of good promise as a means 
of enabling us to hold our own in the race 
with our active and wide awake competi­
tors over the border.

We have another principal reason to 
mention, which will bear reflecting u] 
—one suggested by the present hard 1 
tune and poor prospects of our inland 
marine. The fact that this business is 
now at the lowest ebb-point it has touched 
within living memory is unfortunately too 
well known to require proof, but we have 
a certain reference to make which will 
help to show its bearing on the merits of 
Mr; Dobson’s leading idea. The St. 
John Daily Telegraph is a vigorous advo­
cate of the Baie Verte Canal scheme, and 
has been taking Mr. John Young, 
of Montreal, very sharply to task 
for his opposition thereto. To make a 
point against him, it places in contrast 
two conflicting opinions, both emanating 
from Mr. Young, one in 1871 and the 
other in 1875. In the former year Mr. 
Young wrote :

*• But there can be no doubt that the in­
land propeller can descend the St Lawrence, 
and go direct to Halifax, in Nova Scotia.
• 9 * If such a canal (the Baie Verte)
were constructed, the propeller of 900 tons 
sailing from Lakes Superior, Michigan, 
Ontario, could proceed direct to Halifax 
St John with Western States or Canadian 
products. ”

In 1875 he takes this view :
“The interior lake or river propeller, 

drawing twelve feet of water, would not find 
it profitable to continue her voyage down 
the Saint Lawrence and through the pro­
posed canal into the Bay of Fnndy. The 
inland propeller, as at present constructed, 
is not adapted for sea, or for carrying coal 
from Picton and other coaling porta.”

In the majority report of the Baie 
Verte Canal Commission, supposed to be 
Mr. Young’s work chiefly, it is argued 
that inland propellers would not extend 
their voyages to the Bay of Fundy, (or 
by implication to ports farther east), 
because they are more profitably employed 
west of Montreal. Ah ! there’s the rub, 
let it be observed ; now indeed have we 
come to the point The truth of the 
matter is that our inland vessels 
are most emphatically not profitably em­
ployed west of Montreal ; nay, more, 
that while those of them whose owners 
have had the courage to put them on the 
routes are carrying for a bare, subsist­
ence, or less, many more of them are not 
employed at all. Now, in this manner 
would we connect the present suffering 
condition of our lake marine with Mr. 
Dobson’s plan for a maritime Chicago at 
the extreme ^ast of the Dominion. Start­
ing from western ports, the voyage to 
Kingston or Oswego, at the foot of Lake 
Ontario, will employ so many vessels, 
be the number more or lees. Carry 
to Montreal, and the added length 
of the voyage of necessity creates employ­
ment for so many more vessels. Extend 
he voyage to Quebec, [and still more ves­
sels will be required to carry the same 
quantity of grain. Extend the voyage 
still farther, say to Sydney, and yet more 
vessels will find employment. Are we 
going outside the mark if we say that the 
extension of the inland and coasting voy­
age from Montreal to Sydney would more 
than double the employment available for 
our lake marine, making paying freight 
for two vessels where there is now a losing 
business for one only ? Do we begin now

We desire to see some light thrown oif 
this dismissal. There may have been 
ample reasons for it, but they must be 
weighty to justify the act. OoL Laurie 
has done much for Nova Scotia and the 
Dominion. A gentleman of means, he 
devotes a large portion of his time with­
out pay, but, on the contrary, at much 
cost to himself, to bringing out young 
children from England and comfortably 
settling them in Canada. He was ex­
amined last session by the Commoni 
Committee on Emigration and Coloniza­
tion, and his evidence was most interest­
ing. Such a man deserved consideration 
from the Government ; if onr contem-

ra• is not astray he has been treated 
y, if not unfairly. Such conduct 
on the part of the Government, though it 

may not prejudice Col. Laurie’s philan­
thropic efforts, is no great incentive to 
men of 'his class to exert themselves in 
the country’s interests.

REVOLUTION IN TURKEY.
At last a revolution, in progress in 

Constantinople, has actually been ac­
complished, as far as a change in the 
head of the Turkish State is concern­
ed. A cable despatch received here 
Tuesday forenoon stated, on the au­
thority of a telegram from Berlin, that 
the Sultan Abdul Aziz, had been de­
throned, and that Murad Effendi, his 
nephew and the heir presumptive, had 
been proclaimed Sultan. Following this 
came other despatches confirming the re­
port. An official announcement received 
by the Turkish Minister at Washington 
says that the change was made in accord­
ance with the unanimous wish of the 
people. It appears to have been effected 
very quietly, probably as a result of very 
complete preparations made by those who 
had the direction of the movement. In 
times gone by a dethroned Sultan would 
not have been allowed to live, but proba­
bly the Turks of our day may be content 
with the consignment of their ex-monarch 
to secure confinement in some gilded cage. 
Wererit announced that the latter had 
been his fate, it would not be easy for 
outsiders to ascertain the real truth of the 
matter—whether the Saltan that was had 
been put to death or merely imprisoned.

The deposed Saltan is the second son 
of Mahmoud II., was bom February 
9th, 1830, and ascended the throne in 
June, 1861, on the death of his elder 
brother, Abdul Med j id. The latter at
his death left six sons and eight daughters, 
but the succession then went not to any of 
the deceased monarch’s children, but to 
his next elder brother, according to the 
Turkish law, by which tho sovereignty 
must always pass to the oldest male mem­
ber of the House of Othman, whatever 
relationship to his predecessor he may 
bear. This being the case, it is quite 
possible that the Turkish throne, if it 
stands, may yet be occupied by a son of 
the Sultan just deposed. All the Sul­
tan’s children bom within the harem 
are considered legitimate, no matter of 
what race their mothers may have been, 
or whether free women or slaves. The 
law of the Koran being observed in the 
transfer of sovereignty which has just 
taken place, no violence is done to either 
the religion or the loyalty of “ true 
“ believers and the brief ejaculatioi 
“ it is the will of God !” mil be the 
comment of every devout Mussulman or 
the event. Mohammed Murad Enfendi, 
now proclaimed Sultan, was bom Septem­
ber 21st, 1840, and û therefore nearly 
thirty-six years of ag” or about ten years 
younger than his immediate predecessor. 
Of his character we know nothing at this 
distance, but from the general concur­
rence in his hurried elevation to the 
throne, we may conjecture that the Turks 
believe him to be in some important re­
spects such a man as they want at the 
head of aff airs at this crisis.

There need be little doubt of the fact 
that the change which has just taken 
place in Constantinople means war, 
or at leait preparation for the 
eventuality of war. The dethrone­
ment of the weak and worn out 
Abdul Aziz is in effect the Turkish reply 
to the proposals recently agreed upon by 
The three Imperial Chancellors at Berlin ; 
and it means that the Turk will fight, un­
less Russia deems it prudent to recede 
from the rather advanced position which 
she has taken with regard to the Turk­
ish insurrection. We had before been 
informed that the Porte would totally 
decline the Berlin proposals, and the re­
mark has been freely made that Eng­
land’s refusal to indorse them has had 
much to do with tiie bolder attitude now 
taken. On the other hand, it may have 
been the case that the British Foreign 
Office was, in advance, well advised of what 
was coming in Constantinople, and there­
fore declined to be a party to proposals 
which, if pressed, would he sure to bring 
on war immediately. W“ learn that at 
Stionica the news of Murad Effbndi’s 
accession was received with “general

approbation,” a statement of dubious 
meaning, under the circumstances. If 
it means that approbation was general 
among the Christian as well as the Mo­
hammedan population of a city in wh.ch 
the former are considerably in the ma­
jority, then this must be because of the 
expectation that the new Saltan will not 
only pnt down the insurrection, but will 
upon the establishment of domestic peace 
grant substantial reforms. But we are 
to remember, meanwhile, that he comes 
to the throne thus prematurely as 
the result of a movement made by the 
ultra-fanatics among the Turks—by 
those whose policy is not conciliation but 
combat Taking into account the changes 
recently made, while the ex-Sultan yet 
reigned, together with the last great 
change of til, it certainly seems as if it 
was what the French call a “ Govem- 
“ ment of combat” that has been estab­
lished at Constantinople. The other 
day it was stated that in Bulgaria the in­
surgents had laid down, their arms and 
submitted, bnt up to the latest date we 
hear of the spread of the insurrection m 
other Provinces, with strong expectations 
of foreign assistance entertained. It now 
lies with Russia to say whether the 
immediate consequence is to be peace 
or war. The new Sultan’s first important 
act will almost certainly be to proclaim 
that the insurrection must and shall be 
put down ; but, if a4vi»ed by England,

At about ten 
o’clock in the forenoon the inhabitants of the 
village were thrown into the highest state 
of consternation by the report that De. 
Walker, a dentist well known in the village, 
had shot his wife and then committed 
suicide. The report proved to be only too 
true. Thé scene of the tragedy was Biker’s 
Hotel, and soon after the news had spread 
abroad a large crowd of people had gathered 
round. From what can be learned the par­
ticulars of the sad affair are as follows :—

It appears that ye 
and his wife were 
the hotel in which 
ping, when an altercation' 
them. It commenced 
trifling thing and Mrs. Walker "taunted 
her husband with having another wife some­
where. This apparently enraged Walker, 
and he drew a revolver and fired two shots 
at his wife. Mrs. Walker was standing in 
such s position that she received both bullete 
in the side, but too far forward to be any­
thing more than flesh wounds. Immediate­
ly after being wounded Mrs. Walker ran 
out of the room and down stairs screaming 
“ Doc has shot me 1” Welker remained in 
the room in company with his son, a little 
boy seven years of age, and as so 
wife had disappeared shot himself 
died almost instantaneously. Dra. Philip 
and McGregor were soon in etteadaoce, and 
on examination found Walker himself quite 
dead, and Mra. Walker suffering from the 
effects of her wounds, which, however, were 
soon ascertained to be not necessarily fatal 
The medical gentlemen gave their attention 
to the wounded woman, and in a short time 
had extracted both bullets, which were 
found to be lodged in the breast.

At the time Walker fired the shot at hie 
wife, she was standing with her left side to­
wards him. One bullet passed through " 
fleshy portion of her left arm and the 
through the left breast, lodging «gainst the 
bone about the centre of the chest The 
other passed alone just below the leri breast 
and lodged about three inches below the first 
one. In the body of the deceased there was 
one wound about the centre of the breast, 
opposite the upper part' ot the heart and 
some of the large blood vessels ; the second 
wound wss about four inches below the first 
Aa it was evident that death resulted from 
these wounds it wss not deemed necessary to 
hold a poit mortem examination.

Dr. Albert Walker, or as he was familiarly 
called “ Doc Walker,” wae a man about 
thirty-five years of toe, of medium stature, 
dark complexion, amfon the whole rather fine 
looking. He married the woman whom he 
yesterday attempted to murder about ten 
years ago, and shortly after came to Hamil­
ton to practise his profession. He remained 
here for some time, and then went to the 
States. After remaining there for some 
years he returned to Canada, and latterly he 
tod his wife have been living sometimes in 
Hamilton and sometimes at the* residence of 
Walker’s father-in-law in Waterdown. De­
ceased, who was considered a very skilful 
workman, at one time worked in the office of 
Dr. Filgiano, and subsequently in that of 
Dr. Bastedo.

DAHOMEY.
A private letter from Captain Henry Able, 

the master of the Bristol barque Fanny 
Chapman, now trading on the west coast 
ef Africa, has just been received at Bristol 
by the owners, Messrs. Lucas Brothers, re­
counting a serious outrage committed upon 
his first officer, Mr. Poly blank, and a boat’s 
crew at Half Jacqne. It appears that amce 
the first outbreak of the dispute with the 
King of Dahomey the natives at Half Jacque 
have behaved with such unusual insolence 
to the traders as almost to threaten a sus­
pension of trade. Captain Able, who has 
>een trading on the West Coast for several 

years, dates his letter April 26th, and his 
communication, supplemented by that of the 
chief officer, Mr. Polyblank, is to the effect 
that on the 15th of April, on a boat’s crew 
going ashore, the Kroomen in charge of her 
were flogged by the natives. Mr. Poly- 
blank, as the chi'ef officer, was then sent on 
shore to demand an explanation, when he 
and the boat’s crew which he took with him 
were flogged. He waited till five o’clock 
to see the chief, but as he did not appear 
he launched the boat. It was capsized 
twice, and the crew and officer were flogged 
again. He then succeeded in getting away 
and reaching the Fanny Chapman in safety, 
thanks to his being an excellent swimmer. 
The same evening Captain Able wrote to the 
senior naval officer, acquainting him with the 
outrage, and on April 23rd her Majesty’s gun- 
boat Ariel arrived off Half Jacque. The 
chirf was summoned on board, and on hie 
presenting himself he wae severely repri 
mended and warned by Commander Church, 
ill. No cause could be assigned for the out­
rage, and Captain Able, who is well known 
on the West Coast, knew nothing which 
could have given rise to it.

DEATH OF LADY MALMESBURY.
Lady Malmesbury died on the May at the 

Lord Privy Seal’s private residence in 
Stratford-place. Her ladyship bad been 
lingering ever since February, and as long 
back as seven weeks ago her medical ad­
visers gave up all hopes of her ultimate re­
covery. She was the eldest daughter of 
Charles Augustus, fifth Earl of Tankerville, 
by his wife Corisande, daughter of Antoine, 
late Duc de Gramout, by Aglaé, daughter 
of the Duc de Polignac. She was borti in 
1807, and married Lord Mdmesbury in 
1880.

THE TWICKENHAM SHOOTING CASE.

From enquiries of Dr. Dodsworth, the 
medical attendant of Miss Burleton, it ap­
pears that the ballet with which shi was 
shot by her late lover, Joseph Niblett, 
lodged in the muscles of the jaw, and on 
Sunday afternoon last the young lady was 
put under the influence of chloroform, and 
an operation was performed by Dr. Paget 
with success, and the missing projectile ex­
tracted. The ball was much flattened by 
coming in ooptaot with the sknll and other 
bones. As regards her present condition, 
Dr. Dodsworth says, although, of course, 
she is still in danger, no unfavourable symp­
toms have presented themselves.

THE ALABAMA AWARD.
In the House of Commons, in reply to Mr. 

Bates, the Chancellor of the Exchequer said 
no report had been received from Washing, 
ton as to the disposal of the amount awarded 
by the tribunal at Geneva in discharge of 
the Alabama claims. A Commission was 
appointed some time sgo under an Act of 
Congress to investigate the claims, and that 
Commission would not finish its sittings 
until the 22nd July. It appeared that there 
would be a considerable surplus. Her Ma­
jesty’s Government had no knowledge aa to 
toy particular arrangement likely to be ar­
rived afc. Thera was no correspondence on 
the subject, and therefore her Majesty’s 
Government had no papers to lay on the 
table of the House.

THE GOVERNMENT EDUCATION HI LU
On May 19th Lord Sandon explained the 

elaborate and somewhat complex provisions 
of the Ministerial Education Bill in a lucid 
and admirably arranged speech, which re­
peatedly elicited expressions of cordial ap 
proval from both sides of the House. Î 
was quite understood that there can be no 
serious criticism of the hill until it 
comes up for its second reading 
bnt the following are its main pro 
visions. He said that althongh there 
was school accommodation for three 
millions and a quarter children, there were 
only 1,800,000 under instruction, bo that 
1,450,000 had to be accounted for. These 
were not tq be found in tho private 
adventure schools, and, in fact, he 
was at a loss to know where they were. 
The ednoation that the country desired to 
give, however, was ready ; there were the 
schools and there were the teachers ; every­
thing, in short except the children who 
ought to take advantage of it To secure 
their attendant» at aohool the present law 
was defective and inadequate, and wanting 
both in simplicity and uniformity. Conse­
quently some legislation was really needed 
on the subject. The proposal, then, which 
he had to make on behalf of the Govern­
ment would, when it came to maturity in 
1881, for it would be introduced gradu­
ally, present the following features 
The country would still be free to establish 
school boards with all their existing 
powers ; but the Agricultural Children’s 
Act would be repealed, and town councils 
and boards of guardians would be em­
powered, on the requisition of the rate­
payers, to pass by-laws, the same as 
school boards were now, for enforc­
ing school attendance full or half time ; 
but they would have no authority to 
establish schools. Again, no person would 
be allowed to employ a child nnder ten years 
of age, nor from ten to fourteen years of age 
without a certificate of efficiency in reading, 
writing, arithmetic, or of having attended 
school 250 times in each of the five previous 
years in not more than two elementary 
schools. By this arrangement a child be-

Such a body of men as the native troops 
showed themselves to be were worth seeing 
—they were most splendid men in every 
respect ; and the English troops which gar­
rison all parts of onr Indian Empire are in 
the highest efficiency. With regard to the 
navy, I had the opportunity within tour 
months of seeing four squadrons—the In­
dian squadron, the Flying squadron, the 
Mediterranean squadron, and the Channel 
squadron. Not being a naval man myself, 
I should not, perhaps, make any re­
marks on this subject, as I might be cor­
rected by my brother, who is a naval man 
(a laugh) ; but, as far as I could see, using 
the eyes of a landsman, I must say I think 
the First Lord of the Admiralty may well 
be proud of the state of the Royal Navy. 
My Lord Mayor, I will not trespass on your 
attention by any further remarks this even­
ing. I can assure you and all my country­
men that it was well worth travelling 25,000 
miles, not only to gain the interesting infor­
mation I have acquired, but to come back to 
one’s home and be received in so kind a man­
ner.

Referring next to the case of 
poor districts, Lord Sandon defined these 
as districts in which a three-penny rate pro­
duced less than 6s. per child ; and in such 
cases he proposed that the Parliamentary 
grant might extend to double the school 
fees, rate, and subscriptions. The bill would 
also deal with the subject of bye-elections 
to school boards, and, following the prece­
dent of the Scotch act, would empower the 
school board itself to fill up an occasional 
vacancy. After describing other subsidiary 
proposals Lord Sandon commended his mea­
sure to the approval of the House, as being 
ot once cautious and bold, comprehensive

The official inquiry into the origin of the 
Salenica outrage shows that jhe American 
Consul was absent when the Bulgarian girl 
arrived, and and that his brother sheltered 
her one night. The investigation * still 
progressing. Four more rioters have been 
arrested and sentenced, some for life. 
Official telegrams have been received in 
Constantinople announcing that the insurrec­
tion in Bulgaria has been completely sub­
jugated. Military operations in that Pro­
vince have therefore ceased. The prisoners 
taken by the Turkish troop will soon be 
brought to trial. All the villages that were 
in revolt have tendered their submission to 
the Turkish authorities.

Francis Palacky, of Pesth, the historian, 
is dead. Men of the Times says:—“Palacky 
was born at Hodlawitz, in Moravia, in 
1798, and after studying at Preaburg and 
Vienna went, in 1823, to Prague, where 
he was appointed editor of the “Journal 
of the Bohemian Museum.’ In 1831 he 
was appointed historiographer of B<
His chief work was the “History of 
Bohemia, ” written in the German language 
and pvblished at the expense of the State. 
The work was completed in 1854. Palacky, 
who was a Protestant and a Liberal, wrote a 
work published in Latin, in 1869, containing 
documents illustrative of the life, charaoter, 
doctrine and persecutions of John Hues.

CONTINUED DECLINE OF PAUPERISM.
We read in the Globe “ It is satisfac­

tory to see that pauperism continues to de- 
crease in spite of the stagnation of trade. 
The monthly comparative return just pub­
lished shows a diminution in every division 
of England and Wales, except Yorkshire, 
fact the percentage of pauperism seems r 
to have nearly reached its lowest level, until 
a recovery in trade once more sets in motion 
the influences that cause it to diminish. It 
is only wonderful that there has not been a 
more decided reaction in the other direction, 
the decrease in the wage rate generally tell­
ing upon the classes who, even in prosperous 
times, can barely keep out of the workhouse. 
That they should not yet have been much 
affected by the semi-paralysis of some of our 
principal industries, is suggestive of a 
gradual improvement in the economic con­
ditions of their lives.”

Palacky, 
who was a Protestant and a Liberal, wrote a 
work published in Latin, in 1869, containing 
documents illustrative of the life, character, 
doctrine and persecutions of John Haas.

Motion for » Criminal Information.

The above case came before the Court of 
Queen’s Bench at Osgoode Hall on Saturday 
afternoon, on a role requiring the defendant 
to show cause why a criminal information 
against him should not issue. The Hon. J. 
H. Cameron, Q. C., and Mr. Kenneth Mc­
Kenzie, Q. C., appeared for the plaintiff in 
the case, the Hon. John Simpeon ; and Mr. 
Christopher Robinson, Q. C., with whom 
was Mr. Dalton McCarthy Q.-C., for the 
defendant, Mr. John A. Wilkinson.

Mr. Robinson said that the articles which 
it was alleged were libellous were published 
in a newspaper of which the defendant was 
proprietor on the 5th, 12th and 19th of No­
vember, 1875. He contended that a criminal 
information should not be granted. Firstly, 
localise application for it had not been made 
with that promptitude which the practice of 
the Court required. Secondly, because there 
had been no denial sufficiently explicit of the 
charges the defendant had made, and lastly, 
because the plaintiff had himself shown by 
his conduct that he was not entitled to the 
extraordinary remedy he sought. Having 
read the affidavits of Mr. Simpson on which 
the latter based his application, Mr. Robin­
son went on to say that the articles of which 
he (Mr. Simpson) complained were 
not by any means the first in 
which the charges against him 
which they contained, were made. On 
August 27th the one appeared in which it 
was said “ We would like the Merchant 
* * * to inform us * * * how much
it cost the Ontario Bank to defeat Mr. 
Milne in this riding. * » » How much
money did Hon. J. Simpson pay out of the 
Ontario Bank to help in the last general 
election?’’ In another article, which ap­
peared in the 1 Vest Durham News on Sep­
tember 17 th, 1875, the following words oc­
curred :—“ Buying up a majority in the 
House to defeat Sir John’s Government, 
partly by office and partly by cash ; two 
votes of which Hon. John Simpson bought 
out of the Ontario Bank, and paid over 
.<•10,000 ; tor evidence of which we are will­
ing to take his word.” Here was a specific 
charge of the same character as the gravest 
of which Mr. Simpson complained, and yet 
although on the 16th of October the Assizes 
for the county in which the alleged libel waa 
published, and in which the case should 
have been tried, took place, the 
plaintiff left it standing over un­
noticed and unoontradicted, and did not 
take any action against the defendant until 
the end'of Michaelmas Term, in the begin­
ning of December. Occupying the position 
which Mr. Simpson did it was important 
.on more than private grounds that he should 
have taken the earliest opportunity of vindi­
cating his character ; and if he had done so 
he would have availed himself of the oppor­
tunity of these assizes held in October. If, 
however, he did not see fit to go to those 
assizes he should have moved early in the 
following term (which was within the next 
three weeks) for the criminal information. He 
then went on to read a long affidavit of the 
defendant, of which the following is a 
copy : —

I, -Lohn Wilkinson, of the Town of Bowman- 

ville, in the County of Durham, Publisher, 
make oath and say.

1. That I am the defendant herein.
2. That on the twenty-fourth day of Sep­

We here expended our 
strength in aiding the out-counties and help­
ing our city candidates ; but a tig push has 
to be made on Saturday and Monday for the 
East and West Divisions, if we are not to 
succumb to the cash of the Government. 
We could carry all three divisions easily but 
for the cash against us ; and if we carry the 
first on Saturday the other two will go with 
us in spite of all the cash they can muster. 
We therefore make our grand stand 
on Saturday. There are but half a 
dozen people that can come down hand­
somely, and we have all done what we 
possibly can do, and we have to ask a very 
few outsiders to aid as. Will yon be one ?
I have been urged to write you, and comply 
accordingly.

3. That the said George Brown was, on 

the"l5th August; 1872, and for many years 
previously was. and has since continued to 
be an active and prominent politician and a 
leader in the political party known as the 
Reform or Clear Grit party, to which same 
party the said John Simpson also belongs, 
and that tho Globe newspaper hereafter men­
tioned is, and has been for many years pre­
viously to the year 1872, the leading organ 

■of the said political party, and that the said 
George Brown is manager of the Globe Print­

the belief that it was for the public interest 
that the said matters should be published, I 
did, without malice, and in good faith, cause 
the same to be published as aforesaid.

11. That I have not, and never had, any 
personal acquaintance with the said Hon. 
John Simpson, and never had nor sought to 
have any dealings with him in any way what­
ever, and was not in publishing said charges, 
and am not now, and never have been, 
actuated by any malicious motive whatever 
against the said Hon. John Simpson, or the 
said bank of which he is President, and I had 
not, nor have I now, any design of doing said 
John Simpson any personal injury, but I 
acted simply and solely in the belief that I 
was doing my duty in the premises as a pub­
lic journalist, and "that it was for the interest 
of the public that the said chargés should be

Mr. Cameron thought it would be difficult 
to find any precedent anywhere for dis­
charging a rule nisi for a criminal informa­
tion when the party against whom it was 
sought had proceeded to the length and 
in the manner in which the defendant in 
this case had proceeded. With regard to 
the first ground on which his learned friend 
objected to the criminal information being 
granted, viz., that the plaintiff was late in 
making his application, their Lord- 
ships would find that when the 
parties are engaged in persistently fol­
lowing up a course of libel the ordinary 
rule was not applicable except in the case 
df a public officer being the person against 
whom the criminal information is asked for. 
A* it was quite common to charge public men 
with using corrupt influence, they might be 
looked upon as too thin skinned if they took 
action on every occasion so soon as such an 
allegation with regard to them was made ; 
and the defendant might plead, under the 
Libel Law, that he was only acting in the 
public interest. But when, in the present 
case, the charges against the plaintiff were 
repeated again and again, ana when every­
thing in which he would desire to preserve 
himself right in his position as a Senator, 
and as a president of a bank, was called into 
question, then it was that he (Mr. Simpson) 
prepared himself to make this application, 
ana gave his denial to the allegations which 
had been made ; and it was not until after 
that denial had been noticed by the papers, 
and the allegations reiterated with addi­
tional charges, that he came to court and 
asked for a criminal information.

Mr, McKenzie followed Mr. Cameron, ad­
vancing the same arguments, but with more 
particularity.

Their Lordships reserved their decision.

QUEBEC.

Great Fire—408 Houses Burnnl.
Quebec, May 31.—About three o’clock 

yesterday afternoon an alarm was sounded 
from box 62, and repeated several times. A 
large number of people repaired to the spot, 
ana it was found that a fire had broken out 
in the stable of Leon Boivm, a carter, living 
in Scott street, owing, it is said, to children 
playing with matches, and had quickly 
spread to several houses adjoining. There 
was a smart westerly wind blowing at the 
time, and this served to carry the flames to 
the roofs of the neighbouring houses, 

when it is understood that 
large number of the buildings 

_e of wood, it can be readily 
imagined with what fearful rapidity the tire 
spread. Immense clouds of black srntke 
were belched forth and threw a dark shadow 

r the vicinity. Vchicles of all sorts were 
pressed into service, and the residents com­
menced moving their belongings. Valuable 
articles of furniture were thrown from the 
windows or hauled through doorways, rapid­
ly blocking up the pavements and portions 
of the streets ; and through all heavily laden 
horses wended their way, whipped and urged 
on by half frantic drivers, colliding with 
vehicles and household effects, and mixing 
in terrible confusion with men and women 
rushing wildly hither and thither.

John street" and the Ibwer suburbs were 
crowded with effects saved and deposited on 
the sidewalk and in every vacant space. St 
Lewis street and the vricket field were also 
filled with household goods, whilst the lower 
fields and Cove fields towards the close of 
the night looked like a fair ground. The 
police were early on the ground, as were 
also the fire brigade in fall strength ; but, 

usual, the water supply was long 
coming. The Leris steam engine

I kindly offered by the Mayor 
of that town when it appeared that 
the conflagration was assuming danger­
ous proportions, and it did excellent service 
during the evening in checking the spread of 
the fire in St Eus tache street, drawing its 
supply of water from the well from the 
esplanade, and projecting it through between 
2,000 and 3,000 feet of rubber hose. The 
city steam fire engine was also brought up 
and located in the vicinity of St John s 
church, but it did not seem to get into 
proper working order until the evening was 
somewhat advanced, owing to a scarcity of

The fire having once got headway, it 
was impossible for any power to materially 
check its progress, and it had to be left to 
take its course, driven as it was by the 
westerly wind, th,e efforts of the Fire Bri- 
gade, Provincial Police, «id B Battery, 
who had also arrived on the scene in force, 
being limited to fighting the flames wherever 
an opportunity offered of confining them 
within a narrower circle. The row of build­
ings lining the Grande Alice, though in 
great danger at one time, was saved. It 
may be stated generally, that the whole dis­
trict confined within the space, bounded on 
the east by St Eostache street, from the 
cricket field, down as far as the south 
side of Artillery street inclusive ; on 
the west by Claire Fontaine street ; on the 
north by Artillery street, and on the south 
by the Grande Alice, now remains but a for­
est of chimney stacks and smouldering ruins 
The streets wholly or partially destroyed 
may be briefly enumerated as follows : - 
Claire Fontaine, Barton, Prévost, Plessis, 
Scott, Levolet, Berthelet, St Margaret, 
Lachevrotiere, St Michel, Amable, Dartigny, 
Artillery, St Croix, St Julie, St Augustin, 
and St Eustace. At one time also the em­
bers were carried by the wind and felj in 
showers within the walls, setting fire to a 
number of houses, but, fortunately, in all 
cases, the flames were speedily extinguished. 
After nightfall the wind lulled somewhat 
and the conflagration gradually burnt itself 
ont on the line of St Eustace street, having 
nothing more to feed upon, owing to the for­
tunate intervention at this point of the Glacis 
field and Esplanade.

It was reported last night that a woman 
was missing, also a child of Mr. Cole, joiner, 
Scott street, who himself got badly burnt 
about the face and hands, and also one or 
two other children whoie names it was im­
possible to ascertain. It is also stated that 
one of the nans of the Good Shepherd Con­
vent, in a delicate state of health, received 
such a nervous shock that death ensued. 
A woman and child were in imminent danger 
in the third story of a house when two men, 
Trudel and Ed. Dcery, volunteered to save 
them. The heat of the flames was fearfully 
intense, but the men succeeded in lowering 
the woman to the ground. Trudel then took 
the child in his arms and there being no 
other course open to him jumped from the 
window. He fell on his back and broke it, 
dying almost immediately. The child was 
saved. Deery jumped immediately after­
wards and gained the ground in safety 
plough horribly burned about the hands and- 
fioa. Damas Fiset also died from the effect 
of bums.

The Canadian and Iroquois Indian teams ap­
peared at Belfast for the first time on May 10th. 
The correspondent of the New York Herald 
writes as follows:—“The celebrated band of 
lacrosse players from Canada made their first 
appearance on Irish soil to-day, and their re­
ception was most cordial and their performance 
most satisfactory. This is not the first presen­
tation of the Canadian national game on this 
side of the Atlantic. Abont nine or ten years 
ago a troupe of eighteen Iroquois Indians visit­
ed England with a view of introducing lacrosse 
to tiie favourable notice of English young men. 
There was a certain poetical propriety in the 
first appearance of the lacrosse players taking 
place in this thriving capital of the Irish North­
ern Province, which has given Canada its 
present viceroy. The party left Canada on 
29th April, and arrived at Moville yesterday. 
On the voyage tho Iroquois were less 
affected by unpleasant marine influences 
than their white companions. The place of 
meeting was on the grounds of the 
North of Ireland Cricket Club. '1 he 
crowd was very great, very enthusiastic, 
and seemed to enjoy most heartily what was 
going on. The weather was glorious. Shortly 
after two o'clock the Iroquois arrived in a drag 
and were conducted into the centre of the 
ground, where they were tho observed of all 
observers. Soon after the Canadian amateurs 
arrived. About fifteen minutes before three 
the two teams drew themselves up in single 
file, opposite each other, the places being as­
signed them by their respective captains, and 
then spread themselves along between the 
goals. Midway between the goals, the game 
was begun by a man of each team crossing his 
adversary’s crosse, the ball lying between them 
on the ground. At once, as by magic, every 
player was on the qui rice, and a scene was pre­
sented of the most agile and wary movement, 
tiome splendid displays of running took place, 
and some of the throws were marvellous, the 
ball being frequently cast a most out of sight 
into the air, and being sometimes sent almost 
the entire length of the course. It was interest­
ing to watch the different styles of playing 
adopted by tho Iroquois and the Canadian. The 
former displayed wonderful readiness in catch­
ing the ball while flying, and when he did so he 
ran away with it with amazing fleet ness, as if 
he were alone playing against ail the others. 
But the Canadian amateur, as soon as he 
caught the ball, looked for some of his 
friends to help him, and when he saw 
any one ready he at once flung the ball to him 
or toward him. This mutual reliance on one 
another tends, doubtles®. to the success' which 
generally marks their efforts. In the first two 
games the Canadians were successful ; tho next 
two were won by the Iroquois. The fifth and 
deciding game was a very exciting and t-tiff 
struggle, affording a fine exhibition of Indian 
agility and cunning, of splendid throwing and 
checking ; while the individual contests for the 
ball the amusing incidents and rapidly shifting 
vicissitudes raised the enthusiasm of the spec­
tators to the highest pitch, and <heer after 
cheer rolled over the field e*pressing delight 
and approval. The victory at last rested with 
the Canadians, who were thus the conquerors

On the Queen's Birthday the following games 
were played outside of Toronto :-Phœnix of 
Caledonia v. Beaver of Hamilton, won by the 
former in three straight games ; Second team of 
Maple Leafs, Oehawa, v. Bowman vide, won by 
former in three straight games : Ontarios, 
Toronto, v. Six Nations, for an oil painting of 
Capt. Joseph Brant (Thayendenaga). won by 
the Indians in three straight games ; Montreal 
club v. Caughnawagas, won by the former.

The Torontos played the St. Regis Indians in 
this city on the Queen’s Birthday, and won the 
first, third, and fourth games, the Indians win­
ning the second. The Ætnas beat the Junior 
Tecumsetha in three straight games on the same 
day, ana the Senior Tecumseths be it the Onon­
daga Indians in like manner.

The championship match between the Tccum- 
seths, of London, and the Maple Leafs, of 
Guelph, was the absorbing feature of tho pro­
ceedings at London on the Queen’s birthday: 
about 8,000 people were present. After a brit- 
lia it and most exciting game of 10 innings, the 
victory was declared in favour of Ixmdon in a 
sc-re of 8 to 7 runs.

CHURCH C0RFEREHCES.

M. E 0HUB0H—ONTARIO CON­
FERENCE.

Orono, May 24th.
The Ontario Conference of the M. E. 

Church in Canada, met in ita fourteenth ses­
sion to-day, at ten o’clock a.m. Bishop Car­
man, D.D., presiding. The Bishop read 
portions of the 6th and 7th chapters of the 
Gospel according to SL Matthew, forcibly 
and impressively commenting thereon, and 
gave out a hymn. After the ringing, of 
which Revds. J. H. Hilts, G. Clark, and 
Geo. Abbe led in prayer, the Conference 
joining with the bishop in repeating the 
Lord’s prayer.

After the opening religious services, Dr. 
Carman gave a stirring address, saying we have 
the greatest reason for honouring and glori­
fying God—this is our duty and highest pri­
vilege. He expressed thankfulness for the 
preservation of onr lives,, only one from the 
effective ranksand one superannuated preacher 
having been taken from our midst during 
the year—one giving promise, just entering 
upon the work, of future usefulness—the 
other full of years. Both left behind them bright 
evidence that the closing scene was peaceful

The day (the birthday of her gracions Ma­
jesty), said the Bishop, leads us to express 
loyalty to our beloved Queen. We do it 
heartily, without fear, and with honesty, 
and on all fitting occasions we «e ready and 
willing to give, from the heart, three cheers 
for the loved and honoured sovereign, who 
rules the great Empire of which this Domi­
nion forms a part

Mentioning the Niagara Conference, over 
which he had recently presided, he stated^ 
that there they had the gratifying increase 
in the membership of over 1,500, and gave 
thanks to God for this mark of Hie favour. 
Several young men of promise were also 
brought into the ministry, in that confer­
ence, God famishing labourers to correspond 
with the increase. He hoped that we, in 
this conference, would have the same cause 
for gratitude to God. The year has been one 
of great financial pressure, but the institu­
tions of the Church are prosperous. God 
has favoured us by giving us a noble brother 
in the college, Dr. J. JR. Jacques, who is 
doing a great and good work. The Bishop 
went on to urge the necessity of keeping to 
the troth—the trutn as it is in Jesus. We are 
to give the people the Word—not specu­
lative theories—not wild vagaries. We 
must stand or fall on the pure doctrine 
of the Gospel We are not to make or 
modify the message ; it is given to us by 
God and it is our duty to give it to others 
as it has been given to us.

Having just returned from the general 
Conference of the Methodist Episcopal 
Chnrch in the United States now in session 
at Baltimore, where the Bishop attended as 
one of the representatives from the Metho­
dist Episcopal Chnrch in Canada, he gave a 
brief account of his visit. Ho said we went 
not to apologize for Episcopal Methodism. 
There was no need for that, particularly on 
the. ground so sacred to Method­
ism, where one hundred of its temples now 
stand. We went with love in our hearts, 
and were met with love by those who re­
ceived us. There may have been ripples 
coming down from the past, but they were 
merely on the surface. ~Delegations appear-

members, with scores of schools and colleges. 
He rejoiced in view of the magnitude of the 
work which God had wrought. The Bishop 
closed an excellent address, of which the 
above contains bat a few salient points, by 
urging the necessity of prayer that God 
would lead us on and give us abundant suc­
cess in onr work.

On a ballot Rev. J. Curts, who has served 
the Conference as Secretary for many years, 
was re-elected to that office Rev. B. L. 
Hatton was chosen to act as Journal Secre­
tary, and Revs. J. A. Campbell and A. T. 
Ferguson were appointed to take charge of 
the statistical returns.

There is an Advisory Committee asso­
ciated with the Bishop in choosing the pre­
siding Elders for the coming year; this Com­
mittee is composed of two men from each 
district elected by ballot. The result of the 
election was as follows :—Toronto District— 
Revs. Geo. Abbs, J. Curts. Colborne Dii- 
trict—J. M. Simpson, Geo. Miller. Huron 
District—F. M. Smith, G. Clark. A num­
ber of committees were ordered to be filled 
up by a nominating committee consisting of 
the presiding Elders.

Adjourned at 12.30. the benediction being 
pronounced by Rev. W. E. Norman, one of 
our aged veterans, who for some years past 
has been on the superannuated list.

As already noticed, the forenoon of to-day 
was chiefly occupied with preliminaries of little 
or no importance.

• This afternoon the various committees order­
ed were filled up. and the work was pretty gen­
erally distributed among the members of the 
Conference.

The Bishop then called for recommendations 
for reception on trial in the Itinerancy, when S. 
XV. Denike, W. J. Dyer. J. M. Carr, and T. C 
Sanderson, from the Haldimand, . Hope, Eu­
genia, and Teeswater circuits, respectively, 
were received. From the high encomiums 
passed upon these gentlemen by the several 
presiding ciders who had their oases in hand, it 
is safe to say they can scarcely fail to be useful 
in the Church’s work.

The following resolution was adopted by a 
rising vote -.—Moved by Mr. George Abbs, 
seconded by Mr. George Abell, “ That it is a 
very great pleasure to the Ontario Annual Con­
ference of the Methodist Episcopal Church in 
Canada, convened cn this 24th day of May. 
1876. the fifty-seventh anniversary of the birth­
day of her Most Gracious Majesty Qoeen Vic­
toria, to express the unremitting attachment 
of the preachers and people of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church in Canada to the Throne and 
Government of the Empire, their unabated 
iove and respect for tho person and rule of her 
Majesty, and their high regard for her many 
excellencies. The Conference would heartily 
assure her Majesty of their unceasing prayers 
to Almighty God for the safety and well-being 
of her Majesty, and the perpetuity and prosper­
ity of her Government.’’

An interesting exhibit from the Parent Mis­
sionary Board was read by tho Secretary. Rev. 
S. G. Stone, showing the state of the missionary 
treasury, and recommending the appointment 
of two more missionaries to Manitoba, one of 
whom is to bo stationed at Winnipeg. A very 
eligible site for a church has bean purchased in 
that town and funds are being raised for the 
erection of u suitable building thereon.

The exhibit of the Book Committee was made, 
showing the Book Room and Printing Estab­
lishment to be in a prosperous condition under 
the able management of Rev. S. G. Stone. The 
net profits of tbe year amounted to over $2,000. 
From this sum 8200 was appropriated to the 
Superanuation Fund. As the profits increase 
year by year, larger amounts will likely be given 
to the worn-out preachers.

The Conference adjourned at five o’clock.
Orono, Thursday, May 25.

The Conference met at nine o’clock, the hour 
fixed at the previous session. The religious 
services were conducted by Rev. G. Bennett. 
The ordinary routine having been despatched, 
candidates for admission were called for. when 
Mr. Thomas Bell, from the Oak wood circuit, 
was received on trial.

The Conference has a four years’ course of 
study, and examiners are appointed each year, 
for each class, whose duty it is to ascertain 
what progress the candidates are making in 
toeir studies. Probationers of the first year 
were now called. whcteMeegrs. Robert Gordon, 
William Laidlaw, Th<#as Love, and George A. 
Jameson, aller having given satisfactory evi­
dence of their progress in the acquirement of 
knowledge, were continued on trial. Mr. R. 
McCormack, belonging to the same class, was 
also continued.

After the opening religious services in the 
afternoon, and the usual routine, the Bishop 
called up the class of preachers who had tra­
velled two years and were eligible for admis­
sion into full connection. Of coarse, their ad­
mission depends very much upon the progress 
made in their studies, and their acceptability as 
preachers and pastors. Messrs. Gilbert Horton. 
Joseph C. Bell, and F. W. Waroe, having been 
approved by the Conference, were admitted 
into full connection, and elected to Deacon’s 
orders. Mr. Jacob Reaman, belonging to the 
same class, was. in consequence of ill-health, 
le.ft without an appointment for one year. In 
connection with this case a very flattering re­
solution was adopted, expressive of sympathy 
for the brother’s affliction, and earnest hope for 
his speedy recovery.

Those who have travelled three years now 
passed in review before the Conference, their 
acquirements and labours being pretty tho­
roughly canvassed. In this class were 
Messrs. H. Norris. N. E. Scott, J. F. Durkee, 
J. Wilks, J. X Moran, A. Cooper, W. Han­
som, and W. J. Hunter. These brethren were 
all credited with the year’s course, no farther 
action in their case being necessary till next 
year, when they will be eligible for ordination

Vhose who have travelled four years were 
then called. As the fourth year closes the ex­
amination. it is generally more critical than any 
other year. The- following brethren, viz , 
G. W. Stevenson. D O. Croesley, and E. E 
Howard having passed a very creditable ex­
amination. and the presiding Elders having 
testified to their usefulness, were elected to 
Elder’s order j. Two or three cases, on account 
of the unavoidable absence of the brethren, 
were laid over.

To-night, as on every night, one of the 
bre-hren occupies the pulpit and large congre­
gations are in attendance.

_________expeüed them But went rtraighno
work and preached the Gospel of Christ. For 
three years they laboured without any desire to 
raite up a distinct section of the Church. A 
large number of souls were converted to God 
by their instrumentality, and thess were di­
rected to unite themselves to the then existing 
Churches, especially to the Methodist body. 
But when they were refused admittance to that 
body unless they broke off connection with 
those who were the means of bringing them to 
Christ it was found necessary to form them 
into a separate body. Then rose the Pri­
mitive Methodist Church. Tho body had 
rince increased till it held an important 
place among the Churches in the old 
land. The founders of the body believed 
that laymen should have as great n daim to 
hold office in the Cnristian Church as those who 
were regularly set apart for the Christian minis­
try. The constitution, therefore, provided that 
the Court should be composed of two-thirds of 
laymen and one-third of ministers. He knew, 
that many years ago the ministers were likely 
to sustain great injury from this state of things: ’ 
but after forty years of ministry ho considered 
the laymen to be the best friends of the minis­
ters of the GospeL One trait of character which 
tfie founders of the body evinced „w«great in­
dustry in the spread of the Word oftQed. He 
knew that when they had only a few shillings 
in hand they could commence new missions for 
the purpose of extending the bounds of the con­
nection. He feared at the present day their roc- 
cessons did not possess so much of the spirit of 
self-sacrifice as the first ministers manifested. 
He trusted they would become more and more 
a mighty power in the land, and that Gods 
blessing would rest upon them in the future.

he Macdanaell Case-Another Statement. 
The Presbytery of Toronto met yesterday at 

eleven o’clock, the Moderator, the Rev. Dr. 
"onp, in the chair. ,

After the transaction of some business of no 
eneral importance.
Rev. D. J. Macdonnell asked the Presbytery 

for leave of absence during tbe months of July. 
August, and September, and said he would 
make provision for the supply of his pulpit dur­
ing that time. He made the request now be­
cause there would not be a meeting of Presby­
tery after the General Assembly and before the 
time he wanted to go away.

Leave wee granted.
The Moderator read the following com­

munication, which he said hehad received from 
Mr. Macdonnell

The Moderator then read the statement,

9TEULÏ REVIEW OF TORONTO WHOLE­
SALE MARKETS.

Wednesday, May 31.
PRODUCE.

The course of the market has varied consider­
ably since our last. In the latter part of last 
week it waa active, and prices were steadily 
advancing. Since then, however, dulness has 
set in and prices have reeeded. There has been 
very little inquiry heard since Saturday, and 
sales could have been made only at receding 
prices. The week shows little change in stocks 
of wheat the decrease being only about 16,000 
bushels. Crop advioee are meagre, but so far 
as we can learn fall wheat looks well, and pro­
mises an abundant yield; concerning other 
grain, however, it is too soon to learn anything 
definite. Outside markets have been unsettled 
during the week, but those of the States close 
decidedly lower. At New York there was in 
the latter part of last week a very active de­
mand for wheat for export to the United King­
dom and North Sea ports. While the purchases 
were to some extent upon foreign orders, it is 
understood that the bulk of the transactions re­
sulted from local speculation, in anticipation of 
a war in Eastern Europe. Export orders for 
some quarter of a million bushels are said to 
have been at tho same time executed at the 
Weston better terms than were obtainable 
there. On Monday the speculative demand 
had well nigh subsided, and the advance of 
Saturday was lost, the market leaving off un­
settled and weak. Tuesday being a legal holiday, 
nothing transpired. Today the market is said 
to have boon dull and declining at $1.10 to $L11 
for No. 3. and $L19 to $1» for No. 
2 Chicago, against $1.09 to $1.12 for No. 3. 
and $1.18 to $1.20 for No. 2 on this day week. 
The western markets followed the same course 
as New York. Chicago reached $1691 for June, 
and Milwaukee $1.091 cash on Saturday ; but
__ former stood to-day at |106$ for June, and
the latter at $L05J cash. The cause of all the 
excitement and variation was as usual in the 
Nngu«h markets. There a demand from the 
continent and unfavourable weather sent prices 
up teat week, and since then improved weather 
and a cessation of the demand have caused a 
reaction ; part of the advance has certainly 

a lost ; and, judging from orders sent to 
agente, we should say that probably allot it has 
disappeared. Quotations show an advance of 
id on white wheat, 3d on club, and 3d on corn, 
with a fall of 2d on red wheat since our last 
The Mark Lane Express of Monday, in review­
ing tbe corn trade during the past week, says : 
—" Thé continued enquiry from the continent 
is the most prominent feature of the trade. If 
it should continue in the face of the favourable 
growing weather here and abroad, the fact 
would indicate that stocks really are as nearly 
exhausted as has been represented, and that 
farmers have not on hand the wheat which 
many supposed was only being held back for 
higher prices. All foedisR stuffs have fairly 
maintained their values, aadoats, in the face of 
heavy supplies, have advanced nearly a shilling 
per quarter." To-day's advices re] 
the weather favourable to the gr 
lug crops, the demand from Fra 
slackening and cargoes of wheat quieter.

Further cable advioee report the total supply of 
wheat and flour in the week ending on the 31th 
instant as being eqoal to 291.875 to W.W6 qre. 
against 406.000 to 433.000 qre arsrage weekly con­
sumption. indicating a deficiency below con­
sumption of 103,000 to 106,123 qre. The importe 
of maize for the same week were 960.000 to 
1,000,OCO bushels, against an average weekly 
consumption in 1675 of about 750,000 to 300.000 
bushels The weekly average of consumption 
under the influence of the lower price this year 
is believed tc be much larger than it was last 
year. Mail advioee to the 13th ult report the 
weather to have been cold but dry. The pro­
gress of the crops was being retarded ; and it 
was said that “ even with the occurrence of 
settled fine weather, the wheat crop of the 
country could hardly turn out a rich one in 
quality or extent." The trade continued to be 
in nearly every department dull and inactive. 
English wheat had been brought forward a 
little more freely, but the supplies were still 
light and much under the averge of previous 
years. Deliveries at the 150 towns of England 
and wales in the week ending on the 6th inat 
amounted to 45,291 ore (and in the whole United 
Kingdom to 180,964 qrs> at an average price of 
45e 2d per qr. against 62,236 qre at an average 
price of 42s 8d in the corresponding week last 
year, and against an average of 52,239 qre at an 
average price of 52s 5d in the corresponding 
weeks of the last five years. Imports had fallen 
off, but were more than adequate to demand, 
and prices of the commoner grades bad receded 
Is per quarter on the spot, whilst sales could 
only be effected in limited quantity at the re­
duction. The quantity of wheat in transit i 
tinned to increase, and amounted on the 11th 
inst., according to Beerbohm’s London Com
Trade List, to 1.313.700 qre. against 1.250,560 on 
the corresponding date last year, and 1.158.100 in 
the preceding week, 
there were due and expected to arrive in the 
United Kingdom during the next four weeks. 
646.N0 quart.re, of whichJ2S.OOO quarters were 
from South-eastern Europe, 34.000 quarters 
from Egypt ; 117,000 quarters from American 
Atlantic porta. 170,000 quarters from California 
and Oregon, and 200,000 quarters from Australia 
and Chili. There were also due 296.000 quarters 
of corn, comprising 83,000 from the Danube and 
Black Sea, and 215.000 quarters from American 
Atlantic ports. Continental advices are 
meagre and crop reporta generally unfavour­
able In France, during the week ended May 
12th, the weather waa cold, dry and nngenial in 
all parts of that country, and complainte on the 
part of the farmers were becoming more gen­
eral. The wheat plant bad assumed a yellow 
iah tinge in some places. There are similar 
complaints from Germany. Belgium, and Hol­
land, In Hungary the weather the first week 
jn May was fine and favourable for the grow­
ing crops. lu Itournante, np to the 4th Inat.. 
the temperature has been high and dry with 
moisture much needed, the prevailing drought 
causing apprehensions in regard to the growing 
crops. In the Baltic navigation waa opened at 
Petersburg on the 10th of May. From Algeria 
cheering reports of the crops had been received 
and an abundant harvest waa anticipated. On 
this continent the now crop has in the Southern 
States begun to be reaped. Tbe wheat crop of 
Kansas is said to be large, in the Southern 
part of that State the harveet waa commenced 
the third week in May The wheat harveet in 
Texas ia in progress, and the crop is said to be 
a large one. New wheat and new wheat flour 
from Texas were received at SL Louis test 
week, and new flour at Chicago from the same 
source. The movement of grain seems to be 
on the increase. Receipts of wheat at lake 
ports in the week ending on the 20th inst. were 
887,213 bush. v. 694,867 bush, the previous week, 
and 1.082,566 bush, the corresponding week in 
1875 ; and the shipments from thence for 
the week were L404,033 bush. v. 1,297,685 bush, 
the previous week and 1.184.501 btiSh tbe cor, 
responding week in 1875. The receipts at sea­
board ports for the week were 1,086,044 bush, 
v. 1.131,890 bush, the previous week, and 677.283 
bush, the corresponding week in 1875. The 
export clearances for Europe for the week were 
from seaboard ports 968,233 bush. v. 772.522 bush, 
the previous week ; and for the test four 
weeks 3.135.588 bosh. v. 2.961.125 bush, the pre­
vious four weeks.

CAB BACKS AND HOW CULTIVATED.

By Alexander Hyde.
The cabbage family is a very extensive 

one. Dr. Bindley reckoned the different 
species at nearly one thousand, and as the 
plant has a great tendency to spront and 
form hybrids, new varieties are constant-form hybrids, 
ly produced. Some of these varieties are so 
unlike in looks that the common observer is 
inclined to doubt their relationship. Thns 
the common cabbage and the cauliflower are 
as dissimilar in appearance as chalk and 
cheese, but their origin can be traced to a 
common parentage. It is worth while to 
notice, in the first place, that all branches of 
the cabbage family are extremely nutritious, 
and not one has so degenerated as to be use­
less. Johnston, the fanner’s chemist, says 
of this plant : “ The cabbage is an especial­
ly nutritions vegetable. The dried leaf con­
tains from thirty to thirty-five per cent, of 
gluten—muscle-forming food—and in this 
respect, therefore, is more nutritious than 
any other vegetable food, mushrooms ex­
cepted.” We have often said that a dime 
invested in a cabbage-head would furnish 
more nutrition for a family than in any other 
form of food. The labouring man knows 
this from experience and hence boiled cab­
bage is a standing dish on the tables of the 
working classes. Persons of sedentary 
habits do not need cabbage and are not apt 
to be fond of it, but it is a blessed gift of a 
kind Providence to those who earn their liv­
ing by the sweat of their brows. Ten, 
twenty, and even thirty tons of green cab­
bage can be raised from an acre. What 
muscular force such a crop is capable of pro­
ducing ! Some estimate of it may be made 
from this statement of Dr. Edward Smith, 
the English authority on foods, who says : 
“ Ten grains of cabbage consumed in the 
body produces a power which is equal to lift 
ing 834 pounds one foot high.”

It should be understood, however, thaï 
cabbage, like other kinds of food rich ir 
nitrogen, when eaten in large quantities il 
difficult of digestion, and is apt to produce 
costivencaa. Hence the propriety of the 
common practice of eating cabbage in 
nection with pork, bacon, and other oily 
food, it is to grease the ways and counteract 
this constipating tendency. On this point 
Johnston makes this sensible remark : 
“ Bacon and greens is a conjunction of 
viands, which does not owe its popularity 
either to old habit or to the mere taste of 
the epicure. It is in xeality an admixture 
which constitutional experience has pre­
scribed as better fitted to the after comfort 
of the alimentary canal, than either kind of 
food eaten alone. ’’ Those who ridicule cab­
bage eaters, and talk about living on leaves 
like cattle, should remember that there is an 
instinct in human nature developed in the 

>mmon practices of mankind, which 
iperficial philosophy sometimes fails to per­

ceive. Cabbage and vinegar may not stimu­
late the brain so well as fish and wine, but 
cabbage makes stout muscles and these are es­
sential in the battle of life.

The cabbage crop is also exceedingly valu­
able for stock. Cattle, sheep and swine are 
fond of cabbage leaves, and scarcely any 
kind of food will make a greater flow of milk 
or a larger amount of beef and pork. The 
lower leaves can be picked off quite early in 
the season without detriment to the cabbage 
heads, and will supplement the failing feed 
of the pastures in the early Autumn better 
than corn-fodder. Some object to them be­
cause they make the milk and beef taste 
cabbagey, but there is no necessity for this 
if the leaves are-only fed moderately at first, 
and to milch cows always immediately after 
milking. Cattle are so fond of this rich, 
succulent food that if let into a cabbage 
patch they gorge themselves and become as 
thoroughly saturated with the cabbage flav­
our as an inveterate smoker is with tobacco, 
but let them become accustomed to this food 
with moderate rations at first, and they are 
not badly affected. Milk dealers assure us 
that cabbages can be so fed to milch cows 
that their customers never know it, a 
more sensitive and fault-finding set of 
tomers cannot be scared up. Cabbagea are 
a specially good food for young and growing 
stock, as they abound in muscle-forming and 
bone-making material We never desire a 
young animal to put on fat, but the more 
bones and muscles we can put into him the 
better. We once asked an Irishman, whose 
pigs we noticed were outstripping our own, 
though from the same litter, what was the 
secret of their growth ? His reply was 
characteristic of his nation. “An irishman 
knows the virtues of cabbage. Come into 
my shanty and you’ll see.” We went, saw, 
and were convinced. The smell of roiling 
cabbage leaves was enough to convince the 
most skeptical. We do not advise our 
readers to imitate our Irish friend’s example, 
and boil cabbages for stock in the house. 
There is a place for everything, and the place 
for boiling swill is in the piggery. Cabbages, 
however, are less benefitted by cooking than 
almost any other vegetable, They are like 
apples in this respect Indeed, we have 
been inclined to believe that both cabbages 
and apples were better fed raw than cooked. 
The aroma of both, on which some of their 
virtue depends, is dissipated by heat 

As to the varieties to be cultivated, the 
choice most be determined by the end in 
view, whether for the table or for stock. 
The canli flower is the perfection of cabbages 
for table use. It is not only more delicate in 
flavour, but more nutritious, the dried 
flower furnishing some fifty per cent of 
gluten, whereas the common cabbage gives 
only thirty to thirty-five 'per cent It is 
sometimes objected to the cauliflower that it 
is difficult to obtain perfect heads, and 
when obtained it is more difficult to preserve 
them. There is some foundation for these 
objections, but skill and energy will over­
come them pretty effectually. The first 
requisite for good cabbage of any kind, is 
pure thoroughbred seed. We are confident 
more failures are occasioned from the want of 
good seed than from any other cause. The 
cauliflower, being the most advanced im­
provement in the cabbage family, has the 
strongest tendency to revert, and therefore 
the pedigree of the seed mnst be examined 
with care. Poor seed is dear at any price, 
and pure pedigree seed will pay at high 
figures.

It is of no use to try to raise cabbages on 
poor soil They require good strong clay 
loam and plenty of manure. Moist soil is 
best adapted to their growth, but it must 
not be so retentive of moisture as to keep 
the roots soaked. No plant or animal—ex­
cept aquatic in their nature—can thrive with 
their feet constantly in water, but the cab­
bage is impatient of a dry soil and a hot 
summer. It thrives most in the wet days 
of spring and autumn. Never plant cab­
bages for two years in succession "on the same 
land. They are exhausters of course, for 
they contain much nutriment and require

I have buried many trees three or four 
feet in the seiL Old trees in many instances 
died ; young ones in "most cases flourished, 
but more particularly poplar, elm, and 
beech. I have never found that oaks liked 
the operation of covering in and embedding 
them to any extent except when making 
roads on the slopes of planted hills where 
the soil thrown on the lower side among them 
always gave them fresh vigour.—London 
Garden.

From three acres of fodder com ho fed nine 
milch cows and one horse from July to Nov­
ember—four months without any hay. He 
claimed that it produced more milk than the 
best English hay. His manner was to sow 
in drills, two bushels of seed to the acre, 
and allow it to grow until it was silked out 
or partially eared before cutting up. He 
preferred the Southern variety, producing 
nearly double the quantity of feed to the 
sweet sera.—N. E. Homestead.

The experiments upon potato cultivation, 
undertaken last year by the Royal Agricul­
tural Society in various parte of England, 
Scotland, and Ireland, were not without 
valuable results. From the twenty ex­
perimental stations good evidence was 
collected in favour of large sets, for we are 
told that from the instances brought nnder 
notice “the potato which starts with a 
large supply of food in tuber, and secures by 
its helps good hold on the soil and a good 
mass of foliage in the air, produces the most 
remunerative crop."—London Agricultural 
Gazette.

Fields sown with the new varieties of 
wheat look first-rate ; especially does Claw­
son look fresh and green. There will be 
much attention paid to the yield of these 
new wheats, for great interest is manifested 
about them. There seems to be a general 
desire to get something of a higher quality 
than the DiehL It is hinted that some of the 
Gold Medal which has been .extensively 
sown is nothing but DiehL The seed brought 
$2 per bushel, and there was a temptation to 
deceive, fand we shall watch the denoue­
ment with patience and interest.—Michigan

It is not generally known that cisterns 
can can be made without either brick or 
stone, wherever the earth is sufficiently com­
pact to admit of digging oat the 
soil and leaving a firm bank upon which the 
cement can be spread to a thickness of one 
or two inches. The cement soon hardens, 
making a wall as tongh as a stone jug. The 
top may be covered with plank, with timber 
support, and then cover over all about two feet 
of earth to keep ont the frost. Of course a 
man-hole through which the cistern can be 
entered for cleaning 
Chicago Tribune.

A writer in the Tribune excludes the 
striped bog by catting a sheet of cotton wad­
ding into nine equal pieces, and then split­
ting them, making eighteen, at a cost for all 
of only four cents. These are placed over 
the hills before the plants are up, the cor­
ners held down with small stones. They are 
elastic, and stretch as the plante grow. The 
bugs cannot get through them. They are 
also some protection against frost This 
method is somewhat similar to the one we 
have successfully employed by placing thin 
newspapers over the hills, on crossed wil­
low twigs bent as bows over the plants, 
which grow and perforate the paper.—Rural 
World.

The proper nfSthod of renovating old fruit 
trees is to first apply stimulating manure to 
the soil, then, instead of “ pruning up,” 
commence at the top and “ head (town,” 
shorten all the old branches one-half to 
twb-thirds of their original length. Thin 
ont the central branches if they are likely 
to become crowded, and, during the sum­
mer, break out from time to time all sur-

Elus sprouts, leaving only those which will 
e required to give the head of the tree the 

requisite shape. The wounds made in cut­
ting off large branches should be covered 
with some kind of a solution which will 
keep oat the water and prevent the decay. 
Common grafting wax applied hot is as 
good as anything known for this purpose, 
but ordinary mineral paint may be used in­
stead without danger of injury to the tree. 
When the old stems are partially dead the 
rotten wood may be removed and the sound 
parts underneath painted over to prevent 
further decay. The coarse bark should 
also be scraped off from the stem and 
larger branches, after which an application 
of soft soap or whitewash may be applied 
with benefit The renovation of old frwt 
trees may frequently be attended with bet­
ter results then planting out of new, espe­
cially of choice varieties known to be adapt­
ed to the locality. —Moore?s Rural 

Just over our New York boundary, a 
hotel-keeper, who was also a garden-lover, 
planted on good, level soil an asparagus bed 
of some twelve by twenty feet. When its 
growth became strong he year by year cov­
ered it with two or three inches of good rich 
mould. Up through this shot the stalks 
and crept toe roots. The method was fol­
lowed up every season, with the result of 
larger growth and product, till the bed be­
came an oblong mound of some two or three 
feet in height, and a perfect wonder in the 
quality and quantity of asparagus furnished 
for the table. That yearly blanket of soil 
was, my friend thinks the only culture or 
enrichment given. The bed was never dug 
with fork or spade. Have we not in this a 
new and better method for this toothsome 
and healthfnj vegetable ? To many it may 
not be new. It was to me. A slight exper­
ience of mine the last season gives me faith 
in its value. By accident some two or three 
inches of good rich loam was spread over a 
portion of my asparagus bed. I noticed 
there a much more vigorous growth of the 
vegetable as well as weeds than elsewhere 
on the bed. The question is, if such results 
come simply from this heavy dressing of good 
mould may we not hope for greatly larger 
when we spread on new earth, foil of ab­
sorbed richness from cattle yards, the bot­
toms of old stalls, or taken where the wash 
of house or bam have soaked the soil ?— 
Gardeners? Monthly.

We miss Mr. Stevenson, the Quebec 
Secretary, who could give people informa­
tion in a gentlemanly way, and was always 
well posted.

While listening to a young gentleman, cane 
in hand, explaining to a listening crowd that 
“ Giovinezza ” was an Italian word signify­
ing, “conception, idea, inspiration, and that 
sort of thing, you know,” I made a remark 
sotto voce on the indifferent character of the 
work, and the want of power in face and 
head—a youth with that head and face 
oould never have grown into the careworn, 
sorrowful-looking Titan we know as Buon- 
arotti with * * the bar of Michael Aagelo.
I made the acquaintance of Herr Baum- 
garten, of Berlin, by making that remark, 
and presuming that he would be as good as 
a catalogue to me for the German gallery, I 
asked him to accompany me thitoer. A 
German, or a Frenchman, or on Italian, or 
an Austrian, or a Russian, is always polite,
and if they do anything for you they do it
with s smile and a graciousness of manner 
worth more than the act, and yon whisper 
to yourself in that electric fashion which is 
independent of words, “ The world for all 
the wickedness is good.” They know how 
to mingle a little sunshine with shade, and 
put the varnish on the panel. Your pom­
pous Spaniard can be a brute if he likes, and 
we Britishers are only too apt to forget how 
much of life is made up of trifles, and how 
important trifles are.

To the student of literature any illustra­
tion of Fanst mnst be full of interest 
Marguerite has taken her place side by side 
with the women of Shakespeare. Everybody 
is familiar with Schoeffer’s “Marguerite 
there are at least four places in Toronto 
where the chromo may be seen, sad the 
faults of colouring and conception of this 
great painter are reproduced with more 
fidelity than his excellencies. In truth, 
only toe brush in the hand of genius itself 
oould overcome ’his predilection for bilious 
hues. Yet Schoeffe/s Marguerite, though 
not satisfactory, is better than the Mar­
guerite of a German artist, who has sent a 
picture here of that love-lorn, poor damsel 
in prison, just when she is visited by Fanst 
and Mephistopheles. Faust covers his face ; 
Mephistophelea looks on with grim demoniac 
joy. Both figures are satisfactory. Not so 
with Marguerite. This is an angel not the 
deluded peasant girl »nd there is nothing m 
the face to-suggest the character and suffer­
ings of Gretchen. How different with Sohoef- 
fer’s Marguerite, though hie does not 

e np to oar ideal, and ie open 
the criticism of Heine. “ It is 

lfgang Goethe’s Gretchen, but she has
___l the whole of Friederich Schiller.” If,
however, the picture here has graver defects 
th>n Schoeffer’s, it will nevertheless afford 
the student of Faust great pleasure. The 
painter gives you his view, and if you don’t 
agree with him he stimulates suggestion

yon will believe) conception.
“ Here is a fine picture,” said Herr Baum- 

garten to me, and pointing to an historical 
painting of the “ Flight of King Frederick 
from Prague,” he was about to dilate on ite 
excellencies, when our attention was directed 
to two aged people, a man and a woman, 
clad in a bygone garb, and talking and chat­
ting as if they were shut in from observa­
tion. They were looking at a sea picture by 
Hyland, a picture in which the moonlight on 
lapping waves is rendered with extraordin­
ary fidelity and charm. The old gentleman 
seemed to be very much in the condition of 
Miss McCan (alias Frank Weber), of whom 
tiie reader will remember that she would 
have been very well but “ for that wind. ” 
At first I thought, so peculiarly did he roter, 
that he was imitating the sound 
of . the waves around the vessel’s 
prow, or the whistling of the 
wind in the good ship’s rigging and 
canvas, and I was noting that however com­
mendable might be his desire after effective­
ness, and onomatopoetic speech, his su<x 
was not as great as could be wished. Bat 
my error was soon made apparent when the 
old lady put her hand on hie back and pot­
ted it gently, saying as she looked lovingly 
in his contented countenance—“ Windy- 
pooty, pooty-windy.” When all one’s
soul is tickled, it is hard not to betray yonr- 
self, and it was with the utmost effort that 
I began to point ont the skill with which the 
artiste had tipned his waves with moonlight 
and given to all the air, that character of 
“silver mantle,” which makes a moonlit 
scene partake of the subdued glory of some 
enchanted world. The risible was giving 
place* to the critical when whoop 1 the old 
gentleman was again attacked, and again his 
companion tapped him on the back, crying 
in tones of affection and sympathy “ Windy - 
pooty, pooty-windy.” The power of the 
will even in the sternest natures, over the auto­
matic muscles, is limited, and not only I, 
bet everybody about, broke into laughter. 
It was rude ; but it wss involuntary. This 
mmilfl the gentleman worse and the old lady 
grew furious, and looking at us all as if we 
were so many uncouth Tartars, she led her 
husband—for such I presume he was—away, 
patting him on the back and with more 
effusion than ever saying “ Windy-pooty, 
pooty-windy.”

Not far from the Faust picture, is a very 
good one of “ Easter Morning ’’—Christ and 
Mary in the garden, and appropriately near 
this is one of “ Lather on his way home from 
Worms,” and at the most critical period of 
the journey. The earnestness of expression on 
the great reformer’s face does not fall below 
what we should expect, and there is all the 
audacity of Lather in the eye, with that pecu­
liar glance which men get who live face to face 
with the Absolute, and who are accustomed 
to wander outside time, and breathe the in­
vigorating air of eternal fields. There he is, 
half at bey, half in flight, his Bible in his 
hand, like the hunter-disturbed lord of the 
forest, who comes forth, shaking the dew- 
drops from his shaggy mane, and lashing his 
tawny sides with his tail hesitating whether 
to confront his assailants there and then, or 
not There he is, the embodiment the person- 
ification of freedom of thought—that citadel 
of truth against which kings have fought 
and nations combined in vain ; against 
which prelates have fulminated, and presby­
teries formulated, but without breaking 
down its ramparts ; and now with a stronger 
garrison and gayer banners than ever that 
fortress of the human soul lifts ite proud 
battlements in the midit of emancipated 
humanity, unshaken, unimpaired, and 
impregnable. No one who has ever 
stood in fancy by Luther’s side 
at Worms, the princes and powers of 
the world against him, he, strong in c 
viction, ready for death, for anything, but 
for betrayal of his cause and his faith, will 
look on this picture without feeling chords 
stirred such as slumber in the face of the 
pretty and the beautiful around.

“ Queen Esther ” is nothing more than the 
painting of a beautiful Jewess. But a “ Ruin 
on the Outskirts of Rome” transporte yon at 
once to the region of the “ Eternal City ; ” 
the atmosphere is achieved with great suc­
cess. There are, as in all German and 
Dutch galleries, some small pictures fall of 
much mirth and touching humour. Of 
“ Pompeii ” little need be said ; it is a good 
painting of an historical Italian scene. A 
very fine picture, both as a painting and as 
an illustration of Berlin life, ie the “Zoological 
Garden. ” The painter has chosen the stand­
point whence you get the beet view of the 
“ Frieden-Saule,” or peace column, and the 
richness of colonring, the aristocratic atmos­
phere of Berlin life, is brought well before 
you. “ Christopher Columbus, Just After 
Discovering Land,” is like all the pictures I 
ever saw taken from Columbus’ life, always 
excepting Columbus before the Spanish 
Court, — unsatisfactory. The “Music 
Master ” is a humorous piece ; we all know 
what an enthusiastic musician is after he 
has got old, and become a pedant in music ; 
indeed it is extraordinaty how easily ridij 
culed oven a man of genius in music may be. 
George Eliot means that the musician in 
“ Daniel Deronda” should be a man of genius; 
but she has with difficulty prevented ns 
laughing at him once or twice. There are 
some studies in sheep here which would 
delight onr shepherd a A portrait of Lucca 
is very like, and the “ Blinding of Arthur” 
is a Shakspearean study of great power. 
Here is the original “ Faletan,” copies of 
which have been multiplied all over the 
world in prints and chromos ; it comes up 
tolerably well to your idea of the fat knight 
who used to take such an unconscionable 
amount of sack to a penny-worth of bread. 
Hie nose looks like the nose of a man who 
knew where there was good wine, and in the 
twinkle of the eye there is a promise of wit. 
“ Lady Jane Grey gaining a victory over 
Bishop Gardner,” completes the collection, 
when we except what has been noticed in 
previous letters, and one picture which no­
body visiting the Exhibition Mid wishing to 
gain anything like an idea of German fife, 
should fail to study.

Before dealing with that picture permit 
me two words. First, then, what is the 
gain one may effect from visiting this Ex­
hibition ? You may gain about as much as 
yon gain from going to a Variety theatre— 
amusement, or you may make your 
visit educational in the highest degree. 
Yon will not be able to study the costume 
of varions peoples among the visitors, for the

If 
yonr appetite should be so voracious as not 
to be content with this ton cents worth of 
•tewy soup, then look around with hope and 
joy. How many five cent pieces have you 
in your pocket ! Each five cent piece repre­
sents a delightful aggregation of morsels to 
be rolled under your luxurious tongue. Cute 
of all kinds of pies are on sale at Jive cents 
each. Pie is dear to the soul ot the “ genu­
ine” child of the Stars and Stripes. 
It is with pie 4ft his early years be 
destroys his digestion rod stunts Us 
growth, and makes himself delicate, ami 
when trouble comes, to what does he fly, 
but to pie ? I do not know whether the 
following lines are from Longfellow, but il-I 
have time to meet him before I go I shall 
ask him

Be true to pie where’er ’Us found..
Mid friends or foes, and eat your fill

Bet 
one need not be very fastidious not to fall m 
love with me, as mode anywhere, but more 
particularly as made in these places, rod the 
whole surroundings would, under ordinary 
circumstances, blunt rather than whet ap­
petite.

roeee, have this triste air. The only excep­
tion I found to this manner of business wsa 
at tho stall of » celebrated perfumer -some­
where about the middle of the Main Build- 
ing ; the stfllor quarter abate on the way to 
ghe, luncheon bar, rod ae people pass and 
repus, the young ladies shoot showers of 
ecentan you rod laugh very heartily at the 
' eh* of some timid old gentleman on re- 

mug the first shook, and if you pause at 
all the young ladies entreat you to buy. 
But the abandon, the gaiety and life, the 
buoyancy of toe English and French girls at 
the Paris exhibition, are not reproduced here. 
There is something in the air er the instifu- 
tiros which shrivels np men's breasts and 
withers their youth per maturely. Who
oould think that the fathers of those solemn 
prigs belonged to “ Merrie England ?” Who 
that from toe jovial Irishmen came the etnok- 
np solemnities ? What trace of the Scotch 
“ gode man” do we find in bis sons ? They 
all oome ont of the same mill men, women 
and children, solemn, self-conscious prigs, 
the shadow of whose egotism is on the world, 
rod on all they some in contact with, and 
from whose heart dollar-getting has expelled 
every generous sentiment A young 
girl should be aa unconscious as 
a bird, or a stream, or a spray of maple. 
But you look in vain for such sweet, imper­
sonal lives here. The moral atmosphere ia 
too strong for youth and health, and the eye 
which should only kindle at the thought of 
generous deed», is fixed with a malin ray on 
the pocket and toe heart which should ex­
pand to and worship the beautiful and the 
heroic, beads itself only before gain. The 
only|things giving you the idea of spontan­
eity and unselfish innocence are the bells 
whose chiming I referred to yesterday and 
the fountains ; the Bartholi fountain, which 
i» now playing, befog a great addition to the 
attractions of the Exhibition, in which, it is 
hoped, that after a week all will be in good 
ham. I doubt it though.

New York, May 26. 
e np here yesterday morning, having 

first struck a blow for the honour of Cana­
dian ladies—indeed for their very soles. It 
is now midnight and I am writing for the 
mail which leaves here at 4 o’clock a. m., 
and I have so many things to say, and so 
many notes to nae, and I have seen so much 
within the last thirty-six hours, that I am 
not a little bewildered where to begin. 
What have I done within thirty-six hours ? 
As I have said I broke a lance for Canadian 
ladies to begin with, and if I am not on i 
return to Toronto overwhelmed with 
shower of slippers, the ladies are not 
as grateful aa 1 take them to be. I 
have visited four theatres, one Volksgarten, 
two art galleries, the Cooper Union free 
reading room, and the Yonng Men’s Chris­
tian Association, which is nesrly opposite 
the National GaUery of Design. And why 
did I leave Philadelphia even for a day ? It 
was in the service of art, and I wish that 
service would win the Muse to enable me to 
compress all my facte into the shortest space 
to be kurz und bundig as the Germane say . 
to give the readers multum in parvoj Ah, 
if Mr. Heavy was here, how all hie incidents 
would fall into line like an army of undrilled 
peasants, and all hi» jokes trip down the 
oolumn with the Myth and airy grace of a 
funeral procession on a wet day !

Well, to begin at the beginning. After 
despatching my last letter I, with the 
air of a man *ho had got something off his 
mind, went to stretch my limbs on the 
verandah, when I saw before me 
with his book turned a tell gentleman 
whose long enrly hair fell down on hie shoul­
ders. I passed him, and saw by his face, 
which wss that of a man some sixty years of 
age, that melancholy had marked him for 
her own, and my curiosity being excited, I 
went and struck np a conversation with him. 
As I had guessed, hp was an artist, one of 
those votaries of art on whom the Mnse may 
smile, bat to whom she never gives her 
hand, and from whom Fortune keeps stead­
ily aloof. We talked about the United 
States Art Gallery in Memorial Hall and 
finding that he took precisely my own view 
about that exhibition, my opinion of 
understanding waa greatly raised; and 
had in me an apt papü when he urged 
forthwith to visit two New York galleries 
if I wished to see the art of the Sûtes in 
“ imperial flower. ” I determined to set off 
in the morning ; if necessary I oould return 
after a day or two to Philadelphia.

In the morning I rose betimes, and going 
on to the same verandah with the view of 
walking myself into a good appetite, and en­
joying the cool bright morning ; to watch 
the early sun make light and shadow on the 
fronte of the comfortable villas on the left, 
strike a glory down Marble Terrace on the 
right, and bring out all the beauty of the' 
few acres of turf and flowers before the door­
way.

ding beneficence, independent of the

order be quite fair the manufacturers of 
stimulants Should not send this ex-captain 
to the ExMbition.

tasted finer apples, and if it were posaible'to 
graft the tree* on onr own, I*am con­
fident the result would be satisfactory. 
The Excelsior Entrance gate fo this Building 
I have not yet noticed. It ia exhibited by 
Mr. J. G. Strong and is one of the most 
ingeniously simple things. The gate can be 
opened and shnt without alighting from the 
vehicle or the load of hay as the case may 
be. It has won three prizes already and is 
sure of a prize here. It is a “ good lazy 
man’s gate” said an American citizen. It is 
set between parallel reversible bars. The 
gate cannot “ sag” and swinging on it is of 
course out of the question as the opening 
movement is on the line of the fence. 
Some of the models of fossils in the Agri­
cultural Building will well repay attention.

At breakfast I met my artistic friend, who 
reminded me of my promised visit to New 
York to view his pictures, amongst others. 
1 told him I had not forgotten, bnt, to tell 
the truth, cut him rather short, for just at 
that moment I had come to a statement re- 
regardfog Canadian ladies in the letter of the 
Philadelphia correspondent of the New York 
Sun. The New York papers arrive early at 
Philadelphia and one of toe best is the New 
York Sun. So I let my friend talk of the 
Mack marble Othelloe, which had come to 
the exMbition within the week ; of the fact 
that meet of the visitors were more interest­
ed in a hideous wax work woman, whose 
breast and eyes heave and roll in a revolting 
manner, than in the genuine art of Italy ; of 
the English engravings which he considered 
very good ; of toie and that, for I had deter­
mined to rebut the atrocious misstatement 
about Canadian ladies, and was ruminating 
as to how it was to be done. The writer 
rays

“ Canada has put on her very best clothes 
to go to Philadelphia, and must have spent 
a considerable amount of money for her 
toilet. The Dominion Treasury has given 
$100,060, and evenr one of the Provinces a 
considerable contribution, in addition to the 
outlays of private individuals. A splendid 
show she makes, exMbiting not only speci­
mens of those raw materials for which she is 
celebrated all over the world, but also a ear- 
prising variety of products of the highest 
branches of industry. For instance, she is, 
as far aa I have noticed, the only country 
which felt justified in sending ont pianos in 
rivalry with those of the New York and Bos­
ton manufacturers.

Very good so far. But mark what the 
impertinent goes on to say

••Her ladies have notoriously large feet; 
but she makes and exhibits admirable Utile 
boots and shoes for the use if more finely 
shaped American belles. She send» speci­
mens of fine marble work, of elegant furni­
ture, and very good pottery. She sends an 
immense quantity of articles which meet

Sorely I hod not, like eomo dolofol Pen 
contemplating Elyoinn soeneo, wntohed tte 
“ mnoy twinkling loot " nt onr bell rooms or 
walken throngh King itreet. on bnmne*, of 
an afternoon, m vain. Waiter, bring me 
a pen and ink,” and there and then I wrote 
the following letter to the Son. whioh duly 
appeared this morning

“ THE FEET OF CANADIAN LADIES.
To the Editor of the Sun.—Sir,—I see a
atement in your Philadelphia correspon­

dent's letter that Canadian ‘ ladies have 
notoriously large feet’ Now, I have had 
an opportunity for the last three week» of 
comparing the feet of the American ladies 
with the leet of the ladies of my own conn- 
try, and I fail to see that the petits pas of 
the former are smaller or better turned than 
thoee of toe latter. The fact that small 
boots are sent for exMbition proves the error 
of your correspondent As the size of ladies’ 
feet ia an important matter, I hope you will 
do Canadian ladies the justice to insert this

“ Philadelphia,’ May 25th. ”
I hope Canadian ladies will not think I 

have been presumptuous in thus fighting for 
justice to their little “crubeens." But 
there wae no one better hereto defend them, 
and sometimes, fo days gone by, when there 
wae no Knight at hand, a fair one, in dis­
tress, would give her colours even to a 
squire—and on occasion it would fall out 
that an unknown jouster drave all “that 
held the lists back to the barrier and the 
heralds blew proclaiming his the prize. ” No 
each preenmptouns hope is mine. Bat I was 
indignant to have the corns of onr ladies' 
feetatood upon.

“ Can it bo,” I said to myeelf, “ that we 
have beaten the Yankees in pictures, in 
agricultural implements, in our geological 
display, in onr educational exhibit, in furs, 
in boots, as this writer as good as admits, 
and yet that in respect of ladies’ feet we 
most give them the pas ? What boots it 
that our mines from Piéton and Vancouver 
Island have put their beat leg forward, and 
Wat onr palœontologiate have enabled ns to 
study the toes of the Canadian Dawn- 
animal ; what, that in plumbago and petro­
leum we have made a stride such aa we may 
defy others to follow ; what, that onr leather 
display stands so high, thanks to Mc- 
Causland, Upham, & Co., of Fredericton, 
N. B. ; Mooney, of Lower Canada, and 
Craig, of Port Hope ; what, that 
Wanzer, of Hamilton, has so well 
competed with the sewing machine 
Leviathans here ; what, that we may 
not unfairly be proud of onr pottery from 
St. John’s (Quebec), and onr flannels and 
broad cloths from Toronto and elsewhere, 
and above all that the boots of King k. 
Brown take the shine ont of anything here ; 
what consolation is in this, or that, or all, 
if the crown of beauty has to be yielded to 
the ladies of the United States ? Unhappily 
we cannot exhibit onr ladies’ feet. If we 
could and ex pede Venertm would hold as 
true as, ex pede Herculem, we should soon 
have raids across the line in search of wives. 
I confess I was indignant. But, what could 
I do ? If duelling still obtained I should 
have challenged the correspondent Bnt as 
we have fallen on milder days I could do no 
more than rebut the slander.

I find I have departed from my plan, and 
so wo must return all the way to Machinery 
Hall where now everything is ready and the 
greatCorliss engine koepsahundred workshops 
and a thousand workers busy. It is a won­
derful sight The machinery of McKechnie 
& Bertram, of Dundas, is at work and en­
closed and railed, and has been so for some 
days. Here again we have surprised the 
United States people. They had no idea 
such machines could be made in Canada. 
Couvre tte exhibits a rudder which can be 
shipped without going over the sides, and 
raised out of the water and .made stationary 
for purposes of repair. I have already dealt 
with tins building, bnt cannot bnt express 
my admiration once again for Canadian and 
Yankee and English work. The models of 
railway switches exhibited by Brierly & 
Co., (London rod New York), are very 
interesting, and even frighten yon 
when you think how ranch may 
depend on one man being wide aiuake. One 
man controls the whole complication, which 
he works by means of levers. I was greatly 
interested in pamphlet folders, newspaper 
folders, silk weaving, Wool pullers, and 
young ladies at work at the parte of watches. 
“ They commence with the wire,” said the 
foreman to me, “and finish it with the 
pinion. Ont of the rough of the wheel they 
finish it ready to go into the watch." “ In 
this factory,” he continued, “the ladies do 
all the parts of a watch rod a deal of the 
setting up of the watch. They make gas 
springs, do all the polishing of the watch. 
Of 800 hands, six hundred are ladies.” 
Women apparently do all the weaving of 
carpets, and canvas for oil cloth. I was also 
much interested in a machine which cuts 
ont, pastes, and sticks on the labels on both 
ends of the spool at the same time. Yonng 
girls were feeding the spools.

Passing across to a stove house built by 
Fuller, Warner t Co. I saw a non-clinker 
stove, and an admirable arrangement, which 
that firm is about to patent m Canada, by 
which the grating can in the morning be 
withdrawn rod the dead ashes allowed to 
fall

Our Canadian show of stoves from Hamil­
ton is admitted by this large firm to compare 
well with their exhibits. We have also 
non-elinker stoves. But as indicated the 
invention mentioned above we are without 
Our stoves are in the Main Building, rod do 
ns credit The Yankees remark on the fact 
that the exhibits from England show that 
the English are conscious that in machinery 
they would be beaten by the United States. 
This is the opinion of some Englishmen whom 
I have met No doubt there is a great deal of 
truth in this. The one rod solitary thing 
this people excel in is engineering. Bnt 
there is a very good reason why the exMbit 
of English machinery here is small compared 
with the exhibit at Vienna and Paris, name­
ly, that it is not worth manufacturers’ while 
to send to a country where all their best 
models are copied.

The Board ot Judges have held their first 
meeting. The Board comprises one hundred 
and twenty-five American judges and one 
hundred foreign. The latter get $100, the 
former $600, for their services. There will 
be three steps in the awards. The judges’ 
individual work, the work of the judges col­
lectively, and the final decision of the United 
States Centennial Commission. The Sunday 
question still agitates the public mind, and 
the movement sustaining the Centennial 
Commissioners in closing the gates on Sunday 
gathers strength. On the twenty-fourth 
the British Commissioners celebrated the 
Queen’s Birthday. Among the latest arrivals 
from Canada is a section of a white pine tree, 
eight feet five inches in diameter, and 
though nearly ten times the sge of that 
alloted to man, being the number of the 
beast 666, it is perfectly sound from bark to 
core. One of the Philadelphia papers makes 
a calculation as to who bore the cost of the 
exhibition, rod certainly establishes the right 
to have the great show in that city. The 
shares taken np fo Pennsylvania amount to 
$1,614,148, and from all other sources, in­
cluding foreign sources of course, the money 
for shares amounts to only $517,992—making 
a total of $2,132,140. Besides Pennsylva­
nia subscribed $1,000,000, and Philadelphia 
$1,500,000. Colorado, Dakota, New Mexico, 
Utah, and the Territory of Wyoming did 
not subscribe » cent.

Let no lady who visits the Exhibition fail 
to examine the exhibit of the Royal School 
of Art needlework, which will be found in 
the English Department in the Main Build­
ing. This School was founded by the Prin­
cess Christian of Schleswig-Holstein for the

lady workers has been well trained, and are 
equal to anything in decorative needlework.

Her Majesty is 
the patron of the institution, the President 
is Princess Christian, and the Vice» President 
Lady Marian Alford. The Council is the 
Duchess of Northumberland, Louisa Mar­
chioness of Waterford, the Countess Spenoer, 
the Countess Somers, the Viscountess Clif- 
den, the Lady Charlotte Schreiber, the Lady 
Dorothy Nevill, the Lady Fitzhardinge, the 
Hon. Lady Hamilton Gordon, the Bon. 
Mrs. Loyd Lindsay, the Hon. Mrs. Percy 
Wyndham, the Lady Welby, Mrs. Alfred 
Morrison, the Duke of Westminster, R R 
Holmes, Esq., and the Trustees, Earl 
Brownlow, Earl Whamcliffe, Sir W. E. 
Welby, M. P., G. S1 Scrase Dickens, Esq., 
Hon. Treasurer ; Miss Wade, Manager ; Miss 
M. Haworth, Secretary. The Artiste’ Com­
mittee, F. Leighton, Esq., R A, V.

very remarkable character. St. Christopher 
ia generally represented as carrying a child, 
fording a stream, but here the child Jesus is 
before him and he is worshipping. The 
artist, a thoughtful yonng lady, dressed in 
black, with a fine bine enthnsiastic eye, and 
rather a pale face, explained to me why she 
had innovated ; and it was easy to tell from 
the tones of her voice that she wae a little 

th Church. I said at once to her, “ Yon 
High Church,” for she looked a being that 

would hare taken Mr. Darling;! heart by 
storm and be sainted at Trinity church. 
“ No,” she said, “lam not high, nor am I 
low, but I am content, provided there is a 
nice adequate service.” Why had she 
struck out a new idea for St. Christopher ? 
She had represented him as having served 
and refined in this way, he had been re­
warded by a vision of “the Child”—show­
ing that he had fo carrying the poor and 
the helpless carried Christ. “ You know 
the text,” she said, “ Inasmuch as yon have 
done it unto one of these little ones, ye 
have done it unto Me. ” After a pause and 
a saintly smile, she again went to the

rt of ritual seeing evidently that 
was Low Church. “We "want,” 

she said, “that which is truly beautiful, 
and I like a good, sound ritual” She 
farther explained that the idea was her own. 
She always tried to bring ont a good idea. 
Was she a painter ? Well, yes ; she had de­
signed a good many chnrch windows, but 
■he was not a landscape painter, and dealt 
only with ligures.

Jnst near this really fine effort is ench a 
picture as one would expect a woman to 
paint with all her soul—a nest of little birds. 
Indeed some of the ladies’ work here and 
which has just arrived is as delightful as 
one could wish to sec. It is not a little in­
teresting to note the depth of expression 
which study and culture have given 
to the faces of the lady artists 
whose modest pride in their work is very 
beantiluL Nor is it possible to watch the 
movement going forward here in regard to 
the education of women without conceiving 
the very highest hopes for the future. I 
hereby apprise the Canadian ladies that they 
will have to work hard with their brains if 
they are to wear laurels as green and bright 
ae those which are destined for the brows of 
their sisters of the United States.

The theory that women’s minds were not 
capable of high cultivation now larks only 
in narrow hearts. The eonl sickens at the 
lesson ; the reason revolts at the be ; and 
justice stamps, with condign infamy, 
any attempt to helotize the fairest 
portion of God’s creation. The modem 
doctrine which gives energy for the present, 
and hope for the future, is very old in in­
dividual application. There were great 
women ere the first syllable regarding wo­
men’s rights was uttered, and all those who 
distinguished themselves were educated and 
were studious. Madame de Sévigné learns 
Greek and tAtin from her uncle—Madame 
de Sèvignè whom MacKintoeh called the 
“ Petrarch of French prose,” and placed side 
by side with Socrates, Homer, Milton, and 
other great civilizers, as what think yon ? 
Why aa that which many foolish people 
imagine would be spoiled by learn­
ing—as the embodiment of the ma­
ternal idea. We all know what 
sort of a woman Lady Jane Grey was, 
and what wae the character of her education, 
and the picture which Mrs. E B. Browning 
has drawn of her girlhood, while she and a 
beloved companion poured over “ the 
rhymic Greek,” is immortal and has lately 
been brought before the Canadian pnbbc by 
Professor Wilson, whom I here thank for 
one of the most humorous and most felicit­
ous after-dinner speeches I ever heard—in 
which he recounted how two Uttle news­
boys came all the way to Philadelphia and 
then left the Centennial City in disgust ae 
a place not np to Toronto. All the great 
bad women have been ill educated. Cathe­
rine of Russia was illiterate, so was the cruel 
Par y satis. With new opportunities there 
will be new demand ; nor will it be suffi­
cient for a woman that her beauty shall 
please, or her wit charm. Her qualities 
must challenge esteem. The circle of her 
duties must be the arena of her pleasures 
and her principles ; she must be at once 
able to delight and call forth the reverence 
and respect of her family : rod to be equal to 
all this without education is impossible. It is 
only shallow draughts of learning that in­
toxicate ; “ full bumpers ” make the head 
level rod give sober views. Mrs. Lewis 
(George EUot) is one of the beet educated 
persons of onr time. Progress in any study 
means hard work. There is no climbing 
Mont Blanc in dancing sbppers. Now, I 
am inclined to think, from what I have 
seen, that the women of the United Stetee 
have grasped the great conditions of success 
and of excellence, better than the men, and 
that there is about their work more evidence 
of thoroughness, of steady purpose, and of 
high resolve.

Still dealing with art, let os go to the New 
York galleries. In Mr. Moore's gallery, 
Union Square, there is nicer work than any 
at the Exhibition. There is here a view of 
St Peter’s, Rome, the sun setting be­
hind the dome, by George Inness, 
which is better than nearly everything 
in the United States giUery at the 
exhibition. Yet this artist is not represented 
at all at the Exhibition, and I understand 
it will turn ont there has been a good deal 
of ring-making of one kind or another. One 
of the Commissioners has nine of his own 
productions at the Exhibition, and all well 
hong. F. H. De Haas has some charming 
pictures at this gallery—" A View on East 
river, New York," being a genuine work of 
art, and I was not surprised to learn that it 
had been purchased for the English market 
The great attraction though of this gallery 
is Constant Mayer's “ Song of the Shirt ' 
The figure of a woman in a garret working 
at needlework ; on the table near, her 
scissors, the candlestick, in which the 
candle is spluttering out ; in the back­
ground a window, through which over 
unsightly gables the cold gray dawn of 
London is breaking. The expression is very 
painful rod the work is one of genuine 
artistic power. Why is this not in the Ex­
hibition? The National Gallery of Design 
suggests something that we should 
have for onr artists. The build­
ing is an ornament to the city, and 
it is a market for the artists’ pictures, while, 
at a cost of $l fora season ticket, being a 
good picture gallery for the publia Here 
there is much good work—the only picture, 
however, which reminds you of the Centen­
nial being a historical painting of Annapolis 
in 1776.

If there is nothing besides the Annapolis 
picture to remind yon of the Centennial the 
theatres make np for this lack. You hear 
nothing bnt Centennial jokes. I could not 
have conceived that it was possible for the 
theatrical profession to ba at such a low ebb 
in a city of this size as I have found it. I 
left the Globe theatre disgusted with its 
negro minstrelsy and attempt at portraying 
the Irish character. I went to Tony Pas­
tor’s to find things worse, and here, too, the 
negro. I hurried to the Theatre Comique, 
the negro again ; to the Eagle, the negro 
once more ; to Volksgarten, which is a rough 
kind of theatre without a garden, and there 
was the negro again - that is to say, persons 
with their faces blackened libelling the poor 
negro. A few minutes of such acting was 
quite enough for me. The andience in no 
one place was a paying on?, with, perhaps, 
the exception of Tony Pastor’s, Broadway. 
In all cases those whom I saw around me 
were well clad, well-to-do people, yet they 
laughed at jokes which I am persuaded a 
Toronto audience would have too much in­
telligence to tolerate for an instant. I never 
saw anything so bad as the bit of the varions

fieces I saw at the several theatres, to which 
paid flying visits. The actors and actresses 

were evidently drawn from a very low class, 
and I was surprised anew at the impudence 
with which these people dictate here to the 
publia It is so at hotels ; it is so at the 
theatres. A few days ago a gentleman fo 
Philadelphia invited me to dine at his hotel 
The waiter placed us at a table which I 
did not like, and will it be be­
lieved, we had to ask the head 
waiter’s permission to remove to a table 
near the window ? At two of the theatres 
during my stay I heard a yonng lady sing 
what is called a selection of ballads. This 
saves the ennui of an entr’acte. After a bit 
she goes off the stage ; there is little clap­
ping and deservedly so ; nevertheless the 
poor girl comes on as if she was encored ; 
again goes off, makes her bow as before rod 
again oomes on and sings, to retire again and 
bow. The scenery fo all four theatres was 
poor for New York, and the way the comedy 
or burlesque, or what ever else it was, was 
done, had something inexpressibly squalid 
about it. I am more and more convinced 
that there is something radically wrong be­
hind the moving, hurrying mediocrity ot this 
society ; it seems so far advanced and yet so 
far back ; like one of those precocious chil­
dren, about whose humanity there is a great 
deal of the ape, who astonish yon by the 
advance they nave made, shock you by their 
want of freshness, and toe old lines which 
seam their young foreheads, and who never 
oome to the maturity of a fruitful manhood.

The Sultan’s Grand Cash-Box.—The 
process of “making believe very hard,” to 
which the poor little overworked drudge m 
one of Dickens’ earlier novels owed some 
alleviations of her hard lot, appears to have 
been carried out on a grand scale at Con­
stantinople. There is fo the Sultan’s palace 
on the Bosphorus a richly-gilded saloon fo 
whioh stands a splendid piece of furniture 
containing a handsome strong box, made in 
Paris, and fitted with marvellous locks. 
This receptacle need to contain the Sultan’s 
pocket money, rod from 1840 to 1850 the 
profusion of gold, jewels, and diamonds in 
toe safe justified its title of the Padishah’s 
Treasury, but spiders now spin their webs 
fo the coffer onçe so foil of precious things. 
Meantime, according to a correspondent, a 
sentinel mounts guard mght and day before 
the missing treasure. There is something 
touching in the endeavour to “ keep np ap­
pearances ” to the last, rod the Ipectaole of 
that sentinel keeping watch over an empty 
safe should go far to assuage toe wrath of 
plundered bondholders, ^

Lightning rod foen have got into had 
odour with some of our farmers about 
Beaverton, who accuse them of unfair deal­
ing. It appears they tell a farmer that to 
rod his barn will cost, say, about $15. The 
farmer is thua induced to sign an order to 
have his barn redded at so much per foot 
When the work is done, the agent tells the 
farmer that it took more rod than waa ex­
pected, and presents hia bill for twice the 
sum “estimated.”

THE CHEAT SEA-SERPENT.

THE FABLED MONSTER REAPPEARS.
We extract the following from the Bom­

bay Gazette of the 17th nit :—
Steamship Hydaspes, March 22, 1876.
I must tell you at once that I write on one 

of the moat worn and commonplace of sub­
jects—the voyage of a Peninsular and Ori­
ental steamer from Bombay to Aden. But 
I mnst ask you, before throwing this letter 
into the waste paper basket, to read it 

>ugh carefully. If it be not published, 
one of the most extraordinary facts in the 
world’s history may be absolutely lost ; and 
in the interest of truth, fo the interest I 
may say truly of science, I ask yon to make 
known "what I now state. As a missionary 
I have travelled over a great part of the 
world, but I can safely aver that what 
I saw on Saturday, the 18th day of 
March, was incomparably the most marvel­
ous phenomenon that has ever met my eyes.

We steamed out of Bombay harbour on the 
evening of Monday, the 13th of March, fo 
the steamship Hydaspes, Capt Reynoold. 
On Tuesday at twelve we had made 162 miles, 
on Wednesday at midday 429, on Thursday 
707, and on Friday nearly 1,000, so that on 
Saturday morning we were about 1,550 miles 
from Bombay. Nothing of remark had oc- 
cured np to Saturday. There were a monkey 
and a Persian cat among the passengers, 
which had caused some little amusement, 
rod thirty-two children, who had caused ex­
treme annoyance to the male passengers from 
the constant screams that they gave forth, 
morning, noon, and night The weather 

i cool, and nearly every one slept below, 
only one passenger, a Capt. Davidson, and 
myself remaining on the deck for the night 
I was roused from sleep every morning at six 
by the men washing and scraping the decks, 
and on Saturday was roused as usual I took 
my plate of broken biscuits to the 
stem and sat there munching them 
and looking at the snn rising. I 
was quite alone, Captain Davidson 
still sleeping fo peace on the port side. 
There wAs a thick bank of clouds on the 
horizon, and as the sun rose from the sea, 
behind this dark bank, great masses of 
colour—red and bine and yellow—lit np the 
whole expanse of sky and sea. I was look­
ing at arrange ruddy blot of red on the 
water right astern, when I saw, apparently 
near the horizon, but fo the red blot, a dark 
moving shadow. It did not seem to move 
with toe other shadows on the sea, rod this 
fixed my ateention to it. Soon I saw that 
it was steadily approaching the vessel I 
could distinguish no form, only a dark 
shadow, but I made ont certainly that it 
was advancing toward us and at a great 
rata Fifteen minutes mnst have passed 
when I at last became able to distinguish 
the form of the advancing object. (I 
spoke to the captain afterward as 
to the distance the object oould 
have been from us when I first dis­
tinguished it, and he told me I must have 
been deceived by the moving lights in sup­
posing it near the horizon ; and he guessed 
from whet I said, that it was then only 
three or four miles distant. Mistakes of a 
like nature, he said, are commonly made by 
the inexperienced. I cannot accurately des­
cribe my feelings on beholding that hideous 
sight At first I turned to call out to 
bring others to look on with me ; but before 
a cry could pass my lips, a second feeling of 
selfish pleasure that I alone saw that fearful 
thing, seized me, and 1 turned my eyes 
again to the sea and kept them fixed there. 
Within a hundred feet of the stern of onr 
vessel not now approaching ns, but simply 
following steadily in our wake, was this 
hideous thing. A great mass of what looked 
like tangled seaweed, on which a futile at­
tempt at combing bad been made, rose out 
of the water. This mass must have been 
twenty or thirty feet fo length 
rod ten feet in width, and as it came on 
it caused a wide ripple fo the water that 
showed there must be a still greater part 
below the surface. From the. centre of this 
mass, raised just clear above it and facing 
the vessel was a great black head The 
top was quite fist, in shape not unlike that 
of a monstrous toad. A thick fringe of 
coarse reddish hair hung over the month, 
quite concealing it. But the eyes were the 
most awful part of this fearful thing. They 
were placed far apart, at either extremity 
of the flat head, distant from each other 
at least three feet I mnst here state that 
all the passengers and all the crew, except 
the captain himself, saw the thing after­
ward, but that there were scarcely two who 
could agree as to the colour and nature of 
these eyes. I can only, therefore, write as 
they appeared to ma The eyeballs were 
enormous ; they must have been four or 
five inches fo diameter. They scintillated 
constantly. Every one knows the extra­
ordinary appearance of a surface covered 
with small alternate squares of bright red 
and bright bine, the quivering, nnoertain, 
unfixed look such a surface has, the 
difficulty, the impossibility experienced by 
the looker-on to fix the color of any narticn- 
lar square. The eyeball» of this thing had 
each a quivering, uncertain look ; bat they 
were not red, not bine, not red and bine ; 
they were of a bright, burnfogly bright, 
copper hue ; they pained onr eyes—rod fo 
this we were all agreed—ae we looked at 
them. In the centre of each eyeball » mere 
speck, but visible from ite extreme bright­
ness, was a point of light, of white light It 
waa impossible to tell whether three points 
were or were not material pointe of the eye, 
or merely caused by reflection ; bet they 
were clearly defined, and seemed to remain 
in the same {dace. The motion, however, of 
the thing wB so steady that no deducts* 
oould fairly be drawn from their not chang­
ing their position. The appearance of this 
extraordinary creature wae so new to me, so 
entirely outside all my previous experience, 
that I had no preconceived ideas with which 
to compare the thoughts it raised in my 
mind. So the impression it caused wae 
vague and indefinite, rod I can only say that 
it raised in me extreme horror and dialike.

I had been so absorbed fo the pleasing 
pain of looking at the thine, that I had quite 
forgotten the other people on board, and 
wae first aroused by hearing Capt Davidson 
step up on the stem by me, give one look 
below at the water, and thee hurriedly go 
back. In a few minutes every passenger 
was crowding on to the stern, even the 
ladies appearing, though fo unfinished cos­
tuma Exclamations of 
astonishment broke from i , 
lence fell u the crowd stared at the hideous 
creature. The children, at the first eight 
ran back below screaming, and some refused 
to come again on deck, though their nui 
and ayahs—desirous of looting on tin 
selves -used all possible means to make 
them. Some, however, returned, curiosity 
overcoming fear, but even these looked on 
fo a perpetual tremor of terror, and 
themselves ready at the first movement of 
the thing to rush awsy. I noticed at 
time that the Captain wae not present, 
turned to an old European sailor by me 
asked him to go and tell him. “Captain 
won’t come, no fear of that, sir, re­
plied the man. I asked if he was navigating 
the bhip. “ No, he was not navigating the 
ship,” said the sailor, “bnt he would _ 
come for all that ; however, he would go and 
tell him.” But though he went the Captain 
would not coma We all remained absorbed 
in the strange sight till the first breakfast 
bell rang at 8 30, when we had perforce to 
hurry away and take our chance of bathing 
at that late hour. Up to this time the 
thing had kept steadily in onr wake, its 
movement continuing absolutely smooth rod 
constant, rod the speck* of light fo the 
glaring eyes never changing a hair’s breadth 
from their position. At breakfast I sat 
removed from the Captain. We began, of 
coarse, talking of the thing we had seen, but 
the Captain, for some reason we oould not 
then understand, seemed to dialike the sub­
ject, and soon we abandoned it, f«)Hng t] 
into absolute silence, for we oould talk of 
nothing elsa When we went on deck 
again—W6 were only a. few minutes 
at breakfast — we found 
■till following steadily in 
The children had fo great measure 
got over their fear, and had made a long 
line by joining hands, and the whole lot of 
them would now crouch down rod then sud­
denly rise np, open their mouths at the 
thing, and cry oat at it No notice appar­
ently befog taken of this they grew bolder, 
and at last their cries increased till they 
shrieked shrilly. Suddenly the hideous 
creature seemed roused by these cries, it raise* 
its head in the air, uttered a strange bellow, 
and came forward at a great pace toward 
the ihip. None of ns oould at first move 
from fear ; the thing seemed to have grown 
fo size, its eyeballs were more burnfogly 
bright, the children fell on the deck crying, 
and some of the women fainted. Bnt we 
who remained standing, suffering though 
we were under intense terror, still oould 
not, when we at last were able to move, 
retreat, or even take z Sur eyes off the 
thing. It oame swiftly op to the ship, 
always uttering the same peculiar cry or 
bellow. When bnt a few feet from the 
stem, it suddenly turned up close on 
the port sida Here the side awnings had 
been put np to keep off the sun, but three 
of us rushed up to the awning and quickly 
got it down that we might the better 
watch the thing. For myself I must say 
that while doing this I was still suffering 
from extreme fear, bat my cariosity was 
so intense, so irresistible, that I oould only 
act as I did. No sooner waa the thing 
evel with us than it raised itself with a 

sudden movement high out of the water, 
till its head was thirty or forty feet above 
as. It still uttered the same peculiar cry or 
bellow. Under onr intense curiosity we 
stood on the bulwarks to follow ite move- 
mente. It opened a great mouth, cried 
more loudly than before, and made three 
blows at the mainmast The last of three 
touched it and caused the ship to sway 
violently, so that we were nearly cast off 
into the water. When we again looked for 
the thing it had gona There was no ripple, 
no disturbance of any kind in the water to 
show where it had been. It was gone abso­
lutely. We looked constantly for it during 
the rest of that day, but not the slightest 
trace did we again discover.

And now let me state shortly why I, not 
over facile in writing, or fitted for the sub­
ject by knowledge, write this. At tiffin, of 
that same day, just as we were rising to re­
turn on deck, the captain rose and asked as 
to remain for a few minutes. Then he 
shortly referred to the strange sight we had 
seen that day, laying «trees on the fact, 
however, that he himself had not aero it, 
and he went on ; “Now, none of you can 
doubt what you saw ; but I advise you not 
to talk about it That waa the sea-serpent 
you saw. But I wouldn’t talk about it if I 
saw it It roly lead» to mating people 
laugh, rod the papers take it up and cut 
jokes on it and it won’t do any good, and 
it would not do me any good. But to* 
remember I did not see it, so I’ve nothing 
to do with this ona But, if you take my 
advioa you won’t talk about it Punch 
took up one sea-serpent, and that eap- 
1 in never got ova it—never. Re­

ember, though* I didn’t see this one.”

THE PACIFIC HAIL if A Y A M1S- 
REPRESKNTA TIOH EXPOSED.
When one is not in Parliament and 

brought into immediate contact with its 
proceedings day after day it is difficult to 
retain an accurate knowledge of the many 
details which are brought out there. 
Speaking the other evening on the Pacific 
railway, Sir Alex an bit Galt made the 
mistake of saying that, though the peo­
ple of British Columbia only asked for a 
common roadway when.her leading men 
were negotiating with the teteenen of 
Canada for union, the latter offered to 
build a railway. We can tuuxtiy blame 
Sir Alexander for making this state­
ment, for it has been reiterated a thou­
sand times by the organs of the present 
Government, and has come to be accepted 
by many persons as a true presentation 
of the facts. Mr. DeCo^xos, who hap­
pens to be in town, having seen in print 
the statement made by Sir Alexander 
Galt, hastened to correct it in a letter to 
a contemporary, and in proof of its inaccu - 
racy quotes the following extract from 
& xi it ma I Papers, No. 18, vol. 4, Nov. 4, 
1871, House of Commons :

“ Inasmuch as no real union can subsist 
between this Colony and Canada without the 
speedy establishment of communication 
across the Rocky Mountains by coach road 
and railway, the Dominion shall within 
three years from the date of union, con-tract 
and open for traffic such coach road from 
some point on the line of the main trunk 
road of this Colony to Fort Garry, of simi­
lar character to the said main trunk road ; 
and shall further engage to ose all means m 
her power to complete such railway commu­
nication at the earliest practicable date ; 
and that surveys to determine the proper 
line for such railway shall be at once com­
menced ; and that a sum of not less than one 
million dollars shall be expended in every 
year from and after three years from the 
date of union fo actually constructing the 
initial sections of such railway from the aea-

we had now heard the last of this Grit 
misrepresentation, bat we have no doubt 
we shall find it put forward every now 
and again with as much persistency 
though it had never been contradicted.

ATDEPARTMENTAL SALARIES 
OTTA WA.

The Globe the Hamilton Times, and 
other Ministerial organs attempt to 
answer our exhibit of the Departmental 
salaries by their never-failing tu 
quagne. We show that since 1873, the 
last year of Sir John Ma- donald*.> 
regime, the salaries have been increased 
by additions amounting in the aggre§Sfe, 
to over $<*0,<KX) a year. They make 
answer that between the close of the 
fiscal year 1873 (June) and the 5th Nov. of 
that year, when Mr. Mackenzie suc­
ceeded him. Sir" John increased the staff 
and the salaries to the amount of 
$90,000 a year under the provisions of 
the Civil Service Act of 1873, and thereby 
furnished them with a precedent for be­
ing equally extravagant ! They tacitly 
admit by this plea that their friends have 
not “reformed ” toe Departments as they 
promised, but have continued and coun­
tenanced the Departmental corruption 
and extravagance which, they held, ran 
riot in the service under their predeces­
sor. By their own argument, therefore, 
these “ Reformers ’’ are put to confusion, 
or they seek to justify by the state of 

things which they condemn in their 
opponents the existence of s similar state 
of things in their own administration.

But we purpose driving these quibblers 
even from tnat ground, untenable and 
illogical as it is. If we can show that the 
increase in salaries was gradual, that Sir 
John did not, as alleged, inflict it in a 
lump sum just before he left office, but 
that it has been inflicted from year to 
year by the men who were pledged be­
fore the country to apply the knife, the 
wretched tu qnoqne will have no bearing 
on the case whatever, and the poor ex­
cuse that the Government is extravagant 
from the example and precedent of ite 
opponents, be taken away. And we can, 
or rather the figures do, demonstrate that 
beyond the shadow of cavil, as follows :
