Official advice concerning - fishery
regulations for the province of New
Brunswick have been received from
Ottawa.

When in the opinion of a
fishery - officer for any district, gas-
pereau fishing is harmful to any
other fishing, he may prohibit gas-
pereau fishing during the fishing
period.

In herring fishing, no nets shall
be set for herripg within 1,000 feet
of any weir under license. Driving
with torches or other artificial lights
is prohibited. Except where a spec-
ial permit is granted for fishing bait
for use in deep sea operations, weirs,
rets, etc. must be open for the free
passage of fish from Saturday until
Moaday, from thelow water time
nearest 6 p. m. until the low water
time nearest 6 a. m.

A closed season is fixed for striped
bass from the last day of February
until the 13th of November, inclusive
except that angling may be carried on
at any time. Use of seines for bass
fishing is prohibited, also use of nets
having meshes of less than 5 inches
extension measure. All bass less than
12 inches in length must be returned
to the water immediately. A license
fee of $1 must be paid for net fishing
of bass. All bass nets must be kept
open from Saturday afternoon until
Monday morning, on the low tide
nearest 6 p. m. and 6 a. m. respec-
tively.

Fish shipped during a closed sea-
son must be accompanied by a certi-
ficate of a ﬂs’hery officer.

Export of clams is forbidden from
May 1st to June 30, inclusive, and in
St. John and Charlotte counties no
one shall dig clams without a permit

Cod fishing by seines is prohibited
within half a mile of fishermen
operating from anchored boats, with
hooks and lines.

During September, October and No-
vember, in water frequented by sal-
mon-or trout, no person shall use a
spear or torch or other light in fish

ing eels.

Use of explosives is pro-
hibited in fishing by  gill-nets,
drift nets, trap nets or
by angling. The mesh shall not be

less than five inches extension mea-
sure. After 1924 the mesh shall not
be less than six inches.

Salmon net fishing is prohibited-ex-
cept by license.

$500,000 FOR
BRIDGESIN . B.

Fredericton, N. B. May 10—Appro-
ximately $500,000 will be expended
in the construction of permanent
bridges in New Brunswick this year,
Hon. P. J. Veniot, Minister of Pub-
lic Works, who is here on departmen
tal business, said today.

Between 20 and 25, new permanent
bridges will be constructed ~but the
