HER MAJESTY THE QUEEN;
Been by an American Observer With 

Sharp Byes.

There was an American sparkle in the 
London atmosphere. The afternoon was 
so fine that I took a dash through Hyde 
Park. I was skirting along the path im­
mediately outside the Kensington gar­
dens, which adjoin the park, when my at­
tention was attracted by a mounted police­
man who seemed in great distress. He 
had galloped up alongside of a watering 
cart that was leisurely sprinkling the 
drive, and was shouting to the driver to 
shut off the water and draw to one side. 
Naturally enough the driver was slow to 
understand why he was interfered with 
in this summary manner, and he neither 
stopped the water of his cart nor pulled 
his horse to one side.

“H’out of the road, ” cried the police­
man, “’er majesty comes be’ind, ” and 
with those words he caught the sprinkling 
cart horse by the bridle and pulled him 
as well as he could out of the way.

Then a large landua drawn by four 
horses, on which rode postillions, rolled 
swiftly along the road. On the box of the 
carriage sat two men, two more sat be­
hind, while in the front on both sides, 
and in the rear rode a dozen grooms on 
horseback. On either side of the equip­
age was an equerry, a gentleman of dis­
tinguished appearance, who kept very 
close to the Wheels and exactly opposite 
to the occupants of the vehicle.

This was the way Victoria, Queen of 
the English, took a quiet afternoon’s drive. 
She was by the side of lier daughter, 
Princess Beatrice, while two ladies-in­
waiting sat on the seat in front of her. 
The confusion caused by the obstruction 
of the watering cart was noticed by her 
majesty, and she sat upright for an in­
stant, while a swift look of apprehension 
passed over her features. One of the equer­
ries leaned forward, and, removing his hat, 
informed her that there was nothing to 
fear, whereat her majesty settled back 
among her cushions and became her 
placid again.

As the cavalcade swept round into the 
drive, the fashionable carriage way of the 
park, the great throng of equipages melt­
ed to the side of the road, leaving a clear 
path for the Queen’s company to pass 
through. Hats were raised and her ma­
jesty slightly inclined her head to the 
right and left. At Hyde Park Corner, a 
large crowd was collected, and as the 
royal party dashed under the arch a cheer 
went up. Traffic stood still in Piccadilly 
as the potential one was whirled across 
the thoroughfare, and then the carriage 
and its guard sped along under the droop­
ing branches of the Queen’s Drive — 
where several attempts have been made 
on her majesty’s life—curving grand­
ly round through the huge gateway of 
Buckingham Palace, which then shut 
them out from public view.

This was the day preceding the first 
drawing room of the season. The Queen 
had come down from Windsor to receive 
the girl debutantes and the matrons hith­
erto unpresented at Buckingham Palace. 
On the day of the drawing room she met 
less than half of the company, giving way 
to the Princess of Wales, and going out 
for her regular drive, which she is not 
willing to miss, even to comply with the 
usual royal functions. It was certainly 
somewhat paradoxical, that while a long 
line of splendidly attired women were go­
ing through tin tortuous ordeal of being 
presented to tliu Queen, the Queen her­
self was spinning round Hyde Park, her 
mind occupied by the picture of spring­
time promise spread about her, and ob­
livious, no doubt, of the uncomfortable 
throng that her obliging daughter-ili-law 
was welcoming by proxy.

If her majesty is a red-faced and some­
what dowdy old lady of a not highly cul­
tured type, her daughter, the Princess 
Beatrice, does great honor to the purity 
of blood that is supposed to flow in royal 
veins, and the august mother may point 
with pride and say that it.was not neces­
sary' for her (the Queen) to have grand­
daughters to show that the line of beauty 
was by no means obsolete in the family of 
Guelph. Princess Beatrice possesses one 
of the purest, best-modelled and sweetest 
faces I have seen in England. The poise 
of the head, the fineness of the features, 
the soft expression of the eyes, and the 
tender smile combine to create an effect 
that can only be associated with women 
of queenly character. She is high-bred to 
her finger tips, that is evident at a glance, 
and, unless all indications are deceptive, 
she is as pure and modest in heart as she 
is lovely of mein.

Beatrice is the Queen’s youngest daugh­
ter, and is 33 yeaiti old.' Like all the 
younger children of inonarchs, she has 
been kept in the background during the 
greater part of lier life, and it was not un­
til she married Prince Henry of Batten- 
berg, six years ago, that the public be­
came acquainted with her. Her marriage 
with Battenberg has not brought any 
prestige to her. For some reason that 
young rhan is not regarded with much re­
spect by the English people, and is gener­
ally ridiculed in all the public prints 
whenever tie performs any official act in 
capacity as son-in-law-in-waiting to her 
majesty. The Queen being especially at­
tached to her youngest daughter, has lier 
with her a great part of the time, and 
Battenberg, as husband, is permitted to 
linger near. This German Prince, who is 
in such public disfavor, is a slender young 
man, with a delicate, and not altogether 
happy countenance, that as adorned by 
a pretty little pointed beard. In appear­
ance he is distinctly the inferior of his 
handsome wife, and, as I saw him with 
the royal party at the horse show, he 
seemed quite destitute of that perfect 
grace of manner, that savoir faire, with • 
out which royalty misses its first char­
acteristic. He is thought very handsome, 
but his beauty is that of a provincial cotil­
lon leader, or the unpleasant prettiness of 
a fascinating dry goods clerk.

The condition of great-grandniothership 
is such an old story to the Queen that the 
anticipation now agitating the House of 
Fife has not very much excitement in it 
for her. Her enterprising young grand­
son, the Emperor of Germany, conferred 
the additional title upon his serene grand­
mother some years ago and has strength­
ened it with great regularity on several 
subsequent occasions. There is no senti­
ment, however, existing in England for 
the little German great-grandchildren, 
and the Duchess of Fife will have the 
gratification that she deserves—of de­
lighting the nation with a royal child of 
the fourth generation. »•

It is rather startling to find the opinion 
expressed in some of the disrespectful 
London publications that it would be a 
rather pleasant change if the good old 
Queen could be comfortably disposed of 
and the gay prince allowed to ascend the 
throne. With Victoria in power the En­
glish court has liecome the dullest in al j

Europe. Her majesty is decidedly a 
“ home body, ” and cordially dislikes the 
effort of formal entertainment. She loves 
to withdraw to Osborne, Balmoral or 
Windsor, call to her presence some fine 
old congenial duchess, and with her, one 
or two younger ladies in waiting, and her 
daughters Beatrice or Louise, idle away 
the peaceful days in gentle converse, cas­
ual drives and occasional music. The 
contemplation of a large function oppres­
ses her, and she consents to take part 
only in those events from which it would 
be inexcusable negligence to absent her­
self. Her manner of shirking all but a 
few moments of a drawing room is an ex­
ample of her exceeding apathy toward all 
social formalities. In consequence of this 
the palaces of the Queen are never made 
the scenes of sjuch brilliant festivities, 
as dazzle and delight other nations, but 
are gloomy, solemn and silent. The most 
her majesty will do in the way of pleas­
urably indulgence is to command a lead­
ing actor to bring his company to her 
palace and give a private performance to 
the household. Like all her children, 
she is fond of the drama, and proudly 
boasts that her daughter Beatrice is an 
actress of great gifts, that charming 
princess having shown herself such in 
many threatrical performances given in 
the presence of her mother.

In view of this habit of isolation prac­
tised by the Queen, the enthusiastic 
younger portion of the nobility, as well 
as the big middle classes, would like to 
see the prince crowned, in order that the 
court should lie smartened up to some­
thing like the gayety of the rest of 
Europe. The beautiful Princess of Wales 
is herself getting old, and it will not 
be many years more that she can show 
a strong personal interest in festal enter­
tainment. Therefore, it is quite essential, 
if England is to have any fashionable 
sport of an imperial character, that the 
present incumbent make room for the 
fresh generation before it, too, grows too 
antique to enjoy the fun.

It was a rather remarkable sight at the 
horse show to see the Prince of Wales re­
ceiving his mother and the royal party in 
his capacity as president of the Hackney 
Society. *He showed toward his mother 
all the formal politeness that he would 
had he indeed been nothing more than 
an official delegated to the ceremony of 
welcoming the Queen and attending to 
her comfort. As the royal party sat in a 
group daring the parade of the horses the 
Princess Beatrice and the Princess of 
Wales were undoubtedly the only mem­
bers upon whose features was impressed 
the unmistakable seat of royal breeding. 
The Prince was the gentleman to the tips 
of his varnished shoes, and would have 
lent dignity to the chair of a bank presi­
dent ; the Queen was a large and comfort­
able dowager of the stage pattern ; the 
Empress Frederick of Germany was a 
natural replica of the mother ; the Duch­
ess of Connaught was entirely elegant ; 
but only in the faces and bearings of the 
Princess of Wales and Beatrice was the 
final touch of nobility that would have 
marked them royal in a desert island. It 
was not anything of pomposity or pride 
that distinguished them from the others, 
but an air that was supremely feminine, 
and therefore supremely great.

AN INDIAN CHARACTER. .

The amusing story comes from Wash­
ington that old Geronimo, the famous 
Apache chieftain, and probably one of the 
ablest as well as one of the most cruel 
savages ever born on this continent, has 
developed into a Sunday school teacher 
at Mt. Vernon barracks, Omaha, where 
lie is now confined. The despatches re­
late that he is the bright, particular star 
of the religious community of the little 
Indian colony, and works vigorously in 
the Sunday school every Sunday as a 
“ preserver of discipline and expounder of 
doctrines.” It is easy to believe that he 
is a good preserver of discipline ; that he 
would be a good expounder of Christian 
doctrine is a little harder to accept. Yet 
it will be recalled that as a wild man 
Geronimo was never a small man. Those 
who knew him admired him as well as 
feared him. As a general he was one of 
the first in the line of able Indian chief­
tains who have figured in the history of 
this country. His escape from the Indian 
agency at Arizona with all the men, 
women and children of his hand in the 
face and eyes of so vigilant a foe as the 
United States army, has been pronounced 
admirable by military critics. On the 
war path he was cruel and relentless, as 
all Indians are, especially as all Apaches 
are. But he was not lacking in some of 
those qualities which make more civilized 
and humane men admirable. One ex­
ploit of his life was worthy of an Ivanhoe. 
In one of his raids through Arizona and 
into Mexico his band was hard pressed 
by the United States troops ; so hard 
pressed in fact, that in an engagement 
Geronimo’s squaw was captured by the 
troops. Geronimo and the survivors of 
his band escaped to the recesses of the 
mountains. But he had no thought of 
deserting the helpless partner of his 
savage life. There may be little of senti­
ment in the breast of a murderous Apache 
raider ; but it is difficult to conceive what 
else but sentiment could have impelled 
Geronimo to the deed which he did. 
With a few trusty compauions lie crept 
up to the camp of the soldiers one dark 
night Fortune favored him in that an 
old Indian woman, a captive like his wife, 
chanced to come beyond the line for some 
purpose. Geronimo seized her, and 
threatening her with death if she should 
make an outcry, managed to obtain from 
her an accurate description of the place 
where his wife was confined. That very 
night the Apache chief crawled into the 
camp of his pursuers, rescued his squaw 
from their midst, and got away with her 
safely to the mountains. There are few 
more daring exploits in the annals of war. 
Had Geronimo been a white man that act 
would have made him a famous hero. Is 
it altogether improbable that beside the 
old savage ferocity of the Apache there 
may have been other qualities of soul 
from which may have been developed 
the spirit of a good Sunday school 
teacher?

THE MAFIA IN SICILY.
Homo of the Secret Socety.

I-
The recent tragedyj[at New Orleans 

furnishes a terrible commentary on the 
character of the Italian secret societies of 
which the chief is the Mafia in Sicily and 
the Camorra in Naples. The Mafia, 
under one designation or another, dates 
back into the middle ages. It then pun­
ished crimes against itself by the same 
standards the government established 
with one exception—it had no degrees of 
penalty; death was the only punishment 
it could inflict. A man who had injured 
one of the Mafiosi had his hand cutoff ; if 
he overheard the secrets of the association 
he had his ears cut ofl ;and if he had seen 
too much he had the skin of his forehead 
flayed and turned down over his eyes— 
but these were only the tokens of the rea­
sons for his removal; he was killed first 
and the mutilation was only the intima­
tion to his friends. Under the Bourbons, 
no measures the civil authorities could em­
ploy had the least effect on the organiza­
tion; its simpliest form was brigandage and 
sequestration of the person, to be held to 
ransom,

DEFAULT OF WHICH IMPLIED DEATH.

Members of the Mafia in the cities kept 
watch on the movements of people of 
wealth, and sent messengers to their col­
leagues outside to give information of them 
so that they might be taken with the least 
trouble, and the spies had their percentage 
of the ransom. When Sicily was annexed 
to Italy, the outlawry was increased by the 
addition of the partisans of the Bourbons, 
who pretended to be in insurrection. 
The disorders were suppressed by the 
bersaglieri.who scoured the country and 
tried by drum-head court-martial all the 
men they caught with, or who were ac­
cused of brigandage and shot the con­
demned on the spot. Since the re-establish­
ment of the civil law in the island, there 
has been a slight recrudescence of the 
Mafia, and a few cases of sequestration of 
the person, but foreigners have been re­
spected for the most part with great scrup­
ulousness. Minor crimes are still to a large 
extent protected by the organization, but 
the policy of the Government has been one 
of steady legal pressure and venue to the 
continent for the trial of the criminals , 
and this is

gradually paralizing the mafia.

The organization is probably stronger 
to-day in Louisiana than in Sicily, for the 
active pursuit of the actual offenders has 
driven many of the worst of them out of 
the country, and their best field of opera­
tions seems to have been in the Southern 
states, whose climate agrees with their 
habits, and where wealth offers them at­
tractions. It is well known in Italy that 
the dregs of the criminal population of 
Sicily and Naples are in Louisiana; and, 
transplanted to a new, and almost virgin 
soil, where, too, a certain old infirmity of 
the law has predisposed to violence and 
short roads to justice, it was certain that 
the Mafia would become a danger to soci­
ety. This is so well recognized by reason­
able Italians that they admit a palliation 
for the summary justice of New Orleans, 
and acknowledge that the case is a diffi­
cult one to deal witli by strictly lawful 
means. The first expressions of indigna­
tion were naturally very, strong but there 
is a moderation in the later comments due 
to the facts having come to knowledge and 
to previous acquaintance with the terrima 
esusa of conflict. The flagrantly criminal 
character of a large potion of the Italian 
emigration to the Southern states is too 
well known here to permit their country­
men at home to doubt that the authorities 
at New Orleans, have

in the Mafia, and it is admitted that the 
extermimation of the organization is nec­
essary to order, and that the longer the 
efficient remedies are neglected the worse 
the evil will become. The only efficient 
remedy is the suppression of the Mafia. 
There is no question that at present the 
tendency of the criminal classes in the 
south of Italy, where those classes most 
abound, is to emigrate to the Southern 
states of America, and something might be 
done to check the influx by a law that 
every. mmigrant must be furnished with a 
passport in which his non-responsibility 
to the Italian law shall be stated and in­
dorsed by the American consul at the 
port. Every emigrant from Sicily is sus­
picious, and the authorities, in default of 
of any pressure on the part of the Ameri­
can Government,

WILL TAKE NO PRECAUTION.

to prevent a known criminal from escap­
ing to the United States, where he will 
give the Italian authorities no further 
trouble. This is natural, but the desire to 
protect the honest and industrious Italian 
emigrants to America may induce the 
King’s government to enter into arrange­
ments which will secure this, and at the 
same time lead to the discovery of some 
of the criminals wanted for offences at 
home. The honest Sicilian is an emigrant 
whose value to the United States is great, 
but the proportion of such in the mass of 
emigration is very small, and should be 
looked after. The late and present prime 
ministers of Italy are both Sicilians, as 
have been many of the ablest statesmen 
of Italy during the years since the annex­
ation. I have been surprised, in making 
the acquaintance of the islanders and see­
ing their work, at their energy and admin­
istrative ability, so different from what 
we are accustomed to associate with in the 
south-Italian mind; but the fact is that 
they are

SUPERIOR IN THIS RESPECT.

to the inhabitants of the southern pro­
vinces of the peninsula. This coupled 
with their prolonged existence under the 
Bourbons, which was only the recognition 
of illegality and official robbery, is prob- 
aply the cause of the long persistence of 
the condition of brigandage and secret 
organization against the law which has 
prevailed in the island. However this may 
be, I can assure the people of New Orleans 
that unless they take some radical meas­
ures against the Mafia as such, so as to 
make the belonging to it an offence against 
the law, they are not likely to suppress it, 
unless by expelling from the state all Ital­
ians — which is more difficult.

MAN EATING GIANTS OF SERI.

Stories of a Horrible People on an Island 
in the Gulf of California.

“ There are 174 giant cannibals, men 
and women, living on Seri island, in the 
Gulf of California, and not sixty miles 
from tiie mainland of Mexico,” said 
George G. McNamara at the Palace hotel.

“ What I say might seem ridiculous, 
but it is nevertheless a fact, for I have 
seen some of them during my travels in 
Mexico. Who their ancestors were or 
how long they have occupied the island 
is not known, but they are now becoming 
extinct.

“ I saw three women and one man, and 
their appearance and manner gave me 
the impression that they arc brutes by 
nature and brutes in heart and soul. It 
was just by chance that I saw them, as 
few of them venture away from the 
island except to sell the mats and shawls 
which they make from the skins and 
feathers of the albatross. They are cun­
ning thieves, but otherwise their minds 
are dull — in fact they seem stupified. 
They have a vacant stare in their eyes, 
and when not serious an idiotic smile 
spreads over their faces.

“ The island of Sen is about twenty 
miles long and at places ten miies wide, 
and I was told no Mexican or white man 
ever ventures near or attempts to land on 
it, as they • claim the island is their 
domain and shoot the intruders with 
poisoned arrows or capture and eat them. 
They exist on fish and goat meat, which 
are plentiful. Low houses, built of shrub­
bery, are their abode. Some live in 
“ dugouts,” or caves cut into hanks. They 
roam about the island and lead the laziest 
life of any people that I have ever heard 
of. No one can really tell what their 
daily routine of living is, but it is a lack 
that the tribe is dying out, and it will not 
be many years before they will become 
extinct.

“ Their mode of burial is not known, 
but it was estimated that where there are 
now a handful there were several thous­
and not ten years ago, and if they bury 
the dead, and do not burn the bodies, as " 
cannibals do, the bones of their enormous 
frames will cover a large area of the 
island.

“ The man I photographed is over 
seven feet in height. His face was a 
study when he saw the lens pointed at 
him, and he could not understand what 
was being done. He, as are all his race, 
was superstitious, but we overcame that 
obstacle by giving him a present of an old 
pair of trousers, which he immediately 
tied around his neck. The gentleman 
standing next to him is about six foot tall, 
and he had to hold the Indian’s hand.

“An old rag encircled the upper portion 
of the Indian’s limbs, and it was tied 
around the waist. The blanket is made 
of albatross skin and feathers. The bows 
and arrows which he holds are the only 
weapon they know of or use. His legs 
from the knee down are not covered. 
The hat he wears is of straw, and he, as 
he stands there, is the typical Seri Indian.

“ The women wear patched dresses 
made of cloth which they receive for 
albatross mats and shawls. They are 
wrinkled and old, very few girls being 
among the tribe. The bowls on their 
heads contain broken vessels made of 
clay.

“ They are a wonderful people,” con­
tinued Mr. McNamara,” and no doubt 
their past history, if revealed, will bring 
to light facts tiiat relate to the magnificent 
reign of the Montezumas, or even far 
beyond the time of Cortez.”—San Fran­
cisco Examiner.

HAULED DOWN THE FLAG.

Portuguese Outrages in Africa.

Despatches from Durban show that the 
Portuguese authorities are taking a higli 
hand in Mashonalaml. The latest instance 
of their hostility to the British interests 
in that district is likely to cause further 
tension in the relations between the gov­
ernments of Great Britian and Portugal. 
There are a number of British colonists 
who have settled in Mashonaland, and 
the mails destined to them are carried via 
Be ira, a Portuguese settlement. A short 
time ago, upon the arrival of the British 
mail sacks at Beira the Portuguese author­
ities held them and refused to allow them 
to he carried to their destination. Great 
indignation on the part of the British 
colonists has been aroused by this high­
handed proceeding.

Further details regarding the firing 
upon the British steamer “ Agnes, ” which 
was conveying the expedition under com­
mand of Colonel Willoughby, and the 
seizure of the careoes of the boats engaged 
in the same service show that Willoughby 
endeavored to secure the release of his 
vessels by the payment of the usual cus­
toms duty of three per cent, imposed by 
the Portuguese officials. The command­
ing force which seized the boats refused 
to accept this and, ordering the British 
flag to be hauled down, hoisted the Portu­
guese flag in its place.

The Portuguese declare that the British 
are excluded from the Pengive river 
which the boats were navigating when 
seized, and which is the chief water route 
to Mashonaland.

Several of the British colonists have 
been imprisoned, and most of the British 
settlers have returned from Mashonaland 
on account of the arbitrary action of the 
Portuguese.

There is every evidence that a serious 
rupture is impending between the Portu­
guese and British authorities.

KILLED WITH A KNIFE-

Israel Robar, a veteran hunter and guide, 
says lie was camping alone in the forest, a 
few miles from Danforth, when lie was 
awakened one night by the barking of his 
dog, and looking out -discovered a huge 
bear. He had nothing but a knife to de­
fend himself with, but he at once deter­
mined to kill the animal. He went out to 
interview his bearship and it began to 
show its teeth and make other warlikes 
signs. Robar knew if lie got a blow from 
his fore paws it would soon end his career, 
so waiting his opportunity he grasped 
the beast by the hair over its shoulders, 
sprang on its back and began to use the 
knife vigorously, but with little effect 
apparently, for the bear started ofl' at a 
fearful rate with the man hanging on, 
through* clear land, then woods, trying 
every method to throw him off, till three 
miles had been passed, when he dropped 
down dead from the many wounds 
received from the knife during the journ­
ey. The man was smeared with blood 
over his whole body, but he had accom­
plished a feat never done before, namely, 
riding a wild bear through the forest 
without bridle or saddle, making the dis­
tance of three miles in less than 15 
minutes.

Nearly All of Them Marry Young 
Without Long Engagements.

Tiie daughter is a great pet in Russian 
families, perhaps because there are gen­
erally more sons than daughters. Take 
the younger members of the imperial 
family as an example, and we find 
twenty-two grand dukes and only seven 
grand duchesses, and this may lie stated 
to he about the average proportion in 
most families. The necessity for men in 
the rural districts as assistants in tiie 
agricultural labors of their fathers has 
given rise to a saying, “ One son is no son, 
two sons are half a son, but three are a 
whole son.”

Notwithstanding tiie pride and satis­
faction with which the birth of a boy is 
hailed the little girl is the darling, the 
object of the teuderest affection and care 
of parents and brothers, not to speak of 
other adoring relatives. Much is not 
expected of lier in the way of assistance 
in tiie family ;■ she is indulged as far as 
their means and circumstances jiennit, 
and she takes it quietly and as her due, 
but it is rarely that she does not volun­
tarily aud tacitly contribute her share in 
helping her mother. Her occupations are 
much about the same as those of all 
European girls, hut parish work in Rus­
sia existeth not for her. She cannot have 
classes at Sunday schools, as religion is 
taught by priests or deacons.

It would he thought quite extraordinary 
and improper were a young unmarried 
girl to visit the sick or poor in towns, but­
in- villages it is sometimes done under the 
direction of mamma or grandmamma. 
She is undoubtedly fond of pleasure, likes 
to be well dressed and generally adores 
dancing. Music is not the Russian girl’s 
forte, nor is solo singing. Most of the 
institutkas, though they thoroughly 
understand the theory of music, play like 
a child of twelve. Of course there are 
exceptions, but it is seldom you find a 
girl able to play a quadrille or polka off­
hand.

Girls marry very young in Russia, and 
there are very few of those most estimable 
individuals called old maids. There are 
no colonies for the Russians to run away 
to, and statistics show that the births of 
boys much exceed those of girls.

Long engagements are not approved of ; 
they seldom last longer than a few 
months, during which time the fiancee is 
the mistress of the house. Her girl 
friends assemble to help sew the dowry, 
the sewing afternoon generally ending in 
a dance after tea, when the bridegroom 
drops in with a few bachelor friends. 
Another wedding is thus often arranged, 
and so on, little by little, till, like the 
fifty-one cards in the game of “ old maid,” 
they pair off, and one, generally -of the 
sterner sex, is left — fbrlorn.— English 
Illustrated Magazine.

CANADIAN MAILS.

The expiration of the contract with the 
Allan steamship company for the trans­
portation of the Canadian mails to and 
from Great Britain leaves the Dominion 
of Canada without a direct Canadian mail 
service. The contract of the government 
with the Allans expired a year ago, but 
was extended for twelve months, as it was 
anticipated that some arrangement would 
be arrived at whereby tiie transportation 
of the Canadian mails would remain in 
the hands of Canadian companies. While 
the contract made by the government was 
with the Allans, it was subdivided with 
Dominion steamship line, and the subsidy 
was for a weekly service at £500 per trip. 
Promptly on the day that tiie contract ex­
pired, April 12, the government gave 
notice to the post office authorities to dis­
continue sending tiie mails by the Cana­
dian route, and to forward them via New 
York instead. This order caused some 
little dissatisfaction on the part of the 
steamship companies interested, as they 
thought that those steamships which had 
left the other side with the mails should 
have been permitted to carry the mails 
back again.

The loss hv tiie Canadian "steamship 
companies of the mail contract is likely 
to have an effect upon the aspirations of 
Halifax as a winter port. The two large 
Canadian lines have had, by their con­
tract, to land their mails at Halifax, and 
this has directly and indirectly, brought 
a good deal of business to this, the chief 
port of Nova Scotia. Without the subsidy 
of £26,000 per year, the steamship com­
panies say that there would be no object 
in calling at Halifax, as it would not pay, 
and even with the subsidy there was no 
bonanza with it. “We shall certainly 
withdraw our winter service from Hali­
fax,” said John Torrance, of the Domin­
ion line steamship company, “and the 
government can go ahead and see if they 
can do better by sending the mails via the 
United States.” The government an­
nounces that it is likely that should the 
present arrangement of sending the mails 
via New York continue in force for any 
length of time, a change will have to be 
made in the rate of postage upon Canadian 
newspapers and periodicals posted from 
the office of publication to subscribers in 
the United Kingdom. Under existing 
regulations the rate on this class of matter 
is one cent per pound and as the cost yia 
New York is seven cents a pound, the 
government stands to lose $6 on every 
hundredweight of this class of matter for­
warded to the United Kingdom by way of 
New York under tiie present rates.

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SIR CHARLES AND 
TRUNK.

THE GRAND

THEORY AND PRACTICE. BALLOT REFORM.

The warmest 'admirer of Sir Charles 
Tapper cannot congratulate him on the 
petty, personal warfare he has been carry­
ing on against the officials of the Grand 
Trunk railway. Sir Charles’ conduct from 
first to last has been ill-tempered and un­
dignified. Whether Sir Charles tried to 
bribe the Grand Trunk previous to the 
election or the Grand Trunk tried to bribe 
Sir Charles is not, in view of the past 
record of Sir Charles, a matter of grave 
importance now. Nobody will question 
that Sir Charles is a master of all the “ re­
sources of civilization ” as applied to 
Canadian politics. But what should be a 
matter of concern to Canadians is that 
their high commissioner in England, who 
represents the dignity of Canada at the 
seat of government of the British empire, 
should be making of himself a common 
scold in the interests of a certain party in 
Canadian politics. Sir Charles is as much 
a servant of the people as the humblest 
official in the land. He should not pros­
titute the office which he holds for the 
aggrandizement of any party in Canada. 
Least of all should he exhibit all the spleen 
and venom of his nature because the 
Grand Trunk railway, unlike the other 
great monopolies and corporations of the 
Dominion, did not choose to support the 
conservative party in the late dominion 
election.

If it was meet and proper that Mr. Van 
Horn and the entire power of the C. P. R. 
from ocean to ocean should be thrown 
against the liberals in the struggle, on what 
principle can the Grand Trunk corpora­
tion be condemned for exercising its in­
fluence in the direction of its interest al­
so?

It cannot, perhaps, be successful!}' dis­
puted that any company or corporation 
has the right in political matters to pro­
tect its own interests. That such corpor­
ations, when they have attained the mag­
nitude of the C. P. R. or the great manu­
facturing combines of Canada, constitute a 
menace to our representative institutions, 
is an incident of our civilization which 
can only be remedied, if at all, by the 
legislation of the future. But it is clear 
that if one corporation possesses this right 
other corporations possess it equally, and 
are equally competent to exercise it.

An interesting feature of the unseemly 
equable between these knightly men, 
Tapper and Tyler, is the complaint of Sir 
Charles that many seats in Ontario were 
lost by the conservatives through the un­
due influence of the Grand Trunk railway. 
It will hardly be denied that the Canada 
Pacific railway is a far more influential 
corporation throughout the dominion 
than its great rival the Grand Trunk. 
How many seats were lost by the liberals 
through the “ undue influence ” of the C. 
P. R. has not, as far as The Herald has 
observed, been computed by Sir Charles 
Tapper. Enough is known, however, to 
place the fact beyond dispute that but for 
the compact influence of the great mono­
polistic elements of Canada in the recent 
contest, the liberal party with its policy 
of unrestricted reciprocity would have 
carried the country by storm. In which 
event, in addition to other blessings se 
cured, we would probably have been 
spared the melancholy exhibition we have 
had of the latent resources of Sir Charles 
Tupper in the line of partizan spite and 
vituperation.

A most delightful theorist is Mr. Bel­
lamy and a most delightful book for 
people of an enterprising turn of mind is 
Mr. Bellamy’s “ Looking Backward.” 
Mr. Bellamy probably did not succeed in 
convincing himself of the soundness of 
his views of the future of the race, but 
that did not matter provided he could 
only convince, or at least interest others, 
and thus sell his book. But there were 
some who were convinced by Mr. Bellamy 
to whom it mattered seriously as to 
whether Mr. Bellamy’s views were sound.

It appears that in October, 1885, two 
enterprising apostles of Bellamy, Barnett 
G. Haskell and James J. Martin estab­
lished the Kaweah Colony, in Turlare (?) 
county, California, ostensibly to carry out 
nationalistic ideas. Haskell & Martin 
established a joint stock company, and 
the former started a magazine, claiming 
that the Kaweah Colony owned 4000 acres 
of timber lands and 1000 acres of grazing 
land. The most glowing descriptions were 
given of the delights of living in the 
colony, which was being run on the Bel­
lamy plan. Hundreds, perhaps thous­
ands, of people during a period of over 
three years have been duped into the 
scheme, many persons spending their all 
to get to Kaweah, and working for a long 
time, living meanwhile on cheap fare. 
The workers were not paid in money, but 
in time checks, a system devised by Has­
kell. Thousands of these worthless bits 
of paper have been issued and many per­
sons have nothing else to show for their 
three year’s labor, as the lands belonged 
to the government which had never ac­
knowledged the entries of the filers. The 
arrangements for entering were for the 
applicant to pay $500, $100 being cash, 
the balance in sums of $5. By getting 
new recruits through the influence of the 
magazine it is estimated that the revenue 
of Haskell & Martin, who received all 
these moneys,was $3,000 per month. Some 
persons were permitted by the alleged 
board of directors to come to the colony 
and work out their $400 balance for mem­
bership. These schemers got the people 
to come and finish building the road for 
their board and clothes. The scheme has 
now been exposed by the arrest and con­
viction of the trustees and leaders on 
charges of cutting timber on government 
lands. A Mrs. V. Goodwin, late of New 
Hampshire, in a letter to the press, des­
cribes the condition of the colonists of 
Kaweah as horrible, she having been one 
of them, and she says all who have been 
able to leave the colony have done so.

But, perhaps, it would not be fair to 
judge of Mr. Bellamy’s scheme by the sad 
fate of Kaweah. Mr. Bellamy’s scheme 
for the nationalizing of land and labor 
contemplated not only an ideal govern­
ment, but an ideal people. When human 
nature is revolutionized and the Haskells 
and Martins are eliminated it will be 
time enough to put Mr. Bellamy on trial.

A BOHEMIAN SCHOOL OF CRITICS.

It is apparent to the casual observer 
that there has sprung into being within 
the past twelve months in this province, 
what may with much propriety be termed 
a Bohemian school of literature. In that 
precious galaxy the Sun, the Moncton 
Times, the Gleaner, the Chatham World 
and the Woodstock Press, are bright and 
shining lights. The sole object of ex­
istence of the amiable gentlemen who 
edit these worthy sheets appears to be 
opposition to the local government — 
their stock-in-trade, abuse and falsehood. 
Everything that Mr. Blair does is “ in 
iquitous,” “scandalous,” “infamous,” “cor­
rupt” and “ selfish.” Everything that 
any friend of Mr. Blair does is charged to 
Mr. Blair. Everything that any friend of 
Mr. Blair is suspected of intending to do is 
charged to Mr. Blair as though it were 
established beyond a doubt to be his 
handiwork.

If the members of the lunatic asylum 
commission receive-the indemnity that 
has at all times past been paid to the 
members of that body, they are spoken of 
as “pilferers.”

If a member of the legislative council 
goes back upon his pledges he is inspired 
to do so by Mr. Blair. If the speaker 
makes a certain ruling the reasons for 
that ruling are not referred to nor indeed 
does any aprobrium attach to Mr. Speaker, 
it is another attempt on the part of Mr. 
Blair to “stifle full discussion” or to 
“ bulldoze ” the house. If a general sub­
sidy bill is introduced, which every 
member of the opposition votes for, it is 
an attempt on the part of Mr. Blair to 
“debauch the electorate.” If Mr. Hall 
presents a bill for stationery which seems 
to some to be excessive, the Bohemian 
editor of the World hastens to call it 
“ petty larceny,” the Sun and Times 
term it “ steal,” and it is forthwith 
chalked down to the credit of Mr. Blair.

Such abuse is not argument. It is the 
rankest kind of injustice to hold the 
leader of the government, or the govern­
ment as a whole, responsible for every­
thing that is said Or done, or supposed to 
have been said or done, by every sup­
porter, official, or contractor of the govern­
ment. It is the meanest kind of political 
warfare to invent that which is false, per­
vert that which is true, attribute motives 
that do not exist and suppress all explana­
tion that is given. By this means the 
press becomes the disseminator of false­
hood and ceases to be the exponent of 
truth and morality. A partizan press is, 
perhaps, inevitable in a country where the 
people rule. In the past the press of 
Canada, on both sides of politics, has been 
unduly partizan. It has sacrificed its 
independence to party zeal and has failed, 
therefore, in a large measure to fulfil its 
mission. How often do we hear the state­
ments of the press, even upon ordinary 
matters of fact and current news of the 
day, belittled and scoffed at as being sen­
sational, partizan or unreliable. It is 
time that a new rule should prevail. It is 
time that truth and decency should be 
observed and above all that in the strife 
of politics those principles of “ fair play ” 
that are inherent in the English speaking 
race should obtain, rather than falsehood 
and deception.

It may be, as Dr. Owens of Detroit de­
clares, that Bacon murdered Shakespeare. 
No one will deny that he has been mur­
dered by a good many jieople since 
Bacon’s time.

The following named states have adopt­
ed the Australian system of voting in all 
its essential particulars : Maine, Vermont, 
New Hampshire, Massachusetts, New 
York, Maryland, West Virginia, Ohio, In­
diana, Kentucky, Tennessee, Wisconsin, 
Minnesota, North Dakota, South Dakota, 
Nebraska, Colorado, Wyoming, Montana, 
Washington, Oregon, California, Missouri, 
Arkansas. Twenty-four in all. It is also 
to be noted that in Michigan, New Jersey 
and Connecticut modified applications of 
method of voting have been put in opera­
tion. The leading statesmen and public 
men of the republic appear to be very san­
guine that by the adoption of the 
Aurtralian system of voting a great ad­
vance in the way of ballot reform is being 
made. Canada has had the Australian 
system for many years, but it has not 
proved to be a dazzling success as far as 
diminishing corruption is concerned.

A TIME OF MOURNING.

Sadness and sorrow have come to many 
homes in Fredericton during the past 
week. Over many other homes the dark 
shadows have been resting and are not 
yet lifted. It is little that the news­
papers can do to alleviate personal afflic­
tion that is caused by the ravages of death. 
But the people of our city, in whose 
midst all this trouble and grief exist, can 
do much. They can be helpful and 
sympathetic by the bedside of the suffer­
ing and in the homes of the sorrowing. 
To the poor they can extend material 
aid. Those who do not need material aid 
they can comfort by kindly word and 
service. Christianity means nothing if it 
does not mean brotherhood. And the 
only brotherhood that has any value in 
times like the present is the brotherhood 
which manifests itself amid affliction and 
adversity.

DISCOURAGING.

THE BRITISH BUDGET.

From the budget statement submitted 
by Mr. Goschen on Thursday it would ap­
pear that British finances are, despite the 
little wars in which the nation is continu­
ally involved and the vast amounts ex­
pended on the navy, in a most flourishing 
condition.

Mr. Goschen stated that the expendi­
tures of the post office exceeded the esti­
mates by £200,000, of which sum the chief 
part was due to the increase in wages paid 
to post office employes. Not less than 
£900,000 of the surplus arose from internal 
revenue duty on alcoholic spirits. There 
had been an increase in the consumption 
during the year of 18,000,000 gallons of 
home made spirits. Tobacco had given ah 
increase of £456,000 and beer had given 
an increase of £375,000. Referring to the 
reduction of the national debt, Mr. 
Goschen said that taking into considera­
tion the diminished liability on termin­
able annuities, the net reduction during 
the year was £6,512,000, making a total 
reduction of over £30,000,000 during the 
time the present administration had been 
in office. He then reminded the house 
that at the same time the yearly charge 
for the debt had been considerably low­
ered. Alluding to the increase in duties 
on alcohol, Mr. Goschen repudiated the 
idea that the government was pledged to 
carry out the scheme of purchase of public 
house licenses. In regard to the accounts 
for the coming year it was estimated that 
the revenue would amount to £90,480,000 
and that the'expenditures would be £88,- 
440,000. Two million pounds would be 
absorbed by free education if fully applied, 
but as the system would only be intro­
duced in September only one half the 
amount named would be necessary for 
this financial year. Of the remaining 
surplus of £900,000, it was proposed to 
apply £500,000 to the contraction of bar­
racks and £400,000 to the withdrawal of 
light gold from circulation.

The showing on the whole was an ex­
cellent one and from the standpoint of 
its financial management the administra­
tion does not offer much chance for suc­
cessful attack.

AMERICAN CITIES.

Sonie wonderful facts are given by the 
Census Bureau at Washington as to the 
growth of American cities during the past 
ten years. In 1881 New York was the 
only city in the United States with more 
than a million of inhabitants. To-day 
there are three : New York, Chicago, and 
Philadelphia. There were 20 of over 100,- 
000 ; now there are 28. Chicago has grown 
by half a million, while Denver, Minni- 
apolis, Omaha, St. Paul and Kansas city 
have each, in round figures, increased 
from 30,000 or 40,000 to about 150,000.

It is thought that Canadian cities, when 
the present census is completed will show 
equally rapid growth. Toronto, Ottawa, 
Montreal, and Vancouver have grown 
enormously and many other cities have 
made very substantial progress. As the 
advantages of Canada become better 
known and its resources more thoroughly 
developed the tide of immigration cannot 
fail to set more strongly hither. Unre­
stricted reciprocity with the United States 
would in the opinion of The Herald, 
double the population of Canada in ten, or 
at most in fifteen, years.

FROM AROOSTOOK TO BANGOR.

The various townships of Aroostook 
county have voted with a practically 
unanimous voice to grant $500,000 in aid 
of the construction of a short line of rail­
way to connect with the Maine Central 
railway at Bangor. Hitherto all the 
freight and passenger traffic of that pros­
perous and fertile region has passed over 
the New Brunswick railway, now a part 
of the C. P. R. system. At present it is 
admitted that the C. P. R. gives Aroostook 
county the best service it ever possessed, 
but the people over the border appear to 
want a line of their own. By the gener­
ous aid they offer‘they show that they 
possess the courage of their convictions. 
The amount subscribed is not sufficient to 
build and equip the road, however, and 
as the State of Maine grants no subsidies 
to railroads a large investment of private 
capital will be necessary. The attitude of 
the Maine Central and C. P. R. corpor­
ations towards the enterprise is yet un­
certain ; at present the prospects for the 
line being built do not seem, despite the 
action of the Aroostook j>eople, particular­
ly bright.

(Chatham Advance.)

The Fredericton Gleaner is discouraged. 
It affirms that with the exception of the 
bills relating to the legislative council, 
and railways, “ no measure of first rate 
importance has been passed ” and it de­
clares that “ these measures do not reflect 
credit on either the government or leg­
islature." How different was the tone of 
the little paper when it was singing the 
praises of Mr. Blair a few years agol 
Then the legislation was brilliant, pro­
gressive and beneficial. Now, with the 
record of Mr. Hanington’s vain assaults 
upon the government before it, and the 
failure of Mr. Gregory's attempt to abolish 
Mr. Fellows, the political outlook from 
the Gleaner windows is indeed discour­
aging. It is about four years since it un­
dertook the contract of annihilating Blair 
and setting up another in his place. Poor 
little Gleaner !

AN INGENIOUS BOSTONIAN.

Electricity for Home Use Drawn from 
a Leaky Street Car Wire'

There is a man in Boston, the Poet says, to 
whom the West End Railway Company is 
a great convenience, outside of the advan­
tages he derives from the organization in 
the way of transportation. This worthy 
citizen resides in Roxbury district and 
almost directly in front of his dwelling is 
one of the large iron guy posts which 
supports the trolly wire. Now, it is a 
well known fact that the overhead system 
of the West End Company is so constructed 
that a large amount of electricity generat­
ed at the different stations is lost, before 
it reaches the point where it performs its 
work, by reason of defective insulation. 
This is caused by leakage of the current 
down the wet poles whenever there is rain, 
or indeed to a large extent when there 
is moisture in the atmosphere. It is 
estimated that over 50 per cent, of the 
current generated goes to waste, and, 
what is more, the company has tried in 
vain to remedy the trouble.

Now, the ingenious citizen above refer­
red to was one day handling the water 
pipe which ran into his house, and was 
surprised at receiving quite a shock. 
This led him to investigate, and he dis­
covered that the water pipe entered the 
building very near the guy post of the 
electric railway .Here was an opportunity 
not to be lost. He purchased some storage 
batteries, and after making a few experi­
ments, which he was enabled to do by a 
limited knowledge of electrical science, 
be proceeded to equip his house with 
wires, lamps and other contrivances. He 
then connected his storage battery with 
the electrified water pipe, and he soon 
had the battery fully charged. From the 
battery he lights his house from top to 
bottom and in the morning, before going 
down town to business, he simply turns 
on the water-pipe connection, and when 
night comes the battery is ready for its 
evening’s work. He has been so lighting 
his dwelling for some time, at no incon­
venience or expence, and in addition he 
operates an electric fan, a system of call 
bells and a burglar alarm.

The west End people are by no means 
ignorant of the fact, but as the electricity 
thus used would otherwise be wasted, 
and as the company is in no way affected 
by the draught upon its dynamos, the 
clever scheme is not interfered with. There 
is at least one man in Boston who considers 
the overhead electric system a grand good 
thing. _______________

ISLAND POLITICS.

The recent by-elections in Prince Ed­
ward Island having rendered it impossible 
for the government to remain in power, 
a liberal administration has been formed 
of which Frederic Peters is to be attorney 
general ; J. R. McLean, commissioner of 
public works, and A. McMillan, commis­
sioner of crown lands. The retiring gov­
ernment requested the lieutenant gover­
nor to dissolve the house, but this he 
declined to do. In both branches of the 
legislature the liberals have now a slight 
majority. The house met on Thursday 
and after electing B. O. McLellan, of 
Prince county, speaker, adjourned until 
the middle of June to allow of the election 
of the portfolio members of the new 
executive.

PARENTAL SOLICITUDE.

The expulsion of the young man, Luigi 
Tessio, from the Normal school for ex­
hibiting an objectionable drawing to the 
students of the institution, has called forth 
many expressions of dissent from the 
press. If, as stated on good authority, the 
drawing was taken to the school by one of 
the young man’s class-mates, and displayed 
against his wishes, the punishment was 
unjust. Charles Hemming’s presentation 
of the case in the Sun was a forcible one 
and worthy of attention. Mr. Creed’s 
anxiety lest his own offspring should be 
contaminated, is not in the highest degree 
flattering to the object of his solicitude. 
His action, however, can hardly affect his 
popularity ; he enjeys the rare felicity of 
having passed that stage.

Election petitions are a crop that never 
fails in Canada. Fourteen Liberal and 
20 Conservative seats have been protested. 
In most cases this protest business is sup­
ported by neither equity nor sense. .There 
is no sense in protesting elections where 
there is no reasonable prospect of chang­
ing the result, and there is no equity in 
such a course where the petitioner has 
availed himself of the same improper 
practises as those which he alleges against 
his opponent. The petitioner should pos­
sess not only clean hands but a clear head.

The leading event of the week, his­
torically, has been the death of field 
marshall Yon Moltke, which occurred 
suddenly at Berlin on Friday. The count 
was over 90 years of age, having been 
born at Mecklenburg, Oct. 26th, 1800. 
For seventy years he was connected wtyh 
the Prussian army and his strategical 
powers were of the utmost service to his 
country in the Danish, Austrian and 
Franco-Prassian wars. Since 1871 he has 
been chief marshall of the German empire.

Chatham World.

One of the most singular occurrences 
happened the other day on Renous river. 
It appears that whilst some of the river 
drivers were at work on the bank, they 
discovered what appeared to be a man 
swimming in the ice-cold water, which 
was in itself wonderful at this time of 
year, but seeing that others were in com­
pany with the supposed man, the party 
proceeded to investigate and to their sur­
prise found the swimmers to be three 
bears. Hastily procuring two ropes and 
a canoe the men proceeded to the capture 
which turned out to be a difficult matter 
as Madam Brain was exceedingly warlike.

After a great deal "of difficulty the two 
half grown cubs were secured by running 
nooses and twisted into the canoe whilst 
the mother was headed for the nearest 
shore. Before reaching the shore they 
took the precaution of passing a small 
chain around the old bear’s body, which 
was a wise move as the sequel proved, for 
before the canoe had reached shallow 
water the old bear attempted to chamber 
into the frail craft to rescue the youngsters. 
John Connolly, one of the most daring of 
the men, succeeded in drawing the 
“ painter ” or rope of the canoe under the 
chain around the body of the old bear 
and having secured it tightly they reached 
the shore with the old bear half in and 
half out of the canoe.

Meanwhile the young bears were mak­
ing efforts to escape and all three were 
keeping up an animated conversation in 
their own language, the appeals of the 
mother and the answers of the cubs being 
almost human in their expression. The 
struggle was so fierce that three of the 
party of captors now mourn the loss of 
sundry parts of their shirts and pants, 
while one man, Richard Fraser received a 
severe laceration of the forearm which 
will prevent his using his peevy for some 
time. The capture of the cubs was at last 
made secure by tying them to the nearest 
tree on reaching the shore, but while so 
doing the old bear managed to get back 
into the water, and being tied to the canœ 
she had actually towed the craft out in 
the river some distance before being dis­
covered. Some of the men immediately 
got on logs and poled after the runaway, 
and, having boarded the canoe, they again 
brought it to land where Mistress Bruin 
was forced to bear the captivity of the 
young ones.

The bears are now in charge of Mr. 
Connolly and will be offered for sale, 
either in Chatham or Newcastle as soon 
as the river-driving is over. Any nat­
uralist who wants one or more good ani­
mals should not miss this chancy.

Fortunately, it is pretty thoroughly dis­
claimed by the French people themselves.

The failure is due to wild specu­
lation in exchange.

Two small children of D. W. Riedle, of 
Langenburg, Man., were lost on the prairie 
some days ago, and are supposed to have 
been burned to death in a large prairie 
fire that was raging about that time.

At Liberty, Mass., recently a mob o1 
seventy-five white citizens took a negro 
named Charles Curtis from the jail, 
hanged him to a tree and riddled his 
body with bullets, for attempting to as­
sault a white girl.

A young man named Dolly Zavitz, about 
twenty years of age, son of a farmer liv­
ing a few miles from Port Col borne, com­
mitted suicide Sunday by shooting him­
self. Mental trouble from sickness was 
the cause for the rash act.

The Canadian Pacific Railway com­
pany’s return of traffic earnings from 
April 1 to April 7, 1891, is $391,000; 1890, 
$300,000; increasee for 1891, $91,000. The 
earnings of the New Brunswick Railway 
are included in both years.

The British Parliament is considering 
a bill for discipling clergymen who are 
guilty of grave offences against society 
and morals. The fact that such a law is 
necessary may be taken as another evid­
ence that clergymen are human.

Fanny Hobbs, an old maid, who lives 
with her brother and sister, a mile from 
Ancaster village, Ont. committed suicide 
by hanging on Sunday. She was found 
hanging in the barn by her sister. No 
cause is assigned for the fatal act.

P. J. Gaboon, a naturalist, on Friday 
lowered himself by means of a rope from 
Shag Rock, Cape shore, Nfld., in order to 
secure a crow’s nest. The cliff overhanging, 
he found it impossible to regain the sur­
face and fell 80 feet, being killed instantly.

Considerable alarm prevails among the 
small farmers and poor people of Skib- 
bereen district on account of the discov­
ery that the seed potatoes recently distri­
buted as one of the relief measures of the 
government have practically proved a 
failure.

Owing to the clogging up of the shaft 
by an accident to the hoisting cages, two 
hundred men were imprisoned for 14 
hours in a colliery near Longton, Stafford­
shire,Eng.A hole was finally made through 
the debris and the men safely hauled out 
one by one.

Fine horses always bring large prices 
in France, but an unprecedented figure 
was reached at an auction sale a few days 
since, when thirty-two thoroughbreds 
brought an average of $4,800 each, the 
total reaching the remarkable figure of 
767,850 francs.

Geo. Taylor, M. P. P., the conservative 
whip, has issued a circular to government 
supporters, urging them to be in Ottawa 
for the opening of parliament. The gov­
ernment, so it is asserted in opposition 
circles, anticipate a vote on the question 
of the speakership.

T. B. Hanington, brother of Hon. D ,L. 
Hanington has been appointed postmaster 
at St. John, vice Mr. Willis, deceased. 
Mr. Burke, collector of inland revenue 
has been promoted to the inspectorship; 
Robert Atherton, formerly of Fredericton, 
succeeds Mr. Burke, and Jas. A. Clark of 
Carleton succeeds Mr. Atherton.

A Lewistown cranky vegetarian has 
issued a challenge to a fellow gourmand to 
participate in a six-hour turnip eating 
match, the man devouring the most tur­
nips in the time to be declared the cham­
pion of Maine. The winner of the 
match, says the Biddeford Times, will be 
justly entitled to recognition among all 
other Maine hogs.

The first marriage with Moslem rites 
ever known to have taken place^in En­
gland has just been recorded. The bride 
is the daughter of the late Judge Fitch, of 
Liverpool, and the groom is a barrister, 
practising in London, who is a full-fledged 
Mohammedan. As a concession to the 
religions prejudices of the bride, who is a 
Christian, the marriage service of the Es­
tablished church was first performed.

An exciting scene was witnessed on Sat­
urday at a football match in Belfast. The 
spectators became àngerèd at an apparent­
ly unfair ruling of the referee, and broke 
up the game. About 2,000 men threw 
down the barriers and poured into the 
field. The members of a visiting club 
were singled out for attack, and a free 
fight with clubs and stones ensued. The 
50 policemen present were unable to cope 
with the rioters, and the battle went on 
until the arrival of reinforcements. A 
dozen people were badly hurt before or­
der was restored. Warrants have been 
issued for the arrest of a dozen of the 
leading spirits in the riot.

A resident of Beauharnois, Que. was 
Thursday morning called to St. Jerome 
where a near relative was said to be dan- 
erously ill. He got as far as Montreal, 
but going out of the Bonaventure depot, 
he met a convivial acquaintance. The 
pair started off to “liquor up” at a saloon 
hard by. They continued at it until it 
was too late for the man from Beauharnois 
to catch the train from the Dalhou- 
sie square depot and they decided “to make 
a night of it” The next morning the man 
from Beauharnois received another tele­
gram, stating that his relative had just 
died intestate, leaving about $13,000 to be 
divided amongst fifty collateral relatives, 
the Beauhardois man taking his moiety 
among the rest, but that, had he reached 
St. Jerome in time, he was to have been left 
the bulk of the property. His tears at 
the funeral were likely genuine.

A peculiar and unusal scene was wit­
nessed on Friday at the Home Office. 
The new factory bill restricts the hours of 
employment for women and children, and 
if passed will interfere greatly with the 
work of the city laundries. The laundres­
ses have got very much excited on the sub­
ject, and a deputation of them visited the 
Home Office on Friday to protest against 
the hill. They nearly mobbed Home Sec­
retary Matthews. The women were well 
dressed, and some of them very pretty, 
and the Home Secretary blushed and 
showed more nervousness thanwhen he re­
ceived a deputation of constables asking 
for more pay. The women protested that 
any further interference with hours of 
labor by the House of Commons would 
break up the laundries and throw them 
out of work altogether. The Home Secre­
tary promised to do what he could in 
their behalf.

“ Thy lady love may deceive thee by 
the brightness of her eyes, her glossy 
hair, her white teeth, or her damask 
cheek, but look you and count the smile-, 
wrinkles at her temples. Count ten years 
for every long and one for every short 
furrow,” runs the Spanish proverb.

But the proverb is not true. • Yesterday 
a girl whom I know became twenty-one. 
Taking her silver-backed hand mirror to 
an attic chamber, where the searching 
sunlight poured through a sky window, 
she peered into the glass and counted one, 
two, three long wrinkles.

Is there no remedy ?
Of course there are myriads of so-called 

remedies and preventives for sale. Some 
claim to so act on the skin as to make it 
taunt and smooth. These are seldom 
tried without resultant injury. Keeping 
the temples and muscles about the eyes 
well bathed with almond meal and olive 
oil, taking care to rub crosswise of the 
wrinkles, is, perhaps, the best “ slow but 
sure ” remedy in existence.

Wrinkles are entirely unnecessary. 
How frequently you find an old woman 
who is proud to claim a bit of the “ ould 
sod” as her birthplace with cheeks ag 
smooth and round as a child’s and the 
color of a ruddy apple. Sometimes you 
will be able to find hardly a line about 
the widely opened, childlike eyes.

Widely opened, childlike eyes ! That is 
one of the secrets. Have you not noticed 
lately how many girls affect the innocent, 
round-eyed, wonderment style of facial 
expression ?

When the wound heals, the 
scar which has formed beneath will not 
wrinkle if the precautions given above be 
observed.

UNIFORMS GO.

The Government arranges that soldiers 
cast-off garments shall be removed by con­
tractors. Such contracts often prove ex­
ceedingly remunerative to those who se­
cure them. The soldiers’ scarlet tunics are 
sent out to Africa for the natives. They 
are also much sought after at the Cape and 
elsewhere and with a single tunic and a 
pair of patched-up army "bluclier” boots 
an inferior native is quite content. The 
plaid trousers of the Scotch regiments are 
also in great demand. These are sold 
wholesale for ninepence a pair, and a dozen 
Glengarry caps is supplied to shippers for 
less than one shilling' What subsequent­
ly becomes of most of the material it would 
be difficult to determine, but no doubt the 
principal bulk goes to the shoddy mill for 
manufacture, and ultimately is converted 
into paper—white, brown or grey.
