The Holy Father and the Cholera

A letter written by his Holiness
Leo XIIL to Cardinal Jucobini,
Secietary of State, concerning the
measures to be adopted if the cholera
should invade Rome, is the subject
of discassion in the Liberal journals
and amongst the poorlc. This
letter which, though dated the 10th
of BSeptember, was only made
known to the public on the night of
the 20th, is a noble testimony to the
devotion of the Sovereign Pontiff
and of his care for the people of his
beloved city of Rome. '}he Holy
Father be‘;im by noting that the
terrible plague of Asiatic cholera
which first appeared in the neigh-
boring nation of France, has at-
tacked likewise many parts of North-
ern and Southern Italy, spreading
destruction and ruin. Providence
has, so far, sheltered by a special
protection the city of Rome, in pre-
serving it from this plague. For
which mercy, his Holiness, with
the deepest and most devoted grate-
fulness has offered, and continues
still to offer the most humble thanks-
giving to the Divine Goodness; and
with the whole fervor of his soul he
daily lifts up his rupplicating hands
and voice to the Father of Mercies,
that Ho may, by the powerful inter-
cession of the Blessed Virgin and of'
the glorious rro'.oclon; of Rome,
S8, Peter and Paal, turn the plague
away from Rome and save the city.
“Bu%," his Holiness continues, “un-
happily, through the many iniqui-
ties, which move the Divine justice
to wrath, and on account of the
vicinity of the places invaded by
cholera, we are not without fear for
this our city which we love with a
special affection; it is not possible
for us to remain indifferent in pre-
sence of the peril. Hence we turn
to you, Lord Cardinal, by means of
this letter, Lo communicate to you
our intentions on this matter and to
churge you with the care of carrying
them into effect. We know that
with laudable ecagerness and with
wiso prudence, several measures
have already been taken by those
who have the administration of pub-
lic affairs, in order that the invasion
of the dreadful plague, if it should
happen, should not find the city
unprovided. But we likewise arc
desirous of being propared to assist
our beloved people of Rome, and
bave decided to open, to prepare,
and to support oxclusivel{ at oar
expense, a large hospital in the
vicinity of the Vatican, where it
may be easy for us to go rsonally
to comfort the sick. This hospital
will be opened chiefly for the advan-
tage of the Rioni or wards, most
near to us, of the Borgo and Traste-
vere. Its administration will, we
desire, be entrusted to our Mag-
giordomo, and its direction to the
two most distinguished experts in
the healing art who assist us, name-

With this object
in view, however diflicult our pre-
sent conditions may bo, yot trusting
in Divine Providence and in the
generosity of the Catholic world,
we have already allotted the sum of
ono million. It will bo your care,
Lord Cardinal, to labor so that in
the greatest possible ratisfactory
manner effect may be given to this
our will, inspired in us by that
Christian charity which, according
to the example of the Divine Master,
reaches even to the giving of ono's
life for one's brethren. If then—
which may God keep ever far from
us—the plague should hnrpcn t be
propaguwd and to spread amongst
us, we reserve the right of disposiug
also of our Pontifical Palace of the
Lateran in the manner which will
be possible and opportune. Re-
ceive, in the meantime, as a pledge
of the very sincere affection whicl
we have for you, our Apostolic
Benediction.”

The Journal de Rome, commenting
on this letter, says that in it charity
speaks of itself. This language of
the heart is addressed to the heart,
and wordy are powerless 1o translate
it.  Whilt those in Rome, who are
not Romans, celebrate the anniver-
sary of cannons and assault, the
Pope institutes hospitals. “ He re-
serves in his distross as a despoiled
Sovercign an enormous sum.” The
dignity and security of Leo XIII
forbid him to issue from the Vatican,
since thoso who pretend to guard
him did not know howdo protect,
even in the night, the sacred remains
of a Pope whose old age was a mar-
tyrdom. Leo XIIL in the Vatican
braves summer heats and autumn
fevers; but if the cholera is at the
gites of the Vatican, concentrated
in a privileged hospital, to whom
those attacked will evidently give
the preference over the Govern-
mental hospitals, the cholera will in-
vite Leo X111 to brave it in this re-
fuge. The Liberta, a Monarchical
journal, finds little else in this letter
than a specimen of what it calls the

Children’s Companions.
There are few, if any, responsibil-
i ies greater on pareuts than watch-
ing the growing tendencies of their
children as they advauce fyom in-
fancy and childhood to boyhogd and
manhood. Every parent, if he knows
anything, has a right to know what
company his children keep. In
every community there arc vicious
children—children whose first words
are dedicated to evil, whose first
actions are indicative of moral base-
ness—and for all of which the un
worthy parents are rcsponsible.
From nts alone are contracted
habits that frequently lead the child
to ovil ways. Unfortunately we have
such parents that tedch their children
all manner of ovil, are not content
when either themselves or children
are not engaged in defaming their
neighbors, or otherwise maligning
the good name of families who will
not associate with them, or who
condemn their evil ways.

Wo say it is a pilf' such parents
oxist, yet they do, who allow their
children to grow up wild, without
religious or moral training, who,
were it not for the society by which
they are surrounded, wouid soon
lapse back into uncivilized usages
and customs.

How many parents in city
and town allow their young ones

to go wupon tho street corners
and loaf both day and night,
drinking in all the vile and

loathsome drivellings of debased so-
ciety? And these habits are the
first contracted ; what wonder then,
that the child becomes a moral
wreck ?  After having learned his
first lessons in the slums of depravity
he grows gradually worse, until the
House of Correction or jail retards
his downward course. The futher
who allows his children this nightly
loafing, must not complain when he
hears of his child's corruption ; it is
the natural consequence of over-
parental indulgence.
The mother who delights in her
daughter doing nothing, and learn-
ing nothing usefel, must be prepared
for the burdeus to fall upon her, her
daughter will never be happy in
doing nothing, while thero are
many uscful occupations that would
engage their attention if the mother
would interest herself in teaching
them to her child while young. No
law is 8o inexorable as liml of retri-
bution. Neglected duties are in-
variably punished by disobedient,
t’uﬂd for-nothing children, who will
ring grief and shame to their par-
ents, who fuiled to watch over their

their children from vicious compan-
ions when their young minds were
incapable of judging for themselves.

companions. We can tolerably ac-
curately judge of the adepts in the
different avocations of life and notice
the varied difference of manner and
custom that is peculiar to cach
station.

So, too,
with children; their characters and
habits are formed by the scenes and
companions of their youth, and if
the influence by which they are sur-
rounded be good, the child will
necessarily show good habits. On
the contrary, if the atmosphore be
wlluted, and bad habits practiced
y the parents or others in constant
communion with children, then you
may be certain the child will carly
show eovil tendencies. The carefully
raised child will, on its first contact
with evil be shocked, and if a con-
tinuance of familiarity be indulged
in, soon the ftirst shocks pass away

and what was first wit d  as
cvil, will soon after be enjoyed as
pastime.  The horrid picture of

yesterday will scem joyful to-day,
and the first lessons of ovil being
imbibed, we are quickly carried off
with conscience {mnlcm\l, and un-
able by morbid sensibilities to detect
the pure and good from the rude
and imperfect.

The first npl)roanhos of evil ten-
dencics should bo carefully guarded
against by the good parent, and on
its appearinee in the child, eovil
associations should be immediately
cut off, and restrictions enforced to
restore the child to its former inno-
cence and truthfulness. Let parents
look upon this as the greatest duty
of their life, and they will never
have cause of trouble at their chil-
dren’s hands,

ake Germany to-day. After en-
joying a protective tariff for four
years past, we find that during this
period the workmen employed in
the iron and steel industries alone
have increased 33 per cent., the ag-
gregate t paid per th for
wages increasing 53 per cent., and
individual wages 14 per cont. Bear
in mind that this has occarred at a
time when production has been de-
creasing, and wages dmppitﬁ in
England, Belgium and other Euro-
pean countries. So [ think that
ought to satisfy every reasonable
person that protection has at least
done something for Germany. On
the other hand, what has free trade
done for Ireland? If the free trade
theories are true, Ireland ought to
be the most prosperous country in
the world. It is a fertile island in a
temporate latitude, with capacious
harbors, fine rivers and abundant
water power, and above all it has
had porfect free trade for many
rears with the richest nation on
earth; and yot it is the most im-
poverished country, and its people
are the most wretched of any in the
civilized world. This was not always
s0. Before the fatal act of union in
1801, Ireland was a prosperous
country, and its people were as free
from want as any in Europe, but by
reason of the provisions of that act
the duties established by the Irish
Parliament were gradually dimin-
ished. The duty on English woolous
was to continue twenty years, after
which it was to be reduced just as it
is proposed to do in this country b
the Morrison Bill and other bills
which the free trade leaders in the
Democratic party favor. In 1834,
thirteen years after the free trade
provisions of the act of union went
