In our last issue we showed that
Premier McBride, of British Col-
umbia, bad returned from London
bringing with him the assurance
of the Earl of Elgin, Secretary of
State tor the Colonies,ghat the bill
amending the British North Am-
erica Act, relative to the increase
of subsidies to the Provinces,
would be amended by eliminating
there from-the worde “final and
noal e,” thus 1 D Ope
am?%fumw ptoach to
Federal authorities on this matter.
We showed, mofeoveér, that these
words had been actually dropped
from the bill during its passage
through the Imperial House of
Commons, and we gqaoted the
words of Winston Churchill, Un-
der Sec’y forthe Culonies and Lord
* Elgin’s mouthpiece in the Com-
mons, a8 to the justice and pro-
priety of thus changing the bill.

Mr. MeBride, Premier of British
Columbia, who had exerted him-
self to bring about this change in
the amending bill, heard Winston
Churchill make the announcement
in the House of Commons, that
the words “ final and unalterable,”
had been dropped' therefrom, and
had moreover, he says, the written
assurance of Lord Elgin that the
bill would pass in the amended
form. Having heard the declara-
tion of the Under Secretary, and
possessing the written guarantee
of the Secretary of State he felt
morally certain that his case was
won and returned home. What
further proof should he require ?
It would certainly be nothing less
than an insult to cast any doubt
on the integrity and good faith of
the Secretary of State. It is
surely contrary to the traditions
of British Cabinets to suspect that
the plighted faith of one of its
members on an important ques-
tion of public policy should be
disregarded. It was quite natural,
therefore, that Mr. McBride should
accept in good faith the declara-
tions and assurances of the British
Government on this question.
But the sequel proved that his
confidence was misplaced and
that, contrary to all precedent, the
Imperial authorities have broken
faith.

M=, McBride evidently left Lon-
don too soon ; an unexpected move
was made in the game the moment
his back was turned. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, who had been on the con-
tinent while the bill was passing
through the House of Commons,
appeared in. London about the
time it reached the Heuse of Lords,
and immediately the intelligence
was flushed across the Atlantic
that, at the solicitation of the
Canadian Premier, the Secretary
of State for the Colonies had
azreed to change the bill when it
reached the Lords, by reinserting
therein the words “ final and un-
alterable,” Later intelligence in-
timates that the bill, with these
worde reincorporated has passed
the upper house,

All will surely agree that thus
i3 an extraordinary proceeding.
The Colonial Secretary by this
remode]ling the bill has stultified
and turned down his colleague and
representative in the Commons,
Mr, Churchill. He evidently es-
teems it a matter of less conse-
quence tou’n;intain‘,ﬂxe traditions
of British ministries for honor and
consistency, than to assist a
brother Liberal to gain a momen-
tary advantage over a political
opponent. His conduct in this
matter certainly seems to be with-
out precedent. The bill has to
oome back again to the House of
Commons. We will see what will
happen there.

It is also stated ‘that the Col-
onial Secretary, Lord Elgin, intro-
duced an additional sub-section to
the bill as follow :

“In the ease of the Province of
British Columbia aad Prince Ed-
ward Island, the amount paid on
account of grant payable per head

Dr. James W. Robertson, Prin-
cipal of the McDonald College at
St. Anne de Bellevue, P, Q. arriv-
ed here on Weanesday evening
last, accompanied by his wife and
little daughter. Professor Rob-
ertson is well known to the people
of this Province, particularly in
connection with the cheese indus-
try at its inception here. On
Friday he delivered an address at
the closing exercises of the Me-
Donald Consolidated School at
Hillsborough, and on Saturday
afternoon spoke in the Kinder-
garten Hall, Charlcttetown. His
subject was “ Education for the
improvement of rural conditions.”
Dr. Robertson is, as all who have
ever heard him know, a most in-
teresting.speaker and invariably
holds the closest attention of his
audience. More doing than talk-
ing should prevail in the rural
schools in his opinion. Pupils
should be taught to work and
think rather than to repeat words.
Pupils should love their work and
surroundings and a bond of sym-
pathy should exist between teach-
ers and pupils. The improve-
merts in rural schools should come
from the people themselves. He
maintains that teachers must “be
paid higher salaries béfore much
improvement can be made. He
outlined the plan of the work to
be pursued at the College of St.

Q. How did you get these ballots, the
ones you had ready?

A. I would nsually find them in a
convenient place for my use.

At a later mtage Pritchett aaid that
he sometimes found his bundle of bo-
gus ballots ready for him under the
bed in his room. The custom was to
pay the ballot switching returning
officer $5 for each genuine ballot mark-
od for Conservatives which he prodoced
to show that he had
nomber.

A fair idea of the attitude of two
political parties on questions of pelicy
and administration may be gathered
by a brief study of the votes taken io
the House during the last Session.
The following is a partial list.

COAL MONOPLY IN THE WEST

Oa the 10th of December, after
the people in the West had suffered
great hardships aud when they were:
likely to suffer more through the lack
of fuel. Mr Jobn Herron, Oouoser
vative member for Alberta, moved a
resolution * dealing with such con
ditious. Mr Herron showed that
there were abundant coal resources
in the West aud that it would be
possible to guarantee to the people of
that Country a regular and cheap
supply if the mines were pot allowed
to fall into the hands of monopolists,
He moved, *That coal lands
owned by the Government of Canada
should only be alienated under such
conditions and subject to such regu=-
lations as will provide for immediate
supply of coal adequate at all times
to the requirements of the people,
and at a reasonable price; and that
in respect of coal lands already alien-
ated legislative provision should be
made for such control and regulation
in emergencies as will prevent loss
and suffering to the people of the
West,”

This motion was supported by op—
position Members, but was beaded off
by a Government amendment declar-
ing that the recent troubles did mot
arise from any defect in legislation.
Though this was not properly an
amendment at all it was adopted by a
straight party majority of 77 to 39.

LABOUR DISPUTES

On January 9b Mr Borden sub~
mitted & resolution expressing the
op.inion that legislation should be
adopted for the prevention and settle-
ment of labour disputes and asking
for a select committee of nine to in-
quire into this whole question and
report what fyrther epactments are
desirable and necessary.

This motion was opposed by the
Government and was finally shelved
by a Mipisterial amendment stating
that existing legislation with certaio
proposed amendments was all that
was necessary. The amendment was
adopted on a par'y division of 78 to
40." e

ROBINS IRRIGATION DEAL.

Oan February s5th and 7th the
House debated a resclution moved by
Mr McOarthy of Calgary condemning
the deal by which a biock of 380,000
actes of Government land was sold to
a group of party favorites at §1 an
acre, with irrigation conditions, which
concession was immediately trans-
ferred to BEoglish capitalists at a
straight profit of halt a million dollars
to the promotors before they bad paid
a ceat for the property.

Winnipeg, salary $3,coo, who had
carried tbrough a land deal, giviog
bim some $30,000 profit and had
been sued successfully on the claim
that he bad deceived the purchasers.
In his own testimony at. this hearing
the officer confessed that he had
made use of the services and reports
of other Government officers in order
that be himself “might make money
on the side.” Oune of these reports

received by the Commissioner offi
cially had been carried off bodily by
bis land customers leaving no copy in
the office.  On a straight party vote
the conduct of this officer was en-
dorsed by a Goveroment msjority of
94 10 54.

SUPPRESSED ACCOUNTS OF
IHE @, T. P,

On March 2oth Mr Barker moved
a resolution authorizing further in-
quiry by the Public Accounts Com-
mittee into a claim preseated to the
Government and accepted by the
Railway Department for alleged exa
penditure of the Company on the G.
T. P. line. A part of this claim,
amouuntiag to $160,000 was disal-
lowed by Mr Shannon, Government
auditor, on the ground that the pay-
ments were for promotion expenses
and not expenditure on construction.
As to other portions amounting to
some $50 000 the auditor objected
that no details or vouchers were
given, When investigations of these
accounts became necessary the Com-
pany rather than have them exam
ined, withdrew the claim, and the
Government took from the public
files all the documents relating thereto
and gave them back to the Company.
Under these smspicious circumstances
the Conservatives in the Pablic Ac-
counts Committee nnderfoock to ascer-
tain the particnlars of this expenditure,
asking for the return of the accounts
and calling the Grand Trunk aoditor as
a witness. Ministers and their sup-
porters in the Committee refased to ask
for the accounts and the Grand Trunk
auditor dieregarded the summons and
immediatly sailed for -Enrope.

Mr Barker, thereupon moved that
the House order an inquiry into the
facts and investigate the disappearance
of the official records which had been
carried away. The House by a straight
party majority of 114 to 49 voted down
this motion.

THE BLAIRMORE TOWN SITE.

April 12th Mr -Lake of Qu’Appelle
moved a recolution - condemning the
course of the Interior Department in
giving to s party supporter, who also
was & Government ¢sndidate for the
House of-Commons, the town site of
Blairmore, which at the time it was
granted was worth $100,000 or more
and two year’s afterward about $200,-

GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS AS CAM-

PAIGNERS,

Mr Borden on April 15th brought to
the attention of the House & resolution
whick bad been adepted two years
before, and was then supported by the
Premier himself, declaring that no of-
ficial sbould be permitted to engage in
partisan work of any description in
Federal or Provincial elections. The
Cpposition Leader showed that this
rule had been violated in subsequent
by-elections, snd especially in the elec
tion of Mr Fielding in Shelburne and
Queens, where fishery officers, custom
bouse officers, postmasters and other
officiale acted openly as campaiguners,
three or four of them serving as agents
of Mr Fielding at the polls at his own
request, and some of them exercising
corrupt or coercive influence. In view
of these and similar instances in other
parts of the Country Mr Borden moved
a resolution expressing regret that the
rule adopted in 1905 bad been violated.
This resolution waa rejected by a
straight party vote of 70 to 40.

BALLOT FRAUDS.

April 16th Mr Borden introdnced a
resolution in referenee to fraudulent
practices at elections and asking that
provision be made for the more effect-
ive suppression of bribery; for the pre-
vention of fraudulent marking, count-
ing or substituting of ballots; for the
better regulation of the conduct of elec-
tions on the part of both officials and
candidates ; for preventing the accama-
lation of huge campaign funds; for
prohibiling contribution thereto by cor-
porations. contractors and promoters;
and also to expedite the hearing of
election petitions, to prevent arrange-
ments for their discontinuance and to
provide for the thorough investigation
of corrupt practices. This resolation
also called attention to the fact that a
measure for the amendment of the elec=
tion laws in these respects had been
promised in the speech from the throne
and expressed regret that no such mea-
measure had been introduced. This
motion was rejected by a straight
party vote of 78 to 44.

INCREABED EXPENDITURE, FX-
TRAVAGANCE, GRAFT AND
CORRUPTION.

On the 29th of April Mr Borden
moved a reeolution setting forth that
the rapidly increasing public expendi-
ture was a matter of grave concern,
that the expenditure authorized during
the session then jost closing amounted
to $121,428,299, exclusive of railway
subsidies of $5,000,000 and loans of §9,-
678,200, making & total of $136,106,429,
or about $22 for every inhabitant of
Canads and $110 for every family of

five.

Mr Borden showed that the taxation
bad increased from less -than $28,000,-
000 in 1896 to more than $60,000,000 in
1906 and that the taxation per head
had grown from $5. 48 ten years ago to
$10.00 now.

The resolution also stated that the
public assets had been depleted by
grants and concessions by which de-
gigning partisan intrigners had become
enriched at the expense of the people,
that the Public Committee had during
the last two sessions disclosed the oper-
ations of middlemen who had made en-

ormous profit and rake-off in public
business, and also that election fraunds
exposed had beem carried out by the
expenditare of 1 sums of money and
the aid of such middlemen.

Mr Borden’s motion asked the House
to condemn this mal-administration
and corraption. The motion was de-
i?tod by a straight party vote of 91 to
