Ap;>ended.U> these remarks we pubhsh the 

evidence taken before the Trinity Board, on 
Tuesday last, at the hearing of the complaint 
against Jean Leon Roy. the pilot under whose 
charge the mail steamship Canadian was when 
she went ashore on the Avignon shoal, The 
e-iuclaeneas of the testimony, and the authentic 
manner in which it comes before us, will ena­
ble It to do more than perhaps any other state 
ment towards clearing up false ideas on the 
subject of the accident,, which some have at­
tempted to turn to the disadvantage of the St. 
Lawrence route. Now that the facte are fair­
ly represented, the public will be enehled, by 
its own unassisted sense, to discover that the 
whole blame lay wl:h the pilot, and that It was 
neither from any defect in the vessel, any want 
of prudence or skillfulness in her officers, 
or any danger of the route that the acci­
dent occurred.
