Entries for Live Stock Alone Total 1,278
—Accommodation Will Be Severely
Taxed-—Provision Must Be Made for

Calgary, June 5.—The Exhibition com-
pany which is conducting the Dominion
Fair got the second indication of  the
enormous extent of the Dominion Fair
vesterday when the secretary totalled
up the number of entries for live stock
The management had been prpared for
it, but had not been quite keyed up to
the very large nmumber of entries that
were actually made.

DR. GRENFELL FOUGHT
PACK OF MAD DOGS

Thrilling and Terrible Ordeal on the
Coast of Labrador Experiencéd by
the Celcbhrated Missionary Phy-
sician—Fierce Fight With Hungry
Canines on lce Pack.

8t. John, N.F., June 5—Battling for
forty hours against a pack of hungry
and maddened dogs on an ice pack, off
the coast of Labrador, with the temper-
ature-ten degrees below zero and only
&-knife to-defend -himselt; is the thril-
ling experience that Dr. Wilinid Gren-
fell, the celebrated migisonary phy-
sician, recently had.

The story is told by Captain W, Bart-
lett, of the stemmer Strathcona, which
has arrived hére from the south.

Dr. Grenfell had leit Battle harbor,
Labrador, to attend patients at an-
other settlement ten miles distant and
was driven oif the coast by a nioving
ie¢ field and into an area covered
only with broken drift ice. Before he
could stop the dogs they ecarried him
into the water. The dogs attempted
to climb on Dr. Grenfell’s' back and
he was obliged to fight them before
he was able to climb on to a solid
piece of drift ice. The dogs also suc-
ceeded in saving themselves.

With the wind blowing a gale, the
temperature ten degrees below zero
and night at hand, the doctor thought
he would be frozen to death ag_ his
clothing was saturated. He cut his
skin boots in halves and placed the
pieces over his back dnd- chest to
shield those parts of his body from the
blast. As the wind and cold increased
when night fell over the frozen land
he decided 4o kill and skin three of
the dogs to afford him more warmth
and to supply the other animals with
food, iearing that becoming hungry,
they would tear him to pieees.

As it was, they attacked him sav-
agely, biting him about the hands and
legs. The doctor spent a trying
night. Wrapped in the skins of the
dead canines he still found it so cold
that repeatedly he had to run about
to keep up the circulation of the blood.
Hoping that next day he would be
in sight of land, though the ice was
receding from the shore, the doctor
tdok the legs of the slaughtered dogs
ahd bindinig them together, made a
pole, to the top of which he attached
part of his shirt so as to signal, and
this eventually proved to be his sal-
vation as the flag was seen by George
Reid and others of Lockes cove, Mare
Bay, and they affected a rescue.

Dr. Grenfell was made a companion
of the Order of St. Michael and St.
George two years ago by King Ed-
ward.

JAPANESE OBJECT T0
- CUT IN THEIR CLAIMS

Canadian News, a Vancouver Japan-
ese Publication, Says Commission-
er King Treated Them Like Crim-
inal "Culprits—Boast Their Mor-
ality.

Vancouver, June 5—If the Japanese
methods of written expression may be
judged in the light of Occidental un-
derstanding the subjects of the mikado
in Vancouver believe their claims for
damages received during the anti-Asi-
atic riots of last year were unfairly
angd dishonorably dealt with, This
is boldly stated in an issue of the Can-
adian. News, a Japanese paper puh-
lished in Vancouver. Besides ‘com-
plaining of alleged injustice in the
treatment of Japanese claims this
mouthpiece of the Japanese clement
in Canada creates for iteelf the infer-
ence that the white people believe the
moral sense of the Japanese is inferior
to that of the Chinese, and then, in
most interesting manner, proceeds to
argue the Japanese out of the peculiar
position in which it places them it-
self. Disappointment that Japanese
claims were not allowed in full with-
out question is bespoken n every sent-
ence of the following translation of an
article in the Canadian News:—

‘“The investigation of the Chinese
indemnity claims has begun; and it is
said that Mr. King has expressed his
satisfaction that the claims are really
smaller than the actual losses sustain-
ed. “The Provineé, comparing. this
with -the Japanese (claims) declares
thdt there is a great difference be-
tween the course adopted by the Chi-
nese and that of the Japanese whose
claims are characterized as ‘shame-
less ~and - brazen faced,’ insinuating
that in' point of moral sense the Jap-
anese are inferior to the Chinese, Be
that as it may, we Japanese, who have
suffered so much of unjust eriticism,
feel that we have a right to be heard
in the presence of an accusation like
this. - We take special pleasure in the
fact that there are not a few white
people in this eity who can understand
articles printed in Japanese.

““As we have irequently pointed out
in the past, reparation for losses sus-
tained in the riot was something
which we had a right to demand. The
laws of Canada guarantee s protection
of life and property. It was incumb-
ent upon those in power to make re-
paration to us for the tailing
in their duty to protect us in the
riots. It was perfectly proper tor us,
in obedience to the command of the
law, to present individual and de-
tailed estimates of our . losses. But
1ww were these estimates dealt with?
The court treated us like eriminal cul-
prits under cross-examination! And
as if that were, not sufliciently humil-
iating, our people, who are unused to
that sort of thing, were picked up on
their words ,any little discrepancy of
speech being followed up and made
a reasont vor redueing the amount- oi
the claim. - Under such-methods of
examination where under heaven could
any just elaim be esta wed!  And
especially when the extreme difficulty
of estimating the losses, direct and in-
direct, in such a case, is taken into
aceount. 1f such. claims,are ‘brazen-
fa¢ed and shameless,” where, pray, can
we find any .claims whieh are not
‘brazen-faced and shameless?”

“We do not know whether the Chi-
nese claims are than théir real
losses or not. But granting, for argu-
ment’s sake, that they- are, therc s
nothing in’ suecl, a case to warrant
any inference of moral superiority or
inferiority. If a elaim is just it is
just to set it forth at full valuc. No-
thing in the moral law forbids this.
Where is the superior morality in skil-
fully and conveniently sending in a
small claim? On the contrary we re-
gard such conduct as unmanly, unjust
and partial, To rejoic2 earnestly simp-
ly, because the amount (claimed) is
small proof of a beggarly disposition.
What is becoming. of the
Great Britain?”
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THE QUEBEC TERCEFTT—ENARY.

It is a sober reflection that the
sireets of ‘the old city were  trodden,
literally, by almost every discoverer,
administrator, adventurer and colon-
izer in New Franes for one hund:ed
and fifty yvears.

The tercentenary
celebration in July, however, will ap-
peal no less to the grave, bespectacled
historian in his holiday capacity of
appreciation for stirring historic page-
antry. The history of Quebee - will
be visualized for the spectator on the
very spot, in many instances, upon
which that history was made. Those
who enjoyed the brilliancy and inci-
dentally the bistorical aceuraey of
similar presentations at Warwick; at
Bury St. Edmunds, at St. Albans, or
af Coventrv, will be inclined to com-
mend the “rage” of the British publie
for this method of vivifving their
country’s history. It promises well
jor Quebee that the ‘‘pageant,”’ the
first to be undertaken on this side of
the Atlantie, will be under the direct
supervision. of - Mr. Lascelles, whose
artistic taste occasioned such com-
ment at the Oxford pageant of last
yvear. The material to his hand in
this case will be a city ‘whieh is pro-
bably unsurpassed on this continent,
either, for wealth of historic incident
or for the scenic opportunities it
affords for histrionic display. From
the- Citadel at Quebec it is possible
to trace, topographically more than
half the historyof New France for two
centuries.

Presentations of the pageant-at Que-
bee will' be distributed over eleven
days. Even the unadorned outline of
the official programme already: sub-
mitted to the press suggests the ex-
cellent taste with which' the unique
possibilities of place and season will
be utilized.

The first figure to. appear in the
pagesat-arena on the Plains of Abra-

ham will naturally be the pioneer of

the St. Lawrence.  Those who know
the quaint old Breaton' city @ of St.
Malo will recall the superb bronze on
the walls towards the west of the
town, which expresses well the
awakening veneration of these Bre-
toss for their townsman.

TOTAL ASSESSMENT .
SAME AS LAST YEAR

City Assessor McMillan Statés That
There Will Be Little Variatien
From 1907 When It Reached Over
Twenty-One Million.

The total assessment of Edmonton
for the year 1908 will be practically
the same as for 1907. The total.of
that year was $21,985,700, exclusive of
exemptions,

This was the statement made to a
Bulletin representative: by the city
assessor, D. M. McMillan. ‘Though
Mr. MeMillan and his assistants have
been busily engaged on the roll for
some time past, they have not been
able to total it up, and to de so would
be of little use until the adjustments
are made by the assessment court ot
revigion that is now sitting.

It was at first thought that the

year’s assessment would be lower
than last; owing to the general tinan-
cial stringency, but there is little pro-
bubility that such will be the case
though Mayor MeDougall was of the
opinion that a decrease of one million
would not injure the eity.
When the roll was being made up a
considerable decrease was made in the
valuation of some of the outside pro-
perty, principally  Norwood, Ingfe-
wood, Parkdale, and sorne parts of the
cast end, especially around Nyndi-
cate,

To compensate for this, howaver,
there has been an increase on ! Jas
per avenue property averaging i:-m
tifteen to twenty per cent. Sim‘'s: m-
creases have also taken place on First
street and MceDougall, and thes 1t
asscesment Has also been helped by
ilre addition of the suburbs included
in section 72, and made up of West-
mount, Woodecroft and the John Nor-
ris estate,

The assessment of residential prop-

erty in the west end is practically the
sameé as last year, though there 'have
been some decreases in  the castern
part of the city.
“Net assessment for 1906 was $17,016,-
798 and last ycar $21.985,700. This year
of course will not show the increase
that last year did over the one before,
but in the face of the conditions that
have prevailed the fact that the total
assesement of Edmonton has held 1ns
own, speaks volumes for the substan-
tial character of Edmonton realty.

Effect October | This Year.

Waghington, June 4—Postmastqr
General Meyer announced today that
an agreement had béen reached with
the British government providing for
a letter postage of two cetits an ounce
between the” United States and Great
Britain and Ireland, to become opera-
tive Octber 1, 1908, He stated fur-
ther that the British postmaater gen-
eral, Sydney' Buxton, was making a
like announcement to the House of
Commons today.

The matter of a “penny postage,” as
it ‘iz called in England, has been un-
der consideration for some time, and
as far back as last July President
Roosevelt approved Mr. Meyers’ course
in urging a ‘“restricted union with
England.”

THE WING DAMS ON
LESSER SLAVE LAKE

Z. Malhiot in Interview Says Dams
Withstood lce Shove and Spring
Freshet.—Speaks of the ~Wild
Fruits and The Balmy Weather
of Northern Atlberta.

Calgary, June 3.—Z. Malhiot, resi-
dent engineer of the Dominion de-
partment of public works, has just
returned from a lengthy trip of in-
spection of the works from Edmon-
ton north to the Athabasca and Les-
ser Slave Lakes:

Mr.. Malhiot reports that the
twenty-six dams built for the im-
provement of navigation on the Les-
ser Slave river withstood the ice shove
and spring freshet very well, al-
though some of them were not com-
plétely ballasted last fall. The barge
and derrick built last year for the
purpose of removing boulders, bars,
ete., is also in first class working or-
der, as well as a small gasoline boat
built to operate on the Athabasca and
Lesser Slave rivers in .conneéction
with the work. ~The effect of the
danis built ‘i very satisfactory, and
are fulfilling the object for which
they were intended.

Mr. Malhoit - found the
conditions in the morthern ~“country
most: favorable, and there were not
more than ten hours’ rain during the
monthie - Occastonal showets -made
idedal growing weather: The growth
about the Athabasca and Lesser
Slave rivers is very luxtriant: and
fully equal to-that of any district
south of it, not even excepting the
favored Calgary -district;

The treés, hay meadows, crops,
ete., show’ greafer ‘advance ‘than in
any district” he observed on his way
south.

Wild fruits,” sueh ae cherries and
raspberries, are out in full bloom, and |
are likely to mature early.

One of the most interesting sights
he saw on his trip was the departure
from Athabasca Landing of scores of
York boats, loaded with supplies for
the northern posts, éome of which
would go as far as thre Arntiu ocean.
Some of them cairvied missionaries
and sisters of charity; bound for the
missions of ‘the far north, including
the Mackenzie river territory. This
mode of transportation must, by the
force of circumstances, be altered
within a few years, When this
magnificent country ‘is opened up by
railways it will be ome of the richest
parts in the whole of Western Can-
ada.

Lethbridge, June 5—The ' mountain
streams are in flood throughout South-
ern Alberta, the Belly river rising five
inches here in an hour. It is new

many feet higher than usual, while
Willow, Pincher and Lees creeks.
Pothold and Old Man rivers are wash-
ing away the banks and sweeping
everything before their flood. = The
bridge' at Brocket has moved ‘and
fears are entertained for the Alberta
Irrigation company’s line between
Cardston, here and Macleod.

Traffic at Standstill.

The Raymond Sugar company’s res-
ervoir broke its dam, carrying away
a section of the Alberta Railway and
Itrigation compang’s track: The jower
part of Cardston has been abandened,
the houses being flooded. No trains
are running. They either stuck in
landslides or returhed. Telegraph and
telephone service, north;, south: and—
west, is practically useless. Two inches
of rain have fallen in 48 hours, and
there is no &ign of it ceasing.

There is, be it remembered, nothing
more full of prejudice than a musketry
instructor, ex the British army, which
is generally the whole thing as far as
he is concerned, and such prejudice
is not always a bad thing. 'The Brit-
ish non-commissioned officer, mind,
vou, is a good fighter; let nothing be
said against him on that score; but
he has noticns, and it goes hard with
the man or the government—unless
they treat him firmly—that goes coun-
ter to tho$e notions.

In the case of
a rush by the enemy, 100 men, armed
with the Ross, could do as mueh execu-
tion as 150, armed with the Lee-En-
field. The Ross would be especially
serviceadle in ecases of night attack,
when a rapid fire at close quarters is
most effective. On sueh an occasion,
the Ross would possibly be a chiet

This rapidity in working is not ac-
companied by any great complexity of
parts. The Lee-Enficld is made up of
100 parts; the Ross of 76. The opera-
tion of taking the Ross to pieces and
putting it together again occupies
much time, we are told, than it
does with the Lee-Enfield.
of the Ross can. actually be
apart and rut together ag
ordinary knife, The bore and calibre
are the samec as in the Lee-Enfield,
and ii the Canadian troops and the
Imperial troops were in action to-
gether ®against a  common toe, they
could exchange ammunitionr and sup-

The Ross is quite as accurate as the
Lec-Enfield. The Ross was at first fit-
ted with a short barrel, suitable for
active service, but not for range fir-
ing; and hostile eritics compared the
short Ross with the long Lee-Enficld at
the butts. There was no parity in the
comparison. With the long barrei,
however, the Ross is admitted by ex-
perts to be equal, for a iracy, to any
rifle in the world. Recent tests give
the following extraordinary results of
accuracy combined with rapidity: 300
shots in 14 minutes, 11 seconds, 204
being hits and 101 bull’s-eyes; 150
shots in 5 minutes and 1 sccond, 147
being hits and 34 bull’s-eyes. This is
a record, said Col. Sam Hughes, that
no two rifles in the world
approached.

Sir Charles Ross submitted his rifle
to the United States ordinance depart-
ment before he opened negotiations
with the Canadian government: and,
said Col. Sam Hughes, had they not,
two years previously, adopted the new
Springfield rifle, the chances were a
thousand to one that they would have
adopted the principle of the Ross.

IMPERIAL PATRIOTISM
IS OUR ONLY BULWARK

Unless This is Recognized Says Lord
Milner in Standard of Empirs,
Empire Carinot Continue to Exist—
The Position of Canada.

Montreal, June 4—Lord Milner has
contributed a striking article, of par-
ticular interest to Canadians, to the
new kEnglish weekly paper, the Stand-
ard of Empire, wiich appears in
Canada this weck. Writing on the
text, “The Wider Patriotism,” Lord
Milner declares that unless this be-
comes more gencral, the empire can-
not ‘continue to cist. He defines
“wider patriotis as the point of
view of those “w’: se patriotism is not
limited to the ) rticular portion of
the empire in which they live, to Can-
ada, to' Australia, to New Zealand or
even to the United Kingdom, but who
recognize that the empire as a whole
has the highest elaim to their allegi-
anece. -

Lord Milner regards the word “em-
pire” in some respects as unfortunate
and a misnomer, especially in regard
to the idea which it conveys as to the
ascendency and domination of the

mother country over the ‘great do-
minions.

“Witness,” he writes on this point,
“the unprofitable diseussion which
breaks out {rom time to time, espcci-
ally in Canada, over the question of
‘loyalty’ to the mother country. Right-
ly regarded there is just as much, or
as little, r:s<o0a for Great Britain to
be loyal to Cipada as for Canada io
be loyal to Great Britain.

“What maiters from the point of
view of the wider pa‘riotism is that
they should both be loyal to the larger
body politic, of which they are both
members, ’ i

The amending. clauses afford
threshers more protection in so far
that if a thresher seizes the grain
within thirty days after threshing is
finished, his right prevails over all
other writs of execution against the
owner thereof, and fixes the cost of
carrying grain to the market at one
and a hatf cents per- bushel for oats
and two cents per bushel for all other
grains for every five miles. Hon, F.

From
this small beginning the earnings
have reached in, the year 1907 the
large sum of $712,605. ~Out of the
profits there were paid to the super-
annuation fund the sum of $15,000, |
making a-total of .$225,000 given to
that fund in a little over 25 years.

Rev. G. W. Kerby moved a hearty
vote of thanks to the venerable doctor
for coming so far to give this report
and for his other words of good cheer.
The motion was seconded by Dr.
Riddell and heartily endorsed.

Dr. Chown’s Address,

Di. Chown, travelling secretary of
temperance and moral reform of the
Methodist church, was the next
speaker. He referred to the great
agitation now taking place all over
the world toward a restriction of the
liquor traffic. Now 37,000,000 of the
people of the United States were un-
der prohibiiton laws, How the tem-
perance workers in the old country
kad asked for a Canadian. worker to
help them in their campaign. He re-
ferred to the prisons of Prince Edward
Island as being empty and that pro-
vinee taking the advance in temper-
ance legislation. In each province,
from east to west, there was progress,
and especially in the new provinces of
Alberta and Saskatchewan, where, be-
fore many vears, he expected to see a
prohibitory law so far as intoxicating
liguors were concerned. >

Rev. Mr. Fortune, travelling secre-
tary for the Alberta branch of the
Temperance and ~ Moral Reform
Society, was the next speaker.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY

In Session at Winnipeg is Largest
Assembly Ever Held By the Cana-
dian Church—Heavy Programme
of Work Confront the Delegates—
Death of Rev. Dr. Finlay.

Winnipeg, June 4.—This afternoon’s
seegion of the Presbyterian assembly
commenced with a civic weleome from
Mayor Ashdown and from' the Meth-
odist general conference represented
by Rev. Dr. Rose and J, A, M. Aik-
ens, K.C. Dr. Rose, speaking of the
organic church union, pointed to the
seeming difficulties which controntea
the Methodists when uniting, Most
of these disappeared with the union,
Reports from the colleges at Halifax,
Montreal, Queen’s of Kingston, and
Knox of Tororito, were considered, ana
the two first adopted. The Knox col-
lege report was held over for a spe
cial committee to report on the resig-
nation of Principal MacLaren. ‘The
Queen’s college report must be debat-
ed in the future, and was held over
till later., The friends of Queen’s
spefit the entire afternoon in West-
minster church in an effort to agree
upon a wunanimous recommendation
to the general assembly, but there
was no practicable result. To-night
a public meeting was held in the in-
terest of home missions.

Oi the 498 qualified delegates, 492
were in their places to-day, the largest
number in the history of the Canadian
general assembly. To-morrow after-
noon addresses will be delivered by
Dr. Brown, moderator of the United
States general assembly, and by Hev.
Wilbur Chapman, the noted evangel-
ist.

The Morning’s Session.

Winnipeg, June 8.—At the session
of the ‘Gemeral Aesembly this morn-
ing a telegram was read announcing
the death of Rev. Dr. Finlay, super-
intendent of home missions, Modera-
tor DuVal at once despatched a wire
of .condolence, and a special commit-
tee was appointed to deal with the
matter., The resignation of Dr. Me-
Laren from the principalship of Knox
college, was accepted, eomplimentary
remarks being made on his long and
gkilful career, to which he feelingly
replied. The college reports were the
next order of business, the Eastern
college and the B. C. college being
dealt with. The  Temperance and
Moral Reform and statistics report
were also deal with in the forenoon
and a delegation from the Bible so-
ciety was received, This aitergoon
the General Assembly is lunching at
Manitoba hall,- where Dr. Wilbur
Chapman, representing the Presbyter-
ian church in the United States, is
guest of honor. At 2.30 the home mis-
sions eastern division report will be
presented and the chairman will de-
liver an address. The reports of the
Sabbath schools publications and the
voung people’s societies will conclude
the session. In the evening the fow-
eign missions and overtures in the
Indian work will be taken up.

RURAL MUNICIPAL BILL
DISCUSSED IN REGINA

Question of Laying Measure Over Untijl
Next Session Discussed—No Provi-
sion In Liquor License Bill For
Licenses for Clubs,

Regina, Sask., June 5.—The chartered
accountant’s bill was read a third time
and passed. The bill respecting the au-
thorization of municipal grants towards
the purchase of the Quebec battlefields
was read the first time. In the commit-
tee on the threshers lien bill the time
during which life should have precedent
over other mortgages was extended to
sixty days from the time of the comple-
tion of threshing.

The rural municipal bill was consider-
ed in committee. J. Garry, Liberal,
Yorkton, advocated holding the bill over
till the people had fuller opportunity of
becoming acquainted with the provisions.
This view was held by Wm. Grant, Lib-
eral, and Dr. Batoche, Neely, Liberal,
Humboldt. George Langley, Liberal,
Redberry, favored the bill being gone on
with stating that the old system was
very crude and the older settled districts
protested against the narrowness of the
local improvement system. Mr. Salter
said the fact was overlooked that the
organization of municipalities was en-
tirely optional. The major portion of
the province were ready for a system of
local self government such as was pro-
vided for in the JJi“. J. T. Brown, Con-
sorvative, Toronto, also argued in favor
of the bill being passed this session stat-
ing that his constituents were looking
forward with a good deal of satisfaction
to the introduetion and working out of
the moeasure this vear. He pointed out
that the leaving over the bill for another
vear would make the liguor license bill
inoperative so far as .local option to be
given to rural’ municipalities was con-
cerned. The committee then went into
the bill in detail.

No provision is made in the liquor
license hill to allow elubs to keep intoxi-
cating liguors on club premises.

TO FIGHT FOR ESTATE
GF NINETY MILLIONS

Syndicate to Be Formed to Press
Claims of Descendants to Estate
of Christopher Springer, of Dela-
ware, an Edmonton Descendant.

Los Angeles, June 5.—In an effort
to secure a share of a $90,000,000 es-
tate, declared to be awaiting claim-
ants at Wilmington, Del.,, Charles D.
Tufford, of 652 Lucas strect, this city,
is organizing the heirs of Christopher
Springer, who died at Wilmington in
1780, into a society.

The property, said to comprise a
large portion of the city of Wilming-
ton, as well as considerable valuable
farming lands both in Delaware and
Pennsylvania, was left by. Springer,
who died without issue. His only
brother, John, having espoused the
cause of the colonies during the Re-
volution, Christopher, a staunch Tovy,
tied up his estate that it might not
fall into his relative’s hands.

He did this by giving a ninety-nine
year lease to the Swedish Church of
Wilmington. It expired in 1880, and
since then the title to the land has
been in - abeyance. The Springer
heirs have been working to establish
their claims, and now believe they are
in a position to make a demand.

“Since the expiration of the lease
eecveral efforts have been made to
seceure  possession of the land, and
several years ago an dffer was made
by the present holders to compromise
for $11,000,090. 'It was refused, and
since then the heirs have been work-
ing quietly to prepare a case,” said
Tufford yesterday.

One great difficulty encountered,
Tufford says, is the inability to ascer-
tain the whereabouts of all the heirs.
As far as can be learned, between
fifty and a hundred have claims, but
many look upon the tale of the estate
as merely a family tradition.

However, the eastern heirs have
formed a corporation to take steps to
recover the property, and are seeking
to include the local relatives. Tuf-
ford’s mother, Mrs. Eliza E. Springer
Tufford, is a direct descendant of John
Springer, and to her son has been de-
legated the task of handling the mat-
ter for.the western heirs.

Founder a Fanatic.

Two of the local heirs -will be de
legated to go to Wilmington to repre-
sent the westerners.: They will take
an attorney with them and will carry
the matter into the courtd in an at-
tempt to have it straightened.

As far as known, the western heirs
are: Mrs. Eliza E. Springer Tufford,
Charles D. Tufford, W. G. Lockwood
and H. C. Lockwood, of this city; E.
A. Lockwood, of Hollywood; Mrs.
Hume Flood, of Pomona; G. F. Lock-
wood, of Ontario; . Mrs. Richard
Brown, of San Francisco; Dr. M. M.
Lockwood, of Colusa; Mrs. "W. =J,
Graves, of Edmonton, Alta.; Mrs. A.
McLean, and Mrs. Esther Lockwood,
of Seattle,

Much of the property it is hoped
to secure has passed into the hands
of other parties, to many basing their
claims upon tax titles. As the pay-
ment of taxes devolved upon the Swe-
dish church, according to Springer’s
will, the claimants assert that any
failue to meet the demands is charge-
able to that body.

The founding of the great Springer
estate, so the story goes, dates back
to the middle of the eighteenth. cen-
tury, when Charles Louis, a Prince
of the royal houst of Sweden, came to
this country with patents to a large
amount of land in the province of
Delaware.  The man appears to have
been a religious fanatic, whose ambi-
tion was to found a colony of church-
| men along rather original lines.
| Puts Aside Royal Dignity.

Laying aside his - royal
Charles Louis, took the name of
Springer from an old family legend
concerning one ‘“William the Spring-
er.

He soon died and left his large es-
tate to his son, William, who had two
sons—Christopher, the elder, and
John. - In his will, William cut John
off without even the proverbial shil-

dignity, |

ling, and turned the property over to
his elder son.

Christopher and John failed to get
along well and drifted apart. : Finadly,
when the revolution broke out, John
threw in his lot with the patriots,
while his brother remained a staunch
supporter of the British crown. - The
latter was clever enough, however, to
keep his sympathies to. himself and
thus avoid jeopardizing his property.

In 1780, rcalizing he was at the
point of death, Christopher Springer
was confronted with the necessity of
disposing of his exfensive land hold-
ings. Determined that nothing should
pass to his brother, and yet unwilling
that alien hands should® always con-
trol the estate, the old man made a
will, decreeing that the Swedish
Church of Wilmington should have a
lease on all of the property, rent
free, for niney-nine years. At the end
of that time the land was to be divid-
ed among all who could substantiate
their claims to descent from. John
Springer.

Heirs to a Muddie,

The legend of the great = Springer
fortune has been handed down in the
family from father to son. In 1880,
when the lease expired, the Swedish
Church was confronted with the pro-
blem of disposing of the . property.
Through . carclessness, some of it is
said to have passed into the posses-
sion. of other people, though mno
valid title was ever given, the heirs
say.

THEIR INDIGNATION
HAS NO GOOD GROUNDS

Deputy Minister of Agriculture Har-
court Renlies to Complaint From
South Relative to AHeged Libel of
Macleod District by Department.

A circular, which was recently is-
sued by the provincial department of
agriculture regarding the lectures on
“Dry farming” by Professor Camp-
bell, of Nebraska, has caused some
indignation among the ' farmers of
Southern Alberta, and a despateh has
been sent out by the Western Associat-
ed Press to that effect. = When the
articlée was drawn to the attention of
George Harcourt, deputy minister of
agriculture, this morning, he said:

“Yes, T noticed the article in this
morning’s paper with reference to
the paragraph contained in a circular
letter sent ouit by the department in
connection with. meetings which Pro-
fessor Campbell, of Nebraska, is  to
address throughout the southern por-
tion of the province. When this ob-
jectionable paragraph is read in
connection with the balance of the
circular it fits in properly. By
scparating it and reading an imagin-
ary libel into it an effort is being
made, apparently, to make it appear
as though the department was en-
deavoring to belittle the southern
portion of the province. When it is
realized that this circular was sent
only to farmers and members of agri-
cultural societies in all that portion
of the province lying to the south of
Didsbury, to call attention to Profes-
sor Campbell’s meetings and to em-
phasize the need for Dbetter cultiva-
tion, I do not that any district
need take offence, and the comparison
to Professor Mavor’s report is ridicu-
lous, as no public statement was
made. Tt is a weéll-known fact that
the distriet around Macleod, where
the supposed libel seems to have first
been discovered, was not considered
suitable farming land within.a. very
few years, and even now plenty (f
ranchers ecan -be found who declare
that it is the height of folly on the
part of the Federal Government to
allow farnmers to settle in this dis-
trict, because it is only a matter of a
few years until these farmers will
have to abandon their farms and the
improvements they have made on ac-
count of drouth. Even as late as the
14th  of May of this year this state-
ment was made at the annual conven-
tion of the Western Stock Growers’
Association at Medicine Hat.

“The department has nothing to
gain in saying anything of any dis-
tiiet that is not true, and if the peo-
ple of Macleod object to the supposed
slander upon their district in = this
circular, why have they put it into
print? By rushing their supposed
libel into the Western Associated
Press service they have called atten-
tion to it all over the land, whereas
the circular letter was only sent to
residents in the province. If they
think their district has been injured
in the eyes of outsiders they have
themselves only to blame for it. The
fact that it is deemed necessary to
send a man like Professor Campbell
to address meétings in the southern
portion of the province, that his meet-
ings are well - attended, that his
teachings are.being put into practice
and producing greatly increased
vields, and that in some portions the
rainfall is not sufficient to produce
the highest-yields without the aid of
dry farming methods or a direct re-
sort to irrigation is generally accept-
ed.  Once the methods advocated by
Professor Campbell are generally fol-
lowed, those districts adopting them
will become the finest and surest crop-
growing districts in ° the . province.
This will be because under the Camp-
bell system' of soil culture sufficient
moisture is stored in the soil to in-
sure crops independent of weather
conditions.”” -

Kinnaird Replies.

Geo, F.' Kinnaird submitted a com-
munication to the city couneil con-
taining a continuation of the &state-
ments made in his letter of May 2ud,
in reply to the charges of incompefs
ence preferred against him by the com-
mitice appointed to investigate theé
public werks _department of the city.
His letter, whieh was recad to the
council and placed on ftle, read as fol-
lows :—

“I beg to submit’ the following in
continuation of the" statements com-
menced in my letter oi 2nd inst.

Re Canadian-Whits Co. Contract.

“I most emphatically repudiate any
blame in connection with the settle-
ment made on this contract as the
strict letter of the contract was ad-
hered to in every particular. The
trunk sewer wag completed on or
about the 10th day of December, 1907,
and Mr. Tomlineon, 'their engineer
and superintendent,was most insistent
upon a settlement as he wished to get
away, hvm_;z due in Montreal a week
h-‘p > Christmas. The commissionera
pointed out to him that in accordance
with the written agreement payment
could only be made on the ceriificate
of the eity engineer, whose coneclu-
sions on all matfers were to be' ac-
cepted as absolute and final, but on
kis representations that there were
only a few small raatters of difference
between them we acceded to his re-
quest and made an appointment with
the eity engineer to discuss the mat-
ter. The meeting took place in my
office anxd occupied the greater part of
a day, Mr, Hilliam also being ques-
tioned in regard to somé items of tools
and material which were in dispute
between the two enginecers. The dis-
pute, consisted for the most patt of
several items of claim ,on the part of
the company for delay in having to
move their heavy machinery and con-
scquent loss of time and damage to
the machine on the one hand, and the
unfinished condition of the man-hole
steps and a faulty joining at one point
in’ the cement work oi the. sewer on
the other. As far as my recollection
goes the aggregate of the claim and
counter-claim did not exceed $700 and
Mr. Tomlinson insisted with some rea-
som that this was too trivial a differ-
cnee to delay a settlement on a $175,-
000 contract. Mr. Keely estimated the
cost of the man-hole steps and the
levelling of the bad joint in the sewer
to a satisfactory grade at thé sum of
$210 and after Mr. Tomlinson had ac-
cepted the greater part of our claims
for material, ete., it was finally agreed
between them to ofiset this claim
against the company’s claim for de-
lay and damage to their machinery.
After this had been agreed to and the
certificate signed by the engineer I
could only admit that the engineer’s
certificate was a just and valid claim
againat the city. [ insisted, however,
that it should receive the auditor’s
approval before submitting it for pay-
ment. This was done and the audi-
tor’s certification appears on the bill
which was submitted to the eouneil

“The business methods of the com-
miesioners have been unjustly con-
demned in this particular. . As has
been explained in Mr. Pace’s letter no
formal agreement, was executed: npon
the advice of the solicitor, Mr.

was aware that they had been writetn.
In one of these particulars, that of
the Graham contract, I have accept-
ed the full share of all blame that
may lie with me which is indireect
and uncertain in quantity, and there
is no cvidence that the city has
suffered any actual loss in conse-
quence. In regard to the other, that
of the Canadian White contract, I
trust that not only he but all other
fair-minded aldermen and ratepayers
will exonerate me from blame after
hearing my defence, and can only re-
gret that they did not have the oppor-
tunity of weighing the question in this
light before, instead of after, the ver-
dict. Blunders have undoubtedly
been made in our civie business, as
blunders are made in all businesses,
both public and private, but I am
satisfied that any assertion that they
have been unusually numerous or
heavy in the case of our ecity, even
under the exceptional circumstances
under which we are placed, is open to
a great decal of question and it is
manifestly unjust in this case to place
the entire responsibility for such blun-
ders as have occurred upon the shoul-
ders of the commissioners. As far
as I am personally concerned, I can
only blame myself for having under-
taken too much and tried to give too
many matters personal attention at
the expense-of perfect and systematic
thoroughness, for which time was not
always available. The rush of work
was largely responsible for this and
circumstances seem to have forced me
into the undertaking of more work
than justly belonged to my office. 1
do not expeet, or even wish, that the
council will reconsider their decision,
but I would like to point out that,
having accepted my resignation and
elected that my retirement should
come into effect immediately, they are
in common fairness called upon to
make me an allowance for salary com-
pensation, and ing this connection 1
may also mention that I am assessed
for the present - year for the full
amount of an income which will in
all probability be seriously affected
in consequence of their action.”

PREMIER VISITS
TOWN OF STETTLER

Hon. Dr. Rutherford is Given Ean-
thusiastic Reception by People
of Stettler.

Stettler, Alta., June 4.—Hon. Dr.
A. C. Rutherford, premier of alberta,
accompanied by W. F. Puffer, member
for Lacombe in the Alberta legisla-
ture, visited Stettler on Tuesday. A
number of leading citizens and officers
of the loeal Liberal association met the
train and the Premier was escorted to
the National Hotel, where he met a
large number of town and country
residents, who were present to receive
him. At the meeting in the evening,
every available seat in the hall was
occupied and many were compelled to
stand, Mr. Harding, who occupied
the chair, opened the proceedings at
a quarter to nine with a brief address
in. which he expressed regret at 011:p
absence of the Hon. W. H. Cushing,
minister of public works, who was to
have accompanied the Premier but
was unfortunately detained on account
of the serious illness of his brother.
Mr. Harding then introduced Mr.
Puffer.

Local Member Speaks.

Mr. Puffer, who nas gained great
popularity in hig constituency, spoke
chiefly upon the progress of the dis-
triet since the early days. He went
thoroughly into the road and bridee
building operations throughout the
surrounding districts, pointing * out
the difficulties with which the officials
had to contend, and which necessarily
hampered operations to a certain ox-
tent. In addition to this, he spoke
of the roads north, east and eouth,
which were considered main arteries
of traffie, and explained why these
had not had money expended upon
them earlier. He stated that gangs
were now at work in this neighbor-
habd, and it would not be long before
thé roads were all put in good shape,
He touched upon postal matters also
and eulogised Dr. Melntyre, M.P. for
Strathcona, for his aetivity in pro-
curing so many post offices in this
and neighboring dist:icts. From this
subject he turned to that of the gov-
ernment telephone system, municipal
and rural, and assured the audience
that these rural telephones would be
jextended in'many directions this year.

Mr. Puffer’s speech was listened to
intently, and when he sat down he
was londly applauded.

The Premier Speaks.

Premier Rutherfo:d’s address was
in the nature of an exposition of the
legislation enacted by the provincial
government in the interests of the
people. In his opening remarks he
referred to the unavoidable absence of
the minister of public works, Mnr.
Cushing, and. said that Mr. Cushing
had assured him that he would avail
himself of the earliest opportunity to
visit Stettler.

The Premier gracefully referred to
the presence at the meeting of many
ladies, It augured well for the pro-
vince when the womn took an active
interest in public matters.

Gangs
of men are' busy mnight and day
strengthening the booms at Walter’s
Mill, the Edmonton - Lumber Com-
pany and D. R.-Fraser’s mill, in order
to prevent them from breaking and
sweeping the logs down' the river, and
there will be little sleep for ‘them: un-
til ‘the waters . subside.

As a result of the recent heavy
raing, the water in-the Saskatchewan
River has risen 11% feet above its
usual level and it is still rising. The
rain’ fall near the eity has not been
the cause of this; but the heavy rains
in the mountains, ‘which melted the
snow and eaused the small streams
which- feed the Saskatchewan to -ex-
pand ifhito turbulent, rushing torrents.

On Saturday the high water and
swift ‘eurrent washed -out some - «f
the - logs : ¢onfined in the booms by
Walter's new: mill, on the north side
of the-river. - These - were °carried
headlong down stream,; -causing: great
dangerito the booms of the Edmonteon
Lamber Company and D. R. Fraser &
Co. below, Fortunately, no damage
was.done, and as most ef the - logs
were captured further down the river
the loss will be slight. It was' an
anxious few. hours this morning,
though, and the lumbermen de not
knew the moment a larger break may
occur either in the booms at the .city
or those farther up- the river and
cause a total loss of the logs.

Just a year ago -now heavy rains in
the mountains cansed a -foot rise
of the water in the river: The booms
were broken, résulting in a loss - of
thousands of dollars for the lumber-
men. - Every effort is heing put forth
this year to -prevent a avépetition of
this disaster.

AT THE POLICE COURT.

It was a year ago this week since
the first shipment of the Pablo baf-
falo ‘herd were put into Elk Island
Lake park. Michael Pablo, the own:
er and breeder 6f the herd, cxpressed

a little dissatiefaction with nature of
the park and the fdcilities for feeding
and  mainfaining the herd, giving
them the same liberty and also the
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same care that he had been able 1o
afford on the Flathead reservation
The truth is Pablo saw the ®yor-t
side, in fact the only bad spot in tiwe
whole park and on a very backward
and unseasoniable oceagion, This
point was chosen at which to delive:
the herd, as it' was the nearest to the
railway. Last year the leaves had
hardly burst upon the trees on  the
first' day of Jume, and the grass had
aot covered the prairie with its beau-
tiful verdure. This year which
been a normal one throughout the
éntire west presents a different pic-
ture. Everywhere the trees ure at
tull foliage, and the grass is tall and

has

‘luxurious;

The Herd Doing Well,

The buffaloes have done well. They
nave endured the shock of coralling,
loading, shipping, unloading and
their tirst experience of a Canadian
winter in splendid style. ‘I'iie sinister
prognosticetions or the armchair few
who whispered ‘the bpuffaio will never
do here,” have not materialized, and
it Michael Pablo saw his shaggy pets
to-day- he would indeed be pleased
with their sleek and healthy cond:-
tion, During the year less than one
per cent, have died, which 18 a gooa
record even for range cattle, Commis-
stoner Douglass hds reported that the
herd is in exccllent condition,

The animals are not as wild as they
were when untoaded a year ago. ‘I'hen
they were excited and easily roused
by the unceremonious handling they
received.  To-day the whole lrerd ot
400 can be handied by Superintendent
Simmons, and his assistant Percy
Ashby ag easily as it was possible ot
Michael Pablo and six Mexican cow-
boys (nost of whom by the way were
Scotenmen). KFitteen bright and husky
calves seamper through the herd. I'he
mothers are very jealous of then
calves, and visitors present are unre-
nutting in their attention to both;

The Outlaws.

* There are thirty outlaws. Theseare
individuals it was impossible to take
Imto winter quarters, In fact, they
have always remained in the wooded
portion at the north end of the park,
where they found an ampie supply ot
summer and winter fodder o1 grass,
and wild vetches and peavine, which
cimg 10 the trees in heavy mauts. Two
young caives appeared with this
buncn this spring, and are as lively
and 'strong as the ones with the mamn
herd,

Last fall when the second shipment
was added to the park a pitched bat-
tle resulted in which a cow was kill-
ed., The cow was the mother of a pair
of twin calves, which were so- wild
that nothing could be done to feed or
house them. It was feared they would
die during the winter. They escaped
and lived with the outlaws. They sur-
vived the winter and are doing well,
