While the Emperor William was on 
his way to Konigsberg, this morning, 
some enterprising jester succeeded in 
persuading the authorities at Strass­
burg that His ’Majesty, instead of go­
ing north-east, was coming south-west 
in order to inspect the garrison. Ac­
cording to telegrams from Strassburg, 
the authorities there received a tele­
gram from Weissenburg saying that 
the Emperor had alreadyTeached that 
place, that he would arrive at Strass­
burg towards noon, and that the gar­
rison was to turn out. The general in 
command gavo the necessary instruc­
tions, and the troops marched out to 
or.ebf the parade grounds. With them 
went the the Governor of Strassburg, 
the Statthalter of Alace-Lorraine, and 
even thei Emperor’s youngest son, 
Prince Joachim, who ought to have 
been attending lectures at the Univer­
sity. The town was hastily decorted 
with flags and filled with expectant 
crowds. By about 3 o’clock the au­
thorities thought of telephoning 
To the Government offices 
at Weissenburg. and re-ceived 
the reply that nothing was 
known there of an Imperial visit or 
of a telegram to Strassburg.
